Pastor Panielson has served in
the African field since 1828, ex-
cept for short periods while on
furlough in America, returning to
Africa the last time in July 1040,
At that time there was a ruling de-
nying ‘women and children en-
trance to British East Africa. This
rule was later rescinded, and on
March 20, 1041, Mrs, Danielson
and har six children, sz well as a
large number of other missionaries
and thelr familles sailed from New
York on the 8. 8, Zam Zam, hop-
ing ere long to join their husband
and father in Africa. This journey,
however, soon came to a sad and
sudden ending for on April 17, the
Zam Zam was shelled by a Naat
ralder. On May 16, Augustana
missionaries, as well as _the other
passengers, were reported all safe
at o neutral port, Mrs. Danielson
and childron  were returmed to
Americn, arriving in New York on
June 24. Detalls of this journey
are chronicled in the book 'Zamn
Zam-—The Story of 2 Strange Mis-
sionary - Odyssey.”

Roger F. Gleason, Special Agent
in Charge of the Connecticut FBI
Office at New Haven, today an-
nounced the speakers for the Po-
lice Administrative 8chool which
will be held at William L Hark-

neas Hall at Yale University from
October 24 to October 28, Gleason
atated that police executives
throughout Connecticut have en-
thusiastically responded to this
school which will deal with police
adminiatrative problems. He also
added that this school will serve
as the semi-annual FBI law en-
forcement conference for the state.

Chief Samuel Gordon of the
local police department, as well
as other police executives through-
out Hartford County, have stated
that they 11" attend. sessions of
this achool.

Among the toples to be discussed
will be a lecture on administrative
problems in connection with traf-
fic contro! and departmental in-
apectiona, as well as police exe-
cutive reaponsibllity in juvenile
crime control.

In a cabinet meeting vester-
day, the king rejected Mra, Quis-
ling’s petition for merey and de-
cided the sentence would be car-
ried out,

mornng."”

Name Synonym For Traltor

In the slightly more than five
yoars he ruled Norway as Adolf
Hitler's puppet, the name of Vid-
kun Abraham. Lauritz Quialing be-
came n synonym for traitor,

He was virtually unkhown out-
side his own country before he em-
erged In April, 1940, a5 u collubo=
rator with the German invaders of
his homeland. Behind him was a
record of political fallure and din-
content with his profession, the
Army. Even_after the Nazis lifted
him to power he could rally no
confidence among his people.

Strikes and sabotage marked his
early rule, and his regime sur-
vived only by Nazi force of arms,

Became Brilllant Student

Born of peasant. stock in the
southern province of Telemark
July 18, 1887, Quisling became n
brilliant student and entered the
Army, in which he won speedy ad«
vancoment, serving as military at-
tache nt Petrograd and Helsink! in
1918-20, In 1922-23 he represented
the international Russian relief or-
ganization in the Ukraing and Cri-
mea, later working on Russian and
Armenian rellef problems,

He left Rusaia In 1930 apd re-
turned to Norway, where, having
resigned from the Army in 1928
after a quarrel with the genernl
staff, he rmm§ himself forgotten.

Entering politics, he was named
by the Farmers' party government
of 1932 as minister of defense
and ax such presided over his
country's disarmament After o
few obscure political battles, he
founded in 1933 his own party, the
“Nasjonnl Samling,” which falled
in two elections to galn a single
seat in the Storthing or poll as
much as two per cent of the yote.

Dropped Into Oblivion

With his party’s collapse Quis-
ling dropped Into political obliy-
fon, not to reappear until Norway
was under the German boot,

Theoretically he became second
to the Gorman clvil governor in
internal administration of the
country, although a host of Nazl
eivil officials and the Gestapo
stood- between him and actual
power,

In October, 1942, the exiled Nor-
weglan government In  London
gentenced him to death for his
puppet role, but his doom actual-
ly was sealed with the collapse
Inst spring of his one support—
German military might.

Arraigned on Treason Charge

On May 9 he drove with six
associntes to the Oslo police sta-
tion in a bullet-proof limousine
and surrendered. Immaedintely
he was arraigned on a charge of
trenson. ‘Then, as he was later
to do at his tria), he maintained
that all he had done was for the
good of Norway.

