It was then—generally —and still
is just this;

No wage increascs, |f they mean
price Increases, without govern-
ment permission. And the govern-
ment & going to allow very few
price increases.

Some Minor Changes Made

He made some minor changes
in the policy first states in August.
But they won't affect labor or in-
dustry generally. They'll apply in
individual cases only, and prob-
ably few of them.

Thus-—except that he said indus-
try generally could nfford to raise
wages without ralsing prices—he
left labor and business pretty much
where they were before he spoke
Tuesday night:

Labor is demanding svage in-
credses and business ja balking at
the size of labor’s demands,

Neod Plenty Of Explanation

But the very Important change
he made needs plenty of under-
standing and explanation. This
was it:

Business should go ahead and
raise wages. If it can show at the
end of the six months that it has
been unable—because of the wage
boost—to make a fair profit, the

ernment will consider allowing
t to increase pricesa,

Business will certainly look at
this proposal very - closely before
taking the president at his word.
There are points to consider,-Here
are some of them:

Power Ends Next June $0

OPA's power under the law to
control prices ends next June 30,
eight full months from noW, OPA
Boss Chester Bowles said price
controls will have to be nuthoriged
beyond that time In order to pre-
vent inflated prices,

Maybe Congress will extend
them when June 30 comes. But
maybe by that time Congress will
think there’s no further need for
glrlce controls and just let OPA

e. .

Now to illustrate just what's
involved In all this, take an ex-
ample—say the auto Industry—to
show what can happen and how,

_Auto workers- want & 30 per

cent ralse. Automakers are not
going to grant that without plen-
ty of argument and bargaining.
Suppose both groups finally settle
for n 20 per cent wage increase.

It-may take them two months
—or the end of December—to
“veach that final settlement. Then
if the automakers find, at the end

. of six months, that the wage raise
has deprived them of a fair profit,
they can go to the government
for a price increase on automo-
biles.

But that would be the end of
June when they asked. for a price
increase and, if Congress refuses
to renew price control, all OPA
price controls will die automatic-
ally on June 30,

So then the“asutomakers
have to ask government permis-
alon at all to fpise prices. They
can raise to suit themselves. But

Competition May Be Keen

Competition petween the auto-
makers by that time—when pro-
duction and gales are in full swing
—may be pretty keen, The indi-

¢ widual auto . maker may be re-
luctant to ralse prices then. It
would give an advantage to his
competitor {f the latter didn't ralse
prices.

But here's a side presented by
one of the smartest government
economists:

If price controls remain after
June 30, then the president’s plan
{s {nsurance to industry against a
profit losa from raising wages, be-
cause [t can expect to be allowed
to increaze prices.

whole labor-industry wage pradb-

If industry widely accepted the
president’s plan, much of the cur-
rent labor unrest over wage de-
mands would be ironed. out, at
Jeast for six months.

With industry In full awing —
with competition very sharp— in-
dustry six months from. now
might be very reluctant to raise
months from now might.be very
reluctant to raise prices.

Referring to AP's Joe Rosen-
thal's celebrated picture, the gov-
ernor sald "the aight of American
Marines ralsing ‘Old Glory' on Iwo
Jima will continue to thrill the
hearts of Americans forever as a
symbol of the courage of our Ma-
rines and the inherent strength of
America.”

Office of Price Administration

New butter prices will go into
effect on November 8 at the retall
level, and these prices will be five
to six cents per pound higher than
at present. BSince that announce-
ment was made there's been a
good deal- of misunderstanding
about just what the OPA's part is
in that action and I'd like to see
if I can clear up some of it,

. The action was taken when Mr
Collet, the Stabilization Adminis-
trato¥ of the Office of War Mob-
lllzation. and Reconversion, direct-
ed the "Reconstruction Finance
Corporation~fo remove the five
cents per pound government subs
sidy on butter. - At the same
time, Mr, Collet directed the Office
of Price Administration to- make
compensating increases. in butter
prices.

On November 1, the OPA in
conjunction’ with the Department
of Agriculture, will permit cream-
eries and wholesalers to add the
amount of the subsidy. .five cents
..to their ceiling prices. This
means that the resulting increases
in retail cellinga allowed by OPA
will be from five to six cents per
pound because retail ceilings are
filgured on a percentage basis
These new retall ceiling prices will
become effective on November 8.

Stabilization Director Collet'a
order was issued to carry out one
phase of the President's Executive
order of August 18 . . . calling
for the modification of controls
over prices, and various other
things.

Price Administrator Chester
Bowles has pointed out that the
consumer will pay no more for
over-all {tems going into the fam-
fly budget as s result of the In-
crease in butter prices than the
prices he pald at the time of the
Japanese surrender. Mr. Bowles
sald. "Declines in consumer prices
which commenced prior to the sur-
render of Japan have continued."
The Bureau of Labor Statistics In-
dex of Consumer Prices dropped
two-tenths of one point from July
15 to August 15. The effect of the
full five to six cents per pound in-
crease in butter will be neutralized
by this over-all decline, plus a sub-

sequent drop Im the price of po-
tatoes and other cost-of-lving
Items which represents a signifi-
cant amount (o the famlly budget.

Conditions In the supply of
meat, on the other hand, have
changed very little.

To Thousands of War-weary Soldiers

Mail Meets Thom
Even though most Pacific vet-
erans are Ilanded on the West
Coast and most Buropean veterans
at Atlantic ports, thousands of
wir-weary men still go through
the Panama Canal. Most of their
ships tie up at least overnight;
some stay'a few days for repairs.
+ The Army and the Red Cross
try to see that this first contact
with “almost home” is as pleas-
ant as posaible. The routine was
worked out before V-J Day, dur-
ing a period when - 156,000 Euro-
an velerapns  went - through
ward Tokyo without having re-
turned to the States. Now, with
traffic lighter, everything pos-
sible is done during the brief

The moat popular services are
fce cream, soft drinks, mail and
clean bed linen.

When a ship is staying long
enough, passengers are taken
ashore and housed in barracks.
They are given clean sheets and
pillow glips—sometimes the first
they have seen in months or years.
The smiles on their faces are
something to see,

When men are being trans-
ferred to the Pacific area, ar-

mmngemants were made to have
mail meet them here. Barges, tied
alongside the transports, went
through the Canal with them. The
Army had expected that each mail
sack would care for 20 men, But
p0 much mail came that a sack
was required for every 10 men.
The average man recelved 45
ounces of mail here. Some got as
many as 150 Jetters each. On one
ship, the average was 32 letters
for each passenger.

When ships stop only briefly,
Pier 18 ia turmed into a huge

theater-department store. Movies,
USBO shows, Panama City night
club entertainers, and amateurs
help to amuse the boys. Ice cream,
soft drinks, smoking supplies,
toilet articles, clothing, fruits and
the lke are on sale. Gifts for the
folks at home — alligator bags,
wallets, compacts, Peruvian and
Guatemalan blankets, Peruvian
silver jewelry, fancy perfumes,
Mexican jumpers, anything avail-
able that service men like to take
home are sold at cost prices.

There are facilities for writing
letters, and arrangements by
which gifts will be wrapped and
mailed of charge or postage.

When ships go through the
Canal, “ the Army has a “rubber
neck” aspleler aboard, who gives

a running description of the
Canal, the locks, the counlrysldel
and the people.

Balboa has been the sceno of
