It means a cut in your income 
;ax in 1946, starting Jan. 1. It 
las nothing to do w ith-and 
means no cut in—your 1945 taxes.

All Will Beiieflt .
Alt taxpayers w-ill benefit from 

, ;he cut. About 12 million of them 
saying taxes in 1945 won’t have 
to pay any in 1948. They’re the 
«west Income peoplfc.

Most people—because most peo- 
pie make under $5,000 aS year— 
w-on’t have to worry about figuring 
sut the new tax.

Employers regularly withhold— 
by deductions from the paycheck 
—the full tax on employes making 
up to $5,000 a year.

They’ve done that in 1945. 
They’ll do it in 1946. They do It 
by tables given them by the gov­
ernment. The government wdll 
give them new ti^bles for 1946. 

Reduction Does Three Things 
The 1946 reduction does three 

things: Gives a taxpayer the same 
numbeT of normal tlix and surtax 
exeraptibps; knocks 3 per cent oft

' In 1946 there is a reduction of 
3 per cent in each surtaax bracket.

There 
is a 3 per cent cut no matter how 
high the aurtax.

Before you apply your surtax to 
taxable 1945 Income you deduct 
$500 each for -yourself and each 
dependent. These $500 deductions 
are exemptions.

But In 1945, before applying 
your normal tax to taxable in­
come, you can deduct only one 
$500 exemption. You can’t deduct 
any exemption for deoendenta.

Different In 1946 
It’B different In 1946. You not 

only get k  $500 surtax exemption 
for yourself and each dependent 
but you get the same total exemp- 
tiosi before applying your normal 
tax.

Take an example. John Johes, 
married, one child, has an income 
of $2,400 in 1945 and will have the 
same In 1946. See what happens to 
him In 1945 when he figures his 
tax.

From total Income of $2i400, de­
duct 10 per cent ($240) for allov/- 
able expenses. That leaveZ him a 
net Income of $2,160. From that 
he deducts $1,500— a $500 exemp­
tion each for himself, wife and 
child—and gets a surtax net in­
come of $660.

He applies the 20 per cent sur­
tax (it’s 20 per cent because his 
taxable Income la under $2,000) 
and finds his surtax is $132. Now 

.he turns to his normal tax.
From that net Income of $2,160 

he deducts cnly a $500 exemption 
for himself, but no exemption for 
his wife and child. This leaves him 
a normal tax net Income of $1,660.

To* that $1,660 he applies the 
normal 3 per cent , tax and — his 
normal tax is $49.80. He adds *he 
normal tax, $49.80, to the surtax, 
$182, and finds his total tax is 
$181.80. That’s his 1945 tax.

No other candidate in the clty’a 
history was run for mayor so 
many times—how many he says 
he can’t remember—than the 67- 
year-old roofer. And no other can­
didate haa ever held onto the of­
fice BO long.

Four Other Candidates . . 
Four candidates will be arrayed 

against McLevy Tuesday in hla 
flght to retain the post he first won 
in 1933—James P. O’Day. Demo­
crat; Charles F. Dowd. Republi­
can; Gerald A. Fitzgerald. United 
Citizens, and Andrew Onda, Com­
munist.

McLevy, who when he Isn’t 
campaigning for the mayorality Is 
trying to get himself elected as 
governor, has been assailed by his 
Republican and Democratic rivals, 
especially as "penny pinching."

Not Finish^ Yet
Thia gives him a normal tax of 

$19.80. He adds this to hia aurUx,

• From this total tax of $132 he 

This 
is a step he didn’t take and wasn’t 
allowed in 1945. He deducts then 
the $6.60 from the $132 and gets 
$125.40.
