Pearl Harbor Secrets to Be Bared

Washington, - N'_)\' 16.—(¥)—
Fleet Admiral Ermest J. King

chief of Naval operations, told the
House Military committee today
the atomic bomb in {ts present
form “cannol prevent fleets from
operating.”

Testifying in support of Presi-
dent Truman’'s request for univer-
sal military training legisiation,
the five-star admiral said he be-|
lieved It s essential that ‘*our
ficet be capable of prompt expan<'
slon from peace strength to war
strength,

“There is no way to accomplish
that save through the existence ot
a trained reserve,” he said. "1 do
not think a sufficient and efficient
reserve is possible save under uni-
versal military training."

Doubts Destruction of Fleet

Admiral King said he doubted
that the atomic bomb as it now
exists can destrpy a fleet proper-
ly disposed at sea, At Hiroshima
in Japan where the first atom
bomb was dropped, he said “‘the
destruction radius was about a
mile and a half.

“Since ships can withstand a
greater shock than buildings,” he
ndded, “it is reasonable to assume
that the destructive action of na
homb exploding above the sen
would be less efficient against
ships within the same radius.”

The Navy, he said, can readily
arrange flaet formations “to  in-
sure that not more than one or
two ships would likely be lost
through attack with an. atomic
bomb," and “such a result would
nol pay the attacker in the view|
of great cost of these bombs and
the small amount of material
avallable in the world for making
them."

War More Complicated

He told the committee he re-
garded as ‘‘fallacious" suggestions
that new weapons have made the
fieet or Iarge numbers of trained
men unnecessary. Instead, he con-
tended, “these new weapons have
made war more complicated, more |
expensive, and may require us
eventually to build stronger ships
quite different tysm those we
have."

He told the committee the Navy
plans to keep in active commission
20 carriers with 11,000 or 12,000
ajreraft, five battleships, 31 cruis-

"Paris — For the Airst time in bis-
tory French women will have a
volce in this country’s govern-
ment. In the new National Assem-
bly, 33 out of 522 representatives
are women, Seventeen are Com-
munists;: ten represent MRP, pro-
gressive Catholle party; flve are
Socinlists and one Independent rep-
resents the peasants, There were
258 wamen candidates.

Thus, despite their-lack of ap-
prenticeship, French women have
pcoomplished more than their
American msters have In the
course of 28 years of franchise.

women is responsible for the fact
that they vomprise almost six per
centiof the Axsembly membership.

Their votes may explain, too,
the present reduction of the nums-
erous prewar political parties to
three major ones.

Serious View on Bomb

International  Aécords
Not to Use Atomice
Missile Best That
Can Be Done “Now

By James Marlow

Washington, Nov., 16— —Any
thoughtful person must take a
perious view of the future after
reading the Truman-Attiee-Mac-
“kenzie King statement on  the
atomic bomb.

The American, Briti- and Ca-
nadian leaders sald jointly:

“We are aware that Lhe only
complete protection for the civil-
fzed world from the déstructive
use of scientific knowledge liea In
the prevention of war.

In dther words: We can make
international agreements not to
use the bomb. That's the best
that csn ba  done, - hesides
strengthening our efforts to avoid
war. But if war breaks out,
duck, 1

But the three couhtries are go~
fng ahead with this proposal that
the world’'s natlons work out
agreements not to use destructive
atomic energy.

Not Giving Away S«lrﬂ

Meanwhile the Lthree are not
giving away the secret of the
bomb to other nations.

Some top officials sald after the
statement appeared that {t prob-
ably will be a long time before
wo do give nway the secret, And
you can see why from whit fol-
lows,

The three men suggested that a
speclal commission-be created un-
der the United Nations organiza:
tion to work toward agreements

The five blg, permanent mem-
bers of the council are the United
States, Britain, Russia, France and
China. They'll all probably innist
on meats on the commission.

Must Agres Unanimonsly

The Truman-Attlee-Mackenzie
King statement suggested step by
atep work for the commission. All
that takes time. But before the
Security council can act, the Big
Five members must agree unani-
mously.,

If one disagrees, the council
can't act. So a “"No™ vote In the
Becurity council on a recommen-
dation by the commission, would
alow up its work adme more,

Whether we try to keep the se-
eret, and whether the commiasion
succeeds or fails in agreements
on atomic energy, Mr. Truman,
Attlge and Mackengje King have
no {llusions about the future.

They say no nation can have a
monopoly on the destructive use
of atomic energy. Faced with this,
they say, every nation will realize
the need to prevent war,

So while the commission works
to get agreements on the bomb,
the three men suggest that the
power of the United Nations to
prevent war (tself be strengthened,
