The Silver Star Medal, awarded 
posthumously to T-Sgt. Eugene J.

These posi­
tions were under cohstant enemy 
surveillance arid artillery fire from 
the enemy positions In nearby 

. hilL*. In the .fire fight that en­
sued, Sergeant DelBene, platoon 
sergeant in the anti-tank platoon, 
without regard for his own per­
sonal safety exposed hi-mself to 
the heavy enemy fire to direct the 

, fire of his guns against the enemy 
force.

’ Of Increase Allowed
pPA Letting Automak­

ers Charge Four to 12 
Per Cent More Thau 
They Got in 1942

. Washington, Nov. lU-r-oP)—This 

explains where you’ll figure In the 
new car prices Jiist announced., -

OPA is allowing automakers v_ 
generally—to charge four to 12 
per cent more for the new cars 
than they got In 1942.

That’s what they’ll charge the 
clcMer when he buys from them. 
But when you biiy from the dealer 
the price will be only one to nine 
per cent higher.

'" " " 'f in  some cases the manufactur­
ers’ price, and therefore the deal­
er’ price, will be lower than In 
1942. This deals only with the in- 

■ crease.s.) -
The reason the dealer will charge 

yoti a smaller percentage of in­
crease than he pays the manufac­
turer is this:

Prodiietlon Costs Higher
OPA is forcing dealers to ab- 

.sorb some of the higher prices al­
lowed the- manufacturers. ©PA Is 
allowing automakers increases on 
the grounds that production costs 
are nigher than In 1941.

This is why OPA thinks It’s fair 
to make dealers absorb a chimk of 
the ini^rease.

Before the - war, dealers’ profit 
margin on selling new cars Was 
about 24 per cent.

For example—a dealer paid $760 
for a new car when he tougtat it 
from a manufacturer In 1942 and 

-sold It for $1,000. This was a profit 
margin of 24 per cent, or $240.

(None of this includes govem- 
, nrient t^x, cost of transportation 

and so bn. all o f w’hich adds to the 
retail price. I

Not Clear Profit
•Blit \that 24 per cent ($240) 

wasn’t k clear profit of $240. Most 
dealers, in.selling a new car. had 
to take a itsed. car as a trade-in.

Generally they allowed a cus­
tomer naore on^a trade-in than 
they could sell tlic used car for. 
They lost on that pkrt of the deal. 
It cut their profit front-24 per cent 
($240) to 11.5 per cent J$11S).

OPA says ■ further that, when 
other cos'ts like salesmen’s - com­
missions and rent were taken Into 
account, a dealer made a net profit 
of only 1.07 per cent on every new 
car sold.

Says Picture Changed
Now OPA says the picture Is 

changed, that because ot the car 
scarcity there will be fewer used 
cars traded in and dealers will, 
not have to mak^ such generous 
allowances.

For this reason, pP A  says, a 
dealer who now bad a 24 per cent 
profit margin would really have 
that full profit instead of only 
11.5 per cent as before the war 
after he took a trade-in loss.

So—to keep prices down and

force dealers to absorb sonrie of 
the new car Increase, O PA ” has 
told the dealers their pre-war 
pjxifit margin of 24 per cent is cut 
now to 21.5 per cent.

Dealers had protested any cut, 
wantlng.jthe full 24 per cent mar­
gin retained. They pointed to the 
1.07 net profit, mentioned above, 
and' said it was so slim that any 
cut below the 24 per cent margin 
might force some dealers Into 
bankruptcy.

How New System Works 
See how the new system works; 
Here’s a car. In 1942 this car, 

or one like It, would have sold for 
$1,000. OPA allows a 1 per cent In­
crease on It now, or $10. making 
the total retail sales price $1,010.

The dealer, with this margin cut 
to 21.5 per cent, buys that car 
from the manufacturer for $792.85 
(or $32.86 more than the $760 he 
would have had to pay in 1942 on 
a $1,000 car When his margin waa 
24 per cent) and sella It to you for 
$1,010.'

Hla profit margin on that $1,010 
car now Is $217.15. In 1942 on a 
$1,000 car it was $240. Since 
there’ll be few losses from trade- 
ins, OPA figures, the profit will 
stay at $217.15.

If there was a trade-in his profit 
would sink to $116.15 on a $1,010 
car. In 1942 on «  $1,000 car. the 
profit after the trade-in loss would 
be $115. .

Soiml, Ko,rca, Nov. 19— — 
Some Korean closeups:

They call this "the land, of the 
morning calm,” but for 4,3i)0 years 
Korea has been turbulent with 
wars, r'ebelliona and Intrigues 
which may account for the nick­
name given Its people: ’’the Irish 
of the Grierit'.’;’

The Koreans are taller and light­
er-skinned than the Japanese . 
The Japanese workers hate thent, 
possibly because they can do more 
work on less food apd are the only 
farmets In the world who can com­
pete with the Chlnewe. Seyehty- 
flve per cent of the Korean farms 
are tenant-operated, and the aver­
age Korean got only two bushels 
of rice a year under the Japanese 
rule.

Scholars Rank Highest
Unlike the Japanese, the Ko­

reans are meat-eaters, but butch­
ers rate at the bottom of the social 
scale . ... scholars rank the highest.

The people claim they are o f di­
vine origin. I t  seems that an an­
cient god, lonely from human hap­
piness. came to e/irth and blew his 
breath on a yoting virgin seated 
beside a stream. Thus was con- 
ccfveil Tangun, who taught the 
wild races civilization from this 
breezy beginning.

The Korean religion now is a 
mixture, of springing from nature 
worship,; Buddhism and Oonfu- 
cianism . There are about 500,0'00 
Cjirlstians amhng the 23,000,000 
population. G f these 287,000 are 
Presbyterians and 115,000 Catho­
lics.

In th'e old days the ordinary 
citizen had a 20-room house, while 
the bigshot had up to 90 rooms 
. . . he needed that many or more, 
because If he had any real dough 
he was obliged to support all his 
poor, relatives and their families, 
and "even ' the families of their 
families. ^ '

Korean houses are mostly one- 
story mud-walled affairs, roofed 
with thatch or tile, with mats and 
oiled paper ori the stone floors, 
which ate ingeniously heated by 
smoke-pipes that pass under them 
from the hearth.

Shaped Like Florida
Korea Is a ' peninsula shaped 

roughly like Florida hot so moun­
tainous that only about 25 per cent 
of the land Is tillable. Rice is the 
chief crop, of which the Japanese 
took more than one-third annual­
ly. TTie wbrnout soil is fertilized 
with human waste, so that to eat 
fresh vegetables is to risk dysen­
tery or typhoid fever.

Korea Is run by mothers-ln-law.' 
Men ore the ostensible bdsses and 
women do all the housework, but 
once sonny boy brings home a 
wife, tho bride gets the hoiisclean- 
ing job and Mamma becomes the 
elder statesman who takes over 
the reins fo r  the whole family.

tices more European suits In Seoul 
than in Tokyo, . . Both women and 
men are giving up the traditional 
white Korean ciothing, a cus­
tom which began centuries ago 
When it was required that the peo­
ple. Wear the white mourning for 
three years after a rqler died. 
Three rulers died in such rapid 
succession that wearing white be­
came the national habit.

Japs Hated White Garb 
The Japanese hated the white 

garb arid used to spatter ink • on 
Koreans, to force them to dye 
their clothes.

The Koreains regarded the Japa­
nese as cultural upstarts, tor it 
■was. from Korea that the land of 
the Rising Sun got most of its^ 
culture, something that the Japa­
nese choose to forget.

■ Korea had movable printing 
type 50 years before it was In­
vented in Europe.

In 1592 under Admiral Yu Sun- 
Sin . they used ironclad warships 
to destroy a Japanese fleet, pre- 

‘ ceding the American Monitor and 
Merrimoc by almost 300 years.

Japanese guidebooks say that 
Korean’s younger generation en­
joys all the privileges of modern 
education, but actually only 18 
per cent had aedess to schools 
compared with 99.5’'per cent in 
Japan. The true Japanese slogan,

. as expressed by one administrator, 
wa.«, “Koreans should be taught 
to follow, not to know.”

Foreign missionaries provided 
most of the real education and the 
Japanese hated them for. It.

Assault On Sicily

The amphibious’ assault o f the 
island of Sicily was launched on 
10 July 1943.

The attacking force—the F if­
teenth Arm y Groupr-wos under 
General Eia^hower’s deputy com­
mander for  ̂ alUbd ground forces. 
Gen. Sir Harold L. R. G. Alex­
ander. It  consisted of the Amer­
ican Seventh Army, under Lt. 
Geh. George S. Patton,’ Jr., on the' 
left and .the British Eighth Army, 
under. Lt. Gen. Sir Bernard L. 
Montgomery, on the right. The 
Seventh Army assault force was 
made up of the II  Corps, com­
manded by Lt. Gen. Omer N, 
Bradley and a separate task force 
under Major General Lucian K. 
Truscott. The I I  Corps consisted 
principally o f  the 1st and 45th 
Divisions, and a paratroop force.' 
'The task force was made up ofvthe 
3d Division with a combat team 
of the 2d Armored Division. In the 
British Eighth Arm y were two 
corps. Including four infantry di­
visions, two brigades, and an air­
borne division. These troops were 
embarked foam Algeria, Tunisia, 
the Middle East, the United King­
dom, and the United States.

Captured Italian gen­
erals say We secured complete sur­
prise. The airborne operations; 
which were'- executed about three 
hoqrs ah^ad. of the landing, were 
apparently the first real notice the 
defenders had o f what was com­
ing., Our parachutists and the Brit­
ish glider troops got fairly well 
into their positions in spite o f -very 
high winds and bad navigating 
conditions. The landings on rthe 
east coast were not greatly trou­
bled by the weather, but the 45th 
and 1st Divisions had an extremely 
bad surf. Admiral. Cunningham, 
told me that h e . considered the 
United States Navy landing oprt*a- 
tkms, under Admiral Kirk A with 
the 45th Division), to b^one of 
the finest examples of speimanship

Take for example one 
operation; We were quite anxious 
to assemble all the fighting ele­
ments of the 82d Division in the 
rear of Patton's Ifhe as a general 
reserve, since all the evidence 
showed that he might receive some 
rather serioiu counterattacks. Two 
nights after the original landing, 
we laid on a very carefully co­
ordinated plan for bringing in the 
remainder of the 82nd Division. 
Sea lanes were established with 
the Navy and all (roops wer# care­
fully warned as to what to expect. 
In spite o f this, the troop-can ing 
planes encountered some fire be­
fore they got over the" shore knd 
from then bn we had a Very un­
fortunate experience. . Some Ger­
man night bombers came li at the 
same moment that our- troop- 
carrying planes did and the drop­
ping of bombs and flares made all 
the ground troops open up a maxi­
mum fire. . In addition to this, a 
local counterattack, which took 
place at too late an hour to warn 
the airborne troops, apparently 
allowed the enemy to establish a 
fire zone near" the selected landing 
ground. The ' combination o f all 
these things resulted In quite 
serious losses. 'My prescni report's 
are that we lost 23 planes, while 
personnel losses. as yet are un­
estimated.

"A  later operation on the Brtish 
front brought out the lesson that 
when we land airborne troops in 
hostile territory, we should not do 
so In successive waves, but should 
do it all at once. In the first wave, 
where we had surp!rise, losses w'ere 
negligible, but in the two succeed­
ing waves they were very large.

"Even In the’ daytime w'e have 
great trouble In preventing , our 
own naval and land forces from 
firing on friendly planes. TTiis 
seejns particularly odd In this 
operation. where we have such 
great air superiority that the-pre­
sumption Is that any plane flying 
in. a straight and level course is 
friendly Spantz ha.s written Ar^ 
nold at considerable length on this 
subject, and he is convinced, as I 
am. that we are going to l ^ e  to 
do some very earnest basic train­
ing in both gro'und phd naval 
forces. Otherwise. w^-Will finally 
get oijr air forces /ta the point 
where they will simply refuse to 
come over wllen we want
them. . . "  /

S u oe«^  Of laindings
By sim ile, three hours after the 

assault, /beat'hheads has been es­
tablished along 100 miles of coast. 
fr6n>' just south of Syracuse to 
west of Licata. Our troops were 
moving inland, northeast of Gela, 
on D plus 1, when the Germans di­
rected a heavy armored' counter­
attack against the 1st Division. It 
was beaten o ff largely' through ex­
pert use of artillery and naval gun 
fire. This action provided the most 
critical moment of the invasion.

The problems of supply over the 
beaches were especially acute dui'- 
ing the first two days. The needs 
of the combat troops were urgent 
but adverse . weather and occa­
sional enemy air attacks made un- 
loaiilng of ships difficult and haz­

ardous. The beach-siipply opera­
tion first proved the excellence of 
our 2'.a-ton amphibious truck, the 
‘ ‘DUKW,’-’ an official designation 
which quickly became popularized 
as "DUCK.” . - 

General Elsenhower advised me: 
” . . . Last Mofiday morning I made 
a quirk tour, along the American 
beaches, In order to get a visual 
picture of unloading operations 
and also to have a personal visit 
with Jlewitt and Patton. I must 
say -that the sight of hundreds of 
vessels; with landing craft every­
where, operating along the shore­
line from Licata on the eastward, 
waa unforgettable. Everybody I 
saw was In good heact.and anxious 
to get ahead . . . ”
