Days Of Horror Begin

A Dbitter defense fuiled before
overpowering odds and on April
6, 1M2 Genersl Wainwright sur-

Pat McCavanagh stayed in Bili-
bid Prison thiece days and then he
was takten wwith others to the no-
torious prison ¢camp at Cabanua-
tuan, 60 miles north of Manila,
There & reign of terror bégan for
him which- was .mercifully termi-
nated five months later when he
was xent to Hoten Prison Camp,
Manchurin,
~ Chiéf’ McCavanagh was placed
in charge of barracks at Cuba-.

The ecamp
was full of disease and filth, Men
from Bataan, slck with dysentery

Beaten and Then Shot

¢ Sdme prisoners, whether ill-ad-
visedly or not, tried to run away
from it all.

Then at the cnd of the
third day all were shot:

The prisoners were herded to-
gether for surveillance purposes in
groups of tén men, If any one of
any of the groups of ten men es-
caped, the Japs beat and shot the
tehder of the- group, In one in-
stance, when a member of n group
escaped, the Japs lined up the rest
of that group—the niné men left
—nnd beat them Insensible and
t en shot them down., Not a pret-

place for our men to live in
thn! hell-hole of Cabanuatoan.

Pat McCavanagh lived there five
months of dread suspense, never
knowing at what moment he

might mest a fate whith he had
watched others face at the hmdn
of the Nip overlords.

Many n time while In prison
camps in the Philippines Pat Mcs
Cavanagh, Mancheater boy,
thought back on the peaceful days
of his school years, hia entry into
the silk mills to work and those
more eventful days days "when as
a boy he enlisted in the Navy. He
had liked the Navy and had stayed
in enlistment after enllstment—or
hiteh as it is called in the sea-go-
ing bianch of Uncle Sam's service,

Was In Navy 15 Years

He had served faithfully for 15
vears when the fate of Corregldor’s
surrender was heaped down upon
him along with countlesa others of
long Naval service. The future
looked Black there in Cabanuatuan
but the gangs.of prisoners went
about their enfirced labor in Lhe
typewriter and’ adding machine
factory hopeful that our land, sea
and air forces would turn the tide
and effect the long awalted rescue
of the enslaved and embittered
