Is. now the basic gn'ide.

Recommends Rewritings 
Price recommended that JCS 

1067, be rewritten "Into - a few 
hundred wwrds of general princi­
ples."

He -said its detailed provisions 
fall with untold force upon Gen­

eral Eisenhower’s officers, now 
long experienced In the actual 
business of dealing with the Ger­
mans."

As part of his program for
