Express Disfavor, But 
Reasons Differ; Both 
Issue Statements
By The Associated Press
Top apokeamen for labor and 

induatry in Connecticut have ex- 
preaaed dlafavor with ■ Prealdcnt 
Truman’a propooala for actUing la­
bor diaputea, but for different rea- 
aona.

Harold V. Felnmark, aecretary- 
treaaurer of the Connecticut Fed­
eration of Labor, and Alfred C. 
Puller, prealdent of the Connecti­
cut Manufacturera.’ aaaocigtion, 
both iaaued atatementa loat night 
taking exception to auggeatlona for 
a conmulaory 30-day waiting pe­
riod before atrlkea would be legal, 
ami for tha creation of fact-finding 
commltteea which would atudy the 
iaauea in labor diaputea and make 
their reporta public.

"U the president has In mind 
tegialatlon which will compel the 
opening of all hooka of a company 
to public view, the plan la unsound, 
unworkable and dangerous,” aaid 
^ lle r .

"It aeema that labor ta being ask­
ed to make all the concessions, and 
industry none,” aaid Felnmark.

Gives Many Reasons
The labor federation spokesman 

gave many reasons for his conten­
tion that the president’s proposaU 
were unfair to labor, and then 
aaid:

"Basically, however, our objec­
tion would be that a 30-day wait- 
ing period befoiy striking is the 
opening wedge to legislation re- 

. atrlcting the legal acts of organ­
ized labor. If President Truman

fears that Congreaa la hell-bent to 
pass drastic anti-labor legislation, 
he can veto such laws force 
every member of the House and 
Senate to put hlmaelf on record.'

Like Fuller, Feinniark objected 
to the proposal for fact-finding 
commltteea, but because he doubt­
ed that the facta, when found, 
would be presented to the public 
fairly.

"If the. report te unfavorable to 
labor,” be charg^, “it will be 
spread in great detail to every 
town, village and city by the 
dally nawspapera and radio. If It 
is favorable to labor, we have no 
asmrance that the public will be 
fully -informed of the facta.”

Seen Inciting Strikes 
Felnmark aaid ’’the 80-day cod­

ing off period has never worked 
in this country in Industrial dls- 
putes.^ In fact, in many cases it 
incites strikea, since the labor or­
ganization la thus forced by law 
automatically to glva notice of Its 
intention to strike aa soon as ne­
gotiations begin.”

Fuller said fact-finding boards 
would not help solve disputes "un­
less Congress first enacts legisla­
tion to curb union exceaaea.”

He noted that tha president’s 
proposals had been called similar 
to the principles of the railway la­
bor act, but said railroad prohtema 
were set apart from those of man­
ufacturing because of the type of 
Mrvice sendered by railroads and 
the interstate character of their 
operations.

Sound Revision Needed 
The head of the Fuller Brush 

Company asserted that “sound 
revision of our laws which will 
place Induatry and labor on even 
terms” waa needed, and said:

**The public has indicated that

it frowBB upon Induatry-wlda col­
lective bargaining; that it recog­
nises the trend, at a  demand for 
recovery of dSnutges by persona 
injured by strikes called In, and 
conducted in, violation of the law. 
Many memberk of Congress, have 
demanded withholding workmen’s 
unemployment compensation ben 
eflts from strikers. They would 
subject unions to the anti-trust 
laws and the Hatch act concern-, 
ing rtfrupt political practices. 
There is k widespread feeling that

the cloaed shop or union ahop 
should be declared unlawful.” 

Fuller called the^ labor disturb­
ances current In the country "an’ 
Inevitable result of one-sided leg­
islation placing imllmited power 
in labor unions with no protection 
to the employer against unreason­
able and excesslva demands.”

Waddell Turns Down 
Increase in Salary

Brothers Receive 
Army Discharges

Refuses Raise in Own 
Pay Until Wages o f 
All Municipal Build­
ing Staff Studied
The Selectmen In executive sea 

Sion last night, from which the 
press and the Clerk of the Board, 
George H. WnddeU were barred, 
voted to Increase the salary of Mr. 
Waddell by nearly $800 per annum.

This action of the Selectmen 
came as such a aurprlae to the 
Clerk, that when they returned to 
the open meeting and he learned 
of their action, he Refused to ac­
cept the Increase voted him.

CMerk Waddell pointed out that 
he had been reaponsible for the 
compiling of the budget for the 
town employees in the Municipal 
Building, and that no provision had 
been made In that budget for an 
Increase In salaries of any person. 
To take this Increase himself, he 
said, would be bad form on hia 
part, and therefore he refused to 
accept the increase voted him.

He felt that before he be given 
an increase alone, that all the oth­
er employees in the building should 
have a study made of their salar­
ies. On hla recomihendation, the 
matter of the Increase Waa tabled.

The motion that the Selectmen 
go into executive seaeion was made 
after routine business waa disposed 
of. by David Chambers, chairman 
of the Board, and he asked that 
members of the press retire. Under 
the town charter the Selectmen 
have the right to hold aa many ex­
ecutive seaslons aa they care to, 
but the regulationa also show that 
within a reaabnable time, the rec­
ords will be open for Inspection.

When asked by the members of 
the press, if the regulations would 
be followed In this case, and If Mr. 
Waddell would be able to give this

desired mformatlon this morning, 
the press was told that Mr. Wad­
dell would also have -to retire from 
that meeting and would, therefore, 
be unable to give out this informa­
tion.

It waa then pointed out by the 
reporters that Selectman Sher­
wood Bowers, secretary of the 
Board, would be called upon to 
keep Uie record, and that he would 
be asked for this Information this 
morning, unless otherwise provid­
ed. It was not necessary this 
morning to ask Mr. Bowers for the 
information, for the report of the 
meeting waa given ,to the reporter 
for the Herald shortly after the 
close of the meeting last night.

Is of course the favorite of the 
crowd. Eight bulls, specially bred 
for the ring, are usually slaughter­
ed In one afternoon.

On 
the same day elements of its 9th 
Armorad Division, probing to the 
Rhine further south, found the
Ludendorff Bridge at Remagen In­
tact and Immediately crossed to 
the east bank, developing a amall 
brid^head. Such a 'windfall had 
been hoped for but not expected. 
The prompt leisure and exploita­
tion of the crossing demonstrated 
American Initiative and adapta­
bility at its best, from the daring 
action of the platoon leader to the 
Army comrhander who quickly re­
directed all his moving columns 
in a demonatration of hrllllapt 
staff management. He eatablished 
powerful elements across the river 
Immediately In accordance with 
direct orders from General Elsen­
hower. The bridgehead provided 
a serious threat to the heart of 
Germany, a diversion of Incalcula­
ble value both to the main effort 
in the Ruhr and to the reduction 
of the Saar-Palatlnate. . It became 
a springboard for the final offen­
sive to com*.

In the meantime, the Third 
Army waa forcing Its way through

the rugged Elfel hills. By 7 March, 
constant preaaum had crushed the 
German front north of the Mo- 
oalle. General Patton's armor 
broke out and dashed forward to 
the Rhine near Kobleni qn the 
9th. Contact was sstablished with 
General Hodgee’ First Army units 
southeast of Remagen, snd by II 
March the Allies controlled the 
west bank of tha Rhine from 
Nijmegen In Holland to Its junc­
tion with the Moselle at Koblenz.

Once tha Elfel eec^or had been 
mopped up, General Patton waa 
re a ^  to assist the Seventh Army 
In r^ucing the Saar pocket Gen­
eral Elsenhower wrote me:

’Tomorrow morning t he XX 
Corps of Patton's Army begins a 
local attack in the Trier area as 
a preliminary to the general at­
tack by Seventh^ Army on th* 
15th- So far as 'we can deter­
mine there is not a single reserve 
division In this whole area. If we 
can get a quick' break-through, 
the advance should go very rapid­
ly and success in the region will 
multiply the advantage we have 
secured in th* bridgehead at 
Remagen. It will probably be 
nasty businesa breaking through 
the fortified lines, but once this la 
qccompllahed losoea should not be 
g n tt  and we should capture an­
other big bog of prieoners. I have 
given Seventh Army 14 divisions 
for their part of the job, and XX 
Corpa (Third Army) jumps off 
with four. Patton will throw In 
another aubsldiary effort from 
north to south across the Moselle 
with about four to five diviaions.*’ 

Saar Pocket Mopped Up 
On 14 March General Patton 

established a bridgehead acroaa 
the Moselle, southwest of Koblenz. 
The following day hia troops 
lunged southward from the Mo­
selle bridgehead, other Third Ar­
my forces drove east from Trier, 
and the Seventh Army attacked 
northward between Saarbnicken 
and the Rhine. Despite dense 
noine fields and the formidable 
Siegfried Line fortifications, the 
Seventh gslned steadily, pinning 
down strong enemy formations 
and leaving the Third Army ^ k s  
free to cut to pieces the rear of 
the German poeltion.

Armored divisions of 
the Third snd Seventh Armies en­
veloped. the Saar, and the Rhine 
cities of Worms and Mains fell to 
our sWift colupina.

While pocketed German fdreea 
in the Saar, were atlll in proceae 
of being mopped up. Third Army 
Infantry of the Coro* under Maj. 
Gen. Mantnn S. Ekldy, achieyed 
a brITnant •urprioc by crossing the 
Rhine at Oppenheim south of 
Mania late on 22 March with de­
cidedly '  sketchy and improvised 
means. In two .days thli bridge­
head was expanded to a width of 
IS miles, and on the third day the 
4th Armored Division broke 
through the enemy lines to a 

•depth of 27 miles, seizing an un­
damaged bridge over toe Main 
River. The daring armored thrusts 
in toe Saar had crisa-croased and 
intermingled elements of the two 
armies. Under toe skillful direc­
tion of General Bradley and Gen­
eral Devera, the Army command­
ers regrouped their mingled corps 
and divisions without loss to toe 
momentum of toe- offensive.
