buried today beside one of the 
privatco of his beloved Third 
Army who helped the famous 
commander forge one of the 
greatest victories of bis brilliant 
career in stamping out the Ar­
dennes bulge.

The grave was near this capital 
of the little duchy of Luxembourg 
among the resting places of 6,000 
other American troops who died 
a year ago in driving back Ger­
many’.s last, bid for victory.

Patton died Friday of lung and 
heart complications which devel­
oped after a motor accident Dec.
9, in which the general was para­
lyzed from the shoulders down.
His neck waa broken.

Buried Last December
The troops among whom he was 

lain were burled last December on 
just .such a day as this—fog and 
lowering clouds, In biting rain 
and while a wind, moaned a re­
quiem in the forest.

It  is about time, in fart, that 
the whole state of Connecticut 
sent him a Christmas card, down 
to Niantlc River Road, Waterford, 
Conn., for although his final two 
decades of Journalism consisted of 
writing editorials for Just one 
community in particular, the vig­
or and originality and the contin­
ual delightfulness of his thought 
brightened many editorial pages 
other than his own.

On the face of it, I wonder if 

there is a single layman in toe 
United States who doesn’t feel 
him.seir completely befuddled by 
the Supreme Court’s action in ac­
cepting for review the appeal of 
the convfctcd Jap war criminal 
Yamashita from toe decision of 
the Supreme court of the Philip­
pines in sustaining the verdict of 
the mJltary tribunal. Most Amer­
icans, I suppose, have always 
imagined that the Supreme court 
of the United States was an insti­
tution that concerned Americans 
alone or perhaps Americans and 
the nationals of those countries 
with whieh we have treaty ar­
rangements. Yamashita Is certain­
ly not within those categories. He 
is a Jap and an enemy of--this' 
country and will so rate till a yet- 
to-be written treaty makes him 
sometning else—if by then he is 
still living. If a Jap can go to 
the United States Supreme Court 
for relief from the findings of any 
tribunal anywhere, why shouldn't 
a Jackal of the Soudan have the 
same right of appeal to the same 
American court if his life is 
threatened by a hunting party of 
British soldiers?

Come right down to it, I can't 
see why we should do all this rag 
chewing about the control of toe 
atomic bomb by the United Na­
tions or a commission of that 
body. Why not Just get a Su­
preme Court decision to the ef- 
^ c t  that the A-bomb is illegal 
anj-wliere and any time, anyhow? 
Why not. Indeed, put our revered 
Top Court in charge of the uni­
verse or at least of the earth, with 
a reincarnated John Marshall as 
exalted supreme i>otentate and 
dictator over human behavior on 
all planes, in all places and at all I 
times? Why not give this court 
at least as much power as Shinto­
ism accredits to Hlroshito—or did 
till MacArthur kibashed the idea?

Not Frolicsome
Christmas week. I have never 

cared very much for the ancient 
correspondingly threadbare cliche,

Anyhow, I know that a 
Christmas typified by tinsel and 
gewgaws, and at the same time 
marked by greed and selflshViees 
and callous disregard for the well 
being of our fellow creatures, as 
rfionstrous as the world knew be­
fore the Son of God came onto 
earth at all—and even more mon­
strous- - is not an occasion to be 
fittingly celebrated by slap stick 
gaiety which, to. me. la what the 
word “merry” implies.

And so to all those who like or 
tolerate me let me say: May the 
Christmaa season bring to you all 
happiiiess and serenity—serenity 
in faith In the regeneration of a 
world that for so Icmg has been 
given over to conflict and trpuble.

mander, did not have available to 
him the.decoded Japanese mes­
sages that Admiral TTiomas C. 
Hart, Aeiatic fleet commander, 
saw at Corregidor.

In order to establish a basis of 
collaboration among nations, the 
pope said it was necessary that an 
attempt “to ci-eate the omnipotcncy 
of money tie abandoned every­
where.” 1

Urges Return To Christian 
Principles

He urged a return to Cliristian 
principles, saying;

"Let it not bn said that thi.s l.s 
not a realistic policy. Experience 
should have taught to Everyone 
that experience of the law of God 
la the most real and concrete of all 
policies."

The pope appealed for humane 
treatment of political prisoners 
who “cannot be accused of any 
criminal activity beyond their 
political past."

Detroit and St. Louis will be 
represented in the college for the 
flfst time. St. Louis will be the 
westernmost U. S. city ever to re­
ceive a cardinalatc.

The new appointments broke 
with the tradition that the ma- 
jority of the college be Italians. 
Only four of the 32 new cardinals 
arc Italians, thus bringing the 
total Italian membership of the 
70-man college to only 28.

In the past the Italian majority 
has been eliminated on several oc­
casions by deaths and other fac 
tors, but the number has never 
been at such a low ratio as will 
prevail in the new consistory.

To Have Seven Cardinals 
Latin America, which at pres­

ent has one cardinal, will be rep­
resented by seven In the new col­
lege. fcanada. which now has one, 
will be represented by two.

An unusual aspect of the Pope’s 
appointments .was the cothparatlve 
youth of some of the new mem­
bers. The youngest, Monslgnor 
Bernard Griffin, archbishop of 
Westminster. England, is only 46, 
and Monsignor Norman Gilroy, 
archbishop of Sydney, Australia, 
la only 40.

Archbishop Glennon. 83, Is the 
oldest of the new appointees;

Because of the war, the calling 
of a consistory had been long de- 
la.ved. The last conaiatory was 
called June 15. 1936, by Pope Plus 
XI, when he brought the member­

tered Newhouscr’s .736 percent­
age, but the righ-handed Brownie 
won less than 15 games, finishing 
with a 13-4 record for .765.

Besides Newhouser, there were

Dave FerrlS; Boston’s sensational 
rookie; who had 21-10 and pitched 
22 1-3 consecutive scoreless in­
nings for a new freshman record, 
and Roger Wolff o f. Washington 
with 20-10.

Surrender of Japan

'IDuring July the superbombera 
had steadily increaoed the scale 
of their attacks on the Jap- i 
anoM homeland. From the Ma-1 
rianaa baaea, the B-29’a averaged ; 
1,800 aortlea a week. Okinawa 
alrflalda which now occupied al- 
axmt all auttable apaoo on the la- 
land began to fill with heavy 
hombera, medluma and fighters 
which united in the aerial assault 
on the Japanese islands, her posi­
tions on the Aaiatic mainland and 
what was left of her shipping. 
Fighters from Two Jlma swept the 
air over the Japanese Islands, 
strafed Japanese dromes and 
communications and gave the 
aupefbombers freedom of opera­
tion. The Third Fleet augmented 
by British units hammered Japan 
with ita planes and guns aalllng 
bodily into Japanese coastal wat- 
•rs. The warships repeatedly and 
•ffectively shelled industries along 
th t Coasts.

These mighty attacks met little 
opposition. Terrific losses during 
the fierce battles of Japan’s inter­
defenses had made the ^nemy 
desperate. Knowing that invasion 
was not long off, he husbanded 
his now waning resources for the 
final battle. Defending the home­
land the enemy had an army of 
8,060,000, a remaining air strength 
of 8,000 planes of all types, train­
ing and combat.

General MacArthur was mass­
ing troops and planes in the 
Philippines and in Okinawa and 
In bases to the south of the Philip­
pines for the showdoiAYi. He. in 
cooperation with Admiral Nlmits, 
was preparing to execute two 
pltna for the invasion of Japan: 
the flrat known as operation 
Olympic, provided for a three-

pronged assault on southern Kyu­
shu in the fall of 1945 by the 
Sixth United States Army, con­
sisting of the 1 and the XI Army 
Corps and the V Marine Amphib­
ious Corps. The three groups 
were to land in the order rtamed 
at Miyazaki, Ariaka, Wan, and on 
the beaches west of Kagoshima 
to isolate the southernmost Japs- 
'neae island and destroy the de­
fending forces there. Precedini^ 
the main assault were to be prt- 
llmlnary operations in Koshlkl 
Retto' and a diversionary faint off 
Shikouku by the IX Corps.

Plana for Spring *48
The second phase of the Japa­

nese invasion, operation Coro­
net. was to be carried out in the 
early spring of 1946. The Eighth 
and Tenth Armies, consisting of 
nine Infantry divisions, two ar­
mored divisions and three Marine 
divisions were to asault the 
Kanto or Tokyo plain of eastern 
Honshu. These two veteran Pa­
cific Armies were to be followed 
ashore by the First Army, which 
had spearheaded our victory in Eu­
rope and was now to be rede­
ployed for the final battle of the 
Pacific. In thla attack the First 
Army would have contained 10 
Infantry divisions. The three arm­
ies had the mission of destroy 
ing the Japanese Army on the 
main home island and to occupy 
the Tokyo-Yokohoma area. On 
Kyushu we would have held a 
one-corps reserve of three infan­
try divisions and one airborne 
From here the plan was to fan out 
to the north and clean up thy re­
mainder of the Japanese islands. 
Supporting the clean-up would 
ultimately have been an air garri­
son equivalent to 50 groups.

These were our plans for final 
victory in World War II should 
Japan fight to a laat ditch na­
tional mticide. But we had other 
plan.9 which we anticipated might 
bring a much speedier end to the 
war. For years the full resources

Sense and Nonsense
had been working on 'the princi­
ple of atomic fission. By the 
spring of this year we knew that 
success was at hand. While Presi­
dent Truman was meeting with 
the British Prime Minister and 
GeneraliSBlmo Stalin at Potsdam, 

new and terrible bomb waa 
taken to a deserted area of New 
Mexico and detonated. The re­
sults were even more terrifying 
than waa anticipated. A report 
was rushed to the Secretary of 
War and the President at Pots­
dam, Germany, and it waa dteid 
cd to use thla weapon immediate­
ly In an iffort to shorten (he war 
and aame thousands of American 
Uvea. From Potsdam General 
Spaatz received orders to drop the 
atomic bomb on the InduEtrial in- 
stallationa of one of four selected 
cities from which he could, make 
his own selection according to 
weather and target any time ^fter 
the Sd of August. He chose the 
military base city of Hiroahims.

On 6 August the bomb waa 
dropped. The results are well 
known.

Russia Cotnea In
Two daya later the Soviet Union 

declared war on Japan and within 
a few hours the Red Army was 
again on the march, this time 
driving with powerful blows into 
the pride of Japanese military 
power, the Kwantung Army of 
Manchuria. The first Red Offen­
sives were acroaa the Manchuria 
borders and southward on the is­
land of Sakhalin. The advance by 
the Red divisions waa swift. ’They 
struck first to isolate Manchuria 
and then Korea. ,In rapid thrusts 
from outer Mongolia and Trans 
Baikal, the Soviet forces drove 
deep Into Manchuria and struck 
the Khinghan range, captured the 
communications center and baaea 
at Hailar and crossed the Khing­
han barrier into Harbin, key city 
of central Manchuria. To the 
south strong mobile forces crossed 
the desolate Gobi desert toward 
southern Manchuria.

Then, on 9 August, the Strategic 
Air Forces loos^ a second atomic 
bomb on Nagasaki, which dis­
played greater destructive blast 
and fire than the Hiroshima bomb, 
The amoke of the Nagasaki deto­
nation rose 50.000 feet into the air 
and was visible for more th.in 175 
mile.'i.

The week,of 6 August had oeen 
one of swift and audden disaster 
to th» nation which fli-ed the flrat 
shot in the .series of conflicts that 
led to World War II. Japan wa.s 
being made to pav in full for her 
treacheries at Mukden and at 
Shanghai, at Pearl Harbor and at 
Bataan. The enemy situation wa» 
hopeless. On 10 August the Jap­
anese Government sued for peace 
on the general terms enunciated 
by the Allied power's at the Pots­
dam Conference.
