SAIGON (AP) — Sixty-five
Americansy were killed in com-
bat In Vietnam last week, the
second lowest weekly toll in
three years, But this sent the to-
tal of U.8, combal dead in the
war past 40,000 o 40,044 since
Jan, 1, 1861, and at least 30
more Americins have been
killed in action since Saturday.

Thieu Sees
Little Hope
Of Viet Peace

SAIGON (AP) President
Nguyen Van Thieu reiterated to-
night that South Vietnam is pre-
pared to discuss a cease-fire
with the enemy and to accept
Viet Cong participation in elec-
tions to settle the war.

But In a lengthy televised re-
port to the nation Thieu charged
that the enemy is intent on
“savage ambitions' and insists
on lmposing a coalition govern-
ment on South Vietnam.

Thiet sald there have been
“no results” from 48 seasions of
the Paris peace talks and sald
the North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong agreed lo them only be-
cause they wanted bombing of
North Vietnam halted.

Citing a long list of optimistic
sounding figurea on progress of
the war in 1869, Thieu still held
out little hope for peace.

He said: “We are standing be-
fore two real facts, They are:

“The war of aggression is still
continuing from the North and
from North Vietnam's hench-
men in the South.

The Paris peace talks, aft-
er 12 months and 48 seasions,
have still not shown one bit of
results,””

Thieu asked: *‘80 where can
we find peace and how is the
war going to end?”

He suggested two possible so-
lutions—''elther the Communiat
aggressors must mend their
ways and end their aggression,
or the Communists must” be-
come sincere and tall seriously
with us so that we oan have gen-
uine Pesults and peace is re-
stored.””

Thieu ¢laimed that the Com-
munist command continues (o
aeek “decisive victories' so that
the United States will withdraw
ita forces more rapidly and ac-
cept a coalition government.
Thieu has rejected a coalition
government, claiming it would
be a first decisive step to n
takeover.

“Today,"” he sald, *I -de-
nounce before world opinion the
fact that the Communists do not

In the war today, enemy al-
tacks dropped off considerably
nfter two days of heavy fighting
in which more than 300 North
Vietnamese and Viel Cong were
reported killed.

Virtually all of the ground
fighting reported occurred in
the Mekong Delta, where no
American infantrymen are op-
erating.

South Vietnamese headquar-
ters sald pgovernment [forces
killed 80 enemy troops in four
clashes in the delta Wednesday.
Field reports said one govern-
ment soldier was killed and 32
were wounded.

The U.8. Command reported
17 enemy rocket and mortar at-
tacks between 8 a.m, Wednes-
day and 8 a.m.-today, but said
only two of them caused casual-
ties or damage. No American
casualties were reported.

One U.8. Marine was reported

In Brain of
Stroke Vietim

TORONTO (AP) — A Toronto
brain surgeon has described a
new method of Improving blood
circulation In the brains of
stroke victims by replacing
blocked arteries in the head
with grafted leg velns,

Dr. William Lougheed of To-
ronte General Hospital sald that
early last month a 54-year-old
Toronto woman underwent such
an operation. She has since re-
covered, he sald.

Two operating teama headed
by Lougheed used new surgical
equipment in a 12-hour opera-
tion on the woman De¢. 8, the
surgeon said in & report this
week,

He sald a leg veln sectlon was
used ta bypass a blocked carotid
artery just above the neck, The
vein wns inserted Inte_a small
cut above the blocked settion of
the artery, Lougheed related,
then threaded between the skull
and the scalp and connected to
the artery In the neck below the
blockage, restoring  normal
blood flow.

Lougheed cautioned that the
operation would not cure para-
lysis resulting from strokes, but
sald It could prevent patlents
trom having additional strokes
which could paralyze them fur-
ther or kill them.

Rudel Guest
Of Symphony

Jullus Rudel was guest con-
ductor for one of the Hartford
Symphony's subscription con-
certs last night, something that
very seldom occurs, He made
the orchestra sound like a truly
great organization, and he also
handled the Hartford Sym-
phony Chorale to excellent ef-
fect, -

Mr. Rudel has long been as-
sociated with opera and at pres-
ent is musical director of the
New York City Opera, a post
he has held for a goodly num-
ber of years, This operatic back-
ground serves him well when
dealing with volees, of course,
and allows him to draw a very
lyrical sound from the orches-
tra as well.

Not that all was sweetness
and light throughout the eve-
ning. He could be incisive and
even downright nolsy at ‘times
when occasion demanded, and a
couple of times when it didn't.
Nevertheless, he easily demon-
strated that he iz the best con-
ductor, guest or otherwise, that
the Hartford Symphony has en-
joyed during my days in this
vicinity, which is quite a while,

He chose to present music
from the 20th century through-
out the evening, without offer-
ing any of the atonalists,
aleatorists, or other extremists
of the era, Instead, we heard
Vaughan Williams, Zoltan
Kodaly, and Dmitri Shostako-
vieh, In that order.

The “'Serenade To Music'' by
Williams came first, with its
lines from Shakespeare’s “Mer-
chant of Venice.” Barbara
Pearson, Viginia Brown, Daniel
George, and Philip Treggor, all
area people, handled the solo
parts efficiently but not in mem-
orable manner,

Throughout, dictien on the
purt of sololsts and chorus was
fuzzy, excepl sometimes for Mr,
Treggor who was frequently un-
derstandable. Inasmuch as ev-
erybody Is at least supposed to
be famillar with the text, and
1 personally had to memorize
much of it in high school, which
I still remember, it should not
be  hard to understand the
words, Nevertheless it was. Ed-
gar Wasilieff had prepared the
choristers in fine style, so far
as ensemble, musicality und so
on were concerned, but he needs
to give more emphasis to dic-
tion. )

The same. charge could be
leveled against the Kodaly "Te
Deum' which .came next. All
the foreces were musically well
handled and in  excellent
balinece, yet the Latin text was
far from being cleanly uncl-
ated, It could be worde, of
course.

But after five months of two-
hour Back Studies courses two
nights o week, the project
seems to be working to the sat-
isfaction of all concerned.

*Many of the Inmates are
being asked their opinlons for
the first time in their llves,”
says the one-man faculty, be-
spectacled Harvey Willlams,

“Naturally," he nadds, ‘‘no
warden in his right mind ia
going to aet up.a block power
camp within his own compound
and the class is not that, though
we never Ssidestep any of the
eritical issues facing blacks in
America."

Willilams' course ia attended
by 85 male and female inmate
members of his race. A minister
in nearby Long Beach, he is an
unpaid volunteer.

Prison officials attribute the
success of the program, Inaugu-
rated last August to the instrue-
tor, They say that Willlams, a
42-year-old theology graduate
and onetime sideman to the late
azz great John Coltrane, has
just the right approach—an ad-
ult one.

“I tell them," he says, '‘that
I'm not there to teach them In
the general sensp of the word,
but really to stimulate them to
the point where they become
thinkers themselves.

"When very serious questions
arise, such as how do blacks
gain power, we usually take two
views from opposile ends of the
spectrum, nnd we open up a8
class discussion.

“A moderate, for example,
will say, ‘you have to work hard
and get a good education,’ whilé
the more militant student will
say that's been tried and blacks
need a tougher, more revolu-
tionary approach.

“After the c'nss kicks it
around for a while it becomes
obyious the problem iz many-
fold and any definite declslon is
difficult to arrive at.”

R.K. Lyles, an officinl of the
prison’s educational* program,
s5ay8!:

“What these inmates are
learning in black studies gives
them a sense of identity that
puls them on a par with others.
Now they don't shy away from
whites because of a feeling of
inferiority. "They know thal

blacks have contributed, too."

In the actual hand the queéen
of dinmonds falls, and South joy-
fully runs his nine tricks: Five
diamonds, two clubs, one spade
and one heart.

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| Singapore Leader Gives

Views of U.S.

SINGAPORE (AP) — When
Vice President Spiro T, Agnew
comes to Singapore this week-
end he willl get an articulate
view of American policies from g
Les Kuan XYew, prime minister
of this thriving lsland of two
million Chinese, Malays and In-
dlans,

The Oxford-educated leader,
one of the shrewdest in South-
east Asla, voiced some of these
views In an Interview:

He was asked, at the start: If
South Vietnam should fall to
Communist control, will this af-
fect subversion in  Southeast
Asin?

“That depends how it fall, or
how It falls'' he replled, "I
think If it s seen to fall because
It didn't have enough resolve,
enough organization . . . 1o mobi-

 lize support among Hs own peo-

_ ple, well then, it's just bad luck
" for 8outh Vietnam, and I don't
think there would be any sudden
loss of confidence or melling of
the will to resist.

“"But If South Vietnam is seen
to fall because the American
government, under enpormous
domestic pressure, feels it just
can't go on, so A policy Is sud-
denly abandoned, thal is, the
cost in mem and materials has
become too prohibitive, then I
think it could have very serious
repercussions.”’

Lee spoke of & need for confi-
dence In America’s commit-

.ment to existing treaties, then
added: '"More important in the
long run than confidence in ex-
fsting arragnements and com-
mitments {8 the will of the var-
lous governments to resist in-
timidations and subversion. Be-
cause the most important single
factor In preventing this relent-
less expansion of the frontiera of
Communist heartland has been
the abscnce of this will to re-
wist.”

rushed on with his
thoughts: “You know: Inevita-
ble victory of the other side,
therefore why resist and there-
fore since you don't resist, they
must win.

“I think it's taken o long time
to establish this will to resist in
South and Southeast Asia and if
it is allowed to melt away, well
I think the conseguences are
quite unnerving."

The prime minister turned his
ekepticism on the prospects of
unity among Southeast Asians:

“1f they bow deeply three
times even before the winds be-
gin to blow, whether from the
East or from the North, well
that's hopeless ... The leaders
must not be allowed to melt,
And that I think is one of the
dangers of too precipitous a dis-
engegement from Vietnam,"

Once critical of American in-
volvement in Vietnam, Lge of-

fered his Insight on Southeast
Asin’s thinking about the war
there, saying:

‘I think If Vietnam has to go
(Communist), then the way In
which It will do least damage is
that it was the will of the South
Vietmamese that was lacking

.. not the will and capacity of
the Americans.

“The Americans have gone
and carried this load longer
than they wanted to but they
have got to carry it on long
enough to make quite sure that
the South Vietnamese govern-
ment gtands a fighting chance
++. I would say that is one of
the cruclal objectives of any

programming or timetbale for
disengagement.'”

Turning to the question of a
“power vacuum' in Southeast
Asa, with the Americans plan-
ning to leave South Vietnam and
the RBritlsh withdrawing from

Singapore by next year, Lee
sald it was likely, but he put it
more precisely;

"What it means is in fact that
a certain equilibrium has been
maintained because to breach a
nation’s frontier would incur the
ganction of counterforee . ., and
when a counterforce s re-
moved, then, of course, there is
a real likelihood of a new equi-
‘ibrium.""

He cited the growln" Russian
interest in Southeast Asia and
Japan's growing role as ‘“visible
{nwtcuo% to other forces u?mi\ng

As for the Russians, who are
expanding their economic inter-
ests in Singnpore, Malaysin and
Thailand, Lee said: "I'm not
quite sure whether it opens up
more opportunities for them or
more lHabilities, But &t s quite
clear that they have declded
they cannot afford to do nothing
because to do nothing is to give
it all away to somebody else."

And what about the security
of Singapore, and continuing
fear that larger neighbors may
eventually hunger after its rich-
es? Lee did not discuss the ls
land's gxpanding Ismmell-trained
army, or the ring of Bloodhound
ground-to-alr missiles; or the
Hawker Hunter jet fighters on
order from Britain., |

“If threatening neighbors con-
clude that the benefit to be
gained from invading Singapore
is more than the cost,' he said,
‘then I think we will be called
upon to demonstrate that their
conclusion is wrong."

Stallworth, testifying Wednes-
day on cross examination by
Asst. State's Atty. Donald A.
Browne, told Superior Court
Judge Irving Levine he had
done his best. He sald he had
examined every prosecution wit-
ness, ralsed objections o ques-
tions and taken exceptions o
the court’s rulings on various
matters during the trial,

The youths are Daryl Palmer,
20; Bolomon Palmer, 10; Cary
Palmer, 17, all brothers who
live in Stamford, and thelr cous-
in Arturo Palmer, 20, of the
Bronx, N.Y, Cary Palmer
served the reformatory sen-
tence.

The four were convicted by
an all-white jury. Points raised
by the defense counsel Eman-
uel Margolls and Richard Al-
brecht Wednesday were Stall-
worth's alleged fallure to press
preliminary motions in the trial
or to seek Negro jurors for the
jury. .

Daryl Palmer, who testified
Wednesday, told Judge Levine
he had ssked Stallworth at the
time prospeclive jurors were
being selected If there were
any black jurors.

The witness said his lawyer
replled: ““We have to go with
what we have.'"" Daryl Palmer
added that Stallworth did not
quiz progpective jurors on their
posaible racial prejudices.

On  cross examination by
Browne, the witness noted, how-
ever, he could not recall every
question Stallworth asked pros-
pective jurors,

Stallworth sald he called
‘“‘every witness avallable who
I felt would be able to help our
cause,' {ncluding two of the de-
fendants,

Questioned by Browne con-
cerning the reason the four
youths walved a probable cause
hearing in Stamford Circult
Court, Stallworth said he felt
that if a bindover were ordered
bond might be Increased.

In addition, he sald, his
ollents indicated to him that
victim mighl not testify
when the case wns presented
In Superior Court.

WASHINGTON — A carefully
planned political campalgn, in
deliberate low-key s0 as not to
antagonize President Nixon, is
now starting among pro-Israell
politicians to shift major policy-
making on the Middle East from
the State Department {o the
White House. {

U.S, policy in the intractable
struggle between Israel and the
Arabs Ihms (traditionally been
centered In the President's Oval
Office, particularly when oc-
cupied by Democratic Presi-
dents with political and finan-
clal roots deep in the American
Jewish community.

But simce Mr. Nixon entered
the White House, the Middle
Enel i the one major geogra-
rhical area where Dr., Henry
Kissinger, the President's na-
tional security adviser, has not
brcome deeply involved,

Rather, the hard planning
that led to last month's pledge
by BSecretary of State William
P. Rogers of a “balanced” U.S.
policy was done by State De-
partment dinlomats under the
direction of Under Secretary Hi-
liot Richardson and Assistant
Secretary Joseph Sisco. The re-
sult of that planning—Rogers's
Dec. 8 speech—was, of course,
cleared by the National Secur-
ity Council. Nevertheless, Kis-
singer's role was minimal,

The first serious attempt to
move Kissinger deeper (nto
Middle East policy-mnking
came early this week from Sen.
Jucob K, Javits of New York,
the (‘hiefdivpublk an spokesmun
in Congréss for the state of
Israel. On the eve of a 10-day
informal visit to Israel, Javits
telephoned Kissinger at the
Western White House in San
Clemente, His waming: Rog-
ers's speech was having a dan-
gerous effect on U.B.-Ismaeli re-
lations.

Javits had previously visit-
ed Rogers at the State Depnrt-
ment, hoping for some indica-
tlon that the Nixon administra-
ton would soon give a positive
answer to Israel's request for
a Dbillion-dollar long-term loan
and more F4 fighter aircraft,
Rogers guve him no encourage-
ment, pnd Javits jeaves for
Israel with no private message
for Prime Minister Golda Meir.

What worries Javits, quite
aside from the angry reaction
in Israel to Rogers' policy state-
ment, is that the SBoviet Unlon
will not " .negotinte serlously
with the U.S. on the Middle
East until the President him-
self, through Kissinger, takes a
direct hand. Up to now, the muin
burden of the talks has been
carried by Assistant Seorétary
Sisco, n tough and able negotls
ator but one handicapped by
being on & comparatively low
echelon.

This effort to bring the White
House into far more Intimate
contact with the Middle East
will come to a head Jan. 25 at
a8 major two-day rally here by
the Jewish Leadership Confer.
ence, Headed by William
Wechsler of Savannah, Ga.,
president of B'nal Brith, the
conference will be attended by
Congressmen, Catholics, labor
officials, and non-Jewish indus-
trinlists,

Its keynote will be to avoid
any public attack on Rogers or,
indeed, any sign of hostility to
President Nixon. ““The last thing
we want is to antugonize Mr
llean minning for re-election to
us.

Instead, the conference will
piny heavily on this theme:
Theé Soviet Union has now
proved It has no intention of
pushing the Arab states into ne-
cepting seltlement guldelines.
Consequently, the 1.8, should

revert to 100 per cent backing
for larnel against the Arabs,

Bul behind this message, the
conference planners hope Mr,
Nixon will feel the heat of pub-
lic pressure from perhaps. a
thousand community leaders at
the mass meeting.

The State Department has al-
rendy felt the heat. S8en. George
Murphy, a conservative Repub-
lican running for reelection in
Callfornia, wrote Rogers a blis-
tering letter demanding that
the U.S8. take Israel into full
confidence before making any
further settlement proposals to
the Rusgians or the Big Four.
Murphy denounced Rogers'
“balanced’’ policy as playing
Into Soviet hands and pralsed
Israel as the only reliable anti.
Communist state in the Arab
Mlddle East.

With all this growing pres-
sure, however, Rogers and his
high command at the State De-
partment show not the slight-
est sign of retreat. The new
U.8, policy rests firmly on the
conviction that the way to block
Soviet expansion In the Middle
East Is not to give Israel a
1.8, proxy but, as Rogers said,
to retain “friendly ties with both
Arabs and Israell,” For this
very reason, American friends
of Israel want the center of pol-
fcy-making returned to the po-
litieally sensitive Oval Office.

As hos already been ob-
served, the dominant guestion
for 1970 Connecticut politics is
the question of whether the Re-

publicans can make it back
from their long exile,

And the obvious surface han-
dicap they face as they find
themsglves forced to engage in

what has to seem a now or

never gamble is that of choos-
Ing candidates who will have
both reputation, demonstrated
ability, and personnl magne-
tism.

Meanwhile, however, it may
be that they have already suf-
fered one severe campalgn
blow.

It is not o blow which is self-
inflicted, although there is no
happy sign the Republicans are
suddenly going to cure, for
1080, tMeir own habit of helping
defent themselves,

Nor is it a blow which has
been delivered by the superior
tactics of the Democrats,

Rather, it is a blow which
seems to have been struck by

the thoughtless human nature,

of the Connecticut voters and
taxpayers.

As the state's current fiscal
crisis developed ang headed into
the 1869 session of the General
Assembly, with unprecedented
deficit guaranteeing the neces-
sity for unprecedented taxes,
we were convinced that, for
once in our columnar experi-
ence, we were witnesasing the
development of a fiscal lssue
which wns really golng to en-
gage the emotions, concern, and
eventual voting of ordinary
citizens.

That conviction on our part
did not lessen through all the

Our present judgment, six
months after the adjournment
of the General ASfembly, has
altered considerably.

We think we see him so con-
fused in a welter of increased
costs for everything that he no
longer has any special resent-
ment devoled directly to the
politicians who set his taxes for
him,

We even suspect that the
average Connectiout citizen and
taxpayer has, with a callous
disregard for the campaign nec.
eagities of the Republicans, slip-
ped Into a feeling that he is
paying the new tax rates, and
can even pay the new taxes
that may lle ahead in the next
sesslon, without experiencing
personal disaster,

Nothing that we have  ob-
served here meana that the fis-
cal issue has suddénly disap-
peared from the 1070 cam-
paign, It is still there, and still
the top Issue candidates will
have to talk about, and it will
still operate, so far as it op-
erates, to the benefit of the Re-
publican candidates.

But our one-time opinion that
it might become so dominant
and powerful an lasus it might
take over and decide the whole
1970 campdign has lost most of
its one-time strength.

And, although the Republicans
will have to keep on with the
fiscal issue, they will also have
to be aware that.an old axiom
has crept back into the 1070
arena. You just can't depend
on the tuxpayers really to care.

Charter Oak Skating Rink
Opens First Time Today

The enlarged skating area at
Charter Oak Park went Into use
for the first time today and Is
scheduled to remain open for
skating under lights until 10
o'clock.

It wias not only the first use
of that area, but also the first
official skating anywhere in
Manchester where Park De-
partment efforts (o prepare ice
have been frustrated by the se-
quence of sleet, snow, and
then extrrz cold weather.

Town workers were busy to-
day honing ice at the annex of
Center Springs Pond, hoping to
get that ready for skating to-
morrow.

The rink at Charter Oak, part
of the recreation complex being
developgd to help replace fa-
cllities lost at Mt. Nebo with
the construction of RL. 6, now
has a warming room nearby
with a fireplace and with toilet
facilities. They are housed In a
building which combines the
recreation facilities and a pump
house used by the Water De-
partment, The town allocated
$48,000 for the structure.

The old entrance to the Char-
ter Qak area has been swallow-
ed up by the highway complex
and the new one i8 off Charter
Oak Bt opposite Spruce.

Park Superintendent Ernest
Tureck stressed today that the

entrance s a narrow one-way
road. Drivers exiting [rom
Charter Oak must leave by
another road that goes east
from the skating rink toward
the Water Department garage
and meets Charter Oak St. at
a point approximately opposite
Kane Rd.

He said failure to observe the
one-way pattern might resuit in
i bad traffic tangle,

Parking is available near the
rink for about 100 cars,

With the Charter Oak area
ready for skaters the Park De-
partment is boosting its effort
to prepare the Center Springs
annex, Tureck said.

That task has bheen especial-
ly difficult this year, Tureck
sald, because sleet fell on the
Ice, then snow on the sieet.

Normgally, he said, it is pos-
sible to douse the snow lce with
water to fill in the pores and
make it solid nnd safe.

This year, however, the
weather at the crucial time was
8o cold it was impossible to
spray the sonw ice without hav-
ing the water freeze instantly,
forming a thin crust on top of
the honeycomb instead of seep-
ing Into_it.

The
committee also expresses the
desire to handle all public util-
ities services as economically
as possible,

Several of the objectives laid
down (objectives are more spe-
citic than .goals and subgoals)
call for cooperation with other
towns in the areas of water
supply, and solid and llquid
waste collection and disposal.

This committee also deals
with economic development in
Manchester, but its recommen-
dations in that area are not as
complete as in public utilities,

One of the subgodls In the
field of economics calls for

Health Service Organizer

Two grants recelved by the
Hockanum Valley Community
Services Council pave: the way
for the council to hire & com-
munity organizer either full
time for & short period or part-
time for a longer period.

One grant fof §$5,000 was re-
celved from the State Depart-
ment of Mental Health and an-
other for $2,500 from the Great-
er Hartford Community Coun-
eil.*

The executive commitiee of
the Hockanum Valley group
met yesterday afternoon to dis.
cuss the duties of the proposed
community organizer.

One of the major dutles of the
new position will be to contact
all organized and semi-organiz-
ed, health, recreation and so-
clal service groups.

The councll, last May, had a
survey made of the three-town
area of Vernon, Ellington and
Tolland., Heading the survey
was Dr. Louls Goldstein of the
University of Connecticut 8chool
of Socinl Work,

The study was designed to ex-
plore the existence, seriousness
and importance of a limited
number of physical, emotional,
social and community prob-
Ims in the tri-town area.
inter-
views with three different
groups of people, Including
members of the council, profes-
stond! people and the general

public. The commiltee found the
results showed an Interesting
difference bet the evalua-

Out of the sutjvey came the
fact that the fiYe top problem
areas are: Menial health serv-
ices, child guidance services,
teen-center and' counseling,
family services and day care
services,

of future services.

It will be the duty of the new
organizer o sée that this
recommendation is carried outl.

Tufts Universily sclentist has
unvetiled a pollution-free engine
which operates on salt water
and material made from the
tendons of animals,

Developed by Dr. Martin
Sussman, the machine ls an in-
ternal  contraction engine in-
stead of an internal combustion
engine—it operates on the prin-
ciple of contracting material in-
stead of the common method of
expanding, heat-producing ma-
terials.

Dr. Sussman sald Wednesday
his machine has a long strand of
& substance made from animal

tendon. This substance, called n 3, 1068 at the first Congrpgation-

Theodore Roosevelt IV
Traded Stick for Snakes

OUAGADOUGOU, Upper Volta
(AP) — Theodore Roosevelt IV
speaks softly and collects
snakes.

Roogevelt, 26 and sideburned,
is a vice consul and second sec-
retary of the American Embas-
8y here. That’s a good-to-better
posting for a young Foreign
Service officer, and his col-
leagues attribute it to ability
alone,

“S8ometimes it's an advantage
to be the great-grandson of o
president and it's & mistake to
deny iL,'" Roosevelt says, pur-
suing the subject reluctantly.
“But moat of the time, It doesn't
make much difference.

"Onmée when T'was making my
way across country (in the Unit-
ed States)— 1 used to gleep in
jails to save money—the man
who booked me in told me:
‘Well, good night, Mr. Fourth.’
He thought that was the name."

And sometimes, he adds, it
works the other way. When he
started U.8. Navy frogman
training, his instructor asked:
“"Mr. Roosevelt, where is your
blg stick?”

He got one and carried it
around for all six months of
training. Sometimes classmates
gave him a hand, bt If the
stick didn't make it for inspec-
tion, he got dumped into the
bay. '

The "'big stick' comes from
his forebear's 19801 advice:
“‘Speak softly and carry a blg
stick—you will go far."

Young Roosevelt does his
rough riding on & German mo-
toreycle, hauling up short when
there's python to play with, He
collects nonpoisonous snakes
whenever he finds them.

NEW YORK (AP) David
Sarnoff, whose dreams of Home
radio nnd television became n
reality through' his managerinl
talents, hoas retired as choalrmnn
of RCA and has beon replnced
by his son,

Sarnoff, 78, convinced RCA to
develop the home radio und was
honored as the “Father of Amer-
jcan Televislon.'! Hé stepped
down Wednesday nnd the board
of directors elected him the tirst
honarnry chadrman in RCA's
history,

Sarnoff I8 convalescing In
Lenox Hill Hospital after o ser:
les of mastold operations.

Robert W. Sarnolf, his Bb1-
year-old son, RCA president
slnce 1966 and chief execulive
officer since 1968, was named
chalrman,

The elder Sarnoff was born In
Uzllan, Russin, and cume to the
United States In 1900, He sup-
ported hia family by selling
newspapers and at 156 Joined the
Marconl  Wircless Telegraph
Company of America, eurning
$5.50 a week,

In 1816, Sarnoff proposed de-
veloping n *‘radio music box. . .
to bring music into the home by
wireless."" After World War 1
RCA ucquired Marconl and Sar-

noff convineed Wiy colledgues to
put up $2,000 to develop the ra-
dlo.

In three yearn RCA sold 383
milllon worth of radlos. Todny
there are 200 milllon radios in
Ameriean homes and nutos.

In 1028 Sarnoff forecast,
"Television, which 18 the techni-
cil nume for seeing as well ns
hearing by radio, will come to
pass in due course.” In 1044 the
Television Brosdessters Agso-
cintion named him “Father of
American  Television.” There
are B4.6 millibn sets in America
now.

Sarnoff alio helped oversee
development of color television
und founded the National Broud-
casting Co. An 1026; the first no-
tonnl radio network,

During World War 11 he held
the runk of brigadier general na
it special consultant on commu-
nications. President Harry 8.
Truman awnrded him the Medal
of Merit,

Sarnoff also brought the na-
ton the first word of the sinking
of the stenmship Titanie in 1812,
when he wus a 20-year old wire-
less operator. He manned the
wire for 72 hours as the “un-
sinkable” ship went down and
s#ent out the names of 700 survi-
vors among the 2,200 gbhoard.

- President Nixon resumes the
status of o reglstered Culifornia
voler today, some seven yours
after he left for New York fol-
lowing an election defent for
governor.

The President, Mrs. Nixon
and daughter Tricia planned to
register during the afternoon
then fly back to Washington to
end a nine.day stay in the chief
execulive's native sgtate, The
formalities apparesntly were to
take place In Santa Ana, seal of
Orange County.

Nixon, who will observe his
A7th birthday Friday, moved his
family to New York after losing
a8 1962 gubernaltorial - race
against then-incumbent Demo-
crat Edmund G. Brown. He took
up a lucrative law practice in
Manhattan, where he became n
registered voler, =

The President last voted, by
absentee ballot in New York, in
the 1968 election that put him in
the White House, Tricin voted
then for the first time.

All the Nixonsa have been ineli-
gible to vote since selling their
Fifth Avenue apartment early
last year. They have now estab.
lished a voting residence nat
their 3$350,000 secaside estate
here.

The chief executive had a
cholce between registering in

California or Florida, where he
owns two homes nt Key Bis-
cayne.

With his Key Biscayne neigh-
bor and friend, C. G. “Bebp’”
Rebozo, at the wheel, Nixon
took & three-hour, 135-mile drive
Wednesdny along the coast
south of San Clemente, visiting
Oceanside, L& Jolln, Escondido
and Soluno Beach, Nixon got out
of the car twice at La Jolla
Cove to admire the scenery, He
exchanged greetings with a
handful of people who recog-
nzed him.

Earler in the day, he had
worked In the Western White
House, next door to his Span-
Ish-style home, and innugurated
sutellite communications with
the African continent in a cere-
moninl telephone conversation
with King Hassan of Morocco,
where the first African ground
statlon in the satellite system ia
located.

Press  Secretary Ronald L.
Ziegler said Nixon wanted to re-
turn to Washington 11 days be-
fore the reconvening of Con-
gress in order to complete work
of his State of the Union mes-
sage and other documents and
reporta he will submit during
the opening weeks of the 1070
session,

Tennessee Su,preme Court

Rejects New Trial for Ray

KNOXVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
The Tennessee Supreme Court
rejected todny an appeal by
James Earl Ray for a new trinl
in the slaying of Dr. Martin Lu-
ther King Jr.

In a unanimous opinion, the
court sald that Ray ‘'‘willingly,
knowingly and intelligently and
with the advice of competent
counsel entered a plea of gullty
to murder in the first degree by
lying In wait,"

Ray pleaded gullty last March
10 to the 19688 slaying of King in
Memphis. Criminal Court Judge
W. Preston Battle sentenced
Ray to 80 years in state prison.

The high court's opinion, read
by Special Judge Erby L. Jen-
kins, sald, ''‘This court cannot
sit Idly by while deepening dis-
order, disrespect for the Consti-
tution’s authority, and mounting
violence and murder stalk the
land and let walting justice
sleep."

Battle died 21 days after sen-
tencing Ray and Shelby County
officlals later found in his court
records a lelter from Ray, seek-
ing a new trial on grounds he
was not adequately represented
ot hisg trial,

The Supreme Court said that
Ray ‘was represented by pri-
vately retained able counsel.”

In seeking a Supreme Court
review of the case, Ray's law-
yers cited n state law which
says that if a trial judge dies
when an appeal is pending, o
new trinl must be granted.

But the state cited another
law that says a person who
pleads guilly: waives all rights
to appeal or to a new trial.

The slate's contention was up-
held Iast year by both Criminal
Court Judge Arthur 'Faquin of
Memphis and the State Court of
Criminal Appeals. Ray's law-
yers then sought o state Su-
preme Court review,

The Individunlity and distine-
tion of exlsting homes can be
preserved through the creation
of an historic district, Darby
explained.. To establish a dis-
triot, three-quarters of the
properly owners in the area
must approve.

A Historic Distriet Commis-
gsion would be established lo
control and approve any neces-
sury changes within the district,
State ordinances are avallable
to serve as guldelines, accord-
ing to Darby.

The inclusion of vacant land
in the district would not stop
home construction, but  the
houses would have to conform
to the nelghborhood require-
ments,

Only exterior changes would
come under the control of the
Commission, as would signs and
demolition.

Non-conforming uses would be
determined by the Zoning Board
of the town.

Among the questions asked of
Darby was whether there any
controls over road construction
through & historical district. Ac-
cording to the speaker the high-
wny department would work in
conjunction with the Historical
Commission and wherever pos-
sible alternate routes are found
when conflicting with a hiatoric
district.

Following close on the heels of
the hearings by o Smull Busi.
nesa subcommitiee will be In-
quiries into auto and appllance
warranties, package Iabeling,
Insurance and auto exhaugt con-
trol,

Although these hearings are
not on current Nixon adminis-
tration - consumer proposals,
Democratic  strategists deny
any intention to bury them un-
doer & blizzard of opposition-
sponsored bills.

On the contrary, these sources
say Democratic strategy will be
to ultimately give Nixon propos-
als a full airing and "bulld them
up with amendments and make
Democratic-bilis out of them.”

Sen. Gaylord Nelson, D-Wis. |
the subcommitlee chalrman,
has invited 18 doctors and re-
searchers to testify during five
days of hearings on birth con-
trol pills starting next Wednea-
day.

Announcing the hearings sev-
eral weeks ago, Nelson said oral
contraceptives are being used
by 885 milllon women in the
United States and 10 million
elsewhere,

Although the pills sent to
druggists caution of a wide
range of possible side effects, he
sald the warning often Is not
passed along to doclors,

‘It appears evident,' Nelson
added, “‘that a substantial num-
ber of users are not advised of
any of the health hazards or
side effects.' s

vorder Ingpections still are
more thorough than before Op-
erntion Iintercept.

Vernon Hann, district director
for U8, Customs, whose juris-
diction Includes San Ysidro, bus-
lest port of entry, says traffic
delays on normal weekends av-
efage up to two hours, about
half an hour longer than the
pre-Intercept average.

“During Operation Intercept
we inspected everything that
moved,” Hann sald. ‘'We've
ensed up but (s still quite a bit
higher than before Intercept
and. we want to continue this
way. "

Allen D, Clayton, acting offi-
cer In charge of the U.S, Immi-
gration and Naturalization Sery-
ice at San Ysidro, said tourist
traffic has climbed steadily
since being cut in half during
Intercept.

Now, he sald, “It all boils
down to the same old problem,
not enough personnel’' to make
the Inspections. Extra agents
borrowed for the campalgn
have gone back to the Canadian
border and new personnel au-
thorized by Congress have not
yet arrived.

How is the operation faring?

Officials say only slightly
more marijuana i being inter
cepted here now than before Op-
eration Intercept. But the price
of marijuana is up.

In & typleal week before Inter-
cept, U.8. Customs agents here
selzed 254 pounds of marijuana,
As 1970 dawned, 320 pounds
were confiscated.

For December, interceptions
totaled 1,832 pounds—compared
with 1,000 in an average month
before the campaign kickoff
Sept. "21, 1869,

A chief alm of the drive was
to push marijuana prices be-
yond the reach of many Ameri-
cans.

Dr. Wedel Hopes to Bring
Catholics to Church Couneil

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
now preasident of the National
Council of Churches says she
hopes Roman Catholics can be
brought into the organization
within three yeara.

Dr. Cynthia Wedel of Alexan-
dria, Va., even talks of enlisting
the Southern Baptists, largest
group next to Catholics outside
the council,

TEL AVIV (AP) — Isracl
Jots swung Into action on three
Arab fronts today, downing
three 8yrian planes, striking at
Egyptian mlilitary targets and
pounding guerrilla bases in Le-
banon, the Israell military com-
mand sald,

The Syrian planes, BSoviet.
made MIG21s, were Intercepted
as they tried to attack Israell
positions in the oecupled Golan
Helghts, A spokesman sald the
dogfight took place at altitudes
ranging from ‘‘very low' up to
20,000 feet.

Israel now claims to have
shot down 17 ‘Syrian planes
since the 1967 Arab-Israell war,
including three MIGs during an
Israell bombing mission into
Syrin last month,

Other Isrsell alreraft roved
over the southern and central
Suez Oanal, hammering Egyp-
tinn war objectives in two ralds
lasting o totnl of nlmost two
hours, the Israells sald.

Planes also swepl into south-
ern Lebanon to bomb and strafe
Arab guerrilln camps on the
western slopes of ML, Hermon,
the military reported, IL was the
second rald on Mt, Hermon in
three days.

Israel said its planes returned
safely from all missions,

Last fall, Bustani's army tried
to curtall the activities of Syri-
an-backed guerrillag in southern
Lebanon who were trying to ex-
pand thelr bases, After some
fighting and sevemal outbreaks
of violence in Palestine refugee
camps in Lebanon, the army
chief went to Cairo in November
and negotlated an agreéement
with Yasir Aratat, the Arad
guerrilla leader,

The agreement called for the
guerrillag in Lebanon to operate
only from certain areas, Bul
when thelr attacks on Israel
brought Israell retaliation re-
cently, Lebanese consenvatives
began criticizing Bustanl and
the agreement, and called for
expulsion of the guerrillas from
the country,

Three times during 1669 the
Lebanése government resigned
over the issue of support for the
guerrilins. While the rightists
want the guerrillas expelled to
end Israell retallatory attacks,
leftists among the Lebancese Ar-
abs and the refugees demand
that the government support the
Arab cause with concrete aclion
instead of with the lip service
which has been its contribution
In the past.

The Soviet Communist party
newspaper Pravda charged that
reports of U.R.-Israeli differ-
ences over Middle East policy
wre o smokescreen o conceal
improving relations. In reality,
Pravda sald, the Unlted States
In "‘injecting new strength Into
Israel’'s war-weakened econo-
my.' '

The Vatican disclosed today
that Pope Paul VI sent mes-
pages to the heads of state of

Egypt, Jordan, Syria and Israel
on New Yenr's Day urging them
o make poluce. /

The announcement by the
Vatican gpokesman, Msagr.
Fausto Vallaine, was coupled
with a denial that the Vatican
had put forth any new proposal
concerning Jeérusalem. An Ital-
ian magazine sald recently the
Pope had sent such & planto Is-
riel, Jordan and Egypt.

Msgr., Vallainc did not dis-
close the contents of the '‘Mes-
suges ‘of Peace' to the heads of
state.

Dr. Latham:

Science Can Save Us

If We Use It Wisely

By PAUL RECER
AP Aerospnco Writer

HOUSTON, Tex. (AP) — 8cl-
ence can be the salvation of
man if he'll just grow up enough
to use it correctly, says Dr.
Gary Latham, lunar scientist, *

Latham, a 34-year-old Colum-
bin  University selsmologist,
says many people still fear
sclentists even though they are
the only ones who can save man
from poisoning his atmosphere
and dissipating his natural re-
gources.

Many feel, Latham sald in an
interview, that ‘'sclentists are
people who must be watched
and feared because ‘they’ll kil
us off." **

But, the problem, he said, is
not with the sclentists, It's with
the use made of thelir discover-
ies.

‘““Technological progress Ia
outstripping the ability of politi-
cal planners to use It wisely,”
he said. -

For example, he said, the dis-
coverers of nuclear energy can't
be blamed If it is used for “evil
purposes,**

Latham recently proposed
that a nuclear device be explod-
ed on the (ar side of the moon,
Thiz would crente a shock wave
which could be measured by
seismographs. These measure.
ments could help determine the
Interfor composition of the
moon, He discussed the propos-
al while in Houston forsthe four-
day Apolle 11 lunar sclentifle
conference which began Mon-
day. '

" The reaction from the public,
he sald, ‘“‘wns really distress-
Ing.' *

“One housewife suggested
that if we send a bomb to the
moon T should ride along with it

right to the Impact,' he safd.

“I'm discovering for the first
time that there Is an emotional
fecling toward the peaceful use
of atomic energy,”

Yel, he sald, If man is Lo sur-
vive he must depend on atomic
energy. Fossil fuels such as oil
and conl will aventually be de-
pleted. .

Sclentific ldealism waos
drummed into Latham from an
early nge.

A natlve of Pennsylvanin apd
son of & chemist, Latham re-
calla that as & boy he hird to
earn his allownnce by writing
papers,

For, every paper his father
found acceptable, Latham got 50
conts, AL

“It  helped me develop a
reverence for sclentific thought
early,’”” he sald.

He graduated from high
school In Bucks County, Pa.,
where he guarterbacked a win-
ning football team. He later
pnrned o geophysics degreb atl
Penn State, He went to Colum-
bin for graduste work and
enrned n doctorate there in 1065,

At'the age of 33, while study-
ing unt Columbls, Latham joined
a team developing #selsmome-
ters for use on the moon.

Lathdém married while at Co-
Jumbia and departed three

weeks later to spend six months
making geophysical tests at an
Air Force arclic station.,

Mrs. Latham, says the sclen-
tists, understands his career
drive. And that's a good thing
because his work with the moon
selsmomelers has kept him
away from home all but four
weeka since last July. Datham
sald the blg disappointment In
his life is that he can.only send
machines where he would like
to go.

He applied to become a sclen-
tist astronaut when the space
agency opened the spacemen's
ranks to nonflying sclentlsts, He
was turned down because of im-
perfect eyesight.

Latham is helping now to de-
velop a selsmometer to be used
on a Mars probe. A similar de-
vice for a Venus probe is being
considered.

He has abandoned, for a pure-
ly scientific reason, the idea of
exploding & bomb on the moon.

In All Genes?

WABHINGTON (AP) — One
of the world's foremost microbe
hunters has disclosed a revolu-
tlonary new cancer theory sug-
gesting seeds of the dread dis-
ense are present in all humans
from the time of conception,

But these seedg are kept from
malignantly growing In most
people, Dr. Robert J. Huebner
sald Thursdny In explaining the
theory he co-developed with Dr,
George Todaro. Both scientists
are with the National Cancer In-
stitute.

Huebner said the concept
might open the way to eventunl
control of cancer through anti-
viral drug therapy or a vaccine.

Although the theory Involves
the idea of a potential viral trig-
ger for cancer within peonle,
the scientist wsnid It ditfers
sharply from previous theories
casting suspiclon on viruses as
causes of nt'least some cancers,

Previous concepts envisioned
cancer viruses largely as exter-
nal attackers. The new one ap-
proach points the finger at vi-
rus-related materinls  deemed
present from the time of con-
ception.

Criminals Must Become

More Socially Involved

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
nation's retiring chief faller, a
harsh critic of the U.8. penal
system, says the country has
“all the big Bastilles we'll ever
need” and true prison reform is
under way.

Myrl E. Alexander, who sleps
down Jan. 81 as director of the
U.S. bureau of sons, sald in
an interview nation, after a
slow start, has adopted a new,
more reallstic attitude townrd
the corrections system.

He said the federal govern
ment has devised n prison sys
tem in which community in-
volvement will be the chief fac-
tor In transforming the coun-
4ry's criminal population into
law-abldin citizens. But he sald
much more work and money ia
needed.

The 60-year-old Alexander, a
part of the federal corrections
system for more than 88 years,
nnswcrep these questions from
The Assoclated Press:

Q. Do you belleve the federal
prisons are, doing w. better job
now than they did five years
ago when you were appointed
dizector? ;

A, We're doing a different job,
In 1968, Congreas passed legisla.
tlon authorizing a4 whole series
of new reforms such as conmmu-
nity treatment centers, halfway
houses and furloughs for in-
mates. S ’

We discoverad: we had to
mnke great many changes,
We tound we had u lot of (ndus-

But when Oclober stayed at
nbout the same level—-8.90 per
cent——many concluded that real
(and desirable) evidence of a
sipckening in inflationary pres-
sures was at hand,

That conclysion was jarred.
but not entirely, by the drop in
unemployment in November.

The low rate of unemployment
for December adds more con-
fusion o an already mixed pic-
ture. Even at 34 per ceni,
some administration officials
drew comfort from the fact that
overtime {5 down sharply, which
they sald showed receding pres.
sures.

But the general  expectation
had been  employment would
rise Iin December to close to the
4.0 per cent level, corroborating
other signs of economic slow-
down, The fact that it did not
make November seem llke leas
of a stalistical freak, and re-
emphasizes the durability of the
ourrent inflationary boom,

Economic analysls sald Thurs-
day night that the figure for
Dedember also demonstrated:

—Shortages of skilled labor
are o severe that employers
are willing to keep workers on
the payroll everl as business
slides pomewhnt,
