"Too many news organiza­

tions fear social ideas and social 
action,’’ the commission’s task 
force on mass media and vio­
lence concluded In a study pa­
per.

“As a result, they stimulate, 
dissatisfy, and arouse anxiety 
only to fall silent or limit them­
selves to irrelevant cliches 
when thoughtful solutions are 
reijuired.”

The task force report is a 613- 
page book prepared under the 
direcj;ion of a former Justice 
Department attorney, Robert K. 
Baker, and a Seattle sociologist. 
Dr. Sandra J. Ball. The study 
report does not carry the en­
dorsement of the full commis­
sion.

The 13-member commissiofi 
Itself, headed by Milton S. Ei­
senhower, disbanded Dec. 10 
after 18 months of investigating 
and reporting on violence in the 
United States.

The task force report de­
scribes the news media as 
over-sensitive to outside criti­
cism. "Never before has the 
American news media been so 
defensive while being so sue-, 
cessful,’’ the report said.

“When a threat of criticism 
from outside the media appears, 
media operators can be counted 
on, ,in the main, to meet the 
threat with portentous warnings 
against the undoing of our free 
press, coupled with promises of 
increased attention to self-regu­
lation.’’

But the task force went on, 
"The media have contributed to 
the widespread use of confronta­
tion as an Instrument of social 
change by their failure to report 
adequately the conditions under­
lying current protest, by the 
proposals for solution of press­
ing social problems, and by 
their action-oriented coverage 
of conflict . . .

"The news inedia can play a 
significant role In lessening the 
potential for violence by func­
tioning as a faithful conduit for 
intergroup communication, pro­
viding a true marketplace of 
Ideas, providing full access to 
the day’s intelligence, and re­
ducing the incentive to confron­
tation that sometimes erupts in 
violence. That is a subtle and 
uncertain mission.”

FORT PIERCE, Fla. AP) — 

More than 7S tons of dead 
whales lay beneath the sands of 

.Fort Pierce today after being 
bulldozed into mass graves. 
Several of the mammals were 
butchered for study by biology 
students.

The whales suicidally swam 
ashore last weekend despite ef­
forts by conservationists to keep 
them at sea. About 150 were 
burled above the high-water 
lltie.

Local high school pupils be­
headed .three whales for use in 
their biology classes. Another 
entire mammal was carted to 
the school for dissection.

Two other carcasses were 
found with their meat caiwed 
away. Authorities said It ap­
peared the butcher used a pow­
er saw.

Apparent stragglers from the 
sch^i were spotted at sea late 
Monday and authorities feared 
they might try the same fatal 
move of heading' oward the 
beach. Officer Jerry Rogers of 
^ e  Department of Natural Re- 
teurces said they disappeared 
by daybreak today.

"We draggeijl, abRuf 25 living, 
but beached whales to sea Mon­
day." he said. "They apparently 
Joined the remainder of the 
school, chose a new leader and 
decided to go elsewhere."

One whale that survived the 
beaching was taken In a mobile 
tank to the Marineland of Flori­
da tourist attraction south of St. 
Augustine. It was reported In 
good condition after the l‘I|6-inile 
trip. ' ' !

The mammals were Identified 
at first by officials as pilot 
whales. Miami Seaquarium D y  
rector Burton Clark said some 
of those that ctune ashore later 
were false killer whales.

Whales die when they come 
ashore. "Their Internal organs 
deform when their bodies are 
not supported by water," said 
Dr. F.G. Walton Siplth, dean of 
the University of lifiamt College 

 ̂of Marine and Atmospheric Sci­
ences.

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — Pri­
vate school officials say derUal 
of income tax benefits to their 
donors would be a blow—but not 
a fatal one—to the hundreds of 
such institutions mushrooming 
across the South to avoid inte­
gration.

In a random poll by The Asso­
ciated Press, they conceded 
they would be hurt financially 
by the tax policy shift suggested 
by Robert H. Pinch, secretary 
of health, education and wel­
fare. ~

But most said the bulk of their 
support came from tuition, not 
wealthy donors, and none felt 
their schools would be closed 
down by such tax action.

Private academies have been 
flourishing, principally in the 
South, since the Civil Rights Act 
of 1964. Pinch estimates 400 
were formed to escape public 
school integration.

Under present tax law.s, con- 
(ributions to nonprofit educa­
tional institutions are deductible 
from federal Income taxes.

In the case of wealthy donors, 
this can mean a saving of 30 to 
70 cents on every dollar contrib­
uted, the comptroller of one pri­
vate school said.

Thousands of older private 
schools depend heavily on tax 
deductible contributions for 
raising funds.

However, officials of the new 
schools claim they do not re­
ceive heavy contributioiis. One, 
from Louisiana, said his school 
was deliberately ■ set up os a 
profit-making orgaiUzation be- 
carise "we flg;ured the federal 
octopus would stick its nose into 
this.”

The Rev. Melvin Plauche, a 
Baptist minister and president 
of the new Evangeline Acade­
my, which Just moved into a 
$100,000 building at Ville Platte, 
La., said;

"That’s why we’re a profit­
making organization. If you 
want something, you have to 
pay for it. We do and we’re pay­
ing dearly. We’re very leery of 
anything that ■will let the gov­
ernment in.”

As Agnew and his wife 
emerged from the memorial, 
they waved to the crowd of 300 
to 400, and the crowd responded 
with an evenly divided mixture 
of applause and boos.

Later, when Agnew left his 
hotel for dinner with Prime 
Minister John Gorton, about two 
dozen protesters flanked bv as 
many policemen shouted at him 
and waved North Vietnamese 
flags.

At the prime minister’s, a 
counter demonstration was un­
der way. Two dozen persons 
carried signs saying "(Jroats of 
Canberra Welcome You.” "P re­
vent C3ommunlst Aggression” 
and I’We Support American 
Australian Friendship." As Ag- 
new’s motorcade pulled up, the 
small group applauded. ^

SAIGON (AP) — American 
servicemen in Vietnam, like 
those who served abroad in oth­
er wars, have coined a vocabu­
lary to describe their environ­
ment and almost everything 
that happens in it.

Full of imagination, improvi­
sation and humor,' it’s a living 
language that c o n s t a n t l y  
changes.

Most of it probably won’t>ltVe 
niuch beyond the end of the 
war, but some phrases surely 
will survive—even as some of 
the words learned by riew'arriv­
als In Vietnam are left; over 
from Korea and World War II.| 
Many Vietnamese must think 
"mama-san” and "papa-san" 
■are the American words for 
mother and fatfler, when actual­
ly they are durable holdovers 
from postwar Japan, based on 
the Japanese honorific "san.”

Some words tn the Vietnam 
vocabulary, are acronyms for 
current military terminqiogy. 
and others are a  peculiar hybrid 
of English, French, Vietnamese 
and OI Jare-on.

A soIrKer’s account of a patrol

might go something like this; 
"We were humpin’ the boonies 
checking out on arc light when 
we took A-K that waxed three 
grunts. But the CTobras were on 
station and blew away beaucoup 
V-C .

"We popped .•rnioke for the 
dustoffs, and they came right 
through a break in the double 
canopy to evac our wounded. 
Charlie really had his stuff to­
gether. But he won’t get me, 
man—I’m short, and I’m going 
back to the World in one piece.”

FA<3—forward Air Oontrbller, 
a pilot who marks targets and 
directs artillery and air strikes.

Firefly—helicopter equipped 
with a powerful searchlight to 
illumiiuite the battlefield; also a 
night mission teaming such a 
lightship with armed helicop­
ters.

Gook, slope—derogatory term 
for Asians, especially Viet­
namese, whether friendly or en­
emy.

Possible regulations regard­
ing the use of DDT and other 
pesticides will be the subject of 
a public hearing Thursday in 
the Judiciary Room of the State 
Capitol, beginning at 10 a.m.

The hearing, called V f  Tol­
land County State Sen. Robert 
Houley in his capacity as chair­
man of the legislative Commit-- 
tee on Agriculture, was describ­
ed by the senator as “ another 
step in the direction of planned 
curtailment of the use of DDT 
and other chlorinated hydrocar­
bon pesticides aimed at protec­
tion of our citizens’ environ­
mental health.”

The hearing was called at the 
original request of Alphonse 
DeCicqo, chairman of the State 
Board of Pesticide Control. De- 
Cicoo is also first selectman of 
the town of Wlllington.

Proposed regulations to be 
disussed at the hearing are, 
first, that use of DDfT, endrin 
and toxaphene by custom appli­
cators or by officials of towns, 
cities or boroughs or their 
agents be prohibited.

The second regulation calls 
for prohibiting the use of ai- 
drin, dieldrin and heptachlor by 
custom applicators or (by of­
ficials of towns, cities or bor­
oughs or their agents, except 
for the control of termites un­
der and around buildings.

A third regulation would ban 
the use of DDT by custom ap­
plicators or by officials of 
towns, cities or boroughs or 
their agents except for the con­
trol ot medically important 
arthropods such eis bedbugs, 
ticks, and lice; bats and mice 
in buildings and for the control 
of vectors of hirnian disease 
when authorized by the Com- 
mlssioner of Health.

"As a result of considerable 
news coverage on the subject 
of DDT, many people have con­
cluded that the federal govern­
ment has banned the sale and 
use of DDT,”  Houley stated. He 
emphasized that “ no federal of 
state statute or regulation loans 
completely the sale or use of 
DDT”

“ In Connecticut the Board of 
Pesticide Control has made 
great strides and brought effec­
tive control in the use of . DDT 
and other persistent pesticides 
since 1964,” Houley declared. 
This has been accomplished 
through regulations and volun­
tary cooperation, he explained.

Houley has notified all the top 
officials of the Tolland County 
towns regarding the hearing, 
inviting their opinions or at­
tendance at the hearing.

Death Sentence Appeal:

•reme Court To Ponder 
Case of Bible-Quoting Judge

WASHINGTON (AP ) — A Mi­
ami youth has asked the Su­
preme Court to set aside his 
death sentence, partly because 
the prosecutor read to the Jury 
Biblical injunctions against 
mercy.

Richard M. Gale, lawyer for 
Emmett James Paramore, said 
the man who prosecuted Para- 
more’s murder case read pas­
sages from the Bible which "es­
poused the ’eye for an eye’ Old 
Testament precept.”

” I  believe in the teachings of 
the Bible,”  Gale told a reporter. 
“ But I don’t think a man Whose 
life Is in danger should be sub­
jected to that sort of thing.” 

Gale’s petition seeking a Su­
preme Court review of Para- 
more’s conviction and death 
sentence said the prosecutor 
read these Biblical commands: 

“ He that smitheth a man so 
that he die shall be surely put to 
death.”

“ Who sheddeth a man’s blood 
yet shall his blood be shed.”

The petition also objects to a 
video tape confession admitted 
in evidence and argues that the

Paramore was convicted of 
fatally shooting Herbert Leon 
Stephens, 62, a bakery truck 
route salesman, in 1967 in front 
of a Miami market.

The state said Paramore, who 
was 17 at the time, and several 
other youths entered the back of 
the truck while Stephens was 
making a delivery, and that an 
altercation occurred when Ste­
phens returned and found them.

Paramore is under a second 
death sentence in a rape case. 
TTie Florida Supreme Court up­
held the murder conviction and 
sentence. It has heard argu­
ments in an appeal of the rape 
conviction and sentence but has 
not ruled.

More than 100 capital cases 
have been submitted during this 
term, but the Supreme Court 
has acted on none—apparently 
waiting to handle most of them 
at once after deciding a key Ar­
kansas case which contends that 
the death penalty is unfair in 
nonfatal crimes, that juries are 
not properly guided in .imposing 
it, and that capital punishment 
itself violates <?ivill2ed stand­
ards.

Early this month, Wetherell 
said the commission still has 
not completed the review, but 
this was done yesterday and 
the commission has decided to 
go ahead with the next step 
toward land acquisition, the 
public hearing. Some $2,000,000 
has been set aside for acquisi­
tion of land for the proposed 
Bolton-Coventry facility and 
other facilities also.

The Harris Report was com­
missioned by the 1967 session at 
the state legislature to deter­
mine needs for airports for the 
state- The Frederic R. Harris 
company of Stamford is a firm 
of consulting engineers.

The report outlines among 
other things, a  syeteni of so- 
called "reliever”  airports, to 
ease some of the burden from 
Badley and Brainard Fields. 
This is the category under 
which the Bolton-Coventry 
facility falls. It is described in 
Lhe report as an airport for light 
aircraft and would operate on 
Visual flight ruleu as opposed 
to the instrumentation of larger 
facilities.

When the Harris Report was 
first released last spring, towns­
people expressed great concern 
over the apparently real possi­
bility of such a facility in town, 
but even now, specific questions 
have not been answered by 
state officials, and this would 
be one function of the hearing.

Shortly after the release of 
the Harris Report, the Capitol 
Region Planning Agency came 
out with a report which con­
tained a similar proposal for the 
Bolton - Coventry area. How­
ever, after a hearing in Wind-

.sor attended by several Coven­
try citizens, the proposal was 
withdrawn by llie ORPA, one 
rea.son being that Coventry, the 
site of the facility, is outside the 
CRPA (in the Windham Region) 
and therefore outside the 
CRPA’s jurisdiction.

Out.” There was no violence.

Making the Biafron surrender 
announcement, Bffiong said a 
five-man team headed by Sir 
Louts Mbanefo, Blafra’s chief 
Justice, will discuss peace with 
the federal government. Mbane­
fo is also to head an advisory 
council to help Efflong manage 
the disolutlon of the govern­
ment.

“ I  am convinced now a stop 
must be put to the bloodshed 
that is going on as a result of 
the war,”  Efflong sold. " I  am 
also convinced that the suffer­
ing of our people must be 
brought to an end."

Alluding to OJukwu, he added: 
"Those elements of the old gov­
ernment regime who have made 
negotiation and reconciliation 
impossible have voluntarily re­
moved themselves from our 
midst.

"A  delegation of our people is 
therefore ready to meet the 
Nigerian government anywhere 
for a peace settlement on the 
basis of the OAU resolutions 
calling for one Nigeria.”

He thanked the foreign gov­
ernments that helped Blafra 
and said he had a mandate from 
the military and the people to 
sue for peace.

European relief advisers in 
Lagos said there would be no 
difficulty feeding Biafra's hun­
gry millions because of early 
planning, fast donations and 
help from front-line soldiers.

"The need for airplanes no 
longer exists," said one high- 
level source. "Supply lines are 
shorter, facilities are better. 
With extra trucks which are 
coming, we are confident we 
can handle anything that comes.

"We want the airlift to stand 
by, but we don’t want to be glut­
ted with every outlandish thing, 
crowding the airport and Jam­
ming our storage facilities. It 
would only hinder us.”

Relief workers, with obvious 
emotion, described soldiers 
from the Hausa 'Tribe shepherd­
ing Ibo refugees carefully into 
trucks for the trip to feeding 
centers.

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The Test Civilization Flunked
At the start of the Sixties, Nigeria 

seemed likely to prove itaeU the bright­
est star in the new cluster of inde­
pendent native nations in Africa.

Now, at the start of the Seventies, 
Nigeria seems to be standing toward 
tile end of a bloody and savage civil 
war In which milUims of innocent 
civitians may have been victims. And 
pious peopte everywhere are praying 
that the Nigerian central government 
will not use its military victory m this 
civil war, in an effort to kill off all 
future possibility of similar rebellion by 
putting to the sword all the potential 
leadership of the defeated Ibo tribe.

What has been happening in Nigeria 
hasn't fallen too clearly within the reach 
of United Nations law. Nelthm*, for that 
matter, did the rebeUiim of Katanga 
Provln9e in the Congo, nor the civil war 
on Cyprus. But in the Congo the Unit­
ed Nations itself somehow wound up put­
ting troops in the field to help the cen­
tral government of the Congo to put 
down the rebellion fuid keep the new 
African state territorially intact, and in 
Cyprus the United Nations stepped in to 
put its police forces in between the 
Greek and Turkish Cypriots and thus 
enforce a truce upon them.

What has to be said,-then, is not so 
much that the situation in Nigeria lay 
outside the United Nations jurisdiction, 
being a civil war, but that no one work­
ed very hard to bring United Nations 
jurisdiction to it.

For this there could be two explana­
tions. The United Nations Itself was 
running out of interference energy and 
muscle. More Important, however, was 
a change in the attitude of the great 
powers. They had agreed to let the Unit­
ed Nations go into the Congo in order to 
avoid a direct power showdown among 
themselves. In Nigeria, however, they 
SAW their own involvement as less di­
rect, and therefore less risky. The actual 
result showed both Russia and Britain 
supplying and supporting the federal 
government, France trying to sui^ly and 
support the Blafran rebellion, and the 
United States standing uneasily on the 
stdelinee, bemouming masaacre and 
starvaUon, but unwilling to interfere in 
this particular civil war.

The result has now been that, instead 
of having any outside civilizing Influence 
or any concept of international law 
against killing enter the situation, the 
civil war in Nigeria has been allowed 
.to progress to a decision by mllitairy 
victory and by slaughter, the way the 
American Civil War was decided, the 
way some people think we ought to be 
allowed to decide the war in Vietnam, 
the only way, some people sincerely 
believe, really to settle  ̂ such tormented 
issues.

It is difficult to accept, as civilized, 
what has been, in actuality, this sup­
posedly civilized world’s tolerance of 
battle to the death in Nigeria. It is 
Impossible to assert that this same out­
side world, by devoting some con­
scientious attention to the possibility of 
atrocities by the hundreds In Vietnam, 
has done the slightest thing to clear its 
conscience of its long inaction during 
the period when it has been aware of 
mass atrocity in Nigeria. It would be 
bootless hypocrisy to try to claim that 
any world can progress away from the 
jungle when it practices such a mass 
Indifference to what still goes on back 
in the jungle.

In every man, woman and child there 
is one life, which cannot be different 
in its value, its sacredness, or ipi hu-' 
mane importance. The record of this 
dvlUsed world as a whole or in any 
other instance cannot ira^bly be
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any better than it has been with regard 
to this tragedy in Nigeria. It is certain­
ly very nice of us all to hope that the 
Nigerians, having won their victory in 
the jungle, will suddenly reach for the 
laws of dvlUzed mercy, and ease our 
civilized conscleiKes of the burden they 
bear because we neither' cared nor act-

Following Our Leader
It is a pleasant side result of \he way 

the President spends his Sunday and 
hoUday afternoons, during the football 
season, that winning coaches or quarter  ̂
backs are likely to receive, as an add­
ed grace note for their locker room cele­
brations, a personal call from the na­
tion’s number one fan in the White 
House.

For this, one can be sure, the coaches 
and quarterbacks are grateful. It is one 
thing to win 816,000 for an afternoon’s 
play in the Super ^ w l. But that personal 
call from the White House will outlast, 
in memory, all the other proofs of the 
triumph of the day.

But the greatest favor Mr. Nlxioin does 
with his telephone calls to winning teams 
is not to these teams themselves, but to 
the average American male.

One thing has now gone forever. It is 
what used to be the weak reproach of 
the average American housewife. Her 
question used to be:

"Isn’t there anything more important, 
or something more useful, you might be 
doing?”

She doesn’t and can’t ask such a ques­
tion any more.

If the President of the United States, 
with all the problems and responsibili­
ties of the world directly on his 
shoulders, can take the time to watch a 
Sunday afternoon football game, what 
ordinary citizen is going to be so pre­
sumptuous as to assume he or his time 
are more Important than the President 
and his?

Henceforth, whenever the question is 
asked of us American males, as to what 
we are doing spending a whole afternoon 
that way, we are following our leader.

Problems Of Pollution
Until very recently the questitm of 

man’s future was related bo the threat 
of nuclear war. That threat remains, 
but it has been joined by the threat of 
environmental cmitaroinatlon. Man has 
so misused the fruits of scientific en­
deavor, he has threatened his own ex­
istence.

On the East Cbast, <xie scientist has 
proposed the construction of a 48-inch, 
80-mlle l<mg pipeline to carry municipal 
and industrial wastes from the lower 
Delaware River basin out into the At­
lantic Ocean. The discharge of up to 4,- 
000,000 galliHis a day would be beymid 
the continental shelf. The scheme would 
reduce pollution in the Delaware basin 
—at the expense of the ocean. It is like 
sp many other examples of pollution- 
control programs: It prc^ioses to dump 
the load on someone else.

We have gone beyond the point where 
the issue of conservation is limited to 
those who want to protect a stream, or 
forest, or ■ stretch of shore. That pro- 
tectlan is still needed, but it is not the' 
central issue. The central issue is the , 
health of man, wherever he lives and 
whatever his station. This is the issue 
the young people understand. This is the 
issue which has placed the environment 
at the center of campus ttoncems follow­
ing the Vietnam War. This is the issue 
which cuts across economic, social, and 
racial lines.. It binds the suburbs to the 
cities because all suffer from the pollu­
tion of our environment.

I am not the first to note the way in 
which (Federal) pollution control 
abatement protection programs are scat- 

^tered through several departments and 
'agencies. Tlie Federal Water Pollution 
Omtrol Administration is homed in the 
Department of the Interior. The Air Pol- 
Iiifaon Oontrol Administration is part of 
the Consumer Protection and Environ­
mental Health Service program in the 
Department of Health, Education, and 
Welfare.

The Congress has assigned responsibll^ 
ities for pesticide control to the Depart­
ment of Agriculture, which aim 
promotes the use of pesticides for In­
creased agricultural production. The 
Atomic Energy Commission supervises 
radiological protection from the uses of 
nuclear energy, which the commission 
promotes. The Corps of Engineers is re­
sponsible for some pollution control on 
navigable waters., which the corps 
dredges and into which it authorises the 
dumping of spoil. Some responsibilities 
for solid waste programs are lodged in 
the Department of the Interior’s Biueau 
of Mines, which has as its primary mis­
sion the promotion of mineral resource 
development a ^  use.

Such proUfeiatlon of actlvitlies and 
overlap of responsibilities. . .are intoler­
able because of their adverse effects on 
our efforts to Improve the environments.

The time has come for ua to create 
an independent, watchdog agency to ex­
ercise the regiilatory functions assoclat- 

I ed with environmental protecUiHi. An .in- 
' dependent agency, ch a i^ d  with re^xm- 

sibllity for developing and implementing 
Federal environmental quality stan­
dards, supporting basic research on con­
trol techniques, and providing technical 
assistance to state, interstate, and local 
agencies, would reflect the national com­
mitment we need- if we are to avoid 
ecological disaster—SEN.

TEL AVIV (AP) — Israeli 
Jets today attacked an Egyptian 
air base 13 miles northeast of 
Cairo and another base reported 
to be Egypt’s largest military 
inrtaJlation, as well as military 
positions at both ends of the 
Suez Canal, the Israeli military 
command announced.

The announcement said all 
planes returned safely.

The planes hit the big admin­
istrative base at Tel el Kabir, 
about 30 miles west of Ismailia 
and the Suez Canal, and the air 
force base at Khanka, in the 
Nile Delta 13 miles northeast of 
the Egyptian capital.

It was the second strike in a 
week at bases deep inside 
Egypt.

In the last raid on Jan. 7, 
planes struck both north and 
south of Cairo.

A military spokesman said 
the Israeli planes encountered 
antiaircraft fire but were not at­
tacked by Egyptian aircraft, 
that took off during the raid.

The Israelis also blasted 
Egyptian targets at both ends of 
the Suez Canal.

In political developments, Le­
banon’s premier renewed his 
government’s  commitment to 
its agreement with the Palestin­
ian guerrillas Monday night and 
announced plans to strengthen 
defenses along the Israeli bor­
der.

After a five-hour Cabinet 
meeting led by President 
Charles Helou, Premier Rashid 
Karami sought to reassure 10 
gmerrilla gnmups which threat­
ened to renew their war against 
the Lebanese government un­
less it lifted new restrictions on 
their operations.

Karami reiterated his govern­
ment’s commitment to the Cairo 
agreement that ended bloody 
clashes between guerrillas amd 
the Lebanese army last Octo­
ber.

After recent Israeli attacks on 
southern Lebanese villages in 
retaliation for guerrilla raids 
from Lebanon, the Lebanese 
government replaced the army 
chief who negotiated the Cairo 
agreement and announced the 
guerrillas had agreed to restrict 
their activities. But the guerril­
las repudiated the restrictions 
and charged they violated the 
agreement.

Karami atmounced that the 
govemrrient would build shel­
ters and fortifications along the 
Lebanon-Israel b o r d e r  and 
would train and arm villagers 
In the area to defend them­
selves. He said the army also 
would get more weapons and 
equipment.

The premier made public a 
new set of development plans 
for south Lebanon and said the 
National Credit Bank would ex­
tend credit for development pro­
jects there.

In London, diplomats said the 
Soviet Union has rejected eight 
of 10 major American proposals 
for an Egyptian-Israell settle­
ment. Among other things, the 
Russians ^Ithdrew their pre-

sald the plan was “ of a one-sid­
ed pro-Israeli nature."

In their criticisms, the Rus­
sians said there must be no 
tampering with Egyptian sover­
eignty over Sharm el Sheikh, 
which commands the approach 
to the southern Israeli port of 
Eilat, and rights of navigation 
through the Suez Canal should 
conform to the Constantinople 
Convention of 1888, which allows 
Egypt to close the canal to any 
nation with which it is at war.

In Athens, an official spokes­
man said the Greek Air Force 
Academy is training 110 Li­
byans to fly Anaerican F6 Jet 
fighters which the royalist Li­
byan regime ordered from the 
United States. Ten of the planes 
have been delivered, and three 
are reported to have crashed.

France agreed last week to 
sell 60 of its Mirage jet fighters 
to the new leftist Libyan mili­
tary regime, and Israel ex­
pressed fear that the planes 
eventually would ~ be used 
against it.

Bureaucracy Battle Keeps 
Aid from Reaching Biafrans
LA.(X>S (AP) — A squabble 

between Nigerian organizations 
over directing aid for Biafra ap­
peared today, to have been set­
tled, but there was no green 
light yet for foreign govern­
ments waiting to send massive 
shipments of food, medicine and 
supplies to the war zone.

MaJ. Gen. Yakubu Gowon, the 
Nigerian head of state, rejected 
help from Joint Church Aid and 
other private agencies which 
flew mercy shipments to Biafra 
during the civil war.

"Let them keep their blood 
money,”  he said in a radio In­
terview. ” We don’t want their 
help or assistance. We will do it 
ourselves.”

The relief program was re- 
ixirted stymied by a dispute 
over its control between the 

. government-affiliated National 
Commission for Rehabilitation 
and the Nigerian Red CJross. But 
the head of the rehabilitation 
commission, Timothy Omobare, 
said today that the commission 
” is in charge of determining 
priority of emergency relief op­
erations, whUe the Red Cross is 
In charge of emergency opera­
tions.”

” We don’t trouble them at 
)all,”  he added. “ The decree 
sharing our responsibility is 
very clear. All we need . . . now 
is to get to the field and meet 
the needy masses and not-alt 
down in Lagos quarreling.”

A defense department spokes­
man said the government had 
not cleared e  relief airlift from 
Britain because the government 
had no official information.

"All We know ia what we hear 
on the radio,”  he said.

Other Nigerian officials said 
the government has all the food 
It needs, but the problem is get­
ting It to those needing It. They 
said all efforts must be chan­
neled through agencies ap­
proved by the government.

The Red Cross said there were 
13,(MX) tons of food on hand, and 
that {mother 10,000 tons would 
be available within days..

In Lindon, Prime Minister 
Harold Wilson {innounced that 
Britain would give Nigeria $12 
million for relief work in Biiifra. 
The Lagos government tempo­
rarily banned British military 
planes from flying into its terri­
tory, but it earlier had notified 
Britain it would, accept emer­
gency supplies flown In by civil­
ian aircraft.

U.S. Undersecretary of State 
Elliot L. Richardson said In 
Washington that the United 
States has put $2 million at the 
disposal of the Nigerian Red 
Cross and has informed the 
United Nations Children’s Fund 
that It has 48 trucks ready to be 
airlifted to Nigeria.

Richardson said details on 
U.S. aid and the handling of It 
will be available after a report 
arrives from Lagos on talks 
Tuesday between Gowon and 
U.S. Assistant Secretary of 
State David Newsom. President 
Nixon announced Monday that 
$10 million is available for relief 
work in Biafra.

The Canadian House of Com.- 
mons unanimously asked its

government to urge the Nige­
rian government to get church 
relief goods moving immediate­
ly into Biafra.

Gen. C. Odumegwu OJukwu, 
who led Biafra’s secession ancl 
then fled with his family Satur­
day, was reported In Lisbon. A 
Blafran source In the Portu­
guese capital said he had taken 
refuge In the Biafran mission 
there and was seeking asylum 
In the Ivory Coast, a former 
French colony 400 miles west of 
Nigeria.

Persona returning from the 
w{ir zone said Biafran troops 
were surrendering without diffi­
culty and refugees were pouring 
out. They said there were 2,000" 
prisoners of war at Ikot, Ekpene 
and Port Harcourt, and that 
they saw no signs of mistreat­
ment of Biafran troops or (dvll- 
ians.

Six thousand Biafran troops 
were reported to have surren­
dered to commanders of federal 
forces. MaJ. Gen. Philip Ef- 
fiong, who took command of the 
Biafrans when OJukwu fled and 
who announced their capitula­
tion, asked federal leaders to 
halt their troops, saying the ad­
vance was causing panic among 
the civilisin population.

The four-nation team sent to 
Nigeria to investigate allega­
tions of genocide returned from 
a four-day visit to the front but 
would say nothing to newsmen.

The government continued to 
keep newsmen from the front

CANBERRA, Australia (AP)

Leaders of the protest outside

1,000 demonstrators, but only 
about 200 showed up during Ag­
new'a four-hour visit there.

Scores of jwlice, security 
agents and U.S.' Secret Service 
men kept watch along Iron bar­
ricades, but the atmosphere 
most of the time was generally 
relaxed. The crowd picmlcked on 
the lawn, and most obeyed the 
appeal of one leader to ’ ’leave 
this place reasonably tidy.”

About 30 minutes before Ag­
new left the building for the 
U.S. Embassy, the police moved 
into the chanting crowd and 
hustled 16 of the group Into a po­
lice van. When the vice presi­
dent emerged from the building, 
the demonstrators pressecl 
against the barricades, b<x>ing 
and shouting., ” Go home, you 
murderer!”

Agnew gave no sign that he 
noticed the uproar, and his mo­
torcade sped off, surprising the 
demonstrators by circling be­
hind the bul'ding. He went to 
the Embassy for a tennis game 
with three Australl{in officials.

Moet of the demonstrators 
were long-haired youths and 
girls. They carried Viet Oong 
and North Vietnamese flags and 
placards reading ’ ’Keep Nixon 
Alive,” ” Go Home Hubert,” 
prestunably left over from Hu­
bert Humphrey’s vice presiden­
cy, and "Agnew the Voice of 
Greek , Dictatorship in Ameri­
ca.”

Crime Rises in U.S. Schools
WASHINGTON (AP) — The 

Senate’s Juvenile delinquency 
subcommittee, which Is headed
by Sen. Thomas J. Dodd, D- 
Conn., reports that a tide of 
classroom crime and violence 
Is rising in big city schools. 
In many cases, the subcommit­
tee says, the trend Is paralyz­
ing education and reducing 
teaching .to an attempt to main­
tain discipline.

This preliminary finding by 
the Senate’s juvenile delinquen­
cy subcommittee Is based on {tn-

their schools, but to protect

Dodd said the 110 sch<x>l dis­
tricts that answered the sub­
committee’s questionnaire re­
ported that between 1964 and 
1968 school homicides 'increased 
from 16 a year to 26, rape from

61 to 81 cases and robbery from 
396 to 1,606.

He reported as the most dra­
matic an Increase from 142 to 
3,894 the number of reported 
crimes by nonstudents In and 
around schools.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The

Carbon Monoxide Looms 
As Link to Heart Disease

NEW YORK (AP) Swedish
scrientists said today ithat car­
bon monoxide from cigarette 
smoke Is “ very Hloely’ ’ part of 
the reason smokers develop 
more coronary heart disease.

If this is so, they said, it 
mean« that scientists concerned 
about ,i^reventlve- medicine will 
have to take a look at all forms 
of exposure of people to carbon 
monoxide, such as automobile 
exhaust.

The carbon monoxide from 
cig{irette smoke gets into the 
blCMxlstream, the scientists said, 
where It appears to pave the 
way for the accumulation of 
cholesterol In the arteries.

An excess of cholesterol is one 
factor that has been Implicated 
In . the Incidence <>f heart dis- 
ea^ . Deposits of the fatty sub­
stance clog the ^rtei^es, prev­
enting normal flow of blood and 
oxygen.

The new reporjl came from 
Drs. Poul Astrup, Knud KJeld- 
sen emd John Wonstlup of the 
department of clinical chemis­
try at the Royal Hospital In Co­
penhagen. Dr. Astrup described 
work on rabbits and studies of 
humans at a conference on bio­
logical eilfects of carbon monox­
ide sponsored by the New York 
Academy of Sclent^.

Dr. Astrup said his depart­
ment notlc^  high (toncentra- 
tlons of carbon monoxide. In the

blood of young men with coro- 
neuy artery diseases.

CJarbon monoxide, a poisonous 
gas released by combustion, 
combines with hemoglobin in 
the blcxxl, ■ displacing vital oxy­
gen.

About 10 per cent of the smok­
ers they studied. Dr. Astrup 
said, had unusually high levels 
of a compound formed by the 
carbon monoxide and hemoglob­
in—a compound called carboxyl- 
hemoglobin. The levels reached 
10 to 20 per cent.

The high levels were linked to 
Individual smoking habits, such 
as depth and duration of inhala­
tion.

To check their observatio-s, 
Dr. Astrup said that in one ser­
ies of experiments, two groups 
of rabbits were fed cholesterol, 
but only one group was also ex­
posed to carbon monoxide.

Ten years ago it cost $2,300 to 
attend Yale University for one 
year. This year It costs $3,600.

At New York University, tui­
tion alone has risen about 42 per 
cent in 'the past eight years and 
will go up (mother $176 to $2,460 
a year next September.

At the University of Montana,' 
tuition and room and board Is 24 
per cent higher this year then It 
was in 1066-66. Increases for the 
coming year are being ,dlB- 
cussed, (dthough no figure has 
been set.

^ An-ISU official said the in­
creases were necessary because 
of a lack of funds, appropriated

by the state legislature coupled 
with Inflation. “ It costs more to 
operate the saine scientific 
equipment this year, not to 
mention buying new lab equip­
ment, than tt did last year, sim­
ply because of inflation,”  he 
said.

Tuition and fees at Duke Uni­
versity will go from $2,000 to 
$2,100 a year next September.

WASHINGTON (AP) — A 
birth control researcher told 
Senate investigators ttxlay there 
is strong reason to believe The 
Pill can cause cancer.

“ Breast cancers have been in- ' 
duced in at least five different 
species of (mlmals by treatment 
with the same_ synthetic hor­
mones being marketed in the 
oral contraceptives," said Dr. 
Hugh Davis of the Johns Hop­
kins University School of Medi­
cine.

Davis told the monopoly sub­
committee of the Senate Small 
Business Committee in pre­
pared testimony that every 
agent which has been shown to 
cause c(uicer in humam also 
has been shown to cause It In 
animals.

"There is no reason to pre­
sume,”  he said, “ That the sin­
gle exception . . . will turn out 
to be oral contraceptive?.’ ’

There ia even less reason for 
such a presuntptlon, Davis add­
ed, since the same compounds 
have been shown to produce 
breast cancer in males.

Calling this a “ very rare find­
ing under other clrcumsllanccs," 
Davis asked the subcommittee: 

“ Shall we have millions of 
women on/ the pill for 20 years 
and then toscover /it was all a 
great mistake?" j

He said no woman should take 
the pill continuously for more 
than,two years.

Davis is an assistant profes­
sor of obstetrics and gynecology 
at Johns Hopkins where he 
helped set up a contraception 
research center in 1963. He has 
specialized 'In contraception, 

“ i emphasis on Intra-uterlne 
devices, since 1962.

Davis was one of four re­
searchers called to testify fus the 
subcomnilttee, chaired by Dem­
ocrat Gaylord Nelson of Wiscon­
sin, opened five days of hear­
ings into the safety of the pill, 
now used by 8.6 million women 
In this country and an estimated 
10 million abroad.

The hearings, two days this 
week and three next, are'' the 
first by Congress on the safety 
of the pill, which has been 
linked to everything from head­
aches to fatal blood clotting.
