disaster by the end of the cen-
tury, called today for a constitu.

tonal amendment guaranteeing
that “every person has an in.
alienuble right to @« decent envi-
ronment."

In i spéech prepared for Sen-
nle delivery today, the Wiscon-
sin Democrat sald ‘‘the crisls of
min's environment is the big-
gest ehallenge facing mankind,**

As part of prolecting man's
right to clean air and water,
Nelson lsted besldes a consatitu-
tonnl amendment seveéral other
proposiils, Including  develop-
ment of pollution-free automo-
biles, ¢limination of nonretumn-
nble bottles, cans nnd jars.

The pollution legacy of the
pasl, Nelson sald, “adds up
each year to 172 million tons of
smoke nnd fumes, 7 milllon
Jjunked ¢ars, 20 million tons of
paper, 48 billlon cans and 28 bil-
lion bottles.'”

It plso adds up o "a growing
fear that what the sclentists
have been saying Is all too true,
that man is on the way to defin-
ing the terms of his own extine-
tion," Nel on stated,

There is, however, a new pub-
e awnareness of the pollution
threat, the senator =aid, that
may be the key to providing a
decent existence for people.

“But, lest anyone be misled or
caught unaware,” he went on,
... & victory will take decades
and 108 of billlona of dollars.
Just to control pollution, it will
take $276 billlon by the year 2000
.. equivalent to the Defonse
expenditure for the next four
Yenrs,

“More than money, restoring
our environment and establish-
ing quality on a par with quanti-
ty as a goal of American life
will require & reshaping of our
values, sweeping changes in the
performance and goals of our
institutions, national standards
of quality for the goods we pro-
duce, a humanizing and redirec-
tion of our technology and
greatly increased attention to
the problem of our expending
population.”

In his speech, which was full
of doomaday quotes from sclen-

Federal and state ngencies are
investigating the mid-air col-
lislon Saturday over Brainard
Field thut took the lives of four
men in two single-engine air
planes,

“It scemed n case of both
planes heading for the same
point and getting there at the
same time,” sald one witness,

“I can't really say one tried
to veer off or one veered into
th=s other,” sald Wiliam Miec-
zhowskl, & Pratt & Whitney Alr
craft engineer and a pllot him-
salf.

Mieczhowski wns on the
ground at Brainard Fleld when
the collisfon occurred at 11:04
n.m. One plane appeared to be

heading northwest and the other
southwest when they collided,
he sald.

One plane plummeted almost
stralght down into the Connecti-
cut River. The other made a
shallower dive into dense woods
on the east side of the river,
in East Hantford.

From the river rescuers
pulled the bodies of Erneat
Dorazio, & 39-year-old flight in.
structor from Plainville, and his
student, Walter Mareil, 27, of
Watertown.

Meanwhile, other rescuers had
a hard time reaching the plane
in the woods, using snowmobiles
and finally tramping in on foot
to the spot where the plans had
come to rest upside down,

In the craft were the bodles
of Gerald K. Miller, 89, and
Francls J. Pintak, 42, both of
Ridgefield.

Investigating the craah are
the Fedeal Aviatlon Administra-
tion, the National Transporta-
tion BSafety Board, and state
aeronautics officials.

Brainard Field has no control
tower, but federal funds for con-
struction of a tower were ap-
proved recently and contracts
are to be let this spring,

In all, nine persons lost thelr
lives In nccidents in Connecticut
during the weekend, including
the men killed in the plane
crpsh and two Wesa{ Haven men
who died of carbon monoxide
poisoning.

Also in the state, two persons
were fatally Injured in car
crashes and & woman died in
a fire.

In addition, two Connecticut
residents were killed In a one-
car crash In Virginia,

Robert LaPorta, 23, and How-
ard Shepherd, 17, both of West
Haven were found dead in a
car Sunday in a gas station
garnge In New Haven.

Supreme Court
Draft Boards of

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court today stripped
draft boards of the power o
speed up the Induction of Viet-

nam war protesters.

Justice Willlam O. Douglas, in
a 5-3 decision, sald the court
had searched federal draft laws
in vain for any clues that Con-
gress desired to give draft
boards this authority.

He said "It is a brosad, roving
authority, a type of administra-
tive absolutism not congenial to
our lawmunking traditions.'

The only punitive power draft
law provides, Douglas sald, is
prosecution of registran's who
refuse to submit to induction or-
ders,

Justices Hugo L. Black, Wil-
linm J. Brennan Jr.,, Byron R.
White and Thurgood Marshall
supported the decision. Chief
Justice Warren E.- Burger, Pot-
ter Stewart and John M. Harlan
concurred in its effect on &
Minnesota man but would have
allowed local boards some of
the authority the majority de-
nied them.

The court ruled in the case of
David Earl Gutknecht, 22, of
Gaylord, Minn., whose draft call
was accelerated when he turned
in his draft card at an antiwar
protest in Minneapolis in 1967,

In a separate, but related nc-
tion the court agreed to hear the
appedl of n Kentucky min who
claims the draft diseriminates

college students.

Joseph Thomas Mulloy, 25, of
Prestonsburg, a worker tor the

Gutknecht refused to submit
to induction, wus convicted and
was sentenced to four years in
prison. Mulloy also refused to
go inlo the Army and was scn-
tenced to five years in prison.

The decision still leaves unset-
tled the question whether o
draft board may reclassify war
protestors. Four justices, head-
ed by Douglas, evidently take
the view boards do not have this

power under the law, The four
others, including White, may
disagree,

Mnj, Kenneth Raby, a mil.
tary defense lawyer, referred to
the taped conversations at an
unusunl partially open hearing.
There was no indication of what
was sald in the convernations.

Today's hearing was to deter-
mine whether Calley will face »
court-martial on a charge of
murdering a Vietnamese man
about #ix weeka before the al-
leged massacre at My Lal,

Calley appeared at the hear-
ing, but he refused to make any
atatement.

His civilan defense lawyer,
George Lattimer, of Salt Lake
City, Utah, moved for dismissa
of the charges on grounds there
was no competent evidence, no
right of confrontation for the ac-
cused and no right of oross-ex-
amination In the hearing.

Col. Mack H. Hopper, the In-
vestigating officer, denled the
motion.

Although part of today's hear-
ing was open, the hearing on ev-
idence was closed.

The reference to the tape re-
cordings was the firat Indication
that they existed. Raby sald
Capt., Charte R. Leweilen made
the recordings of conversations
between helicopters assaulting
the village of My Lal on the
morning of March 16, 1968, the

date of the alleged massuore.

Lewellen was an assistant In-
telligence officer for Task Force
Baker, to which Calley was at-
tached at the time.

Raby objected to the proceed.
ings because, he said, Calley
was being denled equal protec-
tion of the law. He sald the pro-
ceedings, which are equated to
a grand jury hearing, falls short
of such proceedings.

Raby sald there are no
subpoena powers, He sald also
that the investigation is still un.

Pop Concert
Overly Light

By JOHN GRUBER

Saturday night saw the first
of this season's ‘‘Pop'' concerts
by the Hartford Symphopy Or-
chestra. In previous years these
lighter programs have been
acheduled In the spring, but
this season they are scattered
through the winter as an experi-
ment.

Leroy Anderson was guest
conductor, a gentleman noted
for his popular compositions
such a8 ‘The Syncopated
Clock,” and “The Typewriter."
These are all very well in mod-
eration but we got a round
dozen of the effusions in the
second half of the program.
None, of course, is very long so
there was little or no continuity
here. The audlience liked them,
but the taste was questionable.

Nor were we much better off
during the first half of the pro-
gram. Here Mr. Anderson had
inserted two more of his works,
presumably of a  somewhat
more profound character. These
were his “‘Arietta,” and ‘his
“Irish Suile.”

The “Arietta’ ig an Innocuous
essay in what is technically
known as '"two part primary
form."” So far as musical con-
tent is concerned, the emphasis
ghould be on the “primary;" it's
a pretty good number for kids
in primary schoois.

The ‘“‘Irish Suite"” comprises
traditional tunes from Eire and
runs & very poor second to Vie-
tor Herbert's ‘Irish Rhapsody.'”
Mr. Anderson’s most extended
work of the evening, it showed
little or nothing in the way of
development or real musical
merit,

All these numbers practically
“play thémselves,’” but there
were Lwo works on the program
in which we could judge Mr.
Anderson’s  capabilities as a
conductor. These were (he
“Rakoczy March” by Berlioz
and the overture to ‘'‘Semi-
ramide’ by Rossini, both oper-
alic excerpts, both war horses,
and both guaranteed crowd
pleasers.

Oddly enough they sounded
curiously restrained. The con-
ductor elected a tempo in the
Berlioz which guaranteed that
the trombones could pley the
famous, difficull, unison pas-
sage, but it was a tempo that
took the life out of the worlk.

Stmilarly, the Raossini over-
ture, which is nothing #f not
theatrical, emerged as some
sort of musenm plece, High
good humor and even gaudy
trappings implicit In this music
yielded to n sort of Harvardian
reserve totally allen to the roly-
poly nature of the composer.

Oddly enough Mr. Anderson
prepared for a career in Norse
languages and when he was a

‘student al Harvard must have

come under the Influence of the
late F. Stanton Cawley, who
chaired that department. Dr.
Cawley was ane of the most ro-
served men I ever met, and I
wonder just how much of this
influence rubbed off on Mr,
Anderson at |&n impressionable
age.

Fulbright Aims to Re-Establish
Senate’s Foreign Policy Role

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
J. W. Fulbright peered over the
top of his glasses—as he had
hundreds of times while ques-
tioning witnesses—and refiected
on his quarter century in the
Senate.

For too long, he sald, the Sen-
ate has allowed its role in for-
eign affairs to be eroded.

‘‘After 25 years in the Sen-
ate,” he said, '‘my greatest
immediate interest Is trying to
re-establish the Senate to a sig-
nificant role as to its power to
influence our foreign polley."

It's a matter close to his
heart. Under the Constitution
the Senale is given the power to
advise and consent to treaties—
but it goes further than that, he
says. The Senate should be con-
sulted on foreign policy in order
to use Ita collective wisdom.

“We have a sort of democral-
lc dictatorship,’’ now, he says,

Three Presldents—Kennedy,
Johnson and Nixon—have been
taken to task by the tough Ar-
kansas Democrat who has been
chairman of the Senate Foreign
Relations Committee for 11
years,

On April 24, the é4-year-old
Fulbright will have served long-
er as chairman of that presti-
gious committee than any one
else.

Early last year he guided
through the Senate a resolution
asking that it be consulted by
the President on serious foreign
policy matters,

This has long been Fulbright's
position,

Barly in the Kennedy admin-

istration, Fulbright strongly op-
posed the Bay of Piga invasion
of Cuba, pleading with Kennedy
almost up to the last minute to
abandon the enterprise.

Kennedy ignored the pleas,
but Fulbright maintained cor-
dinl relations with the Presi-
dent,

His relations with the White
House remained friendly during
the first part of the Johnson ad-
ministration. He even backed
the 1984 Tonkin Guif resolution,
an action which he later regret-
ted and which he now says was
taken on the basls of false Infor-
mation.

Fulbright's first rift with
Johnson came in 1965 when he
opposed sending troops into the
Dominican Republic, The gap
widened as the Vieltnam war ex-
panded, and Fulbright emerged
as one of the most outspoken
war critics.

When Nixon became presl-
dent, Fulbright refrained from
criticism—for a time. But re-
cently he has spoken against
Nixon's Vietnam policy, particu-
larly the Vietnamization plan.

No one knows, he says, how |

long it will take, whay residual

U.S. support force will be need- |

ed and for how long, and there
is no certainty the South Viet-
namese army ever can take
over the fighting,

Fulbright has been both the
hope und despair of liberals,
Liberal on many lssues, chiefly
on forelgn matters, he has con-
sistently followed the southern
line in opposing civil rights and
similar legislation.

Before he became a senator
Fulbright served In the House
where he put through a resolu-
tion credited with pointing the

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Unabridged Tale of Success
Among Dictionary Makers

NEW YORK (AP) — Except
for the Holy Bible, the best-sell-
ing book at almost any time s
likely to be a dictionary, regard-
less of the best-seller label on
the titilations that spring from
the machines of commercial
novelists.

You won't find one in many
hotel rooms, where Christian
advocates often place ‘the Bible,
but you will find a dictionary in
almost every home, office,
school, llbrary and dormitory.
And that means big businesa,

Well aware of this, although

belatedly, publishers are now
flooding the market. Not long
ago i new dictionary came out
once In a generation, but In the
past decade many of the big
publishers have produced new
ones,
Random House, for example,
published an unabridged dic-
tionary In 1986 and industry
sources now say it has sold
250,000 coples at $25 each over
the counter, and perhaps anoth-
er half-million through book
club sales,

Last year American Heritage
also jumped into the market
with a brand-new work for
which $¢ million reportedly was
budgeted, at least 10 per cent of
it for promotion and advertis-
ing.

A new dictionary Is expected
to be published this spring by
World Publishing Co. And G. &
C, Merriam, publisher of Web-
ster’s dictionaries, is scheduling
a new famlily dictionary for lat-
er in the year.

Merriam, & Sprngfield,
Mass., company that is now
owned by Encyclopaedia Brit
tanice, i8 far and away the larg-
est in the dictionary field, claim-
ing to have &0 per cent of the
market, Its Seventh New Coliegi-
ate and its pocket dictionary
each sell one milllon copies a
year. Its massive Third New In-
ternational, which retails at §48.-
50, has sold about 100,000 copies.

Merriam is also the only com-
pany devoted entirely to the
production of dictionaries, a
task it began In 1831,

The Merriam people don't
boast of it, but they do not dis-
courage you from assuming that
they are the only proper diction-
ary people. Some publishers
compile dictionaries, they say,
but Merriam creates them.

The distinction ls important,
at least to Merriam, Its editors
forever search oul new uses of
words and then place ‘‘cita-
tions™ in a card file, There are
10 miltion citationy now. The
word ‘“‘set’”" has four feeét of
them.

“Complile is a dirty word
here,” says Crawford Lincoln,
scting president. "We, edit from
original records of language in
use, We do originzl work. Our
editorial department shudders
collectively when you say com-
plle.”

Isincoln Suggests, but doesn't
state, that the same cannot be
said for other publishers.

“If you are bullding a book of
200,000 entries, where are you
getting the words to begin with?
Are you going to think them up?
Or are you going to use some-
body else's list?"

Dr. H. Bosley Woolf, manag-
ing editor, ssserts, '‘We do not
borrow from other dictionar-
{es."" Every word presents n dif-
terent type of problem, he says,
and sometimes his editors spend
four weeks defining one word,

Woolf directs a staff of 38 edl-
tors, some of them PhDs, and
pays them salaries competitive
with college and universities,
where some of them previously
were employed,

The Merriam people are
proud, feeling that they are not
only dictionary publishers but
curators of a tradition begun in
the early 1800s by Noah Web-
ster, whose spellers knew mno
equal and sold 100 millon cop-
les,

Webster s revered, and
among the memorabllin affec-
tionately preserved ls the blan-
ket In which he was christened
in 1758, a relic which, Lincoln
muses, should perhaps be dis-
played,

Objectivity also {s revered.
“Our book is supposed to reflect
words as written, gathered from
our reading program of newspa«
pers, magazines and bocks from
all over the world,"” says Lin-
coln.

He comments polntedly: ‘“We
have no vested Interest in any
word.""

Because of the company's
venerable reputation, few orit-
fes are Mkely to challenge that
assertion. It has been noted how-
ever, that the definition of '‘una-
bridged’’ was enlarged in the
Third New Internationsl, pub-
lished In 1961,

The Second New Internation-
al, published in 1834, defined the
word simply as ''‘not abridged;
complete.” The Third, published
at a time when competition was
growing in the dictionary mar-
ket, added a second definition:

2. being the most complete
of itz class (an unabridged dle-
tonary)."

That definition suggests the
word should apply to only one
dictionary, the complete one, or
none other than the Third New
International, whose 450,000 en-
tries exceeds by far the total of
any other.

Faithful to the language as
defined by Merriam-Wehster, a
public relations consultant re-
cently referred in print to a
competitor's largest dictionary
as ‘‘a version which is tagged
‘unabridged.' "'

Motion Picture Censorship

ROME (AP) — The Italian
movie censor seems on the
verge of losing his job bul not
because of Jack of work.

Sex s booming in the coun-
try's film industry., Nudity on
the screen has split Italy's fllm-

makers into two camps. It has
also thrown many extras out of
work in n country once famous
for its throng-filled epics. “You
can only fit two people on &
bed,' explains one downcast ac-
tor,

The censor is about to join
him in the ranks of the unem-
ployed mainly because (hils
country of deep religious aml
family traditions I8 struggling to
redetine Ils concepls of morality
In the face of the new mood of
permissiveness sweeping = the
Western world.

The movie censorship board's
efforts to reach that definition
are not satisfying anyone. Par-
llament's four major partles
have all prepared legislation
calling for the end of the board.

A 1982 law called for each
Mim to be examined by a sev-
en-member board before being
distributed. Eight such panels
were set up. The board decldes
whether to ban a film Lo minors,
cut a few scenes, refect it alto-
gether or let it pass.

Movie directors, script writ.
ers and critics refused to take
part In the boards, which were
formed largely by magistrates,
lawyers and distributors and
theater proprietors, The magis-
trates decided to drop oul in
1968,

The censorship board's major
problem is that its netivities are
exclusively administrative. Its
decisions are binding on the
filmmaker but not on the courts.

A judge or prosecutor can de-
mand the sefzure of a fillm and
file charges of obscenity.

A producer who had gone
through exhausting negotintions
with the board to win approval
for his film often has found himd
self in court, However, there is
no record of convictions on an
obscenity charge. Last-minute
compromises have alwnys been
found . .

In any case, producers are
against abolishing censorship
hodies.

““There ls o conflict beélween
censors and magistrates, but I'd
dump the magistrate,” sald
Countess Marina Cicognas, one
of Ttaly's top movie producers.

“A producer whose film is
shown with the approval of the
censor can always siy he was
acting In good faith, once the
film Is selzed on the grounds of
obncenity,” explained Emanuele
Golino, a Rome lawyer who has
become an expert in movie
problems. “'But once the censor
|s abolished, the producer can
no longer make this claim.”

“It i just too easy to abolish
censorship,’’ suid producer Al
fredo Binl, whose films “Bora
Bora' and “Satyricon' are en-
tangled in legal battles over ob-
scenity charges. ‘‘We would be
exposed to all sorts of dangefs
without precise laws thal can
_guarantee our work."

Some have proposed that a
group of magistrates Judge
films. They would face a prob-
lem which is so far unsolved—to
declde what is actually immor-
al.

l'nw law |s vague. Article 21 of
the constitution says “'every-
body his the right to freely ex-
preas his own thoughts through
speech, writing, or any other
meann of expression, All shows
and publications which offend
public morals are forbidden."’

What s public morals?

Supreme Court decinlons are
far from definitive.

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Farewell To Student Revolt?

Down at the annual convention of the
Amsoclation of American Colleges, at
Houston, the nation’s educational admin-
istrators, crossing thair fingers and
knocking on wood, ventured a guesa that
they may have emerged from the worst
phase of student unrests,

There were unofficial suggestions of &
number of reasona for a greater feeling
of administrative confidence and secur-
ity on the campuses.

¥or one thing, college adminlstrations
thempselves have become more expert not
merely at dealing with demonstrations
and disturbances when they arise, but in
dealing constructively and beneficlally
with some of their symptoms before they
do erupt. On campus after campus ad-
ministration has developed, under crisis
preasure, a good combindtion of firm-
ness and sensitivity. . There has been
more sensitivity to grievances and
causes In which there might be some
element of student justice, There has
been more consistent firmness in situa-
tions 1n which student energies threaten-
ed an Injustice to somebody else.

It was also said at Houston, as {t has
now been said in many places, that the
development of new student causes, like
concern with pollution and protection of
the environment, has helped take the
pressure off college administrations. The
iden seems to be that one doesn't take
over bulldings and make litter of their
contents in the course of a crusade
against pollution.

One final suggestion at Houston-- very
unpopular with academicians llke Har-
vard's Dr. George Wald, who thinks
youth is right in ‘rebelling against the
corruption of the older generation—was
that we might be entering a period of
general decline in student activiem,

There are still some other suggestions
that might be made. It is, obviously,
more difficult to keep up protest against
the war in Vietnam against an admin-
istration which is withdrawing troopa
from that war than it was against an
administration which practiced escala-
Uon,

There is Jikely to be some confusion
améng crusaders when, after the good
fight has been waged and won to get
members of & minority admitted to col-
leges and universities in furtherance of
the principle of integration, these minor-
fthes, once admitted, turn around and
demund segregaution for themselves.

And as for that portion of the student
unrest which pretended so fiercely that
it wanted to take over and run the col-
leges and universities, with power at
least equal to that of the President and
the trustees, we imagine it succeeded
In realizing, at the last moment, that
what it was going to college for was to
1mve somebody else take care of such
shores, and why should they spoll the
o8l years of their own lives by taking
n such thankless adult headaches?

Well, we hope that the student unrest

and ferment s not over by any means,
and that its most encouraging growing
dluposition to leave &4 few stones and
administrative systems stlll  standing
does not turn it away from & ready and
resurgent eagerness (o take on the
dragons of injustice in whatever wood
they may be found, There could be no
greater disappointment to middle-aged
JdeaMsts like Dr. Wald and Dr. Margaret
Mead, and who knows how many more
olul.uunmi\-vememusmm
revoll burn itself out as if it were noth.
ing more than a passing fad, to be aban-
doned and cast aside while its authors
and zealots and bright young bumning
souls join all the rest of us in a world
no better than the one we m_{h for
them,

Sex Can't Beé Kept A Secret

Opponenty of eex education in the pub-
e schools have taken & narrow and
natve view of adolescent sexuality, the
complementaty roles of home, school
and church, and the motivea of thelr
neighbors who support famlily-life pro.
grams, i

Teen-age and even many pre-teen chil:
dren have some aspect of sex on thelr
minds much of the time. They are aware
that femarkable changes are occurring
to their bodies, and to accept thess
changes with ease and confidence they
must understand not only one or ftwo
biological facts, but also how the out.
ward signs of growing up fit into the
panorama of human love reproduction.

It seems reasonable that this ‘pano-
rama should be unrolled gradually as
children move from elementary school
to junior-high to high school, The pub-
U echool system, which offers (with-
out parental wincing) lessons In hygiene
and nutrition, is particularly well suit-
ed to offering instruction In sex and re-
production,

This would be true even if most par
ents didn't duck tihe difficult discussions
on the facts of life. But duck they do.
Yet parental reluctance is understand-
able, because when sex instruction is
attempted in the home, the parent ia
not only offering Information, he is
insvitably personalising it, He is say-
ing, in offect: “This is what mommy
and deddy did to have you."

It Is far less difficult for qualified
teachers  in an institutional atmosphere
to got the same message across with
a minimum of discomfort to all concern-
ed. It is doubtful, moreover, that the
majority of parents are as well inform-
eod as they should be on sexual matters.

In saying this I'm not suggesting that
Inculcating moral values ahould also be
left to the echools. On the contrary, the
diversity of moral attitudes In the Unit-
od Btates dictates that lessons In sexuval
behavior should remain the responsi.
bility of parents and clergy. The schools
oan explain the how and why. Parents
and clerice can advise on the when and
why.

The youngsters, as they have done
since the beginning of the race, will work
out the where and why.

It serves no useful purpose to hide any
of the truth from ourselves, Adolescents
have always experimented and always
will, The best that adults can do is give
the young people correct Information,
alert them to the risks, Instill in them
a oense of the dignity of the human per-
son, and not get too upset when the kids
stray from paths of absolute purity. (The
parant who, as an adolescent, never in-
dulged in sexual adventure is free to
cant the first stone. And the second.)

The intellirent, parent will make it
clear to the child that while the school In
assuming much of the responsibllity tor
sex Instruction, the entire subject still
remains open for discussion at home,
This discussion might deal principally
with behavior. A father, for Instance,
may decide that one kind of counsel i
appropriate for his son, another for his
daughtor,

Double standard? Yes Indeed. To deny
it is to deny reality. A boy's reputation
{s not based largely on his behavior In
8 parked car. A girl's reputation s.
Teen-age boys are notorious blabber-
mouths and teenarte girls ahould never
forget It, Beyond that, a teen-age girl
might find it very poor strategy to be
too generous with her boy friend.

Note to all high-school girls: A high-
school boy's motivations in an amorous
situation are, maybe, 10 per cent moon-
light-and-roses and 90 per cent cocker
spaniel, In truth, there have been iIn-
stances when the percentage of moon-
light-and-roses ddn't amount to a visible
decimal,

That's not to say a high-school boy
can't be in love. His girl friend ahould
Just remember that much of his sweet
talk Is probably being composed by =n
demon inside.

Once young people reach college age,
there's far less anyone can do to advise
them on personul matters, They should
be mature enough then to weigh thelr
own walues, bansed on what they have
been taught in the home; school, and
church,

If they make mistakes as they ar-
rive at their maturity, they will be bet.
ter able to handle the consequences than
when they were younger. And if they

ve had a formal program of sex edu-
cation In school, they will probably be
better prepared to make wise declsions.

Sex can't be kept a secret, Most par-
ents can't certify as biology teachers,
Most clergymen can't either. The schoolns
are best equipped to explain the facts
of life without blushes, and they should
be allowed to do it

One particularly repugnant aspect of
the sex-education controversy is the
amear campaign waged by opponents
against proponents. The ldlocy is to see
a "Communist plot’” behind the push for
family-life programa in more achools. If
Communlats are working to '“‘undermine
the fabric of American family life"
(that's the phrase I've seen moet often
in this connection) then we need not be
anxious about our competition with them
—they have exhausted all other possi-
bilities and we have won the game.

Those of us who will never be 30
years old again can still remember how
we recelved the first bits of information
about sex, I suspect that few of us would
glve our parents high marks either In
content or effort, Bo we heard about it
in the schoolyard or on the strest comer,
and often the information was, well, fan-
cliful,

We were often perplexed and fright-

ened by what we heard. Who saye igno- -

Love yes, but not Igno-
rance

Novak

WASHINGTON —At almost

Panther party launched its prop-

. aganda campalgn charging o

mationwide pollce plot lo ox-
terminate s members, Pan-
thers in a large Western city
were themselves ploiting a late
December ambush intended to
assassinate three police officers,

Thenks to police Intelligenco
work, the killings were aborted
(although, to protect zources of
information, no arrests were
made.) But that incldent ro-
flects the startding fact that the
Panthers, currently the object
of lll-informed sympathy from
Hberals, remain on the offen-
sive in their three-year hot war
with the police.

Indeed, the party's revolut-
lonary anti-police campaign ex-
plains its  fmmense appeai
among totally alentated ghetto
yowsh. There is deep irony,
then, that the Panthers have
won such sympathy from sSome
important Hberals who suspect
police tactics, in one Inecident—
the fatal shooting of two Pan-
ther lenders in the Dec, 1
Chicago police raid. Although
the facts of the Chicago raid re-
main murky, there is clearly no
evidence to support charges of
a pollce extermination cam-
paign agalnst the Panthers,

Specitically, the charge by
Charles Garry, a veltervan white
leftist lawyer who has becom#
a major Panther spokesman,
that 28 Panthers have been kill-
ed by police Is an outrageous
exaggeration,

One Panther whose death Gar-
ry, has attributed to police, Alex
Rackley, was actually killed by
fellow Panthers in New Haven,
Conn., last year. Suspected, un-
justly, of being a police inform-
ant, tape -recordings Indicate
Rackiey was tourtured (includ-
ing buckets of scalding hot wat-
er poured on him) to get names
of informants before he died,

Four other Panthers on Gar-
ry's list were, In fact, killed by
members of US, a rival black
exiremist orgaiifeafion in Los
Angeles heade@ by Ron Karen-
ga, When a power struggle at
UCLA's black student union
erupted into shooting on Jan, 17,
1888, between Panthers and US,
two und Panther Jedd-
ers were killed. Subsequent anip-
ing between the two organizal-
jons resulted in two more Pan-
ther deaths, on May 15 and May
25,
© When carefully analyzed, Gar-
ry's st bolls down to 10 Pan-
thers killed by police. Most
came in & way that cannot be
interpreted as remotely resembil-
ing a police conspiracy. Typical-
ly, the Panthers opened fire

and, as in the shoot-out with
Karenga's men, they proved the
lesa accurate marksmen. Such
encounters can scarcely be' de-
scribed as police ambushes,

For exampie, on Aug, 5, 1968,
in, Loa Angeles, a routine po-
lice patrol checked an auto fill-
od with men parked in a filling
sation: Withowt waming, the
men — Panthers. all — opened
fire, The police retumed the
fire. When the smoke had clear-
ed, two policemen were wound-
ed (one severely in the chest)
and three Panthers were dead.

The Panthera’ usual role of
aggressors In these shoot-outs
follows stated party policy.
Exiled chieftain Eldridge Cloay-
er In November exhorted his
followers: ""We must accelerate
the slaughter of the pigs (po-
Hee).” In the Jan. 3 edition of
the weekly party newspaper,
‘The Black Panther,” leader
David Hilliard declares:

“We cannot waste time talk-

ing about . community review
boands because a4 community
review board will not act as =
shield for a .357 magnum bul-
let, We know that the only way
to stop these is
by picking up guns and killing
those before
they get a chance to kill us.”

Unlike Stixdent Non-Violent
Coordinating Committee
(BNCC) leaders a few years
ago, the Pamhers have as
much bite as bark, Weapon pro-
curement is a principal party
activity, and they aren't pro-
cured for range shooting. One
particularly awdacious example
was the Panther ambush of a
police car in Los Angeles last
Oot, 18,

Owverall, the Panthers have
taken a toll. The claim by the
current edition of “Black Pun-
ther'' that "last year (1969) 167
pigs were thinned out by libera-
tion fighters and this year looks
ns though it will surpass last
year" is considerably over-
blown. But the accurate toll is
grim enough: In eleven cities,
five dend and 42 wounded in 26
months, including four dead
and 23 wounded the last six
months,

The Panthers are now trying
to polish their reputations (with
such gimmicks as breakfast for
ghetto children) while under-
playing their extraordinary use
of violence in contacts with the
outside wordd (which seldom
sees '"'The Black Panther”).
But it s precisely their wild
abandon in challenging the po-
lHice, unmatched by Ksarenga's
US or any other black group,
thast explains the Panthers'
magnetic Impact on ghetto
youth,

Now that Mao Tse-tung’'s Red
Book of Sayings (whose sopo-
rific effect discouragéd these
youths) Is no longer required
reading, the party's growth po-
tential {5 unlimited. While gen-
erous donations from liberals
aroused by the Chlcago rald
pour in as a protest against al-
leged police “‘genocide,'’ this
Panther pugnacity — as repre-
sented by last months' aborted
police ambush plot — guaran-
tees that Panther esteem in
the ghetto will continue to rise,

Old Plumber

WASHINGTON — It's Impos-
sible not to have a certain de-
gree of admiration for George
Meany, Prestdent of the AFL~
CIO. Just on the score of dur-
abllity, the crusty old plumber
deserves credit: He has oul-
lasted Walter Reuther and all
other labor leaders who from
time to time had the temerity
to aspire to his job.

But Meany's ties are to the
past — and this never came
through more clearly than in
his National Press Club speech
the other day denouncing the
Philadelphia Plan —Labor 8cc-
retary George Schultz’s  pro-
gram for attacking discrimin-
atlon against blacks In the
building trades.

Meany argued that since the
unions have abandoned their no-
torious  discriminatory prac-
lices, and are now better-be-
haved, the problem of providing
equal opportunity for blacks
should be left to those unions,

He cited the unfons' “outreach
program' —  apprenticeship
training in the building trades
—an( protrayed the AFL-CIO ay
being far ahead, even of Presi-
dent Kennedy, in furthering
civil rights for blncks,

Well, Mr. Meany is not very
convineing. He gave himself
away in the iluminating
response in the question - and -
answer period following his ad-
dress;

Q. Why does it take five years
lo traln a craftsman In the
building trades when the Air
Force found it can take a boy
off the farm and train him to
be a bomber crewman or navi-
gator in six months?

Meany: Well, it lakes much
more knowledge to be an all-
around plumber than it takes
to be a navigator.

That response was completely
disingenious. It takes training to
become a plumber or an electri-
cian, but how much? And how
relevant are the union's train-
ing programs to the tgchnology
of today?

The feeling that came
through to many of Mr. Meany's
audience was that outmoded
training schedules have become

the Mormon Church, is a 93-
year-old father of 11 who follows
a vigorous work schedule.

He I8 the church's historinn
and most eminent authority on
theology.

Smith is president and senlor
member of the Council of the
Twelve Aposties, the second
highest body- in the ruling hier-
archy.

As such, he !s regarded as
first in line of succession to
McKay, who died Sunday.

Smith is the son of the
church's sixth president, Joseph
F. Smith, and a grandson of
Hyrum Smith. Hyrum was &
brother of Joseph 8mith, found-
er of the church.

Besldes serving on the Councll
of the Twelve, Smith has been &
counselor in the Firat Presiden-
cy, the highest body. in the
church hierarchy, since 1985, He
was ordained a member of the
Council of Twelve April 17, 1910.

Despite his age, Smith has en-
joyed generally good health.

He adheres to a vigorous
working  achedule, spending
much of his time at a typewriter
both at his Temple 8Square
church office and at home.

8mith credits his good health
to work and keeping the Word of
Wisdom, which, among other
admonitions, directs Mormons
to refrain from smoking or
drinking stimulants, including
alooholle beverages, coffee and
tea.

A proposed 84 per cent average water-rate increase
to fiu?ang: proposed improvements to Manchester's wa-
ter supply, is being recommended by Director of Public

Works William O'Neill.

The proposed improvements,
spelied out in & December 1068
Water Study Report by the Gris-
wold Engineering Co. of Man-:
chesler would require about
$2.527,000 over a flve-year per-
lod, with about $407,000 of it al-
ready funded from the Water
Reserve Fund.

The Griswold report recom-
mends an additional $1,745,000
expenditure between 1976 and
1680,

Under the proposed water-rale
hike, to be discussed by the
Board of Direclors this month,
prior to & public hearing In
February or March, average
quarterly bill for a family of
four would Increase approxi-
mately $5.30, or six cents per
day.

The quarterly bil would go
from its present §16.40 average
hilling to a proposed $20.70.

Sewage use bills, because they
are computed at 7 per cent of
the water bill, would increase

rtionately.

O'Nelll  estimates that the
water-rate Incrense would bring
in an additional $220,000 a year.
He cstimates that the sewage-
use revenue would increase by
approximately $142,000 a year,

Hydrant service to the Town
of Manchester and Sth District
Fire Departments are not sub-
jeot to sewer-use charges. Both
departments would pay the new
wateruse rates,

In order to accomplish the
recommended improvements,
O'Neill Is recommending a 20-
year, $2 millon bond Issue. He
states, “'8ince the construction
costs are increasing at such a

The schedule for proposed
rate increases covers all types
of aervlce—fmn*l tive-eighths

the average home-owner) to a
six-inch meter.

The  average homeowner
(with a five-elghths-inch meter)
now pays a $4.50 quarterly min-
fmum charge, which entitles
him to the use of the first 1.
200 cuble feet of water. He pays
30 cents per 100 cublc feet for
the next 10,000, and 21 cents per
100 cublc feet for the next 40,
000,
Under the proposed new rate,
he would pay $7.50 minimum
per quarter (to include the firat
1,200 cuble feet), plus 39 centa
per 100 cublc feet for the next
10,000, and 38 cents per 100 cu-
bic feet for the next 40,000.

The aversge homeowner,
O'Nelll estimates, uses approxi-
mately 4,800 cuble feet of water
quarterly.

Fog Brings a Treat
To Shangri-la Guests

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. (AP)
— When the aircraft carrier
Shangri-la got Dblocked out of
port because of fog Saturday
night, the geafaring rule of
women and -children first got a
warkout.

The wives, children and girl
friends of the ship's sailors who
were aboard ag pguesls were
first to the dinner table, first to
the movies—and first to the sick
bay.

The 3,000 crewmen of the
Shangri-la had bgen told by
Capt. Herb Poorman they could
bring their relatives and friends
along for a crulse.

When the Shangri-lan sailed
down the 8t. Johs River to the
Atlantic  Saturday for eight
hours of maneuvers and enter-
tainment, It carried B30 guests,

Fog shrouded the carrier and
Poorman headed for port-twice.
He finally gave up and put out
to sea Saturday night when his
navigators couldn’t pick their
way through the pea soup.

The rolling decs sent BOO lund-
lubbers wobbling toward sick-
bay, seeking treatment for up-
set stomachs. Capt. Poorman
snld some of those treated were
repeaters, and 25 guests spent
the night in the medical room.

Those who recovered, howev-
e¢r, were trealed to round-the-
clock movles, purchase privi
leges in the ship's store, and a
constant array of replenished
food.

Crewmen gave up their bunks
and spread extra mattressea in
the hangar that Poorman or-
dered converted into a movie
theater.

Mothers with children ashore
were allawed to call them on
the ship-lo-shore telephone while
the carrier cruised back and
forth several miles out.

“It was a lot of fun,' reported
Ciathy Cromling, the wife of &
ship’s fireman. ""No one was
cramped for space and we had
films around the clock. I must
have galned five pounds out
there, All' I did was eal—and It
wirs 80 good.'’

Judy Rose, wife of 4 quarter-
muaster Steve Rose, had trouble
adjusting to the big carrier’'s
tiered structure,

“Wow, I never climbed up
und down so many ladders in
my life,” a tired Mrs, Rose said
Sunday.

The atmosphere was festive,
nnd children wha came sboard
with their mothers got lots of at-
tention from crew members,

Sald one wife, "There was no
reason to get scared on that
thing, as big as it i5."

Poorman, who sald there
were “'scads of card games and
a continual buzz of conversa-
tion," sald the ship's commis-
sary sold out of magazines and
paperback books, Smokers
bought cartons of cigarettes
from the store.

After the ship pul safely into
port Sunday afternoon, ending
its 34-hour crulse, Poorman
said, "I was really pleased with
the way our guests behaved, It
they had fun, then the cruise
was a success.' .

The captain lamented cancel-
lation of mn air show, butl ex-
pressed relief that a helicopter
which went up during the fog
managed to get down safely.

As the visitors trooped down
the gangplank, one sailor's girl
friend grimaced and said, "My
mother will never believe this.
I've come up with some wild ex-
cuses to stay out late, but noth-
ing ns wild as this!"

perves as linison between Ter-

rence Cardinal Cooke and some

8,000 ainters belonging to 101

communities of nuna.

“In the past,” sald Father
Mescall, “sisters could honestly
say they did not have the voice

‘they should have been given,

But now things have opened up

very very quickly in the Church,

with people able to do things
they couldn't in the past.'

One dramatic struggle over
the matter concerns the Callfor-
nia Immaculate Heart of Mary
Sisters and the archbishop of
Los Angeles, conservative Car-
dinal James McIntyre. The 600-
member community of nuns re-
vised Its rules in October 1967,
It awitched from standard hab-
ita to skirts and blouses, allowed
flexible prayer discipline in-
stead of common chape! time,
and made other changes.

The cardinal tried to veto the
nuns’ decisions, threatening to
remove them as teachers In
their scores of archdiocesan
schools, Moat of them quit the
schools in June 1888 rather than
give in. The controversy stll
rages, despite many appeals to
the Vatican from both sides.

Fifty of the older nuns com-
plied with Cardinal Mcintyre.
Of the 450 nuns who did not,
some 300 say they are ready lo
form a new unofficial order of
their own—perhaps this
—while more than 100 have quit
and about 40 others say they are
about to do so.

“We have to take people as
they are, and that includes bish-
ops," an official from the Vatl-
can, the Rev. Edward Heston,
told a national meeting of moth-
ers superiors In St, Louis, in an
effort to mollify thelr irritation
over the Los Angeles case, He
observed that sisters will find
freedom to go anhead in one
place and be held back in anoth-
er.

Referning to the centuries-old
{dealistic Image of nuns os
brides of Christ, one sister ex-
claimed after the meeting: "It's
not our husband we're having
trouble with, it's the in-laws."

The Rev. Johannes Neumann,
church law professor at Ger-
many’s Tubingen University
and an advocate of more free-
dom, for nuns to run their own
affeirs, contends that the Impor-
tant place of women in modern
soclety 1s not reflected in the
Church.

“They still are refused real
responsibllities, As a result and
to & growing extent, educated
Catholle women are beginning
to be alienated from the Church
because they do not find them-
selvea taken seriously.”

Using computers to tabulate
the results, the U.8. Conference
of Major Superiors of Women
finished in 1988 a two-year sur-
vey of 135,000 American nuns—
76 per cent of the total—to learn
how the sisterns thought they
could best respond to the Vadl-
can's renewnl decree.

Most of the nuns responding
in the poll regarded the Vatican
document's appeal for “‘adapta-
tion to the changed conditions of
our time'" as also a call for their
own Increased personal develop-
ment away from a regimented
existence.

One of the 40 sisters who pre-
pared and conducted the survey
was Sister Elena Malits, an al-
tractive and scholarly nmun who
is thoroughly modern in outlook
—yet gatistied to stey & member
of her congregation, the Sisters
of the Holy Cross.

“1 live In a convent,' sald the
85-year-old woman. ‘‘But it's not
a convent of the mind. I don’t
have a convent mental state, a
fixed way, a confining experi-
ence."’

She is finishing a doctorate In
theology, meanwhile staying at
a convent In mid-Manhattan
with 15 other nuns, most of
whom teach at a parochial
school next door. She spends
gsome of her free time skating in
Central Park and recently took
up Yoga. Sister Elena says she
has already learned the difficult
“perfect lotus' position.

“L tec] I live creatively today
as & human being,” she sald.

But three or four of her beut
friends have left her order.
S8ome have married and have
families,

““There is o certain sense in
which their leaving hurts,” sald
Sister BElena, "but I think there
are some people who have to
lenve the institution.'

One of them, Sister Maryellen
Muckenhirn, was a Jeader in the
relatively  smooth  updaling
process which the Holy Crouss
Sisters have undertaken in thelr
rules. A theologian and author
of three books, Maryellen sald
when she left that she no longer
could justify ‘'trying to aiter-
nate between secular and mon-
astic patterns of existence."

“Personally,” she sald, ‘‘secu-
lar life seems to be the real life,
the place of human growth, the
place where the spirit of Christ
mukes demands on me that are
both difficult and genuine."

Marine Is

Acquitted

On Murder Charge

DA NANG, Vietnam (AP) —
A court-martial today acquitted
Marine Capt. Robert W. Poo-
law, 81, of Anadarko, Okla., on
a charge of murdering a Viet-
namese prisoner of war.

Poolaw, an American Indlan,
sat through most of the 6%-hour
trial with his head bowed but
broke Into a broad grin when
the verdlct was announced.

The capfdin, who holds the
Bronze Star and about 10 other
combat medals, had pleaded In-
nocent to the charge of shooting
a Vietnamese captured during
an operstion last Aug. 11 in the
Que Son mountains south of Da
Nang.

Witnesses identified the dead
man as & North Vietnamese
prisoner of war,

Prosecution witnesses sald the
prisoner was taken to & clearing
along a jungle trail and that
Poolaw ordered his men to
leave him alone with the man.
The witnesses told of hearing a
shot which they sald sounded
like it came from a 4S-caliber
pistol.

Only one of the witnesses
claimed to have seen the killing,

Edgar Hendrix of Saint
Charles, Mo., a former lance
corporal who described himself
as Poolaw's "‘bodyguard,” sald
that after he left the clearing he
looked back.

"I saw the back portion of the
captain with his right arm ex-
tended out in front of him,"
Hendrix sald, He said the pris-
oner appsared to be kneeling in
front of Poolaw.

‘“Then I heard the shot. He
(the prisoner) raised up a little
bit then he went back. About 60
seconds later the captain came
out of the clearing and told us to
move out,”

Hendrix sald he saw the pris-
oner's body and that there was
a hole in the back of his head,

“He looked llke a rag doll on
his aide," sald Hendrix.

Poolaw's military lawyer,
Capt. Theodore J. Padden of
Erie, Pa., sald the evidence wasa
not strong enough to bring a
conviotion,

Black Lung Victims Claim
Newly Won Disability Pay

WASHINGTON (AP) — Spit-
ting black and short of breath,
unexpected thousands of sick-
ened conl miners are claiming
milllons of dollars in newly won
disability benefits for black lung
disease.

Most of the epplications are
from aged miners, reports the
Social Security Administration,
or from widows of miners who
died 20 to 30 years ago.

X" marks many of the appll-
cations flowing in from the hol-
lows of Appalachia and the
mountain-high mining towns of
the West.

In the two weeks since Presi-
dent Nixon signed the Federal
Conl Mine Health and Safety
Act into law, 45,209 persons in 32
states have appled for disabill-
ty payments,

Applications have come from
coal-rich  Pennsylvanin where
28,744 persons have filed claims
to 14 in California and 13 in Ari-
zona where little coal is dug but
where some miners have re-
tired. .

The Social Security Adminls.
tration, which administers the
law, said 18480 applications
were filled the lirst week, The
agency, in noting the number,
had estimated a total of about
30,000 would be received in the
coming weeks. But in the follow-
ing week alone it recelved un-
other 26,760, bringing the total
Jan. 18 to 45,209, :

In the dreary hard-coal coun-
try of eastern Pennsylvania, 100
persons visited Wilkes-Barre's
Social Security office within two
hours of the first working day
after the bill became law. In
Weleh, W.Va., 350 statements
were taken in the first five
houra, And at Plkeville, Ky., 219
applications wera filed by 10
a.m, with another 400 persons
walting outside in the anow.

The law provides monthly
benefits ranging from $136 to-a
single man to $272 for one with
three dependents who is strick-
en with the dread coal mining
disease known to doctors as
pneumoconiosis, but referred to
in the mines as black jung.

The' disease, brought on by
the inhalation of coal dust,
blackens the lungs and slowly
destroys th{: tissues. It Is eatl-
mated to afflict 100,000 active
and retired miners, most of
whom are not covered under
state workmen's compensation
laws,

President Nixon, in signing
the law, expressed reservationa
over disabllity provisions, say-
ing the cost of the payments
could run &= high ax $385 million
& year and would be & heavy
burden on his budget.

The bill's sponsors, however,
insisted the cost would be much
lower and declared it was an ob-
ligation that should have been
fulfilled long ago.

The law also established strict
safety regulations for the na-
tion’s 3,600 coal mines,

Social Security Administrator
Robert M, Ball said the first
benefit checks should be in the
mails within two months and
will be retroactive to the time of
the application.

The minimum qualifinction
for & miner Is that he worked at
least 10 years In an under-
ground coal mine and is lotally
disabled due to black lung.

Regional Social Security of-
fices, particularly in Pennsylva-
nin and Virginin, say they have
been so flooded with claims they
are having trouble verifying ap-
plications.

Adding to the problem, says
Joseph J. Tighe, manager of the
Philadelphia regional offlce, ls
that many applications are from
miners and widows of miners
who worked before 19837 and
have no Bocial Security number.
Tighe also says 20 to 30 per cent
contain no address, no signature
and are signed only with X's,

The benefits section of the law
aets up an eligibility period
which closes Dec. 31, 1872, and
provides for federsl paymenta
to qualified minera or their wid-
ows for life. Those already re-
tired who suffer from the dis-
ease also will receive federal
payments for life.

Necessary for ‘Fast Action’

NBEW YORK — (NBEA)
From the look on his tnée. you'd
have thought Frank McGuire's
South Carolina basketball team

had just pulled one out in the
Inst second of a double over-
time. There was that grayish
pallor which comes fom ex-
tended tension, with the dilated
puplls and sort of sllly grin
that victory induces.

“Did you ever see anything
like that"” = exclaimed Frank.
And since Frank has been a
prominent basketball coach on
the natlonal level for almost a
quagter of & century, it had
to be some sight.

It was. A pro basketdball game
In ‘which Frank had no real
partisan involvement, The Now
York Knicks and the Atlanta
Hawks of the Natlonal Basket-
ball Assn, had come down to
the last second of a thriller. Mec-
Guire had been caught up by
the excitement of the frenetlc
action, as had the 19,500 fans in
Mauadison Square Garden.,

This kind of popularity grip
has been manifest for more
than a year now while pro
basketball squeezen qno the
company of pro football and
college basketball as a big-time
spectacle.

Of Veteran

NEW YORK (AP) —
Curt Flood comes out
swinging against baseball
Tuesday amidst warnings
from the presidents of the
American and National
Leagues that if the veteran
outfielder's court challenge
of baseball's reserve clause
is successful it could mean
an end to the sport.

The league heads — Charles
J'Chub'' Feeney of the Natlonal
League and Joe Cronin of the
American — are defendants in
the Federal Court sult along
with Commissloner Bowle Kuhn
and the 24 major league leams,
They will be required at a hear
Ing Tueadny o show cause why
Flood's request to be declared a
free agent should not be grant-
ed,

The 32-year-old Flood, a $90,-
000-a-year star, was traded
rom 8St. Louis to Philadelphia
shortly after the 1080 sesson and
sabsequently had his request to
be declared a free agent able to
negotinte with any team turned
down by the commlissioner’'s of-
fice.

Last Friday, ¥lood filed a civ-
1l suit charging that baseball is
a monopoly that places players
‘n & state of peonage and invol-
untary servitude and operates
{n restraint of trade,

In a joint statement Saturday;
Feeney and Cronin not only list-
ed seven chaotic resulls that
waould occur without the reserve
clause but critlcized Flood for
violating his contract by refus-
inggto honor the transfer of his
contract from S8t. Louls to Phila-
delphia.

The seven points were listed
ng follows:

1. The wealthier clubs could
algn unbeaten teams of " all-
ars, totally destroying leaguc
rompetition.

“2. Clubs of more limiled re-
sources would be stripped of
thelr stars and thelr abllity to
field a team which the public
would necept.

*3, The integrity of the game
would be threatened as players
could negolinte with one club
while playing for another.

4. Clubs could no longer af-
ford to spend millions of dollars
to scout and sign new players
and to subsidize their develop-
ment in the minor leagues. No
club could bulld with assurance
and no Intelligent person would
continue to invest the large cap-
ital required for player compen-
sation, an unmatced pension
and benefit plan costing $5,450,-
000 milllon per year, minor
league subsidies and the other
costs of operating a major
league club.

5., The minor leagues, which
exist only becsuse of major
league wsupport, would be de-
stroyed. Professional baseball is

Democrats Given Report

On Plan, Zone Agencies

Bruce Hutchinson presented a
report on the structure of pian-
ning and zoning agencies in
towna in the Capltol Reglon to
the Democratic Town Commil-
tee ot ity meeting Friday night.
A plank In the Democratic plid-
form last spring was o combin-
ed plunning and zoning board,
ruther thun the separate boards
nerving Bolton now,

In the survey, requested by
the town committee, 22 Lowns
slmilar In slze and distance
from Hartford, plus the town of
Bloomfield, were covered. Hart-
ford, West Hartford, East Hart-
ford, Munchester, Glastonbury,
Windsor and Farmington were
not covered wsince they are
“larger and more developed'
and have pald planning staffs,

Of ithe towns surveyed, the re-
port states, 18 (7295 ) have com-
bined planning and zoning com-
misslons and six (287%) have
separdte commissions,

A questionnaire was sent to
the chalrman of each commls-
sion ndking his opinion of the
relative merits of combined or
separate commissions, and of
elective or appointive methods
of determining the membership,
(Bolton's  planning board ix
elected; its zoning board, ap-
pointed.) In addition, general
recommendations were request-
ed,

The report was based on 18
repiies, half from the heads of
separate boards, half from
those whose boards are com-
bined, The commissions all have
no pald help except occasion-
ally o clerk, Some have the
part-time services of a planning
consultant and the town engi-
neer. (Each of Bolton's boards
employ a pald clerk to take
minutes and take correspon-
dence. The Bolton Planning
Commission uses a consulting
engineer when necessary and is
now working with a consulting
firm on a new comprehensive
town plan.)

The report states that '‘the
predominant oplinlon was that
combined boards are preferable
to #deparate boards for reasons
of effectiveness, responsivenesd
and governmental efficlency.
Combined boards were especial-
ly recommended in the event
the town expects. rapld future
growth."

The survey also showed that
the majority favored the ap-
pointive process over the eloc-
tive, '‘Better quality members,
better continuity, and less ‘poll-
tics' were cited as reasons.”
Those who favored the elective
process sald that “it Is more
responsive to the will of the
town."’

‘“The primary objection to
combined boards was that this
would require excessive time
and work on the part of the
members, the report states.
‘“This objection was countered,
however, by opinions that a
board with seven to nine mem-
bers plus allernates could read.
ily handle the job, while admit-
ting that members may have
business to attend to (either in
full form or committee) at
least once and probably twice
& month.”’

Hutchinson admitted that the
Sampling was ‘not statistical-
ly signiticant, but, considering

the strength and tone of the
nnawetry, of the replies obtained
from chalrmen of separate
commbmsions, about 80 per cent
were matlafied with thelr ar
rangement, Onl the other hand,
85 per gent of the chalrmen of
combined commissions were

Among the recommendationn
received from the chalrmen
were the following: ''Combine
plamming and zoning; use alter-
nata, members; have the build.
ing official review proposnls
(for subdivisdons, otc.) @ bafore
bringing them before the com-
mission; don'l get bogged down
in routine matiers; use the ap-
pointive aystem.''

The report was favorably re-
oeived by the town commiliee,

NEW YORK (AP) — Basking
in the spotlight of international
attention, margarine heir Mi-
chael J. Brody Jr. has escalated
his promises of good works to
come,

Brody solemnly revealed his
plan Sunday to end the war in
Vietnam and sald he would dis-
close a cure for cancer today,

He also told a nationwide tele-
vislon audience that hig fortune
has grown from $25 million to
$10Q, billon and he will give it
away If people will only give
him some peace and quiet,

Brody, 21, capped a whirlwind
weekend by playing gultar and
singing on the Ed Sullivan Show
after he flew back from & few
hours in Puerto Rico.

After the show he held a news.
conference on stage,

“I have cures for all dis-
oases,'" the long-haired Brody
sald. "I have n» cure for cancer
... I will give $10 billlon in atd
to North Vietnam to retreat
from the South. If they do this I
will give them $20 billlon more
in ald and go over there und
personally help them build their
m‘ry'n

Amid the claims, his banker
in Scarsdale, N.Y., where Brody
lives, sald the young man didn't
have enough funds in that par-
ticular account to cover a $1,000
check.

The exact amount of Brody's
as=¢ts remained unclear. His
maternal grandfather, John F,
Jelke, an oleomargaring mag-
nate, dled In 1086 and his estate
was worth $6.9 milllon. About
half this was left in trust for
several beneficlaries, Including
Brody, bit no breakdown on the
inheritances wna avallable. Bro.
dy recelved his share last Octo-
ber, when he turned 21,

An official of Continental
Bank in Chicago, which man-
sged Brody's trust, sald estl-
mates of $25 milllon were
""gross exaggertions.'

Brody had sald repeatedly,
until Sunday night, “I have $25
milllon T inherited on my 2ist
birthday."

But on the Sulllyan show he
said, ''I've got & lot more mon-

~

ey to give away. I've got- $100
billion to give away next week."

Everywhere Brody went, he
was accompanied by his wife,
Renee, 20, And everywhere
there were crowds and phone
calla with requests for some of
his money.

‘‘Money hnsn't made me sat.
isfled," Brody sald over the
weekend, ‘I wasn't satisfied un-
til T found Renee. Now I have
evarything I want—love, fresh
air, food. 80 why shouldn't I
give my money away?""

Brody was out of the: country
for a while Sunday, flying with
his wife and a small party to
Puerto Rico on a borrowed $1.5-
million executive jet. He sald he
did it because ‘T wanted elght
hours of aleep." |

After a stay of not much more
than that, he flew bhck for the
television appearance.

The New York Times, which
had o reporter traveling with
him, quoted him as saying of his
giveaway idea: "The Idea just
grew and grew. I was tripped
out on drugs and the idea just
came to me,

Court Rules
Calley Trial
To Be Open

FT. BENNING, Ga. (AP) —
Names of top Defense Depart-
ment officials came up today as
defense attorneys began efforts
to win dismissal—or transfer to
civilian courts—of charges that
Lt. William L. Calley Jr., mur.
dered 108 Vietnamese clvilians.

The military trinl judge, Lt.
Col. Reid W. Kennedy, an-
nounced that he understood the
defense would call as witnesses
Secretary of Defense Melvin
Laird, Secretary of the Army
Stanley Resor and the Army
Chief of Staff, Gen. William
Westmoreland who was com-
mander in Vietnam at the time
of the alleged massacre March
16, 1068.

“If the motion is granted for
these pgentlemen to appear,
facts would be disclosed that
are not now Imown and thus
generate even more publicity,”
sald Kennedy.

Thus, he asked prosecution
and defense attorneys, should
the entire proceedings be closed
to the public and news media,

“T recognize Lt. Calley's right
to o fair and open trial and the
public and press will nhot be ex-
cluded unless the defense re-
quests such,'’ he added.

Defense attorneys immedinte-
ly went into a huddle on the
guestion. Court was recessed for
the purpose.

Then the civillan defense at-
lorney, George Latimer, told
the court: “Under the Constitu-
tion, this calls for a public trial,
I'm not golng to walve any con-
stitutional rights of this man
here.*"

Kemnedy thereupon sald the
proceedings would be open—ex-
cept for certain clasaified Infor-
mation that might be presented.

Today's meeting was held In &
conference room at the embaasy
dominated by statues, busts,
buttons and pictures of Mao
Tae-tung.

Stoessel, emerging from the
embassy building, told walting
newsmen that the meeting was
conducted in a ‘“‘businesslike at-
mosphere."

“We are pleased that these
talks have been renewed loday,
and I belleve today's meeting
was useful,” he sald.

The meeting is believed to be
the shortest since the talks were
moved from Geneva to Warsaw
in 1858. Each side waa accompa-
nied by three aides.

Stoessel arrived in his limou-
sine two minutes after the
scheduled 2 p.m. atarting time.
He was accompanied by Paul H.
Kreisberg and Donald M. An-

 Senate Okay Seen
For Education Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — B8en-
ate Democrats staked out the ls-
sues for the election-year
congressional session today, and
their leader put President Nix-
on's threatened veto of health
and education spending at the
top of the list.

Republican  defections  ap-
peared to guarantee final pas-
gage later in the day of the $18.7
billion appropriation bill. Nixon
has sald he will veto the bill as
Inflationary because it contains
$1.26 bllllon more than his budg-
et proposed for various health
and education programa.

Said Sen. Mike Manstield, D-
Mont,, the majority leader:

“Our votes on that issue today
should affirm the Insistence of
the Democrats in the Senale
that this Republican administra-
tion must strike o better bal-
ance in the distribution of na-
tional funds as among urgent

needs at home, expenditures for
foreign policy, and inexhaust-
ible demands in the name of na-
tional security."

Mansfield talked politics at a
ecaucus of the Democratic ma-
jority. 'I am not disposed to see
Democrats become a Senate mi-
nority,” he said, “'if for no other
repron than that this govern-
ment will then be left without an
effective check on the present
administration.””

Mansfield said the Nixon ad-
ministration has not given suffi-
clent recognition to urgent
domestic needs, including pollu-
tion control, health, social secu-
rity, welfare and education,

Mansfield also tackled the ad-
ministration on the issue of inf-
lation. He sald the Republicans
are slowing the economy but not
curbing price rises. He called

- GIs Make Biggest Strike
Against Cong Since June

SAIGON (AP) — U.B, forces
caught a large number of North
Vietnamese in a clearing about
three miles from the Cambodian
border today and killed 234 of
them, military spokesman said,

They reported that the size of
the enemy force was estimated
at two battallons. The sactual
number was not given, A North
Vietnamese battalion generally
numbers around 500 men, but at
times varles between 300 and
800 men,

It was the biggest strike of its
kind against the enemy since
June, according” to U.S. head-
quarters.

The battle occurred near the
Bu Dop Special Forces camp, 88
miles north of Saigon, scene of
heavy fighting eariy last month.

Most of the enemy were killed
under a furious pounding by
U.8. artillery and alreraft, field
reports sald.

American casunlties were de-
scribed as neqligible,

Fileld reports said the engage-
ment was triggered when some
enemy soldlers fired at a low-
flying American reconnaissance
hellcopter.

U.8. forcesa struck back with a
heavy barrage of artillery and
air strikes followed by a coun-
terthrust with troops of the 11th
U.8. Armored ' Cavalry Regi-
ment.

“The whole thing was over In
an hour,'" sald one officer. “It
was very quick, very fast and
very violent."

During the attack, they sald,
465 rounds of 155mm shells were
into the enemy posi-
tions, More than a score of hell-
copter gunships and fighter
planes roked the enemy.

Some of the enemy force were
believed to have scattered in
scrub fungle near the border.

On Mondny night American
B52 bombers kept up raids in
the Mekong Delta area In ef-
forts to keep North Vietnamese
troops from massing for a Tot
offensive next month,

About 30 of the big planes

dropped nearly 1,000 tons of
bombs on enemy troop concen-
trations, base camps, bunKers
and staging areas in the Seven
Mountaing region of the Mekong
Delta 116 miles soulhwest of
Salgon.

“We want to keep them off
guard,"” said one officer. “It's
getting within two weeks of Tet.
We want o prevent a concentra-
tion of troops and smash thelr
supply areas, keep them from
moving toc much stuff over into
Sowth Vietnam."

Tet, the lunar new year, falls
on Feb, 8 this year,

The Seven Mountains, located
a few miles from the lower
Cambodian border, are & major
way station for North Viet-
namese troops moving from
Cambodia into the lower dela.

Sources sald earller that
North Vietnam had stepped up
its infiltration into the delta six-
fold since last June, using the
Seven Mountains region as one
of the key routes. But earller
B62 attacks on the enemy's
rocky caves in the area proved
ineffective,

Other waves of B52 bombers
struck in the central highlands
near the Laotian border. They
pounded North Vietnamese base
camps 10 miles northwest of
Dak To.
