Stoessel, emerging from the 
embassy buildtng, told waiting 
newsmen that the meeting was 
conducted in a “ businesslike at- 
moBirfiere.”

"We are pleased that these 
talks ha.ve been renewed today, 
and I believe today’s meeting 
was useful,”  he said.

The meeting is believed to be 
the shortest since the talks were 
moved from Geneva to Warsaw 
In 1958. Each side was accompa­
nied by three aides.

Stoessel arrived In his limou­
sine two minutes after the 
scheduled 2 p.m. starting time.

W A S H I N G T O N  (AP) — 
Americans to 1009 paid more for 
everything from houses to ham­
burger to the worst inflation to 
20 years, the government said to 
reporting a 6.1 per cent rise to 
living costs for last year.

And some 46 million rank- 
and-file workers were caught to 
the squeeze of rising prices and 
a 'slowing economy under Presi­
dent Nixon’s efforts to combat 
inflation, losing more purchas­
ing Ipower than they gained In 
piy, Monday’s report said.

’ ’For 1969 as a whole, In­
creases to consumer prices 
eroded all of the gain to earn­
ings,”  the Labor Department 
said to reporting that average 
pay of $117.26 a week last month 
was up $6.87 over the year but 
worth $7.15 less to the market 
place.

A big December grocery price 
rise of 1.6 per cent, accounting 
for half the month’s rise to liv­
ing costs, wound up 1900 food 
prlc^ hikes at a total of 7.2 per 
cent.

Hamburger at 64.2 cents a 
pound was up 12.8 cents or 34

per cent over the year, eggs at 
77.9 cents a dozen were up 11.6 
cents or 17 per cent, lettuce was 
9 6 cents or 31 per cent a head 
higher at 40.8 cents and milk 
was 2 cents of 3.6 per cent high­
er per half-gallon over the year, 
said the Bureau of Labor Statis­
tics.

Meat and bread also were 
higher, said the bureau.

"The costs of services asso­
ciated wlth^ home ownerrtiip 
continued their upward trend,”  
rising slve-tenths of one per cent 
In December for a 6.7 per cent 
hike in housing costs for the 
year. It said.

Clothing and transportation 
were up 5.2 per cent' each to 
1969, medical care rose 6 per 
cent and recreation 3.8 per cent..

The December hike to overall 
living costs pushed the Consum­
er Price Index up six-tenths of 
one per cent to 131.3 per cent of 
Its 1967-69 base.

The Index figure means every 
$10 worth of typical family liv­
ing costs to years ago cost 
$18.13 la'-'t month. 76 cents more 
than to 1968.

The 6.1 per cent rise In living 
costs for the year, highest for

any 12-month period since No- 
vem'ber. 1950, to November 1861 
when Korean War wage-price 
controls were imposed, clipped 
more than 8 cents off the value 
of the 1B68 dollar, and reduced 
the value of the 1957-69 dollar to 
76.2 cents.

On a December-to-December 
basis, the 1969 rise was highest 
since 1947 when World War II 
wage-price controls were lifted 
and prices soared 9.1 per cent.

The average weekly Decem­
ber paycheck of $117.26 was up 
26 cents because of a slight in­
crease to the work length after 
two straight months of shorter 
hours, but average hourly pay 
was down a penny to $3.11 be­
cause of lower-paid temporary 
workers hired for the year-end 
holiday season.

"The weekly take-home pay 
for workers with three depend­
ents averaged $99.99 to 1909, 4.9 
per cent hlghe^< than In 1968. 
After adjustment for price In­
creases, however, real net 
spendable earnings—purchasing 
power In 1967-66 terms—aver­
aged $78.30, four-tenths of one

SAIGON (A P ) - -  A rescue 

helicopter located Ahree Ameri­
ca nhelicopter crewmen who 
had evaded the enemy for three 
days and lifted them to safety 
only 60 feet from a North Viet­
namese patrol, the U.S. Army 
announced Monday.

The Army said the three men 
were Capt. Bruce E. Porter, 23, 
Hainesport, N.J., Uie pilot of a 
helicopter gunship; W. O. Larry 
M. Ingle, 24, Lima, Ohio, the 
copilot, and Spec. 4 Richard 
Tipple 20, Lancaster, Ohio, a 
door giumer.

A fourth member of the crew 
is missing. "His Identity was not 
announced, and the Army cen­
sored alt mention of him from 
the survivors’ account of the 
crash.

Porter and Ingle were report­
ed in' satisfactory condition. 
Porter at a military hospital in 
Japan and Ingle at the 67th 
Medical Evacuation Hospital in 
Qui Nhon, 280 miles northeast of 
Saigon. Tipple did not have to 
be hospitalized, the Army said.

Tile men were rescued last 
Tuesday, but the Army withheld 
its announcement until today 
while the search for the missing 
man continued and relatives of 
the men were being notified.

The men were flying a tJHlC 
Huey gunship on Sunday, Jan. 
11, providing cover for an un­
armed medical evacuation heli­
copter when they ran into mon­
soon rains and low visibility 326 
miles north of Saigon.

"The next thing I saw were 
trees as we crashed into a 
3,000-foot mountain,”  said Ingle. 
"We dropped through 100-foot 
trees, and our aircraft came to 
rest on its left side.”

Ingle, though in shock, cut his 
seat belt with his survival knife, 
but he could not get out because 
his door was Jammed. Tipple 
pulled Porter out, then pried the 
door open and lifted Ingle out.

“ ’They tried to use their air­
craft radio but found that it had 
been damaged In the crash,”  an 
Army spokesman said. "Capt; 
Porter directed their evasion 
eastward where they found shel­
ter among the rocks on the 
steep ., mountainside and spent 
the night.”

Ingle said that during the 
cold, rainy night they heard en­
emy patrols passing within 50 
yards.

’ "They got no closer,”  said In­
gle, "because we were above 
them on the hill. We could hear 
them talking as they moved on 
the trail below.”

’Ihe men used their plastic 
survival maps as cover from 
the monsoon rains.

Monday morning the men 
moved down the mountainside 
Into a deserted enemy base 
camp. There were indications 
that North Vietnamese troops 
had Just left It. Many fresh foot­
prints were all around the 
camp. On one side of the camp 
the Americans mardied parallel 
to a. path with Ingle and Tipple 
alternating as the lead man, 
looking for booby traps.

The path led to a large open 
area. \

“ We thought we had been 
spotted,”  said Ingle, “ but we 
hadn’t. Tlien we saw caves on 
the side of the hill which looked 

■ occupied. There ' was smoke 
coming from them, and pots

and pans scattered over the 
area.”

The aviators followed a moun­
tain stream and spent Monday 
night at a cave. ’They moved at 
daylight to a waterfall, from 
where the entire valley was visi­
ble.

"We looked for a suitable 
landing zone where we could 
wait to be picked up,”  said In­
gle.

’Traversing a mountain of 
steep slippery rocks, the crew­
men reached a knoll. They 
heard a rescue helicopter over­
head as they reached a clear­
ing.

Ingle moved to the center of 
the clearing and waved his Jack­
et, but apparently the search 
aircraft did not see him.

Ingle said that while the men 
were waiting In the clearing, 
they heard some noises In the 
nearby Jungle and prepared to 
open fire. The helicopter re­
turned a second time but turned 
away before spotting the down­
ed crewmen.

The helicopter turned back to­
ward the waterfall on the third 
pass, then headed back for the 
knoll.

"A t this time we heard a lot 
of noise from bushes,”  said In­
gle, "and what sounded like In­
dian calls. North Vietnamese 
army troops were moving In on 
us. On the fourth pass the chop­
per saw us. It came in to pick 
us up and opened fire on the en­
emy.”

Doctor Decries
Prolonged Life

LONDON (AP ) — A  distin­
guished British physicist says 
"too much has been done to pro­
long life wheiHt has lost most of 
its value.”

Sir George Thomson, 77-year- 
oM Nobel prize-winner, made 
what he called "an appeal to 
doctors” in the medical Journal 
Lancet. Thomson cited pneumo­
nia as the "old man’s friend”  
which has deserted him—driven 
away by antibiotics, and leaving 
him to a life he might no longer 
desire.

Dutch Bishops Urge 
Discussion of Celibacy

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UTRECHT, Netherlands (AP ) 
— Holland's eight Roman Cath­
olic bishops called Monday 
night for churchwide discussion 
of priestly celibacy and said the 
Dutch church would profit by 
having married as well as celi­
bate priests.

Tile bishops said Bernhard 
Cardinal Alfrink, the Dutch pri­
mate, would leave for Rome 
soon to inform Pope Paul VT of 
their position and "consult with 
him about the interests of the 
chilrch in the Netherlands.”

The Dutch Pastoral (Council, a 
body of Catholic clergy and lay­
men, recommended by an over­
whelming vote that the Church 
rescind its celibacy rules. Pope 
Paul VI in a letter to the Dutch 
bishops two weeks before had 
asked them to reaffirm the celi­
bacy concept "with firmness 
and clarity,”  but the bishops 
only abstained on the council’s 
vote.

The bishops discussed the 
council’s recommendation all 
day Monday with abbots and su­
periors of Catholic orders in the 
Netherlands and at the end of 
the meeting issued a statement 
expressing their belief that the 
Dutch church "would be better 
off when," in addition to priests 
who had freely chosen to be cel­
ibate, "married people could be 
ordained priests, and when, in 
gpeclal cases and under certain 
conditions, priests who have 
married could return to the 
ministry.”

"No single church province 
will be able to carry out this 
alone, without consulting with 
the Holy Father and the world 
church," the bishops continued. 
"A  deliberation of the whole 
church about such important 
and urgent matters that concern 
the whole church will certainly 
be beneficial for the church."

Prelates at the Vatican had 
msmlssed the Dutch Pastoral 
OouncKl’s suggestions as “ the 
usual Dutch audacity,”  and sug­

gested that it was not represent­
ative of Dutch Catholicism. 
However, recent opinion sur­
veys indicate that 72 per cent of 
Dutch Catholics, including the 
clergy, favor an end to the celi­
bacy rule.

Today the Vatican press 
spokesman refused to comment 
on the statement from the 
Dutch bishops, saying only: 
"This is a matter concerning 
the bishops.” It was clear that 
among these bishops he includ­
ed the Pope, who is bishop of 
Rome.

The bishops made it plain that 
they will take no unilateral ac­
tion to implement the pastoral 
council's recommendations. Be­
cause celibacy is a part of the 
Church’s universal discipline, 
the consensus among theolo­
gians is that the bishops could 
not change the law, even for 
Holland, by themselves."

The Issue of priestly celibacy 
has been so much debated since 
the Second Vatican Council that 
Pope ■ Paul recently called It 
"our crown of thorns."

The liberals who lead the 
Dutch Church have been in khe 
forefront of the controversy.

Conservative forces at the 
Vatican kept the topic off the 
agenda at the world synod of 
bishops last fall, but this only 
heightened the controversy 
within the Church. This prompt­
ed the Pope to declare that 
priestly celibacy is "much dis­
cussed by mapy today and not 
understood by some. More t îan 
a state . . .  it is a superhuman 
virtue which needs supernatural 
support.”

Pope Paul In 1967 firmly re­
jected any change in the celiba­
cy rules and he has not wavered 
since.

Many priests and bishops of 
the early Church were married, 
and it was not until the 12th cen­
tury that the Roman Catholic 
Church made celibacy a rule of 
canon law. 'The Eastern Rke of 
the (Jatholic Church still has 
married clergy, as do the Pro­
testant churches.

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The Sky’s the Limit 
In February Draft

WASHINGTON (Al>) In 
January the draft tried to call 
only lottery numbers under 30; 
but for Pebnmry, the sky -or 
No. 366 Is the limit.
' A spokesman said the Selec­
tive Service System has decided 
not to impose, or even suggest, 
any upper limit to the draft lot­
tery numbers which n\ay be 
called to meet the February 
draft quota.

Asked whellier a pace-setting 
celling might bo reinstated In 
the future, ho said it appeared 
doubtful.

But Gen. 'Lewis B. Hershey, 
who has headed the draft .sys­
tem since 1941, will be replaced 
Feb. 16, and his still-unnamed 
successor could alter the plans.

Last Dec. 1, a lottery drawing 
was held matching the birth­
days of the nation’s draft-age 
men with a chart of numbers 
from one to 366—one (or each 
day of the year Including Leap 
Year’s Feb. 29.

Draft boards were to meet 
their calls by summoning men 
with the lowest numbers first— 
within each board’s individual 
pool of men. .

But this raised the possibility 
that local conditions might force 
some txwrds to call relatively 
high" numbers up the ILst while 
others were still calling low 
ones.

Secessionist Propag^anda?
So far, all actual reports from inside 

Nigeria and Biafra suggest that atro­
city and genocide may always have been 
more a propaganda invention of the erst­
while secessionists than a practice of the 
victorious central- government.

No authenticated story of atrocity or 
the practice of genocide has come out 
of Biafra since its military collapse. The 
conduct of the victorious central govern­
ment troops has not been ma.ssacre. 
There is no indication that the prob­
lem oi starvation is as sharply serious 
as it was assumed it would be, even if 
the central government had the best 
of intentions.

Conceivably, all this is the re.sult of 
the fact that the Nigerian central gov­
ernment now finds itself under the world 
spotlight, accused of all kinds of sensa­
tional crimes, and compelled, there­
fore, to be on its good behavior.

But another possibility now has to be 
admitted. It is the possibility that the 
good adherents of the secessionist cause, 
sincerely believing in that cause, inought 
their best chance of attracting interna­
tional sympathy and support lay in blam­
ing atrocities, genocide, and mass 
starvation on the central government.

It has even been suggested, by some 
observers, that if there has been geno­
cide in Biafra it has been genocide prac­
ticed by the tribe leading the secession 
against other tribes which did not join 
in it, and that if there has been starva­
tion in Biafra, that has been pertly 
because the secessionist leadership it­
self chose, during the war, to receive 
guns rather than food.

During the civil war itself, it was the 
secessionist rebels who had the more di­
rect access to the sympathetic ears of 
the outside world. Whether they abused 
their good connections, for what seem­
ed to them the necessary practical pur­
poses of their own cause, remains to be 
established, one way or another. Mean­
while, in the first developments after 
the end of the war, the central govern­
ment Nigerians have been proper and 
civilized in their conduct. Whatever went 
on in Biafra duriiig the war, there seems 
to be humanity and mercy there today.

We Congratulate The Alligators
Rather touchingly, it has proved easier 

to defeat a modem jetport by claiming 
it threatened the state of nature than it 
might have been if the only threat had 
been to the health and convenience of 
human beings.

Tile proposed international jetport in 
Florida, to serve the Miami area, was 
carefully located, its original sponsors 
thought, in the middle of an area called 
the Big Cypress Swamp.

It had, for its biggest immediate 
neighbor, the wide open, uninhabited 
spaces of Everglades National Park.

It seemed a site Tdatively free from 
the normal kind of opposition, which 
comes from people who don’t want their 
homes taken for runways, or put under 
continual jet roar and shadow.

Then the battle began. Conservationist 
zealots began to claim that taking such a 
big hunk out of Big Cypress Swamp 
would destroy - much± of that swamp's 
usefulness as a natural home for iU na­
tural inhabitants. They then discovered 
that all the new b u i l^ g  and traffic and 
people around the new jetport would dis-

This~proves, then, that with enough of 
a fight, a jetport can be defeated in 
favor of ecology, and that birds and alli­
gators can be saved and protected on the 
theory that they were there first and 
have no other place they would like 
to go.

How the same battle might have gone 
if it had been merely homes of lumber 
and cinder and cement which had in­
volved, and merely the convenience of 
two - legged, non - feathered inhabitants 
which had been at stake—that we do not 
pretend to know. We congratulate the 
birds and the alligators.

Something For Nothing Misery?
The wish for a something for nothing 

world, judging from our behavior in the 
crib, must be bom inside all of us. Some 
of us, from the crib on, form a determi­
nation that the only way to get what we 
want is to reach out and work for it and 
grab for it. And some of us, failing such 
resolve, and failing successful enter­
prise, and failing luck, contrive to make 
our own failures seem a little more bear­
able by a flickering hope that some day, 
somehow, something wonderful is going 
to turn up.

How many of us there are in the latter 
classification can be judged by noticing 
the number of people who have respond­
ed, in one way or another, to the purport­
ed intention of that pleasantly deranged 
young man down in New York City who 
has been prating about how many mil­
lions he intends to give away.

It so happens that he himself is cer­
tainly one to inspire and encourage a be­
lief in the something for nothing process 
because he himself has obviously done 
nothing, except being bom just like any­
body else, to earn or deserve whatever 
number of millions he does actually have 
at his disposal.

The something for nothing equation did 
work for him. How nice of him to realize 
that, and decide that the only decent 
thing for him to do, in such a circum­
stance is to spread the something for 
nothing happiness as far as it will go! 
And since he is being so nice about his 
own undeserved good fortune, why 
should any of the rest of us be boorishly 
prudish about going and getting into line 
for one of his handouts?

If there is something that holds some 
of us back, even though our eli.gibility 
may be obvious, it is probably a realiza­
tion that this kind of happiness spread, 
like the spread on which this particular 
fortune was founded, will never quite be 
the real thing.

Political Temperature Is Rising
Politically, if not meteorologically, the 

temperature in Connecticut is starting 
to warm up as more and more aspirants 
for the seat in the U.S. Senate make 
avowal of their intentions.

The Democrats now have three an­
nounced candidates: Sen. Thomas Dodd, 
incumbent; the Rev. Joseph Duffey, the 
first person to announce himself, and 
now State Senate Majority Leader Ed­
ward L. Marcus of New Haven.

There are also some Republican candi­
dates, John Mather Lupton and Abner 
Bibal, a former C ongressman, both of 
Westport, and F*almer McGee of Farm­
ington. Besides the announced candi­
dates other persons whose names are be­
ing mentioned include: Ekl May, former 
Congressman, and Congressman Tom 
Meskill of the Sixth District, among the 
Republicans, and Congressman Emilio 
Q. Daddario, Democrat.

Among the announced candidates, the 
Democrats are the best known to the 
electorate, largely by reason of their 
prior association with the legfislative pro­
cess. Senator Dodd, for Instance, has 
had multiple exposures on the national 
scene. His decision to run for re-election 
is not surprising; he hopes to vindicate 
himself a t the polls and to remove, or at 
least to bleach, the blot of censure pass­
ed upon him by his Senate colleagues.

The Senator is in a position to make 
a strong plea for sympathy. Sympathy 
has always been one his long suits. But 
his fellow Democrats will want to take 
a long look at him before choosing him 
to be the partys', standard bearer, for 
they can be sure that the voters will look 
long and hard.

Senator podd has been an embarrass­
ment to his party and to the people of 
Connecticut, and if there Is any compel­
ling reason for electing him, or even 
nominating him, apart fr^m sympathy 
for a man who has obviously been sorely 
tried, iA is hard to discover what it is.

We said then, with a willing­
ness to project our appraisal far 
forward, that these two Republi­

It was rellaUy reported, 
again and again, that one or the 
other of the two Congressmen 
was quite content where he was 
and firmly determined to re­
main there.

And suddenly Congressman 
Meskill and Weicker, who only 
a few days before had seemed 
set in a firm course of not hear­
ing any party pleas, appeared 
in tandem formation, sitting on 
a gay bicycle built tor two can­
didacies, Meskill up front as the 
potential candidate for Gover­
nor, Weicker tentatively on the 
seat marked Senate, both pre­
tending they were just sitting 
there, but both obviously per­
suaded, somehow, to ludd the 
pose for a few days while the 
party took a good look at It.

These reports of alternating 
disinterest from Meskill and 
Weicker were so convincing that 
other Republican eligibilities 
kept moving forward and out 
into the race Meskill and Wei­
cker seemed imwlUing to run.

The only real change in the 
situation since this pair first ap­
peared, after the 1968 election, 
as a likely duo for 1970 has 
been that Congressman Weicker 
has built himself unusually fast 
in his first year at Washington, 
and has strengthened his In­
dividual appeal ahead of normal 
schedule.

WASHINGTON—The remark­
able, perhaps fateful, turna­
round last week by Presiden'.^ 
Nixon on his first budget can bc'̂  
directly traced to backstage in­
fluence by Dr. Arthur Bums, 
the conservative economlrt and 
longtime Nixon adivkor about to 
take command of the nation's . 
central banking system.

Bums, who will step out on 
Feb. 1 as a Presidential counsel­
or and step In as chairman of 
the Federal Reserve Board, ob­
jected strenuously to Mr. Nixon's 
all but final plan to balance the 
new budget withminor tax in­
creases. ConsequenUy, the new 
unscheduled round of ruthless 
budget-cutting ordered by Mr. 
Nixon to the consternation oif 
amazed department heads will 
produce a budget balanced by 
holding down expenditures—the 
Burns formula.

That is designed to insure that 
the Fed, under Bums, will order 
a desperately needed loosening 
in monetary policy—an Increase 
in the money supply. But whe­
ther the President’s anti-inflat­
ion credibility is enhanced or 
eroded by this change of method 
Is questionable.

Indeed, a substantial segment 
of the financial community dis­
trusts suspiciously low e.xpend- 
iture estimates and would be 
considerably more impressed" 
with Mr. Nixon’s determination 
to fight inflation had he called 
tor excise tax increases.

Just such a tax increase seem­
ed certain a t year’s end. Bu i- 
get Director Robert Mayo felt 
that, even under Spartan econ­
omies, the budget could not be 
balanced without additional rev­
enue. David Kennedy, Secretary 
of the Treasury, agreed. Neither 
Mayo nor Kennedy, the two Fed­
eral officials most responsible 
for the budget, advocated an­
other stab at budget cutting.

To reach the balanced budget 
promised by the President, Ken­
nedy submitted a relatively 
plainless package: Accelerated 
collection of estate and gift taxe.s 
(a one-year windf.all of $1..’5 
billloni plus higher excises on 
liquor, tobacco, and gasoline 
($8 million a year). By Jan. 1, 
most officials as.sumed this wa.s 
the final package.

Burns In his new role as keeper 
of the monetary supply. Ab 

\ White House counselor. Bums 
had often been on the losing side 
on fiscal policy-making. But as 
chatrman-designiile of Uie Pe:t, 
Bums has vast new pr,wers.

The Nixon economic team be­
latedly now agrees with Prof. 
Milton Friedman that the Fed’s 
prolonged tight money policy 
threatens the national economy. 
They had assumed that Bums, 
Incomparably closer to Mr. Nix­
on than outgoing Chairman Wil­
liam McChesney Martin, would

quickly open up the money 
valves if the President submit­
ted a balanced budget that 
demonstrated dedication to 
tight fiscal policy.

But within the past fortnight, 
Burns began arguing that a 
budget balanced by tax in­
creases which Cong;ress might 
or might not adopt was not good 
enough. Uniess the budget was 
balanced through still more 
stringent expenditure c u t s .  
Bums hinted darkly, he might- 
not be able to convince hts col­
leagues on the Fed that money 
should be eased.

Moreover, Bums recruited a 
voluble and effective ally: 
George Romney, Secretary of 
Housing and Urban Develop­
ment. Painfully aware that the 
housing slump wili grow criti­
cally worse if tight money con­
tinues, Romney argued against 
a budget balanced by gimmicks 
—Including doubtful new taxes.

By the time Mr. Nixon re­
turned from San Clemente for 
last Tuesday’s Cabinet meeting, 
he probably had decided to 
switch from Mayo-Kennedy to 
Bums-Romney. Although punc­
tuated by Romney’s powerful 
advocacy of additional <Eii^nd- 
ing cuts, the 314-hour meeting 
was essentially pro forma, 
its outcome predictable: A 
budget balanced by still deeper 
spending cuts, probably accom­
panied by the speed-up In gift 
and estate taxes.

This conforms to earlier

strategy worked out by politi­
cal experts inside the White 
House of submitting a balanced 
budget without higher taxes. 
When the Democratic Congress, 
predictably, breeched artlflcal- 
ly low spending limits, Mr. Nix­
on later in 1970 would propose 
higher taxes—probably excises . 
—and blame spendthrift Demo­
crats as Election Day neared.

The only flaw in this scensirlo 
is that, even now, not all mem­
bers of the financial communi­
ty are buying it. Those who 
have watched spending rise far 
beyond Presidential estimates 
tha past five years could be 
convinced only by a budget bal­
anced with higher taxes. Con­
trary to Bums, they regard 
the excise proposal as more 
credible than unrealistically 
threadbare expenditure esti­
mates. To them, no new taxes 
is of a piece with Mr. Nixon’s 
junking the surtax and thereby 
dropping $10 billion-plus a year 
in revenue.

If the budget tor the current 
fiscal year ends up fairly deep 
in deficit, as some fear, the 
credibility of the new budget 
will be further reduced. Still 
more damaging would be Mr. 
Nixon’s failure to sustain his ex­
pected veto of the education ap­
propriations bill. In tliat unhap­
py event, even the ability of Dr. 
Bums to get the Federal Re­
serve Board to ease up on 
money—even If he himself 
wanted to—would be clouded.

For Silkworms

TOKYO (AP) — Soma Japa- 
neaa silkworms have to make do 
with plastic l>eds these days.

The pampered worms tradi­
tionally are reared on bsunboo 
shelves, but now they must rest . 
on plastic in areas hit hard by a 
growing shortage of bamboo.

Since 1960, about a third of 
Japanese bamboo plants ha've 
flowered, then died. Bamboo, a 
giant peretmial grass, rarely 
blooms—some species only once 
every 10 years. •

When bamboo does bloosom 
and produces a hea'vy crop of 
seed, the parent plant usually 
dies. Seedlings carry on the 
strain but take several years to 
mature.

But the most significant dele­
tion since former presidential 
consumer adviser IJetty Fur­
ness launched the warranty- 
strengthening prr>gram a year 
ago Is one most consumers paid 
no attention to to the first place.
■ "This warranty is given In 
lieu of all other warranties ex­
press or Implied” no longer ap­
pears on warranties from the 
major producers of the 100 mil­
lion or so*toasters, refrlgera- 
tora, air conditioners and other 
hoone appliancee sold to the 
country every year.

The phrase relieved the mak­
er and retailer of any obligation 
that an appliance sold as, say, a 
dishwasher did, to fact, wash 
dishes.

Without such a disclalnier, a 
marmfa'cturer Is responsible for 
the Implied warranty created by 
simply calling a product a dish*

Mrs. Knauer was writing her 
letter, Senate Commerce Com­
mittee Chairman Warren G.

The radium, a naturally oc­
curring element, was kept in so­
lution In the flasks, behind lead 
shielding in a special room. As 
the radium slowly decays—It 
would take 1,620 years for half 
of It to decay—it produces radon 
gas.

Minute amounts of the gas are 
trapped In tiny gold capsules 
called "seeds.”  The seeds are 
inserted into a patient's cancer 
cells for a few days at a time, to 
hopes that the radiation might 
halt, reverse or kill the cells.

"Cutting the glass was the

OroiBs Income adjustments 
serve a two-fold use;

By lowering the adjusted 
gross income they offer the 
opportunity for a bigger medi­
cal deduction;

Even after being claimed, 
the taxpayer has the option of 
taking the standard deduction 
which amounts to 10 per cent of 
adjusted gross income, limited 
to a maximum of $1,000 on a 
joint return or $S00 on separate 
returns.

Employe business expense 
deductions are the diird oppor­
tunity to sihlft deductions from 
the normal dassification into 
the gross income category. The 
other two, explained in earlier 
articles, are the sick pay ex­
clusion and the deduction for 
moving epenses.

For most employes, the busi­
ness expense deductions which 
are considered Page 1, or gross 
income deductions, are restrict­
ed to travel and transportation 
expenses, together with the 
coat of meals and lodging while

away from the city of employ­
ment at least overnight.

All other business expenses, 
such as I nonreimbursed enter­
tainment, gifts to customers, 
dues paid to unions or profes­
sional societies, may be claim­
ed only if deductions are Item­
ized.

The tronsporbatlon expense 
Includes in-town driving (but 
not commuting to and from 
work) in connection with your 
employer’s business, as well os 
airplane, railroad, steamdiip, 
taxi fare or use of a person^ 
car on oUt-of-town business 
trips.

All the foregoing business ex­
pense items hre deductible to 
the extent they were not reim­
bursed by the employer. If die 
reimbursement exceeds the ex­
penditures. the difference must 
be shown in gross Income.

In determining your deduc­
tible automobile expenses you 
may use either of two meth­
ods. Under one. just list your 
total expenses, including depre­
ciation, gas and oil, repairs, in­
surance, car washing arid lubri­
cation.

Next compare your business 
driving for toe year to your to­
tal year’s mileage. For exam­
ple, if 60 per cewt of your total 
driving was business mileage.

Even more advantageous 
trealtment is'accorded so-called 
"outside salesmen”  — toose 
whose piincplal job is selling 
away from toe office.

In addition to toe travel and 
transportation, meals and lodg­
ing expenses to which otoer 
employes are restricted, out­
side salesmen may deduct 
from gross income all otoer 
ordinary and necessary busi­
ness expenses.

This could include, but is nUt 
restricted to, tips, baggage 
charges and laundry charges 
while in travel dtatus; fees paid 
for secreterial help; telephone 
and telegraph charges; gifts to 
customers and prospects up to 
a yearly limit of $26 each; and 
all ordinary and necessary en­
tertainment expense.

ICC Authorizes Penn Central 
To Revise Commuter Fares

first step in toe railroad’s {dan 
to focus Its commuter operations 
On the monthly commuter rath­
er than toe several-day-a-week 
commuter who uses the 10-trip 
ticket. The 10-trip ticket is cur­
rently cheaper per trip than 
the monthly commutation fare.

The K3C held a number of 
public hearings lest year in com­
muter towns in toe New Haven 
Division. Dozens of commuters 
and public officials condemned 
toe proposed changes, arguing 
that the railroad had no right 
to increase feires without im­
proving service.

Penn Central responded that 
toe new fares are the first step 
in Implementing “ zone service.” 

A. Penn-Central timetable de­
scribes zone service as ’ ’separa­
tion of toe commuter area in­
to a number of service zones 
and toe running of nonstop ex­
press trains to New York from 
each of the zones.”

The railroad says it can make 
better use of existing equipment 
and run faster trains with toe 
service. It has not yet 
announced when zone service 
will be implemented.

WASHING’TON (AP) — The 
Penn Central Railroad has been 
authorized by toe- Interstate 
Commerce Commission to re­
vise commuter fares between 
New York City and points in 
Connecticut.

’The new rates, involving an 
entire restructuring of rates on 
the New York City commuter 
line, will affect 46 stations ex­
tending as far east u  New Ha­
ven.

’The IOC said Monday that 
Penn-Central can implement the 
changes on one day's notice.

A Perm-Central spokesman 
said the fare changes would 
probably be implemented by 
March 1.

The main change Involved the 
price of 10-trlp tickets, now at 
discounts varying from 9 per 
cent to 39 per cent less then the 
price of 10 one-way fares.

Under the schedule approved 
by the IOC, the 10-trlp discount 
will range from 9.37 per cent 
to 11 per cent less than the 
price of 10 one-way trips.

For example, the price for a 
10-trlp ticket from Grand Cen­
tral Station to New Haven will 
go from $26 to $36.60 under the 
new schedule. The 10-trip price 
from Grand Central Station to 
Park Avenue will increase from 
$7.80 to $14.60.

The IOC ruled that Penn-Cent­
ral failed to prove certain new 
one-way rates were justified and 
authorized cutbacks ranging 
from 10 cents to 26 cents. One­
way fares now vary from $1.50 
to $4.60.

The railroad proposed to trim 
its one-way rate from Grand 
pentral to Waterbury from $4.54 
to $4.50, but the IOC directed a 
further cutback to $4.30.

Reductions ranging from 40 
cents to $12.80 were- approved 
for the unlimited monthly com­
mutation tickets.

BANGKOK (AP) Restrictions 
on Americans’ vlslta to Thai­
land, adopted without consulta­
tion with the U.A. government, 
hav.e created confusion among 
American businessmen. The 
new rules aro one of several In­
dications of a more assertive 
nationalistic attitude In dealing 
with Washington.

Until Jan. 1 Americans visit­
ing Thailand did not require vi­
sas. This wras under a 48-year- 
old agreement.

The visa regulations caused 
so much confusion that the U.S. 
Embassy Issued a statement de­
nying that the new rules were 
the result of agreement between 
the twro countries. It said;

‘ "nie embassy wishes to point 
out to all U.S. citizens ttiflt the 
changes which became effective 
Jan. 1, 1970 were Instituted by 
the Royal Thai Government of 
Thailand with respect to the en­
try and sojourn of United States 
citizens following Its termina­
tion on the date of the visa 
agreement with the United 
States which had been in effect 
since 1928.

"They do not result from any 
new agreement entered Into or 
action taken by your govern­
ment.”

The regulations require all 
private American citizens ex­
cept those In transit to obtain a 
visa before entry. Transit visi­
tors can stay 16 days.

Visas tor a 30-day stay In 
'Ihailand can be obtained from 
Thai consulates and these can­
not be extended.

An American wishing to stay 
In Thailand la now obliged to get 
a nonimmigrant visa, good tor 
30 days and extendable 30 days. 
Applications abroad for these 
must be referred to the Foreign 
Ministry In Bangkok, so a con­
siderable delay is expected.

Only at Thai consulates In the 
United States can nonimmigrant 
visas be Issued without refer­
ence to Bangkok.

“ It’s harassment, that’s the 
only word for It,”  said a mem­
ber of the American business 
community.

Another Incident suggesting 
that Thailand is adopting a 
more nationalistic attitude tbok 
place last week after terrorists 
attacked American planes at 
the big alrboso at uixm.

Five terrorists were killed 
and an American airman 
wounded. All details were chan­
neled through the Thai supreme 
command. In two previous at­
tacks of this kind, the U.fl. Em­
bassy released Information In 
conjunction with the "upreme 
command.

U.S. officials said they were 
under orders not to discuss the 
attack.

An American company, Trans 
World Airlines, was ordered on 
Christmas Day to discontinue 
its practice of carrying passen­
gers between Bangkok, Hong 
Kong and Taipei. TWA has won 
a postponement until Jan. 31, 
but American sources argue 
that the ban breaks the spirit of 
an air agreement between 
Thailand and the United SJates.

Ihe Thais say TWA offers 
more oonipetltlan to Thai Irtter- 
natlonal, the Thai carrier, than 
the busdness on the route can 
bear.

The American poedtion is that 
the agreement specifies that If 
either country feels there Is too* 
much capacity, then an audit of 
the traffic should be held fol­
lowed by consultations.

Some American diplomats say 
the Thai government Is trying to 
break awray from Its previously 
strong pro-American rexaitatlon. 
There Is a reaction to the pres­
ence of American forces In 
Thailand, and the influence this 
has had on Thai culture.

Recent U.S. Senate hearings 
In which U.S. Involvement In 
Thailand was criticized have 
also had an effect.

Many Thais, especially out­
spoken Foreign Minister Thanat 
Khoman, become flushed with 
anger when talking about some 
Amerlcem criticism.

Describing the activitie.s of 

the 1969 session of Congress as 
“ responsible” and "moderate,” 
Democratic 2nd District Con­
gressman William St. Onge to­
day issued his seventh annual 
report to his constituents.

The just completed session 
proceeded "cautiously, leading 
the way In a period of turmoil 
and confusion throughout the 
world,”  he explained. The ses­
sion was the longest in U.S. his­
tory, according to the legislator.

"It grappled with major prob­
lems in a responsible manner 
and I feel certain that impor­
tant legislation to deal with 
those problems will emerge 
from the 1970 session, St. Onge 
stated.

Summing up some of his ac­
tivities, St. Onge said he obtain­
ed federal grants and loans for 
many Eastern Connecticut com­
munities, including Rockville, 
for housing, water and sewer 
faiciUties, hospital expansion, 
urban renewal, pollution con­
trol, open space land for recre­
ation areas and post offices.

Many individuals contacted 
the Congressman with personal 
problems, such as military 
hardship cases .welfare aid, so­
cial security, student loans and 
others. In which he was in many 
instances able to be of assist­
ance, according to the report.

" I  shall continue to represent 
all the people of my district to 
the best of my ability," St. Onge 
added. “ It Is an honor to serve 
the people and I pray that 1970 
will see our beloved country se­
cure, united and at peace."

"I do not expect everyone to 
agree with everything I have 
said or done,” St. Onge admit­
ted, "nor with every decision of 
the Congress. My primary pur­
pose is to keep my constituents 
Informed on the matters."

A "most active year,”  for the 
congressman, 1969 found him at 
work on two full committees 
and several subcommittees. He 
Introduced 118 bills and resolu­
tions, more than in any previous 
two-year period. » ■

St. Onge pointed to the vol­
ume of unfinished business re­
maining for the 1970 session, 
with particular emphasis placed 
on crime prevention, mailing of 
obscene matter, abolition of the 
electoral college, welfare re -' 
form, postal reform and con­
sumer protection.

The U.S. Command also re­
ported that four Vietnamese 
children were killed and 11 chil­
dren and four U.S. Marines 
were wounded Monday when a 
terrorist threw three grenades 
Into a school and an adjoining 
yard in a hamlet nine miles 
south of Da Nang. The terrorist 
escaped.

North Vietnam charged today 
that 285,000 South Vietnamese 
have been "contaminated" and 
more than 2Vi million acres of 
fields and orchards destroyed 
by U.S. toxic chemicals, gases, 
napalm and phosphorus bombs. 
It said the Nixon administration 
bad Intensified the use of these.

Hanoi’s Vietnam News Agen­
cy charged that an allied sweep 
through Quang Nam Province 
last Nov. 11-16 killed 700 Viet­
namese dvlllana, destroyed 
crops, and burned 1,000 houses.

A course designed with some 
meaningful action In mind In 
regard to pollution Is being of­
fered at Vernon’s Adult Eve­
ning School this next semester. 
The course is called "Pollution, 
Pesticides and People’ ’ €U»d Is 
quite possibly the only one of 
Its kind offered In the area.

Francis Singleton 
The teacher, Francis Single­

ton, who Is the health engineer 
for Windsor, feels the course Is 
Just what’s needed to generate 
the type of public awareneos 
necessary If changes are to be 
made.

" I ’ve always believed that If 
people understood the Issues 
they wouldn’t  be afraid to get 
involved,”  he said. He observes 
a ‘bewildered’ ’ public at present 
which is unable to appreciate 
the Indirect relationships at the 
root of many of today’s pollu­
tion problems.

The "experts”  who exert the 
greatest pressure on legtstatore, 
he noted, are frequently those 
who represent special Interests.

As an example of indirect re­
lationships, Singleton dted the 
condition of the OonnecUcut 
River as something which af­
fects all of us whether or not 
we ever take a dip In It, as 
does a power plant Installed in 
some other area.

Singleton said the course is 
designed for anyone who Is 
deeply Interested in what has 
been happening to his eri'vlron- 
ment over the lost decade. " I ’m 
trying to bring home the point 
that something can be done," 
he said. He hopes to Include 
housewives,, doctors and every­
one else he said because this Is 
one subject most people have 
much to learn about.

Asked If he felt the layman 
could make meaningful changes 
to stop the deterioration of his 
environment, Singleton Insisted 
they could and that many 
changes have . been 'brought 
about because the public has 
been fed up. He cited the ban 
on open burning of rubbish as 
one example and said that be­
cause of public pressure in 
Windsor an Air and Water Pol­
lution Committee has been form­
ed to deal with problems at the 
local level. He felt this wouldn’t 
have happened a couple of years 
ago because the public wasn’t 
Interested.

The course will be taught In 
two parts, he said. First, Issues 
will be outlined and Information 
presented on what Is being done. 
The second half of the course 
will be free discussion about 
problems and solutions. An In­
teresting issue, he noted, con­
cerns the right both public and 
private landholders have to use 
their land in a manner which 
affects others.

There to still time to slgpi up 
for the course which will be of­
fered on Wednesdays, 7:.30 to 
9:30 p.m. Ronald Kozuch, A:lult 
Education Principal, said that In 
order for the course on pollu­
tion to be offered there mtut be 
at least 10 persona signed up 
for It.

league career that spanned 
four decades, Lou Bou­
dreau and Ralph Kiner 
were considered top candi­
dates for election into base­
ball’s Hall of Fame .today.

In order to be elected, a player 
must be retired from baseball 
for five years and must receive 
76 per cent of the ballots from 
the Baseball Writers Associa­
tion of America.

'The results were to be an­
nounced at an 11 a.m. EST news

conference ̂ in the baseball com­
missioner’s office.

Wynn, a burly right-hander, 
broke in with the Washington 
Senators In 1939 and hung on un­
til he reached the 300 plateau in 
1063 with the Cleveland Indians. 
It was his only victory of the 
season and marked the end of 
his career, finishing with a 300- 
244 mark.

Wynn, a tough competitor who 
once said he’d knock his mother 
down if she was digging in on’ 
him, spent 23 year’s in the ma­
jors, appearing in World Series 
with Cleveland in 1964 and with 
the Chicago White Sox in I960.

Boudreau, former Cleveland

shortstop and one-time bo^  
manager of the Indians, and Ki­
ner, a slugging outfielder with 
the Pittsburgh Pirates, finished 
third and fourth in last year’s 
balloUn^ when Stan Muslal and 
Roy Campanella were elected.

Boudreau compiled a .296 bat­
ting average in 16 big league 
seasons, most of them with the 
Indians. His best year was 1946 
when as a player-manager he 
hit .356 and led the Indians to 
the pennant. In 1944 he captured 
the American League batting ti­
tle with a .327 mark.

Kiner led or tied for the Na­
tional League home run crown 
In seven straight seasons from

1946 through 1962. He wound up 
with 369 homers while playing 
most of his career with Pitts­
burgh.

Kiner belted 61 homers in 19W 
and 54 in 1949 and drove home 
1,016 runs during his 10-year ca­
reer. His lifetime batting aver­
age was .279.

A total of 340 votes was cast 
by 10-year members and honor­
ary card holders in the writers’ 
association last year. ’This year 
more than 400 ballots were sent 
out.

have been greaUy exaggerated. 
’The corpse has been seen click­
ing its heels.

Admittedly, there was a Ume 
last year when a bit of internal 
strife threatened to factlonal- 
ize the women into threesomes 
and foursomes off the course 
and there was concern over the 
men’s satellite tour muscling 
its way into cities the ladles al­
ready had designs on. But all 
that is now -water over the 18th 
tee.

Starting Feb. 13 in Miami, 
the women embark on their 1970 
tour, which has more tourna­
ments (33) and more prize 
money (3800,000) than ever be­
fore. Sometime before then, they 
also wlU select a tournament 
director to succeed Lennle Wlrtz 
and, under new direction, the 
summer montJw will presum­
ably be filled -with low scores, 
high morale and frequent 
visits to the bank.

Such veteran players as Mari- 
lynn Smith and Barbara R o  
mack are bubbling with op­
timism over the future ot the 
LPGA but, as if to keep the 
skeletons closeted, they refrain 
from talking about the past. 
They say It’s a brand-new round 
now.

’ ’Sure, we had some problems 
last year,”  says Marilynn. "But 
that’s all behind us. ’This year 
is going to be the biggest ever 
for the LPGA.

Major Eand-Air 
Battle in Jordan

*»y THE ASSOCIATED PRESS
An Israeli, armored force 

crossed into Jordan south of the 
Dead, Sea Tuesday night and re­
mained for nearly 20 hours, 
striking at Arab guerrilla buses, 
the Israeli military command 
reported today.

Jordan said there was a ma­
jor land and air battle.

The Israelis said their force 
killed five guerrillas and suf­
fered no casualties or damage. 
A1 Fatah, the guerrilla organi­
zation, claimed Its men killed 
two of the raiders and destroyed 
two Israeli tanks.

It was the longest Israeli 
penetration of Jordan since the 
1967 Arab-Iaraell war.

relatives in Clanton. '

Leung, a Hong Kong fisher- 
m in. and his children were caF 
lured when a Chinese gunboat 
seized their junk 18 months ago 
in Deep Bay. between China and 
Hong Kong.

Leung .said, they were taken 
to the Poon Yu commune, near 
Canton on the Pearl River es­
tuary.

"We were held prisoner in the 
commune’s detention house and 
forced to do 'character rfeform’ 
labor." Leung said.

Mrs. Leung said she learned

about two months ago where toe 
Communists were holding her 
49-y e a r -o 1 d husband, their 
daughter Sul-kuen, 15, and their 
son Ming, J3.

"We had sometimes fished In 
the estuary off Poon Yu. so I 
knew what I had to do," Mrs 
Leung said, speaking In - the 
Hakka dialect,

Securing a small fishing junk, 
she loaded it with food and wa­
ter, sailed westward out of Hong 
Kong and then up the estuary.

"I  went alone. 1 (Ud not mind 
accepting help from friends and 
relatives In getting the junk and 
supplies, but I did not want any­
one else to ta|ce the risk of being 
captured -because I more than 
half believed I would be cap­
tured," she said.

"I kepi' out of sight of land un­
til I judged I was just about oft 
Poon Yu.
