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Race Tension
Seen on Rise
InU.S. Army

BAIGON (AP) A miltary
study says all indications point
toward an incrense in racial
tennion In the Army und that
Negro soldiers have lost falth in
the Army syatem.

But, the study says, “Informn-
tlon ourrently held by Army
counterintelligence does  not
substantinte that members of
the Blagk Panther Party are en.
guged in any organized nctivi-
ties In the Army.

“The exact number of Black
Panthers In the Army Is un-
known. However, it does not ap-
pear that this organization has
been able to gain a foothold in
the Army nor does It pose a se-
thrent at this time to
Army morale, discipline and ra-
cial harmony."

The racial problems survey,
covering Army Instalintions in
the United States, Europe and
the Pacific, was ordered by
Gen., Willlam C, Westmoreland,
Army chief of staff. It was pre-
asented to Westmoreland lust
Bept. 18 and later to the House
Armed Services Committee.

The study was made available
in Balgon today by official
sources who gave newsmen n
tape recording of n presentation
made to Gen. Creighton W.
Abrams, commander of U.8,
Forces In Vietnam, and other
top American commanders,

It says: “All Indications point
toward an Increuse In racial
tenslon In the Army, which is
more probable in those units
where soldlers are not In direct
contatt with an armed enemy.

“Unless immediate nction is
taken to identify problem arens
at the squad and platoon level,
Increased confrontations can be
expected. However, aggressive
command action, firm but Im-
partial discipline and good lead-
ership can prevent physical
confrontation of racial groups.

"“Negro soldiers seem to have
lost faith In the Army system,
They are not aware of the many
sccomplishments of the Army
in thelr behalf and their leaders
are sometimes elther unaware
that thelr moldiers have com-
plaints or are unprepared (o
handie those problems which do
come to their attention.

“Our principal problem |Is
that people simply don't com-
municate on this matter,"

The report sald soldiers' com-
ments generally went this way:
“Like anybody else I under-
stand being chewed out when 1
goof. But when they (junlor offi-
cers and junlor non-commis-
sloned officers) say you stupid
black nigger or you are the
dumbest nigger I've ever seen, I
get mad."

The study sava that ‘‘the situ.
ation, although serious, is not
hopeleas Much, however,
has to be done to correct it. Un-
fortunately, for some of our
problems, there are no Immedi-
ale solutionn,

"Finally, we found that tfye
polarization of the races and in-
oreased raclial tension were
more obvious In those areas
where groups were not in direct
contact with an armed enemy,
In 1068, there was a total ab-
sence of racial unrest in the fire-
bases or night defenrive posi-
tions in Vietnam,"

The report, however, cited a
riot at the Long Binh jail iIn
Vietnam in 1968 as a major ra-
cial Incident,

‘“The Army, we find, has a
race problem because our coun-
try has a race problem," the re-
port sald, “"Our soldlers entered
the service as products of that
soclety and continue with the
nsalst of the mass media to live

In Alleged
IRS Bribe

NEW YORK (AP) Eight re-
puted Mafla mobsters and two
men who have served as federal
Intelligence agents have been
charged with bribing or trying
to bribe Internal Revenue Serv-
lce agents,

The government said Friday
that some of those it charged
had attempled to recruil IRS
employes to get secret Informn-
tion about tax Investigations,

A source close to the case zaid
the charges and arrests Friday
came before the investigation
was completed because It was
feared some undercover tnx
agents might be murdered.

John A. Massiello Sr., 80, a re-
puted Mafiosi who wns convict-
ed Tuesday of conspiracy to
bribe postal officlals and still
faces n federal charge of con-
spiring to help his son dodge the
draft, waa among those roundegl
up by the IRS,

Nicholas Rattenni, 63, report-
edly an underworld leader in
Yonkers, N.Y., an IRS Intelll-
gence agent and a former agent
were also named.

Rattenni’'s two garbage-cart-
Ing companies, the Westchester
Carting Co, and the Fleetwood
Hawlage Co., Inc., were included
as defendants in the alleged
conspiracy.

A governmenl  spokesman
sild some of the d~fendants had
tried o put some tax agents on
their payroll in order lo protect
themselves from tax problems
and to obtain confidential infor-
maltlon.

Meanwhile, in Newark, N.J.
transcripts  show that  while
the FBI was preparing evidence
against the Mafin, members ol
the Mafia knew what was going
on behind the closed federal
doors,

The transcripts, flled by the
FBI in U.8. District Court here,
show that on Feb 28, 1863, Ange-
lo “Gyp'" DeCarlo, reputed
captaln in the Mafla 'family”’
of the late Vito Genovese, told
several underworld assoclates:

“They (the FBI) know who
we're with and who we ain't
with, who the mobs are and ev-
erything else.”

Louls “Fat Loule' Larasso,
another alleged Mafin figure, is
recorded as saying during the
same conversation that during a
vigit to Washington he had seen
a chart showing the names and
relationships of Mafia mem-
bers.

It was not known where Lhe
Mafin obtained its Informauation.

The FBI, the former Federal
Bureau of Narcotics and the
Senate Permanent Subcommit-
tee on Investigations said Fri-
day they knew of no security
breaches in their offices,

New England Deep Freeze
Leaves Nantucket [ce-Bound

NANTUCKET, Mass. (AP)

A transport plane shultle was to
fly perishables and drugs today
to this summer resort island
where ferries have nop been
able to te up for four days be-
cause of an lce-locked harbor.

The alr ift from Hyannis on
the mainland across 30 miles of
Nantucket Sound began late Fri-
day night, using 20.passenger
De Havilland Otters of Execu-
tive Adirlines with seats re-
moved.

New England remained in o
deep freeze but forecasts indi-
cated the cold would ease some-
what during the weekend. "It
will not be quite 8o cold Satur
day night,” the Weather Bureau
sald, “'and it should not be so
cold on Sunday."

Temperatures today were ex-
pected to be in the 20s in south-
ern sections and in the teens In
northern New England, There
was a posasibility of a little light
mow Iate Saturday night or
Sunduy in northern areas.

A storm that dusted lght

snow over portions of eastern
New England Friday night
moved out to sea after midnight
without creating problems.

But the continuing spell of
sub-freezing temperatures dur-
ing most of the month caused
Fitchburg Gas & Electric Co, to
nsk industrial users to Umit
their consumption of gas so thut
home heating needs could be
met. A spokesman sald the com-
pany's gas system was "‘over-
burdened'' and its reserve sup-
plies of gas were down.

The air Ut o Nantucket was
sel up at the request of A & P
and First Natlonal Supermar-
kets after the laland ferry Un-
catena, for the second time In
two days, was unable o com-
plete its dally trip from Woods
Hole on the mainland.

Supplies aboard Uncatena
were unloaded at Woods Hole,
placed aboard Executive's Ot
ters al Barnstable Alrport in
Hyannis and delivered by air.

Spokesman for Executive said
the planes, with a capacity of

4,600 pounds, probably would
muke seven or eight trips to the
Island.

The 65-foot Coast Guard buoy
tender TowlLine cleared a path
{hrough the harbor ice and tied
up it Stenmboat Wharf at 7:16
Friday night, but Uncatena long
since had turned about and re-
turned to Woods Hole, after get-
ting within o mile and a half of
the Nantucket harbor entrance.

Port Capt., Paul Johansen,
who was aboard Uncatena as an
observer for the Woods Hole,
Martha's Vineyard and Nan-
tucket Steamship Authority, the
ferry operator, told & newsman
e was “convinced that there's
little chance thay we will be able
to get any boat into Nantucket
until we have a strong south-
west winds that will carry the
lee out of the chamnel and the
harbor."!

Engineers determined that
the overpass had not suffered
structural damage and the
street was reopened.

Three of the cars were tri-lev-
el auto carriers loaded with
General Motors cars. Some of
the cars were demalished but
there was no estimate of dam-
age avallable.

The train was bound from up-
state New York to Framing-
ham, near Boston,

Officials at the GM plant in
Framingham advised second-
shift production employes in ra-
dio broadeasts over a Boston
station not to report for work
because the deraliment had
caused a thortage.

The first 190 cars, which re-
mained on the ralls, continued
on o Framingham and the 30
rear cars, also undamaged,
were hauled to Greenfield.

The train also carried rosins
and margnrine and some of this
cargo was scattered along the
street below the overpass.

Winner: John L. Sullivan

The recent exchange of critienl letters
between State Rep, James 8, Connery of
Shelton and State Tax Commissioner
John L. Sullivan stems {rom a problem
that troubles many states,

Various goods are taxed more heavily
In some states than others. When this
happens, citizens of the high-tux states
are lempted to buy in nearby low-tax
stales where goods may be cheaper

This practice is especially common
with = regard to alecoholie beverages,

which are often taxed very heavily.

Sometimes this creates considerable
unpleasuntness,

Last year, for example, one Middle
Allantic state sent law-enforcement of-
ficers Into n nearby state, Their Job was
to check on residents of the first stute
who went Into the second, bought liquor
and brought it home without paying tax-
es5 to their home state,

Connery ook exeception'to this policy
in aletter to Sullivan.'Connery termed it
the right of all citizens to buy where they
find prices lowest,

“As long ns they are purchasing items
for their own consumption, and not for
resale at « profit, they are merely exer-
clsing their right and privilege as con-
sumers to shop where they can get the
most for their dollar,” he wrote.

Connery was particularly exerclsed ut
Sulllvan’s threat to send agents to New
Hampshire to report liquor purchases
there by Connecticut residents. He term-
ed It spying,

Sulllvan retorted by leétler this weck
that his department was merely seeking
to enforce the laws of Cennecticut—Ilaws
that Connery, by virtue of his seat in the
State House of Representatives, helps to
enuct,

The commissioner  pointed out that
state law forbids the importation of
more thun one gallon of liquor inty Con-
necticut without a license. He suld cars

., and trucks were bringing liguor in from

New Hampshire by the dozens of cases.

Sullivan also pointed out that even
when someone brings a gallon or less of
liquor Into the state, he Is legally bound
10 puy a & per cenl use tox.

“When the tax rate becomes so pro-
hibitive that it {5 not economically feasi-
ble to purchase ut home any longer, then
It is not the consumer who I8 to be
blamed, butl the administration which
hay allowed taxes to spirnl year after
vear,"

Some persons might Interpret this as
meaning that if liquor taxes are too high
in Connecticut, people are justified In
evading them by buying their liquor In
New Hampshire, We are sure that this
was not Connery’s meaning, but it is one
that some readers of this letter might
tind.

If Connery really believes that Con-
necticut’s lquor taxes should bé re-
duced, he Is In an excellent position,
as n lawmaker, to help reduce them.

Powered Communications

In the late 19808 we will need
to communicate with colonizs
on the far side of the moon. Be-
causy the moon alwayvs keeps
the same =lde toward the enrth,
the far side has no way of eoin-
munieating with the earth or
with colonies on the near side.

There are two answers lo
this problem, The first involves
the use of conventional com-
smunications  satellites stmilur
to thuse operating in ecarth orbi:,
These could be the large con-
ventional eylinders coversd with
solar cells o provide power and
containing essentially the same
components as their tervesiriol
counterparts. The componen's
would  include an  electrienl
power supply subsystem, o tole.
metry and command subsysiem,
8 positloning and attitude-orien.
tation propulsion system, a
thermal control system and, fin-
ally, o mlerownve communici-
tions transponder,

While terrestrial  commica-
tions sutellites use infrared sys.
tems centered on the sarth to
maintain orlentation, lunar coni-
munications satellites must tise
the sun, earth and stars for or-
lentation, Wrile solar cells may
be used Initially, it {8 heped that
long-lived nuclear power supplics
will become ovallable n the late
10708 1o jrovide power for
operation,

Communicutions enginesrs fa-
vor n “phased’ satellite system,
Because satellites will be moy-
ifg with respect to the lupar
surface, These satellites will be
spuced of phased so that when
one satellite Jeaves a station o
second will bzcome avallable 1o
maintain  rellable and uninter-
rupted communicntions

AL a lunar altitude of about
5,000 miles the arbitul period of
these satellites would be abour
24 hours which means thesy will
move slowly across the lunar
sky. It s estimated that 12
phased sudallites could yield re-
lluble global-lunar ecommunica-
tlons covernge,

Because of the phenomenal
success of synchronous or sta.
tionary communications satel-
lites around the earth, some
Informed observers may wan-
der why a synchronous lunnr
orbit at jn altitude of 55,000
miles with a' period of 27.3 days
s not contemplated. Sclentisty
Indicate that at 55,000 miles the
earth's gravitationn! field is
dominant nnd a satellite could
not remain in lunar orbit un-
less  continuous  thrust  were
used. As continuous thrust |s
Impractical for current chemi-
cal propulsion systems, a lunar
synchronous orbit 1s ruled out.
Perhaps in time, when jon

rockets . become  operiational,
this milght prove a fensible alti-
tude.

The other/ system which
soientivts contemplate, which I*
discussed; in last week’'s col-

umn, & the use of all the La.
grangian points, It Is concefv.
able that dipoles might be in-
troduced into the four La-
grangian  points  which lie
near the moon to maintain re-
Hable communcations between
the far side of the moon and
the earth. They could be used
to maimtain communications
between groups on the far side
and near stde of the moon und
all could muintain communica-
tions with the earth.

The alternative to
satellites s the
regular communications satel-
lites at the four Lagrangian
points. Being powered, these
could tnke the wenk radio sig-
nuls, amplify them and trans-
mit to the desired location.
This scheme is followed 1in
earth orbit with exceptionally
good reception. In earth orbit
it 18 rare when a satellite relay
malfunctions so that it ceanses
operation,

However, wn we go to the
poweréd communcation satel-

lites it becomes costly. To
launch the heavy communicn-
tions satellites into. the desired
“points’ may necessitate the
use of the Titan 3-C bhooster
which would cost about $25 mil-
lion. The satellites cost about
$10 million each, plus about $1
million for launch activities.
Thus, u complex of four satel-
lites to provide rellable com-
municitions between  settle-
ments on Lhe 'moon on both the

near and far sides, and among
all of these and the earth, could
cost about $36 milllon per satel-
lite. A complex of four satel
lites would cost nbout $126 mil-
lon, assuming n combin-
ed launch program could effect
sSome savings.

While $15 milllon  may ap-
pear to be an excessive price
for n reliable communications
system with the moon, It will
also  provide background for
long - range communications
with plunetary probes and mnn-
ned planetary spacecraly of the
19805,

And there are other communi
cation techniques which may be
used. The laser is but 10 years
old and laser communjcations
have been shown to be most
effective, This would be the
fdenl method of communicating
from the distant planets, and
terminus of this communica-
tions system must be the moon
for the moon has no atmosphere
to attenuate the arriving light
signals, However, this is In the
future and our prime concern
today is communications with
the moon, 3

When permanent lunar bases
are eatablished, communica-
tions will play a vital role in
everyday Iving there. Poor
communications resull  In de-
lays, waste and inefficlency
which cannot be tolerated on a
mission where there s no room
for error.

Court Rules on Relationship
Between Nationality, Beliefs

JERUSALEM (AP) — In a
history-making  decision, Is-
rael's highest court ruled today

In Militantly-Arab Libya

TRIPOLI, Libya,* (AP)—
Egypilan advisers, technicians,
teachers and others have been
streaming into Libya to help the
young ofticers who toppled King
Idreis last Sept. L. Muany of
them ure moving into key posl-
tions.

The influx has paralleled Lib-
ya's nbrupt change in lts bas'c
foreign policy, from n generally
pro-Western course to one of
militant panArablsm,

Another Indication of the
growing influence was the dis-
closure in Paris last week that
several Egyptians were mem-
bers of the Libyan group that
went to the French capital in
December to negotinte the siale
of 100 Mirage jets to the new re-
gime.

Some of the newcomers are
replacing foreigners from non-
Arab countries, mostly Western:
ers who have been leaving ef-
ther voluntarily ofF by invitation.

Last weck the new regime of
Col. Munmmer Mohammed Ka-
daff, who led the Sept. 1 coup
and now holds all top posts In
the government and army, an-
nounced that 582 Egyptian doc-
tors and nurses had arrived or
would soon arrive In Libya.

Already on the scene are
more teachers from Egypt, in-
creasing the number from 300
before the coup to 550 now. A
number of financial experts ad-
vising the government on “‘Li-
byanization” of foreign-owned
banks, also are here, ax well as
communications experts and en-
gineers.

The newly appointed chief of
Libya's seven-member supreme
court, Ali Mansour, and one of
the court's other members, Mo-
hammed Yousef el Qadi, are
both Egyptians. Another Egyp-
tian has been moved Into a key
pasition in the finance minlstry
which presumably handles Lib-
ya's oll income of $1.2 billlon a
year,

Libyans say they have spotted
& number of Egyptian security
police in Tripoll and Benghazi,
and informed diplomats report
up to 2,000 uniformed Egyptian
soldlers in the country, about
half garrisoned In Tripoll and
the other half in Benghazi. They
are not seen in public,

The police and soldiers report-
edly were requested by Kadafl
and his Revolutionary Com-
mand Council (RCC) which
rules the country, after discov-
ery of a plot against them.

Several weeks ago posters
suddenly appefred on walls in
Tripoll  declaring ““Welcome
Egyptian Conquerors.’ Leaflats
bearing the same Ironic mes-
sage were distributed In some
parts of the city.

Posters were quickly ripped
down and leaflets collected. Re-
portedly there were some ar.
reats.

While the Egyptiana have
been moving In, foreignera from
other countries have been mov-
Ing out, although so far at
smaller numbers. Some British
nurses have left and so have n
number of teachers, Including
150 members of the U.S, Peace
Corps. Most taught English,
now dropped In lower schools on
orders from the government.

At ahortstop, he was a human
computer, He knew what the
hitter's habits were, what the
pitcher would throw, the bat-
ter's native speed In getting to
first base on a ground ball, and
from the necessary data he had
to work with, Boudreau staked
himself out, stealine ground to
right or left as the aituation call-
ed for. A nlce arm helped him
Implement his calculations,

There will be better hitters
than Boudr-au In the gallery of
greats at Cooperstown, but few
to maltch his baseball intellect,
He was the manager who devis-
ed the Boudreau Shift against
Ted Willilams, the defensive de-
vice that every other manuger
soon aped. He overcame one of
the  worst-looking batting
stancesa to lead the league in hit-
ting In 1944, and missed the title
four years later when he finish-
ed second "to Willlams' .389.

Lawn Tennls Assoclation
groups—have adopted the attl-
tude that there ia no true ama-
teur and that any competitive
player should be permitted to
accept prize money.

“We have no Intention of
trying to compete with the pro
golf tour for the entertainment
dollar’ Boatwright, a mild-

mannered southerner who re-
placed Joseph Dey as executive
director of the UBGA a year
ago, Insisted.

“The pros are the celebrities.
They are the show people of the
game, Let them be, People nev-
er get to know the amateurs as
stars. They usually turn pro ba-
fore they are established,

“‘But the wstate of amateur
goll's health Ia good. We contin-
ue to turn out good players. Our
tournaments are exciting and
well-played, We are not at all
ghaky about our role."

Boatwright sald he feels It
would prove a shot In the arm
for the game to produce an am-
ateur who could be u threat to
the pros—as in the case of Bob
Jones In the 1930a.
