Ancient Almonds Tasteless
'The I.K)H Angeles Times

KYRENIA, Cyprus — Ever Oosted a 2,300-yoiir-old almond? 
Well, a cusitodlan M the Kyrenia Musem here has, and his 

verdict 1s; "It tastes Just like rotten wood."
The ancient alm onds-6,000 In all -are part of a rich ar­

cheological find discovered in 100 feet of water a mile off IIiIh 
northern Cyprus port town in whuJt has become known as the 
"Kyrenia Ship.”  .

The ship Is believed to have sunk offifhorc during a ritorm 
about 300 B.C. after a voyage from Samos ami Rhodes.

Aboard were 400 amphorae, or large Greek jars used for 
transport and storage of edibles, wine, and oTlve ofl, along 
wWfh some 30 millstones of basaltic rock from the Dodecanese 
islands.

'The ship was also carrying bowls, plates, pitchers, rings, 
coins, lamps, pottery, and wooden spoons and a wooden bowl.

Perhaps more importantly, the ship's hUll has been re­
markably preserved, smd over the past two years a team of 
scuba divers fram the Museum of 'the University of Pennsyl­
vania has raised the remains form the sea bottom.

The wreck ■was first discovered in 1965 by Andreas Carlo- 
lou, a local diver who is described os "a  man ■who loves the 
sea.”

The ship’s wooden keel, ribs, and strakes now rest in large 
shallow tubs of fresh water in a former barracks room of the 
19th century Frankish Kyrenia Castle, another room of which 
has been made into a charming museum to display the other 
finds.

‘ "Ihe wood of the hull would disintegrate if exposed for 
long to the air,”  said the custodian. "The almond nuts have de 
terlorated inside the Shels but the shells themselves are Intact

”We think the ship's hull is the oldest such example of ship 
timbers in this part of the wortd. We thought at first that it 
was oak, but the latest we heard from Philadelphia Is that 
tests now indicate that It IS pine.”

If It proves an Isolat­
ed Incident, attention can swing back to 
the troop withdrawals. If It recurs, our 
policy has boon changed again.

An Incident, Or A  New PoHey?
For a year now President Nixon has 

possessed a great majority support for 
hla poUcy in Vietnam. It has been an 
unusual and curious majority, for it em­
braces both doves and hawks, as weU 
as other gradations in feeling about 
Vietnam.

This great majority composed of 
strange bedfellows has committed itself 
to letting President Nixon have his full 
chance to handle the situation in Viet­
nam.

At the same time. Its component parts 
have kept alive, within themselves, their 
hope that what the President finaUy 
winds up doing wlU be from their book.

The doves hope that the President Is 
going to prove to have the courage and 
vision to keep on ' doing what he can 
unilaterally to end the war.

The ^ w k s themselves have relatively 
little appetite left for this particular war, 
but they would probably welcome some 
development which said to them that 
they were the ones who had been right 
all along, and the ones whose policy stiU 
ought to be adopted, after strategies for 
peace have failed.

In such a sltuatltHi, with different sup­
porters hoping for different policies from 
him, and with the President himself gift­
ed at language which can be Interpreted 
one way one minute, another the next, 
the only sane measurement of what the 
President really means has been to 
watch what he does, rather than pay 
total attention to what he says.

The main athing the President has been 
doing about Vietnam has been to under­
take a gradual withdrawal of American 
troops, which is the opposite of escala­
tion. and which has pleased the doves, 
althoiigh they pretend they want him to 
do It a lot faster.

Now, however, there has been another 
kind of action in Vietnam, and this Is 
one wdilch revives and pleases the hawks.

For tile first time since Presldwit John­
son suspended the bombing of North 
Vietnam, our planes attacked an instaUa- 
tlpn In North Vietnam. They were en­
gaging in a "defensive" operation and 
punishing an enemy missile base which 
had committed an "aggression”  by firing 
at one of our planes over Its territory.

This is, for this one Incident at least, 
a- return to the old theory that when­
ever North Vietnam defends its own ter­
ritory against us, it is engaging in-ag­
gression whldt must be punished and re­
taliated for.

It Is the kind of action not likely to 
have been undertaken without the spe­
cific approval of the White House.

And It seems Ukely to be classified 
along wlUi other items of over-response 
which have featured our behavior in the 
Vietnam war. - J

We first unleashed our air power 
against North Vietnam In August of 1964.

Neither Life Nor Death
It becomes quite obvious, as Indeed 

it might have been expected to be, that 
the equation between toe late Philip Blal- 
berg and modem medical science was 
not what was normaUy assumed.

It might have been assumed that mod­
em science was doing him a kindness 
and a favor, by prolonging his Ufe.

The evidence suggests, to the contra­
ry, that he was doing medical science 
a favor. He was doing medical science 
a favor by being willing to expose him­
self to the kind of experience the ex­
periment Involved. And some people 
might evaluate hla experience a  ̂ one 
which Indicated that there can be some 
things worse than death — life prolong­
ed under heart transplant conditions for 
one.

According to toe South African 
dentist’s widow, Blalberg lived 564 days 
with a new heart, spending 248 of these 
In a hospital fighting for his life, and 
spending 96 of his days at home In bed. 
He once posed for photographers hold­
ing a glass of beer In his hand, but his 
real Intake was from 32 to 100 pills a 
day.

His widow teUs the story of the day 
he went to toe beach, for the j^oto- 
graphera. "From nine In the morning to 
half past five In toe afternoon, my hus­
band spent eight and one half hours of 
torment, during which he was only able 
to get up, shave, shower, dry himself 
and dress. In the afternoon he was driv­
en to the beach, but toe photographers’ 
did not know about tfie very long pre­
paration which preceded this short trip.”  

Blalberg's daughter has had this to 
say about his case:

"I believe In anything, and I empha­
size ansrthlng, that prolongs human Ufe, 
and I also emphasize the word Ufe. But 
as far as the transplant goes, the medi­
cal people and scientists concerned 
must do further research, because be­
ing his daughter, I know that there axe 
personsdity side effects, both emotional 
and physical. They must first perfect 
the operation before going on to do more 
operations. I do not wish to say any 
more.”

Some day medical science may be 
able to give, to many people, the gift 
of life through a heart transplant. If 
that day comes, those fortunate ones 
will owe a debt of gratitude to Blal­
berg, who pioneered for science by suf­
fering something that was neither life 
nor death.

Penn Central Seems Unwilling
The Penn Central continues to shtjw 

a lack of zeal—to put It mildly—tor Its 
New Haven Division passenger opera­
tions. A year has gone by since the divi­
sion was taken over reluctantly by the 
line at the Insistence of the Interstate 
Commerce Oommission before It would 
approve the merger of the Pennsylvania 
€Uid New York Central Railroads. And 
there Is no sign yet that the stepchild 
treatment of the division will end.

The deficiencies complained about re­
cently by State Transportation Cmsr. 
George J. Oonkling bespeak a chronic 
apathetic attitude on the part of toe rail­
road. Surely a giant with toe financial 
resources of the Penn Central cannot ex­
pect the public to believe that It does not 
have the small amoimt of money It takes 
to avoid toe service lapses that siroused 
Cmsr. Conkllng's concern.

The worst of It Is that toe State is put­
ting out good money for toe service that 
Penn Central riders are not getting. The 
agreement by which the railroad re­
ceives State-subsidy support requires It 
to give the State "reasonable notice" of 
of Irritants that distress and Inconven- 
to notify Cmsr. Conkllng’s department of 
the changes made last month.

Since conveying such Information In­
volves no expenditure, what are the 
State and the public to conclude? Such 
a lapee reflects either extreme lassitude 
or flagrant Inefficlenty or both.

How much money would It cost, how 
much effort would It take to steer clear 
of Irritants that distress and Inconven­
ience passengers? Woultoi’t the relative­
ly small cost of providing passengers 
new schedules without toe delay be wrar- 
ranted? What Is the public to think when 
attempts to obtain Information over the' 
telephone yield nothing but busy signals 
and worthleea recorded messages?

Beyond toe aforementioned failures is 
the downhlU record for on-time perform­
ance and other serious shortcomings un­
der toe new management. I

Wonders of the Universe
Chemical Food in Space

Biologists are currently experi­
menting With the synthesis of 
foods from' basic chemicals as a 
possible method of sustaining 
future lunar colonists for ex- 
tendied periods.

Myron H. Bengson, biophysic­
ist with General Electric’s Vai- 
ley Forge Space Technology 
Center, has shown that synthe­
sized foods might prove more 
acceptable to colonists than the 
home-grown variety. He also 
shows that some elements and 
materials needed for intermed­
iate steps may be available to 
eliminate some requirements.

Progress on water recycling 
has been under way for pome 
time. Today there are methods 
whereby water la recovered 
from human wastes in which the 
resulting water is found purer 
than that of normal city water. 
However, water Is something 
which is easy to acquire and re- 
prlcess. Food is a totally differ­
ent story. For any permanent 
colony to succeed It is manda­
tory that a substantial portion 
of the required food be manu- 
faetured on site. .This manufac­
ture will be even -fore a critical 
factor ifor long-term lunar colon­
ies.

There are certain criteria 
-which must be fulfilled in the 
manufacture of foods. There 
mitst be sufficient power. There 
must be the proper type of 
machinery and laboratory 
equipment to effect the synthes­
is. There must be a control of 
temperatures so that high and 
low extremes can be attained to 
permdt various reactions. )

The first step in the food syn­
thesis will be the acquisition of 
oxygen and water. If water is 
present on the moon, as most 
scientists believe, oxygen can 
be obtained by electrolysis. 
Carbon dioxide Is so ubiquitous 
thlat its presence Is assumed. A 
100-man colony should have a 
sufficient supply of elements 
such as sodium, chlorine, sulfur, 
nitrogen, oxygen and hydrogen 
so these wlU. not have to be re­
covered. With these and other 
elements which are considered 
plentiful, let’s exafolne the 
methods used for the production 
of foods.

Bei^^son suggests tii» process 
can begin by synthesizing gly- 
ceraldehtyde from carbon, water 
and methane gas. Sugars can 
then be manufactured from this. 
Hils process seems quite feas­
ible; the separation of the prod­
ucts mig;ht pose problems, but 
not the making of toe food It­
self.

Proteins are absolutely essen­
tial in diet end the minimal 
quantity is about four ounces 
per man per day. Today chem­
ists can synthesize protein In 
several ways. They begin with 
sugar, which we hava seen can 
be made. Furfural can be form­
ed by the actiem of hot 12 per 
cent hydrochloric acid on the 
sugar end then turned Into 
fumaric acid. Trea,ted with am­
monia, this can give rise to; as­
partic acid—one of the “ nones- 
sential" amino aclda. In the 
same fashion, the eesentiad • 
amino acids can be synthesized.

Acetylene is rather easy to 
syntoeaize, sterting with cal­
cium and carbon. Once this Is 
available, benzene can be made.
Ih fact, 100 years ago benzene 
was prepared by passing 
acetylene through a bed -hot 
tube. The possession of benzene 
opens up the field, of amino 
acids containing the benzene 
"ring”  or arrangement of mole­
cules.

Fats are also essential to 
proper nutrition and toe body 
cannot synthesize certain 
necessary fats. WTille the body 
can manufacture fata from car­
bohydrates, the addition of fat­
ty acids has a beneficial effect. 
These necessary fats can be 
synthesized. For instance, In 
Germany margarine was pro­
duced, using coal as a basic 
starting material!

In addition to basic foods, cer­
tain trace requirements, includ­
ing vitamins and minerals, are 
needed. Some of the vitamins 
can be manufactured. In many 
cases the rather exotic vita­
mins, because of their minimal 
usage, may actually be re- 
ple ished from earth. Practi­
cally every known vitamin has 
been synthesized in the labora­
tory, but the difficulty of this 
is such that only in critical cir­
cumstances would the chemist 
attempt such synthesis. If 
exotic catalysts are needed to 
h.lp the chemical reactions, 
they can be brought from earth.

An attematlve method by 
which space colonies can be 
provided food Is to apply known 
methods used on earth to grow 
them. Bengson points out that 
familiar agricultural methods In 
a strange environment, where 
conditions and radiations differ 
from those on earth, might 
possibly produce mutations to 
jeopardize the food supply. 
Plant physiologists also believe 
there are many unknowns in­
volved in the implementation of 
this method..

if  all foods arc manufactured, 
on the other hand, we might be 
dealing with foods for which we 
may have to acquire a taste. 
Truly, if one gets hungry 
enough, one will eat even un­
appetizing and unappealing 
foods. However, since any colo­
nists will be under considerable 
stress, food should be of the 
best.

It Is getting so that the lost 
refuge and resort of politicians 
Is always the poll.

They like to think that It can 
be a substitute for decision, a 
fortifier of courage, a finder of 
paths, and a machine from the 
outside privileged to decide the 
fate of mere human beings who 
happen to be candidates.

Yet we might as well confess 
that the only kind of poll we 
admire is one in which some 
political boss knows what he 
wants to do and sets out to get 
himself a poll which will back 
him up.

The most celebrated, the 
most accurate, and the most 
beneficial poll In all Connecti­
cut political history was one 
conducted by Democratic State 
Chairman John Bailey In the 
spring and summer of the year 
1954.

Bailey wanted to rim a. fellow 
named Abe Ribicoff for Gover­
nor, and so he got himself a 
shoebox with a slot In it and 
took it around to all comers of 
Connecticut, asking people to 
s.lp him their suggestions for a 
proper candidate for Governor.

When Bailey' decided that the 
box was full enough he opened 
it and audited It and an­
nounced that the result favored 
Ribicoff. He then proceeded to 
ratify the accuracy of the poll 
by nominating Ribicoff, who 
went on to get elected, thus 
demonstrating the soundness of 
the advice offered by the poll.

Nowadays polls are much 
more scientific and much less 
accurate.

They are presumably skilled 
In the modes and technicalities 
of measuring such things as 
t^e recognition factor which at­
taches Itself to one name or an­
other, and they frequently 
come up with such embarrass­
ing oddities as the voter who 
never heard ojt. the fellow who 
is already Governor or Senator, 
let alone anybody who wants to 
replace him.

But what it takes to win elec­
tions is a party leadership 
which knows which candidates 
it wants and how to elect them. 
If there Is such a party lead­
ership. and the poU comes out 
right, no harm is done. If the

leadership is so careless as to 
hire a poll which has a chance 
of coming out wrong, It could 
blow a whole election year 
chance.

In the present Connecticut sit­
uation, wewould, if we were a 
political leader, double our nor­
mal mistrust of the poUs. Things 
Have been moving a little too 
fast for the average awareness 
of the average voter, and our 
present guess woufld be that 
there are thousands of Con­
necticut voters who have not 
yet really noticed that Gover­
nor John Dempsey Is not going 
to run again. No political lead­
er really worthy of taking the 
state can afford to merely try 
to find out what such voters 
may he thinking. He has to try 
to do their thinking for them, 
iuid he has to tell them which 
candidates they reaUy want. He 
doesn’t hire a poll unless he 
knows he Is going to like what 
it tells him.

Q) I need a car for use on 
my job. How do I handle the 
expenses for tax purposes?

A) You may either deduct 
your actual operating expenses 
for the business use of the car 
or 10 cents for every mile of 
actual business use up to 15,- 
000 miles. Mileage over 15,000 
may be deducted at 7 cents a 
mile. Tolls, parking and simi­
lar expenses may be added to 
the mileage deduction.

If you use the actual ex­
pense method, you may include 
depreciation, gas and oil, in­
surance, repairs and other op­
erating costs. However, if you 
use the same car for business 
and personal travel, you must 
apportion the operating ex­
penses. For example, on a car 
used half^ for business, just 
half the operating expenses 
may be deducted.

Quakes iPredictable?
TUEBINGEN, Germany — A 

Tuebingen geologist, Dr. Wer­
ner Ernst, claims to have de­
veloped an accurate new meth­
od of predicting earthquakes. 
He says it was used success­
fully last spring to foretell a 
light quake in Southern Ger­
many four hours in advance. 
His method .is based on the 
observation that the gas con­
tent of the air changes in an 
earthquake area several hours 
before a quake. This probably 
results, he says, from inove- 
ments of gas from the earth’s 
crust along faults, or craclcs, 
where the quakes occur.

Treasury Notes’ 
Interest Upped

m

NEW  Y O R K  (A P ) —  Record 
interest rates of up to 8.25 per 
cent brought a heavy advance 
demand for three new Treasury 
notes the past week.

__It was the first time since 1869
that the Treasury put an inter­
est rate exceeding 8 i>er cent on 
its direct obligations.

The refunding offering applies 
only to owners of a total of some 
$6.6 billion in 4 per cent treas­
ury bonds due Feb. 16 and of its 
2.6 per cent bonds due March 
16.

Others wishing to participate 
would have to buy the older se­
curities to obtain the new. The 
offering is open Feb. 2 through 
Feb. 4.

Dealers said strong advance 
demand for the new notes 
pushed up prices, lowering the 
effecOve yield of the Issues to 
slightly less than the official 
rates of between 8 per cent and 
8.28 per cent depending on m a­
turity.

In other developments, corpo­
rate bond prices fe ll—therefore 
yields to Inveators , rose—after 
several announcements of large 
forthcoming financings.

Among them, (Chrysler Corp. 
announced plans t o  issue some 
$180 million of debt securities in 
early March. *

The announcement took a lit­
tle of the steam out of the mar­
ket generated by a hearty re­
ception for Indiana Bell Te le ­
phone Oo.’s $80-mllllon, 9 per 
cent debenture issue, offered to 
the public at an investor yield of 
8.80 per cent at maturity in 40 
years.

During the week, several con­
vertible offerings were post­
poned, and two large Industrial 
offerings were released from  
syndicate trading restrictions 
and fell.
