Train Collision Kills 140,

Injures 105 in Argentina

BUENOS AIRES, Argentina
(AP) — A total of 140 persons
were killed and 105 were injured
{n the crash of a cross-country

' express Into the rear of a stalled
commuter train bringing travel-
¢rs home from & weekend in the
country, the state-owned rail-
way announced today.

The wreck, one of the worst
railroad disasters in history, oc-
curred Sunday night 26 miles
outside Buenos Alres at General
Pacheco, & town on the pampa,

Maximo Blanco, a signalman,

him. Police sald he had been

A rallroad station three mliles
from the scene of the wreck was
attacked 90 minutes before the
crash, but the province chief of
police said the attack apparent-
ly had no connection with the
wreek. He declined to say who
the attackera were or to give

Officials of the state.owned
Argentine Rallways Co, sald the
21-onr express en route from the

rallroad station at Pachecho on

northern city of San Miguel de
Tucuman to Buenos Alres
plowed Into the rear of a 1b-car
suburban train  which had
stopped due to mechanical trou-
bla about & mile from & lonely
stop on the pampa 25 miles west
of the capital, The suburban
train was jaommed with passen-
gers returning to Buenos Alres
from a summer weekend in the
country.

Radio stations in the Buenos
Alres area broadeast emergen-
cy bulletina far into the night
calllng for blood donors and vol-
unteers to ald rescue workers
using blow torches and cranes
to remove mangled bodles from
the twisted wreockage.

It wits the worst train wreck
in Argentine history. The worst
ever recorded oocurred at Mo-
dune, France, on Dec, 12, 1917,
when 543 persons were killed in
the derafiment of o pansenger
train, .

Concept of Monarchy
Is Fading in Canada

OTTAWA (AP) — Thers's still
debate on the subject, but no
doubt remains that the concept
of Canada as a monarchy is fad-

ing.

n§{nn)' Canadians look to Brit-
in as their mother country. For
years such Canadians have re-
buked Americans who happened
to mention the king or queen "'of
England” when speaking In 8
Canadian context. Their argu-
ment: the sovereign llving at
Buckingham Palnce 15 as much
the monarch of Canada 88 of
Britain.

This is technically so, and
Queen Elizabeth II on her trips
to Canada is greetsd as the sov-
ereign, But Canada's autonomy
has been acknowledged In
progressive . degrees for more
than a century, and is now to all
practical purposes complele.

Not all French-speaking Cana-
dians scoff at the country’s tles
with & London-based sovereign-
ty, but some of them do.

Yenrs ago Canadian citizens
ceased 1o recelve Inighthoods
and simllar honors from Lon-
don; Lord Thomson of Fleet, the
Canadian-born magnate of pub-
HUshing, went o live in Britain
before he was named a baron In
1964 -

A few weeks ago Canada offl.
clally foreswore the awarding of
the Victorin Crosse and other
British milary decorations to
Canadians,

Another recent development
is the ellmination of the gueen's
portriit from seyern! values of
PapEr money. [

The Unlon Jack, or a flag nkin
to It, was flown In Canada offi-
cinlly fintl a distinctive Cana-
dinn flag with a maple leaf de-
sign was udopted by the admin-
istration of Prime Miniator Les-
tér B, Pearson,

Pearson's successor, Plerre
Elljott Trudeau, disavows any
intention to end the monarchy.
The government is discumsing
wilh the provinces a new consti-
tution for Canada, and the ques:
tion of the monarchy may even-
tunlly be reached, but probably

not for years.

However, a House of Com-
mons leader of the opposition
Consarvative  party, Gerald
Baldwin, has accused the Tru-
deau government of ‘‘racing
headlong’ toward establishment
of a presidential system. The
Conservatives, especially under
their former leader John G, Die-
fenbaker, have often expressed
their devotion to the monarchy.

Some believe the end may
come in the present decade but
others, including Secretary of
State Gerard Pelletler, say |t
imwy take a generation. Pelletier
» close to Trudeau and promi-
nent in the Liberal party.

A Toronto Telegram colum-
nist, McKenzie Porter, ob-
serves: ‘‘Clearly the monar-
chists are In disarray." He
thinks some of the apathy to-
ward the monarchy {8 due to the
influence of American profes-
sors on the faculties of Cana-
dian universities, No matter

‘how impartial they may try to

be, he mays, they are bound to
pass on to the students “"some of

thelr own nlien precepts.**

George Baln, veteran Ottawa

#s doubt that present-day youth
can continue to accept much
longer the iden of having & head
of state who lives in England.

“It isn't necessary to be anti-
raonarchist to wonder about the
cridibility of the Canadian mon.

Another result is the growing progress
of movements to restrict the advertising
of cigarets.

Still another avenue of attack les In
the tax weapon. There has never seen
any tax quite so righteous in its un-
reasonableness as that now levied upon
clgarets in many states,

All this is not, however, enough for
the crusaders,

They do not dare propose or try to
pass a law forbidding the smoking of
cigarets,

But they are beginning an assault in
whigh they seek the passage of law or
the adoption of regulations which will
ban smoking in certain locallties,

They are making relatively easy head-
way with a campaign to restrict smok-
ing on planes, They are, as well, trying
to head back toward the days when one
could tell & smoker from the other cars
on a train, They are against smoking
in taxicabs and iIn public halls and
eventually they will propose that smok-
ing be outlawed in restaurants, rest
rooms, and theatre lobbies.

The zealots against smoking  have
something going for them they might
nol have in other assaults against a
personal habit,

If one follows the old maxim that one
individual's freedom of action ends
where the next person's note begins, one
has to concede that the discomfort and
irritation of smoke to & non-smoker can
travel out quité a distance from the in-
dividual who happens to be dolng the
smoking, There are obvious instances in
which the discomfort and {rritation can
be serious, and when there is no easy
Solomon-like determination as to which
individual ownsa the air in a room or in
a certain location, the smoker or the
non-smoker. -

What “the non-smokers deserve is at
least & touch of what used to be old-
fashioned courtesy from the smoker,

WASHINGTON— Headcount-
ing charts of the White House
reveal that President Nixon’s
unprecedented televised velo of
the Health, Education and
Welfare (HEW) appropriations
bill was responsible for his un-
expectedly large margin of sup-
port in the House.

Prior ¢to Mr. Nixon's brief per-
formance on television last Mon-
day night, White House counts
gave him just barely enough
votes to sustain his veto in the
House. Some 15 or so0 Republi-
cans remained undecided, a
cause of concern for Presiden-
tial aldes, If a few tipped the
wrong way, Mr. Nixon could be
upset.

But thoss undecided Congress-
men switched to the President's
aide after his television appear-
ance. The last White House
headcount prior to Wednesday's
vole showed a dramatic gain of
more than 40 Congressmen
backing the veto, Even that
count was three voles shy of
lle actunl 191 votes to sustain
the veto (5 more than needed).

Surprisingly, Mr, Nixon's tele-
vised veto was followed by a
considerably larger favorable
response in telephone calls and
telegrams to Congressional of-
fices than either the Nov. 3
Vieltnam speech or his recent
State of the Union address pro-
duced. That nullified the impact
of wavering Republican Con-
gressmen by the powerful edu-
cation lobby.

It also flushed out some
totally unexpected supporters—
such as Rep. Joel Broyhill, a
conservative Republican who
represents the northern Virginia
suburbs of Washington. Broy-
hill, still pouting because Mr.
Nixon reappeinted Walter Wash-
Ington as mayor of Washington,
had forcefully told Presidential
aldes where the President could

ke his HEW veto. To  their
tolal surprise, however, Broyhill
voted to sustain the veto.

Mr. Nixon, apprehensive
about overexposure, -had de-
livered his television plea only

at the strong urging of Bryce
Harlow, his chief Congressional
lobbylst. Moreover, again fol-
fowing the recommendations of
Harlow and his lieutenants, the
Presiaent made lwo key tactl-
cal decisions, First, he rejected
enrly drafts of his veto speech
which concentrated on defects
in the school spending pro-
grams. Second, he rejected re-
guests by Congressional Repub-
licans—including Senate Minor-
ity Leader Hugh Scott of Penn-
syivanfa— that he speclfically
outline a compromise bill,

Instead, Mr. Nixon steered
away from education and to-
ward the bread-and-butter is-
sue- of rising prices, The final
draft was written by the Pres-
ident himsell, synthesized from
an earlier draft by speechwrit-
er Willam Safire and a me-
morandum (requested by Mr.
Nixon) from White House coun-
selor Danlel P, Moynihan giving
reasons for approving the bill.

A footnote; Mixed with White
House jubilation was disappoint-
ment that the highly respectled
Rep. George Mahon of Texas,
chalrman «f the House Appro-
priations Committee, voted W
override the vote along  with
most senior Democrats.

Shortly before the vote Har-
low had a long but fruitiess dis-
cusajon with Mahon. The White
House argument: Because the
extra school money  originally
was voted or -the floor against
the wishes of Mahon’s commit-
tee, support of that decision now
by Mahon would be an open In-
vitation for continued floor fat-
tening of appropriations bills.

In Chicago, 10 college students
from acrogas the country all
members of the studenl NEA
who intend to become teachers,
are studying in the new training
institute of the Industrial Area
Foundation vnder the guldance
of the prophet of professional
radicals, Saul D, Alinsky. Their
training is being financed by a
65,000 dollar grant from the
NEA and part of the money
algo {8 to be used In a pilot pre-
gram which the students will
set up this spring in o major
city, yet to be picked.

SNEA, with more than 100.000
members In colleges, Is prob-
ably the biggest studenl organ-
ization going. With even this
handful of SNEA leaders under
Alinsky and his associates for
@ couple of months the techn!
ques of gaining, holding  and
manipulating power, as well as
the whole direction of protest
on campuses and in schools,
could change.

The fact that the NEA is
funding ‘such an effort even on
a small scale is an Indication of
where the teachers are moving
while big city schools sink
deeper into violence every
week, FBI \Director J, Edgar
Hoover forecasts a blg
move-in on the schools by young
radicals.

He smiles
when he says things like thal,
Teachers-are, he contends, the
largest ‘‘occupational force' in
the country,

Some things have begun to
happen. In Los Angeles and a
few other places the NEA is be-
ginning merger talks with the
AFL-CIO American Federation
of Teachers, a smaller group
but one with important roots in
many big cities, Inside, the NEA
is restructuring itself, giving its
top offices more power and flex-
ibility.

In some states It is lobbying
for, and in a few achleving,
professional standards laws to
allow the profession to set up its
own qualifications and stand-
ards, much as lawyers and doc-
tors do already; to give the
teachers tighter control over
education. At the same time,
Fischer is pushing a “'teachers
bill of rights,'" to protect teach-
ers not only from administra.
tors and politicians but from
one another,

An NEA task force of urban
education ig trying to find ways
through the tangle of social, ra-
cinl and political forces destroy-
ing clt yschools, George Jones,
the head of the task force,
thinks the schools are being
crushed by politicians, business
interests, some unions, racial
groups and others with no re-
gurd for education.

‘It is time for teachers to re-
volt agalnst this evil,' Jones
says. “They have common
cause here with students and
with parents, and these are the
people thal ought to work it out
together,"

A dentifrice’s role In oral hy-
glene {8 to act as an ald to the
toothbrush in cleaning teeth. In
addition, certaln dentifrices

_have .proven decay - preventive

qunlities, These toothpustes are
recommended for use — es
pecinlly by children—by the
American Dental Association.

The ADA classifies and eval-
uyates therapeutic dentifrices;
that is, those toothpastes shich
clalm to improve oral health.
Since 1980, when Llhe Aasocia-
tion first recognized one dentl.
frice as ‘“an effective decay-
preventive,” only a handful of
toothpastes have been approv-
ed. All of them contain some
type of fluoride, All approved
dentifrices carry the ADA
statement, aso check lo see i
your toothpaste has that state-
ment,

These dentifrices are effec-
tive, but the exbent of their ef-
fectiveness depends upon thre
user. To oblain maximum
protection against decay, you
should brush your testh as soon
ns possible after vating, even af-
ter snacks, The reason for this
is that the decay-causing bac-
terla work on the food — es-
pecially sugars — within a short
time after it has entered the
mouth. The longer toothbrush-
ing is postponed, the longer the
bacteria have a chance to work.

However, even approved
dentifrices are nol cure-alls.
They are designed only as alds
in combating decay and will not
substitute for fluoridation of
community witer supplies and
regular visits to the dentist.

Some of the newer additions
to the dentifrice market are
the so-called tooth whiteners.
The ADA has commented on
these toothpastes as follows:
“There has been a recent ten-
dency to promote dentifrices on
the basis of their abllity to
whiten or brighten teeth. Such
dilaims appear to relate almost
exclusively to the incorporation
in the dentifrices of harsher
abrasive agents ... Depending
on the level of abrasive present
.« . dentifrices can be prepared
which may be excessively harah
for regular use by the general
public.'

The ADA especlally warns
against use of such dentifrices
by dental patients with exposed
dentin or cementum or by pa-
tients who have tooth restora-
tions constructed of soft synthet-
lc materinls, Dentin is the cal-
cified tissuye beneath the enamel
of the tooth, and cementum is
the relatively thin tissue cover-
ing the rootls of teeth. .

Before using the tooth
whitening pastes, the ADA sug-
gests you ask the advice of
your family dentist.

One other comment on types
of dentifrices: The so-called
“bacteria  killer" dentifrices
have nol been found effective
either in reducing the number
of decay-causing bacteria in
the mouth or in combating de-
cay.

NEW YORK (AP — Many
ecconomists saw thelr shadown
today.

Riaing from piles of statistics,
they noted that the very sun.
shine that warmed the nests of
Americans for seversl years
wan now brewing a dark and
troubling storm. If not fright-
ened, they were disturbed.

The bad news, they noted, Is a
compound of an ecanomic ex-
panaion that 4is alowing almost
1o a halt aimultaneously with an
acceleration in thg rate of price
increases—a somewhat unfore-
seen and completely unsought
complicity of factors,

A wslowdown s far more
tolerable {f pricea decline at the
some time. In this slowdown,
any prospect of price stabllity i
apparently a distant one. The
consensus seems to be that few
declines will occur for several
months,

This means that while the
ability of Americans to main-
tain their standards is being
wenkened—in the extreme, by
factors such as layoffs—the evil
of rising prices is making their
Job even more difficult,

It Is ensy, however, 10 look at
the shadow and forget that it
couldn't be cast without the sun.
There are bright areas of the
plcture:

More Americans are better
off than ever before; unemploy-
ment {8 near what some econo-
mists feel 2 the minimum;
most goods are in abundant sup-
ply; the middle class continues
to expand with graduates from
the lower ranks.

But thers are great patches of
grey:

It is advisable to provide an
approved: fluoride dentifrice,
especially for your children.

The rising demand for money
remains on a collsion course
with a supply the government
fecln must not grow if the battle
with inflation {8 o be wan w all,

This demand for money is not
simply for the satisfaction of
luxurious appetites. It is for de-
cent houwing, belter factories,
glum control, tThe cleaning of
rivers, betler education, more
competitive businessies, defense,

However, at thia diszylng eco-
nomic height, a peak that began
with an ascent from a trough
early in the 19608, there seem-
ingly Is not enough strength in
the economy to correct the def-
letences. Inflation has sapped it.

The antidote to inflation Is to
reduce demand, or more pre-
cisely, to thwart the ability to
make demands on the economy
by taking away the means,
which is money.

In the present environment,
however, the needs obviously
are so great that they continue
fighting. The tug-o-war for the
avalinble money 18 inténse: to
fight a war, to win contracts, to
buy cars—by government, busl-
nesy and individuals,

As the acrap evolves, interest
rates—which are the prices of
money—are soaring to all-time
highs, with these results:

Munlcipalities cannot afford
to borrow for social needs; the
housing industry, unable to
compete for money at such high
rates, s felling to meet its
goals; money is being drained
from the stock market.

In recent weeks, securities an-
iysta have recommended cer-
tain companies as good invest-
ments because their earnings
were solld and thelr prospects
bright. Stocks of these compa-
nies, however, have failed to re-
spond. Why?

Some economists answer that
many milllona of dollars are
being drained from the stock
market for those higher returns
elrewhere, and suggest thal as
long as interest rates rise the
stock market, despite good
values, will fall,

In other words, the money
shortage is showing up in falling
stock prices, in schools and
houses unbuilt, in cities that re-
main unrepaired. The battle to
beat inflation Is building dark
clouds all its own.

That's why the very bright
sun that shines on so much of
American life also caste long
shadows that make economists

cringe and bundle up for a long

winter.

'. Israeli-E gyptian Clashes

Heaviest Since

THL AVIV (AP) — Israell
jets roared deep into Egypt to-
day nnd hit military campa both
north and south of Cairo, while
Syrian  and  Israell tanks,
planes and artllery battled
nlong the occupied Golan
Helights, the military command
announced. .

A spokesman snid the Israell
Jets returned safely after pound-
ing Egyptian army camps at
Baltim. at the mouth of the Nile
Delta, and Mankabed, deep in
the Nile Valley, Baltim Is about
10 mileg norOth of Calro and
Mankabed is nbout 200 mliles
south.

For the fourth straight day,
Syrian and Israell forces ham-
mered each other along the
southern sector of the cease-fire
line for 3% hours In the heaviest
fighting between them since the
1087 war.

A Syrian military spokesman
in Damascus sald Israel lost
four planes, three tanks, lwo
half-tracks, two heavy ma-
chine-gun positions and one ra-
dar and observation post, The
estimated Taraeli  casualties
were 25 killed and wounded,

At one time (n the engagement
on the rolling wheatfields of the
heights .the Israells threw In 30
fighters and fighter-bombers to
pound the Syrians with bombs
and napalm, the spokesman
aaid.

Throughout the morning, resi-
dents of Damascus could see
Syrinn  jets heading for the
scenes of the fighting only some
40 miles away.

The Israells claimed they
knocked out two Syrian tanks
with direct bombing hits. A
spokesman sald several artil-
lery positions also were bombed
and explosions were seen.

The Syrians reported their an-
tinireraft guns shot down an Is-
raeli el and that Syrian planes
brought down another in a dog-
fight. The Israeli command de-
nled that any planes were hit.

Syrian and Israell tanks and
guns dueled for nearly two
hours Sunday.

Black Lung Compense—ltion
Too Restricted Some Feel

WASHINGTON (AP) —
Congressional supporters of the
new mine safety law say the
Nixon ndnginistration may be
placing too stringent restric.
tions on compensation for dis-
abling black lung disease in an
attempt to cut down costs,

President Nixon once hinted

he might veto the safety legisla-
tlon because of what he sald
would be the inflationary cost of
federal payments to miners dis-
abled by the lung discase pneu-
moconiosis, known as black
lung.
But Nixon signed the bill last
Dee. 80, and in the past month
between 60,000 and 70,000 of the
eatimated 400,000 living miners
and ex-miners disabled by the
disease or widows of the dead
have signed up- for benefits,
which range from $186 a month
for & single miner to $272 for
one with three dependents.

Hstimatos of the yearly costs
of the black lung compensatin
program, which goes Into effect
April 1, have ranged from' $125
million to more than 33885 mil-
llon.

Qualifications for compensa-
tion must be established by the
secretary of health, education
and welfare before April 1, and
administration officials say sev-
eral major declsions still have
not been made. /

Figueres President

SAN JOSHE, Costa Rica (AP)
— The political pendulum ap-
peunred today o have swung
away from conservatism in Cos-
ta Rlca again, and former Pres-
Ident Jose Figueres clalmed the

presidency once more,

Figures, 84 and running for
his leftist Nationnl Liberation
Movement (MLN), had o com-
fortable lead over Mario Echan-
di, a conservative who succeed-
ed Figueres ag president in 1058,
headed the ticket of the Natlon-
al Unifieation Party (UN),
which has been in power since
1066,

The latest figures from the
voting Sunday showed 81,450
voles for Figueres, 68,600 for
Echandl, and a total of less than
10,000 for three other ecundi-
dates,

When returns were in from
only 500 out of the 3,493 polling
booths, a computer predicted
Figueres would win about 52 per
cent of the half-million votes
cast,

Figueres, one of Latin Ameri-
ca’'s leading exponents of the
democratic left, led a successful
revolution in 1948 but resigned
the presidency the next year.
He was elected again In 1063,
serving until 1058, and his party
held the presidency in 1082-66.

The election also chose 87
members of Costa Riea’s one-
house Congress, and Figueres'
party was not doing so well In
the congressional battle,

Leftist voters split their tick-
ets, and_the Soclalist Actlon par-
ty, whose slate included mem-
bers of the outlawed Communlat
party, may get a voice in Con-
Ereas,

Figueres calls himgelf a socinl
democrat and ndvocates a guld-

those ploneered in England and
West Germany,

No Equal for the Columnist

NEW YORK-—Making his bow
as playwright, Art Buchwald
turng too serious to be funny
and too trivial to be serious,

There are certainly laughs in
"'Sheep on the Runway," espe-
clally while, on the stage of the
Helen Hayes theater, the colum-
nist s setting up his situation in
a placid Himalayan kingdom he
calls Nonomura. Also, given
some hospitable Asian locale,
there could be movie material
here,

But in writing a play, articuy-
late Art, the columnist, is faced
with turning quickly recogniz-
able caricatures into people who
act and peact on each other, His
inimitdble, swift style 18 so pre-
clse that, in a few lines, he
can establish  scepes that in-
etantly delight us at the break-
fast table, His immediate prob-
lem In the play s to make
three-minute sketches live for
two hours.

On a stage such characters
pall afteér the first frolics of
recognition. We know them too
easlly. To divert us, characters
must grow, reveal hidden faces

Here Buchwald tumbles over
the major hurdle faced by a
columnist who seeks to be a
playwright, His characters have

Head Start Revision
Under Consideration

WABHINGTON (AP) — Head
Start, the federal program de-
signed to increase ppportunities
for ohildren of the poor, nears
the beginning of its fifth year
will its top offlclals wondering
whether It's headed in the right
directlion.

In human terms, Head Start
has brought speclal training in
cleanliness, nutrition and health
to more than 200,000 pre-school
children annually. There have
been eye-opening field trips for
youngsters who had never been
out .of sgualid neighborhoods.
And there have been o myriad
of other actlyities intended to
give the disadvantoged children
an even break.

To this end, just over one bil-
Ho{l dollars hans been budgeted
since the program began In
1985, Yet it has become in
creasingly clear that the money
antdl the good will behind Head
Start have not been enough.
Head Start still is trying to get
off the ground.

“There Is mounting evidence
that Head Start has not proved
a8 effective as had earlier been
thought,'” President Nixon told
Congress last year,

“But the program still is ex-
perimental,’” he sald. “H there
Is one clear lesson .. . it Is that
such [ntervention Is more com-
plicated and difficult than had
been  expected, and more
fraught with frustration.”

An evalugstion by the Westing-
house Learning Corp. at Ohio

It will take years to get an-
swers to these and other ques-
tions, Orton said, “We have
some studies in progress now
and we plan to start & number
of others In the near future to
find the answers,

“But, even as it is, Head Start
is providing ... a focus lo alert
the American people to the im-
portance of these egrly years in
a child's eurly growth."

Orton, and others associated
with the program, look on Head
Start as an investment,

“IU's a social investment,' he
sald. “Like many other invesi-
ments, we don't know how It
will pay off or when. But we're
convinced that it will pay off
when it's done right.”

Sitting amlid stacks of boxes
in his office—evidence of the
confusion in the program's
Washington headquarters—Or-
ton summed up: “‘Our thoughts
now hive turned away from just
getting started to inquire wheth-
er we are going in the right di-
rection."

At Deadline for Integration

Many Southern school sys-
lems facing u Feb. 1 integration
deadline from the Supreme
Court were in a confused state
today and some schools were
cloged.

School officlals and judges,
many saying they lack an exact
definition from the Supreme
Court of what a ‘'unitary”
school system is supposed to be,
made 11th hour atlempts over
the weekend loward some sort
of compliance.

It has been the individual
judgea of the U.B., District
Courts who have had to inter-
pret whether a achool system is
in compliance with the law.

The Supreme Couri, overrul-
ing a declsion by the &6th U.8.
Circuit Court of Appeals on Jan.
14, ordered complete desegrega-
tion of both faculties and stu-
dent bodies In 14 Southern
school districts by Feb., 1. The
lower court hnd set Sept. 1 as
the date.

The appeals court, after the
reversal, sald the Feb. 1 dead-
line also applied to 17 other dis-
tricta In the same states—Geor-
gia, Alabama, Mississippi, Flor
ida and Louisiana,

cops are running the country,’
sald a highly placed official to-
diny as police continued to round
up political opponents of Prime
Minister Chief Leabua Jona-
than,

More than 80 men, most of
them candidates or officials of
the Basutaland Congress party,
have been arrested since Friday
when Chief Jonathan declared a
state . of emergency and wus-
pended the constitution, On Sat-
urday, he declared the parlia-
mentary electlon last week in-
valid.

Jonathan's Basutoland Na-
tional party and the BCP had
each won 23 seals in the 60-seal
purlinment, according to the of-
ficial count, when the prime
minister volded the vote, But
BCP leader Ntsu Mokhehle
clnimed 33 seats, u majority of
six. He was the first man ar-
rested,

King Moshoeshoe I, the con-
stitutional chief of state, is un-
der virtual house arrest and told
newsmen, in a brief exchange
through the high fence around
his palace: "1 am as perplexed
s you are.'

Chiet Jonathan told a news
conference the king had med-
dled in the election to help the
opposition parties and that he
had “‘technically abdicated."
After an abortive royal rebellion
in 19068 against Jonathan's au-

thority; the young king signed a
document stating that any fur-
ther involvement in politics by
him would constitute. automatic
abdlcation, \

A BCP spokesman siald they
had smuggled out messages of
appeal to the United Nations
and the Organization of African
Unity.

“We are the legal govern-
ment,"” the message sald. “'Lea-
bua s a dictator.”

A spokesman for the tracks
gald racing would resume Tues-
day at Santa Anita with the
$20,000-added Oneonta Handleap
and the $30,000-added San Car-
los Handicap as the features.

Racing at Bay Meadows, he
sald, would begin '‘as soon as
possible.'

High Court
Rejects Plea

WASHINGTON (AP) The
Supreme Court rejected today
an attempt by Rep, Adam Clay-
ton Powell, D-N.Y., to recover
the $56,000 In congressional pay
he lost when he was excluded
from the 90th Congress.

The court also declined to es-
tablish Powell's right o seek re-
covery of the $25000 fine he
paid in January 1960 as & condl-
tion to taking his geat in the 914t
Congress,

The court had left these issues
unsettled last June when It
ruled 7 to 1 that Congress acted
unconstitutionally In unseating
the Harlem Negro Democrat,

Federal Judge George L. Hart
Jr. of the District of Columbia
ruled subsequently that Powell
would have to prove he has
“clean hands™ before he may
recover the lost pay. This
means lawyers for the House
would have a chance lo argue
that at least part of the $55.000
should be withheld on grounds
Powell had misappropriated at
least §46,000 in government
funds,

Powell's lawyers then pell.
tioned the Supreme Court, in-
gisting that since the exclusion
had been held Ulegal, its conse-
quences—loss of pay, the fine
and also the losa of his 22 years’
senjority—were also {llegal and
must be rectified.

But the. justices turned down
their appesal and request for a
hearing without comment ex-
cept the notation that Chief Jus-
tice Warren E, Burger did not
participate in the case,

Some Churchmen Feel Schism
Imminent on Celibacy Issue

VATICAN CITY (AFP) — The
Vallean declored  today Pope

Though not explicitly related,
the Vatlean communique re.
garding the Pope's celibney
specch and his Candlemas ad-
dress were seen by Vatlcan ex-
perts as aimed at n commaon
target —the growing challenge
to the authority of the Church
and of the Pope.

The Pope Hustrated the rela-
tionship between him and the
falthful when he accepted can-
dles from Romuan lay organiza-
tions during the traditional cere-
mony commemoruting the puri-
fication of the Virgin Mary.

He called the ritual “a very
significant offering hecause ev-
ery candle expresses an act of
homage and devolion . .. to the
Bishop of Rome and the visible
head of the Catholie Church, the
Pope."

The immediate target of the
Vitlean's  statement, read to
newsmen by o press spokes-
mnn, RU. Rev. Fausto Vallaine,
were two leading Itallap news-
papers—Corriere della S8era and
Il Giorno, both of Milan,

They wrote this morning that
the Pope might have chosen to
make hls controversial sgpeech
nbout celibacy during his regu-
lar Sunday noon blessing of the
crowd In St. Peter's Square be-
cause this was a relatively in-
formal forum.

The Pope wes thus less “com-
mitted,”" they avgued, to a rule
that has caused discord and
consternation throughout =the
Church and within the Roman
Curia Itself.

Msgr. Vallsine's statement
siid lhis line of reasoning con-
soled anticelibacy factions but
wias entirely inaceurate.

The speech was n polnted re-
buke to the primnte of the Neth-
erlands, Bernard Cardinul Al
frink, and the six other Dutch
blshops who hid called publicly
for n churchwide discussion of
priestly celibacy after a council
of Dutch priests and laymen
voted overwhelmingly that sex.
ual abstinence should no longer

The Belglan primate, Leo Joz-
ef Cardinal Suenens, joined the
Dutch bishops in ealling for de-
bate on the Issue.

Cardinal Alfrink announced
on Jan, 19 that he would eome
ta Rome '‘soon'’ to discuss the
matter with the Pope. But the
pontiff sald hls ‘“no' without
waiting to confer with the cardi-
nal.

The Valican Is tensely walting
for the reaction of the Dutch
bishops, for whal one prelate
called ‘“‘the next round In the
shadow boxing belween Rome
and Amsterdam."

The flrst reaction from Hol-
land was restrained. The Dbish-
ops megt in Utrecht today and in
a short statement afterward
sald they ‘“‘did not have the
impression that the papal
speech was a reply to the wor-
ries they submitted to him."

statementzs (by Dutch bish-
ops)."

The Pope's letter was made
public as controversy grew over
his statement Suiiay that celi-
bacy was '‘a capital law’' of the
Church and could neither be
abandoned nor discussed.

The Pope's hard-line stand on
priestly cellbacy, along with his
ban on artificial birth control in
July 1068, are major issues on
which papal authority bave
been attacked.

Britain Mourning
Bertrand Russell

PENRHYDEVRAETH, Wales
(AP) — Britain today morn-
eo philospher Bertrand
Russell, one of the great minds
of the 20th century and one of
{ts moat controversial figures,

Lord Russell died Monday
night at his home in North
Wales. He was 97,

A spokesman sald Russell's
fourth wife, Edith, was with him
when he collapsed. He reported-
ly had been suffering from in-
fluenza.

There was no immediate word
on arrangements for the funer-
al. The family was expected to
issue a statement later today.

““This has come as a terrible
shock to evenyone,'' sald Ken-
neth Coates, a director of the
Bertrand Russell Peace Foun-
dation. "I spoke to Bertrand
only a few days ago and he
seemed In good health, still
working on peace foundation
projects.

The Times of London sald
“Bertrand Russell's claim to be
remembered by hlstory rests se-
curely on his work in mathe,
matical and symbolic logic and
In philosophy on which his influ-
ence was pervasive and pro-
found.””

In recent years Russell, a

lean man with sharp bird-like
fentures and n shock of white
hair, was in the vanguard of the
militant opposition to nuclear
armament and U8, involve-
ment in the Vietnam war,

The peace foundation he set
up seven years ago held a tribu-
nal in Denmark thal in Dz2cem-
ber 1867 found the United States
gullty of genocide against the
Vietnamese people. Russell did
not attend, and the tribunal had
ne backing from any govern-
ment,

Author of more than 60 books,
Russell won the Nobel prize for
literature in 1950 and was o
member of th¢ British Order of
Merit, restricted to 24 members
at any time, He was the third
Enrl Russell and the grandson
of a British prime minister, the
first earl.

Yet in 1940 his appointment to
lecture at the College of the City
of New York was revoked by a
state Supreme Court justice who
sald the appointment was ‘‘an
attempt to establish a chair of
indecency.” A woman taxpayer
brought the suit because of Ru=s-
sell's open endorsement of trial
marriage, premarital and extra-
marital sexual relations.

15 Injured

Explosion Rips Police Station,
Court Building Near Cleveland

CLEVELAND, Ohio (AP) —
An explosion ripped through the
colonlal-style municipal court
bullding and police station Mon-
day in suburban Shaker
Helghts, injuring 15 peraons,

Police Chief Carl R. Long-
street sald the blast, which left
the roof lying on a heap of rub-
ble was caused by "either n
bomb or gas.”

An East Ohio Gas Co. official
said the gas meter still was in-
tact, Indicating the blast was
not caused by gas,

Martin Kafoglls, a Treasury
Department inv:stigator who
sent a team o the scene, said it
would be assumed ‘‘that an ex-
plosion of this magnitude would
involve a bombing" but that he
had no evidence this was the
case,

The Treasury
routinely investigates such
blasts to determine whether
there has been violation of fed-
eral firearms laws.
