Forty-One Die 
In Avalanche
VAL D’ISERE, Fnuice (AP) 

— An avalanche of fresh powder 
snow, unleashed by one of the 
Alps’ worst blizzards In memo­
ry, rolled a half mile over cflrs 
and through a vacation camp 
dining_room today, killing 42 
and Injuring more than 50 per­
sons officials reported.

The Swiss Avalanche Re­
search Center in Geneva said 
toe death toll was Europe’s 
highest since 1900. A series of 
snow slides in Austria in 1954 
killed more than 100 people, but 
in a number of different com­
munities.

Terrorists 
Hurl Bombs 

In Airport
MUNICH, Germany (AP) — 

Terrorists -launched a grenade 
attack today on passengers of 
an Israeli airliner at Munich’s 
Relm airport. One passenger 
was killed and 11 persons-rin- 
cluding two attackers, toe pilot 
and a policeman—were reported 
wounded.

One passenger who escaped 
injury was Assaph Dayan, the 
son of Ikraell Defense Minister 
Moshe Dayan. Friends in Tel 
Aviv said Dayan, a 24-year-old 
actor, was on his way to London 
to seek a movie contract.

Airline officials in Tel Aviv 
blamed toe attack on Arab 
guerrillas.

Conrad Ahlers, West German 
government spokesman in 
Bonn, said: “ The government 
regrets this tragedy and vigo­
rously condemns this Arab ter­
rorism ' against toe passengers 
of the Israeli airline, El AI.”

The grenades exploded in an 
airport lounge and aboard a bus 
taking passengers to a waiting 
plane.

Hermann Schraber, head 
of the Munich police depart­
ment, gave this account:

Nineteen persons had boarded 
toe bus, which was parked out­
side toe airport’s transit termi­
nal. Other passengers were In­
side toe terminal. The pilot and 
copilot were walking toward the 
bus when three or four men 
armed with pistols blocked their 
path.

A struggle followed, and the 
driver started the bus and tried 
to drive away.

One of the armed men jumped 
onto the bus and threatened the 
driver, who pressed a release 
opening the rear door so the 
passengers could flee.

At this moment, one of the at­
tackers threw one or two gre­
nades into the bus. A firefight 
then broke out between the at­
tackers and airport police.

It was not immediately deter­
mined whether the two Injured 
attackers were wounded by the 
explosion or police bullets.

Avner Idan, minister at the 
Israeli Embassy in Bonn, said 
he had been told that three or 
four Arabs charged the passen­
gers, one of them screaming, 
“ You won’t fly today!”  before 
hurling toe grenades.

He said the pilots and an at­
tacker were wounded when a 
grenade exploded near them as

d’lsere, pushed by winds up to 
60 miles an hour, sucked the 
roof away from a small hotel, 
dragged autos 160 yards and ran 
over concrete walls.

Mo.st of the victims were 
thought to be young people— 
French, Belgian or West Ger­
man-staying at a low-cost va­
cation center run by the Union 
of Fresh Air Centers. There 
were 199 guests at the center 
and about 80 supervisory per­
sonnel.

First reports indicated about 
30 of the (load were skiers from 
the center, caught while eating 
breakfast. The remaining dozen 
appeared to be workers at the 
ski complex.

The avalanche struck at 8:10 
a.m., rushing 800 yards down 
the southern flank of Mt. Solalse 
and crossing a national highway 
before hitting the vacation cen­
ter. Avalanche experts said the 
snow could have moved at a 
-speed approaching 120 miles an 
hour.

A 23-year-old Frenchmen who 
was in the dining room said: 
"All of a sudden we heard an In­
credible noise. There was a vi­
olent gust of wind, and we were 
all thrown by the snow against a 
wall. Then there was a great si­
lence, followed by smothered 
cries, and people begging for 
help.

“ Those people who could dig 
themselves out like myself tried 
right away to help out the oth­
ers. But the snow was- too hard 
and with only our hands we 
couldn’t do much.”

A 22-year-old skier added: “ I 
was lucky enough to be project­
ed right out of the only open 
door connecting to the other half 
of the dining room. That’s’ what 
saved my life.”

The snow mass covered a 
path 50 to too yards wide, bury-. 
Ing an unknown number of 
cars on the highway. It was 
feared many more victims were 
in buried cars.

The avalanche also hit a near­
by hotel called Les Lessieres, 
caving its r<x)f In. There was no 
immediate word on casualties 
there.

Rescue work went on In near­
zero visibility. Winds of 50 to 60 
miles an hour roared through 
the resort, the home of French 
champions Jean-Claude Killy 
and Marielle and Christine Goit- 
schel.

The ski lodge was operated as 
a vacation camp for persons un­
der 25 by the Union des Centres 
de Plein Air. About 250 young 
people were in the building for 
the Mardi Gras school holidays. 
Most were French, but the man­
agement said there were alsso 
som Grmans and Belgians.

Because of the snow’s light, 
pow(ier consistency, it rolled 
down with great speed and 
poured into the building through 
doors and windows.

It was not known how many 
were in the dining room at the 
time.

Hundreds of residents of 'Val 
d’lsere dug with snow and coal 
shovels for bodies. There was 
much confusion but no panic as 
soldiers, gendarmes and special 
police arrived throughout the 
morning.

Another avalanche rolled 
down a mountain near Chamo­
nix, scene of the 1962 world 
skiing championships, and cut 
the road between Argentiere 
and the Montets pass, but there 
was no report of any casualties.

FT. BENNING, Ga. (AP) — 
The chief legal officer of this In­
fantry center testified today 
that the case of Lt. William L. 
Calley Jr., “ had gone to”  Presi­
dent Nixon’s West Coast White 
House before charges were 
filed, but that no instructions on 
whether to prosecute were sent 
back.

Col. Robert M. Lathrop, staff 
judge advocate at Ft. Bennlng, 
testified at a pretrial hearing 
for Calley who is accused of 
murdering more than 100 Viet­
namese civilians at May Lai in 
March 1968.

The defense is trying to estab­
lish that command control has 
affected decisions (Jn whether to 
try the infantry lieutenant. The 
U.S. Supreme Court has re­
versed CMUrt-martial convictions 
where command influence has 
lieen shown.

Lathrop testified Monday that 
he was not influenced by higher 
command.

On cross-examination today 
by Calley’s chief defense coun­
sel, George Latimer of Salt 
Lake City, Utah, Lathrop said 
he was told by Col. William 
Chilcoaf of the Judge Advocate 
General’s office in Washington 
that copies of the investigation 
which led to the charges against 
Calley “ had been sent to San 
Clemente, Calif., and sent 
back.”

Latimer then asked “ At any 
time before September when toe 
charges were filed, were there 
any instructions from toe Presi­
dent of the United States, from 
the West Coast?”

Lathrop replied: “ I was told 
the matter had gone to the West 
Coast and back. At this time, 
the President was in toe 'White 
House at San Clemente. I was 
told this by Col. Chilcoat.”

On redirect examination, toe 
prosecution officer, Capt. Au­
brey Daniel, asked, “ Did you 
at any time receive any Instruc­
tions from the President of toe 
United States?”

Chicago Suits Herald Program 
To Enforce Anti-Pollution Rules

CHICAGO (AP) — U.S. Ally. 
Thomas A. Foran says suits 
charging 11 firms with polluting 
rivers and waterways in the 
Chicago area are only the first 
step in a “ new program to en­
force vigorously the federal 
criminal laws against water pol­
lution.”

The Justice Department suits 
were filed Monday, only three 
days after President Nixon vis­
ited Chicago and promised a 
cleanup of Lake Michigan.

In Washington, Atty. Gen. 
John N. Mitchell said a federal 
grand Jury will investigate the 
deposit of solid wastes into toe 
Calumet River and Lake Wash­
ington.

The water pollution charges 
were filed under an 1899 statute 
which forbids the dumping of 
refuse into navigable waters. 
The action was taken after an 
investigation by the Army Corps 
of Engineers.

Conviction on the misdemean­
or charge carries a maximum 
fine of 32,600 and one year im­
prisonment for each offense.

Most of the companies were 
charged with dumping oil or

oily substances into toe water­
ways, some of which empty into 
Lake Michigan.

Companies named were Gen­
eral American Transportation 
Corp.; International Harvester 
Co.; Lake-River Terminals, 
Inc.; Chicago National Sheet 
Metal Works, Inc.; Excelsior 
Truck Leasing Co.; Olinkraft, 
Inc.; Pure Oil Co.; Smith Oil 
and Refining Co.; Olin Corp.; 
Penn Central Railroad; Procter 
and Gamble Co.

Olinkraft is a subsidiary of 
Olin.

Clarence Abrams, Pure Oils’ 
superintendent, of oil storage 
and transfer, also was accused 
of violating the 'antipollution 
law. He was the only individual 
charged.

Procter and Gamble issued a 
statement saying toe firm as­
sumed the charges pertained to 
an “ accidental spill”  of refined 
soybean oil at ita Chicago plant 
nearly a year ago.

Since then, the statement 
said, toe company has been de­
signing and installing protective 
devices to prevent a recurrence.

Clean Air Standard Backed
WATERBURY, Conn. (AP)— 

About 40 spectators and five 
speakers —all in favor — ap­
peared at a hearing Monday 
night into the state’s proposed 
new air quality standards.

The new guidelines would reg­
ulate the amounts of sulfur di­
oxide and solid particles in the 
air.

The Oonnectlcut Clean Air 
Commission', which put forward

the regulations, sponsored the 
Waterbury hearing and is plan­
ning t'wo more scheduled back- 
to-back in Hartford Feb. 16.

The first, like the Waterbury 
session, will be on the proposed 
standards, and the second will 
be on general proposals to con­
trol air pollution.

materials.

standards and enforcement 
against both water and air 
pollution.

violation of air or water qual­
ity standards coUld be enforced, 
under Nixon’s plana, by fines of 
up to 310,000 per day.

Nixon proposed giving the fed­
eral government authority to 
control pollution over all navi­
gable waters, not Just Interstate 
as It now the case.

He also proposed establishing 
national air quality standards 
and to extend that authority 
also to intrastate situations.

The President’s message 
spelled out his previously an­
nounced request for 34 billion in 
federal grants to aid construc­
tion of municipal waste treat­
ment plants, but he shortened 
the peri(xl of allocation from his 
original aim of five years to 
four years—a rate of 31 billion a 
year.

Nixon’s plan Included estab­
lishment of an environmental fi­
nancing authority to help states 
and municipalities find the 36 
billion in matching funds which 
they would need to take advan­
tage of the construction grants.

The authority would fund its 
own operations by issuing secur­
ities of its own.

The federal 'Treasury would 
make payments to the authority 
covering toe difference between 
what it takes In from the com­
munities and what it must pay 
out in interest on its own bonds.

Nixon’s program also pro­
poses a requirement that indus­
tries using municipal waste dis­
posal systems pay user fees and 
that effluent standards be im­
posed to curb industrial and mu­
nicipal water poUutIcm.

Similarly, national emission 
standards were recommended 
for dangerous air pollutants. He 
also proposed that the secretary 
of health, education and welfare 
be authorized to regulate the 
composition of gasoline and Its 
additives.

'The department’s new auto 
pollution standards would lower 
exhaust emissions In 1976 be­
tween 33 per cent and 78 per 
cent from existing ceilings. Ni­
trogen oxides and particulates 
such as lead from high test gas­
oline would be covered for toe 
first time—the oxides beginning 
in 1973.

Hydrocarbons would drop 78 
per cent to 0.6 grams; carbon 
monoxide 60 per cent to 11 
grams; nitrogen oxides 86 per 
cent from current uncontrolled 
levels to 0.9 grams; particulates 
33 per cent from current uncon­
trolled leVels to 0.1 grama.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Fed­
eral authorities have evidence 
that two Swiss bankers—fully 
aware that they were acconl- 
plices in a fraud—supplied hun­
dreds ot false documents from a 

ring of shadow ' companies 
wme^ became the backbone ot a 
mulUmUJion-doUar swindle Ot 
the U.S. govaenment.

With the a id ^ f the bankers, 
toe evidence sh ^ s , a group of 
Americans w ag  able to channel 
more than 34 million into secret 
Swiss bank accounts before the 
fraud was exposed and stopped.

The Americans, who pleaded 
guilty of their parts In the fraud, 
were scheduled for sentencing 
today In U.S. District Court 
here.

They are Francis N. Rosen­
baum, a prominent Washington 
attorney; Andrew L. Stone, a 
wealthy St. Louis businessman; 
Evelyn Price of St. Louis, 
Stone’s execuUve secretary; 
Robert B. Bregman, president 
of Bregman Electronics, Inc., of 
New York; the Chronicraft 
Corp., of St. Louis and Alsco 
Inc., of Akron, Ohio.

The two Swiss bankers were 
named as co-conspirators but 
not defendants In the case.

The fraud has received much 
publicity but the 'evidence de­
tailing the role of the Swiss

bankers has remained In gov­
ernment files.

The case, officials said, is just 
one example of the hundreds of 
frauds and tax evasions be­
lieved carried out each year 
with the knowledge and aid of 
discreet foreign blinkers.

Simplified, the case worked 
this way: Stone and Rosenbaum 
were officers of a company 
which was the prime contractor 
on millions of dollars ‘'■in Navy 
defense business.

They set up two dummy com­
panies in the United States and 
fraudulently represented them 
as subcontractors on the Navy 
work.. The Swiss bankers sup­
plied those subcontractors wltli 
fniudulenl bills from other dum­
my H)uropcan firms for mute- 
rials which wefc never ordered 
or sliipped. The' dummy subcc>n. 
tractors then "sold” the non-ex­
istent material to the prime con­
tractor wlio ehurged the Navy 
(or it.

In paying off llie phoney Swiss 
bills, Stone and Kosenbaum 
were able to siplion tlie fraudu­
lent overctmrges obtained on 
the defense contracts out of the 
country.

Tile money went to the Swiss 
Itiankers who routed it into- the 
Americans' secret accounts to 
Switzerland.

Government officials here say 
estimating the number of dol­
lars fraudulently channeled into 
foreign bank accounts each year 
"defies imagination,”  but cer­
tainly runs into the hundreds of 
millions.

They say they find it almost 
impossible to break up such 
schemes unle.ss .someone on the 
inside cooperates.

The Navy fraud case was 
broken by Asst. U.S. Atty. Sey­
mour Glanzer, chief of tlie 
Frauds Prosecutions Unit of the 
U.S, Attorney's office here. He 
was able, through court action, 
to force Swiss banks to open 
their books and files.

A 30-eount indictment was re­
turned in August, 1968, against 
the si.\ defendants involved to 
tne case. Stone and Rosenbaum 
pleaded guilty luirt October to 
nine counts each and the other 
defendants to one count each. 
Each count carried a maximum 
penalty of five years in prison 
and 3 1 0 ,X 0  In (toes.

Zone Change Voted 
For 500 Apartments
The Planning and Zoning 

Commission last night approved 
unanimously a petition for a 
none chiuigo to allow 500 apart­
ment units in so-called District
8.

The decision fallows by two 
weeks a public hearing the PZC 
held on the petition by devel­
oper Morton Shlmelman of West 
Hartford, and gives Shlmelman 
the green light to submit an ap- 
pUoation lor a proposed multl- 
famliy development.

Dkstriot 8 is bounded rough'y 
by South St., the Andover town 
line, Pucker St., and Actors 
Colony, and contains about 2,500 
acres. Shimelman's parcel with­
in the district, bounded by Judd 
Rd., Nathan Hale Rd. and South 
St., contains 130 acres.

PZC members, before enter­
ing into discussion on the zone 
change, reviewed a transcript 
of the hearing, the consensus of 
which had been that while no 
one was really opposed to apart­
ments, most were concerned 
about on-aite sewage problems 
in such a development.

This point was brought out 
at some, length during last 
night's discussion, with PZC 
members noting that the bur­
den of devising an effective 
sewage disposal system lies 
with the developer, and that be­
cause of strengthened state 
health codes and local regula­
tions, there would be adequate 
controls In this area.

Alternate PZC member Ste­
phen Loyzim led off the discus­
sion, noting that while he could 
not vote as an atemate on the 
issue, he could stlUe discuss it, 
and wished to put himself on 
record as strongly in favor of 
granting the application for ■ a 
zone change. By granting the 
zone change; he said, the way 
Is opened lor the developer to 
present his plans for a project, 
and that adequate safeguarcLs 
exist in local and state regula­
tions to handle any possible 
problems.

Loj-zlm noted also that the 
town “ must make provision" 
for low-density, multi-family 
housing, ajid that the develop­
er's parcel is an “ ideal location" 
for such a project, because of 
its proximity to relocated Rt. 6, 
the possible relocation of Rt. 
275, and UOonn. He could see. he 
said, “ no compelling reason not 
to recognize Uurt we will have 
multi-family housing" in town 
soon.

PZC member Norman Pear­
sall said he agreed with Loyz'm

iK{mrl?r5tFr
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completely, and added that he 
felt the commission hadi “ an 
obligation to ap»prove the zone 
change, allowing the developer 
to submit his plans for a specific 
project and go about solving any 
problems that might arise from 
that point on.

Stephen Joncus also agreed, 
he said, with Loyzim and Pear­
sall, but pointed out that he dis­
agreed with one aspect of dis­
cussion at the public hearing, a 
comment by Councilman Hugo 
Thomas, who had been critical 
of the PZC for not having what 
he termed "sufficient Informa­
tion” to make a decision on the 
zone change. Thomas had 
thought, he said, that there 
ought to be studies of the direc­
tion of growth in the town.

Joncus felt that by opening 
District 8 to 500 apartment units, 
the PZC would be determining 
a direction of growth, and that 
this was necessary. Charles 
Funk agreed with this point, 
noting that the current "trend,” 
or direction of growth, is In one- 
tamlly houses, and that "this is 
strangling tlie town economicEil- 
ly." Low-density, multi-family 
housing might start a trend In 
another direction. Funk said.

Joncus went on to say further 
that he thought the local apart­
ment regulations were good 
one, and might preclude prob­
lems encountered with apart­
ment developments In other 
towns. One reason for this would 
be because the local apartment 
regulations require a parcel of 
no less than 60 acres for a de­
velopment, and thsl lends 
strength since it provides enough 
land for such things as ade­
quate sewerage, recreation 
areas, parking and so forth.

Joncus also said that a well- 
planned and well-regulated low- 
density development, when 
completed, might set a prece­
dent and encourage oher de­
velopers to come in.

Everett Frost said he, too, 
was in favor of apartments in 
the economic sense and other 
ways, and would like to see the 
commission have more discus­
sion with its planner in this 
regard.

PZC Chairman Robert Gant- 
ner spoke against the zone 
change declaring that his main 
concern was for sewerage, and 
that he thought the public hear­
ing had made this clear, as 
well as the reports from other 
agencies consulted. Reports 
from these agencies read at the 
hearing indicated that apart­
ments without public sewers 
were not advisable.

Other PZC members aid they, 
too, were concerned about 
sewerage, but that zone change 
approval at least allowed the 
developer to tackle this prob­
lem. Several solutions were 
cited such as possible require­
ment of installing capped sew­
ers, which are now being 
strongly considered at the ad­
ministrative level. It was also 
brought out that if on-site 
sewerage disposal proved un­
feasible, the developer himself 
might choose to stall his plans 
until public sewers are in­
stalled in the town.

On a motion that the zone 
change be approved, Pearsall, 
Funk, Joncus and F'rost all vot­
ed yes, while Gantner did not 
vote. It is expected that, with 
zone change approval, the de­
veloper will submit an applica­
tion for a specific development 
on his parcel of land.

HARTFORD, Conn. (A P ) — 
The Hartford City Council, lor 
the second time in a year, voted 
Monday night to ask for a 
grand jury investigation of In­
creased crime.

But there was also agreement

And. they agreed, there 
is no corruption involved In the 
Increase, and there is no new 
evidence to give to LaBelle.

If  South had known that West 
held the ace of diamonds, he 
would have refused the first 
spade trick. Then East would 
get only two spades. But this 
plan would fail if East had the 
ace of diamonds because he 
would continue the spades and 
would get In with his side ace 
to run the rest of the spades.'

Tw(>-Way Play
South can make hls contract 

regardless of which opponent 
has the ace of diamonds. De­
clarer should make a two-way 
play at the first trick by put­
ting up dummy’s queen of 
spades.

East must win with the ace, 
since otherwise declarer would 
have two sure spade tricks. But 
then East cannot afford to lead 
a spade since dummy's ten 
would win a trick as well as 
South’s king.

If East shifts to a club at the 
second trick. South can win and 
knock out the ace of diamonds. 
There is no danger, no matter 
which opponent has the ace, 
since South still has the king 
of spades.

NEW YORK (AP) — In al­
most every medlum-or-Iarge- 
size city in America it costs at 
least $500 a month for a retired 
couple to live moderately well. 
Top Social Security benefits, 
however, amount to only $288 a 
month.

Despite the IS per cent boost 
in benefits this year, therefore, 
a couple who relied solely on So­
cial Security would be In serious 
financial straits and very likely 
a candidate for welfare.

The situation is revealed 
clearly by scanning the Labor 
Department’s moderate retire­
ment budgets which show 
monthly living costs of $600 in 
Boston, $827 in Indianapolis, 
$406 In Dallas and $548 in San 
Francisco.

Since these budgets were pub­
lished in 1967, living expenses 
have risen by 1 per cent, but 
medicare has .Uiken over much 
of the medical expenses of the 
elderly, so the two factors tend 
to offset each other.

The discrepancy between ben­
efits and needs is not the result 
of oversight or error on the part 
of the federal government, of 
course. The ^mple explamation 
is that Social Security is a sup­
plement rather than a complete 
pension.

Nevertheless, a good many 
people may be lulled into a false 
sense of security because they 
feel a government that esti­
mates the needs of a retired 
couple at one figure .wouldn’t of­
fer benefits one-half the size.

As cme critic views the situa­
tion, "Social Security benefits 
flunk the government test of re­
tirement living.’ ’ That is the 
headline of a report being sent 
t  ̂ insurance firms by the Insti­
tute for Business Planning.

Tile institute, a research and 
advisory service, is reminding 
insurance salesmen that profits 
await them in notifying middle- 
age couples of their retirement 
needs, helping them set finan­
cial goals, and then selling them 
cash value Insurance or annui­
ties to achieve these goals.

While asserting that the 
present Social Security benefits 
are a good base for retirement,'

IBP states that a lot of people 
have a mistaken notion about 
the real size of their benefits, a 
misunderstanding it blames on 
publicists.
‘ Every time Social Security 

benefits are raised, it states, 
congressional and social securi­
ty pubHc relations specialists 
publish tables spotlighting the 
top benefit tor someone -with 
maximum coverage.

That top benefit for a retired 
worker, after the latest in­
crease, was listed at $280.70 a 
month.

"But these publicists,”  it con­
tinues, "are not apt to tell the 
public that the top benefit is no 
for the here and now but may 
be attainable only by someone 
who is not about 30 or 35 years 
old.”

It explains: Tables showing 
maximum benefits are based on 
an average monthly w^ge of 
$650 a month in the year^^fore 
1968.

“ Therefore, no one who re­
tires at age 66 during the next 
30 years or so will have an aver­
age monthly covered wage of 
$650 (unless Congress increases 
the wage basis in the fu­
ture . . .) ’ ’

In any event, it continues, "a 
person retiring at age 65 in 1970 
will probably have an average 
monthly wage of $460 or less 
and will probably receive a 're­
tirement benefit of $190 or less 
for himself and $96 or less for 
his wife.”

Even If Social Security is sup­
plemented by proceeds from a 
company pension plan, the net 
Income still might be considera­
bly short of a comfortable living 
standard, IBP reminds insurers

And ’ therein lies the opening 
for insurance salesmen, as if 
they needed one.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
William Proxmlre, -a leading 
congressional critic of arms 
spending, charged today the 
Pentagon has “ stolen $10 billion 
of the peace dividend” sup­
posedly gained by the Nixon ad­
ministration’s military expense 
cuts.

“ When one looks beneath the 
vast propaganda generated by 
the White House, the Pentagon 
and the Budget .Bureau about 
cuts in the defense budget for 
fiscal year 1971,” the Wisconsin 
Democrat said, “ some alarming 
and disquieting facts are 
found.”

"Somewhere along the line,”  
Proxmlre said in a prepared 
Senate speech, “ Even after gen­
erous allowances are made for 
inflation and pay raises, double 
counting and uncontrollable 
Items, we lost about $10 billion.”

"Where did $10 billion disap­
pear? TTie answer is that the 
Pentagon Is keeping it. ’They are 
not cutting back as much as 
their press releases suggest,’ ’ 
he added.

Actually, Proxmlre said,, 
known reductions of about $26 
billion in military spending have 
reduced outlays in the 1971 
budget by only $5.3 billion.

Instead of making real sav­
ings by Improving procurement 
of weapons systems and other 
matters, the Pentagon is ab­
sorbing about $10 billion of the 
savings for its own use, Prox- 
mire charged.

An estimated $10 billion of the 
$25 billion will be eaten up in 
pay raises, inflation and uncon­
trollable items, he said, leaving 
a net spending cut of $15 billion.

"But this net cut of $15 billion 
or more translates Into a reduc­
tion of budget outlays in fiscal 
1971 of only $5.3 billion,”  he 
said. "The remaining $10 billion 
has been absorbed or usurped 
by the military services.”

Polar Bears Find Life 
Too Easy for Survival

MORGES, Switzerland (AP) 
— Changing ice-floe patterns 
are giving Russian polar bears 
a one-way ticket to the West— 
and sometimes a life of ease 
which is threatening their exist­
ence.

(Joncem over the animals’ fu­
ture led delegates from the five 
circumpolar nations —Canada 
Denmark, Norway  ̂ the United 
States and the Soviet Union—to 
meet at the headquarters here 
of the International Union for 
Conservation of Nature.

A study group has reported 
that Ursus Maritimus, as the 
bear is biologically known, is 
threatened by excessive hunting 
and changes in habitat. The re­
port called it an endangered 
species.

By estimate, 1,250 polar bears 
were killed last year by local 
populations who use them for 
food and clothing, and by hunt­
ers in planes. Soviet scientists 
estimate that there may be only 
10,000 left.

The group reported that ice 
floes are drifting much farther 
west and south, bringing the an­
imals closer to population cen­
ters.

"Around the Hudson Bay area 
we almost have too many polar 
bears,” said Dr. John S. Tener. 
director of the Canadian Wild­
life Service.

‘ "They find they can get food 
by night from garbage cans and 
become fat and lazy.

"But In their more natural 
habitat farther north they are 
becoming scarce. The Soviet 
Union is particularly affected. 
Many of the bears coming south 
appear to come from Soviet ter­
ritory.”

Many of the R u s s i a n  
“ emigre” bears originate at 
Wrangel Island In the Siberian 
Sea, a Soviet strategic center to

which all access is barred. Tliis 
1s about 350 miles from Alaska.

The So'vlet authorities have 
placed a complete ban on hunt­
ing. In the other countries it is 
controlled. Economic exploita­
tion of Arctic wastes is also 
causing concern. “ Oil explora­
tion could be a problem,” said 
Dr. Tener. ” If a 200,000-ton 
tanker tipped, the oil spill would 
be a great threat to the Arctic 
environment.”

Another menace, which en­
courages illegal hunting, is use 
of polar bear rugs and wall 
hangings.

"Prospects for their survival 
are still good if mankind is 
careful,” a spokesman for the 
conservation group said.

Plans for a three-bay Humble 
Oil Co. gas station to be located 
at the 1-84 exit on Rt. 196 will 
be referred to the town’s con­
sulting engineers, Buck and 
Buok, to determine whether the 
station thealens to pollute the 
Tolland Marsh nearby.

The station’s location was ap­
proved by the Zoning Board of 
Appeals in August 1969 after a 
court case overrode a previous 
ZBA ruling against the safety 
of the location.

Plans presented to last night's 
meeting of the Planning and 
Zoning Commission show a 
three-bay, red brick colonial 
ranch station with a shed roof, 
as described by Arthur Kelly 
representing the oil company.

The property Is owned by Nel­
son and Warren Gottier, and the 
Humble Oil Co. holds an 
option on the 32 acres abutting 
the marsh. They have no speci­
fic plans at present for develop­
ing the area other than for the 
gas station.

Engineers specifications ap­
pear to have been carefully pre­
pared to avoid polluting both 
the marsh and the Skungamuag 
River which feeds the area.

The marsh is being consider­
ed In long-range planning as the 
town’s only potential surface 
water public drinking water 
supply. If Buck and Buck feel 
It is endangered, the PZC may 
call on the State Board of 
Health to study the plans.

The PZC also authorized Buck 
and Buck to prepare a check 
list of procedures to be followed 
under each of the local zoning 
regulations.

A complete report on the pres­
ent junk car situation in town, 
accompanied by state statutes 
regarding them will be present­
ed to the next meeting of the 
PZC next Monday. The report 
will be compiled by the PZC’s 
clerk, and will also include 
regulations governing the 
screening of imauthorized junk 
yards.

The PZC will study the report 
and hopes to come up with 
recommendations requiring en­
forcement of the regulations 
governing both problems.

The PZC authorized the 
printing'^f (the town’s new road 
regulations Hiy the high school 
graphic arts'dfiR^ment.

Also approvedwas a one-lot 
subdivision. Parcel ” D,’ ’ owned 
by Dorothy Radke, and located 
on Hurlburt Rd. The lot had a 
high ground water table, and 
was referred previously to Buck 
and Buck. The engineers’ 
recommendations for a curtain 
drain to take care of surplus 
water were included in the 
p;ans, and approval was grant­
ed.

Two residents William Swan- 
back and Maxwell Kenneson of

Gearing Rd. appeared to com­
plain of drainage problems af­
fecting their property.

A 12-lnch' drain pipe empties 
onto their liuid, after passing 
under New Rd. Interfering with 
their drainage fields, according 
to Kenneson. Swonback recom­
mended the drainage system be 
redirected along New Rd. and 
empty into the cranberry bog 
as docs luiother drainage pipe 
from New Rd.

First Selectman Charlies Thl- 
fault, sitting In on the meeting, 
added that a similar situation 
exists about a quarter mile fur­
ther along on New Rd. near the 
homes of Reymond Seraphim 
and Paul Palmer. This area 
flooded over the road during lost 
week's storm.

The PZC will have Highway

Tortured Champions Of Yesterday
There were two gatherings over the 

weekend, that of four Southern gover­
nors at Mobile, that of five Arab state 
leaders at Cairo which shared certain 
characteristics.

Both were attempted retrenchments 
against Inevitabilities.

Both were hopelessly oriented because 
both sought a return to an Impossible 
past.

But neither was quite as villainous, or 
quite as delliierately evil, as Its self- 
righteous foes would like to think.

The five Arab states met in Cairo with­
in sound of the bombs being dropped by 
Israel, the inevitability they would like 
to repeal.

The Southern Governors at Mobile 
were under the spreading shadow of that 
artificial school integration they would 
like to escape.

The five Arab states at Cairo could 
conceive of no policy which could make 
Its way forward, and the Governors at 
Mobile could launch no program for 
their own states which aimed positively 
toward the future and the inability In 
both conferences was linked to the fact 
that there are situations in human af­
fairs in which the emotions overpower 
any capacity to be rational.

There will continue to be an Israel.
There will be integration.
That does not mean that those who 

cannot bring themselves emotionally In­
to an acceptance of such inevitabilities 
are automatically evil mien. They are 
products of their time and their culture 
and represent a few Inevitabilities of 
their own. It may be that they have to 
lose; there Is no guarantee they them­
selves can ever be the ones to under­
stand why they must lose. They have 
been caught by history, by a matter of 
a few decades one way or another, so 
that they look anachronistic and, pitiable 
and hopeless defending the kind of world 
into which they themselves were bom.

Some day there will be Arab leaders 
who will know how to accept the exist­
ence of Israel, and some day there will 
be Southern Governors who find their 
own ways of advancing integration.

But first there are the unhappy, des­
perate, tortured champions of yester­
days that can never come again. It Is 
easy to condemn them, but It Is not Just 
to assume they have had easy choices.

Clean As A Church Mouse
The sleuths have now gone so deeply 

Into the affairs of Judge Q. Harrold 
Carswell they are able to give a com­
plete financial history of the man.

When It is realized that President 
Nixon’s first nominee for this spot on 
the Supreme Court proved vulnerable 
because he had had a talent for making 
money even while following a career on 
the high federal bench. It then becomes 
obvious how safe and eligible Judge 
Carswell must have seemed, by com­
parison.

For where Judge Cleiflent Haynsworth 
^pened his service on the federal bench 
in moderate circumstances and ended up  ̂
something of a millionaire. Judge Oars- 
well came to the bench In modest cln 
cumstances and managed \̂to work him­
self up to the very limit of his possible 
indebtedness.

He began with a $28,000 mortgage on 
his home, which he has, while on the 
bench, managed to increase to $80,000. 
And he has succeeded, meanwhile. In 
borrowing %18,000 on stock his wife owns 
In an enterprise operated by he  ̂ fam-y 
ily. In order to do this, he has, i^ recent 
years, had to (ind ways of living be-

, A .

yond his salary which, with his recent 
promotion to the United States Court of 
Appeals, went up to $42,800 a year.

All this Judge Carswell has accom­
plished so well there seems little doubt 
about his capacity to live up to and be­
yond the $60,000 a year he would receive 
as Associate Justice of the Supreme 
Court, and never have himself left any 
ipare cash for Investments which might 
create conflicts of Interest.

One secret of Judge Carswell's un­
usual success In keeping himself clean 
of all wealth and its potential corrup­
tions lies in his record as an entertain­
er. His parties are supposed to be the 
finest In Tallahassee society.

But It might also be Inferred that 
Judge Carswell Is just a very poor 
manager, who never will understand the 
sacred money-making processes of the 
capitalist system.

Will he make any better, or any 
worse, a Judge because he doesn’t 
seetn to be very sharp on money mat­
ters? '

If both Judge Haynsworth and Judge 
Carswell were on the Supreme Court, 
which financial record would worry the 
country more?

The Snowmobile And Its Users
For another proof that it Isn’t the

things man invents, but the uses man 
makes of them that really counts, take 
the snowmobile.

Like atomic energy, it has its good and 
its bad uses.

The snowmobile. In many a section of 
the north land, restores nelghborliness 
and social contacts, because It makes 
Saturday night vlslUng possible across 
otherwise impassable distances.

The same snowmobiles, grouped and 
driven by the country coimterpart of the 
tough city comer gang, can blast and 
grind the natural quiet of the country­
side, and spoil the natural charm of a 
country village.

The snowmobile can take the family to 
winter sport It might not otherwise be 
able to afford.

It can also take the poacher and his 
gun into game preserves.

The snowmobile makes it possible for 
the owner of a country lodge or a lake- 
front cottage to pay It visits during the 
winter.

The snowmobile also makes It possible 
for the vandals to get there before the 
owner does.

Because It makes It possible for doctor 
and patient to get together, the snowmo­
bile may prove one of the great life-sav­
ing inventions of the age.

Because nobody can keep fools from 
operating It, the snowmobile is already 
causing a certain number of deaths and 
Injuries every year.

There may be those of us who, un­
initiated Into Its virtues, and repelled by 
its more unpleasant aspects, would like 
to non-lnvent the snowmobile.

But the snowmobile itself is quite In­
nocent.

What we really mean is that we would 
like to Invent all new people, all with 
tastes exactly like our own.

Nixon that has always Induced a case of

Continual luid charmless references to 
thj "new Nixon" and the "old Nixon 
have colored newspaper pages for years. 
Wo politician In recent times has been 
subjected to so niucn analysis of his 
meanings and motives. And no politician 
within memory has been attacked so 
brutally by those editorial cartoonists 
who dip their demagoguery In India Ink 
(or charcoal If that’s their tool). When 
Mr. Nixon lost his temper with the press 
after his defeat In the California guber­
natorial race of 1902, hla eruption was 
not entirely without cause.

Nor has Mr. Nixon’s wife been spared. 
In 1960 she was i^aracteiTzed as a plain 
Jane with an unbecoming amount of am­
bition and chattlnessv a woman whom 
women’s page reporters ridiculed for her 
conventional clothes. In 1968 many of the 
same pussycats rebuked her for taking a 
back seat during her husband’s success­
ful Presidential campaign.

Thus it Is small wonder that President 
Nixon has taken pains to fly over the fe­
doras at the press corps by addressing 
the nation on television when major is­
sues are at stake. To do this he has hired 
skilled television people to oversee his 
makeup, to*hide those dark, sub-surfaee 
whiskers that the TV camera exposes. 
He has been advised, too, on how to 
stand, what to M  with his hands, and 
how to address thithe caniera.
\ And for this sort of tWng he also has
been ciTtlcized. One enterprising Individ 
ual has jeven written a book on the "sell­
ing" offMr. Nixon.

Considering the barrage he and his 
family have suffered over the years, it's 
not necessary to cotton to all aspects of 
the Nixon style to admire the technique 
of his rebuttal.

By talking directly to the people over 
television during the evening hours, the 
President has outflanked many of the 
knife-wleiders who report his doings. 
TTieir fr^tratlon must be immense. And 
Mr, NUon’s satisfaction must Indeed be 
hearty—and deserved.

BEIRUT, Lebanon — Chaotic 
power struggles are corroding 
the effectiveness of the much 
vaunted Palestine liberation or­
ganizations, thus Justifying Is­
rael’s conviction that there is 
little but pinpricks to fear from 
the fedayeen commandos.

The debilitating political war­
fare, both internally and be­
tween various commando or­
ganizations, is nowhere more 
apparent or significant than 
here in Lebanon.

Three months ago Lebanon 
tottered on the brink of revolu­
tion as its small army battled 
commandos from Syria. Today 
the deepening conflict between 
the Syrian-backed Al Saiga and 
Yassir Arafat’s El Fatah, (the 
most genuine of all Pales­
tine liberation movements) has 
had the effect of strengthening 
Lebanon’s Moslem population.

Fragmentation of viciously 
competing liberation outfits Is 
partly the result of political 
radlcalizatlon. Arafat’s El Fa­
tah, for example, began with a 
single non-ideological goal —re­
gaining Arab homeland in Pal­
estine by driving Israel out.

But today Arafat, o n c e  
regarded as the radical ex­
ponent of liberation, has been 
far outflanked by three other 
revolutionary g r̂oups:- The Sy­
rian-backed AI Saiga, the Iraqi- 
backed Arab Liberation Force, 
and the Popular Front for the 
Liberation of Palestine, bossed 
by Gborge Habbas. Habbas is 
a Palestinian Christian with a 
doctrinaire revolutionary Ideol­
ogy that aims at radicalizing

the political and social struc­
ture of the Arab world. To Hab­
bas the liberation of Palestine 
Is secondary to the Arab politi­
cal revolution.

Accordingly, while Arafat’s 
commandos concentrate on 
raids across the borders of Is­
rael to drive Israel out of the 
territories captured In the 1967 
war, Habbas’s PFLP prosely­
tizes tens of thousands of PtU- 
estine refugees in their camps 
here in Lebanon, preaching so­
cial revolution.

Arafat is more than willing to 
accommodate his liberation 
struggle to the political realities 
of Lebanon. Rather than tear 
down the fragile political struc­
ture of Lebanon, he would make 
It his ally in the battle against 
Israel. Habbas’s PFLP has no 
Interest in preserving Lebanon. 
His object is revolution.

The Syrian-backed Al Saiga 
commandos, fed and paid by the 
Syrian Baathlst government (a 
leftist socialist regime) are al­
so Involved far more in opera­
tions against the Lebanese gov­
ernment than against Israel. 
Their goal is the export of Baa- 
thlt ideology and the subver­
sion of Lebanon. Israel can wait.

Competition between these

two organizations for the hearts 
and minds of the refugees Is 
Intense. With the government It­
self totally excluded from any 
control inside the refugee camps 
(which contain some 90,000 of 
the total 230,000 Palestinian ref­
ugees In the Lebanon), compet­
ing organizers for the PFLP and 
Al Salgu run the camipa like ex­
traterritorial enclaves. T h e y  
and other extremist liberation 
movements now control f a r  
more than the 30 per cent of 
the refugees. Thus Arafat’s El 
Fatah Is losing out to the radi­
cals. Once the strongest force 
among the refugees here, El 
Fatah now controls not m u c h  
more than 20 per cent of them. 
Once leader of the radicals him­
self, Arafat is being out-radioal- 
ized.

With Arafat limiting himself 
to the single object of freeing 
the Arab homeland of Palestine, 
his financial support natiu’ally 
enough comes from more mod­
erate Arab regimes —Jordan, 
Kuwait, Saudi Arabia, the new 
nationalistic government of Lib­
ya (Intensely hosUle to such 
leftist Ideolo^es as Baathism 
and Soviet Communism) a n d  
the Maghrib states of Algeria, 
Tunisia, and Morocco.

It rather looks to us as If the 
Republican party has decided 
upon the 1970 ticket if. wanU, 
and as If the two men who 
would head that Ucket have 
placed themselves In a position 
where their answer to their 
party’s Invitation is going bo 
have- to be In the affirmative.

That leavee, as we see it, only 
one eipeclally painful problem 
for the party to solve.

That would be the problem of 
dealing with the one full-fledged 
candidacy which has been seri­
ously In the field for a very long 
time spending time and money 
on the chance that the 1970 
nomination for Governor would 
remain an open matter until the .

If he fought 
his way toward a respectaWo 
number of delegates committed 
In advance to him, the party 
leadership might in the end de­
cide to make him Its candidate 
os well.

There are, of course, other 
candidates In the Republican 
field, some of whom have also 
been spending some time and 
some money. But most of these 
have been expecting that they 
might be cut off, on their way 
to the forum, by some sudden 
tidal flow of party support to 
somebody else.

If such cauidldates—Abner Sl- 
bal, Palmer McGee, the perpet­
ual perennial John Lupton, 
Clark Hull, Malcolm Baldridge 
—8 uddenly find themselves

But his greatest supporter to­
day is still Egypt’s President 
Gamal Abdel Nasser who, 
though concerned over Arafat’s 
popularity, is far more worried 
that the hated Baathlsts In Sy­
ria and Iraq might capture con­
trol of the liberation movement.

Despite Nasser’s support, Ara­
fat’s appeal with the refugees 
is declining and he may go the 
way of Kerensky, outflanked by 
the radical extremists. Even if 
he does not, the vicious feuding 
that prevents the Arab countries 
themselves from forming a 
workable alliance, Is one more 
reason why Israel continues to 
hold all the important cards In 
the Middle East today.

It may rtot be easy for Wal­
lace Barnes to be that graceful­
ly noble.

WAR ZONE D, Vietnam (AP) 
— ’The helicopters roared in, 
and like a plague of locusts the 
colonels and majors descended, 
looking for souvenirs for their 
game rooms back home.

Lt. Gen. Julian Ewell, the 
U.S. commander for the 3rd 
Corps vArea, issued an order 
banning ’ ’nonoperational per­
sonnel”  from the Jungled area. 
But that didn’t stop the chair- 
borne commandos zeroing in on 
the huge enemy arms cache un­
covered in the past two weeks 
by South Vietnamese irregulars 
and their Green Beret leaders.

“ I want ejeh of my men to 
get one of these rifles,” he an­
grily told one souvenir hunter.” 
They’re each allowed to take 
one home, and after all, they’re 
the ones taking the chance of 
getting killed to get these rifles.

“ I’m taking Inventory, and if 
I don’t get every one of these ri­
fles back, I’m going to be in 
somebody’s office, and I don’t 
care whose office-it-Is.”

Both Parties Well Know: 
‘Clean Air Means Fotes’

WASHINGTON (AP) — With 
a blitz of riietorlc, action and 
publicity, the Nixon administra­
tion has taken a giant step for­
ward in the undeclared war to 
deprive Democrats of a favorite 
and potent l#sue—the deteriorat­
ing American environment.

The latest move in the Presi­
dent’s environmental drive is a 
37-point message sent to Con­
gress Tuesday, Including 28 pro­
posals for new legislation.

Nixon’s proposals have drawn 
immediate counterfire from 
congressional Democrats, many 
of whom, were identified with 

''‘the issue long before it acquired 
political glamor.

Members of both parties ac­
knowledge that public concern 
—based on scientific cries of 
alarm and buttressed by person­
al experience—has made the 
question of environmental quali­
ty an issue translatable in votes.

Up to the time of Nixon’s mes­
sage, Democrats sounded the 
theme that his program in­
volved more talk than action 
and lacked the muscle' and ihon- 
ey needed to reverse the tide of 
polluted streams, toxic air and 
Indlsposable garbage.

But many now concede pri- 
vataly the new competition to be 
Identified as proenvironment 
will help generate the motion 
needed to pass and fund effec­
tive antlpoUuUon programs.

The possible political Impact

of the issue which for years was 
the concern mainly of a group 
of scientists, was forecast in a 
1966 staff study of the Senate 
Republican Policy Committee: 
"Clean air means votes. Just 
how many votes are Involved 
and where they may be found is 
only now becoming fully appre­
ciated.”

Placing an exclamation point 
on that estimate. Interior Secre­
tary Walter J. Hlckel said re­
cently the political party with 
the beat record on environment 
“ is going to be the party that 
wins the most elections.”

Herb Klein, the President’s 
communications director, while 
echoing Nixon’s State of the Un­
ion statement that better envi­
ronment ” is a cause beyond 
parties and beyond factions,” 
conceded the nation’s ability to 
deal with its surroundings will 
be p>olltlcally Important over the 
next 40 years.

"But you don’t win or lose an 
eleciion on just one issue,”  said 
Klein who has been associated 
closely with nearly ail of Nix­
on’s campaigns.

Partisan issue or not, the en­
vironment in the lost several 
months has spawned new agen­
cies, offices and programs to a 
degree not matched since Presi­
dent Lyndon B. Johnson de­
clared war on poverty.

FT. BEafNING, Ga. (AP) —
Defense counsel for Lt. WiHiam 
L. Galley Jr., in a surprise 
move today, announced it would 
not call his former commanding 
officer to testify on the question 
of "command Influence”  in the 
decision to charge the young 
soldier with murdering 102 Vleb 
umese civilians. '

Col. Lon D. Marlowe Jr.. 55, 
who retired last Nov. 1 had been 
called to testify and was outside 
tlje courtroom waiting to appear 
when George Ljilimer, Galley’s 
cMef defense counsel, made htn 
announcement.

"I ’ve had a chiuicc''lo talk to 
Col. Marlowe, and we’re not 
going to cull him," Latimer an­
nounced to the court.

During a brief recess immedi­
ately afterward, Latimer was 
asked why he did not call Mar­
lowe.
"The reason we didn’t call 
Ool. Marlowe Is because I didn’t 
think We needed him,”  Latimer 
replied.

Marlowe, who was dressed in 
civilian clothes, never entered 
the courtroom.
