CHICAGO (AP) — The gov­
ernment has won a split verdict 
In Us prosecution of seven men 
accused of inciting violence at 
the time of the 1968 Democratic 
National Convention, but de­
fense lawyers plan to contest 
the validity of the federal antl- 
rlot law In higher courts.

A U.S. District Court jury con­
victed five men Wednesday of 
crossing state lines with the In­
tent to incite rioting during the 
convention in August 1968.

But the jury of 10 women and 
2 men acquitted all seven de­
fendants of conspiracy to pro­
mote the bloody confrontations 
between the {xillce and antiwar 
demonstrators.

Two defendants, Lee Weiner 
and John R. Frolnes, were 
cleared of conspiracy and of a 
charge of teaching the use of In­
cendiary devices. Frolnes and 
Weiner both resided In Chicago 
during the sunyner of 1668 and 
were not charged in the indict­
ment with crossing state lines to 
incite rioting.

Convicted were David T. Del­
linger, 64; Jerry C. Rubin, 31; 
Thomas E. Hayden, 30; Abbott 
"Abbie” Hoffman, 31, and Ren- 
nard C. “Rennie" Davis, 29.

Bach man could be sentenced 
to a maximum of five years in 
prison and fined $10,000.

Judge Julius J. Hoffman did 
not set a dale for sentencing.

All seven defendants are 
being held in the Cook Coimty 
jail on (X>ntempt sentences Im­
posed by Judge Hoffman last 
weekend. The sentences ranged 
from 2Vi months to years. 
The judge has refused to grant 
bail on the contempt ebarges 
pending appeal.

The defense lawyers, William 
M. Kunstler and Leonard I. 
Welnglass, also were given pris­
on terms for contemptuous con­
duct during the five-month trial 
—Kunstler 4 years 13 days, 
Welnglass 20 months 6 days. 
The judge stayed execution of 
their sentences to May 4.

Welnglass said late Wednes­
day that he hoped to file a mo­
tion by Friday seeking to have 
admitted to bail the five men 
convicted of Inciting to riot.

He said appeals on the convic­
tions themselves will be filed 
"as s(X)n as possible.”

Although the jury acquitted 
.nil seven men on the conspiracy 
tliurge, Welnglass said the con­
viction on the second count 
would provide an equal test of 
the federal statute’s constUu- 
Uor.allty.

Welnglass declared the stat­
ute "is unconstitutional to begin 
with" and that "there were so

WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen. 
Eugene J. McCarthy charged 
today "the nation is being mis­
led over the Issues at stake in 
Vietnam as it was in 1966 and 
1967.”

Furthermore, the Minnesota 
Democrat said In prepared tes­
timony before the Senate For­
eign Relations Committee, "a 
negotiated settlement of the war 
is possible and the time to seek 
such a settlement is now.”

McCarthy, who recently con­
ferred with North Vietnamese 
and Viet Cong delegates to the 
Paris peace talks, said the Unit­
ed States must make "a basic 
change In policy. Serious nego­
tiations cannot proceed unless 
we are willing to support a co­
alition government to control the 
proce.ss of transition.”

"My conversations with the 
National Liberation Front and 
the North Vietnamese delega­
tion In Paris lead me to believe 
that a political settlement of 
this kind Is possible," he 8,-̂ id.

Wednesday, (he , committee 
heard an extremely optimistic 
report from John Paul Vann, 
who heads the U.S. pacification 
program in the Mekong Delta. 
Vann said he was pessimistic 
before 1968 but now is becoming 
"increasingly convinced" US.

Fulbrtght called Vann's testimo­
ny "very encouraging. " But lat­
er. while questioning a senior 
provincial adviser.

But. McCarthy said, "The 
record of the past suggests that 
Vietnamizatlon will not work."

"Asians would be killing 
Asians with American arms," 
•McCarthy said. ‘"The United 
States would still have moral re­
sponsibility for the war, for con­
tinuing it and sustaining U."

The senator said the Ameri­
can people were distracted from 
making a public judgment on 
U.S. policy in Vietnam in 1968 
by President Lyndon B, John­
son'- decision not to seek re- 
election ,ind the opening of the 
Paris peace talks.

".More recently," he said, 
"they have been distracted by 
limited troop withdrawal, which 
has demonstrated so far only 
that there were too many troops 
in Vietnam in the first place 
and thiy have been distracted 
by the talk of Vietnamizatlon.”

WASHINGTON (AP) Fed­
eral Reserve Board' Chairman 
Arthur F. Bums assured the 
House-Sepiite Joint Economic 
Committee yesterday that "the 
Federal Reserve will do every- 
things In its power to prevent 
a. recession.” “

Hut he said the board will con­
tinue to fight Inflnllon, and he 
cautioned that a recession still 
is a possibility.

“ Ijirgc backlogs of demand 
have been built up in important 
sectors of the economy, so that 
total spending can be expected 
to respond with speed and vigor 
to monetary stimulus,” Burns 
testified.

"But I also want this commit­
tee to know that the board Is de­
termined not to forsake the 
present opportunity to obtain 
control over inflationary pres­
sures."

He said monetary policy must 
stand ready to "adapt quickly to 
unanticipated developments in 
the economy and in financial 
markets.

"At the present stage of our 
battle against inflation, this 
prinelple has particular force. 
The board cannot overlook the 
possibility that the present slow­
down in economic activity, 
which is a healthy development,

may yet be followed by a reces­
sion.

"Monetary policy might have 
to change quickly if that risk 
sliould become larger. There Is 
al.'o the possibility, however, 
that the Inflationary processes 
with which we are dealing may 
prove to be more stubborn than 
we realize."

Burns said If t(x> vigorous a 
rebound in the total demand for 
goods and services were to oc­
cur later this year, as was the 
ease in late 1967 and early 1968, 
"We could lose the battle 
against Inflation that the com­
bined forces of our government 
liave HO eourngeously fought.

"For some time this year, our 
monetary and credit policies 
are therefore likely to tread a 
narrow path between too much 
restraint and too much ease, os 
we go through the transition 
from an overheated economy to 
a path of nonlnflat ionary 
growth."

But he said an casing could 
come later this year.

A tight rein on federal ex­
penditures as called for In the 
Nixon administration’s budget 
for the upcoming fiscal year, 
Burns said, would lay the basis 
for moderation In over-all credit 
conditions.

He said if the economy "fol­

lows the course that I have out­
lined and a diminution of infla­
tionary pressures is realised, 
monetary policy could well 
move os the year progresses to­
ward a posture more nearly In 
keeping with our economy’s ! 
long-run needs for money and 
credit.

"And, os Inflationary expecta­
tions abate, we should see a sig­
nificant reduction In the over-all 
tensions in credit markets, one 
aspect of which would be a 
downward movement of interest 
rates toward historically more 
normal levels.”

Non-Magician Teaching

Freshman Comp, in Paper Masks
By MARGARET AUUSIO 

(Herald Reporter)
If you’ve never worn a 

paper bag over your head 
in an English class, you 
may have trouble a t first 
comprehending J a m e s  
Gardner’s method of teach­
ing freshman composition 
at MCC.

“Make a mask,” the as­
sociate professor said, to a 
surprised class on the firs t 
day, announcing their as­
signment for the next ses­
sion.

"It can. be a fancy mask or 
a simple mask,” (Serdner ex­
plained, “and, as you make It, 
I want you to try to make the 
mask say something about you.”

The class responded as If 
they thought the assignment 
odd, and a few ripples of gig­
gles passed through the room. 
It was obviou3 their class with 
Gardner was going to be uncon- 
vential,—the assignment seemed 
silly—but, at the same time, it 
challenged them.

In the first session, they had 
just viewed an unusual, eight 
minute movie, "The Magician.” 
When Interpreted as an allegory 
on education, the movie ex­
pressed Gardner’s own crit­
icism of education as he sees 
it now, and as he feels strongly 
that it should not be.

"The Magician” seemed to 
say that teachers, like magi­
cians, hypnotize students, trick­
ing them into obedience while 
taking away their own initiative 
and inner direction. S i n c e  
teachers provide all the direc­
tion, the film said, and pupils 
so little, teachers are turning

students into puppets, rather 
than into self-directed hiunan 
beings.

As an introduction to Gard­
ner’s course, in which students 
are to plan their own direction, 
the movie was quite fitting.

’Ihe paper bag masks which 
the students wore at the second 
class session, also fit into Gard­
ner’s theme of student a n d  
teacher role playing.

Waiting for Gardner to ar­
rive a few days later, the stu­
dents engaged in genial, though 
self - conscious, conversation 
about the assignment. ’Then 
Gardner came in and everyone 
sat in a circle for a brief time 
with their masks on. If some­
one didn’t want to do it, he 
wasn’t forced to.

'The masks came off, and the 
class split up into small groups 
to get acquainted.* ’They came 
back together again in a circle 
and each took a turn talking to 
the rest. One thing each h a d  
to explain was why he wore or 
did not wear a mask.

Gardner explained that his 
mask was the mask of a teach­
er, one who supposedly knows 
all the answers; the magician. 
But he had drawn a  question 
mark on the mouth signifying 
that he didn’t really know all of 
the answers, although he could 
perhaps give the class some di­
rection Into the kinds of ques­
tions they might ask.

"I don’t know all the an­
swers,” Gardner said, “and I’m 
sick of having to pretend I do. 
I’m sick of being the magi­
cian.”

Besides getting the class to 
relax, Gardner used the masks 

to symbolically remind students

of the roles they play—teacher 
and student—before going on to 
break down those roles and al­
low new ones. ’These new roles 
would dispose of the teacher as 
the leader in the group, and 
provide for student - directed 
learning.

Gardner said he doesn’t want 
a class in which the teacher 
merely transfers information to 
the students. He told the class 
that, five years after a class is 
taken, research shows that 
"very little” of what factual in­
formation was taught is retain­
ed.

“We need to find out more 
about ourselves,” Gardner said.

What does any of this have to 
do with freshman composition?

After class, Gardner ex­
plained that the students will 
write, but they’ll write on sub­
jects they themselves have 
chosen and investigated. They 
go out into the community to in­
vestigate things like environ­
mental problems, right here in 
Manchester.

Later, the students will show 
their work to each other f o r  
group evaluation.

“If a student knows his writ­
ing is going to be seen by his 
peers,” Gardner says, “he takes 
more care with it than he would 
for a  teacher.”

Gardner also feels that stu­
dents can correct ”95 per cent” 
of their own writing mistakes.

Each student will grade .him­
self, something Gardner consid­
ers Important as “self-evalua­
tion.”

Gardner feels this self-direct- 
'ed method will make education 
more Interesting to students. 
Other teachers, he said, not 
knowing hoiSJ to teach, have cop-

pe<i-out on the responsibility 
with “most resorting to the 
lecture method.”

Considering that students’ at­
tention spans are really no more 
than 30 minutes, Gardner feels 
the lecture method is not getting 
through to them.

Gardner also feels that tra­
ditional approaches to English 
are not suitable at MOC be­
cause many of these students 
had trouble with English in 
high school and felt like failures.

“English has been an em- 
barassing set of circumstances 
for them,” Gardner says, ” 'n 
which they’ve had to exhibit 
themselves and fall.”

In his self-directed, self-eva.- 
uative approach, Gardner main­
tains, students do not fail; they 
build up “self-assurance and 
self-confidence.”

Keeping the movie, ’"The 
Magician,” in mind, Gardner 
gives further reasons for self- 
directed learning: “The system 
teaches people to be dependent 
upon the teacher for evaluation. 
’Then, after 12 years of this in 
public school and two In com­
munity college, the students go 
out and have to evaluate for 
themselves.”

But they can’t, Gardner says. 
If they’ve never been trained 
to. Many of them, he maintains, 
spend the rest of their lives 
worrying about “what the 
neighbors think.”

He is also afraid that with­
out a self-directed education, 
students will stop educating 
themselves after college, not 
knowing how. They’ll be bored, 
Gardner says, because they’ll 
never have learned how to plan 
their own time.

“Students have got to learn 
how to manage their own time,” 
Gardner says, “and how to 
handle themselves without hav­

ing other people to push them 
around.”

He says that some of the stu­
dents in his class get hostile 
after awhile if he just sits there 
without providing direction.

“It creates such anxiety,” 
Gardner says. ’"They really get 
uptight.

“Slowly they begin to 
realize,” Gardner explains, 
“that they’ve got to make some­
thing happen.”

’This will prepare them for 
later in their lives, Gardner 
says, when they will be forced 
to plan their own time and di­
rection.

“If the class works,” Gardner 
says he will still be in the class­
room but, “I will disappear as 
the magician.”

“I’ve had several patients 
who were compulsive weekend 
skiers.” she says. “Compulsive 
weekend skiers feel miserable 
about even one single missed 
ski weekend, but they do not ski 
because they enjoy the sport. 
They feel they must keep on the 
slopes or in the lodges in order 
to find a companion.” Men 
know this, she claims, and it 
makes the girls seem less at­
tractive because they are wear­
ing a psychological badge read­
ing “desperate.”

Dr. Bronner-Huszar tells of 
one attractive patient who used 
to belong to a ski club and took 
pride in the fact that she never 
missed a ski weekend. “Unlike 
the snow bunnies—those beauti­
fully garbed gals who spend the 
weekend in the lounges without 
ever putting on a pair of skis, 
my patient was a competent 
skier,” comments the young, 
red-haired psychiatrist.

’’Unfortunately her pursuits 
led nowhere except down the 
slopes. It wasn’t until she finally 
realized that the ski club consti­
tuted, for her, only busy com­
pulsive work that she was able 
to break the pattern.” As a 
postscript to the case. Dr. Bron­
ner-Huszar notes that today her 
former patient skis quite often 
—with her future husband.

How does one break the ties of 
the "ski weekend syndrome?”

Dr. Bronner-Huszar says the 
most important step is deter­
mining whether you fit into the 
category. This requires honest

self-evaUmtlon. "If you enjoy 
skiing, fine. Continue and by all 
means genuinely enjoy it,” she 
advises. “But not weekend after 
weekend, come hall, snow or 
earthquake!”

Cultivating acquaintances out­
side the confines of your skiing 
circle is exceptionally impor­
tant. “And this doesn’t mean 
Just meeting more men. Seek 
out friendships with other wom­
en. Through members of the 
same sex, you often meet pros­
pective partners of the other 
sex, too,” she explains.

Next Dr. Bronner-Huszar. ad­
vises taking a long look at your 
past and current male friends. 
"What are your relationships 
like—one-night stands, six- 
month heartbreaks, or deep, 
warm, close long-lasting ones?” 
she asks.

If they fall into the first two 
categories, she says it is essen­
tial to find out where you are 
going wrong. “Unless a person 
understands why he makes mis­
takes, he will constantly repent 
them, get involved with the

wrong partners, imder the 
wrong circumstances and In the 
worst |x)SHlble fashion,” she 
rautlons. “The wrong b ehav io r 
patterns must be broken.

"If necessary, seek help fi^m ’ 
friends, parents, relatives, or 
falling that, a psychiatrist,”

Dr. Bronner-Huszar adds, “In 
order to establish a really 
meaningful relationship, one 
must be able to contribute one’s 
own share. A worthwhile person 
wouldn’t want someone who is 
self-centered, unstable, inade­
quate, bypassed by anyone de­
sirable and worthy.”

Most important, she tells ' 
women never to put themselves 
in the position of being leftover ' 
—particularly at a ski resort. 
“She who is leftover at the 
American ski weekend scene is 
in danger of feeling very much 
leftover, the leftover of the lef­
tovers . . .This does not have to 
be the case. The smart ski 
weekender cim learn to enjoy 
the sport, like and love in a lib­
erated, rational fashion,” she 
says.

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“I don’t  call th a t effec­
tive teaching a t all,” said 
Albert Smith when asked 
about James Gardner’s 
self-directed approach.

Smith, a renowned tradi­
tionalist with some 56 
years of teaching experi­
ence, is one of four litera­
ture teachers a t Manches­
ter Community College — 
two presently teaching 
Freshman Composition — 
who volunteered opinions 
of James Gardner’s tech­
nique.

The purpose of the course is 
outlined in a directive to teach­
ers from the department chair- ’ 
man. D r . Robert Richardson. 
’The course should, says the di­
rective, convince the student 
that it is difficult but not im- 
poeslble, “to communicate 
exactly with the written word,” 
and should “nurture in the stu­
dent a respect for the effective 
use of words, whether his own 
or others.”

“How much grammar did you 
hear discussed in Gardner’s 
class?” Smith asked. “How 
much spelling?”

Although he would not teach 
the way Gardner does. Smith 
thinks students should be ex­
posed to vgstly different te^ch- 
Ingapproaches and approves 
of MCC’s “democracy” , In its 
English department. He feels 
students will not leam much if 
they experience only one style 
or jgiiloeoirfiy of teaching.

Smith’s own course Is planned 
in detail before the semester be­
gins, he says. Ihe students are 
all assigned some 30 to 32 es­
says to read.

Smith doesn’t think students 
can direct their own education, 
he says, because “most people 
that age haven't developed that 
much personality and so they 
have to read to develop it.”

When told about the paper bag 
masks. Smith replied, “T h i s  
isn’t kindergarten, this is col­
lege. I would do that with my 
children, but not with ladies 
and gentlemen.”

Does he hold the attention of 
is classes? After all,.his years 
of experience. Smith s a y s ,  
“more than most, I can hold at­
tention.”

Does he reach his students as 
effectively as Gardner does? 
“He reaches a few and I reach 
a few myself.”

Another Freshman composi­
tion teacher-, who asked to re­
main unidentified, says Gardner 
employs too many unnecessary 
gimmicks to get his classes to 
relax.

“I don't think you have to go 
through all this to reach the 
kids and make them relax. I 
think Gardner himself wears a 
mask and so he assumes that 
everyone else does.”

"Even though he says he’s 
having them think for t h e m- 
selves,” this teacher continues, 
“he’s trying to mold them a lot 
more than I would. He's in 
hopes of having them be differ 
ent people when they leave his 
class . . . but it’s his idea of 
what makes a better person.” 

Gardner’s students are not 
really learning how to write, 
this teacher insists. '

“I’m trying to make mjr stu­
dents relaxed about any wHtihg 
they mi'’ht encounter in college 
and in later life.”

Should Gardner’s course per­
haps be separate, not a Fresh­
man composition pourse?

“-Yes. Gardner’s course Is 
like saying ’You don’t get 
enough creativity in elemen­
tary school, therefore we’re go­
ing to skip long division.”

Mrs. Susan Plese, who taught 
an encounter-type freshman 
composition course in the fall, 
thinks Gardner is doing a good

job but says she herself finds a 
need for some order and direc­
tion from the teacher.

Her students experimented 
with various forms of sensitivi­
ty exercises including non-ver­
bal communication, which she 
feels helped cure the “lack of 
imagination in their writing.” 
The sensitivity exercises came 
after some four weeks of class­
es during which time she was 
able to investigate individual 
writing weaknesses, Mrs. Plese 
said.

’"They were more receptive 
»afterward toward looking at 
things in a different way’* she 
says. “There was more thought 
in their papers and they saw 
things below the surface that 
they hadn’t seen before.”

Would she let the students 
totally direct their own classes?

"My kids were too young. 
They needed some :;ort of di­
rection, otherwise they probably 
wouldn’t have done anything at 
all.”

But Mrs. Plese feels that even 
Gardner's classes are not to­
tally student-directed—that, just 
by being there, Garttner is pro- 
vi'i'ng some form of direction, 
cuhtle though it may be.

Dr. Richardson, who tried 
.seme student-directed learning 
in a more advanced literature 
cla's of his own, thinks it’s an 
“exciting idea. When I refused 
to play the part' of tpacher, the 
students went on to do sbmTe in­
teresting things in literature.”

He wonders if Gardner’s tech­
nique belongs in "what’s basi­
cally a skill course like Fresh­
man composition” but feels it 
does have its place at the col­
lege, perhaps in hunianities.

Like Smith, Dr. Richardson Is 
glad MCXt’s president. Dr. Fred­
erick W. Lowe, “encourages 
such innovative activity”" and 
finds that,, the freedom allowed 
Gardner is helping to create an 
’texclting climate” at the col­
lege.

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
Connecticut health and fire of­
ficials have ordered nursing 
homes, hospitals and other 
health care institutions to stop 
installing rubber-backed rugs 
because their use was cited as 
a factor in a deadly Marietta, 
Ohio, nursing home fire last 
month.

The Ohio fire on Jan. 9 took 
the lives of ,32 patients. All died 
from asphyxiation after inhal­
ing dense black smoke. Investi­
gators blamed burning rubber 
carpet backing for much of the 
smoke.

The Connecticut Health De­
partment and the state fire mar­
shal, who have urged the use 
of carpets with nonrubber back­
ing for some time, made the 
recommendation an order Wed­
nesday.

The order involves all new 
carpeting put down from now on 
and will not Involve carpeting 
already in place.

It wius announced by State 
Police Lt. Richard Mulligan, the 
slate fire marshal, and Kenneth 
Alexander, chief of health facili­
ties construction In the State 
Health Department.

Both men said they have 
studied complete reports on the 
Ohio fire.

Alexander said the .Marietta 
nursing home was built under 
standards that would have been 
unacceptable In Coimectlcut- 
that, among other things, Con­
necticut officials would have re­
quired that it have a complete 
sprinkler system and srtf-clos-
Ing barrlef doors.

The Chicago Trial
No m ere process of verdict and sen­

tencing can ever really  w rap up the Chi­
cago trial, and one even doubts that the 
Supreme Court of the United States, if it 
is finally called upon to render the final 
judgm ent, will ever be able to penetrate 
the mingled sham es and distortions of 
the c!ise and come up with the healing 
language and opinion which might really  
close it.

What happened in Chicago itself w as 
an inevitable conflict between revolu­
tionary forces looking for headline action 
and a police force which was in a  mood 
to give it. In  the end, both rioted togeth-

What has happened In the Chicago
trial has been im unhappy conspiracy be­
tween way - out revolutionaries de ter­
mined to discredit the judicial system  it­
self and a  judge who sought to defend 
the system by the most injudicious kind 
of conduct on the bench. The result has 
been to make the whole trial seem  a  dis­
grace and to raise g rea t question w heth­
er if the trial h.ad been conducted by de­
position and brief instead of by court- 
i-oom circuses, the verdict would have 
been the sam e.

The position in which Judge Julius 
Hoffman found himself in this trial was 
adm ittedly not an easy one. H e w as con­
fronted by defendants who w ere much 
more eager to ruffle him and debase the 
very system  of justice than they were to 
defend them selves. Some o ther judge, 
perhaps, might have been able to re ­
spond to such ii challenge w ith more dig­
nity, poise, and self-control, and thereby 
have given the system  of justice better 
protection.

As for the defendants,' who have taken 
such fiendish joy in showing the ir con­
tem pt for the robe and the court in Chi­
cago, it will be interesting to see w heth­
er ttiey w ant to close the story now by 
serving their time while they howl about 
injustice, or appeal to a new court and to 
new robes as if they believed in the ulti­
m ate fairness and accuracy of the 
American system  of ju.stiee a fte r all.

What Japan  should really do, to please 
ns. would be to cut down its own steel 
production to just a  shade less than 
Japan  needs for itself, so that Japan 
would need to buy a little steel, eilch 
year, from us. s

If all th is sounds slightly moronic, that 
is because lliat is what It is.

Frinclple.s tha t mflght,/make more 
sense a re  continually being thrust up in

debate and proposal. A Mid -.America 
World Trade Conference a t Chicago the 
other day heard speakers recom m end 
that we develop a  "global village" con­
cept of business in which all .kinds of 
eouritrios would cooperate together, ac ­
cording to their capacities, , In m eeting 
common needs. And over In Geneva the 
organization known ns GATT, or the 
General A g r  e c m e n I on Tariffs, and 
Trade, has been urged, nt its annual a s­
sem bly. to organize itself for a  m ajor 
as.-mdt on the rem aining trade  b iu riers 
in the world.

But even while such speeches w ere be­
ing made, and the theoretical advan­
tages of turning this into a one m arket 
world were being discussed, the real ac ­
tion on the home front wius to be found 
down in Washington, where officials 
from 40 American gtcel com panies ex­
horted the Comm erce D epartm ent to be­
gin restricting  exports of iron and steel 
scrap  to other countries in order to p re­
serve our own supply to  ourselves, nt 
cheap»'r prices.

We keep talking about lowering nation­
alistic trade walls, but our first Instinc­
tive reaction to trouble of any kind is to 
try  to use a wall to protect o r improve 
our own position a t the expense of some- 
-body else. We have twentieth century 
talk, eighteenth century perform ance.

Ventilated And Busy
"The ventilated and busy spirit docs 

not need drugs o r general naughtiness."
That w as the gently busy spirit of 

Agnes de Mille, choreographer by pro­
fession, whole woman, including philos­
opher, by avocation, testifying before 
Congress in support of more appropri­
ations for the arts.

If the m em bers of Congress have any 
saving sense a t all, they will do w hat the 
lady says.

Art, she said, is not only a  nation's 
avenue and instrum ent of education and 
communication, but its therapy.

If a r t  is not allowed to contribute its 
g rea test potential, and society does not 
find such a  ca thartic  outlet for Its emo­
tions and feelings, then society will 
break out into im proper pa tte rn s of be­
havior and release, which, she said, is 
w hat "ou r youth is doing today."

"The P u ritan s,"  said Miss de Mille, 
"turned to w itchcraft, and, b ear in mind, 
it w as the children who sta rted  the ac­
cusations. Our children a re  turning to 
the happy pills, in an  agony of disap­
pointm ent and distrust and for w ant of 
any better m eans of using the ir energies 
and exercising their emotions.

"The ventilated and busy sp irit does 
not need drugs or general naughtiness.”

How Miss de Mille ever concocted a 
phrase as gentle a s  "general naughti­
ness" to cover the youth-created head­
lines of our tim e we will never know. 
Perhaps it dates her, hopelessly. But we 
have a  feeling that if the youth of today 
ever does succeed in finding its own real 
bag, it is going to be because the therapy 
of a r t has revived the concept of a 
"ventilated  and busy sp irit,"  too free 
and open and exciting to leave much 
tim e for knocking things down.

Nuances In Court
Old tr ia l reporters often complain that 

television and movie courtroom  scenes 
a re  naive and m elodram atic because the 
directors and the w riters never seem to 
have seen "the real th ing.” W hatever 
else m ay be said about the Chicago trial 
of the radicals and yipples who a r e  
charged w ith conspiring to produce chaos 
a t the 1968 D em ocratic Convention, it is 
exhibiting a  unique range of courtroom 
behaviour.

Shouting, stam ping, and the sum m ary 
hauling off of witnesses, as well as spec­
tators, a re  by now regulation procedure. 
Allen G insberg j>ersisted, over t h e  
judge’s groaning admonitions, in ex­
pounding Hindu philosophy and reciting 
guru chants.

One redoubtable yippy so successfully 
frustra ted  any exchange of dialogue be­
tw een the principals that Judge Hoffman 
had him bound and gagged. He w as back 
again  the o ther day, considerably sub­
dued and breathing easier.

But when N orm an M ailer, the novelist 
and high priest of the literate Left, was 
called las t week the judge m ust have 
been relieved to think that a t last the 
court would h ea r from a  precise and re ­
sponsive witness. But M ailer is nothing 
if not a  whole m an. He is the sam e at 
breakfast and on the stand as he is in a 
fight o r on the printed page. Time and 
again  the judge asked him to edit his 
soaring expositions of the "beautiful” 
Chicago plot that J^ rry  Rubin, the yippy 
leader had unfolded for him.

M ailer found this time-honoured dis­
tinction between evidence and hearsay 
"rid iculous" and ho went on refining 
and adum brating  and orating  with a 
Shakespearean wealth of im agery and 
nuance. The judge urged him to stick  to 
the facU. "The facts, s ir ,” said Mailer,

re nothing without their nuances.”

jaybe, ' maybe, thought,-the judge, but 
he appealed to M ailer on b ther grounds: 
“ You’re too high priced a w riter to give 
us all this detail for free. Ju s t answer 
the questions.”

Unlike m any of w hat a re  technically 
known as "unfriendly" w itnesses. Mailer 
did not then insult the judge or la te r be­
little him . It takes a  pro to spot a  pro. 
ludge Hoffman, he told a  news confer­
ence la ter, "is a  fast-m oving feather­
w eight w ith a  m arvellous Jab who never 
gets his left out of your face ."—ALI­

BONN — A crisis over the in­
evitable U.S. decision to w ith­
draw  troops from NATO by late 
1971 is a lready  building up a  full 
head here, w ith  som e top of­
ficials in the new governm ent 
of Chancellor Willy B randt
ominously w arning that a  m ajor 
troop cut would be the first 
step  tow ard  “Finlandizing"
West Germany.

This m eans that, if P resident 
Nixon pulls back anything more 
than a token force of 20,000 to 
30,000 of the nearly  300,000 U.S. 
troops here. West G erm any
could go the way of Finland. 
While no Cum m untst satellite  of 
Moscow, F in land’s every move 
is dom inated by the Soviet 
Union.

This grave view, obviously 
exaggerated to m ake the point, 
is now being privately discussed 
both in B randt’s governm ent and 
in B randt’s  Social D em ocratic 
party . I t  is based on th is con­
viction : T hat a  U.S. troop cut, 
spurred  by a yearning for d is­
engagem ent would have a 
“psycho-political” reaction guar­
anteed to suck West Germsiny 
gradually  out of its W estern 
orbit.

In short, it would be univers­
ally regarded as only the first 
step in a un ilateral U.S. fall­
back, to be followed by a second 
;uid a th ird  step, while to  the 
east the Soviet Union retained 
its  30 to 32 divisions intact.

Moreover, the prospect of a  
m ajor U.S. troop cut terrifies 
Chancellor B rand t’s highly ca­
pable m anager of ostpolitik—the 
word used to describe B ran d t’s 
diplom atic and economic probes 
in Moscow, W arsaw, and E ast 
Germ .any.

Again, the reason is not tha t 
a  loss of, say  one of the five 
NATO divisions would in  itself 
vitally affect the m ilitary  bal­
ance. It would simply change 
the already overwhelm ingly pro- 
Soviet ra tio  of ground forces— 
now six-to-one—to perhaps sev- 
en-to-one, scarcely  a  ca ta s­
trophic change. The reason is 
both psychological and political. 
By signalling U.S. w ithdraw al 
sym ptons, i t  would weaken 
Bonn’s bargaining power and en­
courage Moscow -s^which con­
trols all the CommunistN:oimter- 
moves in Bonn’s new gam e of 
ostpolitik) to play an indefinite^ 
waiting gam e.

But worse still, a  more-than- 
token w ithdrawal of U.S. forces 
would totally  wreck another 
B nindt schem e; His call for bal­
anced, m utual reduction of 
forces in C entral Europe. If the 
W est s ta rts  w ithdrawing uni­
laterally, Moscow’s W arsaw 
P ac t has everything to gain 
from sitting tight.

The new G erm an governm ent 
is well aw are that economic 
factors in the U.S. are  a m a­

jo r reason for troop-withdraw­
al p ressures, quite ap a rt from 
neo - isolationism. About one- 
half the one billion do llar bal- 
ance-of-payment loss tha t the 
U.S. now takes in W est Ger­
m any comes from sa lary  pay­
m ents to NATO-employed G er­
m an civilians and other house­
hold costs such a s  u tilities and 
construction. G erm an agree­
m ent to absorb that half-million 
dollars would sharply ease the 
economic pressu re  for a  troop 
cut.

But Defense M inister Helm ut 
Schmidt is against tha t fo r po­
litical debate in the Bundestag, 
with opposition leader Franz- 
Josef S trauss dem anding th a t 
any such huge addition to  de­
fense costs be used to 'build up 
the G erm an arm y.

Likewise, B rand t’S economic 
advisors a re  against i t  on 
grounds tha t the federal budget, 
already fattened to  carry  out 
B randt’s pledge for m ajo r re ­
forms in G erm any’s dilapidated 
educational structure, could not 
absorb such a  cost w ithout risk­
ing inflation o r a  cutback in do­
m estic reform s. Those a re  risks 
B randt won’t  accept.

Although som e of the econo­
mic argum ents against a  la rg er 
G erm an share  of NATO costs 
are  poor-mouthing, there  is no 
poor-mouthing about the psy­
cho-political effect of a  substan­

tia l U.S. troop  cut. To a  man,- 
the best W estern Strategists 
here  agree th a t it  could be ca­
tastrophic.

T hat is why Chancellor 
B randt, with the concurrence of 
U. S. A m bassador Keimeth, 
Rush, is being strongly pushed 
to add the troop-cut question to 
the agenda of his April talks 
w ith M r. Nixon. The G erm ans 
have no c lea r idea of ■what Mr. 
Nixon is going to do and Mr. 
Nixon has no c lear Idea of 
w hat th e  G erm an response will 
be. Considering the enormous 
stakes, tha t Is a  dangerous 
s ta te  of affairs .

W hat Republican S tate C hair­
m an  H ausm an has now done 
has been to m ake him self the 
first sta te  political figure, in 
either party , to  dignify the can­
didacy of State Senator E dw ard 
M arcus by paying some d irect 
attention  to  it and by acting  as 
if som e of his sta tem en ts w ere 
w orthy of an" answ er.

We are  cynical about Haus- 
m an 's motivation. We think 
tha t, In conferring the blessing 
of his recognition upon Senator 
M arcus, he Is dellberaately  
try ing  to boost the particu lar 
candidate for the United S tates 
Senate who can cause m ost 
trouble for the D em ocrats.

Blit, although there seem s no 
necessity  to w arn H ausm an 
against losing his heart to  M ar­
cus, a s  he did to Dem psey, he 
still had  better be w arned  tha t 
he m ight lose his schem e too.

I t  is all very  well, for added 
concern and confusion am ong 
organization D em ocrats, to  help 
M arcus build up th a t bold Illu­
sion of his. In which he has for 
m any months now been func­
tioning as If he already  -were a 
United States Senator instead of 
m erely  a  sta te  senator. But 
H ausm an should be w arned  tha t, 
a s  som e D em ocrats who once 
thought M arcus could be fun 
have now begtm to discover, 
M arcus has a  habit of tra n s­
form ing the illusion Into som e­
thing th a t is alm ost reality .

The news m edia of the sta te  
seem  as transfixed by every 
s ta tem en t he issues a s  if he 
w ere already  a  Senator a t  Wash- 
ingrton. In  fact, he gets m ore 
state-w ide coverage on national 
issues any day  and any  week 
than  both our real U nited States 
Senators added together.

Such success for his publicity 
has begun to pay off in the 
various polls being taken  to  see 
w hat candidates have gireatest 
recognition am ong Connecticut 
voters.

H ausm an is no doubt entirely  
co rrec t when he calculates that 
giving some added recognition 
to  M arcus is a  stra teg y  which 
con em b arrass  the D em ocrats.

B ut le t him  be w arned. With 
not too m uch m ore help, M u ­
cus m ight em b a rra ss  the Demo­
c ra ts  by w inning th e ir  domi­
nation for the Senate, and  then 
em b arrass  M r. H ausm an by 
winning the N ovem ber election 
too. Nobody loves M arcus, the 
w ay H ausm an and everybody 
loved John Dempsey, bu t M ar­
cus moves up alm ost a s  If they 
did.

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Rogers Morton Sees Country 
Moving Toward Raeial Solution

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
chairman of the Republican Na­
tional Oommittee thinks the na­
tion is moving toward a resolu­
tion of its racial problems that 
will eliminate George Wallace 
as a presidential candidate in 
1972.

In an interview with Uie Asso­
ciated Press, Rogers C. B. Mor­
ton said the policies of the Nix­
on administration are leading 
toward a better environment in 
which there will be less segre­
gated community patterns.

Morton said neither major po-- 
litical party can take comfort 
from the fact that more and 
more Americans are registering 
as independents. Both parties— 
specifically his ojwn—need to 
re-examine themselves and find 
a new- sense of mission, he said.

Morton, who also is a con­
gressman from Maryland, said 
he knows of no plans for Presi­
dent Nixon to go on a political 
barnstorming tour this year on 
behalf of Republican candi­
dates.

And the plight of the Demo 
cratic party concerns him, he 
said, because it might lead to 
government intervention in the 
financing of political cam­
paigns.

Jackson’s sub­
committee is seeking behind 
closed doors to evaluate the im­
pact of the readiness cutback.

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From Your Neighbor’s Kitchen
By VIVIAN F. FERGUSON

Me slento a laa mil mara- 
vlllas! (I  feel just wtmderful 
now). I have just finished a 
delightful Spanish luncheon at 
Raqucl Fialkoff’s. Only a few 
yea'rs ago, she had ^ever cook­
ed at meal in her life. To add 
to the dilemma, she was living 
in a new country.

A pharmacist who owned her 
own drug store, Raquel once 
was a resident of Cuba. Mar­
ried to a physician, • she had 
plenty of househol<f help. Her 
meals were ready and waiting.

Raquel’s dnig store was a 
considerable distance from her 
home in a yery poor neighbor­
hood; The people she serviced 
came to her for more than 
pharmaceuticals. She was look­
ed upon in much the same way 
as the family doctor. Custom­
ers brought her their personal 
problems along with minor 
ailments. The pharmacist de­
lighted in her work. It was a 
rewarding life — helping others. 
She felt good.

Under the Castro dictatorship, 
changes occurred. There was no 
merchandise on the store 
shelves. If a few items could 
be secured, customers queued 
up until everything was gone.

,A police state existed. No 
package could be brought into 
one’s home without the inspec­
tion of the block chairman. Not 
even a dish could be borrowed 
from a neighbor without permls- 
fion. Personal freedom was 
gone, clothing and food were 
rationed. Schools were teaching 
a political philosophy disagree­
able to the Fialkoff family, and 
there were two children. It was 
time to start a  new life.

The head of the family. Dr. 
Ruben Fialkoff, must give up 
his practice as a specialist in 
adult medicine and a teaching 
physician. Required to serve his 
internship and residency again 
in this country, he came to 
Manchester Hospital where he 
is now chief of emergency room 
services. He is also medical 
consultant for disability for 
Social Security at Hartford.

The first purchase Raquel 
made towards her household 
items in the United States was 
an espresso coffee pot so she 
could make strong Cuban cof­
fee. At the time, her husband 
was serving his internship so 
it was just a small pot. All 
personal asset and almost all 
possessions were left behind in 
Cuba, at- the demand of the 
government.

With a twinkle in hts eye. Dr. 
Fialkoff recalls the fried eggs 
and boildd rice his wife was 
preparing like a new bride. He 
teased and chided her until she 
created from . memory the 
dishes she had often observed 
the servants prepare. Arroz con 
Polio (rice with chicken) is a 
Spanish dish that has traveled 
to every country that was 
settled by the Spanish people. 
Traditionally, the rice and 
chicken are served in the same 
dish. Raquel has altered this 
and serves the ^ o  separately. 
She finds the crasjten in the 
United States to be of a dif­
ferent texture than that she 
knew in Cuba. In Spain, the rice 
is colored and seasoned with 
saffron. In Cuba, saffron was 
replaced with bijol (pronounced 
bee-hole). Bijol adds color only. 
It can be purchased here In 
stores catering to Spanish 
clientele.

Cuban food is dominated by 
a few iitdigenous foods. Most of 
the pjopular dishes contain one 
or more of these foods such as 
beans, rice, plantains, chicken, 
pork and seafood. Starchy foods 
are. greatly enjoyed including’ 
black beans (frijoles negros), 
rice and beans, and yuca.

As we enter the Fialkoff 
home, a feeling of welcome Is 
Immediately app>arent. This 
must be the warmth for which 
the Cuban is famous. Spanish 
music played by Percy Faith 
sets the mood. We drink malta, 
a non-alcoholic drink popular 
with the ladies. It tastes a little 
like liquid vitamins. It is given 
to nursing mothers, so it must 
be good for you.

Cuban gentlemen probably 
would choose cerveza (slr-vay- 
sa) beer. On most sp>ecial oc­
casions, sparkling cider impx)rt- 
ed from Spain would be served. 
It most certainly would be pres­
ent on New Year’s Eve just as 
is champagne. Cuban tradition 
commands that 12 graptes be 
eaten at midnight on New

Mix the tomato sauce, pep- 

p>ers, onions in a covered Dutch 
oven. Lightly sprinkle chicken 
with garlic and salt, and adti to 
the pK)t. Cook over medium heat 
one hour; then add wine. Cook 
imtil chicken is done, approxi­
mately one hour more, stirring 
occasionally.

Wash rice in water two or 
three times. Remove chicken 
from px)t, taking a little sauce, 
and place in oven at 250 until 
rice is done. To sauce remain­
ing in Dutch oven, add rice 
and 2% cups warm water. Cook 
over high heat until boiling. 
Add bijol. ’Then reduce heat to 
low and continue cooking, stir­
ring occasionally, until rice is 
cooked. Garnish rice with green 
peas and roasted red p>epers cut 
in strips.

Yuca, also known as cassava, 
manioc, and several other less­
er known names, originated in 
Brazil. It' is a starchy tropical 
vegetable. Mostly, yuca is boil­
ed and served with a sauce. 
’The tuberous root may be serv­
ed in place of potatoes. It can 
be purchased frozen in plastic 
bags at Latin markets.

'Yuca con Mojo 
1% lbs. yuca (cassava)
4 cloves garlic, cut in small 

pieces 
olive oil 
lemon juice

Boil the yuca in enough water 
to cover until tender, about one- 
half hour. Add salt to taste.

Plantains, or platanos in 
Spanish, are another popular 
starchy dish. They resem­
ble bananas but are less sweet 
and usually much larger. The 
plantain may be boiled, baked, 
fried or roasted. While high in 
starch, it is rich in- vitamin 
content.

(P la n ta in s  in  T e m p ta t io n )

4 rip>e plantains 
% lb. butter 

1 cinnamon stick 
% cup dark brown sugar 
% cup sweet wine
Try to buy very rip>e plan­

tains. Peel. Melt butter in fry­
ing p>an at very low heat. Add 
plantains, sugar,, cinnamon and 
wine. Cover pan and cook at 
very low heat until (brown on 
all sides, turning from one side 
to the other. Serve warm.

Fruit dominates the Cuban 
dessert scene. Since fresh 
guava was not available in the 
market, we topp>ed the meal 
with preserved guava and a 
square of cream cheese. Gouda 
is another cheese commonly 
served with guava but I  agfree 
with Raquel that the cream 
cheese is better.

Raquel’s delightful mother, 
Mrs. Anna Levin, makes her 
home with her daughter. Son 
Bernard, 15, attends Manches­
ter High School and daughter 
Pola (Mrs. Joseph Handleman) 
resides in Hartford.

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (A P )— 
Connecticut Blue Ooss reports 
it had operating losses of $10.5 
million during 1969 as it paid 
out $97.5 million to hospitals in 
the state.

’The health care plan was 
granted a 15.6 per cent increase 
in its group rates in December 
1969, and is currently seeking 
a 20.5 per cent Increase in its 
rates for individual subscribers.

The annual meeting of the 
Connecticut Blue Cross Corpor­
ation was held in New Haven 
Tuesday. Board chairman 
James A. German cited con­
tinued increases in the cost of 
health care as the reason for 
the loss, along with an increase 
in hospitalization of Blue Cross 
subscribers.

"Blue Ooss members ac­
counted for 41 per cent of the 
cases handled in Cormecticut’s 
36 general hospitals last year 
and the average length of stay 
was seven days,”  CJerman said.

Blue Cross enrollment reached 
1,566,182 persons during 1969, 
German reported.

Case Against Chicago Seven

CHICAGO (A P )— Judge 
Julius J. Hoffman ruled to­
day that wiretapped con­
versations did not taint the 
government’s case against 
five men convicted o f incit­
ing rioting at the time of 
the 1968 Democratic Na­
tional Convention.

The judge refused to hear fur­
ther arguments from the de­
fense on the issue. His ruling de­
nied a defense motion to make 
public the contents of the wire­
tap logs.

"I  find the electronic surveil­
lance conducted was expressly 
authorized by the U.S. attorney 
general to gather intelligence 
■vital to the security o< the gov­
ernment,”  the-judge said.

"The surveillance was lawful 
and consequently not subject to 
disclosure,”  he added, "The 
hearing requested by tha de­
fense to determine if the sur­
veillance tainted the govern­
ment’s case will be denied."

The courtroom and surround­

ing corridors were quiet In the 
absence of the defendants’ fami­
lies and friends. Only newsmen 
and court officers were permit­
ted In the courtroom.

Five of the seven defendants 
were found guilty Wednesday of 
inciting riots at the time of the 
1968 Democratic National Con­
vention. Each man faces a max­
imum sentence of five years 
and a $10,000 fine.

Judge Hoffman was expected 
to rule today on whether the 
government used wiretapped 
conversations of several defend­
ants to bulwar kits case.

The judge spent most of 
Thursday studying the wiretap­
ping logs, impounded prior to 
the start of the trial.

By rejecting the motion on 
the conversations the judge is 
free to impose sentences.

Two defendants who were 
cleared of all charges by the 
U.S. District Ck)urt jury of 10 
women and 2 men were not re­
quired to be in court for the 
wireitap ruling.

But like their five co-defend­
ants, John R. Frolnes, 31, and 
Lee Weiner, 31, have been sen­
tenced by the judge on contempt 
charges and denied freedom on 
ball.

Frolnes was sentenced to 6*A 
months and Weiner received 2 
months and 18 days. They will 
serve these sentences in the 
Cook County jail.

The defense lawyers, William 
M. Kunstler and Leonard I. 
Weinglass, are free because 
Judge Hoffman stayed execu­
tion of their contempt sentences 
to May 4. Kunstler was sea-f 
tenced to 4 years and 13 days; 
Weinglass to 20 months and 5 
days.

Kunstler said Thursday re­
ports that the jurors compro­
mised on a verdict because of a 
desire to get the lengthy case 
over with would be used in ap­
pealing the convictions. He said 
he would ask the U.S. 7th Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals to allow 
the defense to Interview the ju­

rors to determine whether "they

truly voted their conaclenoea."
A similar request mode 

Wednesday after the verdicts 
were returned was denied by 
Judge Hoffman.

Kunstler referred to published 
reports that a woman juror who 
believed ail seven men were 
guilty of both conspiracy to in­
cite rioting and the act of Incit­
ing rioting, acted as a mediator 
to persuade three jury holdouts 
for acquittal to change their 
minds.

Sources said, the jury was 
deadlocked 8 to 3 in favor of 
(XMivlctlon with one juror indeci- 
slye.

Rhetoric Took the iStand

CHICAGO—"The thought of 

man is not triable,” said an 
English judge during the War 
a t the Roses, "for the devil 
himself knowerth not the 'mind 
of man.”

Had the -worthy jurist been 
in Judge Julius J. Hoffman’s 
courtroom for the past five 
months he might not have been 
80 sure.

BVw the Great Chicago Con­
spiracy Trial was in large meas­
ure a trial of minds, or more 
particularly what lay in the 
minds o f seven men when they 
spoke —

Perhaps more than any other 
case in recent history, it was a 
trial of words and rhetoric and 
what men meant when they 
8i>oke them. The "Chicago 
Seven" were tried as much for 
intending to do something 
wrong as for actually doing it.

To pluck one from thousands 
of examples, what did defendant 
Thomas Hayden mean that hot 
afternoon in August 1968, when 
he declared at the Grant Park 
band shell: "If blood is going to 
be spilled, let It be spilled all 
over the city.”

The government contended he

meant that radical atreef. fight­
ers should spread out into Chi­
cago’s Loop, pillaging and burn­
ing and fighting -with police.

The defense, however, argued 
something totally different— 
that Hayden was -waming his 
friends, some of whom had just 
been dubbed by police, that 
they should not be trapped in 
the pau-k for another bloody 
encounter.

Such ambiguities and conflict­
ing interpretations are strewn 
through the record of the trial 
that ended Wednesday -with a 
■verdict that five of the seven 
men crossed state lines intend­

ing to cause a riot at the 1968 
Democratic National Conven­
tion. Two others were acquitted 
and all seven were found inno­
cent of conspiring together.

Words and the Intent behind 
them played luch a prominent 
role because of the law under 
which the seven were tried re­
quires the government to prove 
the defendants both intended to 
cause a riot when they came to 
Chicago and that they commit­
ted some acts to carry out that 
Intent.

Laird Affirms Nixon Qualms 
On Russian Missile Buildup

Senate Aide in Drug Probe 
Joins Drug Firm Lawyers

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre­
tary of Defense Melvin R. Laird 
said today the Russians are 
speeding expansion of their mis­
sile forces at a pace that "could 
place us In a second-rate strate- 

. glc position”  by the mid-1970s.
“ If the current Soviet buildup 

continues, we will need addition­
al costly steps to preserve an ef­
fective deterrent," Laird told a 
closed-door session of the Sen­
ate Armed Service and Appro­
priations Committees. Ills 167- 
page report was made public by 
the Pentagon.

His report reinforced Presi­
dent Nixon’s waming earlier 
this week that the Russians are 
widening a currently narrow 
lead in intercontinental ballistic 
missiles. Nixon forecast the So­
viet ICBM force could outstrip 
the U.S. force by 1,290 to 1,064 
before 1970 ends.

At the same Ume, Laird fore­
shadowed the administration's 
pitch in favor of expanding the 
Safeguard antimissile defense 
—a pitch aimed at neutralizing 
critlcis’ claims that a broadened 

' ABM would spur the arms race 
and threaten the U.S.-Soviet 
strategic arms limitation talks 
(SALT).

Laird contended that moving 
into a second phase of the Safe­
guard project will "enhance the 
prospects for the success of 
SALT because . it allows us 
to exercise greater restraint In 
matching a continued Soviet 
buildup of offensive systems."

This indicated the administra­
tion plan Involves extending 
ABM protection to at least one 
more U.S. Minuteman ICBM 
base against a jxissible future 
Soviet knockout attempt, thus 
helping^ Reserve what Laird 
called ''̂ a Nprecarious strategic 
balance;

Details of the administration’s

new Safeguard proposal -will be 
given to Congress next week. 
The plan faces heavy opposition 
from senators who narrowly 
missed defeating the first phase 
of the ABM under which two 
Minuteman bases will be shield­
ed.

South’s Senate Busing Rout 
Offset by Victory in House

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Senate has passed a $35 billion 
education aid bill after defeat­
ing Southern efforts to attach a 
provision to ban the busing of 
students to achieve school inte­
gration.

But toe Southern Senate de­
feat Thursday was offset some­
what in the House where Dixie 
forces won their fight to attach 
antidesegrexation amendments 
to a new appropriations bill for 
the departments of Health, Edu­
cation and Welfare and labor.

The House amendments prohi­
bit forced busing-of school chil­
dren, legalize freedom of choice 
desegregation plans and make it 
harder to cut off federal funds 
to school districts not complying, 
with integration orders.

The $19.4 billion HEW-Labor 
spending measure is embroiled 
in another controversy. Presi­
dent Nixon thinks It—like a $19.7 
billioq bill he vetoed last month 
—is still inflationary.

After rejecting Republican 
moves to trim the new version 
to make it acceptable to Nixon, 
the House approved tlie bill 316 
to 81 and sent it to the Senate.

The massive federal aid to ed­
ucation bill-largest ever, to 
pass either branch of Congress 
—sailed through the Senate 80-0 
after the bon-the-bus amend­
ment lost 49 to 36. The legisla­
tion, which goes to conference 
with the House, extends several 
major education programs for 
four years, expanding them in a 
way strongly opposed by Presi­
dent Nixon.

Chances the full $35 billian- au­
thorized bill be appropriated In 
toe 1971-74 period are slim.

Nixon has been seeking u(>out 
one-tliird of money authorized 
for federal education grants. In 
the current year, the authoriza­

tion total for all education pro­
grams is $9 billion. Nixon asked 
$3.1 billion and Congress voted 
$4.2 billion, but the President 
vetoed this as too large.

The Southern senators were 
not shut out completely in ac­
tion on the education bill. 
Wednesday the Senate adopted 
an amendment to require toe 
government to move as hard 
against segregated schools re­
sulting from neighborhood pat­
terns in the North as it has 
against officially segregated 
schools in the South.

The fate of this uniform na­
tional desegregation policy 
amendment of Sen. John Sten- 
nls, D-Miss., now must be set­
tled in the conference. There is 
nothing similar in toe House 
version.

Ervin’s amendment adds the 
words "or to alter the racial 
composition of a school."

Ervin conceded his amend­
ment did not change the power 
of the federal courts to issue or­
ders for various actions—Includ­
ing busing—to overcome de jure 
segregation in toe South.

Of the total new authorisa­
tions in the bill, $26 billion apply 
to toe Elementary and Snc<md? 
ary ^Education Act,' the largest 
federal school aid program.

The measure seeks to expand 
Title I of E8EA, used to im­
prove education for children 
from poor families.
