Wiretapping Did Not Taint 
Case Against Chicago Seven

CHICAGO (A P )— Judge 
Julius J. Hoffman ruled to­
day that wiretapped con­
versations did not taint the 
government’s case against 
five men convicted o f incit­
ing rioting at the time of 
the 1968 Democratic Na­
tional Convention.

The judge refused to hear fur­
ther arguments from the de­
fense on the issue. His ruling de­
nied a defense motion to make 
public the contents of the wire­
tap logs.

"I  find the electronic surveil­
lance conducted was expressly 
authorized by the U.S. attorney 
general to gather intelligence 
■vital to the security o< the gov­
ernment,”  the-judge said.

"The surveillance was lawful 
and consequently not subject to 
disclosure,”  he added, "The 
hearing requested by tha de­
fense to determine if the sur­
veillance tainted the govern­
ment’s case will be denied."

The courtroom and surround­

ing corridors were quiet In the 
absence of the defendants’ fami­
lies and friends. Only newsmen 
and court officers were permit­
ted In the courtroom.

Five of the seven defendants 
were found guilty Wednesday of 
inciting riots at the time of the 
1968 Democratic National Con­
vention. Each man faces a max­
imum sentence of five years 
and a $10,000 fine.

Judge Hoffman was expected 
to rule today on whether the 
government used wiretapped 
conversations of several defend­
ants to bulwar kits case.

The judge spent most of 
Thursday studying the wiretap­
ping logs, impounded prior to 
the start of the trial.

By rejecting the motion on 
the conversations the judge is 
free to impose sentences.

Two defendants who were 
cleared of all charges by the 
U.S. District Ck)urt jury of 10 
women and 2 men were not re­
quired to be in court for the 
wireitap ruling.

But like their five co-defend­
ants, John R. Frolnes, 31, and 
Lee Weiner, 31, have been sen­
tenced by the judge on contempt 
charges and denied freedom on 
ball.

Frolnes was sentenced to 6*A 
months and Weiner received 2 
months and 18 days. They will 
serve these sentences in the 
Cook County jail.

The defense lawyers, William 
M. Kunstler and Leonard I. 
Weinglass, are free because 
Judge Hoffman stayed execu­
tion of their contempt sentences 
to May 4. Kunstler was sea-f 
tenced to 4 years and 13 days; 
Weinglass to 20 months and 5 
days.

Kunstler said Thursday re­
ports that the jurors compro­
mised on a verdict because of a 
desire to get the lengthy case 
over with would be used in ap­
pealing the convictions. He said 
he would ask the U.S. 7th Cir­
cuit Court of Appeals to allow 
the defense to Interview the ju­

rors to determine whether "they

truly voted their conaclenoea."
A similar request mode 

Wednesday after the verdicts 
were returned was denied by 
Judge Hoffman.

Kunstler referred to published 
reports that a woman juror who 
believed ail seven men were 
guilty of both conspiracy to in­
cite rioting and the act of Incit­
ing rioting, acted as a mediator 
to persuade three jury holdouts 
for acquittal to change their 
minds.

Sources said, the jury was 
deadlocked 8 to 3 in favor of

Rhetoric Took the iStand

CHICAGO—"The thought of 

man is not triable,” said an 
English judge during the War 
a t the Roses, "for the devil 
himself knowerth not the 'mind 
of man.”

Had the -worthy jurist been 
in Judge Julius J. Hoffman’s 
courtroom for the past five 
months he might not have been 
80 sure.

BVw the Great Chicago Con­
spiracy Trial was in large meas­
ure a trial of minds, or more 
particularly what lay in the 
minds o f seven men when they 
spoke —

Perhaps more than any other 
case in recent history, it was a 
trial of words and rhetoric and 
what men meant when they 
8i>oke them. The "Chicago 
Seven" were tried as much for 
intending to do something 
wrong as for actually doing it.

To pluck one from thousands 
of examples, what did defendant 
Thomas Hayden mean that hot 
afternoon in August 1968, when 
he declared at the Grant Park 
band shell: "If blood is going to 
be spilled, let It be spilled all 
over the city.”

The government contended he

meant that radical atreef. fight­
ers should spread out into Chi­
cago’s Loop, pillaging and burn­
ing and fighting -with police.

The defense, however, argued 
something totally different— 
that Hayden was -waming his 
friends, some of whom had just 
been dubbed by police, that 
they should not be trapped in 
the pau-k for another bloody 
encounter.

Such ambiguities and conflict­
ing interpretations are strewn 
through the record of the trial 
that ended Wednesday -with a 
■verdict that five of the seven 
men crossed state lines intend­

ing to cause a riot at the 1968 
Democratic National Conven­
tion. Two others were acquitted 
and all seven were found inno­
cent of conspiring together.

Words and the Intent behind 
them played luch a prominent 
role because of the law under 
which the seven were tried re­
quires the government to prove 
the defendants both intended to 
cause a riot when they came to 
Chicago and that they commit­
ted some acts to carry out that 
Intent.

Laird Affirms Nixon Qualms 
On Russian Missile Buildup

Senate Aide in Drug Probe 
Joins Drug Firm Lawyers

WASHINGTON (AP) — Secre­
tary of Defense Melvin R. Laird 
said today the Russians are 
speeding expansion of their mis­
sile forces at a pace that "could 
place us In a second-rate strate- 

. glc position”  by the mid-1970s.
“ If the current Soviet buildup 

continues, we will need addition­
al costly steps to preserve an ef­
fective deterrent," Laird told a 
closed-door session of the Sen­
ate Armed Service and Appro­
priations Committees. Ills 167- 
page report was made public by 
the Pentagon.

His report reinforced Presi­
dent Nixon’s waming earlier 
this week that the Russians are 
widening a currently narrow 
lead in intercontinental ballistic 
missiles. Nixon forecast the So­
viet ICBM force could outstrip 
the U.S. force by 1,290 to 1,064 
before 1970 ends.

At the same Ume, Laird fore­
shadowed the administration's 
pitch in favor of expanding the 
Safeguard antimissile defense 
—a pitch aimed at neutralizing 
critlcis’ claims that a broadened 

' ABM would spur the arms race 
and threaten the U.S.-Soviet 
strategic arms limitation talks 
(SALT).

Laird contended that moving 
into a second phase of the Safe­
guard project will "enhance the 
prospects for the success of 
SALT because . it allows us 
to exercise greater restraint In 
matching a continued Soviet 
buildup of offensive systems."

This indicated the administra­
tion plan Involves extending 
ABM protection to at least one 
more U.S. Minuteman ICBM 
base against a jxissible future 
Soviet knockout attempt, thus 
helping^ Reserve what Laird 
called ''̂ a Nprecarious strategic 
balance;

new Safeguard proposal -will be 
given to Congress next week. 
The plan faces heavy opposition 
from senators who narrowly 
missed defeating the first phase 
of the ABM under which two 
Minuteman bases will be shield­
ed.

The 28-year-old attorney, 
James Duffy, says, however, he 
was unaware the firm^Cra- 
vath, Swaine and Moore—does 
any work, for a drug company.

Even if it does, Diiffy says, he 
will be involved in tax matters 
and corporate law, not drug liti­
gation. ■>

Samuel C. Butler, a Cravath 
partner, aald the firm handled 
some work for Squibb Beech- 
Nut Oorp.’ but toe company was 
"not among our 10 largest 
clients."

He also said the firm does tax 
and general corporate work, but 
does not represent drug compa­
nies before government agen­
cies such as toe Food and Drug 
Administration.

South’s Senate Busing Rout 
Offset by Victory in House

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Senate has passed a $35 billion 
education aid bill after defeat­
ing Southern efforts to attach a 
provision to ban the busing of 
students to achieve school inte­
gration.

But toe Southern Senate de­
feat Thursday was offset some­
what in the House where Dixie 
forces won their fight to attach 
antidesegrexation amendments 
to a new appropriations bill for 
the departments of Health, Edu­
cation and Welfare and labor.

The House amendments prohi­
bit forced busing-of school chil­
dren, legalize freedom of choice 
desegregation plans and make it 
harder to cut off federal funds 
to school districts not complying, 
with integration orders.

The $19.4 billion HEW-Labor 
spending measure is embroiled 
in another controversy. Presi­
dent Nixon thinks It—like a $19.7 
billioq bill he vetoed last month 
—is still inflationary.

After rejecting Republican 
moves to trim the new version 
to make it acceptable to Nixon, 
the House approved tlie bill 316 
to 81 and sent it to the Senate.

The massive federal aid to ed­
ucation bill-largest ever, to 
pass either branch of Congress 
—sailed through the Senate 80-0 
after the bon-the-bus amend­
ment lost 49 to 36. The legisla­
tion, which goes to conference 
with the House, extends several 
major education programs for 
four years, expanding them in a 
way strongly opposed by Presi­
dent Nixon.

Chances the full $35 billian- au­
thorized bill be appropriated In 
toe 1971-74 period are slim.

Nixon has been seeking u(>out 
one-tliird of money authorized 
for federal education grants. In 
the current year, the authoriza­

tion total for all education pro­
grams is $9 billion. Nixon asked 
$3.1 billion and Congress voted 
$4.2 billion, but the President 
vetoed this as too large.

The Southern senators were 
not shut out completely in ac­
tion on the education bill. 
Wednesday the Senate adopted 
an amendment to require toe 
government to move as hard 
against segregated schools re­
sulting from neighborhood pat­
terns in the North as it has 
against officially segregated 
schools in the South.

It's the Costa Mesa “ Happen­
ing.”  a program devised by ad­
ults who want to warn kids 
about drugs, help them kick the 
drug habit if they have It.

Due'to get under way Feb. 28, 
the Happening , will last 12 
hours, offering youngsters a 
chance to dance, hear music, 
but mostly talk with ex-narcot­
ics users, with kids serving jail 
sentences and with each other.

The Happening is the first 
project of a city-appointed 
Clime Prevention CJommlttee. 
City officials allocated $5,200 for 
the event.

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Acquaviva Arrest Protested 
By Photographers’ Group
HARTlfKJRD, Conn. (AP ) — 

A protest has been Hied by a 
regional official of the National 
Press Photographers Association 
over tile way a Hartford Cour- 
ant photographer was arrested 
by Hartford police last week.

Bllery G. Kington, a photog­
rapher for the rival Hartford 
Times and chairman of the 
freedom of information commit­
tee of the photographers' asso­
ciation's New England branch,' 
filed the coipplaint with Hart­
ford's police chief.

H ie Incident to which he re­
ferred was the arrest of Phillip 
Acquaviva, the Courant's chief 
photographer, while he was 
snapping pictures of police ar­
resting motorists caught in a 
radar speed trap.

Acquaviva was charged with 
breach of the peace and reck­
less use of the highway by a 
pedestrian. He was locked in 
a cell for more than an hour 
and said his film was fogged 
and lipped In spots when it was 
returned to him.

“ I wish to protest the way 
the Hartford police officer who 
arrested Acquaviva handled the 
situation." Kington said in a 
letter to Police Chief Thomas 
J. Vaughan. "Published ac- 
counfs of the incident the follow­
ing day, in my view, showed 
that the incident should neve> 
have occurred."

Kington said Patrolman Ray­
mond Rubenbauer should have 
asked Acquaviva for press cre­
dentials when the photographer

identiHed himself. Acquaviva 
said he was never asked for 
credentials.

Police said Thursday that 
they had taken the film from 
Acquaviva's camera, but only 
after he began taking pictures 
in a section of the police sta­
tion where pictures were for­
bidden.

Police said they took the 
camera from the photographer 
and exposed the film when Ac- 
quivava persisted in taking pic­
tures as he was being prepared 
for release in the police station 
bond room.

Kington Said in his letter that 
the camera should have been 
turned over to the police photo 
lab and the film should have 
been removed in a darkroom.

"The officer did not have the 
right to destroy the film," King- 
ton said. " I f  the police wished 
to use the film in a court ac­
tion, it would be a matter for 
discussion with the newspaper 
whose property it was and a 
matter for it to decide."

Kington also said police treat­
ment of Acquaviva at the sta­
tion went "fa r beyond the 
usual" in degrading toe photo­
grapher. ”

Acquaviva had said his wallet 
and paycheck were taken from 
him and were examined by 
police, and he was denied his 
glasses for part of toe time he 
was in toe station.

Acquaviva, 59, has been with 
the Courant for more than 30 
years.

Wicker’s Lament
Tom Wicker of the New York Times 

sat himself down after the Senate had 
adopted the Stennis amendment on seg­
regation and wrote one of the most im­
passioned journalistic condemnations of 
our time.

By this amendment — In which North­
ern school segregation would be treated 
as if it were just as offensive as South­
ern school segregation — Wicker found 
that ‘ "^ e  Senate of the United States 
has now cravenly abandoned the policy 
of racial integration.”

If pressures against integration have 
to be applied equally in North and South, 
he wrote, "then they are not going to be 
applied anywhere, because there is 
neither the manpower, the money, the 
knowledge nor the will to do the job.”  

That, Wicker continued, is what the 
Southern Senators wanted and "what 
their dupes in the Senate have ap­
proved."

The leading "dupe" in the Senate 
would have to be Connecticut’s Senator 
Ribicoff, to whom Senator Stennis gave 
credit for the victory for his amendment.

Later in his article, Wicker referred to 
"the hypocrisy of those Northern Sen­
ators who supported Southern segrega­
tion under the guise of attacking North­
ern segregation. ’ ’

At the end of his melancholy piece. 
Wicker wrote this:

"Poor old Union! Its great and gener­
ous dreams falling one by one to dusty 
death."

Wicker's intense emotionalism in his 
. own conclusion that the cause of integra­
tion is now dead because Senator Ribi­
coff has dared proclaim the North guilty 
too and because the Senate had adopted 
an amendment which would treat segre­
gation the same everywhere. North or 
South, is probably an emotionalism 
shared by many other liberals.

But one might question their authority 
to sell the country short as they do sell 
it short, both North and South.

and Southern segregations are declared, 
evil and equal targets, there should be 
an increased responsibility and zeal for 
remedial action in the North? Could it 
not be that the South, once satisfied that 
it is no longer being discriminated 
against as if it were the only locale of 
racial injustice in this country, would 
get to its necessary tasks with a better 
will and a more positive imagination?

Is it not possible that this whole na­
tion, if it looks at the racial problem 
with a unified appraisal and a unified re­
solve and a unified acceptance of respon­
sibility, can begin to make unified pro­
gress toward the solution of the prob­
lem?

A considerable potential for mischief 
lurks in Senator Rlblcoff's curious alli­
ance with Senator Stennis and other 
Southerners to legrislate against de facto 
school segregation in the North. But it 
could also prove highly salutary provid­
ed it forces an honest new look at the 
basic question of what desegregation 
policies are intended to accomplish.

The underlying question is nothing less 
than the ultimate objective of desegrre- 
gatlon. Do we seek homogenized integra­
tion, with Negroes sprinkled evenly 
throughout the population by coercion if 
necessary? Or is the eventual objective 
the combination of legal equality and 
cultural pluralism through which Ameri­
can society has accommodated other 
ethnic groups?

In education at least, national policy 
has been seeking one objective in the 
South and another in the North, This is 
the real reason Senator Rlblcoff’s 
charges of "monumental hypocrisy" 
ring so disturbingly true. It’s not merely 
a matter of the liberal commentators 
and politicians who decry private 
"academies" in the South but would not 
dream of sending their own children to 
public school in Washington or New 
York. The hypocrisy is not mere postur­
ing but a matter of policy.

In the South, the Federal courts and 
administrators have not been content 
with merely requiring Southern school 
districts to remove legal obstacles to in­
tegration. If actual integration did not in 
fact result, the presumption has been 
that the legal obstacles remain in one 
form or another. As the only acceptable 
proof that de jure segn’egatlon has been 
ended, the South must end the de facto 
segregation also common in the North. 
’Thus while ostensible national policy has 
been equality before the law, the actual 
policy in the South has become integra­
tion for the sake of integration.

Now there is something to be said for 
this double standard, given the jierfor- 
mance of the white ^uth since the 1954 
Supreme Court Desegregation decision. 
Southerners met the decision with the 
doctrine of “ massive resistance,”  the 
first in the series of declarations of civil 
disobedience that have caused so much 
trouble in recent years. Despite occa­
sional geniune efforts at injegration, the 
South mostly has offered one guise or 
another to maintain the old strictly 
segregated ways. Harsher treatment of 
the South is a predictable result of such 
defiance. And while it is punitive, as a 
matter of raw justice the South may 
have it coming.

The problem with punitive policies, 
though, is not that they are always un­
justified but that they are nearly al­
ways self-defeating. In the long run any 
real solution to this nation’s racial prob­
lems depends on keeping nearly every­
one within the political and social sys­
tem. Driving large numbers of people 
into the arms of the George Wallaces 
is not exactly the way to e ise racial 
tensions.

Even more important, punitive poli­
cies exact a toll not only from those 
who suffer them but from those who 
wield them. We are seeing this in the 
confusion that followed the Ribicoff 
speech, and in the danger that the 
North’s guilt will overwhelm its best 
judgment on what he proposes.

WTien Senator Stennis proposes to 
legislate against de facto Northern 
segregation. Senator Ribicoff says hur­
rah. Let’s us—you and me and Sen­
ator Stennis — make integration for the 
sake of integration the poiicy of the 
whole nation and not just part.

Let the nation, in other words, opt for 
homogenized integration and forget 
about cultural pluralism. We do not find 
tfii’s preference a self-evident one. Nor 
do we sense that any such choice has 
been made by American Negroes who 
would have reason to find it condescend­
ing and who talk more and more about 
their own neighborhood schools. Surely 
it is a choice that ought to be made 
only after careful and forthright con­
sideration, not from pangs of guilt. Even 
more certainly, it is not a choice for 
Congress to make unless it is serious, 
as Senator Stennis and his friends as­
suredly are not.

It would be far wiser, we think, simply 
to concede that Senator Stennis has a 
point, and to apply the standard of 
equality before the law in the South as 
well as the North. This need not mean 
the end of all attempts to attack persis­
tent# school segregation, merely the end 
of the presumption that In the South de 
facto segregation is necessarily a cloak 
for de jure segregation. Instead of re­
quiring an affirmative racial balance, 
the Governor would‘ attack .only overt 
obstacles to integration like discrimina­
tory. laws and demonstrable coercion.

’This approach would of course make 
it more difficult for the Government to 
win its lawsuits, but the effect on the 
real underlying probleinv is qui^e another 
question. Particularly since Ithe re­
maining racial) pi'oblems are so much

Idubta matter of personal attitudes, we ddub 
that the nation can make meaningful 
progress with them unless it keeps its 
objectives clear and its ideals unblurred. 
It cannot do that if it resorts to double 
standards.

So national policy ought to seek the 
same objectives and apply the same 
Ideals throughout the nation. And pend­
ing some national decisions far more 
fundamental than the handwringing that 
has .followed the Ribicoff speech, the 
relevant Ideal is not that the law should 
enforce racial balance but that the/law 
should be color blind. — WALL STREET

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WASHING’TON — The new 
low-ideology course about to 
be set at national Democratic 
headquarters is seen in the 
wide support for Robert 
Strauss, Denux:ratic nattonal 
committeeman from Texas, as 
the party’s national treasurer 
to preside over the monumen­
tal $8 mlUion debt.

If the next National Com­
mittee meeting here March 5 
indeed selects Strauss as trea­
surer (and finance chairman) 
and Lawrence F. O’Brien as 
national chairman, the turn 
awhy from highly Ideological 
left-of-center politics presided 
over by Sen. Fred Harris of 
Oklahoma as national chair­
man will be complete. ’The 
O’Brien-Strauss team can be 
counted on to stress nuts-and- 
bolts politics in cooperation 
with the regular Democratic 
leadership in Congress and 
avoid party-siditting ideologi­
cal positions.

Actually, no firm decisions 
have been made for either 
chairman or treasurer. Neither 
O’Brien (who would have to 
close the public relations busi­
ness he has just opened in New 
York) nor Strauss has made a 
final decision. Hubert H. Hum­
phrey, who selected Harris and 
will have the most influence in 
picking his successor, has not 
flatly asked O’Brien to take 
the job.

Nor are these choices com­

pletely unanimous. A few Dem­
ocratic politicians have grum­
bled that O’Brien, national 
chairman during the 1968 Pres­
idential campaign, is a step 
backward and that a fresh face 
is needed. Some liberals are 
bound to object to Strauss as 
an agent of the conservative 
Texas establishment.

Nevertheless, the breadth of 
support for O’Brien has been 
remarkable in a party deci­
mated by Internal disputes the 
past two years. Other leading 
possibilities for national chair­
man — includiniJr, former Gov. 
Richard Hughes of New Jersey 
and National Committeeman 
Jack English of New York — 
have telephoned O’Brien urging 
him to take the job.

Contrary to rumors inside 
the party, Lyndon B. Johnson 
hjas not attempted to block 
O'Brien for the chairmanship. 
Tom Johnson, the former Pres­
ident’s aide, telephoned an 
O'Brien intimate last week to 
make it clear that LBJ holds 
no grudges against O’Brien 
and, in any event, is keeping 
clear of the party leadership 
question. Strauss, a close sû l- 
porter and friend of Johnson, 
has boosted O’Brien for chair­
man behind the scenes.

This lack of open opposition 
reflects not only O’Brien’s un­
matched prestige as a party 
professional but the wide­
spread desire among working 
Democratic politicians to fore­
go the disputatious tone at na­

tional headquarters prevailing 
during the Harris year.

Strauss, in particular, would 
mean a distinct shift in tone. A 
Dallas lawyer-businessman close 
to both Johnson and farmer 
Gov. John B. Connally in the 
past, Strauss is an ideological 
moderate who was increasingly 
critical during 1969 of Harris’s 
leftward drifting.

Like most Texas Democratic 
leaders, Strauss felt that the 
McGovern commission on party 
reform was reading the South, 
businessmen, and moderates 
generally out of the party. At 
the last meeting of the Demo­
cratic National Committee, he 
complained bitterly about the 
liberal bias on the newly select­
ed Democratic Policy Council. 
Since then, he has not been a 
notable enthusiast of the coun­
cil.

Instead-of trying to make pol­
icy as Harris did, however, 
Strauss and O’Brien would try 
to establish close ties with the 
Democratic leadership on Capi­
tol Hill—a function completely 
ignored by Harris. With the par­
ty on the brink of bankruptcy, 
Strauss would be expected to es­
tablish for the first time some 
fund-raising cooperation with 
Capitol Hill Democratic cam­
paign committees.

We also noted that, In th< 
etory, one physician, a »ok 
practitioner In New York, w«i 
purported to have received 91,- 
400,000 for hlB services; and 
thought you would like to  knew 
that the Senate Finance Com­
mittee has shamefacedly ad­
mitted that this was a blooper. 
Actually, it was an unidentified 
hospital in New Yorit City 
which received that amount at 
money, not a physician.

'With all o f this. It Is Inter­
esting to point out that a few 
days prior to the release of the 
Senate Finance Committee re­
port, the Department of Health, 
Education and Welfare also re­
leased some figures which in­
dicated that, of the total pub­
lic health dollar, professional 
charges amounted to 14%. 'nils 
might indicate that the 'Senate 
Finance Oonunittee la preoccu­
pied with zeroing In on a small 
number of physicians whose 
total charges in Medicaid and 
Medicare are not as significant 
in the total public health cost 
as the Senate Committee would 
like our citizenry to believe.

We can understand the em­
barrassment of the Senate at 
having to face up to deficiencies 
in their hurried legtslative writ­
ing, but are not sympathetic to 
their seeking out whipping posts 
os cover-ups, particularly be­
cause It perpetrates the hoax 
that alterations In cerbatn areas 
ot costs will resolve the enor­
mous health care coat problem. 
The same HEW figures to which 
we referred above Indicate that 
the aged, who comprise one- 
tenth of the population, con­
sume one-quarter o f the i>er- 
sonal health care dollar. Their 
stay in any given hospital is 
twice that of persons imder 05. 
Therefore, we believe that Con­
gress should be preoccupied leas 
exclusively wtlh limiting physi­
cians’ fe ^  or services, but 
more with ■writing better laws 
and making better estimates of 
cost.

The Inaccuracies o f such 
committee reports and the re­
petitive implications that physi­
cians are idoleting the law will 
not promote the cooperation of 
physicians so necessary to the 
success o f any health care pro­
gram however much It may 
propel the imposition o f an­
other gigantic plan such as 
National Health Insurance— 
with the same deficiencies In 
preparation as have led to the 
dificulties in the Medicaid pro­
gram. The Senate report be­
comes a deceptive propaganda 
instrument when it speaks of 
"nearly 4,300 doctors” having 
received at least $25,000 with 
no reference to what percent­
age of physicians this repre­
sents (3% ), which of those 
worked in ghetto'''weas, how 
many were recommmded for 
fraud, etc. '

All of us, as taxpayers and 
citizens, vdll have to remem­
ber that medicine is an advanc­
ing technology and that, when 
this is coupled with the rising 
demand of every American for 
top-quality health care, we may 
presume the continuation of 
high medical costs — whether 
they are paid In premiums for 
private insurance or in taxes. 
Oversimplification o f solutions 
may promote votes, but not 
health.

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Black Reparations Demand 
Has Curious Turn-About

NEW YORK (AP ) -W h a t 
some church groups thought 
was going to happen apparently 
won’t, and what others thought 
wouldn’t happen did.

"But for at least one group, the 
Episcopal Church, expectations 
matched the ensuing facts.

That curiously mixed situa­
tion was cited by officials this 
week in describing the after­
math of church actions- concern­
ing the Black Economic Devel­
opment Conference—BEDC.

This Is the organization whose 
controversial "Black Manifes­
to”  demanded multlmllllon-dol 
lor reparations from rellglou.s 
bodies for what It eald were 
past injustices to blacks.

A check with Negro church 
leaders brought out the odd 
turn-abouts In events, partly re­
sulting from the ’ Indirect pro­
cesses used In responding to the 
issue.

Last fall in Indianapolis, the 
policy-making general board of 
the National Council to Church­
es asked member denomina­
tions for $500,000 to support eco­
nomic advancement among the 
poor, with $200,000 of It de­
scribed as likely to go to BEDC.

Blit It won’t, says the Rev. Dr. 
M.L. Wilson, a Baptist pastor in 
Manhattan and chairman of the 
National Committee to Black 
Churchmen, an interdenomina­
tional body if Negro clergymen. 
. “ This money will not be 
^ssed  on to BEDC,’ ’ .he said.

The council board, represent­
ing 33 Protestant and Orthodox 
denominations, had authorized 
the money for the black church­
men’s group, with no strings at­
tached, amid predictions that 
the funds would be passed on to 
BEDC.

There was a "high degree of 
probability”  that this woidd 
happen, insisted one board 
member, the Rev. Dr. George 
G. Beazley, of the Christian

to the move.

HARTFORD (AP)—The Con­
necticut Public Expenditure 
Council said Thursday that It 
costs four times as much to 
keep a woman at the state pris­
on farm in Niantlc as it does 
to keep a  man in a  state Jail.

The council recommended that 
Connecticut consider doing what 
New Hampshire, 'Vermont and 
Rhode Island do with their fe­
male convicts—place the more 
serious offenders a t the wom­
en’s state prison in Massachu­

$5; for amounts greater than 
$5,000, the premium can go as 
high as $10, but no more, effec­
tive March 1.

Consider one situation in 
which the husband opens a $50 
account, the wife another and 
together they open a Joint ac­
count.

For this $150 they receive 
three pieces of cooklngware 
with a retail price estimated to 
be close to $2 each. Since this is 
a commercial bank, they will 
also receive 4.6 per cent inter­
est. Total income: $12.75.

That same $150 Invested with 
out premiums would earn only 
$6.75. The $6 in gifts brings Uie 
effective Interest rate to 8.5 per 
cent despite the 4.6 per cent 
scelllng.

Now that premiums have 
been restricted, the banks will 
have to devise some new instru­
ments for attracting money and 
compensating savers for the rel­
atively low Interest rates they 
can offer.

Unable to raise their rates at 
will In order to attract money, 
they had to devise new ways of 
remaining compelltlve. Some 
dropped charges on checking 
accounts; some forcsook bank­
er's hours for normal 9 to 5 
business days; some resorted to 
premiums, to the tune of $70 
million in 1068.

Munich Digs to Avert 
Drowning in Traffic

MUNICH, Germany (AP) — 
An important event ih the 1972 
Olympics will be an 11-minutc 
run From downtwon Munich to 
the Olympic site 4.2 miles away.

It will be via a new subway 
which this centuries-old Bavari­
an city is building to keep from 
being slowly strangled by street 
traffic.

A test strip is already being 
used and hundreds of workmen 
are toiling to complete the sec­
tion leading to the Olympics. 
George Sarkoezy, a spokesman 
for the subway authority, says 
9.0 miles will be open by April 
1972.

As a corollary the govern­
ment-operated railway system 
is building a 2H-mile tunnel 
through the center of Munich to 
connect its main and east sta­
tions. The railway and the sub­
way will cross and provide con­
nections at Marlenplatz under­
neath Munich’s 100-year-old CHty 
Hall and near such landmarks 
as the Munich Hofbrauhaus.

The Marlenplatz station, 
which will contain the electrical 
brains of the subway system, is 
now a 100-foot excavation. 
Workmen swarm over a .struc­
tural steel skeleton in v.'hich 
four levels of tracks and station 
platforms are taking shape.

The subway construction is 
disrupting traffic. This is a 
headache to Munich officials 
and motorists, but a necessary 
one.

Munich is near Alpine vaca­
tion areas and is a gatewy to It­
aly. It is West Germanys' fast­
est-growing fcUy; The population 
Jumped from a half mllHon in 
,1060 to 1,1 million in 1963 and 1.3 
million today.

Lord Mayor Huns Jochen Vo­
gel says creation of an imder- 
ground transportation sy.stem 
"is one of the conditions for sav­
ing the city center, ns the heart 
of Munich, from drowning in the 
flood of motor traffic.”

The first subway section, due 
to open late next year, will run 
from Goetheplatz in the city’s 
southern section to Marienplntz, 
through the university district 
and to Klefemgarten in the 
north.

Just past the university area, 
the line will branch off to the 
Olympic site. The tunnels are 
completed and now the finishing 
work has to be done.

One three-mile section is al­
ready open for testing, driver 
training and demonstration 
rides. Hundreds of visitors each 
month take a brief ride in cars 
painted blue and white—the col­
ors of the Wittelsbach dynasty 
that controlled Bavaria for 750 
years.

The electronically driven cars 
are 9V6 feet wide, roomier than 
most systems have.

Munlchs’ system is built so it 
can be operated automatically 
without conductors or engineers 
on each train, but it will start 
out with engineers.

DUBLIN (AP) — The Irish 

set a record for their legal argu­
ments today as the Seven Days 
inquiry went into its 29th day 
with no end in sight.

Three Judges are trying to de­
termine whether a weekly tele­
vision program called Seven 
Days told the truth about illegal 
money lending in Dublin. The 
program' on Nov. 11 lasted 30 
minutes, but the inquiry into it 
has now lasted longer than any 
other such investigation in Ire­
land.

The program charged that 500 
Shylocks were operating in Dub­
lin, charging exorbitant interest 
and sometimes resorting to 
strongarm tactics to collect.

The Seven Daysjteam said it 
uncovered its evidence in sever­
al weeks while the police had 
not prosecuted anyone for ille­
gal moneylending for years.

Justice Minister Mick Moran 
denounced the program as a 
"phoney”  and said the produc­
ers hired professional actors to 
masquerade as lenders and bor­
rowers. Radio and television 
t>eing a monopoly ot the state.

Leading members of the Sev­
en Days team have been sub­
jected to long questioning dur­
ing the hearing. Program editor 
Muiris MacConghail spent five 
days on the stand. Reporter Bill 
O’Herlihy, who testified for foui' 
days, said that after the pro­
gram was shown he was threat­
ened, and his boss sent him out 
of town for his own safety.

Nearly a million words of tes­
timony have been heard, com­
pared with the 5,000 or so words 
spoken during the half-hour pro­
gram. With about 30 witnesses 
yet to appear, one court officer 
predicted the-hearing would last 
until Easter.

The previous record for such 
an inquiry in Ireland was a 28; 
day investigation into an air­
plane crash 22 years ago.

In 1658, a few shipwrecked Breton sail­
ors landed at a spot on the left bank of 
the St. Lawrence River. 22 hiiles north­
east of what is now Quebec City. Accord­
ing to tradition, they built a chapel as an 
act of thanksgiving.

That same year, Louis Guimont, a crip­
pled farmer of Beaupre (lovely.meadow), 
during his devotions placed three small 
stones in the foundation of the sailors’ 
chapel, and was suddenly cured.

The first supernatural interventions 
have been followed by countless favors 
and miracles in the more than 300 years 
since then, and have made the Shrine of 
St. Anne de Beaupre the most renowned 
pilgrimage center on the continent.

In recent years, the pastoral setting 
and cures associated with it attract more 
than a million visitors annually. Among 
them are the lame, blind, deformed, and 
spiritually crippled. They come with
canes, on crutches, and in wheelchairs. 
Many of these aids are near the miracu­
lous statue, left by those who arrived 
physically afflicted and went away 
healed.

Construction of the bajrilica began in 
1923. It is 376 feet long, including the 
sacristy; 200 feet wide at the transept; 
and 300 feet high to the cross.

Across the road is the cradle of the 
pilgrimage movement — the original 
shrine — built in 1662, rebuilt in 1676, 
and converted into a memorial chapel 
in 1878. Also on the grounds, nestled at 
the foot of the Laurentian hills, are a 
monastery, hospital, and the Scala Santa.

New Rules in Store 
For Moving Industry

By WILLIAM BARTON 
Associated Press Writer

WASHINGTON (AP) — The 
Interstate Commerce Commis­
sion plans to act next month to 
guarantee Americans on the 
move a fair shake from van line 

^companies that transport their 
household goods.

Claiming the experience of 
moving is "replete with frustra­
tion and disappointment" for 
many householders, the ICC an­
nounced Thursday It will lay 
down tough new regulations the 
first week in March.

It cited 3,638 fcneumer com­
plaints during one six-month pe­
riod alone and said investiga­
tions by the 82 ICC field offices 
showed the complaints to be Jus­
tified.

The commission said it was 
announcing its' Intentions in ad­
vance so both carriers and per­
sons planning to move coidd be 
prepared for changes.

The ICC noted the peak mov­
ing season begins May 1 and 
continues throughout the sum­
mer and arrangements normal­
ly must be made Car In advance.

Althougdi the commission did 
not spell oiit the new rules, it 
said they will involve proce­
dures to:

—Eliminate or change the 
system whereby carriers esti­
mate weights and probable 
charges.

—Control overbooking of ship­
ments by requiring contracts to 
specify expected times of pick­
up and delivery.

—Define "reasonable dispatch 
of shipments."

—Require carriers to be more 
responsive in notifying shippers 
of actual charges and delays in 
pickups and deliveries.

—Require weight certification 
on the bill of lading.

—Improve general informa­
tional brochures that carriers 
must furnish shippers before 
moving arrangements are com­
pleted.

The ICC said its new regula­
tions "represent a continuing 
effort. . .to assist householders 
to understand what is actually 
involved in a move which may 
occur infrequently over a span 
of years.

"The movement may be less 
frequent for some than for oth­
ers," the commission said, "but 
for many It has been an experl- 
fiice replete with frustration 
and disappointment as evi­
denced by thousands of 
complaints.

Democrats, Donahue Says, 

Must Be ^Party of Hope’

' The Democratic party must 
become a "party of hope" to 
meet the challengres of "the era 
of new politics,”  according: to 
U.8. senatorial hopeful Alphon- 
8U8 J. Donahue of Stamford.

"We can no longer win on the 
basis of slogans," he added. 
"Our candidate must be persua­
sive, sincere and convincing.”

"W e must present a strong

strate the ability to act, not 
merely decry conditions,”  the 
53-year-old Stamford business­
man told a group attending last 
night’s meeting of the Tolland 
County Democratic Association.

A long-time friend of the Ken- 
nedys, Donahue’s views dove­
tail with the overall meinner and 
goals of the Kennedys.

His talk was sprinkled with a 
touch of optimism and periodic 
quotes of statements made by 
Adlal Stevenson.

Donahue wears his wealth and 
background well. He presents a 
distinguished appearance and 
like his opponent Incumbent 
Senator Dodd has silver-white 
hair.

He talked for about an hour 
before the group, receiving a 
lengthy round of applause fol­
lowing his comments. His talk 
was mostly off the cuff, without 
benefit of notes, and of the 
"getting to know you”  variety.

An admittedly late entrant 
Into the senatorial rhce, Dona­
hue will officially announce his 
candidacy ’Thursday at 1:30 at 
the Hartford Hilton.

Although last night’s meet­
ing was liberally sprinkled with 
supporters of senatorial candi­
date Joseph Duffey, those at­
tending appeared interested in 
what Donahue had to say.

Suffering from an identity 
problem, the Stamford business­
man does not necessarily con­
sider it a liability. Many of 
those attending last night were 
there out of curiousity. 'They 
wanted to know, “ who is Al- 
phonsus J. Donahue Jr.?”

He admitted a lack of leader­
ship exists In the national level 
of the Democratic party and 
described 1970 as a "crucial 
election year for the Dem­
ocrats. We need strong leader­
ship to provide unity.”

Donahue urged delegates to 
the convention to vote for candi­
dates who can win. " I  feel I 
can win, I  care about winning,” 
he said.

He will primary If he receives 
20 per cent of the convention’s 
votes, as will Dodd, Duffey and 
Senate Majority Leader Ed­
ward Marcus.

A father of 12 children rang­
ing in age from seven to 29 
years, he promised to marshal 
the reserves of his family in the 
event of a primary.

Inflation Battle
He decried the lack of 

progress in the battles gainst 
inflation, cost of medical care 
and pollution. The $80-billion de­

We have 
to get to the business of solving 
problems, he stated, placing the 
construction of homca for the 
nation’s various Income levels as 
a top priority level.

The mounting costs of medical 
care are "just not right," he 
said. As a director of the Stam­
ford Hospital, he is upset by 
these costs. “ 'Who can afford to 
get sick . . .  a serious Illness 
can wipe out a family,”  he said.

Describing many of these 
problems, Donahue cited them 
as samples of “ how cockeyed 
things are done in Washington.” 
Included in this category, were 
Fh-esident Nixon’s attempts at 
combatting inflation.

"The high cost of money is 
not a solution," he stated. It 
takes its toll on the little guy 
and can always get money when 
it wants it.

Industry, the auto Industry 
and municipalities, he said must 
be told to act on the fight 
against pollution. They have 
to be told to cool it, and they 
have to be helped. "We must 
make decisions, not merely talk 
about the pi-oblems.”  he said.

Middle East Dangers
He views the war in the Mid­

dle East as more dangerous 
than Vietnam in its long range 
implications. “ How do you make 
peace when the participants 
won’t talk to each other,”  he 
said. Donahue would look to the 
United Nations to provide the 
solution.

Regarding Vietnam, Donohue 
would favor the withdrawal of 
American troops within a speci­
fied period.

"Any removal of troops based 
on the options of Saigon, will 
not work,”  he predicted. "Sai­
gon must know there is an end 
to the road.”

Talking privately with those 
attending, following the meeting, 
Donahue stressed the need for 
creative approaches to current 
problems.

He is in the process of build­
ing his staff and hag called in 
key personnel from the national 
campaigns of Hubert Humphrey 
and the Kennedys.

Unlike the. other senatorial 
candidates who have appeared 
here, he did not come loaded 
down with campaign buttons 
and bumper stickers. It ’s not 
his style, according to an aide.

His decision to seek the sena­
torial nomination was not made 
until after Gov. John Dempsey 
announced he would not seek 
re-election.

Donahue sees himself as able 
to attract the votes of the in­
dependent and Republican vot­
ers as well as Democrats, par­
ticularly in predominently Re­
publican Fairfield County. He 
feels this is necessary to win 
election.

WASHINGTON (AP ) — A na­
tionwide rail shutdown this 
weekend became a distinct pos­
sibility following a breakdown 
in negotiations between the na­
tion’s railroads and four shop- 
craft unions.

Both aides in the dispute 
awaited a decision by federal 
district Judge Howard Corcor­
an, who scheduled a hearing to­
day on whether to extend re­
straining orders that have halt­
ed a coast-to-coast shutdown 
since Jan. 31.

" It  was a great disappoint­
ment,”  Assistant Secretary of 
Labor W. J. Usery, the Nixon 
administration’s chief trouble­
shooter in the bargaining talks, 
said after negotiations collapsed 
in Miami Beach, Fla., ’Thursday 
night. "What we have here 
looks like an impossible im­
passe.”  ■

William Winpisinger, chief ne- . 
gotiator for the four APL-CIO 
unions, said while no plans on 
striking could be made imtll aft­
er a court decision, “ the great­
est mind changer is the strike.”

The unions have pledged ■ not 
to strike before Saturday.

Previous court orders halted a 
strike by the four unions against 
one railroad, the Union Pacific, 
and a nationwide shutdown of 
all other railroads that was 
called in retaliation by the in­
dustry.

Usery declined to say whether 
the White House would seek 
special legislation to halt a na­
tionwide shutdown.

■The unions—representing ma­
chinists, electricians, boiler­
makers and sheet metal work­
ers—rejected in December a 
contract that Included a two- 
year, 68-cent wage increase. 
The current top wage is $3.60 an 
hour.

Three of the unions voted ap­
proval, but sheet metal workers 
rejected it because of a provl.- 
Sion allowing members of all 
four unions to cross each other’s 
Job Jurisdiction lines to do a lim­
ited amount of work. All four 
unions had agreed all must ac­
cept any settlement or none 
would.

Winpisinger said the three 
unions offered Thursday night 
to accept the agreement. But 
Johp P Hiltz, chief Industry ne­
gotiator, turned It down on 
grounds that it would be to no 
avail imless all four accepted It.

President Nixon has already 
exhausted all provisions under 
the Railway Labor Act for post­
poning a strike or loakout.

Representing the Board of 
Education's health department, 
Mrs. Dorothy Coleman, R.N., 
addressed the MHS Student 
Council Tuesday during X  
period.

Mrs. Coleman’s visit was In 
response to a  recent "Farce of 
the Week” in the High SchiDOl 
World which dealt with the 
nurses’ office. j.

She pointed out i, the reason 
for not giving aspirin to stu­
dents. ■’’niere is no written law 
stating that such an act is ille­
gal. However, giving aspirin to 
a student is a  form of treat­
ing him, and in no way is a 
school nurse allowed to treat a 
student. TTiis ruling comes 
from the Board of Education 
and from our town doctors. It 
Is not a state statute.”

Complaints were presented 
to Mrs. CoJeanan concerning 
Uw process of being excused 
from school due to illness of 
accidents. She explained the 
school’s position. "It is on ad­
ministrative ruling that .the 
school cannot release any stu­
dent to anyxjne not specified on 
the emergency cord. If we 
were to let the students go 
with just anyone, and an acci­
dent occured on the way home, 
the school is still legally re- 
■sponsiblo.”

Mrs. Coleman repeatedly em­
phasized that many of these 
rules were drawn up by the 
Board of Education and town 
doctors. She odvOcated the pro­
posal of new solutions to these 
problems to the Board, and 
suggested that any new Ideas 
be sent to her.

A problem of transportation 
from the high school ii> the 
hospital was another subject 
brought up. Fo r. minor acci­
dents, if neither the parents 
nor the persons on the Emer­
gency Card can be contacted 
the nurse Is not allowed to 
leave the health office unat­
tended and take the student to 
the hospital.

”A student may take a cab, 
if he has the money, but for the 
serious accident, the police are 
readily available and of course 
there is always the ambulance 
service.” Cases in which no one 
in the family or on the card can 
be reached are in the mlnoritv. 
as arc injui'ics serious enough 
ti> require tionsportallon by 
ambulance.

It was suggested that nioie 
room be given' on the Emerg­
ency Ctirds allowing for more 
names to call, should the need 
arise.

Mrs. Coleman mentioned how 
disturbing it wa.s to the heal'vh 
department that a number of 
students do not turn in their 
Emergency Curds, imd gave full 
support to a student-endorsed 
penalty of detentions fro those 
who fail to return their curds 
on time:

It was the opinion of ail those 
in attendance that the school 
nurse Is virtually powerless,

and students questioned why 
her job existed. “Why have 
trained nurses if they don’t have 
any power or authority,” was 
the question as 'voiced by Mary 
Cults.

Mrs. Coleman’s only reply 
was the "professional training 
that a  nurse receives better en­
ables her to make certain de­
cisions.”

All these points are true and 
now the only hope for revision 
lies in the hands of the Board of 
Education, and the town doc­
tors. Why should we have nurses 
with no autliority to medically 
treat simply wounds? Is there a  
way to overcome this handicap 
by distributing blanket permis­
sion slips to the students, for 
parental approval, allowing sudi 
treatment to be administered?

In closing, Mrs. Coleman add­
ed, ”We must remember we 
are living In a lawsuit-conscious 
society where parents retain 
the right to complain If some­
thing were to go wrong when a 
student is medically treated. 
Where does that leave us? 
Can’t you see our side?”

Kearns Nets 1,000th Point Against Xavier L.

Unfaltering determina­
tion took over where ability 
left o ff for the hustling 
Xavier High Falcons last 
night, and the result was 
almost enough to spoil East 
Catholic’s grand finale before 
the sluggish locals came alive 
and edged (he Middletown 
hosts, 68-62.

Tournament time now dawns 
for the 16-3 Eagles, with their 
first opponent to be chosen in 
the CIAC pairings tomorrow in 
North Branford. Xavier, whose 
tournament hopes were shatter­
ed last Tuesday by a loss to 
Notre Dame High, closes out 
the sesison with an 8-11 record.

East Captain Tim Kearns 
provided a fitting conclusion to 
regular season play as he net­
ted the 1,000th point of his

highly successful high school 
career. Former Eagle stand­
out Ray La Gace was the only 
one to previously earn that 
honor.

Although East led nearly all 
the way, only once did the 
margin reach 10 points. A sec­
ond half surge by the aggres­
sive hosts finally'tied things up 
with six seconds left in the 
third quarter, but the awaken­
ed Eagles held on for the re­
mainder.

The two squads traded points 
for the initial minutes before 
the visitors finally pulled away, 
although only once by more 
than (bur. The Falcons, per­
haps carried away -with their 
enthusiasm, were pegged with 
three charging violations in the 
period. Defensive rebounding 
was a saving factor for East as 
it would be for the rest of the 
contest, even though they

lacked real control of their own 
boiirds.

Two hoops by Kearns, plus 
one from Ed Rowley and a pair 
of John Socha foul shoU, great­
ly widened the 16-18 first 
quarter gap, but Xavier re­
taliated to sink four out of the 
next five hoops and set the tally 
at 26-23. East managed to 
slightly outshoot the Falcons for 
the remaining minutes of the 
fast-moving stanza, with 
Kearns’ climactic basket com­
ing as 2:21 showed on the clock.

Phenomenal third quarter 
shooting by Jim Weselcouch 
gave Xavier the push for its 
comeback effort. His 10 points 
took up a sizable chunk of the 
losers 18 point stanza and was 
only one short on Blast’s entire 
team total for the stanza,

11. Weseloouch’s brother, Ed, 
paced the losers at 16 points 
while Jim himself netted 15 and 
Eld Generous tallied 14.

"It was a strange game," re­

marked East Coach Stan Ogrod- 
nik. "We executed our plays 
well, yet we were just not 
psyched,”  he continued and then 
went on to explain that the re­
sult was a lack of rebounding 
and hustle. “When we realized 
we could lose we finally came 
alive,” he commented, pointing 
out that it is a mark o f a good 
team when a squad can come 
back when the chips are down.

Og^rodnlk had praise for the 
point-getting of Kearns and also 
commended the efforts of Tom 
Sullivan and Juknls, who were 
both double covered through­
out much of the contest. “Fitz­
gerald was as cool as ice" he 
commented in the hectic final 
minutes, coming up with key 
foul shots.

Last, but not least, the men­
tor lauded lanky junior Jim 
Connors who came In when Sul­
livan ran into foul trouble. Fast

becoming one of the most re­
liable standbys, Connors has 
several times helped out in key 
substitute roles.

East's JVs closed out an 
otherwise fine season on a sour 
note as Xavier won In an ex­
citing nlp-and-tuck match, 62- 
60. The fledgling Eagles posted 
a 13-6 record for the year.

Daytona Agog at Lap

Saddened by Driver
DAYTONA B E A C H ,  

Fla. (AP) —  A 250-mile 
race for small sporty se­
dans was on tap at Day­
tona Beach today, but the 
resort area was still agog 
at the blaziijg lap speeds 
being turned—and sadden­
ed by the fatal wreck that 
marred one of two 125- 
mile events Thursday.

Cale Yarborough, making an 
impressive return to racing aft­
er almost losing his life in a 
wreck last December, won the 
first of the two sprints at a

speed of 183.296 miles an hour 
in a Mercury. It was the fastest 
race ever run anywhere.

A three-car wreck at the mid­
way point of the second race 
cost the life of .Tulmadgc "Tab” 
Prince, a 32-year-old Dublin, 
Oa., auto dealer who was mak­
ing his first start in a race for 
the 4,000-pound OOO-horsepower 
stock cars.

Prince, who had raced sprints 
and late model aportsman cars 
for 10 years, apparently lost con­
trol when his engine blew going 
into the Daytona speedway’s 
high banked west turn. The car 
went into a wild spin sideways 
and was struck broadside by

Bill Seifert of Skylland, N.C., In 
a Foriji.

Prince was killed Instantly, ac­
cording to track physician Dr, 
A. A. Monaco. Among his inju­
ries was a broken back and 
compressed spinal cord.

Seifert was hospitalized with 
a concussion and bruises. He 
was reported in good condition.

A third driver Involved, John­
ny Halford of Spartanburg. 8.C., 
escaped Injury,

Charlie Glotzbach of George­
town, Ind., driving °onc of the 
new winged Dodge Daytonas, 
won the. second race. His speed 
was cut to 147.734 m.p.h. be­
cause of a 13-Iap slowdown need­

ed to clear the track -of debris 
from the wreck, buddy Baker, 
driving another Dodge, came in 
seeond,

Yarborough’s race wns run 
without Incident and he and 
Dodge’s Bobby Isaac battled- 
bumper-to-bumper for the lead 
much of the way. A qulc'ker pit 
stop by Yarborough gave him 
the advantage in the final dash 
for the checkered flag and he 
flnl.shed five and one-half sec­
onds In front.

Yarborough and Baker had 
won the two front row positions 
for Sunday’s $205,000 Daytona 
500 In time trials Feb. 8 and 
their starting spots were not af­

fected by the 125-miIcrs. But 
tlic other .38 starters, earned 
their assignments In these races.

Tiny Lund, 41-year-old veteran 
from Cross, 8.C., who earned an 
eighth starting position In the 
600, had the pole In today’s 260-

Danbury Blast Still Puzzler
DANBURY, Conn. (AP) - 

Hoping to turn up a lead In last 
w eek 's bombing-bank robbery 
case here, detectives have In te r­
viewed more tnan 100 persons, 
while sifting through m eagre 
clues left by the robbers.

DetecUves questioned persons 
a t  the bank and a  shoppin'T cen­
te r  on the chance tha t “ som e 
F riday  shoppers might have 
seen som ething th a t could be 
helpful to us,” Police Chief Wil­
liam  Tobin said.

But Tobin said F riday  Investi­
gators had “nothing to go on ,”

the $30,000 robbe'ry’.

—W hether this robbery w as re ­
lated to sim ilar holdups In D ela­
w are  and M issouri.

Police said one or m ore ac­
complices m ay  have touched off 
the blast a t the police station 
w here the first bomb exploded 
a t  10:40 a.m ., since investiga­
to rs have not found any tim ing 
devices In the w reckage.

He allowed the defendants 
nearly  two hours to speak on 
their behalf, then announced the 
sentences and fines and ruled 
th a t the convicted m en  m ust 
pay the costs of prosecuting 
the ir five-month tria l.

500 Laotian Troops Killed 
Defending the Plain of Jars
VIENTIANE, Laos (AP) — 

N orth V ietnam ese forces sw ept 
across the P lain  of J a r s  today, 
d riv ing U.S.-supported govern­
m ent troops back In a  bloody 
w ithdraw al. More than 600 Lao 
defenders w ere reported  killed 
o r missing.

A high-ranking L aotian  arm y  
officer said  one-third of the 
1,600-man governm ent garrison  
a t Xteng Khouang w as dead  or 
missing. "T here Is u tte r  confu­
sion and chaos," he said. “We 
do not know w here the govern­
m ent units are , w hether the 
wounded are  still lying on the 
plain, o r w hether they have got 
Into the m ountains."

Enem y casualties w ere not 
known.

Supported by tanks, the N orth 
V ietnam ese attacked  the X leng 
Khouaing airfield a t  1 a.m ., and 
by m idday controlled v irtually  
all of the plain.

126 miles, north  of the capital 
and Its road netw ork.

The blast occurred 11 
m inutes a fte r the Caruvelle jet 
hud taken off from F rankfurt en 
route to Vienna, Austria.
Police questioned all passen­
gers, Including un Arab from 
South Arabia, and then perm it­
ted them  to fly on to Vienna 
aboard  another airliner.

F rank fu rt P rosecutor Horst 
Kyhn told a  new sm an afte r ex­
am ining the hole in the pliinc 
th a t traces of explosive m ate­
rial w ere found on the rem nants 
of the m ail sack In which the ex­
plosion occurred. He did not 
elaborate. '

Kuhn said the m all destined 
for Israel w as In the baggage 
com partm ent of the plane. But 
the prosecutor said  he could not 
say Im m ediately w hether the 
explosion occurred  In a  sack  In­
tended for Israel.

Tlu- explosion cam e 11 min­
utes after the plane had  taken 
off from  F rank fu rt en route to 
Vienna.

"'There w as a ja rrin g  explo­
sion and It suddenly becam e 
very cold and the a tr  presaiire 
dropiled," Randolp/h M ajor, of 
Putney, Vt., said.

Major, who w as sitting tow ard 
the rea r of the cabin, added; “It 
fu n d e d  very much like a ' 
heavy, floating log h itting the 
bottom of a boat o r like whefl 
the wheels of the plane a re  let 
down. The , passengers w ere 
pretty  calm  except for one o r 
two hysterica l questions th a t a  
passenger d irected  to  a stew ­
a rdess .’’

Elliott Poeem , of Toronto, w as 
sitting closer to  the front of the
plane.

“ I heard  a verj/ loud bang and

fog rolled in from  the firs t class 
com partm ent," he said.

The pilot im m ediately  notified 
the F rankfu rt control tow er that 
he w as experiencing a  drop of 
a ir  p ressure and w as returning 
to the airport. The plane made a  
perfect landing.

Several fire trucks stood by as 
the plane touched down. The 
passengers disem barked, and 
airport security  guards cor­
doned off the plane until explo­
sives experts arrived.

The Arab, who declined to 
give newsmen his nam e, was 
am ong the last of the passen­
gers questioned. He told a  newa- 
m an la te r ho had not been treat­
ed any differently than any of 
the o thers. He w as en  routs to 
Vienna from the United States, 
w here he said he Is 'a atudont at 
St. Louis Uniyersl6y.

“I w as asleep and didn't no- \ 
lice anything until the steward­
ess woke me and said wa wars 
retu rn ing  to Frankfurt," tbs 
A rab said.

A fter questioning, the passen­
gers were taken back out of the 
ta rm ac  where their baggage 
waa stacked on carts. In t h ^  
presence, thS polios ssarobMl 
the luggage but aald they tounG'' 
nothing unusual.
