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Pill Probe Causes 
Panic, Senate Told ,-.-'.1. ..U •- ■

WASHINO-TON (AP) — a  
woman birth control spedallat 
told a Senate oubcommlttee to­
day that its hearings Into the 
safety of the pill had created In­
ternational panic and prompted 
a wave of unwanted pregnan­
cies.

Dr. Kltzabeth B . ConneU of 
Oolumbia University sold a step- 
up in pregnancies "strikes pro­
found fear In the hearts of those 
who deal dally with women and 

,populaUon problems.’’
She also criticized some of the 

conclusions reached by wit­
nesses at hearings last month 
by the Senate monopoly sub­
committee. Testimony then 
linked the pill to scores of sus­
pected side effects, including 
cancer, fatal blood clotting, dia­
betes and heart trouble.

"From  a purely scientific 
point of view, much of the Infor­
mation displayed thus far can 
'be Uloened to the relationship 
between a drunken man and a 
llgbtpoot—more for support 
than for HluminaUon,’’ she said.

Dr. Oonnell, a  mother of six 
and the first woman to testify at 
the heartngr, said even the most 
violent of critics of the pill had 
to concede his data was limited 
and lhat many of his conclu- 
ions were baaed on unsuf^xirt- 
ed speculation.

She commented In testimony 
prepared for delivery before the 
panel hetuled by Democrat Gay­
lord Nelson of Wisconsin.

The subcommittee Is resum­
ing for two days hearings on the 
pin. Df. Ocmnell was Invited to 
testify a t the insistence <rf Re- 
pubUcan members of the sub­
committee. Some of the GOP 
members have said the hear­
ings and otheiB in a three-year 
probe by Nelson of drug indus­
try pricing and practices have 
been biased against the indm- 
try.

Dr. Connell, associate profes­
sor of obstetrics and gynecology 
at Columbia and director of re­
search and development for its 
International Institute for the 
Study of Human Reproduction, 
said:

"We are just beginning to see 
the first of the pregnancies of 
women who panicked In Janu­
ary, stopped their pills, and did 
not seek or use another means 
of birth coittool. '  “

“These women will not be 
here to testify,’’ she went on, 
"but they now bear within their 
bodies mute testimony to the ef­
fectiveness of induced fear.” 

Adding that it was "axiom at­
ic” that illegal abortions also 
will increase. Dr. ConneU said 
her conclusion that panic had 
been caused was based on sta­
tistics such as these from 
planned parenthood clinics:

—"In  Detroit, 118 patients 
asked to discontinue pills and be 
fitted with diai^ragms. Exami- 
fltted with diaphragms.”

—"In  Houston there has been 
a  two-fold increase in phone 
calls and this level is being 
maintained.’’

—"In  New York City, 26 per 
cent of returning patients taking 
oral contraceptives requested 
consultation and 18 per cent 
were given lUDs (intrauterine 
devices) or dlajihragms.’’

Dr. Connell said the panic she 
says she has detected may be

catastrophic abroad "where the 
poverty, maternal deaths from 
abortion and all the conse­
quences of the population explo­
sion are most critical.’’

Dr. ConneU characterised 
some of the previous testimony 
on the pill as not only untrue but 
In some cases "patently ridicu­
lous." ‘

For instance, she said, "with 
the single m ajor exception of 
thromboembolic disease—blood 
clotting—there has been no 
proven relationship between any

WASHINGTON (AP) — A  
family doctor from North Caro­
lina testified today that about SO 
per cent of the people admitted 
to hospitals don’t need to be.

‘"These patients could receive 
as good, or perhaps better—cer­
tainly less expensive—health 
and mediesU care by means oth­
er than by lying horizontal In a 
hospital bed," said Dr. Amos 
Johnson of Garland, N.C., a  for­
mer president of the American 
Academy of General Practice.

Johnson’s testimony was pre­
pared for the Senate antitrust 
subcommittee, opeqlng hearings 
on the high cost of hospitaliza­
tion.

Sen. Philip A. Hart, D-Mich., 
the chainman, said he hoped to 
find ways in which more compe­
tition could bring down hospital 
prices, or a t least prevent fur­
ther Increases.

Johnson blamed tinnecessary 
hospital admissions on the 
health insuran'Ce system—and 
also on physicians who "find it 
much more convenient, time- 
saving and financially reward­
ing to see patients on an in-hos- 
pital basis."

He said medical education has 
for 90 to 80 years conditioned 
students to believe that the 
highest quality of care can be 
provided only If a patient Is hos­
pitalized.

Johnson advocated a re-evalu- 
atlon and perhaps a complete 
overhaul of medical care tech­
niques.

"Well trained family physl- 
oians can comfortably and ef­
fectively care for 86 per cent of 
the usual ordinary illnesses that 
beset mankind," Johnson said. 
“And they can largely do this in 
the office, in the clinic, in the 
home or in the out-patient de­
partment, and at a cost most 
patients can afford.”

But Johnson said only 16 i>er 
cent of medical school gradu­
ates now are trained as general 
practitioners, with the other 8g 
per cent becoming specialists. 
He said the ratio should be re­
versed.

Dr. Paul Patterson of Albany, 
N.Y., Medical College said ge­
netic diseases are responsible 
for 26 per cent of admissions to 
hospitals and institutions for the 
handicapped—often at a  "home 
destroying cost.”

Censure of Arabs Mounts

Condemnation of Arab terror­
ism mounted today in the wake 
of the ambush of a  busload of 
American Christians in Israel 
but the Cairo press was defiant.

A State Department spokes­
man said the U.S. government 
was shocked. Prem ier Golda 
Meir of Israel denounced Arab 
governments for financing and 
sheltering Palestinian guerrillas 
"lacking all conscience and re­
spect for hiun’an life."

’The Swiss and West German 
governments also condemned 
Arab terrorists, but their pro­
tests were a result of the crash 
Saturday of a  Swissair je t bound 
for Tel Aviv In which 47 persons 
were killed. Arab guerrillas are 
believed to have set off an ex­
plosion that caused the crash.

’The busload of American pil­
grims was attacked Monday 
north of Hebron In Israeli-occu­
pied Jordan. ’The wife of a  Bap- 
t.st minister Barbara Ertle, 31, 
of Grandville, Mich., was killed, 
and two Americans and an Is­
raeli guide were wounded. Mrs. 
E rtle’s husband, (Theodore, was 
sitting next to her but escaped 
injury.

’The wounded women were ’Ta- 
bea Damico, 66, 'Ventnor, N .J., 
and Lucille Draper, 'Buffalo, 
N.Y. Both were Injured slightly 
in the leg by bullets.

Mrs. Ertle and the two wound­
ed women were sitting on the 
right side of the bus when a sud­
den burst of fire came from that 
side of the road.

Israeli troops began a mas­
sive search of the rocky hills In 
the area.

Hebron is a center of Arab ag­
itation on the Jordan River’s 
West Bank. ’Terrorists am­
bushed a bus traveling from 
Beersheba to Hebron last year 
and killed one American passen­
ger.

Arab guerrillas have warned 
foreigners to stay out of occu­
pied territories and have ad­

vised Christians not to make pil­
grimages to Israel because “we 
are at W£ir.’’

Robert W. Becker, a State De­
partment spokesman, said In 
Washington the U.S. govern­
ment was awaiting a report 
from Its embassy in Israel but 
"deplores terrorlism against in­
nocent civilians.’’

“Such irresponsible and indis­
criminate acts can only make 
more difficult the search for 
peace in the Middle E ast which 
is our overridding goal," Becker 
said.

Slain Woman

GRANDIOLLE, Mich. (AP) — 
A close friend of a Grandville 
woman killed during an attack 
on a bus in occupied Jordan 
says the slain woman and her 
husband "w ere completely with­
out fear" of possible .harm on 
their trip to the Holy Land.

Mrs. ’Theodore Ertle, 31, died 
Monday when terrorists fired on 
the tour bus on which she and 
her Baptist minister husband 
were riding at Hebron. ’The hus­
band escaped injury.

A fellow church member and 
close friend of the Ertle family, 
Mrs. John Du Bois said the min­
ister told her before leaving for 
the Holy Land the trip "was a 
happy occasion and a gift for 
my wife,’’ Barbara.

Another church member, Mrs. 
Kenneth Bos had been caring 
for the two Ertle children, 9- 
year-old Dorothy and 7-year-old 
Sharon since their parents left.

The Soviet news qgency Tass 
took the same line earlier Mon­
day, saying the United S t ^ s  
and Israel need a propaganda 
campaign to create a  more^a- 
vorable atmosphere for S *  
nouncing later that more U.S. 
fighter-bombers will be sold to 
Israel.

One Cairo newspaper, A1 
Gumhurriya, described the out­
cry as “Amerlcan-Israell slap­
stick” designed to “divert atten­
tion from the crime that they 
committed against clvlllah 
workers at Abu Zaabal,” a 
reference to the Israeli bombing / 
Feb. 12 of a  metal factory north 
of Cairo that killed 80 workers.

Ai Akhbar said in an edito­
rial: ‘"The Zionists backed by 
their American imperialist co­
horts have rushed In with 
charges claiming that Palesti­
nians are a threat to civil avia­
tion and communications. ’The 
purpose is obvious: to turn the 
world public opinion against the 
Palestinians and portray them 
as vandals and killers.”

World Pilots

NEW YORK (AP) — The 
president of the International 
Federation of Air Line Pilots’ 
Associations has warned of pos­
sible worldwide strike if efforts 
are not made to protect civilian 
planes.

Capt. Ola Forsberg aotd he 
would ask the United Nations 
and the airlines to guarantee 
an end to repeated incidents of 
terrorism against civil aviation.

"We feel that the United Na­
tions is the only one that can get 
us the guarantees that these 
bombings will not happen 
again,” he said in reference to 
recent explosions aboard Is­
rael-bound jetliners.

He said a 24-hour, worldwide 
work stoppage may be consid­
ered at his organization’s an­
nual meeting March 11 in Lon­
don.

RECKINGEN, Switzerland 
(AP) — An avalanche ersushed 
through this sleeping village at 
dawn today and 30 persons were 
feared dead.

Seven bodies were recovered, 
but 10 hours after the slide 
struck 28 persons were still list­
ed as missing.

Villagers said there is “no 
hope" for those still buried. 
Many of the victims were Swiss 
army officers whose barracks 
was crushed by the masses of 
snow which piled up 30-feet 
high. They were attached to a 
small antiaircraft unit stationed 
In the village.

More than 20 persons were 
dug out alive, but several were 
badly injured and In a critical 
condition.

A storekeeper’s wife, Mrs. 
Leo Mueller, said: " I  didn’t 
hear the slide. I  was awakened 
iqr' uproar and shouting in the 
vlllBge-1 thought someone had 
been celebrating. My husband 
and I rushsd outside and saw 
that the military barracks and 
seven houses had been rosed.

In two days of talks, Nixon 
said, he and Pompidou will 
touch on "the great problems of 
the world . . . We will work to­
gether for liberty and independ­
ence of all people," /

A while tie dinner at the 
White House honors Pompidou 
tonight, and Nixon will at­
tend a dinner Wednesday at 
the French Embassy in a spe­
cial show of courtesy to a visitor 
who f a c e s  demonstrations 
against his country’s utd‘ to 
Arab nations.

At the Capitol, meanwhile. 
Senate Democratic Leader Mike 
Mansfield of Montana said Pom­
pidou will be treated "with the 
full courtesy due a vlrttlng head 
of state and an old ally” when 
he addresses a joint session of 
Congress Wednesday,

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. Peace Signals Being Ignored?
In his article in thd Sunday Courant, 

Roger Hilsman, former Assistant Secre­
tary of State for the Far Bast under 
President Eisenhower, contended that 
President Nixon has been ignoring peace 
feelers from Hanoi, in favor of a policy 
of continuing the war indefinitely under 
cover of the new label of "Vletnamlza- 
tlon.”

In the course of his discussion. Pro­
fessor Hilsman stated that one reason 
statistical prospects for “ Vletnamiza- 
tion” seem favorable is "because the 
North Vietnamese forces have pulled 
back for the political purpose of signal­
ling a willingness ito negotiate and in re­
sponse to Mr. Nixon's reduction of 
American troops.”

That interpretation by Professor Hils­
man of the motivation behind North 
Vietnamese troop maneuvers contrasts 
sharply with whait seems to be the cur­
rent official interpretation at Washing­
ton.

We read, in a discussion of the news 
that the Nixon Administration now has 
statistics showing that North Vietnamese 
infiltration into South Vietnam 1s still 
decreasing, that the Administration’s 
"hardening conclusion is that North 
Vietnam has settled down to a strfitegy 
of 'protracted warfare’ and ‘economy of 
forces.’ ’ ’

Or, to put it another way, we'read that 
Washington’s experts now believe that 
Hanoi is "emphasizing quality rather 
than quantity.”

Where President Eisenhower’s expert 
on Vietnam sees the decreiise in North 
Vietnamese deployment of troops as a 
possible signal of willingness to negoti­
ate and a response to Idr. Nixon’s own 
reductions of American forces, the Nixon 
Administration takes the hard-nosed at­
titude that any changes in North Viet­
nam’s troop strategies are purely mili­
tary in nature and have no diplomatic 
significance.

Yet, it has to be noted. President 
Nixon has repeatedly asked North Viet­
nam to accept his own reduction of 
troops as a diplomatic signal. More than 
that, he has even asked for an answer­
ing .signal to be given by some North 
Vietnamese reduction of military effort.

But when this North Vietnamese re­
duction of military effort is observed and 
reported to Washington, its potential im­
portance as an answering signal is 
ignored, and it is merely classified as 
part of Hanoi’s strategy to fight a longer 
and more efficient war against us.

It Is one thing if this is merely Wash­
ington’s guarded surface response, used 
to protect its public position while it in­
creases its behind-Uie-scenes zeal to ac­
cept and respond to any possible signals 
from Hanoi.

And it is another and different kind of 
thing if the Nixon Administration has al­
ready made its own hard and fast de­
cision to use Vietnamizatlon as a device 
for continuing the war toward that kind 
of military victory some of our generals 
have never ceased hoping to prove pos­
sible in Vietnam.

Vietnam hands like Hilsman and
\verell Harriman, on the outside, seem 
to fgur the latter thing. Most of the rest 
of us hope that President Nixon, in be­
ginning to withdraw American troops, is 
making a sincere commitment to peace 
by both deescalation and negotiation.

For The Minds Of Men
In the final analysis, the war in the 

Near East, like almost all modem wajrs, 
is a war for the minds of men.

When that is the iass, the side wblol|

■' \
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commits an act of blind violence, like the 
sabotage of an airplane flight involving 
lives which do not even have any re­
motest relationship to the sthiggle be-, 
tween Israel and the Arab states, or the 
attack on a tourist bus, loses, by such an 
act, in the battle for men’s minds.

There is unanimity in condemning 
such blind sabotage and murder.

It is up to civilized opinion in the world 
to do what It can to persuade the Arab 
states that such tactics must not be en­
couraged or even tolerated surreptitious­
ly, and to adopt those policies which will 
help see to It that Israel’s survival 
capacity is not injured as a result of 
such tactics.

This is as it should be.
It has to be pointed out that this situa­

tion could be altered, and would be alter­
ed, If Israel were, as it did on a previous 
occasion of plane molestation, to take re­
prisal in its own hands and reply with 
action just as blind and callous in its 
choice of targets ns the action of the sus­
pected Arab saboteurs.

So for, in the present situation, Israel 
has issued its protests, and appealed for 
world help to prevent a repetition of 
such criminal acts, and thus stands in 
possession of all unbiased world sympa­
thy and help.

Let us hope it has the wisdom, and the 
self-possession, not to dilute the world’s 
sympathy and support by resorting to re­
prisal violence of its own.

That would be to play the Arab com­
mando game, just as last week’s mis­
take bombing of an Egyptian factory 
with its large toll of civilian life was, in 
actuality, a score for the Arab side of 
the war for men’s minds.

There may be nothing which can save 
the crisis in the Hear East. But a reluc­
tance to strike is more likely to con­
tribute to the possibility of peace and 
survival than too quick a surrender to 
the understandable compulsions to 
strike.

Mao Outwits Pollution
There are Increasing signs Oiat Com­

munist China wants to get into the world 
act and be one of the nations, and we 
would take, for one of these signs, its 
current boast over how it has begun to 
master the problem of pollution.

As might have been expected, main­
land China claims certain assets in its 
success against pollution. First, it has 
the benefit of not being enslaved to that 
profit motive which makes capitalist na­
tions reluctant to spend money to com­
bat pollution. Second, it has the benefit 
of that special Ingenuity which blesses 
all true philosophical followers of Mao.

Mainland China has other assets in the 
struggle against pollution, which are al­
so deserving of mention.

It hasn’t, as yet, been cursed with 
quite as many industrial plants as the 
capitalistic 'West.

It maintains, so far, a most fortunate 
freedom from that poisoning of the 
atmosphere which results from millions 
of gasoline motors roaring along the 
highways.

And if only that Maoist ingenuity can 
keep substituting the ricksha and the hu­
man back for the truck and the automo­
bile, China can easily hold the lesul in 
the world battle against pollution.

The Conflict
The ban on outdoor burning is imposed 

as an anti-poliution measure, and as 
such we are prepared to accept the in­
convenience which It causes in the mat­
ter of disposing of minor household 
waste basket tnish.

But if there had been a ban on burn­
ing more than h. half century ago, one 
small boy would have been poorer in 
terms of moral instruction.

One of this boy’s Saturday chores was 
to bum the contents of the household 
waste baskets. We can see the Incident 
now in our mind’s eye: a Saturday after­
noon in February, father and son in the 
back yard together, the boy emptying 
the waste baskets. Suddenly the boy’s 
sharp eye detected a discarded envelope 
bearing a stamp which had escaped 
cancellation.

‘ ‘Look,”  he said to his father. ‘ ‘There’s 
a stamp that didn’t get inked.”

Hie father took a look. True, the 
cancellation mark — they cancelled mail 
by hand in those days — missed the 
stamp by a hair's breadth, leaving the 
stamp unblemished.

"I could soak tt off,”  suggested the 
boy.

"For your stamp collection?”  asked 
the father.

Since the stamp was Just a run-of-the- 
mill item with no numismatic value, the 
boy was puzzled by the question.

"No, I dem’t want it for my collection,”  
he replied. "But it hasn’t been inked. We 
could paste it on another letter and use 
it again.”

The father didn’t say anything. But the 
boy felt his gaze. Finally the father 
spoke.

"Yes, we could do that,”  he said, "But 
it wouldn’t be right, would it?”

This was not a rtietorleal question. 
Father expected an answer.

"No,”  said the boy slowly, as he pon­
dered the conflict between thrift and 
morality.

Nothing more was said, and the boy 
tossed the envelope bearing the un- 
concelled stamp into the bonfire.

BONN—^Although West Ger­
man Chancellor Willy Brandt 
is still enjoying a glorious po­
litical honeymoon, ominous por­
tents are cropping up in the left 
wing of his Social-Democratic 
party (SPD).

The Chancellor himself is too 
occupied with his energetic pur­
suit of political and economic 
openings to the east—his 09t- 
polltlk—and ■with long-overdue 
domestic welfare reforms to pay 
much attention to this threat 
from the left.

But some leading SPD pol­
iticians are fearful that if 
Brandt himself does not soon 
crack down on his left wing, 
while his honeymoon with the 
voters is still going strong, the 
SPD left will score major gains. 
Those gains could undercut this 
first golden chance of the Dem­
ocratic Socialists to govern 
Germany since the melancholy 
days of the Weimar Republic 
after World War I.

The goal of the party's left 
wing was succinctly stated by 
Jochen Steffen, party chairman 
of Schleswig-Holstein and mem­
ber of the national party’s exe­
cutive committee, in the news­
magazine Der Speigel on Feb. 
9; ” In two yeeus,”  said Steffen, 
"we could have the majority at 
the party convention if ten peo­
ple would work on it three days 
a week.”

Precisely because of this 
threat, some center and right- 
wing SPD politicians are now 
trying to persuade Brandt and 
his high command, particular­
ly Defense Minister Helmut 
Schmidt, to come down hard on 
the left wing before its plot can 
hatch.

Schmidt, the dynamic and 
outspoken party vice-chairman 
who counts himself in the SPD 
right wing, is the chief target 
of the Steffen threat. Steffen, 
Walter Moeller, the SPD leader 
in Frankfurt, and the radical 
element in the Young Socialists, 
headed by Karsten Volght, want

'io vote Schmidt out of his party 
vice-chairmanship at the SPD 
party convention in Saarbrueck- 
en in early May. As of today, 
they have about as much 
chance to take over the SPD 
and unseat Schmidt as, say, 
the New Left in the Democratic 
party has to take over the Dem- 
ocra'tlc National Committee.

But battle lines are now be­
ing formed, and if Brandt’s bold 
Initiatives with Ostpolitik or his 
domestic reforms should turn 
out to be failures, the SPD new 
left would come into possession 
of powerful ammunition against 
the controlling center, epitom­
ized by Brandt himself.

Actually, the left is far le^s 
interested today in its traditional 
object— recognition of East 
Germany as a sovereign state— 
than in radical econmic, fiscal, 
and property reforms at home. 
This ideological split between 
the left and the center, in fact, 
has been fundamental ever since

This delicate moment occur­
red when he was questioned 
about the future status of Demo­
cratic State Chairman John Bai­
ley.

Shocked or not, however, his 
response took advantage of the 
opening. His hope that Mr. Bai­
ley would learn to live with 
changing circumstances and 
thus continue to be valuable 
in the post of state chairman 
waa enough of a hesitation and 
condescension to start a state­
wide thinking of the hitherto 
unthinkable. We political col­
umnists have come to think of 
Bailey as an everlasting fixture. 
Can it be that his party is de­
veloping a new generation 
which considers him just an­
other mortal?

If Congressman Daddario’s 
moment of hesitation was, unin­
tentional or by design, a hint of 
a decline in the prestige and 
status of the state chairman, we 
are not sure how much of a 
rescue it was which was con­
tributed by Governor John 
Dempsey at his next press con­
ference.

The Governor said that If he 
were running again he would be 
hoping Bailey would take the 
state championship again, and 
that the Democrats should be 
grateful If Bailey were willing 
to give them a few more years 
of his life.

But whenever John Dempsey 
talks about JjOhii Bailey there 
should be reference back to that 
Saturday afternoon in January 
when the Governor announced 
his decision not to run egaln. 
There were two successive quee- 
tions at that press conference. 
One asked the Governor when 
he had made his deciMon not to 
run and hie response indicated 
that his decision had been firm 
(or a period of perhaps months. 
The second question oaksd tbs 
Governor when he had Intorm- 
ed his state chairman of his de­
cision, and the answer wss 
three o’clock the previous after­
noon.

Those who, at that moment, 
remembered back to the closing 
days of the 1969 General Aasem- 
bly, when the state chairman 
had somehow neglected to In­
form his Governor what kind of 
budget deal the state chairman 
and the legislative leadership 
were agreeing on—those who re­
membered that instonoe of lack 
of communication were quite 
ready to believe Dempsey was 
telling the truth when he admit­
ted his own delay In communl- 
caUon with Bailey.

We find It difficult to conceive 
of a state of affairs in Connecti­
cut politics when John BoUey’s 
siatua really depends on how 
enthusiastic either incoming or 
departing candidates for gover­
nor may be in their references 
to him. In fact, we find it dlfll- 
cult to conceive of a Demo­
cratic party which isn’t John 
Bailey Just as much as it Is any 
candidate for Governor. But it 
may be, too, that an of us of 
the Bailey generation are dip­
ping gently Into some of the 
carelessness and. illudons of a 
dotage. Maybe a period is end­
ing.

No Okay for Genocide Treaty
ABA Mulls Legislation 
For Removal of Judges

ATLANTA, (3a. (A P ) — Tha 
governing body ot the American 
Bar Aaoociatlon takes up a re- 
commendaltlon today t̂hat It sup­
port legislation providing (or the 
removal of federal judges whose 
conduct on the bench doesn’t 
meet accepted standards.

The recommendatlim to the 
ABA’S House d( Delegates, 
winding up its midyear meeting, 
came from Its Committee on Ju­
dicial Selection, Tenure and 
Compensation, which has been 
struggling with the proposal tor 
months.

A committee report to dele­
gates states that the committee 
has never disputed the desira­
bility of establishing some form 
of removal procedure, but has 
differed on the points of whetlier 
It diould be established by legis­
lation or Constitutional amend­
ment, and on the removal ma­
chinery.

Action on the recommenda­
tion comes after the governing 
body rejected on Monday a re­
commendation that It endorse a 
treaty banning genoOMe which 
it voted against in 1949. The

NEW YORK (AP) — 
Kentucky is back atop the 
college basketball heap for 
the first time in eight 
weeks, which is just fine 
with Adolph Rupp — until 
the next four weeks go by.

“ Naturally, we’re delighted to 
be there,”  the Baron taiu Mon­
day night after his Wildcats de­
posed UCLA by a whisker as the 
nation’s No: 1 team In the week­

ly Associated Press poll. "We 
just hope we’re up there when 
March 20 comes along.”

Rupp’s target date happens to 
be the night of the NCAA cham­
pionship game, which could pit 
the Wildcats against the defend­
ing champion Bruins.

UCLA’s stunning 78-66 loss to 
Oregon Ihst Saturday night,

Kentucky received 14 first- 
place votes, to 11 for UCLA, and 
outpointed the Bruins 534-532 in 
the weekly ballot of a panel of 
29 sportswriters and sportscast- 
ers. The Wildcats, who won 
twice last week, and the Bruins 
each took 21-1 records into this 
week’s play.

St. Bonaventure, 19-1 through 
last weekend’s games, re­
mained in third place, followed 
by South Carolina, New Me.xlco 
State, Jacksonville, Pennsylva­
nia, Marquette, Iowa luid Flori­
da State, in that order. South 
Carollnh received three first- 
place ballots and Jacksonville 
got the other.

Kentucky was No. 1 until the

Also scheduled, with the home 
team listed last, are Duke-Florl- 
da, Kentucky-North Carolina, 
South Carollna-Georgla Tech, 
Holy Cross-Army, Colgate- 
Navy, Washington State-Kan-

sas, Virginia - Virginia Tech, 
Utah State-Kansas State, Chat- 
tanooga-Vanderbilt, Texas at 
Arlington-Texas C h r i s t i a n ,  
North Carolina State-Rlchmond 
and Wake Forest-Nebraska.

N.C. State and Wake Forest 
pushed their scheduled Sept. 12 
opener back to Nov. 14 to make 
room for new opponents.

WASHINTON (AP) — The 
head of Planned Parenthood, 
one of the nation’s most Influen­
tial birth control groups, said to­
day pregnancy accounts for 16 
times more deaths among 
young women than are suspect­
ed from oral contraceptives.

WASHINGTON (A P)— 
French President Cleorges 
Pompidou said today a 
quick solution to the Mid­
dle East problem should 
be sought through the 
four-power conference at 
the United Nations.

His address was prepared for 
a joint session of Ctongress, 
where he faced the threat of a 
boycott by many members who 
oppose France’s sale of planes 
to Libya and other aspects of 
his country’s Middle East ac­
tions.

Pompidou made no mention in 
his address of the arms sale or 
other specific controversies, and 
mentioned the Middle East dis­
putes only briefly.

"Believe me,”  he said, 
“ France’s Intentions In the face 
of these conflicts have never 
been to be detrimental to any 
nation nor to serve another. We 
seek, we want only peace.”

He restated France’s position 
that Israel has the right to exist 
in security as an independent 
and sovereign. state, and crltl- 
cized the continuing hostilities 
In the area.

“ Who cannot see the preca­
rious and—in the long run—ster­
ile nature of the victories 
gained?”  Pompidou asked. 
“ Who does not understand that 
there Is no assimed future for Is­
rael outside a last(pg entente 
with the world which surrounds 
it—entente which Implies renun­
ciation of military conquest and 
the solution of the Palestinian 
problem”

He added, referring to the 
four-power conference of the 
United States, French, Brit- 
1 h and Soviet ambassadors to 
toe United Nlitions: \

“ Such a result, in a situation 
'Where feelings of fanaticism 
are increasing daily, should, to 
be quickly reached, proceed 
from United Nations action and 
In particular from the agree­
ment of the four permanent 
members of the 'Security Coun­
cil to define and propoee the 
general conditions for a settle­
ment and to provide the guaran­
tees for it.”

PARIS (AP) — If the sexual 
revolution has placed chastity 
under joyous siege from the At­
lantic to the Soviet Bloc, nobody 
has told Western Europe’s thou­
sands of prostitutes.

Work goes on as usual for the 
girls In Vienna with their green 
identification cards, and for 
those In the courtyard of Ham­
burg’s Palais D’Amour and In 
the bars off the Champs-Elysees 
In Paris.

In An Associated Press sur­
vey, only Oslo—where a sculp­
tured relief In CĤ y HaU depicts 
a street walker haggling with 
two young men—claims an ap­
preciable falling off In business 
because of the permlsslvo socie­
ty.

"Vikings don’t have to pay for 
their sex,”  a coircspondent 
wrote, and “ prostitution is not 
regarded as a big problem in 
Norway.”

But In Stockholm, where sex 
supposedly has long been de­
mystified, traffic Jams are 
somettmes blamed on the cars 
of men looking and girls cruis­
ing In their own autos for men.

Nowhere has the new morali­
ty—If it exlslsts—gotten behind 
a drive to bring back bordellos 
to the nations that have banned 
them.

To most of the continent’s po­
licemen, the notion of a sexual 
revolution that kill could prosti­
tution is a Joke.
