Rail Strike

foday under a 37-day delay or-
dered by Congreas that got the
lawmakera out of a politically
tough spot but satisfled no one
else, including President Nixon.

“Ridiculous,’ sald Shest Met-
al Workers Presldent Edward
¥. Carlough, whose union has
blocked voluntary settlement of
the dispute over wages and job
Jurisdiction,

A catastrophe," dald William
W. Winplsthger, chlef negotiator
for four AFL-CIO unions whose
45,000 maintenance and repair
workers have already walted 16
montha for a pay increase,

The union leaders sald they
would order the workera to obey
the law but feared wildcat walk-
outs,

‘“The bill preserves the status
quo for 37 daya but does not re-
solve the underlying dispute,”
sald White House press seore-
tary Ronald L. Zlegler in behalf
of President Nixon, who had
wanted Congress to order a set-
tlement now.

Members of Congress, many
of them dependent on labor sup-
port, refused to act that quickly
on Nixon's politically touchy
proposal to dictate a labor set-
tiement for only the second time
in U.8. peacetime history.

But Zlegler sald Nixon signed
the delaying bill to protect the
public from a crippling nation-
wide rall shutdown, at least for
now, while further efforts are
made to reach a voluntary set-
tlement.

Arrested by State Police

. LAMAR, S8.C, (AP) — G&tate
police contlnued today arresting
Darlington County whiteg ac-
cused of particlpating in e vi-
olent school protest in which
some Negro puplils were in-
jured. By noon 28 were jalled,

Shortly before noon the pollce
began leading the dJdefendants
from the jail in Derlington to
the county courthouse for ar-
raignment. A crowd of about 50
whitcs gathered outside between
the two buildings. Twenty-five
armed highway patroimen stood
by. There were no incidents,

The State Law Enforcement
Division (SLED) began making
the arrests Wednesdny night
after 30 warrants were aigned In
Columbia, the state capital,
charging whites with common
law riot, a state offense,

Fifteen persons were arrested
during the night and 13 more
were taken to jall this moming.
Two warrants were outstanding.

SLED Chief J, P. Btrom, in
the county seat of Darlington to
direct the state investigation

into Tuesdny's clash on the

campus of the Lamar schools,
said other warrams were being

signed In Columbia today, in-
cluding some against women.
He sanid additional charges
also will be filed, probably in-
cluding assault and damage to
state  property—two  empty
achool buses which were over-
turned by & mob of whites after
the buses brought Negro pupils
to the newly integrated schools.
Those arrested on the riot
charge were jalled under $5,000
bond pending the arraignments.
South Carolina and national
leaders deplored the violence In
which white parents attacked
Negro youngsters trying to at-
tend a newly Integrated school.
In Washington, Vice President
Spiro T. Agnew told a news
conference Wednesday: ‘I want
to make It clear that this admin-
istration does not condone and
will not tolerate violence result-
ing from the lawful desegrega-
tion of schools anywhere."

In Bloomfield

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
A plan to correct racial im-
balance in Bloomfield’s public
schools was approved unani-
mously Wednesday by the state
Board of Education, making
Bloomfield the first community
in the state to have its integra-
tion plans approved.

The state Department of Edu-
cation has declared school sys-
tems in Bloomfield and 138 other
towns raclially imbalanced.

In a related development, the
board agreed Wednesday not to
count preschool Head Start pro-
grams as school, removing Dan-
bury from an original list of 15
towns which needed to correct
racial balances.

Sanders sald the deadline for
submitling plans to correct ra-
cial imbalance is March 15, and
he refused to grant a third town
—West Haven—an extension for
submitting Its plans. The town
had asked for a 30-day exten-
glon after town officials reject-

na April 18,

““The next milestone, we trust,
will be the limitation of nuclear
weapons,” Nixon asald.

Bhortly before Nixon ad-
dressed a formal treaty ratifica.
tion ceremony at the State De-
partment, Kosygin spoke in a
simllar vein at a parallel cere-
mony In Moscow.

The nonproliferation treaty
originally was signed by the
three nuclear  sponsors—the
United States, Britain and the
SBoviet Union—July 1, 1088. Pres-
ldent Johnson halled it as “‘the
most Important international
agreement since the beginning
of the nuclear age."

In Moscow, Premler Alexel
Kosygin called the treaty an im-
portant “step toward “ridding
mankind of the threat of nuclear
war."

At the same time, he urged all
nuclear powers to ‘‘do every-
thing possible to speed up pro-
gress toward general and com-
plete disarmament.”” And he
noted that “‘the nuclear nonpro-
liferation treaty does not llqul-
date nuclear armaments.”

It took until today to accumu-
late enough ratifications to
bring the treaty Into force. It
takes effect when ratified by 40
nations plus the nuclear three.

As of Wednesday, 40 countries
had ratified including Britain,
but not the United States and
the Soviet Unlon,

By pre-arrangement, the Unit.
ed Btates and the Boviet Union
—and also Malaysia, Mall, Ja-
maica and Peru—were deposit-
Ing their Instruments of ratifica-
tion at the State Department
ceremony, thus bringing the to-
tal country membership in the

treaty to 48 and putting the pact
in effect.

_ Under the treaty, the nuclear
powers - agree not to provide
atomic weapons to nonnuclear
states and the nonnuclear coun-
tries pledge not to acquire
them. il

— As the
first rays of.dawn warmed the
apple orchard, the hermit awak-
ened to the chlrplng of hundreds
of wild birds. /

0ld ‘Abe flung open the “‘Up-
stalrs” window In the 'gable of
his clapboard shack as he has
every day for the past quarter-
century.

He greeled the flocks In the
apple trees in his shrill bird-like
volce.

The hermit’s lair is fitting—a
glant-asise bird house, big
enough to shelter a man. °

Beores of birds flew to the
apple tree nearest the window
where the hermit knelt on his
bed, a pille o ftattered blankets

Old Abe thrust oul his hands,
tipping them in the direction of
chickadees, robins, grosbeaks,
nuthatches, song sparrows and
a dosen other specles.

"Come on, Httle birds. Come
get your seeds,” Old Abe called.

He whistled, warbled and
chirped bird sounds,

A crescendo of bird sounds
welled through the orchard in
reaponse, >

Sometimes the birds landed on
-the hermit's oversized flop. hat
and on his shoulders or on the
window frame to nibble at dabs
of peanut butter placed there by
the birdman.

Birds flew In to peck at sun-
flower seeds, peanuts and bread
crumbeé,

For 28 years Old Abe has liv.
ed in the birdhouse he built out
of scrap lumber In the orchard

of 25 apple trees within a
juniper forest along the Dea-
chutes River near here.

The hermit's whole life is the
care and feeding of wild birds
that live In his trees or spend a
few days with Qld Abe In
gpring or fall on migratory
flights.

“In all my years working with
animals, I have never seen or
heard of another human on such
intimate terms with wild
hirds," sald veterinarian James
Locke,

Dr. Locke and Drs. R, L.
(Buck) Lewis and Bob Huck-
feldt, partners in a veterinary
clinlc here, and others have
kept Old Abe supplled with bird
food for years,

The veternarians treat sick

"and injured birds he brings
them and they check the her-
mit's shack regularly to make
sure no harm befalls him,

“I came in here on u freight
in 1M5 to pick spuds,” Old
Abe sald as he scooped seed
into feeders on trees In his ap-
ple orchard,

Normally shy and skittish
about strangers, he accepted
his visitors as friends after an
Introduction by the veterinari-
ans,

“My real name ls Charles Al-
len Wheeler. I was born In Bt,
John's near Portland, in 1910,

Ralsed on the Columbla River,
Had a brother and two sisters,

Don't. know where they are,
They don't know where I am,"
he said,

“Never been married. May

have been in love a3 a young
man, but girls never pald heed
to me. I always been by myself,
roaming the woods of Oregon
before coming here."

“My mother loved wild birds
but they didn't talk to her like
they do nie, As far back as I
can remember 1 talked to
birds."

Dr, Lewis sdld, “0ld Abe
didn't pick many spude after
arriving in Redmond. He wan-
dered into these woods on the
river and settled in the apple
orchard.'’

The owner of the orchard let
the hermit stay in consideration
for odd jobs. The property was
sold a few years ago and the
new owner tried to evict Old
Abe, There was a court hear-
ing and the judge ruled Old Abe
had squatters' rights.

"“The judge sald I can stay
here ‘il I die,” Old Abe ex-
plained. ''He msald I had the
house - and. property coming to
me since I worked for all those
years 'without pay.'

Late last year, Old Abe had
an accident as he rendered lard
he mixes with psanut butter for
the birds,

The lard caught fire and
apllled over his legs, burning
him badly.

““We didn't know about it un.

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Defense Department plans to
cut 1,850 joba at the Ports-
mouth, N.H.,, Navy Yard as an
economy move over the coming
year, and another 1,400 jobs at
the Boston Navy Yard, Congres-
slonal sources say.

Civillan manpower at sach fa-
cllity is about 7,600 now.

In addition, the sources sald
about 400 jobs will be eliminated
at Hanscom Alr Force Base in
Massachusetts, 145 in the Army
Engineers force for New Eng-
Iand; 50 to 80 at Westover Ailr
Force Base in Massachusetis;
50 at Pease Alr Force Base In
New Hampshire, and 10 civilian
jobs through combining the
Navy's underwater weapons re-
search and engineering station
at Newport, R.I., with the un-
derwater sound lab in New Lon-
don, Conn.

It was not clear from the re-
port whether consolldation of the
underwater testing facilities
would involve a closing of el-
ther.

The 29-year-old New London

Pentagon Pegs 371 Bases
In This Year’s Cutbacks

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Pentagon plans to shut down or
reduce atrength at 371 military
installations here and abroad, a
move designed (o save more
than $914 million.

In announcing the plana
Wednesday, Secretary of De-
fense Melvin R. Laird said the
reductions were forced by
congressional budget cuts in de-
fense spending.

But the economy drives are
expected to draw criticlsm from
congressmen whose districts
will be hard hit.

The cutbacks will affect 83,900
jobs, including 058,600 positions
manned by clvillan personnel,
Laird said.

Members of Congress have
been told what facilities in their
districts will be involved, but
Laird said a complete list of the
domestic cutbacks won't be re-
leased until Friday.

A public disclosure of the over-
seas cuts will be held back un-
til the affected forelgn govern-
ments are consulted, the secre-
tary sald,

In the United States, it ap-
peared many bases will be re-
duced In =size. And it was
learnaed that plans call for the
closing down of Floyd Bennett
Naval Air Station in Brooklyn
and the transfer of the Army In.
telligence School at Ft. Hola-
bird, Md., to Ft. Huachuca,
Ariz

Manpower reductions range
from a loss of 1,850 men at the
Portsmouth, N.H.,, Naval Yard
to the elimination of 35 military
and 156 civilan positions at

Craig Alr Force Base in Selma,
Ala.

Even though the cutbacks re-
sulted from congressionaily-
mandated economy drives, one
congressman already has called
the moves another example of
poor Pentagon planning.

Rep. Clarence Long, D-Md.,
said the Pentagon last year
asked to renovate the Army In-
telligence School in Maryland.
He ndded the request was grant-
ed

The White House sald Presi-
dent Nixon would name a 10-
member ‘‘economic adjustment
committee' to deal with the im-
pact of the base closings,

“This administration is com-
mitted to bringing the resources
of the federal government to
bear on the alleviation of eco-
nomie difficulties caused by
necessary defense realign-
ments,” the White House slate-
ment said.

Danlel A. Henkin, the Penta-
gon's chief spokesman, sald
most base closings or manpow-
er cutbacks would be completed
within the year.

The latest announcement
brings the amount of savings
the Pentagon {s supposed to
make as-a result of military cut-
backs to $1.523 billlon.

In October, the Pentagon sald
307 bases would be reduced in
strength or shut down for econo-
my reasons,

Laird added that more reduc-
tions in activities and personnel
are expected In an effort to trim
defense spending, The secretary
did not say when another an-
nouncement would be made.

fault cites the greatest problem
for the firet weleotman as be-
ing “keeping up with the day-
to-day duties of his office.'"

Although he presently puts in
an average of 50 hours a week
or more fulfilling the duties of
the office, “lack of time pre-
vents the establishment of an
effective administrative guide-
line for the town,” according to
the first selectman.

.Chau Convicted at Retrial -
In Pro-Communist Activity

SAIGON (AP) — A military
court senfenced National As-
sembiyman Tran Ngoc Chau to
10 years In prison today after
convicting him for the second
time of pro-Communinat activity.

The prosecution asked for the
same 20-year sentence the same
court imposed a week ago, but
the five officers halved it. They
reached thelr verdict an hour
after the final arguments.

Chau, 46, has been one of
President Nguyen Van Thieu's
leading opponents In the assem-
bly. He waa accused of meetling
his brother, Tran Ngoc Hlen, a
Viet Cong intelligence agent
who Is now In prison, elght
times from 1965 to 1968,

As Chau was led from the
courtroom he told newamen,
‘“When peace I8 restored, I will
be back to serve the nation.”
Then he flashed the "V sign
with his right hand.

Chau spid at the trial that he
reported his contacts with his
brother to the U.8. Central In-
telligence Agency and warned
them in mid-1967 that the ,Com-
munist command was planning
an offensive for Tet in February
1968. He said he did not report
this to South Vietnamese lead-
ers because '‘they were not con-
cerned about the people.”

“You were wrong,” sald Lt.
Col. Trieu Khac Huynh, the

chief judge. “Why didn't you re-,

port this to the Vietnamese ay-
thorities? The Americans were
not our rulers. The CIA was
only a data gathering agency
for the allied forces and not for
the Republic of Vietnam."
Chau sald that he was “4n.
duced to talk to the Americana'”
only after reallzing that South
Vietnamese leaders were more
concerned about “how many
outposts had fallen and how
many troops had been killed.'
Chau has claimed that the
U.8. Embassy encouraged him
to develop contacts between
anti-Communists in Saigon and

the Viet Cong and.that Thieu ls
now persecuting him In an at-
tempt to silence his political op-
ponents.

One ofticer from the assam-
bly's political section attended
the trial, a tape recorder con-
ceated In his black attache case.

Chau boyocotted the firat trial
last week and took refuge in the
National Assembly bujlding, de-
fying a government order to ar-
rest him. He was entitled to &
second trial because of his ab-
sence. The government agreed
to the retrial, then arrested him
Friday.

The second trial bogged down
for three days over the court's
refusal to allow appeals to a
higher court and the selection of
a defense lawyer. 8ix lawyers
either walked out of the case or
were dismissed,

In the end, Chau was defend-
ed by two ‘citizen’ ' lawyers
named by the prosecution, one
an officer candidate, the other
an army major, both from the

government’s military justice

department.

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Establishing Our Credentials

Down in Lamar, South Carolina iast
Tuesday & group of some 200 white men
and women, armed with ax handles and
baseball bats, attacked and overturned
three buses which were engaged in the
business of busing 39 Negro students to
a high school which had hitherto been an
all white school.

State troopers had to use fear gas to
disperse the crowd of whites, Several of
the children were injured by flying
glass, or by the tear gas being used in
their defense. But there was, that day,
no school for anybody In that school.

This event comes into the news as a
brutal outrage, a glaring instance of the
inhumanity of man not merely to man,
but even to children.

It ia also an event likely to add fire
and fervor to the contention of those
Northern liberals who think there Is a
difference between the way the North
and the South are making progress on
the racinl issue, and that this difference
makes it justifinble and necessary for
the North to see to it that we keep on ap-
plying pressure firsi and foremost to
conditions in the South.

We suppose there are Northerners who
truly have a right to feel superior to
these white citizens down in South Caro-
Ilina,

But those of us who might like to es-
tablish our right to preach to the violent
segregationists of the South had better
take care In establishing our own cre-
dentials,

The first thing any of us should ask
ourselves is whether or not we happen
to live In a community which has itself

" taken an atitude toward the busing of
outside Negro children into its schools.

And if we live in' Manchester, for in-
stance, we find our credentials for criti-
clzing racism down South somewhat
blurred. We do, by action of our Board
of Educalion, bus'a token number of
children into our schools, But when we
went to the polls to vote for or against
this policy, it so happened that the ver-
dict came out against busing by a mnar-
row margin.

The pulling of a lever in a voting booth
can, in itself, be an instance of iInhuman-
ity. It so happened that the majority of
Muanchester people voting that day voted
on the same side of the Issue that South
Curolina mob acted on, last Tuesdry.

Back on the credit side of the ledger,
those who voted one way at the polls,
and nevertheless saw thelr views Ig-
nored by the action of the Board of Edu-
catipn, did not go out and get themqelves
ax handles. and baseball bats and resort
to physical violence. That puts us a good
distance ahead of the white rowdyism of
8South Carolinn, so far as our conduct in
the streets is concermed, but not far
enough ahead in the realm of the heart
and the conscience to entitle us to be the
ones to climb into the judgment seat.

" The problem before the American peo-

ple is that of learning how not to wield
ax handle, think ax handle, or vole ax

handle, and it is all one national prob-
lem.

Sweetening The Sugar Cane

In Puerto Rico, a warm island lying in
the Caribbean, there s an.emergency
shorntage of workers to help bring in the
Island's sugar cane crop.

We notice this fagt, but we do not no-
tice any romantic snswering movement
on the part of American youth volun-
teers, such as have been observed leav-
ing this country to participate in the
sugar cane harvest in another Caribbean
isktnd country. 4

What, we wonder, makes one sugar

cane harvest more attractive than. an.
other?

We beliove we can answer our own

question,

Helping bring In the sugar cane har
vest in Puerto Rico would be hard work,
which would please one's parents, as a

show of industry, and ,probably be en-
dorsed, by one's government, as an aoct

of good neighborlineas.

Helping. bring in the sugar cane har-
vest in Cuba is not work, but an action
of rebellon, certain to shock and dis.
please one's parents and lkely to be
rated, by one's government, as an act of
disloyalty or treason.

The cure? Have somebody start a ru-
mor that it's aguinst the law lo go to
Puerto Rico to work on sugar cane har-
vest.

Why Heckle Mrs Nixon?

Surely if there is anyone in this coun-
try who ought to be Immune from the
insults of the protestors who belong to
great causes, it is Mrs. Richard M.
Nixon.

She 1is certainly as apolitical, as
innocent, as gulleless, as ideologically
uninvolved a person as has ever been
mistress in the White House,

She has never Invited even the slight-
est suspiclon thatl she has objective in
life other than than of being a suitable,
dutiful, helpful wife and mother,

It s0 happens that the man she mar-
ried has been elected President, and
that her own residence therefore has
to be, for a few unselfish but probably
painful years, the White House.

But that circumstance, in itself, should
not make her fair game for those ele-
ments in our pgoclety which, having
plunged into great Involvements them-
selves, seemingly cannot rest until they
have either enlisted or roughed up and
thus brought Into the action everybody
elsa they encounter.

Can't they tell, by looking at Mrs.
Nixon, that she is a dellcate, lovely
plece of china who should be allowed
to do her own thing, and who, if she
is somehow enticed to move a little out
of character and go on the road for
some mild social cause, still should not
be heckled as If she held responsibility
for peace and war?

With All Benign Neglect

Upon discovering that a private mem-
orandum he sent to President Nixon and
other top officials early In Janusry had
leaked to the press, Presidential advisor
Danlel Patrick Moynihan pleaded that
the document be studied "‘as a whole.”
We have faithfully followed his admo-
nition and read each one of his 1650
rambling words. The whole is no more
satisfying than its objectionable pa' .s.

The phrase that will lve In his! ry —
as Moynihan no doubt feared — was em-
bodied in his recommendstion that the
Administration adopt a tone of ‘‘benign
neglect” in dealing with the problems of
the black community. Moynihan has
subsequently explained that the words
were borrowed from a British statesman
speaking In a different context in 1839,
Despite Moynihan's acknowledgment of
unoriginality, the non-battle cry Is
henceforth likely to be remembered as o
Moynihanism. And it is sadly consistent
with the spirit of his message to Mr.
Nixon. )

The memo, if couched in the language
of & Bouthern saloon, might be summa-
rized In the sentence ‘“‘those people nev-
er had it so good” and it is time to mute
national debate about their alleged
troubles, Moynihan concedes some flaws
on the landscape: “Blacks continue to
have twice the unemployment rate of
whites" and are, he might have added,
generally the first to be fired as the eco-
nomic slowdown increases. And also:
‘Only 16 per cent of Negro high school
senlors have verbal test scores at or
above grade level.” Take heart, how-
ever: “Blacks are staying in school.'

There {8 more on many matters. The
female-headed black family Is more dis-
tressed than before; he is also concern-
ed about the phenomenon of fire-alarms
in black slums. .

""The psychiatrie interpretation of fire-
setting Is complex, but It relates to the
types of personalities which slums pro-
duce,” Moynihan informed Mr. Nixon.
Some hot food for thought there for those
who write about "'the fire next time.”

After paying obsequious tribute to the
efforts of the Nixon Administration ‘‘to
develop programs that will be of help to
blacks," Moynihan acknowledges that
“‘there really ls a need for & more coher-
ent Administration spproach to & num-
ber of issues.” He suggests a top-level
conferenice and promises to come up
with the {ssues if the President so
desires.

Frankly, we ¢ind it all rather sad, We
would welcome Moynihan's calll for

“wgreater attention to Indians, Mexican-

Americans and Puerto Ricans''—but not
as o cover for retreat,

The Impact of his memorandum s to
provide a rhetorical — and statistical —
rationale for President Nixon's, moral
abdication in the realm of human rights
and his cynical woolng of the George
Wallace brigades. ’

needed to Induce the Preaident to mani.
fest "benign neglect” toward black

CHICAGO — Atone of his
regular breakfast conversations
with students recently, Presl-
dent Edward H. Levi of the Unl-
versity of Chicago listened to &
law student’s vigorous demand
that students be given a voice
in determining tenure for pro-
fessors — that Is, who  ghall
have permanent faculty status.

The student argued that ced-
ing such powers to studenis
would form an escape hatch for
the univeraity administration in
touchy cases. At the large Mid-
western state university where
he was an undergraduate, the
law student explained, students
had been valuable alles siding
with the administration against
the board of trustees aver tenure
for a faculty member so contro-
vergial that ne had become a
“‘political’’ guestion.

Levi’'s reply was calm bul
firm., The trustees at Chicago,
he explained, have no voice
whatever In questions of hiring
or firing professors. Further-
more, if any faculty member’'s
tenure hinged on “political”
considerations, Levi would walk
out as president. In brief, the
faculty will continue to judge
itself without help from students.

That single encounter between
president and students helps ex-
plain why Chicago, with a
traditionally radical student
body and surrounded by Chic-
ago's black slums, has 5o
far escaped the worst of the
campus insurrection. Even more
remarkable in an era when the
academic community nationwide
despairs for the future of
liberal education, the adminis.
tration and faculty here are in
a state of self-confident, high
morale. *

The basic reason s that the
men who run the University of
Chicago have decided that the
business of higher education is
much too important to be en-
trusted to post-adolescents, Al-
though Levi breakfasts regular-
ly with students and has formed
student-faculty committees, he
is dublous about the wvalue of
student participation. In three
years as president, the former
law professor has made it clear
that students will not make
academle decisions, -

The dramatic testing of this
pollcy came last spring when
400 student radicals, challenging
the heart of faculty control,
staged a 15-Jay sit-in at the ad-
ministration bullding protesting
the decision not to grant tenure
to & redical professor. Resisting
preasure, Levi refused to call the
police. But In contrast to the
permissiveness  displayed that
spring at Cornell and Harvard,
the Chicago faculty expelied 87
students — and made it stiok.

Only once aince then has
Chlcago's firmness been tested.
When students picketing a uni.
veraity cafeteria .as a protest
against  working = conditions
there tried to forcibly prevent
anybody from entering the
bullding, the reaction was swift,
Wtihout fanfare, 14 more stu-
dents were expelled.

Even so, the faculty still faces
threats to academly freedom
from student- militants. In the
last quarter, Maynard Krueger,
a left-of-center economics pro-
fessor, was haragsed to the
point of humiliation by radical
students (and non-students, as
well)in and out of clask, Invest-
igation falled to fix a basis for

Compared to often outrageous
classroom Intimidation prac-
ticed by student radleals across
the country, however, the cool
Chicago campus s paradise. In-
deed, there have been recent
signs that the students here are
turning away from attempls to
take over the university and
concentrating on whatever na-
tional Issue is in the headlines
— Vietnam, the environment,
ABM, or, most recently, the
Chicago conspiracy trial.

This I8 not because the Chi-
cago students are particularly
unusunl. Faculty members con-
fided to us that Chicago stu-
dents, probably brighter and
more alert than their predeces-
sors, dislike contemplation and
vastly prefer bull sesslons to
study. Had they been granted
the concessions of the Santa
Barbara or MIT students, they
might now be rampaging here
on the Midway.

The secret of Chicago seems
to lle In the fact that the fac-
ulty and Lev! (deeply admired
by faculty, though not by stu-
dents) believe In themselves,
unllke many educators acroas
the country. With distinguished
academiclans ranging from
political sclentist Henry Mor-
genthau on the left to economist
Milton Friedman on the right,
the Chicago faculty believes it
has an Invaluable product
which should not be denatured
by student whima,

In an era of rampant student-
worship on the nation’s cam-

puses, teachers and administra-
tors here are unique In one
vital respect. Unlike almost
every college, we have visited
lately, nobody here told ua:
“You have to listen to the stu-
dents; they have something
important to say.” Such
academlic self-confidence may
be the starting point for the
preservation of the university.

‘Teacher Negotiations

-  Neither Side Moves
In Contract Talks

Negotiations between the Board of Education and

the Manchester Education

Association (MEA) team

broke down Tuesday night after neither group moved
off its original proposals, Wilson E. Deakin Jr., assist-
ant superintendent of schools and board negotiator, said

this morning.

Following the stalemate, Mrs,
Bernice Maher, MEA {eam
chalrman, was instructed by
her group to request the State
Department of Education to
initinte medlation procedures,
marking the fifth year the
groups have had to resort to
medlation for . contract settle-
ment,

Requests to the board and
MEA today falled to produce
the relense of salary offers and
requests,

Mrs. Maher sald the only
point in their package proposal
on which they obtained satisfac-
tion from the board dealt with
pay for department heads and
extracurricular duties, The
board agreed to up the amount
$2 from the present §53 per
point. The point formula was
worked out several years ago.
In its package, the MEA re-
quested $60 a point. The board
also granted a 00-cent-an-hour
Increase to summer school and
evening school teachers,

To take that
pledge is a major act of self-
denlal for natlons capable of
making such wespons and that
{s why some have lngged and
others have refused.

Those nations capable of
making such weapons but who
have ratified the treaty and
thus taken the complete pledge
of abstentation are Canada,
Sweden and East Germany.

Those nations also capable of
making nuclear weapons who
have signed the treaty but not
ratified are West Germany, Ja-
pan, Switzerland, Australia,
Italy, Belgium and The Nether-
lands. Those in the same class
of potential or possibly poten-
tial nuclear powers who have
r:dused to sign are Indin,
Pakistan, Israel, South Africa,
Brazil and Argentina.

Mayfair Drains Progress
Despite Contract Dispute

Storm drains atl Mayfair Gar-
dens, the 76-unit elderly housing
complex now under construction
in the North End redevelopment
area, are being installed in spite
of a dispute betwéen the prim-
ary contractor and the Man-
chester Housing Authority.

Joseph Rossetto, assistant
contracting officer for the
MHA, reported at the MHA
meeting Jast night that the
storm dmains are 80 per cent
installed.

The prime contractor, the
Rocky Marclano Construction
Co. of New Jersey, argues that
the blueprints for the complex
showed storm drains, but In-

dicated “NIC” meaning not In
contract. The Marclano firm
holds that it did not include the
cost of storm draing in ita $988,-
000 bid and it estimateg that
adding the drains will raise the
bid by about $20,600; making
the total bid $1,008,600,

The MHA argues that storm *

drains were Included in the
specifications on which bids
were to be based.

Reparable, Says Schendel

Former Police Chief Herman
Schendel Tuesday  night chal-
lenged remarks made by present
Pollce Chief James Reardon, re-
garding the state of the present
traffic-control system on Down-
town Main 8L,

Schendel, speaking =at a
Board of Directors meeting, said
that it lsn't true that the con-
trol system can't be repaired
and that replacement parts for
it are obsolete. He didn't men-
tion Reardon by name ,or by
office but directed his remarks
at Town Manger Robert Welss,

Reardon, il an informal Board
of Directors meeting Feb. 17,
when the proposed elimination of
downtown  angle-parking was
being discussed, was asked {f the
present traffic-control system
could be repaired and improved.

He replied, ‘“The signal sys-
tem just can't be repaired— it
Is In a chaolc mtate,' He pald
that, becausa replacement parls
are not available, the -ynerp
cannot’ be improved.

A new control system, he ex-
plained, would cost about $100,-
‘000, The State Highway Depart-
ment has sald it would install
the new system at state cost,
provided angle parking is re-
moved from Downtown Main 8t.

Tuesday night, Schendel ask-
ed, “Why should the state pay
out $100,000 of taxpayers' money,
especially with the big state
deficit in sight, for an unneeded
system?"’

He charged Weiss with ‘‘fall-
ing down on his job," in not
checking Into the poasibility of
repairing the present system.

‘‘Becase of his Iack of pay-
ing attention to his job,"”
Schendel said, ‘“the merchants
of Main Bt. have been severely
penalized.”

He said that he (Bchendel)
took the Initiative to check with
traffic light experts. He sald he
learned that, although part of
the Main Bt. system is outdated,
it lsn't obsolete and can be
brought up to adequacy. He
sald he learned that parts for
it are avallable and that the
system could be updated.

8Schendel said that he and Bd-
ward Wilson, police mechanic
when the original lights were
installed, were assured by the
manufacturer, Crouse-Hinds ol

Ask Right To Decide Merger

The tenor’ of the ocomments
made at a public hearing on
proposed charter revisions last
night made it obvious a change
in the seotion concerning fire de-
partments will not be passed
the way it now stands,

Bome 00 persons, mostly mem-
bers of the town's volunteer fire

, attended the hear-
ing held by the Charter Revis-
fon Commission and conduoted
by chairman John Daigle.

The proposed change would
eliminate the mandatory terms
of the charter as to separate,
volunteer fire dopartments and
make the town board responsible
for providing adequate fire pro-
tection.

The main csuse for concern
among the firemen seemed lo
be the phrase which would allow
the governing body to dpecide
whether or not the departments
should be conwolidated. Most
agreed that at some time in the
future it will probably be neces-
sary lo combine the departments
and have a paid force, but they
felt the decision should be up
to the firemen.

. Fred Bllow, captain of Fitch
Fire Company In Rockville,
presented o resolution approv-
od by his department recom-
mending that the decision - of
consolidation of the depart-
ments be left with the firemen.

The resolution suggested that
at such time as' the depart-
ments decide that consolidation
15 in the best interest of the de-
partments and the town, each
department will hold a separate

Taking the vote would re-
quire that full membership of
both departments be notifled in
writing of the time and place of
the vote and that & majority
vote should be at least one
more than one-half of the full
memberahip of each depart-
ment,

Thomas Wolff, & member of
the Board of Representatives,
said, "It seems obvious if this
proposal goes as it Is the char-
ter will be turned down, I think
you should consider Bilow's
recommendation for a compro-
mise."”

When the revision group vot-
ed on the proposed change, it
was not a unanimous vote. Don-
ald Maguda, chief of the Rock-
ville Department, cited the in-
crease in taxes that a paid fire
department would cause, He
sald it would increase the mill
rate by at least five milly.

Commission member Atty.
Thomas Dooley emphasized

Sewer Report Criticlzed

Wolff said he felt the way
the charter Is now worded was
another exception to get the
original charter passed. He
sald from a practical stand-
point, uniesa this proposed re-
vislon Is passed, “‘we are run-
ning out of money to Install
any more sewers,"

Frank Blancardi, who was &
member of the town's Sewer
Advisory Group, criticized the
sower study report which he
sald falled to indicate areas
that really need sewers. He sald
he feels the sewer Installations
should be made on a petition
basis. He said ‘‘there’'a where
you will get ali of the money."”

The way the charter now
reads even If a sewer lne goes
by your property the owner
does not have to pay anything
uniess he hooks into the lne.
He does not have to hook in un.
lesg his septic tank system Is
termed a menace o heaith, The
revision would require the prop-
erty owner to pay for the lne
golng past his lot' whether he
hooks In or not.

Another proposal to change
the name of the Board of Repre-
sentatives to that of Town Coun-
oll drew approval from Wolff,
who is a third-term member of
the board.

The method of appointment of
the town treasurer brought
forth some objections from
those at the hearing. The way
the charter now stands, the
town treasurer is appointed for
a term of four years by seven
affirmative votes of the Board

of Representatives, The
posed change would allow tbc
treasurer to be appointed by the
Mayor and approved by a ma-
jority of the board.

Wolff questioned, “Does this
make the treasurer's job more
or lems subject to political
appointment?'’ and Daigle sald,
ltmm'll

Wolff, commented that the
present treasurer has done an
excellent job. I wouldn't like
to sée a job like this turned into
more i a patronage job," he
sald.

Dalgle sald, “‘we all know the
present treasurer (Robert Dem-
ing) has done a magnificent job
but we might not get another
person lke this."” Donald
Sadroainaki, another member of
the Board of Representatives,
sald he Is opposed to the
change. He noted that If a
treasurer was not doing his job
the board could discharge him.,

In this same vein, Wolff sug-
gested that the commission
might consider looking In the
other direction, making the
treasurer's job, the town' coun-
sel and the tax ocollector less
political. He said he does not
feel the town counsel should be
changed every election.

Several other proposed
changes, many of them pro-
cedural changes which elimi-
nate certain transitory pro-
visions, did not require any dis-
cussion.

The revision commission,
which was appointed last April
and was given a year to [go
over the charter and make its
revisions, will again consider its
recommendations before send-
ing them to the Board of Rep-
resentatives. The board will
hold another hearing and when
a final report is accepled, the
changes will go to the towns-
people for a vole.

Daigle sald he expects the
question will be put on the vot-
ing machines for the Nov. 3
elections.

NEW YORK (AP) — You'll be
hearing a lot more about war-
rants in the next few months,
not only the kind that lead to ar-
rests, but the stock market type
that whets the appetites of ape-
culators.

A warrant is 8 plece of paper
thaf gives ita owner the right to
buy shares of a company's com-
mon stock at a fixed price, even
though the market price of the
stock might be -considerably
higher. /_.-"

It (st much more thin that,
either. It pays no dividends.
And if {t isn't turned in within a
specified time (Lt simply evapo-
rates into nothingness, It {sn't a
claim on assets; it is only a
right to buy stock, But it can be
very profitable.

Assume an individual owned
100 warrants to buy for $12 a
share of stock in a company
selling for $10 a share. He was
glven the warrants {n order to
induce *him to buy the compa-
ny's bonds. Each warrant and
$12 is worth one share,

Naturally he worl't exercise
his right under such circum-
stances. He'll wait for the stock
price to rise. And, If the compa-
ny im solid, progressive and well
managed enterprise, chances
are the stock price will rise,

Assume that the shares climb
to $18. The owner of the war-
rants can redeem them for a
aimilar number of shares that
have been set aside for him. For
. $1,200, he will receive $1,800 in
atock that he can Immediately
sell for a $600 profit, °

Remember, that §1,200 was in-
vested for a very brief time.
Had he purchased shares in-
stead he very likely would have

tied up his money for months or "’

years,

Although a lot of investors
have lost money dealing in such
securities, some professional
traders have nreaped tremen-
dous profits on relatively small
investments. A return of several
hundred per cent is possible,

The big news in warrants this
year developed in recent weeks
when:

—American Telephone & Tele-
graph Co. announced a capital-
rilsing package that included
atocks, debentures and war-
rants. A formula was developed
permitting stockholders to buy
debentures to which warrants
will be attached.

—The New York Stock BEx-
change announced It had ap-
proved in principle the trading
of warrants on its floor i{s now in
the process of discussing the
gpecifics with offictals of the Se-
curities and Exchange Commis-
aton, .

The AT&T decision to sweeten
{ta fund-raising effort with war-
rants gave such securities a res-
pectabllity they hadn’'t pos-
sessed to any great degree,
AT&T, after all, is the premier
corporate fund raiser,

And the Big Board, encour-
aged by AT&T's action, has
added to that respectabllity.
Warrants never before made it
to the exchange. And in order to
clear the way, in fact, stock ex-
change rules will have to be

changed.

But why should & warrant be
listed or traded? Well, as with
.anything else of value, markets
soorr develop. While the warrant
was conceived as an appendage
to a bond or debenture offering,
it soon develops a life of its own,

Boon after a company gets ita
bond issue sold, aided by the as-
tractiveness of the warrant giv-
en to purchasers, {t might notity
the buyers that, should they
choose, they might detach and
sell the warrants for what ever
price they might be able to ob-
tain for them.

Warrants, are great if the
price of the stock rises, But they
aren't much good .except as
trading vehicles if the stock
price remains in a slump. If the
price of the stock fails, then the
warrant-holder tumbles too.

The terms of the AT&T offer
specify the holder may tum In
his warrants for stock anytime
from six months after the offer
planned for next month to 4%

years after the offer. After that

they cease to exist.

If AT&T's financing plan suc-
ceeds a lot of other companies
are likely to follow. Money Is
hard to get these days and the
pridea are high. The warrant
therefore, may be just the thing
to pry loose from investors
those hard to get funds.

Radiation Leak
At Yale Lab No
‘Health Hazard’

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP)—
Health Physicist George Hole-
man of Yale says a radlation
leak from Yale's Heavy Ion Ac-
celerator won't pose any '‘health
hazard.”

But a two-foot-thick shield of
concrete is being added to the
accelerator wall anyway.

The leak was first discovered
in experimenta three weeka ago.

While not endangering
anyone's health, the stray neu-
trons have upset some delicate
experiments in nearby Ilabs,
sald Franklin Hutchinson, pro-
fessor of blophysics and bio-
chemistry,

"“Apparently neutrons have
been going over the top of the
concrete walls of the accelera-
tor and Increasing the radiation
background levels,” sald Hutch-
inson,

Sclentists’ ran & test Monday
night, running the accelerator
at top capacity while recording
radiation on hyperfensitive in-
struments in the nearby Gibbs
Laboratory, According to Hutch-
inson the instruments showed &
10-fold increase in background
radiation while the accelerator
was running.

Radiation . sensitive badges
worn by sclentista and workers
in the vicinity of the accelera-
tor have shown no Indication
that radiation has reached
dangerous levels, sald Dr. Hole-
man.

If the new concrete shield
doesn't solve the problem, a
concrete ceiling may have to be
installed over the accelerator,
Hutchinson said. This, he indi-
cated, would cost a lot of mon-
ey. \
‘‘Hopefully some less costly
alternatives can be found,"” he
said.

NEW YORK (AP) —
Having lost the first round
Wednesday when a Federal
Court judge refused to
make Curt Flood a free
agent, the outfielder's law-

yers in his antitrust suit
challenging baseball’s re-
serve clause say they are
“considering our next step
to further this matter in
the courts.”

But it was virtually assured
that the $60,000-a-year outfield-
er, traded from B8t. Louis to
Philadelphia  last  October,
would sit out 1970.

Flood said earlier that he does
“not Intend to play baseball un-
til this thing s settled.”
Wedneday, after Judge Irving
Ben Cooper denied his request
for a temporary injunction that

would have made him s free
agent able to sell his services to
any major league team, Flood
issued the following statement:

“Judge Irving Ben Cooper's
declaion has resolyed only that
single lssue presented to him—
whether or not a‘restraining or-
der should be issued at this
time. The basic Issue of the le-
gality of the reserve clause re-
mains to be decided and I shall
continue my test of the reserve
clause In the courts,

“The fallure to oblain a re-
straining order means Ive lost
my one chance to play ball this
year, I can only hope that after
a full hearing on the merita that
my position will have been vin.
dicated and that my career will
not have been ended by the time
lost pursuing what I belleve to
be right."

The reserve clause binds a
player to the team holding his
contract. Flood charges this vio-
lates federn! antitrust laws,

state antitrust laws, recent clvil
rights acta, common law and
the 18th Amendment to the Con-
tuftution concerning involuntary
servitude, The issue will never
be declided legally until it reach-
e the U.8, Bupreme Court since
the losing side in any trial could
appeal to a Circuit Court and
the losing side there could ap-
peal to the high court.

The high court has never con-
sidered the reserve clause, It
ruled in 1922 that baseball was
not subject to federal antitrust
laws and refused In 1053, 1060
and 1087 to overturn that ruling,

In denying Flood's motion for
a temporary Injunction, Judge
Cooper noted that his decialon
meant no irreparable harm to
Flood since the 33-year-old out-
¢ielder could play this season
with Philadelphia while the case
goes through the courts.

WASHINGTON (AP) —The
U.8. Weather Bureau said todny
there Is “‘a rather poor pros-
pect” for viewing the total ce-
lipse of the sun Saturday,

"Cloudiness will be wide-
spread across the eastern third
of the nation,” the bureau satd,
“and rain will fall in many
areas,

"Favorable conditlons for
viewing the (total) eclipse will
probably be limited to parts of
New England and southern
Florida, where clear to partly
cloudy and dry weather {8 ex-
mm.ll

The forecast from the Wash.
ington office was confined to
Ohlo, Kentucky, Tennessee,
Mississippl and eastward to the
Atlantic Coast.

The total eclipse, if the weath-
er were clear, would be visible
at midday from Florida, Geor-
gla, the Carolinas, Virginia and
Nantucket Island, Mass., in the
United States,

In Connecticut, about #6 per
cent of the sun will be blocked
by the moon. The sun will begin
to be obscured about 12:25 p.m.,
and the maximum Connecticut
eclipse will occur about 1:42—
lasting for three minutes, The
partial eclipse will end at 2:56
p.m. over Connecticut.

Weather prospects for viewing
the eclipse In Connecticut are
not good, The U.8. Weather Bur.
eau at Windsor Locka has fore-
cast increasing cloudiness dur-
ing the day, and rain is expected
before the day Is over. Over
Nantucket Island, where the
eclipse will be total, chances for
clear weather are better, the
Weather Bureau reports,

Rogers’ Testimony on Laos

Doesn’t Satisfy Fulbright

WASHINGTON (AP) — Bet-
ting a tougher tone than the
Senate Democratic leadership,
Sen. J. W. Fulbright saya his
Forelgn Relations Committee
needs to dig deeper Into U.8. In.
volvement In Laos despite two
hours of secret testimony by
Secretary of State Willlam P,
Rogera.

“You don't settle something in
Just one meeting," the Arkansas
Democrat told a newsman
Wednesday after the State De-
partment disclosed Rogers' ap-
pearance,

While Fulbright said he Is
thinking of future committee
meetings on Laos, Democratic
Leader Mike Mansfleld sald he
feels better about the Laotian
situation after hearing Rogers
teatify Tuesday afternoon.

“The secretary was quite re-
sponsive, made a very good
impression and I think the
meeting was very much worth-
while,” Manafield sald. He sald
it 18 too early to tell how far the
North Vietnamese offensive in
Laos will go,

Manafield, one of the senators
who has expressed fears about
U.S. commitments in Laos,
sald, “on the basis of assur-
ances given, the Cooper-Church
amendment will be honored and
the administration’s approval of
that amendment atill stands on
the question of no U.8. combat
troops in Laos."

His reference was to an
amendment adopted last De-
cember to the Defense Appro-
priations Act barring use of U.8.
troops in both Laos and neigh-
boring Thalland.

Mansfield later told newsmen
he thinks Nixon will give serious
consideration to making a re-
port to the American people on
the sltuation in Laos and the
U.S, role there, He sald such a

report would be '‘bound to be
helpful.”

He ulso said he is hopeful the
committee and the 6State De-
partment will agree on release
of o censored transeript of a se-
cret hearing on Laos held by the
committee late last year,

If not, Manstield sald, ““The
people will become more and
more suspicious and the situs-
tlon will become more dGiffi-
cult."

In disclosing the session be-
tween Rogers and the
Relations Committee, Btate De-
partment press officer Robert J.
McCloskey sald the secretary
did so on the basls of an infor-
mal agreement with the chair-
man,

Rogers' appearance came fust
hours after Fulbright told the
Senate that unnamed high ad-
ministration officinls feel Laoa
is even more important than
Vietnam, Fulbright said that as-

sevsment scared him to death, '

Committee sources said the offi-
clals cited were neither Rogers
nor CIA  Director Richard
Holms,

Meanwhile, two senfor mem-
bers of Congresa scoffed at any
donger of a Vietnamlike com-
mitment In Laos,

“Anyone who says we are just
doesn't know the facts,” sald
Chairman L, Mendel Rivers, D-
8.2, chairman of the House
Armed Services Committee.

Sen. Gordon Allott, R-Colo,,
said the Laotian war was part
cf the war in Vietnam and that
air strikes should continues in
Laos,

In another  development,
Mponstield sald his hopes are
higher for an early release of
the transcript of secret hearings
into Laos by a foreign relations
subcommittes headed by Ben.

Americans and Western diplo-
mats in Vientiane as well as by
Laotian government officials,
However, it is by no means cer-
tain that the North Vietnamese
will go much farther.

'l‘ho BS2a for months have
been attacking the North Viet-
namese traffic ¢to South Vietnam
along the Ho Chl Minh trall
down eastern Laos, but some
diplomats consider use of Amer-
foa's Dbiggest bombers in the
Plain of Jars area as an escala-
tion of American military in-
volvement in Laos,

Before the North Vietnamese
and their Pathet Lao allies
launched their offensive, thelr
prime objective was belleved to
be the Plain of Jars. The Com-
munist forces held the plain for
years and last year pushed west
from it to Bals Phoukhoune,
Then the North Vietnamese
withdrew, leaving the weaker
Pathet Lao forces to hold the
territory, and Gen. Vang Pao's
Meo guerrillas drove them back
and took the Plain of Jars.

The North Vietnamese now
have an estimated 20,000 troops
and better equipment in the
area, They are also four months
ahead of thelr timetable last
year, This has led many ana-
lysts to conclude that the North
Vietnamese will try to take
Vang Pno's operational head-
quarters at Long Cheng, his
main supply base at Sam Thong
and Vang Vieng, 88 miles north
of Vientiane,

Veteran observers belleve this
would seriously threaten the
viabllity of Prince Souvanna
Phouma's government, but they
also belleve that President Nix.
on can do no more than step up
alr strikes. The introduction of

In combat In Laos and that our
alr activity has had the effect of
escalating the confliet.”

Describing these reports as
‘'groasly inaccurate,” Nixon
stated, ‘1 have concluded that
our national interest will be
served by putting the subject
into perspective through a pre-
clse description of our current
activites In Laoa."

The chief executive sald there
are no American ground combat
troops in Laos and ‘‘we have no
plans for Introducing ground
combat forces into Laos.”

He nlso stated that ‘‘no Amer-
fcan stationed in Laos has ever
been killed in ground combat
operationsa.”

Glving precise figures, Nixon
sald there were currently 1,040
Americans, both service person-
nel and civilians, in Laos but
that only 618 of these are direct
government employes,

'UJ,8. personnel In Lacs dur-
ing the past year has not in-
creared,” he said, “while dur-
ing the past few months, North
Vietnam has sent over 13,000 ad-
ditional combat ground troops
into Leos."

The President sald U.8. air
onerations In that Southeast
Asla country have as their first
nriority the interdiction of a
eonfinuning flow of North Viet-
namese f{roopa and sunnlies
across the Ho Chi Minh Trail
comnlex In Lasos fo foin the
fiehti»g in Bouth Vietnam. He
renorted that in 1868, this flow
totaled about 10.000 men.

‘“In addition to alr operations
on the Ho Chi Minh Trail." he
said, "“we have continued to car-
ry out reconnaissance flights in
northern Laos and fly combat
support missions for Laotian

‘forces when requested to do so

by the Royal! Laotian govern-
ment."

In each Instance, he stated,
“our combat alr operations
have been flown only when re-
quested by the Lu.oﬁan govern-
ment."’

He said that the ievel of U.8.
operations in the alr “has been
increased only as the number of
North Vietnamese In Laocs and
the level of their aggression has
increased."”

Declaring that peace remains
the highest priority of the ad-
ministration, Nixon sald he ds-
patched letters Friday to Soviet
Premler Alexie Kosygin and
British Prime Minister Harold
Wilson, who are cochairmen of
the conference responsible for
maintaining the 1962 Geneva ac-
cords on Laos.

“I hope that a genuine quest
for peace in Indochina can now
begin,'' he aaid.

“For Laos this will require
the efforts of the Geneva
Conference cochairmen and the
signatory countries.

“But most of all it will require
realism and reasonableness
from Hanoi. For it is the North
Vietnamese, not we, who have
ecscalated the fighting. Today
there are 67,000 North Viet-
namese troope in this small
country, There are no American
troops there.'

Nixon promised that in future,
“We will continue to give the
American people the fullest pos-
sible information on our involve-
ment, consistent with national
security."”

Small Town in Big Trouble

LAMAR, 8.C. (AP) — Gordon
Brown {8 a smalltown druggist,
a soft.spoken man with gentle
brown eyes and a dedication to
saving his public achool system
regardless of personal abuse
and boycott of his store.

Laurence Lowery 15 a 24-
year-old Negro who fears that
“big trouble'” may explode over
the mixing of races or because
of an act of violence by white
adults,

An old man who wouldn't give
his name, but who sat with oth-
er elder citizens and puffed his
pipe, spoke of & bygone day
when things were better,

This is Lamar, South Caro-
lina, & town in trouble.

It is & crossronds sgricultured
community of 1,350 persons sud-
denly cast Into the national spot-
Light by & group of 100 white ad-
ults who overturned two school
buses bringing Negroes to o
formerly white school and
clashed violently with state
highway patrolmen Tuesday.

Lamar's downtown area Cov-
ers just three blocka, It is &
town dying in the emiless mi-
gration from country to city.

Most of its stores are red
brick, faded and cracked. What
once was a grocery, what once
was a4 ladles' shop, are closed.
So is the one theater in town, #a
marquee peeling and dusty,

A highway tums and bends
through the main pant of Lamar
but most motorists would never
remember passing the tiny one-

room police station on the cor-
ner, or the drugstore owned by
Gordon Brown or the cafe at the
end of the block,

It is a town that depends on
tobacco and cotton for its In.
come, & town many of the young
have left, a town where those
who have stayed work mostly in
injustrial plants 10 to 156 milea
AWRY,

It is a town where a young
man in a pool hall boasted,
‘'‘Hell, man, this ia Dodge City,"
echoing the pride of some be-
cause of the clash with law en-
forcement officers,

But for Gordon Brown, drug-
gist, father, husband and oity
councilman, there are fears that
Lamar will die if the schools
should remain closed or vio-
lence erupt again.

“It's just a small Southern
town that centers itg Hfe on the
school,” Brown said. “You close
that school and, mister, you
close the town."

Brown's wife, a seventh- and
eighth-grade science teacher,
volunteered last fall to teach in
a school which then was ali-Ne-
gro.

"“There were a lot of nasty re-
marks when she volunteered,”
Brown sald, “but she did this
first to preserve our public
school education and second be-
cause we thought that by taking
a step toward teacher integra-
tion, perhaps we could leep our
student freedom of choice.

“But when the federal court

Issued this order, we realized
that the law must be observed.
We have been  criticized for
gending our children to school
after Integration and refusing to
go along with the student boy-
cott."”

The Browns have
schoolage children.

"“There are many,”” Brown
said, “who have come into the
drug store and paid their bills
and sald they no longer would
do business with a nigger-lover.

"I ask my children each day
if they are abused. I know they
are, but they seldom tell me, It
has been hard, very hard, for
my wife and for my children.
But & man must do what he
must do."”

Laurence Lowery, the black
man, belleves the Negro com-
munity of Lamar would have
been happy with totally segre-
gated schools,

“‘But when the law to inte-
grate was made,” he sald, "It
was necessary to ablde by that
law."

Lowery sald, “If any of those
black children aboard those two
school buses had been really
hurt, like losing an eye maybe,
then there would have been
some shooting and killing in this
town.

"“We love our children, love
them just as much as any white
man loves his."

Local communities have de-
bated the pros and cons of bus-
ing school children. U.S, sena-
tors have argued over the en-

But the question of de facto
segregation has not yet been
thrown open to a public hearing
on the state level in Connecticwt.

The time is 2 p.m. in the Hall
of the House In Hartford, and
the Capitol is bracing for an
overflow orowd and heavy
rhetoric, Under discussion will
be the guldelines the state has
drawn up to end racial imbal-
ance in public schools in Con-
necticut by juggling enroliments,

The State Board of Education
has ordered 14 citles and towns
in Connecticut to prepare deseg-
regation plans by mid-March,

Conservatives claim that the
state board lacks the right to
interfore in jocal problems and
that the regulations can not be
legally enforced. Liberals main.
tan that the regulations fall to
go far enough and that compul-
sory reglionmlization of city and
suburban districts is necessary
to end segregation,

The state board has made no
provisions to bus students be-
tween communities.

The situation shows that when
8en. Abmaham A, Ribicoft, D-
Conn., reminded his colleagues
in Congress last month that the
North la just as gullty of achool
segregation as the South, he
knew from gxperience in Con-
necticut,

“Massive school segregation
does not exist because We have
segregated our schools but be-
cause we have segregated our
goclety and our neighborhoods,'’
said Ribicoff, who is a former
U.8. secretary of heakth, educa-
tion and welfare,

"It segregation is wrong in
the public schools In the South,
Riblooff said, "'it'is wrong in the
staes. ., . . The North s guilty
of monumental hypocrisy. in ita
treatment of the black man.”

The. former Connecticut gov-
ernor made his remarks Feb. 8
in a speech before the Senate
supporting a proposal of Sen.
John Stennis, D-Miss.

The Senate on Feb. 18 ap-
proved the Stennis amendment,
which requires equal enforce-
ment of achool desegregation
throughout the land. The pro-
posal s now pending In
House,

Although not citing examples
of segregation In Connecticut,
Riblcoff could have.

Waterbury is the object of the
first mgjor school desegregation
suit filed by the U.8. Justice De-
partment in the Northeast, The
sult, filed in October, charged
that the city has falled to In.
tegrate its public elementary
schools with about 9,650 white
puplls, 2,700 Negro puplls and
626 Puerto Rican puplls.

The suit sald the Waterbury
school  system  discriminated
against Negro and Puerto Rican
children through the establinh-
ment of schooldistrict bound-
arles and by transporting white
children to-nonpublic schools,

It also nllegd that white—but

not Negro or Puerto Rican—
kindergarten puplis have been
allowed to tranafer out of pre-
dominantly Negro and Pusrlo
Rican districts to predominantly
white districts.

Waterbury end the other 18
cities and towns cited as having
racially imbalanced schools
have a total population of 1.17
milllon, compared with the
state's overall population of 2.63
million in the 1660 censua,

The list of racially imbalanced
systems mentions the 12 largest
communities in the state, includ-
ing Hartford, New Haven,
Bridgeport, Waterbury and
Stamford,

The major wsuburbe where
racial imbalance was cited in-
clude Hamden and Weat Haven,
outside New Haven, the Hart-
ford suburb of Bloomftield and
the Bridgeport suburb of Strat-
ford.

The town of Bloomfield Wed-
nesday became the firet Connec-
feut community to have (ts plan
for correcting racial imbalance
approved by the Btate Board of
Education.

The board had originally cited
15 communities as having ra-
clally imbalanced schools, but
atl {ts Wednesdday meeting de-
cided not to count preschool
Head-Start programs as school.
This removed Danbury from
the list and dropped the num-
ber to 14,

and 19408,

Lewis' battles until he retired
in 1960 Included many major
run-ins with government and in-
dustry titans and other labor
leaders. In more recent years,
gunshots have sometime punc-
tuated disputes in the remote
coal country of Appalachia.
