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Brown Trial Delay
Sought by Defense

BHEL AIR, Md. (AP) —Indefi-
nite postponement of H. Rap
Brown's. trial on charges of ar-
son and, Inciting to riot was
asked by his lawyers today In
Harford County Circuit Court,

Wililam M. Kunstler saild that

because of the bombing last
Tueaday night of the Dorchester
County courthouse in Cam-
bridge ‘‘now the two counties
are linked together by the tragic
happening of this ease."
* Brown’'s trial was transferred
from Cambridge 6 Bel Alr 70
miles across Chesapeake Bay
over objections by Kunatler.

A car exploded last Monday
night near Bel Alr, killing two
Negro friends of Brown.

His trial, which started that
day, was postponed a week.

""‘Because these two Incldents
are linked, this trial is bathed in
blood,”” Kunstler told Circuit
Court Judge Harry E. Dyer Jr.
at the resumption of proceed-
ings,

Bpeaking of Ralph Feather-
stone, 30, one of those killed In
the car explosion, Kunstier
sald: '"This case has taken from
me a f{riend of 10 years.” Tears
in his eyes and his voice crack-
ing, Kunstler said, ‘‘Your honor,
I cannot go on any longer."

His legal associate Carl
Broege then took up the plea for
further postponement in the
trial. Howard Moore of Atlanta,
lawyer for Julan Bond in his
court fight against being denled
a seat in the Georgia Legisla-
ture, alpo was at the defense
counsel table.

Brown himself remained ab-
sent and unheard from since the
trial started.

While Brown's lawyers
argued in a courtroom packed
with 100 persons, half of them
representing the news media, a
score of Negroes paraded and
chanted outside in this normally
quiet town of about 5,000.

They march:d orderly around
in a circle chanting, ‘Power to
the people’” and ‘'Black, black
power for the African people.”

State county and local law en-
forcement officlals watched.

The charges were placed
against Brown after Negroes

bumed down two blocks of
bulldings in Cambridge follow-
ing o speech by him in 1987,

The FBI sald Saturday the
two men killed in the car blast
had been transporting the explo-
slve device,

This incident, along with an
explosion about 4 hours later
which tore a 30-foot hole in the
Dorchester County Courthouse
in Cambridge, added tension to
the situation. State police were
Jooking for a young white wom-
an In the Cambridge bombing.

Brown was expected in court
last Tuesday, but in view of the
fatal bomb explosion Kunstler
sald he had told Brown's wife In
New York to “keep Rap out of
Maryland."

Brown Is due in court Tuesday
or Wednesday, when jury selec-
tion in expected to begin, after
all defense motions have been
heard by Judge Dyer.

Kunstler said last week he
weas sure that Brown would
show up for the trial, but that he

it was ‘“absolute mad-
neas” for the young black mill-

tant to be tried after the bomb-
Ing Incidents,

He predicted further disorder
if the trial continued.

Kunstler made a brief trip to
Cambridge Sunday to examine
the area burned during the riots.
He also took time to look at the
damage sustained by the Dorch-
eater County Courthouse In the
bombing last Wedneaday.

He returned late Sunday night
after conferring with friends In
the Eastern Shore community.

Sources close to Kunstler said
Sunday night that he had not
seen Brown In the past week
and he did not know his wherea-
bouts.

March in Protest of Cong

PHNOM PENH, Cambodia
(AP) —More than 20,000 Cam-
bodian youths marched before
the National Assembly bullding
today, renewing thelr demand
that North Vietnamese and Viet
Oong troops lcave Cambodia.

One youth who criticized
Prince Norodom Sihanouk, the
chief of sjate, was sel upon by
dozens of students who severely
beat him.

Police, who finally loaded the
Iimp body in thelr jeep, raised
their hands in a victory salute,

Students, who were released
(rom school to participate,
waved signs in English, saying,
“Viet Cong go home."” 'One
youth carrled e painted poster
showing a Cambodlan solider
skewering a Viet Cong on a
glant bayonet,

Some two dozen troops, & few
carrylng American-made Mi6
rifles, stood quictly at attention.
The youths dispersed quietly
after one hour of talks denounc-
ing the Viet Cong.

The mass rally against the
North Vietnamese and the Viet
Cong military presence in Cam-
bodin was an extension of ladf
week’s violent riots in which
Cambodians attacked the em-
bassies of North Vietnam and
the Viet Cong, and the shops of
several Vietnamese residents,

Today, police and Vietnamese
were stlll going through the
plies of rzcords and secret files
dumped outside by the demon-
strators.

The Georgia memo was sent
to Dent, deputy counsel to
President Nixon, by G, Paul
Jones Jr,, then Georgla state
Republican chairman,

It was dated last May 19, on-
ly & few days after Dent had
been elevated (o the top
political liaison job on the White
House staff, Its subject was the
small, rural Washington County
school system in East Central
Georgia, whose funds HEW had
cut off just elght days before
for fallure to desegregute, '

The Jones memo sald "It is
quite important that this thing
be reversed. We have been giv-
en assurance by some very
wealthy individuals who are in
a position to contribute sub-
stantially to the Ropublican

Party that they will make sub-
stanttal contributions and that
there will be little financlal
worry for the Republican Party
in Georgla if the school altua-
tion- In Washington County can
be worked out,"”

The cutoff, Jones wrote, ‘'Has
created & chaotic condition in
the Washington County schools
for the last three weeks of
school and is creating an un-
tenable political situation In

A second memo was written
by Dent himselt on White House
stationery last May 1 and mark-
ed “‘confidentinl.’’ It dealt with
Ids own home base of Columbia,
8.C. :

Before Dent joined the Whit
House staff, he was Republican
state chairman in Bouth Caro-
lina with headquarters In Co-
Jumbla. Before that he was ad-
bin. Before that he was ad
mintstrative assistant to Sen,
Strom Thurmond (R-8.C).

The third memo was written
by a Dent aide, Robin West, and
forwarded by Dent to Finch last
June 25. .

Its subject was a poll by Loul-
slana Republicans of “‘local ne-
groes' attitudes toward free-
dom-of-cholce.”” The poll was
designed to affect the declslon
of a U.8. district judge in Loul-
slana, Ben C. Dawkina Jr., In
e pending descgregation case,
and the mémo indicated Dent
had talked to the judge.

“Judge Dawkins," West
wrote, '‘with whom you have

spoke, has sald that he will
consider local sentiment among
the negroes on this malter.
Hence the poll.”

The word '‘Negroes'" was not
capitalized elther time It was
used In the memo,

Though Dent has remained
behind the scenes, he has been
regarded since the day of his
appointment as a key figure in
the Nixon administration's at-
tempt to gain strength in  the
south. y

He told the Republican Na:
tlonal Committee at a closed
meeting here last June that the
administration was belng ‘‘po-
litically organized,' assuring
members that “you will get at-
tention because you are a friend
and the President knows that
you helped put him In the White
House."

Dent's efforts in the cases
brought to light by these me-
mos, seemed to have brought
mixed results.

Washington County had its
funds restored Iast Aug. 21,
three months after the Jones
memo, in Ume for the start of
the fall term.

Water Stored for Man’s Use g

Means Starva

THE EVERGLADES, Fla.
(AP) — Wuler stored for man's
use has cut off the dwhdling
Everglades deer herd from food
for the second time in four
months, and now threatens Lo
wipe out the new crop of
fawnas,

Wildlife management officinls
toured the marshy Evergludes
west of Fort Lauderdale Sunday
in search of a baby deer. They
found oy ® tew of what nor-
mally would have been scores,
and those seen there were wenk
or injured.

The rising water threatens the
Evergindes  wildiife—including
alligators and racoons—hut au-
tnorities say they are most con-
cerned about newborn deer
which are least able to fend for
themselves

*“There 18 not much hope for
the fawns,” sald C. A. Peacock
Jr. of Miami, & member of the
Florida Game and Fresh Water
Fish Commlission,

“"We probably will lose our en-
tire fawn crop this year. It
won't do nny good to stock the
deer until we cian get the water
down, and there Is no gquick #so-
lution,"” Peacock sald

Water levels in the Everg-
lades, controlled by levies and
gates operated by the Central
and South Florida Flood Control
District, have been high all win-
ter, Raln last weekend ralsed
them even higher.-

Peacock said the water Sun-
day was 18 inches above the
normul level for March and
April—usuglly the driest period
of the year,

Bd Dall of West Palm Beach,
executive director of the flood
control authority, agreed that
the water hud been maintained
at unusually high levels in the
Everglades area—which dou-
bles a8 a waler holding basin
for the district

“I have to choose water above
deer,” Dadl sald, "It makes me
sick, but In a very wel year,
which we have, we simply can-
not sccommodate both tnings.”

Dall added, “Even if I had no
alternative, I couldn't get all the
water out. We simply aon’t nave
the means, even W we wanted
to, to get rid of it."

Fawns 2 to 4 weeks old face
the severest challenge from the
new threat of atarvauon—a ate
that has cut heavily into the
adult deer i nrecent years. Since
10686, the herd has dropped from
an estimated 7,000 head to less
than 1,000.

MANCHESTER, England
(AP) — Working class mothers
of children with speech defects
in parts of Lancashire are wary
of letting their children go to
speech therapy classes. They're
afraid their youngsters will pick
up Etonian accents—that they
will sound like students at the
well-known English prep school,
BEton.

A report by a group of leading
British therapists recommenda
that more should be done to per-
suade parents that the coursea
are designed only to deal with
stammering and other speech
problemas.

Suit To Avert Thermal Pollution
Could Become a Landmark

WABHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration's suit to
force a Floride power company
to construct safeguards agalnst
thermal pollution could become
a landmark declsion In man's
battle to preserve the environ-
ment,

The suit against the Woride
Power & Light Co. marks the
first time the government has
sought court action to halt poesi-
ble pollulion before any damage
has occurred. And it focuses on
nuclear power plants, a target
of conservationists who fear hot
water discharges will radically
upset the balance of aquatic
life,

The outcome will affect vir-
tually all 16 nuclear generating
plants now In operation in the
United States and the scores un-
der construction or in planning
stages,

The government wams the
Florida utility to modify its
plans for reducing the tempera-
ture of cooling water at ita Tur-

* key Creok plant, purrently being

converted to nuclear power,

The company had planned to
flush the artificially heated wa-
ter Into Biscayne Bay via a six-
mile canal, stating the water
will not harm the aquatic life In
the bay.

Thin |8 In line with the posi-
tion taken by most utility
spokesmen when questioned
about possible environmental
damage nt nuclear installations
along the Great Lakes and
coastal areas where there Is an
abundance of water.

It was stated in full by Dave
Willilams, asslstant vice presi-
dent and chlef mechanical engi-
neer for the huge American
Electric Power 8S8ervice Corp,

Bpeaking at a conference
called by Michigan Gov. Wil
liam Milliken last July to dis-
cuss the poasible &etrimental ef-
fect of thermal pollution slong
Lake Michigan, Williams said:

‘It Is our intent and pollcy to
review plant designs with the
appropriate state officials at an
early date and perform whatev-
er tests are necessary to demon-
strate that the plant will not
have a harmful effect on local
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environment ‘and to prove this
aftor the plant goea into serv-
fce."”

The . hot water at Issue Is
created by the cooling process
employed In most nuclear
plants, Water is drawn from a
bay or lake, ciroulated through
the condensers and spewed back
into the environment at temper-
atures ranging from 10 to 20 de-
grees higher,

The volume of water used by
nuclear reactors Is huge. It in
estimated, for example, that by
the end of this decade nuclear
and conventional power plants
will discharge 20,000 cuble feet
of hot water per second Into
Lake Michigan.

By comparison, the amount of
water flowing Into that lake
from all tributary streams Is
25,000 cubic feet per segond.

This torrent of hot water
could harm the delicate rela-
tionship between temperature
and marine Iife, thus destroying
aquatie life, sclentists say.

“The interrelationships of spe-
cles, length of daylight and wa-
ter temperature are so Intimate
that even a amall change in
temperature can have far
reaching effects," Kenneth N.
Mackenthun and Lowell E.
Keup, two Interior Department
biologists, sald in' a paper pre-
sented to a recent power confer-
ance.

Temperature determines the
species that can survive, trig-
gers migrations and reproduc-
tive processes and stimulates or

suppresses growth, the report
naid.

Higher temperatures inorease
as well the toxicity of pollutants
such as pesticides, domemilc
péwage and refinery wastes.

Moreover, the blologlsts warn,
water temperatures need not
reach lethal leveln to wipe out a
specien,

“Temperatures that favor
competitors, predators, paras-
ites and disease can destroy a
npecies at levels far below those
that are lethal," the report sald.

Taking all this into considera-
tion, the biologists asserted:

“Becnuse of (ts capacity to
determine metabolic rate, tem-
perature may be the most Im-
portant single environmental
entity to life and life process-
en.”

Saltonstall To Represent

Bay State in England

BOSTON (AP) — Former

Even the supposedly sober and mature
" United States Senate rushes by an over-
whelming 64 to 17 margin to hand the
vote to the nation's 18-year-olds.

Not oven the contention that it was try-
ing to legisiate something that ought only
to be done through the Constitutional
amendment process slowed the impetu-
ous Benate down.

Like every other gathering of political
people which has confronted the lasue in
the last two or three years, the Senate
acted as if under some mystic persua-
sion or compulsion.

Obviously, there is some curious flow-
ing together of motivations which sud-
denly makes the vote for the 18-year-olds
a very fashionable political crusads.

The reason most frequently given Is
that if our young people are old enough
to fight they are old enough to vote.

This could have been a powerful resa-
son in the midst of or in the aftermath
to other larger wars than the one we are
now engaged in.

The assumption has to be that what
makes the argument seem particularly
powerful during this particular war is
some feeling that we have less right to
demand that our young men fight It than
we have had in some other wars, and
that, feeling uneasy about the rightness
of ‘our asking them to fight, we are try-
ing to show special concern for them and
do them a specia! favor by giving them
the vote, a sort of 1970 version of bonus.

Other explanations of adult politician
enthusiasm for lowering the voting age
sometimes include extravagant hymns
to the superior intelligence and wisdom
of the young people of today.

This generous praise of the extraordi-
narily positive quslities of the younger
generation is frequently matched by an
argument that, {f today's youth is rebel-
lious and out of hand, perhaps one kind
of cure would be to give it more respon-
sibility and a greater sense of partici-
pation and involvement in the decision-
making processes of {ts society.

That example — of opposite appraisals
of today's youth leading toward the same
conclusion—that the thing to do is to give
the vote to the 18-yedr-old—is typical of
the spell under which the political world
seems to be functioning.

Those who would point out to the cru-
saders some further inconsistencies of
their position find they have mo audience.
Those who want to give the 18-year-olds
the vote and their share In control of the
nation's destiny still refuse to give the
same 18-year-olds full control over their
own personal lives, and they still refuse
to make them eligible to seek and hold
any of the public offices they would be
entitled to vote other people into.

In summary, it is difficult to conclude
that, although there are many reasons
given for the crusade, there is enough
reason and principle in it to make it
worthy of the one-swoop national en-
actment it now seems to be heading for
in Congreus,

Mount Vernon Snubs Scarsdale
There are undoubtedly local compli-™
cations {n the situation which do not ap-
pear in news reports, but the dominant
fact and result {n Mount Vernon is that
the Board of Education in that town has
voted 8 to 1 to refuse to send 50 of its
black elementary school children by bus
into the celebrated neighboring commu-
nity of’Scaradale,

The Board of Education in Scarsdale,
that community so famous for its subur-

.
ban afluence, had trouble enough mak-
ing up Its own mind to play the hoat part
in this proposed Project Concern.

But then, after it had made its own
controveraial and courageous decision to
let the black children In, the Mount Vern-
on Board of Education turned around
and declded it wanted no part of busing
its black children to Scarsdale schools,

What the Mount Vernon Board of Hdu-
cation said, in explaining its decision,
was that it didn't want its black children
put In this kind of “goldfish bowl" dis-
play subject to the ridicule of Scarsdale's
ultra-rich youngsters.

Curious’y enough, however, the one
member of the Mount Vernon Board of
Education who voted for the busing was

* also {ts only black member. If she did

not fear what would happen to the black
children at the end of their bus ride, why
ghould the white members of the board
be so nervous?

It would seem that the white members
of the board might have left that kind of
decision up to the respective parenta of
the individual black children Involved,
and thus have avoided what seeins an
ungracious rejection of an opportunity
Bcarsdale has gone to some controver-
sia® trouble to provide.

Meanwhile, for the record, the re-
jection of busing has come from a new
direction — from the ghetto slde rather
than from the suburban.

Danger: Anthills Ahead

In this time of talk about national
priorities,w eo ught not to forget one that
should be very high on the lst: Prevent-
ing the nation ¢rom degenerating into an
anthill society.

That phrase has just been revived by
Commerce Secretary SBtans In an ex-
ceedingly grim waming of what could
happen to Amenrica in the next 30 years
or so. the population is not
decimated by such traditional specters
as war or plague, the total! will be some
300 million- Americans by the year 2000,
85 per cent of them urban.

So If rothing is done, Mr. Stans said,

the prospect is & sprawl of ‘‘vast
megapoli” whose problems may well
dwarf present urban worries. "It is not
very pleasant to contemplate what such
an anthill soclety would mean to this
nation."

Among other llkely evils: S8harp in-
creases in congesation, pollution, crimes
and youthful allenation. In addition, lo-
cal governments might become In-
creasingly unable to deliver services
and even disintegrate, leading to
“megulopolitan’ government with pow-
ers approaching those of a police state.
Bkyrocketing costs of public pservices,
moreover, could drain so much tax reve-
nue as to produce practically a state-
controlled ecomomy. ‘

Perhaps the worst is implled in a ques-
tion posed by the SBecretary: ‘“What
quality will the pressures, frustrations
and congestion of megalopolis impart to
the character of future Americans?

There is already enough congestion
and related Hls in some urban areas to
provide an inkling of the answer. As
tempers fray in the anthill, mutual hos-
tility could reach da-gerous levels, As
the simplest activities become In-
creasingly difficult, life may come to
many to seem not worth living. The
{deal of man as a creature capable of
nobllity (along with his innate evil) may
gradually become but a dim memory.

While the warning is grave, Mr. Stans
doed not belleve this nightmare future is
inavitable—nor do we, although we are
not overly sanguine that governments,
businesses and Individuals will bestir
themselves to do enough of the things
necessary to prevent further deterio-
ration. Yet in theory at least, even If
one accepls the extrapolation of a 300-
million population by 2000, there are
ways to avert the catastrophe. (S8ome
demographers, incidentally, are begin-
ning to suspect that the growth may not
be that large.)

One approach Is to develop an urban
policy based on the concept of cities of
“viable, manageable size,”" citles that
could avold the mammoth problems of
megalopolls but still offer intellectual,
cultural and material opportunities. In
this policy, the further growth of present
large citles would be discouraged, so
that they could try to modernize to meet
future needs.

But would not all this entail an un-
acceptable degree of governmental com-
pulsion? Not necessarily, in the Stans
{formulation anyway.

Government, for example, could fur-
nish incentives like Investment tax cred-
its, lberalized depreciation allowances,
highways that tend to disperse popula-
tion, planned decentralization of govern-
ment facllitles and continued assistance
to new commuhities. Businesses should
be urged to participate in the construc-
tion of new cities, to develop systems
and products that will be required for
quality in urban living and, of course,
to vigorously pursue poilution control.

We would add that the individual and
the d¢amily plainly have & heavy re-
spongibility too. The hope ought to be to
make that prediction of a 100-million ac-
cretion by 2000 not come true; failing
that, the family should be concerned not
to build the base for huge new popula-
tion incresses after that date.

WASHINGTON—When Presi-
dent Nixon called in a select as-
sortment of intellectuals recent-
ly for a cozy chat at the White
House, he was promptly con-
fronted with this embarrassing
recommendation: Withdraw the
nomination of G. Harrold Cars-
well to the Supreme Court.

That advice and the fact that
the President, of course, has
no intention of following it sym-
bolize the gap on the race gues-
tion between the President and
the Intellectuals, Although his
White House conversation with
the inteHectuals was quite ami-
able, the raclal gap was pain-
fully evident throughout it.

The meeting was set up by
Presidential counselor Daniel P.
Moynihan, himself on leave
from Harvard, Among the in-
tellectuals Invited were Harvard
soclologist David Relsman (au-
thor of "“The Lonely Crowd'"),
Columbia  political  scientist
Charles Hamliiton (co-author
with Stokeley Carmichael of
“Black Power''), Berkeley poli-
tical scientist Aaron Wildavsky,
and Harvard urbanologist
James Q. Wilson,

While their discussion rambled
all over domestic policy, race
was the central tople. Moyni-
han's now famous memorandum
urging “"benign neglect' for the
racial gquestion did not leak into
print until the next deay, but
present in the minds of the In-
tellectuals wag the White House
firing of school desegregation
chief Leon Panetta.

President Nixon asked his
guests whether his Administra-
tion has a raclst image, The an-
swer was yes. Mr. Nixon invit-
ed suggestions on how to im-
prove it. One intellectual asked
him to withdraw Judge Cars-
well’s nomination from consid-
eration, and another concurred.
There was no reply.

The President denied he was
seeking political capital from
the race issue. While opposing
compulsory busing, he asserted,
the Administration is filing
many school desegregation suits.

To demonstrate there Is lt.
tle political gain in the issue,
Mr. Nixon pointed to his Phila-
delphia Plan to force hirihg of
Negroes in construction work.
Whie undermining the consider-
able Republican support in the
bullding trades unions, he sald,
it has given him no credit among
Negroes, Similarly, a story in
that morning's newspaper of
fewer blacks in 'top government
jobs was exactly contrary to the
facts, the President, added.

Some of the Intellectuals were
surprised that Mr. Nixon sees
himself well to the left of the
country at large. They got the
impression he can move sig-
nificantly to the right and still
feel himself in the mainstream.

NICOSIA, Cyprus (AP) — A
rash of theorles cropped up to-
day to explain the assassination
of Polycarpos Georgadjis, once
the right-hand man of President
Makarios, but police maintained
a tight silence.

Authorities sald the body of
the 40-year-old former interior
minister was found Sunday
night in his car on a lonely road
about four miles from Nicosla
with six bullets in his chest. He
had been linked with the at-
tempt on Makarios' life last
week but denled any complicity,

Makarios called his cabinet

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Dodd, at Rousing Reception,
Defends Record and Conduct

(Herald Reporter)

U.8. Sen. Thomas Dodd vigor-
ously defended both his legis.
Iative record and his personal
conduct during a well attended
reception yesterday at the Bol-
ton Lake House.

He addressed over 200 cheer-
ing supporters and fellow
Democrats in what must be
termed one of the most dramat-
ic appearances by any of the
senatorial candidates in Tolland
County this year.

Dodd has mounted a fighting
campalgn and appears ready to
take on all comers.

“The bosses don't like me,"”
he stated. *“'They never did."
They are trotting out ohe can-
didate after another, any stick
to beat Tom Dodd with."

His 20-minute talk was given
off the cuff, and covered his
censure by colleagues, personal
legislation in the areas of
drugs, gun control, juvenile de-
linquency and pornography.

In addition to these controver-
sial toples, he commented on in-
flatlon, tax reform and pollution
covering the gamut of today's
popular issues.

Admitting to 62 years of age,
he announced he was ready to
take on all challengers, regard-
less of age.

Regarding his censure for al-
leged misuse of campaiga
funds, Dodd denled any wrong-
doing. “If I felt wrong I would
not be back here seeking your
support,” he sald.

"My record s good,"” he
stated. “There isn't a better
one. I'm going to win the nomi-
nation and the election and Con-
necticut is going to have its first
third-term Senator."”

“I'm going to give you a cam-
never seen,' he promised.
never seen,' 'he promised.

“I'm ready to face both you
and my Maker,”" he stated to
rousing cheers, “T've been
made some kind of patsy. ..I
never stole from anyone.''

“I don't expect any man in
public life has been as lied
about as me," he added.

The longer Dodd spoke the
more cheers and spplause he
drew from those attending. The
room was filled, with many
standing throughout Dodd’'s ad.
dress,

Tolland County and Eastern
Connecticut have generally
been considered strongholds of
Dodd's, and yesterday's reac-
tions appeard to verify this.

Besides the usual group of
Democratic leaders, many oth-
ers were seen, some of which
have not been around since the
last major state elec'ion four
years ago.

Lack of Housing

In addition to vindicating
himself, Dodd hit out at both
Inflation and the lack of hous-
Ing.

He proposed the setting aslde
of $3 billion just for bullding
houses not to exceed $25,000 In
price for purchase by persons
with incomes not exceeding
$12,000. The maximum interest
rate should not exceed five per
cent,

Recelving vigorous applause,
Dodd stated that '‘75 per cent
of the people who do not own
their own house today cannot
afford to buy or bulld a house."

“Young people today don't
know where they can get a roof
over their heads,” he added.

He berated the administration
policy regarding inflation. "“You
can't combat inflation by rals-
ing interest rates and throwing
people out of work.. .I've
worked hard to create jobs for
people in Connecticut,”’ he said.

He threw In a pitch for more
planning for conversion of war-
time industry to meet the needs
of a peace-time economy,
There's plenty to do, he added.
"Don't be afrald of the end of
defense work,"” Dodd stated,

Dodd denjed the tax reform
bill was true reform, "Big
brother still doesn't pay his
share,'” he sald.

On Pollution:

Settlement

WASHINGTON (AP) — A
unanimous Bupreme Court up-
held today settlement of an anti-
trust sult in which the govern-
ment had charged the nation's

biggest automakers with con-~

spiring to delay and obstruct de-
velopment of auto air-pollution
control devices,

In a consent decree, upheld in
October by Federal Judge Jesse
W. Curtis of Loa.Angeles, the
manufacturers agreed to cease
the alleged lllegal actions with-
out admitting gullt to the
charges,

New York City had appealed
to the high court to reopen the
antitrust suit, claiming if the
allegations were true the auto
makers had endangered the
health of millions of people. But
the high court declined, and
without holding a hearing af-

*firmed Judge Curtis' ruling.

The suit had been filed by the
Justice Department in the clos-
ing days of the Johnson admin-
istration, and was directed
against General Motors, Ford,
Chrysler, American Motors and
the Automoblle Manufacturers
Association.

Last September, Richard W.
McLaren, President Nixon's an-
titrust chief, flled the proposed
consent decree in Los Angeles
prohibiting the automaker and
the association from obstructing
development and [nstallation of
the devices,

New York City had asked the
high court to reopen the case so
it could intervene and present
an argument that the public in-
terest was ignored in the settle-
ment, Both the Justice Depart-
ment and the manufacturers as-
soclation opposed New York's
request.

t the climax of the Black Nazarene Festival in Manila's

Quiapo Parish every January, hundreds of thousands of

Filipinos jam pavement, windows and rooftops to see and touch a
sacred, age-darkened statue of Jesus.

The 350-year-old Black Christ figure is taken from its place high
upon the Quiapo Church altar, mounted on a small platform and
carried from mid-afternoon to midnight through miles of people-
clogged streets, In the wake of the large, wooden figure is a con-
tinually increasing throng of slow-marching devotees who clutch
lighted candles, pray and sing.

The mystique and drawing power of the unusual Black Christ
are partly explained by popular legends about it. Nobody knows
how many attend the procession—to pray, repent, seek forgiveness

Under its official name, the Nuestro Padre Jesus Nazareno, it
was blessed by an archbishop in the 18th century and by Pope Pius
VII in the 19th century.

Records indicate it has been in the church of Quiapo since the
church was a simple palm and bamboo structure, whose corner-
stone was laid in 1592,

Earthquakes and typhoons have knocked the church down and
fires have razed it. The Black Nazarene has withstood all, its
original brown turmning a burnished chocolate color with the

smoke, centuries of age and the caresses of the millions who have
worshipped it.

School Board Asks $2 Million

For ’70-71,

The Board of Education has
submitted a record  $2,087,-
029 budget to the Board of Fi-
nance for the 1870-71 fiscal year.

The budget representy a $303,-
608 Increase over last year, ac-
cording to SBuperintendent of
Schools Kennsth MacKenxie.
The Board of Education cut the
budget proposed by Dr. Mac.
Kenzie by $108,304, before okay-
ing Its transmidttal to the Board
of Finance,

The school budget will be the
subject of a public meeting be-
tween the school board and the
Board of Finance Thursday
night at 7:30 in the Town Hall.

The finance board chopped
$175,000 out of last year’'s school
budget.

The school board has ex-
pressed concern over the pro-
posed  budget, questioning
‘whether there Is ehough funds
allotted in certain areas o
operate the school system the
way (t should be operated.

Some aof the Increases are
neceasitated by the opening of
the new middle school next
January.

School enrollment will jump
by 300 students again next year,
according to MacKenzie, not
counting any who move Into
town, between now and Sep-
tember.

Although the amount of the
budget shows a substantial in-
crease, the amounts of the state
grants to the totvn for education
also records significant in-
creases. Granta will total $8563,-
595 compared lo $805,205 last

year.

In addition to the $853,005 the
town has been approved to re-
celve $1,686,398 in a lump sum
payment for half the construc-
tion costs of the arts and
science wing for the high
school, for the Meadowbrook
School addition and for the
middie school.

Due to a shortage of  funds,
however, the other half of the
conts will probably have to be
pborrowed on the commercial
market, rather than through the
state at a four per cent rate.
The actual receipt of the funds
{s being delnyed pending a rul-
ing by the state atlorney gen-
eral, according to the Buperin-
tendent.

When received, the bullding
grant plus the regular educa-
tional’ grants would bring in &
total of $1,280,083 in revenue to
the town this year, more than
half of the educational budget.

The basic state grants, ex-
cluding the building grant, pro-
vides about 31 per cent of the
achoo! budget, with local taxes
ralsing the other 68 per cent,
according to the superintendent.

Comparing the budget alloca-
tions to national medians, Dr.
MacKenzle noted the town is
above the median in instruction
and textbook categories, but low
on teaching materials, fixed
charges and all other -cate-
gories, particularly mainten-
ance, which 18 so low it doesn't
appear on the national charts,

This fact disturbs him. ‘“You
can't keep cutting maintenance

costs on new bulldings' or the
town will eventually have to ls-
sue bonds for repalr of the
bulldings like the town of Man-
chester did,

On a national median Quality
Control Budget Chart, the town’
was high on textbooks and
transportation but well below
the national median in the
‘amount allotted per pupil in all
other ontegories,

The high ranking for text-
books In both categories comes
with the necessity to purchase
books for the new 12th grade at
the high school. High school
textbooks cost more money than
do those for elementary schools.
The ever-increasing enroliment
which has averaged about 300
new students for the past few
years also Increases the costs
for textbooks,

Most of the student related
expenses have been computed
on a per pupil average cost,
which varies from one school to
another this year.

The largest budget Increase
comes in the Instructional cate-
gory.

Instructional Account

The instructional account reg-
isters n $334,225 Increase over
last year, with a proposed bud-
get of $1,520,014 (compared to
$1,184,780 last year).

The increase is due primarily
to salary Increnses of teachers
and staff and to the need to hire
16 new teachers and an assist-
ant principal for the middle
school, which will have 860 stu-
dents next year.

Principals’ salaries plus the
addition of an assistant at the
middle achool Increased by $22,
000, A request for the assistant
principal at the high school was
cut out by the board.

The addition of 18% new teach-
ing positions (based on §$8,500
average pay) totals $140,260. A
total of $11,000 was included for
extra curriculor instruction, for
departmnet chalrman, coaches
and club leadersa.

To meel the requirements of
the cantract, granting all teach-
ers one preparation period a
day, necessitates the hiring of
11 new teacher aldes budgeted
for $80,622 compared to $7,613
al present.

Librarians and guidance jump-
ed from $40,050 at present Lo
$71,600, representing not only
salary Increases, but the add-
itlon of one full-time and one
part-time guidance counselor for
the middle school and two -
brary aides at the middle school.

Salaries for clerks and sec-
retaries for the schoola jumped
from §20,108 at present to $38,-
029, with provisions included for
the adding of one new clerk to
each of the schools except Hicks,
which will receive a part-time
clerk,

Textbook ollocations increas-
ed from $24,000 &t present lo
$28,737, broken down to per
pupilcosts of $17 high school, §11
middle schoal, $9.50 Hicks and $8
for Meadowbrook.

Library allocations increased
to $16,685 hnsed on a per pupil
rate of $10 nigh school, $6 middle
school; $3.60 Hicks, and §2 for
Meadowbrook.

Methods of Indian Rising
Were Revamped for 1970

SEATTLE (AP) — In the
darkness before dawn the little
band of Indians crept along the
edge of Puget Bound and scaled
the 70-foot cliff to the edge of
the U.8. Army's Ft. Lawton.

They lay in the brush until, at
first light, they saw the sentry
pass on his hourly round.

Then did they attack?

Nope, They hurried onto the
fort grounds in a misty rain
Bunday, set up a teepee, started
a fire and began doing war
dances.

A hundred years ago that
would have been a nilly way to
run an Indlan attack. In 1970, as
Boeing 747 superjets flew over-
head in thelr teat pattern, the
Indinns felt it was the best way
to express their demnnda fo
their rights.

“It was just like in the old
days,'  mald Grace Thorpe,
daughter of famed Indian ath-
lete Jim Thorpe. '‘You sneak up
on the Army, you take'em by
surprise, then you start holler-
ing and whooping.' The Army
didn‘'t think it was funny. Bol-
diers arrested 78 Indlans and
put them in the stockade, fed
them noodle soup and bologna
sandwiches for lunch, then rve-
leased them.

Beventeen were instructed to
go before a8 U.8. commiasioner
today on a charge of violating a
warning against entering a mili-
tary installation {llegally.

But the Indians, representing
more than 30 tribes, had just be-
gun to fight. Thoy beefed up
their sentry force at the main
gate of the fort, which has been
closed to the public since the In-
dians first invaded it & week
ago. They organized office
space and picket schedules and
vowed to demonstrate peaceful-
Iy until President Nixon meets
thelr demands,

The United Muu of Al
Tribes, as the group calla itsolf,
wants:Ft. Lawton for an Indian
university and culture ocenter,
They claim title to the land un-

der the 1885 Treaty of Point El-
liott. The Defense Department
has announoced that the post,
now used for reserve training,
will be deactivated this summer.
and Seattle wants it for a park.

A week ago, 85 were arrested
in a similar raid and 25 of them
were given letters of expulsion
ordering them not to set foot on
the property again under penal-
ty of fine and jall terms. It was
that order upon which 17 were
told to report to court today.
The otheras were given letters of
expulsion and told not to re-
turn,

Gary Bray, 30, a Colville In-
dian and the only one of the lo-
cal group's 1ll-member govern-
ing council not arrested Sunday,
sald the invasion this week was
to let President Nixon know the
Indians were serious last Sun-
day when they said they wanted
him ¢o appoint a representative

to negotiate with them,

The Indians planned to dem-
onstrate at the federal court-
house in Seattle today. They
continued 24-hour plcketing out-
side Ft. Lawton's main gate,
where Indians take turna living
in & teepee, two tents and sever-
al lean-tos, :

The Indians say the land
where Ft. Lawton stands was
taken from the Puget Bound —
Tribes under the Point Ellott
Treaty but was never paid for,
so it still belongs to them, They
aiso cite a treaty with the Sioux
which the Indlans say gives
them back Army posts when
they are abandoned.

Controlling Insect

JAIPUR, Indla (AP) —Zoolo- P
gists at Rajasthan University
have successfully sterilized a
grasshopper and a cockroach in
what they sald could be a break-
through in controlling India’s
maasive insect population which
destroys millions of tons of food-
grain each year. The experi-
ment, not described in detall,
was sald to be the first success-
ful one of its kind.

Brooke Renews
Call for MIRV
Moratorium

WASHINGTON (AP) — S8en.
Edward W. Brooke says admin.
istration studies conclpde ‘‘the
United States would retain am-
ple retalintory forces for credi-

ble deterrence’ even if the Bo-
viet Unlon violated the proposed
moratorium on multl-warhead
MIRV missile tests.

The Massachusetts Republi-
can made the statement as he
renewed his effort to win Senate
approval of his call for the joint
U.B.-8oviet moratorium to apur
the strategic arms talks that re-
open April 18 in Vienna,

Brooke made his appeal In a
letter to Chairman J. W, Ful-
bright, D-Ark., of the Forelgn
Relations Committee.

A disarmament subcommittee
planned a hearing today In the
wake of the Nixon administra-
tion's disclosure that deploy-
ment of land-based MIRVs—the
Minuteman III offensive mis-
siles—will start In June,

Brooke and Prof, Marshall
Shulman, diréctor of the Rus-
slan Institute at Columbla Unl-
versity, were scheduled to testl-
fy.

Later in the week, an Armed
Services  subcommittee has
scheduled a hearing on the
bearing of Russian history on
the Soviet approach to -arms
control.

A MIRV test moratorium is
still timely,” Brooke sald, "It is
sti)l essential, It remains to be
seen exactly how strong the Bo-
viet. interest will be, but I be-
lieve they may well be agree-
able to such a proposal,

“A MIRV moratorium s a
promising ‘vehicle for testing
their intentions and for buying
the time needed to negotiate a
wider freeze on strategic weap-
ons,” the Mnssachusetts Repub-
lican added, He noted such a
move ‘“‘would impose no unac-
ceptable risks on the United
States."

The resolution has 43 cospon-
sors. It would ask President
Nixon to take the lead In seek-
fng the joint halt of MIRV (Mul-
tiple Independently Targeted
Re-entry Vehicle) tests.

Blacks Bidding

MIAMI (AP) — Fifty black
contractors who say they are
unable to compete with the blg
white-owned firms are banding
together to seek a competitive
bite in South Florida's booming
construction business.

The contractors, whose flrms
range from one-o-flve-man op-
erations, have applled for state
incorporation as the Minority
Contractors Assoclation, Inc.

Willard Falr, director of the
Miami Urban League and a co-
ordinator for the experimental
merger, says the association
would provide a referral service
for pending major jobs open for
bids, free consulting services
and a revolving loan fund of
$300,000 for amall operatora.

Fair sald the small firms will
join forces to bld on construec-
tion jobs and then pool equip-
ment and manpower to do the
work.

“With this kind of opportuni-
ty, the small black contractors
would have the resources to
compete with the larger compa-
nles in the state’ Falr sald.

In exchange for the services,

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Japanese Consul to Brazil
Free; Hunt on for Kidnapers

SAO PAULO, BRAZIL (AP)
— 'The Brazillan government
pressed s hunt for the kidnap-
ors of Japanese Consul-General
Nobuo Okuchl with renewed vig-
or today as the B8-year-old dip-
lomat rested at home from his
four-day ordeal. Meanwhile, the
five political prisoners ex-
changéed for him charged in
Mexico that they had bgen tor-
tured in Brazilinn jails,

The pollice hunt had been mus-
pended in compliance with a de-
mand from the leftist terror or-
ganization which forced Okuchi
from his car last Wednesday.
The military-police team went
back to work soon after a taxi
deposited the consul half a block
from his residence Sunday
night, tired but unhurt.

As a crowd of about 500
cheered, police hustled Okuchi
through the gates and rushed
him to his waiting wife. Down-
town at the consulate, normally
reserved  Japanese  officials

ibroke into wide smiles, clapped

each other on the back and
brought out two bottlea of
Beotch.

Later Okuchi appeared behind
the gates and told newsmen he
was ‘‘profoundly grateful to the
Brazillan government for the
rapld and adequate measures
which it took.” The Japanese
government handed the Brazil-
fan charged ‘affaires in Tokyo a
note of thanks,

Okuchl was released 10 hours
after the five exchanged prison-
ers arrived safely In Mexico
City. They were a Roman Cath-
olic nun accused of helping ter-
rorists, a Japanese-Brazillan ac-
cused of belonging to & subver-
sive group, a Brazilian arrested
during & raid on a terrorist
arms factory, a Brazlian ac-
cused of at least three murders
including that of an American
Army captain in 1968, and the
wife of an alleged terrorist
killed last month In a gun battle
with police.

police hit me on the body,'" sadd
the rin, Sister Maurine =»
Borges da 8Sliveria, who was the
mother superior of a convent in
8a0 Paulo state,

Bhe said a number of priests
were in prison, but she did not
know how many or who they
were.

“I was tortured 20 times &
month with electric shocks and
hung by my feet for as much as
six hours."

The other prisoner freed was
Shizuo Ozawa, 25, said to be a
member of the popular Revolu
tionary Vanguard, the organiza-
tion which kidnaped Okuchi. He
waoa arrested last month on po-
litical charges.

The diplomat's kidnapers sald
they were prepared to kill Oku-
chi and die with him if the gov-
ernment did not meet their de-
mands.

Key to the program Is a fed
ernl grant of $28.4 million,
which was announced in Decem-
ber of 1968, But the federal
funds have not yet been allocat-
ed.

$28.4 milllon for the commuter
cars,

The 50-80 sharing concept
which was in effect In 196 8has
been upgraded in recent months
with the federal government
bearing two<thirda of the cost

of some mass transit improve-
ment programs, and the two
states are now attempting to
get an additional $28.4 milllon
pledge from federal officials,

State Transportation Commis-
sloner George Conkling said that
the contracts for the new cars
will be awarded in about five
months and deliveries are ex-
pected to Begin 18 months af-
ter that,

In the meantime;- the two
states are taking other; more
immediate steps to {improve
present commuter service,- he
sald. ‘“We are developing plans
to install two-way radlos on the
trains, paint and clean up the
car Interiors, make avallable
additional seating through the
zonal method of operation, and
improve the operation of the
Cos Cob power plant,” Conkling
sald.

The ordering of the new com-
muter cars {s in advance of fi-
nal approve of an agreement
under which the two states will
assume responsibility of upgrad-
ing commuter service.

that the churches possessed."”

The translation was sponsored

by all the major Christian
churches in Britain except the
Roman Catholic. The work took
12 years.

The alm is simplicity and
ready understanding, *The vul-
ley of the shadow of death' in
the 23rd Psalm has become a
‘“yalley dark as death.”

Study Raises

studies using the artificial
sweetener saccharin raise ques-
tions about the posaibility It
may cause cancer.

The scientist who conducted
the tests, Dr. George T. Bryan
of the University of Wisconsin,
sald Monday that his results
persuaded him that ‘‘people
ought to be alerted that ...
all is not well” with the
sweetener.

In private talks with asso-
ciates, however, Dr. Bryan
described his finds as a
‘'serious signal'’ to the Depart-
ment of Health, Education and
Welfare to halt at once the umse
of saccharin in the general
population that has no medical
need for it.

Bryan used an experimental
method to determine cancer-

potential that more
refined technigques may or may
not confirm.

He implanted pellets contain-
ing saccharin in the urinary
biadders of female Bwiss mice,
