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A Sense Of Compact

This nation was founded by compacta
among people who knew that they must

voluntarily bind themselves together In
order to survive.

One form of compact becams a com-
mon authority, & common law, to be set
up &8 the minimum forma’ rule of their
actions.

Under cover of this umbrella of com-
mon law and common authority, they de-
veloped other less formal variations of
the theme that common interests de-
manded . common tolerance and common
effort and common adjustment and com-
man secrifice.

But the most fundamental thing — the
foundation under all the structure, both
official end socleta’—had to be the orig-
inal and continuing sense of compact.
Before they could make laws, before
they could bulld a soclety, people had to
have a sense of being willing to belong
together and to deal with one another, in
weakneas and In strength, in difficulty
and in success, in agreament and in con-
troversy.

It is the continued existence and valid-
ity of any such sense of compact which
comes into question when we find our-
selves in a situation such aa that of the
mail strike,

Once, that sense of compact would
have told us all, carrlers included, that
no matter what happened, or what the
trouble was, the mafl should go through.

That would once have seemed such a
solemn compact made with ourselves
that no specific sst of circumstances
could ever have been considered justifi-
cation for letting it be broken.

The same sense of compect would
once have made a strike by teachers, or
by people in any other essential public
service, seem inherently impossible.

We are now, we have already demon-
strated to owrselves many times over,
much tougher, much less naive, than
that,

Instead of being oriented toward com-
pact, we find [t easy to fall into the rou-
tines and growing savageries of trying to
tear our own piece out of the comman
resowrce or eveny out of each other's
hands., No sense of & common good re-
strains us in ouwr pursuit of our individual
shares. We do not concede that there Is
something in the whole so important it
must go on, no matter what the current
injustice in some of {ts parts. Rather,
we practice, now, the theory that the
whole operation of our great compact as
a mation and a socitety can and should be
brought to a hal, and held as hostage
while we settie some new quurre. about
our respective dividends from it,

All that we once made by coming to-
gether we now seem willing to tear down
and tear apart, with the guilt sometimes
equal between those who will not wait to
have Injustice corvected and those who

have been too plow to see that Injustice
does exist.

We have become much better at going
at each other than inv coming together.

No vision of something we can achieve
uuylrwemwgeunrwgnpdsm.

Perhape this nation, this soclety, were
not good enough. That may be debatable.

The one certainty is that unless we
again find some way of developing sense
of compact among owrselves, perhaps
" for & wider human group and for broad-
er, greater objectives then just our own
nationo r soclety, we continue toward

disintegrating death rather than toward |

creative life, .

Why Not End Strike That's Won?

The national leadership of the poatal
carners and President Nixon stood unit-
od .yesterday on the proposition -that no
negotintion of {ssues in the strike could
be expected until afber the carniers had
returned to thelr jobs.

This agreement made it the more
tragic that the rank and file postal work-
ers in the city of New York were re-
fusing any kind of compnomése.

For it was their attitude which . forced
the President to the decision he himself
obviously did not want to make, and no
American wanted him to male.

If men in military uniforms have to go
into the post offices of New York, It is
because the postal workers there would
not, after months end years of agitating
thedr cause, give five more days of grace
to their own country.

They could, even now, make {t un-
necessary for the miltary to attempt
any operation of any part of the postal
system. They could do that by agitating
among themselves a quiet return to work
which would allow negotiations to open
at Washington.

Their real situation is that they had
won the purposes of thedr strike almost
as soon 08 {t had begun. The question
then became one of whether they were
going to return to work quickly enough
to take thelr victory in peace.

They failed to glimpse this, and they
faded to do It, They preferved, the New
York units, to pralong the battley which
had already been won almost as if they
treasured the battle for its own sake.

The nation doesn't want to fight mail-
men, anywhere, They are trusted friends.

But thoy left the President no alterma-
tive yesterday. They forced him to call
on troops.

Everybody can be sure that he hoped
his call would be more symbolic of the
firmnesa of the governmental position
than an actual attempt to operate the
mails,

It is up to the atrikers to make it possi-
ble for him to withdraw the symbolic use
of force before the nation’s need requires
him to make it mare than symbolic,

No Possible Justification

There are various possible excuses for
the new Post Office Department regu-
lation which makes it legal procedure
for that department to open first class
lotter ma#l coming to Americans from
anywhere outside the country. It could
be a new effort to guaxd against potitical
subversion, or against pornography, or
against! the smuggiing of drugs.

But it doesn't, In preality, make the
slightest difference what kind of reason
the Post Office Department may have,

No reason or purpose or combination
of ressons and purposes could possibly
justify this kind of invasion of citizen
privacy.

It behooves all American citizens, in-
cluding thomse who have no relatives or
friends abroad and no expectations of
recelving any letters from anybody
abroad, to stand up and howl protest on
this one.

Nothing coming in could posaibly be
as un-American as the governmental act
which opened it.

Watch Out For Long Form

All the furore raised In Congress,
where more than 70 bills of a curbing
nature had been Introduced, came to n
sputtering end at the close of the Iast
semalon, and thus the way has been left
clear for the U.8. Census Bureau to
probe deeply and at length into the
quality of American life.

Mary of us will learn just how in-
trusive the Bureau can be when we find
ourselves tabbed for that one-in-five
category which gets the so-called long
form (some 90 questions) to €ill out as
part of the census this year.

The enumeration will be carried out
wholly by mail in Connecticut, and the
New Haven district office—just opened
for business —says census forms will be
mailed out to area residents March 28.
Returns are due at the office by April
1.
The Bureau estimates it should take
a householder about 45 minutes to
answer the so-called long form — but
this asks an enormous amount of
credulity in view of the many complaints
of long hours spent over questions in the
‘‘test census'' here & few years ago.
Even the short form roams {ar beyond
what are generally considered the six
basic questions—it contains 23. The in-
famous “‘shared bathroom'' question, by
the way, Is still being asked only the
wording is less ndelicate..

The Constitution provides for a decen-
nlal population count and nothing more,
but information seekers in and out of
government have stretched this dictate
to include & wide range of probing into
what many would conslder personal
matters. The confidentiality of the
answers is being strongly assured, but
this does little to relieve the impertinent
sting of the questions. Further, we are
reminded repeatedly the data to be-com-
piled from the answers will ald-various
government agencies, but we're never
told specifically what it will aid them
to do.

The political fates sometimes
work In miraculous ways their
wonders. to perform, and our
browsing In past election sta-
tistics suggests that the Com-
necticut Democrats, by refus-
ing to put the vote appeal and
the public service stature of
Secretary of The BState Eila
Grasso to maximum use, may
be conferring a high favor upon
her career.

The election statistics say
that, in 1088, Bl Grasso carried
the state of Commecticut over
her Republican opponent by &
plurality of 148,848, as compar-
ed to a plurality of 115,088 for
the next best votegetter on the
Democratic ticket, that great
votegetter Governor John
Dempsey.

That 1968 demonstration of
Mrs. Grasaso's statewlde
strength did, however, include
some sectional variances. Bhe
actually ran behind Dempsey In

with Dempsey in the Third Dis-
trict, New Haven. But her best
terraln for outdistancing the
head of her own ticket was In
the WFirst Congressional Dis-
trict, in Hartford County, and
in the new Sixth Congressional
District, made up mainly of
Hartford County and Litchfield
County communities.

In the 8ixth Congressional
District, Mrs. Grasso won with
a plurality of 25,885 votes aa
compared with a plurality for
Governor Dempsey of 16,168,

This was, In 1988, the most
remarkable run made in the
Sixth Congressional District,
with one spectacular exception.

That exception was Congress-
man Thomas Meakill, who, like
Ella, carried the district hand-
somely.

Where the whole Democratic
state ticket carried the district,
with Ella doing so by 25,658

votes, Meskill, the Republican,
was taking it by an amasing
49,705.

That was, in reality, the show-

ing which has meade Meakill
his party's prospective nominee
for Governor in 1970.

Now Meskill is leaving the
Congressional district In which
he ran better than any Repub-
lican would have dreamed pos-
gible, and Mrs. Grasso,
ran better than any other Dem-

ocrat, is offering herself to it.

There secems no new Meakill
likely to rise in Mrs, Grasso's
path. If she continues to be her
party’s leading votegetter, she
would seem to have a fairly
good chance of surviving tha
unpredictabilities of 1970, over
in a sort of private side race
the fates have more or less
shoved her into by refusing to
run her for the Benate or for
Governor.

Meanwhile, Cambodia moved a
step closer to declaring itself a
republic today, ending the mon-
archy in the afternoon of the
coup that dumped Prince Noro-
dom Sihanouk as chief of state.

Newspapers carried headlines
caying the people were mow de-

declare itself a republic.

While the stories lacked de-
tatls to match the headlines, the
stage for such a transition al-
ready was set with the dismiss-
al of Sihanouk lust Wednesday
while he was in Moscow.

With his removal, the new
“ealvation governme-t” then
moved to displace Sthanouk's
mother, Queen Kossomak, who
represents the continuity of roy-
alty in Cambodia.

The queen mother's picture,
along with those of her son,
were ordered taken down
throughout the country. Al
street  algns  bearing  their
names huve been removed,

The newspapers' declaration
that it was the “people’s will”
that there be a republic was the
cue for the government o make
the move, since it has vowed to
follow the people’s will—howev-
er controlled it might be.

Diplomatic rources say they
expect a republic to be pro-
claimed but do not know when.
They say there Is no necessity
for a new constitution o be
written before the declaration is
issued,

Elections are expected to fol-
low, as the coup-makers indicat-
ed in their original statement
upon seizing power. The man
most likely to become president
is Bisowatn Sirlk Matak.

Matak, a dark-haired man
in his mid-50s, is & member of
the second important royal fam-
ily of Cambodia, the Sisowaths,
who have vied for power with
the Norodoms for centuries.

plete site plan developed before
any land 18 acquired for u pro-
posed new high achool,

The Board of Education had
recommended to the Board of
Representatives that it look in-
to the purchasing of land adja-
cent to the present high school
building for the second  high
school.

The board has been consider-
ing whether to bulld a second
high school in another part of
town or to build the needed
facilities adjacent to the pres-
ent bullding on Loveland Hill
Rd. It was decided the latter
would be more feasible.

The largest portion of land
adjacent to the present site con-
sists of abowt 54 acres and is
owned by the Kaminski family.
A smaller parcel, about 17
acres is owned by So! Lavitt.

Board members were In-
formed that the cost to acquire
these properties, even utilizing
the condemnation procedure,
would probably be in the $500,-
000 range.

The two committees agreed
‘that prior to scquiring any land
one or more architects should
be engaged to develop a com-
plete site plan utilizing the
present site and whatever addi-
tional adjacent land may be
necessiary to develop a
school facllity to handle 3,300
pupils,

The original high school build-
ing was constructed to accom-
modate 1,000 students but short-
ly after it was opened an addi-
tion was built increasing the
capacily to 1,600. As of March
1, the enrollment for the four
high school classes was 1,714
and the freshman class has' to
be housed at the old B8ykes
school.

gress today to increase penalties—even to th

the rash of bombings by “potent

The President ex-
tending and strengthening laws
involving the transportation and
use of explosives in the wake of
what he called an alarming in-
crease in criminal bombings
and thremts in recent months
that "have eent fear through
many American communities.'

Bchools and public bulldings
have had to be evacuated, pro-
perty has been destroyed and
lives lost, Nixon gald.

“Clearly many of these bomb-
Ings have been the work of polit-
fcal fanatics, many of them
young criminals posturing as ro-
mantic revolutionaries. They
must be dealt with as the poten-
tial murderers they are' the
President sald.

He said these “anarchic amnd
criminal elements who perpetu-
ate such acts deserve no more
patience or indulgence, It f{s
time to deal with them for what
they are."

Present law under certain oir-
cumstances makes it a federal
crime to transport explosives
acrose state lines,

Nixon proposed:

—Making it a federal crime to
use explosives to damage or de-
stroy any bullding, vehicles or
properly owned by the federal
government or involving any
business engaged In interstate
commerce or any federal pro-
perty or property of private bus-
inesses engaged in interstate
commerce,

—Possession, without written

" authorization, of any explosive

in a federal bullding or one
leased to the. federal govern-
ment would be a federal crime.

—Incendiery devices would be
includex in the category of “‘ex-
plosives' to bring such devices
under antibombing provisions of
the law.

—The individual engaged in
transport or use of explosives in
violation of these provisions
would be subject to the death
penalty If a fatality occurs.

Other penalties for wviolation
of federal law involving bomb-
ings would be increased also.

Anyone involved in transport
or receipt of explosives intend-
ing their unlawful use would be
subject to 10 years in jall and &
$10,000 fine. The current maxi-
mum penalty is a year of prison
or a $1,000 fine or both.

The maximum penalty would
be doubled to 20 years in prison
and a $20,000 fine if anyone is
injured as the result of such
transport of explosives.

And penalties for bomb
threats would be raised from
one year in prison to a maxi-
mum of five years and a $5,000
fine.
Nixon emphasized his purpose
in bringing these crimes under
federal jurisdiction "is not to
displace state or lotal authori:
ties.’ He said the aim is to as-
sist these branches of govern-
ment. Federal investigations
and prosecutions will begin only
after the attorney general deter-
mines such intervention is nec-
easary in the public interest,
Nixon safd.

BANTO DOMINGO, Domini-
dan Republic (AP) — The kid-
napers of a U.8. air attache to-
dny rejected the Dominican
government's offer to release 20
prisoners for hie freedom. They
demanded that all 24 prisoners
named earlier be freed.

The leftist kidnapers, oppo-
nents of President Jéaquin Bal-
aguer, said all 24 prisoners had
to be released at 3 p.m. today in
the downtown Duarte Plaza.

In a written statement sent to
a local radio station, the kidnap-
ers further demanded that the
police stop searching the city
for the attache, Lt, Col. Donald
J. Crowley, and his abductors.

The kidnapers said that, in
Hght of the government's offer
to release 20 prisoners, '‘we
have postponed the shooting of
Col. Crowley."

Crowley was seized Tuesday
by armed men who identified
themselves later a8 members of
an organization called the Unit-
ed Anti-Re-election Command.
The name refers to its opposi-
tion to the re-slection of Bala-

guer in May's presidential elec-
tion,

An earller communique said~

that Crowley was being guarded
by 50 men at a hideout within
the city.

The U.S. Embassy spokesman
said it had received o letter it is
“accepting as authentic' writ-
ten by Crowley which stated in
English: “I am well. I am in the
custody of 50 armed men.” The
letter also stated: “‘Make no
searches . ...".

A covering letter, written in
Spanish, promised that the at-
tache would be released be-
tween 10 lo 24 hours after ‘‘the
prisoners are out of the hands of
Balaguer's henchmen. Any at-
tempt to rescue him will mean
his death."

Balaguer received the U.8.
ambassador, Francis E, Moloy,
at his private residence early
today to discuss the abduction.

Hartford Postmen on Job

Postal clerks and lelter car.
riers were beck on their jobs
in Hartford early this morning,
as the last major segment of
Connecticut's part in the postal
strike ended.

But a spokesman for the post
office there sald it would take
“four or five days to get the
flow of mail back to normal.”

Meanwhile, in Bridgeport, a
federal judge on Tuesday took
steps designed to aasure no mew
breakout of the wildcat strik ng
that had paralyztd malil circu-
lation within the stale and
brought down an embargo on
all out-of<tate mail from Fri-
day to Tuesday.

The embargo, ordered by
Postmaster General Winton M.
Blount, was first lightened Tues-
day and then was finally Mlfted
entirely—just before the Hart-
ford postal clerks voted to go
back to work.

That vote, taken at midday,
became effective at midnight.
By early today, postal spokes-
men sald & “‘full complement”
was working at the Hartferd
Post Office, the state's largest.

They didn't face a hrge vol-
ume of backlogged mail, said
director of operations
J. Smith_ But, he added, things
were expected to get worse as
the mail that had been kept
waiting out-of-state during the
embargo reached Connecticul
stat'ons,

In Connecticut's other major
otles, full service waa restored
Tuesday, as mailmsnt moved on-
to the streets with bulging
sacks, .
