"Until 
the postticris of the three oonr 
trollers transferred from their 
positions there are restored, 

there can be no negotlalloiiB.”
But Mlchaerl J. Rock, PATCO 

board chairman, says the slow­
downs als6 stem from frustra- 
tlcns over the FAA’s failure to 
Improve working condlUotis In 
line with the recommendatloos 
of a presidential penel last Jan­
uary.

The panel, headed by an inde­
pendent air traffic consultant, 
John J. Coroon, oonckided that 
the oontroilore’ plmary tool, 
radar, is inadequate and often 
outmoded.

The panel also said a shortogie 
of trained manpower has re­
quired toe FAA to estetiM  
working arrangements Imposing 
lieavy burdens on Mmlted per­
sonnel at some locations, partic 
uloriy on oontroUers who ore 
fully trained.

The Corson committee aieo 
said:

—Many oontroUers work for

varying periods of time under 
great sti«ss and ere required to 
make fast decistona insucces- 
sdnn carrying fiUeand-deatfa 
oonsequenoes.

—The frequent dilft changes 
strain the heeito of ooRtroBera, 
Umlt toetr capacity to perform 
effectively and disnqkt family 
Bring patterns.

—Many ccntroBiers fear toey 
wlU be physically unable to per­
form their strenuous duttes by 
the time toey reach retirement.

Rock said when PATCO made 
the saine statornents two yeors 
before the presidential panel, 
the FAA criOcized Ms organiza­
tion for exaggeration.

"The oontrolSers see them­
selves bumliig out or being har­
assed by the administration on 
a dally b o ^ ,”  Rook says. 
"They see th ^  organisation 
being Ignored and reform being 
BtaUed.”

FAA admlMstratar John H. 
Shaffer denies Ms agency ts en- 
gngied In a nssdng feud with 
PATCO. He says toe three 
tramfera In Louisiana "were or- 
dMted In an effort to upgrade 
the profetsslonal level of the Ba­
ton Rouge facility and Improve 
over-all morale there.”

"They were not punitive in 
iHiture and there was nothing 
vindictive about our actions,” 
Shaffer says. "We merely want­
ed to get some new people In the 
faculty who hod a broader 
range of expertence than the In­
cumbents.”

The admlMstrator says PAT­
CO membera have been ill ad­
vised and misled by a handful 
of men with what ho oalls a

tMrst tor power and a disregard 
for the law.

"It's a shame tfaftt cue partic- 
ular union wastes so much time 
fighting battles already won and 
slaying dragons already dssd,”  
Shaffer says.

Under past budget autbarlaa  ̂
tiona for new oontroBer post- 
tiens, ooiqpled with a request for 
2,366 more men in 1971, Sbaffer 
said, the work foroe ooadd in­
crease by 6,000 men over a 
four-year period.

Shaffer said the FAA obtained 
civil servloe appravali for re- 
cloaatacation and promotion 
wMch eventually gave more 
ttnn U,000 oantroUers a promo­
tion to a Mgher grade.

Overtime has been reduced so 
that less than 10 of the 860 air­
port controller towers, and 12 of 
the 21 control oentere, are stlfi 
on regular overtime work, be 
said.

‘ ‘Before us lies the passage of 
a landmark piece oi legislation— 
the AvlatloR FacUttes Expan­
sion Act which will provide 
some 82.6 ballon ta the 1970s for 
Iwrdware improvements In the 
airways sysbem," says Shaffer.

‘ThlB along with our automor 
tion program currently being 
taipilemented ta ail to« domestic 
centers as well as ta the busUst 
towers should cure many of the 
complatats cdxMit equfpnwert.”  

After a three-day riowdown 
by 600 controllers last June, the 
FAA disoontinued automatic 
riieckoff dues for PATCO mem­
bers and thus has no accurate 
figures, on its memberelilp.

FROBISHER BAY, NORTH­
WEST TERRITORIES — Urban- 
ixatlon has come to Oonada’a 
16,000 Etikhnoe, bringing 'with 
tt, permanent housing and mow- 
mobiles but also a hort of un- 
Bolved social problems.

In a single generation the Ete- 
-kimoa have made the trandtlon 
from a nomadic hunting exis­
tence In tents and igloo* ^  
travel by dogaled to familiarity 
with Jet aircraft and pratabrl- 
oated govenunent - dnUgnert 
homes.

An extremely praotloel people 
whooe resUience Is attested to 
by their mere survival ta the 
rim of the Arctic from Siberia 
to Greenland, the Esktavoe have 
for the most port adapted to 
the new ways with Jngsnulty 
and good humor.

But acme ore caught between 
two cultures. The old subols- 
tence way of Ufe U almost Im- 
poMlble. Children go away to 
vocational school, and thsre U 
lltUe eteady employment avail­
able in the north.

Not surprisingly, there haa

been an upsurge In mental Ul- 
neu, drunkenness, crime and 
disease. Frobisher Bay, which 
vam a detachment of about a 
dozen Royal Canadian Mounted 
PoUce, experiences about one 
murder a year, uauaUy a ttab- 
blng by a drunken Ebiklmo. Al­
though the Eskimos are full 
Canadian citizens, ''protective" 
legislation forbade them liquor 
untU 1066.

WJdi reduced mortality among 
infanU and elderly people, and 
with few qualified social work­
ers wlUing to teach famUy 
planning, population growth has 
shot up astoundingly. The rate 
of Increase Is now 4.7 per cent, 
one of the highest anywhere— 
although there still are only 
about 00,000 Etiklmos In the 
world.

The autiiority deaUng wl!li 
these problems is J.B.H. Gunn, 
the Canadian Federal Region­
al administrator for the eastern 
Arctic, who is in the process of 
transferring to a similar respon­
sibility under the decentralised 
government of the northwest 
territories.

Gurui te'himseU married to an

Eskimo. Broad experlerrce In the 
Arctic gives him a special sen­
sitivity to Eskimo problerrvs.

The 1,800 Eskimos at Frobish­
er Bay are the largest group tn 
Chnada. The local tradib features 
programs In Etiklmo. Although 
most Etiktmos now seek to learn 
EhigUsh, they have a written 
language trarwlated by the 
vdUte rruur Into syllable symbols.

Because Ekklmos are. peculiar­
ly suscepUbiK to the diseases of 
white clvlllaation, Baffin Island, 
where Frobisher Bay Is situated, 
has the highest Incidence of 
tuberculosis in the world — al­
though good progt̂ ess is report­
ed with cures.

Almost everyone who deals 
with the Eskimos finds them a 
courteous, friendly people re­
ceptive to tralrrlng. "They don't 
get angy about what they can't 
control," said a white construc­
tion executive who works with 
them. "How else would they 
liave learned to live with such a 
harsh environment?*

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Escalating Punishments
It la an almost iin^ioveinable human 

Inatlnct that society, when It finds Itself 
confronted with an increase In some 
particular kind of offense against law 
end property and Hfe, moves to impose 
suffer penalties on the crime.

But, aHhougti all of us probably yield, 
in our emotions at least, to  such an in­
stinct in one situation or another, there 
is, unfortunately, absolutely nobody who 
ocui d te  any proof that the stiffening of 
penalties and punishments ever, of it­
self, resulted in a tower Incidence of 
the crirhe being targeted.

F\ir that reason we find ourselves re­
gretting, as a piece of unresllsm, that 
partion of President Nixon's statement 
on the current wave of bombings which 
asks that bombings be made sifbject to 
(he death penalty if a  fatality occurs.

— wdtich is the way the code now works 
out sometimes In city streets — is pretty 
far back toward the medieval code of 
a life for a loaf of bread, which never 
flld stop the stealing of bread. An at­
tempt to exact for an Indiscriminate 
bombing a death penalty we do not car­
ry out even for direct premeditated per­
son to person murder or assassination 
Is more likely to turn our young bombers 
on than off.

Better Not Strike Twice
Is there anything worse than a mall 

strike?

A few hours ago, all of us would have 
been likely to answer this In the nega­
tive. It seemed like a  total deprivation.

Now, a few hours later, one is tempt­
ed to give a different answer.

There Is something worse than a mail 
strike.

It Is the flood of pent-up junk which 
the end of the mall strike releases.

It is the restoratlcm of hlgh-pressiu^ 
Involvements, trying to establish a con- 
nectlion between our private Uvea and 
the problems of our time. It is the re­
vival of that pay, pay, pay, monotony 
of the bills, bills, bills.

It is the revival of that what have we 
forgotten nag which couldn't get at us 
white the mail service was shut down.

It Is the revival of that hlgh-pressured 
invitation to accept free land we can't 
afford in Florida, Arizona and Vermont.

Liet all this be warning to the conquer- 
ers of snow, hall and ice. They had bet­
ter not give us any second chance.

What, indeed, can~ be ttte purpose at 
making such a recommendatton, in a 
nation which actually seems to have 
abandoned, and rightly so, in our 
opinion, the practice of tajdng human 
life and committing legal m tiri^r Itself 
even in cases of direct, intehtjqnal 
murder?

The enforcers among us might answer 
our question by sp-ying that we ought 
to bring the death penalty back into use, 
and then aee if it does not have aome 
deterrent effect.

But we find ouraelves able to point 
to a situation in which this has already 
been done, for all practical purposes.

Over in the streets of Hartford, the 
death penalty has been imposed and 
carried out for the alleged three dollar 
snatch of a  handbag. The penalty was 
set by the policeman on the scene when 
the aim of his wanting shot proved 
faulty. The 19 year old youth who was 
allegedly engaged in the crime of 
purse-snatching has, then, suffered the 
death penalty. This factual outcome has, 
one supposes, pleased some of us who 
have been thinking it was about time 
somebody cracked down, real hard, on 
the young hoodlums of our time. After 
all, if the youth in question had not been 
snatching a purse, he could stlH be 
alive. It should be a lesson to others. 
So also rtKHild be the somewhat more 
descipUned exeimple set by Connecticut 
judge who, a  few days later, imposed 
stiff Jail sentences on two purse snatch­
ers convicted before him.

But, although such sternness, of heavy 
sentences in the courts, of exaction of 
the death penalty in the Mreets, may 
please our own sense of comparative 
virtue and slake our thirst for retribu- 
tlrai, do any of us really beHeve, even 
tor one fleeting instont, that it will do 
anything to keep the next young hood­
lum away from .the next innocent purse- 
carrying victim?

We are, admittedly, in the very dawn 
of potential discovery of what constitutes 
intelligent handling of the problem of 
crime. We are by no means oil the way 
toward that completely soft philosophy 
in which all we do with our criminal Is 
treat him, and in which we know that 
punishment and retribution neither pre­
vent crime nor cure the criminal. That 
may be our ultimate sanity. But for the 
present we retain, and necessarily so, 
since we do not begin to know enough 
to leave it, a criminal code in which we 
tty to make the punUhment fit the 
crime.

Where we look silly, and In mental 
trouble oureehtes. Is when we yield to 
that instinct to try to discourage a 
particular kind of crime by eecalatfiig 
the punishment tor It. A life for a  purse

of a new edLUion of Its najticneil encyclo­
pedia, ond various advances toweird re­
ality have been noted.

The Wright Brothers, for the first time 
in Soviet chronicling, are allowed to be 
the first sucoessfully to fly on airplane. 
The RusEtans used to like to claim that 
a fellow named Moohalsky did that, in 
1882.

The cteiBn of previous editions that 
Ckimmunism had proved to be the glori­
ous oonqueror of alcohoUsm hss been 
omitted, in this edlticn, just in time to 
clear the way for news headlines telling 
what a continuing problem Risasia is 
having with Its drinking.

The encyclopedia even discusses, wrlth 
some faint degree of impartiality, things 

, Mke abstract art, which are supposed to 
be DOiihing but the by-product of capital­
ist decadence.

In otheV^ords, the product of this new 
edttlion of the Russian encyclopedia 
won't have quite many adjustments 
to make If he ever ^ets out into the out­
side world and in contact with what it 
considers established fact enij theory.

It behooves the outside world,-^mean­
while, to prepare to loosen up in a few of 
its own conceits and ideological abso­
lutions. We can't let Russia ever get 
ahead of us in admitting truth.

Big Foul Up
Tina Internal Revenue Service has is­

sued the most complicated tax forms 
for fUli-g returns for the calendar year 
1969 In the history of the income tax. 
More peojde are more confused this year 
than ever, as evidenced by the whopping 
increase in business reported by tax 
experts and advisers.

Why do they do these things and how 
do they get away with it.

This is a difficult question to answer. 
Presumably the “experts” In IRS were 
interested in producing a form which 
would more easily adapt to the com­
puters, although they will not admit that 
this had anything to do with their de­
cision cn- the new forms.

FYustraUon and anijer are increasing 
as the deadline of April 16 nears.

The most sweeping change decreed 
by IRS this year was the elimination 
of the short form 14A. which people 
with low or moderate incomes could 
file. Now everybody must file the more 
complicated 1040 form.

Some tax - assistance firms report 
that thefr business has Increased as 
much as 800 per cent.

Possibly tbe IRS itself has started to 
realize that it made a mistake with Its 
new forms. The report is that tax of- 
fidals say that taxpayers are using the 
wrong lines to furnish Information. As 
a consequence, tbe computers reject 
these returns and they are returned to 
the taxpayer for correction.

One of the biggest foul-ups seems 
to be Line 16b which is titled “Lees Ad­
justments." This is Mpposed to apply 
only to sick pay, moving exxienses, em­
ploye buslnees expenses end payments 
in retirement plans by the self - employ­
ed.

But some taxpayers are including 
state and local taxes, contrtbuttctis, 
medical expenses and exemptions tor 
themselves and their families.

One WasMngton lawyer characterised 
the new forms as a  “federal inteUigence 
teat."

There seams to be no reUef In sight 
In the foreseeable foture. New prob­
lems will be created next year when 
the new tax reform bill takes effect.

It Isn’t  that the average dUzen doesn’t 
lealiae that he must help support the 
cost of the government. It Is that the 
vrhole pcooedure Is so confoundedly oom- 
pUoated.— BRISTOL PRESS.

WASHINGTON — A subtle 
courisitip of Republican Sena­
tors antagonistic to President 
Nixon’s second-phase anti- 
balliistic miaaite (AiBM) pro­
gram bias been quietly started 
by Secretary cf Defense Mc'Ivin 
Laird.

Laird’s position in the Senate 
is no stronger and possibly 
weaker than last year, when 
Mr. Nixon’s  Safeguard ABM 
barely survived in the Senate— 
once In a  tie vote, once on a  49 
to 51 vote.

The heart of Phase Two ia 
the addition of a  third intercon- 
Unenbal ballistic misaite base— 
Whiteman Air Force Base In 
MisBouri — to the sites in Mon­
tana and North Dakota that will 
be protected by the ABM. With 
the axlimindstration claiming 
that the ABM is the best bar­
gaining counter the U.S. has 
against the Soviet Union In 
strati glc arms limitation talks, 
a  defeat of Phase Two would 
be a  body blow to Mr. Nixon’s 
strategy.

That ticcounts tor Laird’s ex- 
tutaordlnaiy courtship of Re­
publican moderates and lib­
erals — 14 all told — who voted 
against the ABQd’s Phase One 
1 ^  year. Besid-S having 
private lumhes for a  single sen­
ator tiia exceed two hours, 
Laird has, ordered high Penta­
gon officiaJiS to roll out the red 
carpet.

Thus, when a  Pentagon li­
mousine rolled up to tlie Senate 
office building the o th ^4 |ay  to 
pick up Sen. Charles H. Percy 
of Illinois, one of the busiest 
men in th> Pentagon — John 
Foster, Asaistant Secretary of 
Defense for Research and En­
gineering — was waiting in the 
oar to hold Percy’s hand on 
the drive back across the Poto­
mac.

At lunch that day to dlscuBS 
overall defense pdlicies were 
Laird, Deputy Secretary David 
Packard, and Foster. Using an 
extremiriy soft-seU at these in­
timate get-togethers, they pro­
duce charts, gra^tiis, and slides 
projected on a  portatole screen 
to prove that Soviet progress 
on strategic weapons — both 
the giant SS-9 offensive mlasUe 
and the GaJo^ defensive mis­
sile system — consistently sur­
passes U.S. estimates.

Sen. James B. Pearson of 
Kamas got the treatment later 
a t breekfast with the Laiid 
high command (but bad to 
drive himself across the river). 
Kentudey’e Sin. Marlow Oook 
has also walked the saane soft 
red carpet.

With all tttis low-pressure 
wooing, however, Laird’s work 
Is cut out In the Senate. He 
must switch a  couple of voters 
to hold even. Sen. Richard B. 
Russell of Geoigte., a  Democra­

tic leader for ihe ABM, is 
seriously ill and In the hospital. 
So is Rejitiblioan. Sen. Karl
Mundt of S.D., another strong 
back3T. Most Important, 
Laird’s miasionery work among 
anti-ABM Republicans has 
changed no minds so far.

The depth of bitterness 
among rebellious liberal Dem­
ocrats working to reform the 
sen'erity system In the House 
amazed old-line Uberais a t the 
Democratic Study Groups 
(DSG Isecret caucus.

After two hours of heated 
debate, there was no ■agree­
ment between young reformers 
and older leaders of the liberal 
DSG, such as Rep. Chet HoUfield 
cf California. At that point 
Rep. John Culver, of Iowa 
hds voice shaking with anger, 
raised the threat of wlthh<tid- 
ing h!s support from the party 
when it competes with the Re­
publicans next January for con­
trol of the House after the 1970 
elections.

Culver and Rep. James J. 
Howard of New Jersey lashed 
out at old-style DSG leaders for 
a  lot of reform talk but precious 
UltUe reform. Hielr special tar­
gets were older DSG leaders 
trying to mediate between the 
DSG and the peurty’s teader- 
elhlp headed by Speaker Rep. 
John W. McCormack.

The private Culver threat was 
later taken up publicly by a 
doz£(.-i or more reform mili­
tants. Particularly infuriat­
ing to the reformers was the 
DSG caucus vote delaying pos­
sible action on reform of the 
seniority — the basis of com­
mittee chalrmtmshlps — until 
next January, when a fight to 
topple McCormack could ob­
scure the seniority Issue.

The Nlxon Administration’s 
racial policies, particularly its 
retrenchment on the Voting 
Rights Act and sctiiool desegre­

gation, have sent shivers of 
■jeax through the rich tax- 
exempt foundation groups.

The urban coalition, headed 
by former Health, Education 
and Weifaire Scretary John 
Gardner, agonized for weeks 
over whether to throw its lob­
bying weight into the Congres­
sional struggle to extend the 
1964 Voting Rights Act. The 
decision was finally negative. 
The reason: Ftear of getting on 
the wrong side of the Nixon 
Administration, and into pos- 
alhle tax-exemptlan trouble 
with the Internal Revenue Serv­
ice.

Ten years earlier, almoet to 
the day—on March 17, IQflO—an­
other House Democrat voiced a 
similar wanting. He and 26 
Hke-mlnded coUeaguea, he said, 
had agreed to nMet on Nov. 11 
th* Friday after the 1960 elec­
tion of a new Speaker.

“We have' enough commit­
ments now to have changed the 
makeup of the laat congroas,” 
the leader of the group aald.

The threat was Identical to 
that laid down last week by 
Rep. Jerome R. Waldle (D-

renegade was no flaming lib­
eral. He was. In fact. Rep. 
Jamie L. Whitten (D-Mlss.), 
who is better known now for 
annual sponsorabip of segrega­
tion amendments and tor hi* 
ruthless use of his agricul­
ture appropriation subcommit­
tee chairmanship to protect «ib- 
sldles to white planters and to 
oppose food distribution to black 
sharecroppers.

Whitten hlmseU Is now a  ma­
jor target tor the Democratic 
reformers, but in 1960 he was In­
dignant at the House establish­
ment.

FV>r four long 
years, Whitten and his breth­
ren were not affronted by the 
passage of another clvU rights 
blU.

That history Is worth re­
calling now, when Waldle, Low- 
ensteln and Oo. are being de­
nounced a* traitors to their par­
ty, ingrates and spoilsports for 
adopting the power tsictics 
Whitten and the Scuthetners 
have used for years to run the 
House thetr own way.

Year after year, tiie

-April 20, 1968.

Charged in the shotgtm kUl- 
ings are Raymond L.8. Petriair- 
ca, 63, of Provldenoe, Rudolph 
G. Sciarra, 46, of Johnrton, Rob­
ert Folrbrothers, 32, and John 
Rossi, 29, both of Providence, 
and Maurice Leaner, 33, of 
Brookline, Mess.

Alt are charged with murder 
conspiracy, whteh carries a 
ten-year maxlTnum prison sen­
tence. Patriarca and Sciarra 
arê  charged as acxieBBoriies be­
fore the fact of murder, -whi-ch 
carries a mandatory life sen­
tence. Lerner, Rossi end Fair- 
brothers face mandatory life 
terms for the two counts of mur­
der against each.

In addltlcm, the five have been

Chil­
dren get the benefits of the 
varied strengths of a number 
of teachers aird thus a coordi­
nated program can be develop­
ed.”

U.S. Troops Kill 88 Foes 
Near Cambodian Border

By THE ASSOCIATED PRESS
American foroee attacked a 

North Vietnanneee unit near the 
Oambodlan border Thuroday 
and kiUed 88 of them, military 
sources in Saigon aaid today. 
And aoroBB the border Cambo- 
dia’e provisional chief of rtate, 
Cheng Heng, accused the Viet 
nameae Commundrte in hie 
(XJuntry of starting a propagan­
da offenslv© against hla govem- 
ment by forcing •vUlagere to lie- 
ten to a tape re<»rdlng of de­
posed Prince Norodom Sihanouk 
calling tor guerrilla ■warfare.

Cheng Heng said the Viet 
Cong also are forcing the border 
-rillagers to aell rice to Oomnui- 
nlst troope In OambexUa.

American o ffi(»i*  in Saigon 
said drasUo food shortages over 
the past few ■weeks are forcing 
North Vietnamese and Viet 
Cong unite from their biding 
places in Soirth Vietnam in in­
creasing numbers. They specu­
lated that the enemy forces are 
trying to slip Into Cambodia, 
where more than 40,000 North 
Vietnamese and Viet Oong 
troops are reported maaeed In 
camps along Uve border.

No American casualtiee were 
reported In the fighting near the 
Cambodian border 75 miles 
northwest of Saigon.

A broadcast from Phnom 
Penh said a  group of youthe Ui a 
provincial capital, egged on by 
the Viet COng, “ sacked the of­
fices of the Government of Sal­
vation, burned documente, ran­
sacked government headquar­
ters and then forcibly took 
trucks to go to Phnom Penh.”  

■Radio Phnom Penh said the 
youths were arrested at the out­
skirts of the Oam'bodlan capital.

Phnom Penh was under hea'vy 
security, with all major routes 
to and from the city bl<x:ked by 
tanks and the airport closed in­
definitely to ci'vilian traffic.

No reastm was announced for 
the closing of the airport, but

there was speculation it bed to 
do 'With the departure of North 
Vietnamese and Viet Cong dip- 
tomato, whose embaaaleB were 
closed Thursday In a suspension 
of diplomatic relattons.

The Ameloan air war over 
Laos continued, with U.A head­
quarters in Saigon reporting the 
loss of the 12th American plane 
there in the past 16 days. A U.S. 
Air Force A l was hit by enemy 
g;round fire while on a <»mbat 
miaaion over Laos, cirartied 
across the .border In Thailand 
and burned, a spokesman said. 
The pilot was rescued.

The Saigon Command also 
said U.S. Air Force plares flew 
combat support missiona Thurs­
day tor Laotian government 
forces. Details 'were not dis­
closed.

Cost 
pred ictions have to be made on a time span o f  over. 18 months In advance o f expenditure -  a specu lative

Several minor changes have been made In the budget document as a re su lt  o f suggestions made by 
the Connecticut Pub lic  Expenditures Council. This o rgan U a tlon  w i l l  probably continue th e ir  ana lysis

o f  t t .  I f  I t  Is  to  make any sense a t a l l  the D irectora must be fa m ilia r  w ith  the content o f the £lan  

as w e ll  as the d o lla r s  Involved.

OVERALL REVENUE PICTURE

Savara l fa c to rs  have a negative e ffe c t  on revenues pro jected  fo r  next year.

PERSONNEL

At the present tlsm , no f in a l  agreement has been reached w ith  the employee o rgan ization s  
representing p o lic e  and f i r e  personnel. A two year contract w ith  the group representing hourly  
rated  employees provides fo r  an 8X Increment. We a lso  have an agreement w ith  the Municipal 
asployees* Group (MEG) representing most c le r ic a l  and p ro fe ss io n a l personnel o f  a non-supervlsory  
character fo r  an 8X Increment. For budget purposes we have used th is  same fig u re  In computing 
s a la r ie s  fo r  p o lic e  and f i r e .

A comparative review  o f department head and supervisory  s a la r ie s  revealed  many p osition s  that 
were no longer com petitive w ith  s im ila r  pos itio n s  In other towns or In which subordinate sa la ry  
Increases In recent years had acce le rated  to the point o f Inequity compared w ith responsib le  
sup erv iso rs . Where w arranted, adjustments have been nmde.

PENSIONS

A su b sta n tia l change In the method o f  computing pension ben e fits  has been negotiated  between 
• the P o l ic e ,  Hourly and MEG employees. Our present p lan  provides fo r  b en e fits  to be com put^ on the 

b a s is  o f  c ir e e r  average earnings and years  o f  s e rv ice . Most penslTO systems today are based on a 
flAt-ermlnation r e f le c t ln s  the h ighest 3 o r 5 years o f  se rv ice  and the number o f  years o f s e ^ l c e .  
T h l l” s the system employed In the Firem en's Pension System and would now be app lied  to a l l  employees. 
The Increased cost fo r  th is  Is  estim ated at $104,000 annually .

T h is , the f i r s t  major change In our pension system since Its  Inception In 1954, was recomnended 

by the Pension Board.

nomination. It takes a minimum 
of 192 (o qualify.

Duffey's rivals, in addition to 
Dodd, ore Congressman John S. 
Monagan of Waterbury, State 
Senate Majority Leader Edward 
L. Marcus of New Haven, and 
Alphonsus J. Donahue of Stam­
ford.

Besides New Britain, Duffey 
backers also lost a bid for 
Southington's seven delegates. 
The Southington delegation Is 
nominally uncommitted to any 
Senate contender.

In New Britain, however, 
there Ls the chance for a head- 
to-head battle between toe Duf­
fey and Dodd camps.

In 1968, when Duffey was 
heading the Connecticut cam­
paign of Sen. Eugene J. McCar­
thy, the McCarthy forces won a 
primary for New Britain’s state 
convention delegates.

This year, said Duffey, his

campaign is "much broader" 
and Is raaching "all groupa of 
Democrats.”

One of the cofisideratUms that 
might make Duffey reluctant to 
fight a large number of primar­
ies is bis desire to demonstrate 
that he has strength within reg­
ular party organizations, not 
Just am'ong Insurgent groups 
and rank and Hie Democrats.

Duffey has been trying hard 
to shed the image he acquired 
In 1968 as an insurgent whose 
main avenue of gaining power 
was through primaries and the 
threat of primaries.

NEW YORK (AP) — Some- 
times the qwlng toward ^Chris­
tian unity is viewed as a mere 
strategic expedient, a bid for 
bdgness to order to exert more 
influence In a world dominated 
by bigness—by big government, 
big buslnaas, big labor unions.

On a strictly practical basis, 
amid the powerful collective 
fcroes of the day, ecumenical 
leaders reoognlie that the 
churches can have scant Impact 
or voice while openattog In dis­
connected, isotated little en­
claves.

Nevertheless, they strongly 
reject the idea that bigness, or 
even greater efficiency and 
more coherent, effective influ­
ence in society are the basic 
motives behind uA moves tor a 
unified church.

Tliese things mattered, and it 
was widely acknowliedged that a 
f r a g m e n t e d ,  dismembered 
Christianity was gravely bandl- 
oajpped in a worid cf massive 
corporate structures. Jesus him­
self cited It as a fateful flaw. 
“ No city or house divided 
against itself will stand.”

Today, the tocreestogly inter­
woven powers of todurtry, oom- 
munioations and science flung 
into the betdcwesb the en­
sconced little fragments and se- 
peiallst cliques. Ooordbtatlon 
counted more than ever. But it 
was a tacttoal, not a theologloal, 
consiideraticn.

And proponents of church uni­
ty liwisted that Its imperatives 
go far deeper than that. They 
see It as rooted in the very na­
ture and charaeter of Ohrirtlaai- 
ty itself—4n the oneness of Ms 
Lord.

His “Ohureh is One,” declares 
the plan tor uniting nine Protes­
tant denominatilonB with a total 
of 26 mUUon members. And the 
con^lary was that a ruptured, 
divided church contradicted the 
nature of an undivided Christ.

The uniting church will be 
"radlcaUy Cairist-centered,”  the 
plan says, seeking the ultimate 
unity of all parts of Ids church, 
Protestant, Orthodox and Ro­
man Oalhoilo, draAwn to each 
other by the very fact of being 
drawn to him.

Contract with NBA Atlanta Hawks
ATLANTA (A P )— Pis­

tol Pete Maravich, the bril-' 
liant basketball masrician 
who says he’s “always go­
ing to be out to entertain,” 
has signed a five-year con­
tract with the Atlanta 
Hawks of the National 
Basketball Association call­
ing for a reported $1.9 mil­
lion.

Maravioh, major college bas­
ketball’s all-Ume scoring king 
with 3,667 pcxlnts In hds three- 
year career at Lculalana State 
University, quickly came to 
term s w i^  the Hawks who chose 
htm in the NBA draft Monday.

"I wanted to play somewhere 
in the South," said Maravich, 
who turned down a  reported $2 
million offer from the Carolina

Oougara of the American Baa- 
ketball Association to play in 
the older NBA.

Terms of the cmitract were 
not disclosed except that it waq 
for five years. Reliable sources 
placed the amount a t |1.B mll- 
kon, the most ever payed a  col­
lege athlete tumiing professional.

"I 'm  very pleased," said 
Maravich, a  three-time All- 
American whose trademark be­
came his foppy hair and sag­
ging socks.

LSU Ooech Press Maravich, 
Pete 's father, sat beside hlB son 
as Lester E. Zlttrain, one of two 
Pennsylvania attorneys who 
handled all negotiations for the 
1970 College Player of the Year, 
announced that Maravich had 
signed.

discuas the contract terms.
"Let's Just say it’s a  contract 

that Is fair . . . one that very 
handsomely compenstates the 
greatest besketbaU jdayer in 
the world,” said Zittrain.

"He’s  going to lurve to be aw­
fully good not to be the highest 
paid substitute in the game," 
said Thomas Q. Couelns, the co­
owner of the Hawks who person­
ally negx>tlated the Maravich 
contract.

WASHINGTON—On AprU 22, 
if everything goes according to 
plan, a  strange parade will 
move down New York's Fifth 
Avenue. H o r s e s ,  bicycles, 
steam and electric care — al­
most anything that can move 
with little sound and smoke — 
will lead a procession to Union 
Square. There, along FVwir- 
teenth Street, the parade will 
turn into a new kind of carni­
val.

Margaret Mead, the anthro­
pologist, will talk about mis­
managing our planet; fedk sing­
ers will decry filthy rivers, pro­
fessors wUl lecture on the perils 
of phosphates and pesttetdee; 
lawyers will give free advice on 
how to sue polluters. A robot 
will breathe to cigarette smoke 
and sooty etty air so people can 
watch his glassbotUe lungs turn 
block.

All this will be port of a  much 
larger national happening on 
Blarth Day—April 22—t o  for­
mal launriidng date for the 
country's latest protest move­
ment. It's goal Is to force man 
to look at what he ts doing 1 to 
himself and his planet: to cIibI- 
le i^ e t o  concept t o t  a  gallop­
ing Gross National Product 
(GNP) always represents pro­
gress, and to lay the foundation 
for social, political and econom­
ic change.

The new movement — suc­
cessor to the Civil RlghU Drive 
of the early 1960s and the War 
on Poverty of t o  mid-1960s — 
Is not expected to stop at the 
end df Earth Day. Already, or­
ganisations to reclaim the en­
vironment have been formed at 
8,000 high schoola and 2,0(X) col- 

. leges.
The result is a blssare alli­

ance — conservationists, labor 
leadei^, housewives, teachers, 
civic clubs, and students of all 
ages and poUUcal persuasions.

Some of the young people pre­
paring for Elarth Day caU them­
selves "ecology freaks.”  Web­
ster defines ecology as "the 
branch of biology dealing with 
the relations between U'vlng or­
ganisms and their environ­
ment." Ecology promises to  be 
a new focal point for both Indi­
vidual and group action aimed 
at bringing about reform to 
save the land, water and air.

The acttvUles alreeuly under­
way or p l a n n e d  show the 
breadth ot concern. Originally, 
the umbrella term lor the fed­
eration of a c t i v i s t s  was 
"Environmental Teach - In." 
That name has been changed to 
"Envtoonmental Action," sym­
bolizing the acU'vist nature of 
the movement. And the action 
Is being taken all across the 
United States.
