Officials Fear

Countercou])

BAIGON (AP) — The Cambo-
dian state radio called on all
army velerans and reeervists to
return to active duty today in
the face of continuing demon-
strations near the capital,
Phnom Penh,

The radio, monitored in Bal-
gon, renewed A government ap-
peal to the Viet Cong and the
North Vietaumese to meet with
a Cambodian delegation and ar-
range withdrawal of the 40,000
to 80,000 Vietnamesae troops in
the country.

But it did not seem likely the
appeal would be heeded, since
the North Vietnamese and the
Viet Cong withdrew most of
their diplomatic personnel from
Phmom Penh Friday.

With the new government ap-
parvently concerned about the
poasibility of a countercoup by
supporters of ousted chlef of
state Prince Norodom Sthanouk,
both of Cambodia’s internation-
al airports remained closed for
the second day in a row.

Alrlines sources in  Bangkok
Thailand, reported scheduled
flights of Alr Vietnam, Union of
Burma Alrways and Lao Alr-
lines canceled stops at Phnom
Penh and Siem Reap. The
sources said it was possaible the
alrports would reopen Monday.

The Cambodian radio said in
a French-language broadcast
that on Thursday night and Fri-
day morning, the Viet Cong or-
ganized demonstrations at Kom-
pong Cham, about 35 miles from
Phnom Penh, "to come and
trouble our capital.”

The radio warned Cambo-
dians “not to be taken in by
those who indulge in the games
of the Viet Cong ... You must
understand that Sihanouk was
legally divested of his functions
of chief of state, conforming to
the constitution. He is a traitor
to the nation."

Sihanouk was deposed March
18 while he was in Moscow urg-
Ing Soviet leaders to help con-
vince the North Vietnamese and
Viet Cong to get out of Cambo-
dia. He s In exlle In Red China.

Cambodia’s provisional chief
of state, Cheng Heng, told the

radio Friday that
“the Viet have begun ac-
tions against the Cambodian
people and our soldiers, espe-
;!:I}y in provinces near the bor-

e

Viet Cong forces in civilian
clothes were reported to have
attacked a town less than 12
miles from Phnom Penh, and
military security was stepped
up throughout the capital, with
tanks blocking all routes in and
out.

The 28 Nofth Vietnamese and
Viet Cong diplomats who left
Phnom Penh departed from Vi-
entiane, Laos, today after

the night sleeping on
the airport floor. They were not
permitted to enter the Laotian
capital,

In Washington State De-
partment officlals have made
#t clear the United States is op-
posed to extension of the Viet-
nam war into Cambodia.

Spokesman Robert J. Mec-
Closkey sald Friday the United
States has declared its '‘support
and respect for Cambodian sov-
ereignty, neutrality and territo-
rial integrity.’

The assurance came just a
week after Prince Norodom 8i-
hanouk was deposed as Cambo-
dian chief of state and replaced
by = government which claims
to be opposed to tolerating Com-
munist sanctuaries inside Cam-
bodia.

Police Seek Young AWOL Sailor
For Questioning in Enfield Killings

ENFIELD, Conn. (AP)—An
unidentified young man who po-
lice say is absent without leave
from the Navy was sought today
by police probing for clues in
the slayings of four young per-
sons Friday.

Police were uninformative
about persons they had question-
ed after the bodles of an en-
geged couple and two of their
male teen-aged friends were
found Friday morning in the
couple's apartment.

All four had been shot in the
head. A medlical examiner esti-
mated they had been dead since
about 6 a.m.

The identity of the AWOL
sailor was nol released. Police
were belleved to have wanted
to question him in connection
with o party Involving the four
vietims on the night before they
died.

Police Chief Walter J Skower
sald the young people might
have been murdered, although
he did not rule out the possi-
bility that one of them had been
n sulcide.

Linda Edmonds, 21, and her
flance, Peter Donovan, 19, of
South Windsor in separate bed-
rooms covered by blankets in
the second-floor apartment.

Paul Vasseur, 17, and David
Gurtin, 18, both of Enfield, were

Q) Is there a Form 1040-1
and if so, where can I get a
copy?

A) The designation 1040-1
refers to the page number of
the back of the first copy of
the Form 1040 in the tax
packages sent to all taxpayera
this year. On it will be found
general information on the
new Form 1040, Other general
instructions for Form 1040
continue on the back of the
taxpayer's copy of the 1040
and on pages B-2, E-2, and
R-2, all of which are found in
the package. The designations
1040-1 and 1040-2 were used
simply for numbering and in-
dexing purposes and do not re-
fer to any form separate and
apart from the 1040 itself.
This same approach appliea to
other instructions in the pack-
age, which, again for indexing
purposes, also have been given
alphabetical and numerical
designations.

Q) The estimated tax forms
vou sent me said to watch for
changes in the law, Have there
been any that would affect my
1970 declaration?

A) One change that affects
all taxpayers is the increase in
the amount allowed for per-
sonal exemptions. For the 1970
tax year, $625 should be taken
for each exemption.

The Tax Reform Act of
1969 increased the amount for
personal exemptions from $600
to $650 effective next July 1
when the necessary adjust-
ments will be made in with-
holding rates., Since the
change takes place at mid-
year, the net effect will be to
increase the exemption amount
to $625,

Also, the tax surcharge has
been continued at a 5 percent
annual rate for the period
January 1, 1970, through June

30, 1970, or 2,6 percent for the
tax year 1870.

Some taxpayers may also
find the new provisions on in-
come averaging and capital
gains will affect their declara-
tions. Details on these provi-
gions and the tax surcharge
may be obtained by writing
your IRS district director for
Publication 553 or by contact-
ing vour local IRS office.

Q) Do 1 handle dividends
from a savings and loan ac-
count the same way as other
dividends?

A) No, this income should
be reported as interest on line
13 of Form 1040. If your total
interest income is over $100,
list the amounts you receive on
Schedule B, Part II, and at-
tach it to your return when
you file.

Q) I just sent in my return.
How long will 1 have to wait
for my refund?

A) I your return is accu-
rate and complete, you should
have your refund within 5-8
weeks of the date you filed.

However, should your re-
fund be delayed beyond this
period, wait 10 weeks before
contacting IRS about it. This
will allow time for any notice
to reach you about an error
or omission such as a missing
Social Security number, W-2
or one of the schedules.

Q) Who can use the tax sur-
charge tables in the 1040 pack-
age?

A) The tables should be
used for determining the sur-
charge if your income tax is
under $736. For $735 and over,
multiply your tax by 10 per-
cent to determine the sur-
charge you owe for 1869.

Q) Will IRS figure the tax
for you even if yoy end up
owing tax?

A) Yes. If there is tax due,
you will be billed and have 30
daya to make full payment.

IRS can only compute the
tax where the taxpayer's gross
income is under $5,000 which
consists of wages subject to
withholding and not more than
$200 of dividends, interest and
wages not subject to withhold-
ing, and the standard dedue-
tion is claimed. But the tax-
payer computes his tax when
he is claiming sick pay, mov-
fng expenses, or employee
business expenses,

Q) Do you have to itemize
deductions to get any credit
for hospital insurance premi-
umsa paid?

A) Yes, you must itemize to,
elaim this deduction, However,
you may deduct half of your
medical insurance premiums
up to a maximum of $150 even
though your other medical ex-
penses do not exceed 3 percent
of your adjusted grpss income.

Q) 1 pay someone to take
care of my two girls while I
work. Is there any deduction
for this?

A) You may deduct all or
part of this expense when cer-
tain conditions are met. These
conditions are explained on
page A-2 of the 1040 tax
package you received in the
mail.

Q) I'm over 65 Do I still
have to file a tax return?

A) Your age entitles you to
an additional $600 exemption
and therefore you are not re-
quired to file a return unlesa
your gross income is $1,200 or
over. However, if you had net
earninga from self-employment
of $400 or more, even if your
gross income was less than
$1,200, & return will have to be
filed and self-employment tax
paid.

Q) Are union dues deducti-
ble?

A) Yes, these dues are de-
ductible as an employee busi-
ness expense if you itemize.
For more details on these ex-
penses, check page E-2 of the
1040 instruction package.

We are conoelvahl); Hving near the
climax of a great contradiction in our at-
titude toward religion.

On one =mide of this contradiction, we
seem to have reached something of a low
ebb in our credence for the formal story
and in our respect for the formal dogma
and ritual of the established religion.

On the other side of this contradiction,
we seem — some of us at least — to be
peething with a dramatic compulsion to
put the ideals of religion straight to con-
temporary, earthly test.

To take an extreme example which
may not sppeal much to those who con-
sider themselves religious people, there
is in existence today what seems some-
thing very similar to the kind of dis-
‘organized rabble which may have follow-
od Jesus Christ. Today's rabble goes not
into the churches, but into the streets
and fields, It pays no honor and respect
to the estabished rituals and organiza-
tions of Christianity, But it pretends, at
least, to be willing to devote averything
to an attempt to reach, right now, for a
realization of the parfection of Christian
love.

Follow this modern rabble very far,
and you are likely to find some of {la
membere reaching for a bomb to speed
the advent of perfect love, just as there
was, for a moment at least,  one of
Christ's Disciples who had the instinct to
take to the sword in defense of the
Prince of Peace.

But one does not nead to follow the
modemn rabble into its own extremist be-
trayals of the principles it claims it
wants to follow.

There i3, back on the Christian middle-
ground, among those who do go to
church, and among some who go neither
to church nor to the rabble, something
of a peak feeling that now is a time for
people to put bellef where ritual has
been, action where preaching has been,
real commitment in place of vaguely
pious intention.

What we really know is that the very
nature of man insists that there had to
be, that there must be,

Man Is not content to ¥ve without hope
and aspiration.

He seéks o be born again.

And in a real sanse, If not in doctrinal
or Institutional terms, this may be evolv-
ing Into one of those ages of the more
noble type of failure of man — the failure
that comes when he tries, at least, (o
reach boy('mdtho substitutes, the com-
promdses, the alloys, to try to touch truth
directly and tum cheek without resorting
to such sophisticated debate about how
and why and when that the tum mever
soema appropriile or necessary.

If there 18 any such naive surge among*
us, it will fai), as all man's efforts at too

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simplistic an idealiam have fadled. Still
#t may, when it subsides, leave a mark
a littde higher up the beach than ever be-
fore.

fares with the efficiency of antipollution
devices that are going to have to be used
{o take over undesirable alaments out of
the nation's exhaust.

There may be in this concern for our
ability to keep on lving In our atmos-
phere, an incidental boon for our pocket-
book.

The ofd compandes, at least untll they
could dream of some gimmick for an
antipollution additive, might be forced
into selling more non-premium gasolines,
at lower prices.

And Detroit would either have to re-
duce prices on some of its models, or
begin charging extra for low-compres-
sion motors, just as they now charge
extra for anybody who wants to shift
gears by hand.

But let us not — any of us who have
worshipped so faithfully at the high
octane shrine — predict anything with
too great cesrtainty or even, for that mat-

Same Old Game

The case for legalizing beano is no
more valld now, with legislation coming
before the state Senate today after pas-
sage by the House, than it was when
such legislation was vetoed last year by
Gov. Sargent. The experience of other
atates — and Massachusetts itself, for
that matter — needs to be conaidered.

The Bay State legislature in 1943 re-
pealed a beano law which had been
passed 10 years earlier. That decade
brought abuses of the game that far out-
weighed the benefits that its proponents
had expected of it. This was not neces-
sarily the fault of {raternal organiza-
tions, churches and other groups which
sponsored the game and profited in some
degree, It was inflltration by racketeers,
especially In the coastal communities,
that made beano an unwholesome influ-
ence.

Contending that people “‘are going to
gambie anyway,” or that there's nothing
wrong with betting a few pennles on such
a game, is beside the point. What dopes
matter is that It generates an atmos.
phere that attracts professional gam-
blars and encoyrages the development
of {llegal gaming . The state
of Florida, which legalized “Bingo,” a
tirst cousin of beano, in 1967, is experi-
encing just that kind of exploitation. In
New York Btate, a study commission
found simflar trends two years after the
game had been legalized there,

However harmless and well-protected
against Intrusion the game of beano may
appear in the legislation st hand, it
would be a fat plum in the eyes of the
gambling element—which is well school-
ed in clreumvénting the law. And & first
step would have been taken toward the
legalizing of off-track betting and other
racket-run gambling., Making It easy for
people to take chances they can't afford
is not the sound way of raising money
for the state.

Wonders of the Universe

Political Arena
Attracts Astros

Currently, there appears to be
a movement afoot to launch a
half-dozen astronauts into the
political arena to capitalize on
their prominence. When I first
became consclious of this trend
I recalled John Glenn's first
abortive attempt a;xd concluded
this was a lot of nonsense, To-
day, after careful delberation,
I am not sure that the astro-
nauts would not make the most
highty qualified candidates
seeldng seats in our Congress.

The astronauts will also fill a
need in our society. Americans
rourirh on instant herces. As-
tute political kingmakers have
looked in the past to the mili-
tary for their heroes: Washing-
ton, Jackson, Tyler, GCrant,
Roosevelt and, finally, Eisen-
hower were &ll charismatic
nonpolitical military men, pro-
pelled into high office with no
qualifications other than that of
being successful military  fig-
ures, Today there is a yacuum
in this fleld. We lack a hero
from the Korean war, nor do
we have one from the war in
Vietnam. Thus, the reservoir
normally avallable is empty. It
appears that the astronauts
have moved into this vacuum.

The astronauts are instant
successes. They have had the
benefits of the most thorough
public relations campaign this
country has ever lnown. The
faces of the lunar astronauts
are seen hundreds of time be-
fore, during and after the Junar
flights, They have become fix-
tures on TV for extended peri-
ads, thelr films are screened
continuously and their sayings
have global coverage. Thus the
exposure that political candi-
dates pray for and rarely get
has been the lot of the astro-
nauts,

Following the successful Ju-
nar flights they have traveled
around the world as good-wilt
ambassadors and one, Frank
Borman, has even been to the
Soviet Union to exchange notes
with his Soviet counterpart.

What mekes these men fdeal
to play a major political role?
This is a question which these

en

they can make nstant decisions
and be right, If they were not
right, they would not have sur-
vived to become astronauts.
They can master new ideas end
tachniques and assimilate
knowledge rapidly. They are
also highly articulate. The lead-
ersip qualittes inheremt in
their makeup have been honed
to razor-edge sharpness. It is
these same traita which are
found in the successful political
figure,

Do they have any weakness-
e3. The answer is a decided
yes, Most of them are politically
naive, They lack the experience
derived from political skirmish-
es as they claw their way up
the ladder. They lack the back-
ground absorbed by political
figures in their everyday con-
tacts. They lack the give and
take that ia part of the U.S.
political plcture, They also have
a rigid background which may
preclude compromise. Such ri-
gidity has harmed political

preciuded
ground in political science.

The astronauts will be run-
ning for office on the national
scene. They appear to possess
too much political punch to run

slash in funds allocated to it
While greater efficiencies will
overcome some of the cuts
there still exists e desperate
need for money to fulfill our
space aspirations. In this field
Congress can be kept Informed

by the astronauts. Those who
question the objectivity of astro-
nauts in matters pertaining to
the space program need only
remember that they are men
dedicated not to the space pro-
gram but to the nation.

Today, in this country the vi-
tal questions of race, Vietnam,
inflation and pollution must be
resolved. While the astronauts
possess no competence in deal-
in with race ar Vietnam, they
can contribute to the resolution
of the pollution problem.

In the field of pollution, the
astronauts have a practical
background. In flight they are
prisoners in an airtight space-
craft in which the poisons of
their bodies and of the machine
can destroy them if preventive
measures are not taken. These
men have Uved with pollution
and have learned to master it
It is highly probable that the
gldlls they bring to their jobs
can help bring about a national
solution.

We must remember  that
astronauts are part of the
NASA team who pioneered with
outstanding success a systems
apprecach to problems, It may
well be that one of the most
significant by-products of the
Space Age will be methods used
to combat forms of poliution
around us. Astronsuts may sug-
gest the application of NASA
methods to this serious prob-
tem. They may provide the
bridge from the NASA method
to those used by other govern-
ment agencles to help find the
solution. By virtue of their
rigorous training it is likely that
their contributions to the pollu-
tion program will be substan-
tial.

It appears almost inevilable
that Americans, being confirm-
ed hero worshipers, will elect
these men to the Congress. Per-
sonally, I would not be sur-
prised to find one of these men
in the President's office in the
future. It may be a long shot
but others have made it against
even greater odds.

— Mentally handicapped chil-
dren can't have their usual
beach holiday here this sum-
mer. The neighbors find them
embarruasing.

The town council, acting on
complaints from other vacation-
ern, refused to let a beach house
to the Cheshire Home for Men-
tally Handicapped Children this
year.

“T was shocked when I re-
celved a letter from the councl)
tefling me the tenancy was not
being renewed,' sald Mrs. Pa.
tricla Sedwell, Bhe organized
the holiday Inst year for chil-
dren between the ages of 8 and
10.

“1 was told some people found
the children distressing to look
at, but they are well behuved,
affectionate and loveble and
they never cause any trouble.”

She sald the beach house was
an ideal spol where the children
could play in the sand and
splash In a wading pool In com-
plete safety. Tt was also a rare
chance for them to mix with
normal children.

A mpokesman for the council
said there were peveral com-
plaints from neighboring house-
holders who pay $120 for the
season and ‘‘expect to be able to
£it back and relax."

“Some of these handicapped
children often stand and stare
for very long periods and people
on holidays don't always like to
be reminded of those who nre
legs fortunate,’” the spokesman
added.

But - one ocouncillor, Charies
Warren, said, “It's a disgrace-
ful decisiorrand I intend W take
it up on behalf of the children.’

The Town Councll's beach
committee chalrman, Arthur
Pidgeon, sald the <committee
might reconsider, \f Mrs, Sed-
well makes another application.

yearold theologian who says he
has long been ready for death
feels it is time doctore stopped
viewing death s “always an en-
emy, never a friend.”

Finally, he is to deliver the
traditional papal bleasing,
“Urbi et Orbi''—to the city and
the world—in which he is ex-
pected to repeat his plea for
world peace.

On Palm Sunday the Pontiff
deplored ‘‘growing and frightful
armament’’ and the lack of
peace in men'a -hearts. Then, on
Good Friday, he carried a six-
foot cross in an outdoor proces-
sion, walking through a steady
drizzbe along the “Way of the
Croas'' from the ancient Colos-
seum to the Temple of Venus.

Some stren-
uous or rinky jobs provide for
retirement as early as 50 for
men and 45 for women.

“Here we study the aging
process in purely healthy peo-
ple,” Chetobtarev says. “In the
United States most gerontologi-
cal research (s conducted In
hospitals and clinics. Thus they
work mostly with sick people,
where the aging proccss s af-
fected by illness.”

NEW YORK (AP) — NBC will
launch . on Monday o new day-
time serial called ‘“Another
World—Somerset.” 'This must
not be confused with NBC's
most popular sosp opera, “‘An-
other World—Bay City," which
until today was just plain *‘An-
other World."”

This type of program repro-
duction is hardly new. When
““Peyton Place" was at its popu-
larity peak on ABC as a night-
time serial, CBS spun its '‘As
the World Turns'' off into a new,
prime-time serial simply by
having the heroine of the day-
time soap opera, Lisa Hughes,
go to a distant city to moke a

new life, The show did not do°

well, and #t was only a matter of
weeks before Lisa declded she
liked life better in dear old day-
time Oakdale,

“Green Acres," when
launched several seasons back
on CBS, was a sort of double
spin-off. Creator Paul Henning
had a hit by putting country folk
in sophisticated city surround-
ings— ‘‘Beverly Hillbillies'—so
he put the very urban family of
“Green Acres” iInto a country
setting, He also made them
neighbors of his ‘‘Petticoat
Junction” family, using some
supporting characters in both
shows and having the principals
visiting back and forth.

The device is designed to help
the new .shows attract audi-
ences. By making ‘‘Another
World" two serinls, NBC ob-
viously hopes the old audience
for one show will stick around
for the second.

Meanwhile, ABC will intro-
duce gn Monday two new soap
operas, one of them called "A
World Apart”—mnot to be con-
fused with ‘““As the World
Tumns,” or '‘Another World."