His three-week trinl began Aug.
30 before a high court of three
judges and four Ilaymen. The
prosecution accused him of con-
ferring with Hitler and other high
German officinls months before
the Invasion, urging them to such
action. Subsequently, it was
ohnrged, he delivered defense data
to the Germans and nided tieir oc-
cupation of Norway by urging her
troops not to resist,

He was nccused also of collabo-
rating with the Nazis in deporta
tions and oppressions that led to

Up Except Location
Of Gun with Which
Man Shot Himself

State Police Lieut. Albert .
Rivers of the Colchester Barracks
is now fully convinced that Roger
8. Willlams, of 3868 Parker street,
found with a gunshot wound in
his abdomen Saturday beside the
road in Bolton, shot himself,

This decision was reached last
night as a result of an Investiga-
tion which had been in progress
under the direction of Lieut, Rive|
ers since last Saturdsy, and elim-
inates the doubt In the minds of
state police, that he had been ac-
cidentally ‘shot, ns he had claimed
previously,

In speaking of the unusual case |
last night, Lieut. Rivers sald that
with the exception of the location
of the gun with which Williams
was shot, all other angles of the
case had -been cleared up to the
satisfaction of the enfortement
officers,

Results of Investigation
The investigation has proven
that Willams left Manchester
shortly before 8§ a. m., Saturday
and made a purchase of a bottle
of milk and a loaf of bread at
Manchester. Green, He was walk-
ing towards Bolton at the time
he was picked up by Timothy G.|
Maloney, who now operates =a
roadside stand In Bolton. Mualonéy
gave Willlams a ride as far as nis
stanyl- which is located about half
way between the New England
House and Bolton Notch,

After alighting from the Malo-
ney car, Williams walked townrds |
Bolton Notch and soon  afterward |
was picked up and given a ride
by Albert N. Skinner of Bolton.

Skinner gave Willlams a ride
along Route 6 to the point lead-
ing up to Walltnms' woodlot on the
south side of the road.

Asked for a Job

Knowing that Mr, Skinner was
a foreman of the section gang on
the Willimantic Division, he .asked
for work and was promised work
by Skinner. When seen by Skin-
ner, Williams was still carrying
the bread and milk which he had
purchased at the Green,

Williams' Statement

The story that Willlams told
Lieutenant Rivers yesterday was
that while he was standing on a
rock on his own land, three hunt-
ers appeared and said that he had
been shot by one of these hunters.

The State Police were informed
that Willlams was first notieed
beside the road by the driver of &
green coupe and who was at Wil
liams' side when Selectman Tom
Wilson of Bolton arrived. The
driver of this coupe, on reading
the account of the case in the pa-
pers, and realizing that he was
probably the person wanted, re-
ported to the Willimantic police.

Had No Connection

His name is James Reardon of
New Britain, sn ex-nervice man,
who had been to Willimantic and
his companion In the car at that
time was a Willlmantic girl, He
has been interviewed by the State
Police and has been absolved of
any connéction with the case,

Mensuresments taken by State
Police shows that the place in the
woodlot where Willilams said he
was shot, was approximately 1,000

As a rsult of this determination,
State Polige are of the opinion
that the actual shooting was done
in a thicket on the north side of
the road, close to where he was
found, and that place is now being
gearched In a further effort to lo-
cite the gun.

One item covered in the school
pudget that ia not a familiar one
to the people of Manchester fx the
help recaived by children who are
hard of hearing. More and more
children are found to be hard of
hearing in various degrees and
thése children are often ncoused
of inattention or dullpess when
the real reason is their Inability
to hear accurately.

Throughout the country this
week, interest is fixed on the hard
of hearing and the schools in Man-
chester have a very définite pro-

to detect deafnéas, Each
shild is given a routine Audiome-
ter or hearing test every three

and, {f found kard of hearing, the
child is referred to the family doc-
tor for treatment and adyice.

Aside from this routine exami-
nation, any indication of a child
being hard of hearing, such as in-
attention in class, poor posture,
poor school work, faulty speech,
ote., s immediately given individ-
ual attention.

There are many causes which
may bring about varying degrees
of deafness in a child, chief among
which are colds, sore throat, en-
larged adenolds, comtagious dis-
canes, injuries to the ear, sinusitis,
abscesa In the ear or any acute
infection,

If it is imposaible to correct a
hearing defect in any other man-
ner, & child may be taught lip
reading or he may be nssiated by
a hearing aid. The day when hear-
ing alds were considered entirely
for adults has passed and these de-
vices are rapidly hecoming per~
fected for children.

Recently the Educational Club
of Manchester donated a sum of
money to pay for instruction at

Hearing for Manchester children
whose hearing is Impaired and
who, otherwise might be without
nssistance. However, because of
the high cost of this instruction
due to the great amount of spe-
cialized training required by those
toachers, this sum will not cover
the expenses of more than two
ghildren for the current year,

In addition to the number of
children in need of lip reading in-
struction and hearing aids, there
are approximately 50 children in
our schools in need of corrective
instruction in = h. Impaired
speech follows directly the hear-
ing handicap and there is urgent
need of a teacher to help the chiid
affticted in this way, as well as
the child who is hard of hearing:
