Members of the C-DAP

Agency last night adopted

goals and a 10-point list of housing objectives for Man-
chester's proposed Community Development Action
Ulan and added an 11th new objective.

Before completing action on
the proposals drawn by the task
force on housing, the agency
members spent more than four
houra agonizing over the word-
ing and implications, passed
several substantially as sub-
mitted, and amended and re-
wrote others.

The list on housing had been
tackled at an earlier meeting
but was tabled for further dis-
cussion, Last night, George
Katz, chairman of the housing
tagk force which drew up the
objectives, was present to ex-
plain the proposals ns sub-
mitted. :

The session at times was ex-
tremely confused, as Katz and
the six agency members attend-
ing offered varying opinions and
golutions to the wording of the
topics — swhich incorporated
numerous “"touchy' areas such
as low income, multi-family and
high-rise housing, housing for
the indigent (welfare), condo-
miniums, and planned urban
development.

One particularly sensitive ob-
jective, for example, which re-
lated to welfare housing provi-
sions, spoke of dodng ‘‘our re-
ginal fair share in this area.'

That phrase was strongly ob-
jected to by former Town Di.
rector John Garside, who Is op-
posed to regionalization.

A second objective discussed
at length spoke of a regulation
for ‘‘residential multi-family
units in proximity to downtown
areas, which establishes stand-
wrds to the needs
of the eldenly, single persons,
and young married couples, and
which restricts high-nise con-
struction ¢ the downtown
area."

Seen Soothing Edgy Judges

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court's response to the
tumult and shouting in the na-
tion's courtrooms is that, above
all, there must be order.

The virtually unanimous ap-
proval Tuesday of the removal
of n madcap Chicago defendant
should gratify and encourage
trial judges whose nerves are
fraved quickly,

Strangely, except for Justice
Willam J. Bremnan Jr., who
spoke only for himself, no jud.
lelal notice was taken of modern
means of maintaining both de-
corum and the defendant's right
to face his accusers.

And but for a single, vague
sentence In Justice Hugo L.

Black’s opinion for the magori-
ty, only Jusfice Willam O.
Douglas recognized that a trial
Judge may be wrong and the de-
fendant may be shouting to aa-
sert his constitutional rights,

Willlam Allen, who is now sit-
ting in a New Orleans jall
awalting trial for robbery, was
2 most unruly defendant in Cook
County criminal court 14 years
ago. The judge, Grover Niemey-
er, was a very patiemt man.

Allen, whose defense to a §200
tavern holdup was insanity, in-
terrupted the examination of
prospective jurors, tore up his
file, ignored the judge's warn-
ings that he should behave and
finally told Niemeyer: ‘‘When I
go out for junchtime, you're
going to be a corpse.'

The judge ordered Allen re-
moved, the trial proceeded with-

out him and the defendant was
convicted and sentenced to 10 to
30 years in prison.

Last July, the U.8. Court of
Appeals in Chicago Invalidated
the conviction, saying Allen's
conatitutional right to face his
accusers had been violated. It
necessary, the appeals court
sald, Judge Nlemeyer should
have bound and gagged Allen,

This suggestion later was
used by Judge Jullus J. Hoff-
man in Chicago to bind and gag
Bobby G. Beale, one of eight
radicals charged with inciting
riots at the 1988 Democratic
convention.

The net result of the Supreme
Court's ruling is that all the
judges evidently did the right
thing.

If a defendant ignoves the
judge's admonjtion that he
should behave and makes fur-
ther proceedings impossible, he
can be foroibly removed. If the
Judge decides the best way to
deal with a rebellious defendant
s to bind and gag him—that's
all right, too.

And of course, Black's decl-
glon noted, trinl judges may use
their old standby contempt pow:

ers to cite a stubbornly deflant

defendant and throw him in jall,

The heart of Black's opinion,
in which technically all justices
except Douglas joined, is this
observation:

*'It would degrade our country
and our judicial system to per-
mit our courts to be bullied, in-
sulted and humiliated and their

~

orderly progress thwarted and
obstructed by defendants

brought before them charged:

with crimes."

The only notice Black took of
the fact judges sometimes pro-
voke the outbursts by short-end-
ing defendants on their rights
was the observation that “‘being
manned by humans, the courts
are not perfect and are bound to
make some errors."

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) —
Superior Court Judge Harold M.
Mulvey denied four more de-
fense attempts on Tuesday to
have charges of murder and
kidnaping against five Black
Panther Party members dis-
miased—Including a claim that
the grand  jury which indlcted
dhem wasn't representative.

The Panther Party members
are among nine .remaining de-
fendants charged in the death
of Alex Rackley, o Black Pan-
ther member police suy was
siain last spring because he was
thought to be a police informer.

The motions denled Tuesday
were entered on behnlf of Enl-
cka Huggins, Margaret Hudgins,
Rose Marie Smith, George Bd-
wards and Lonnie MeLucas.
The Panthers' nationnl chafr-
man, Bobby Seale, is one of the
other defendantse,

In his memorandum dismias-
ing the motlony, Mulvey sald
the claim that the selection of
the grand jury wolated the de-
fendants constitutional rights is
“without merit,” and that at-
tempts to prove the contention
“have totally failed."

“The only statutory gualifica-
tlon prescribed for grand jur-
ors" in Comnecticut s that they
be 'electors of the county,™
Mulvey sald. .

*“This grand jury, on the evi-
dence presented, would not only
satisfy the requ'rements of the
statute but would appear tgo be
one composed of people of &if-
ferent racial, ethnle and econ-
omic backgrounds and from dif-
ferent nreas of the county.
"On the evidence presented,

this grand jury was a body duly
representative of the ocounty,"”
the memorandum sald.

One of the defense attorneys,
W: Paul Flynn, had argued that
the 14th Amendment to the U8,
Constitution requires a jury
“free from any systematic ex-
clusion of any group living with-
in the county." ’

Fiynn maintained the exclu-
ston did exist, but that it swwasn't
deliberate on the part of the
electad officlals involved.

Mulvey also dismissed claims
that the defendants’ constitu-
tional rights were violated be-
cause they weren't present in
the grand jury rcom while evi-
dence agalnst them was being
given; because the indictments
didn't distinguish well enough
between the defendants; and
because Lthe charge of kidnap-
ing resulting In death is tanta-
mount In legal consequences to
first-degree murder, but doesn’t
fit the legal definition of first-
degree murder.

Mulvey wrote that the state
supreme court has already ruled
that defendants aren't neces-
sarily entitled to attend grand
Jury sessions and that there is
“no foundation in the evidence
or in fact" for the claim that
the grand jury didn't give each
chient separate consideration.

As for the third claim, Mul-
vey sald it was “Ingenious but
that Is as far as {l goes.'

The kidnaping statute, he said

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" AIP in a Fragmented State
As 1970 Elections Approach

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — Two
yeurs ago, George Wallace of
Alsbama won a plice om the
baliot of all 50 states as a third
pamty candidate for president.

He did it through the efforts of
a group of state organizations
using vanious names, but re-
ferred (0 generally as the Amer-
lcan Independent party (AIP).

At the peak of his campalgn,
there was speculation that Wal-
lace's organization conceivably
could form the nucleus of a ma-
Jor permanent third party offer-
ing state and local candidates

and competing with Republi-
cans and Democrats in some
states.

As the 1970 elections draw
closer, however, the AIP, al-
most everywhere, is suffering
from a lack of funds, a lack of

and from intra-par-
ty squabbles, Its chances, ac-
cording to a national survey by
The Assoclated Press, of elect-
ing anything more than & hand-
ful of local and-or state officials
are extremely remote.

In many cases where candi-
dates are being offered this
year, party spokesmen acknowl-
odge that they have little hope
of winning, Even in the five
Southern states which Wallace
carried dn 1088, AIP activity is
wither fragmented or nonexist-
ent,
In Wallace's home state of Al-
abama, lronically, there is no
AIP, In his presidential cam-
paign Wallace used the regular
party machinery there—Gov.
Albert Brewer was one of his
electors—and Hubert H. Hum-
phrey was listed as the candi-
dote for president of two splin-
ter groups, the National Demo-
omatic Party of Alabama and
the Alabama Independent Dem-
ocratic party. Wallace and
Brewer are now fighting for the
Democratic nomination for gov-
ernor,

In Mississippi the sitvation is
much the same. Regular stale
Democrats formed the basls of
Wallace support, and the major-
ity of them are expected to back
stete Democratic candldates
this year.

In Georgia, chairman Roy V.
Harris says the AIP is “laying
low and weiting for '72,”" when
‘Wallace may try for the presi-
dency again—if he wins this
year's bid for governor,

One strong Wallace support-
er, Dr. McKee Rargrett, has
announced that he will run for
governor,

But indications at the moment
are that if Hargrett, a state leg-
falator, makes the race it will be
in the Democratic primary.

and Jim Johnson, national com-
mitteeman, has split what there
is of the AIP in that state, which
alectéd o Democratic senator, a
Republican governor and went
for Wallace for president in
1068,

In Loulsiana, Dr. B. R.
Abramson, state chairman, said
the party i considering chal-
lenging Rep. Edwin Edwards, a
Democrat from the Tth District.
But Abramson sald the declsion
will depend upon ‘‘the avallabdl-
Ky of o candidate and, of
course, financing.’

The survey turned up only one expected to take a firm grasp of

state—Tennessee—where Demo-
crats and Republicans express
concern about the growth of the
AIP,

Officlals there say the party

now has organizations in 70 of
Tennessee's 95 countles, and
“solid commitipents from sev-
eral big contributors that they
will back us in elections this
year."

Although no one has an-
nounced, the party is expected
to offer candidates for governor,
ut least two congressional seats,
possibly a U.8. Senate seat and
many of the state’s 132 seats in
the legisiature.

But even in Tennessee, pros-
pects of success are not bright.
Elsewhere they are dimmer.

In North Carolina, Ohlo, Cali-
fornia, Michigan and Texas, the
party is split by factional fight-
ing.

Walter Green, a Burlington
attorney, and Reid Stubbe, a
Charlotte restaurant operator,
are in the midst of a court bat-
tle for control of the party in
North Carolina,

The conflict will not help the
chances of the party's two an-
nounced candidates for con-
gress, Gene Leggett of New
Bern and Lynwood Bullock of
Greensboro.

The Ohio party also has two
announced candidates—both of
them for governor and both bat-
tling for control of the party.
The candidates are Robert W.
Annable of Parma Heights, a
Cleveland suburb, and Edwin G.
Lawton of Columbus, Both are
attempting to have the other'a
name stricken from the ballot.

In California, the fight is be-
tween Wiliam F. Sheerer of
8an Diego, a consultant in politi-
cal management, and Keith
Greene of S8an Francisco, a used
car salesman. Greene is recog-
nized as chairman by the segre-
tary of state, and {3 Wallace's
man.

Both have filed as candidates
for governor, with the winner

Order In The Court?

Those who thought that some part of
the terrible disaster to the dignity of jus.
tice which occurred during the trial of
the Chicago Seven had to be credited to
the Inadeguate character of the judge
presiding there were tremendoualy
heartened and encouraged by the course
chosen by New York Supreme Court Jus-
tice John Murtagh in his effort to deal
with pretrial hearings involving 13 Black
Panthers.

The defendants before Justice Murtagh
had begun the familar formula for dis-
rupting a trial, with continual outbursts,
and a steady stream of filthy language
devoted to the judge himsel.

Justice Murtagh, in response, permit-
ted himself no visible, emotional loes of
temper such as had been seen from the
bench in Chicage. He seemed to keep
fcfly calm. But he did take action. His
action was to suspend the court proced-
ares and remand the defendants to jail
untll such time as they would be willing
to pledge him, in writing, thaet they
would behave themaselves in the court-
room.

That was wiy back on Feb. 25,

Since then, while Justice Murtagh has
been walting for the Black Panthers to
sign such a statement, there has been
conslderable legal controversy over
whether Justice Murtagh wos himself
behaving legally, in that he seemed to
be denying the defendants speedy jus-
tice, But one thing was sure, aside from
all the fine lega} points involved: a good
many people were hoping he could stand
firm.

This made it appear as if he were
compromising his own original demand,
and making something of a concession
in order to get the trial going again.

He may have been making his own
half concesslon, just as the Panthers
may have made their half concession by
having their attorneys appear with their
declnration they were to stand

And out of this poamsible exchange of

~ C-DAP Agency Adds
Public Safety Goals

By WILLIAM COE
(Hera'd Reporter)

A list of 12 public safety

objectives for Manchester’s

proposed Community Development Action Plan (C-
DAP) was reviewed last night by the C-DAP Agency,
during the sixth in its current series of workshop ses-

sions.

Most were adopted as sub-
mitted by the public safety task
force, two were revised, and
four new objectives proposed by
agency members were accept-
ed,
Three of the objectives were
considered too brief or unclear,
and will be retumext #to the
task force for added informa-
tiom. 3

One of the four objectives
added by the agency proposes
that the state 'comsider a med-
ical costs program for injured
pasons who are innocent vie-
tims of criminal violence.'

It wasg suggested by Dr, Sed-
rick Rawlins, a dentist, who
sadd that severul times in the
course of his pructice he has
had pat'ents who were orippled
both literally and financially as
the result of assaults in which
they were inmocent victims.

He told of one man, struck
by another with a golf club.
‘“The viclim, partially paralyz-*
ed, received no financial aid—
but the guy who hit him was not
only given the services of a
kiwyer, but was also rehabiiitat-
ed by the state,'”” Dr. Rawlins
sadd.

The consensus of the major
ity was volced by the Rt. Rev.
Msgr., Edward J. Reardon, pas-
tor of 8t. James Church, who
viewed the concept of protection
for the crime viotim ‘as simply
a malter of soolal justice.'

Chalrman Lyman B, Hoops,
however, ok o negative stand
saying, "We're going to protect
ouraelves right out of business
... I can foresse nll kinds of
trouble with people taking ad-
vantage of this”

Former Town Director John
Garside also voiced concerned
over how such a plan would be
paid for: “"After all, we are the
state.” Bul most of the other
members reasoned that the idea
was a good one and that their
task was to propose ldeas, not
to spell out how they should be
accomplished. The vole on the
objective passed 7-1, with only
Hoaopa dissenting.

Patrick Donlon proposed two
of the other new objectives, both
of which passed unanimously
They were worded as follows:

1. “To upgrade nnd malintain
waler supplies to meet minimum
requirements  for fire protec.
tlon.”

Explaind Donlon, "We can’t
provide for the public's safety
without adeguate fire protection,
and we do have some areas in
town which are now below mini-
Imum standards.” Fred Thrall,
retired Water Department super-
intendent, ogreed with Donlon's
nsgessment,

2, "To develop an authority
that will handle and serve all
types of emergency calls.”

Donlon sald that a single, cen-
trulized facility, with personnel
trained to respond quickly to all
Lypes of emergencies, will be-
come more and more import-

cy facility ahould help free po-
lice to spend n greater part of
thelr time on preventing and de-
tecting crime.

They also agreed with Hoops'
assessment that “What we are
rally dong in this objective Is
raising the lasue of the need for
a public safety commission.”

In line with their desire to in-
crease the proportion of time
spent by police and firemen in
professional dut'es, numbers
ndded the fourth new objective:
“To pursue the elimination of
non-related public safety func-
tions from the police and fire
services."

Three items proposed by Dr.
Rawlins for discussion were
held over to another workshop
due to lack of time. They con-
cermed controls on police use
of guns, high speed chase by
police cruisers, and control of
traffic lights in emergencles.

One of the obfectives revised
by the agency originally had
called for police and fire re-
sponse to emergencies ‘“‘within
five minutes.”

Members agreed that cur-
rently response is well under
the five minute Mmit (usually
about two minutes) but may be
ditficult to mest as the town

As rewritten, the objective
reads, ‘'To insure continuance
of prompt police and fire re-
sponse to all emergency calls
for service."

Minor changes in another ob-
jective were made, to read,
‘“To establish a liaison with the
educational system of Man.
chester to develop student un-
dersetanding, cooperation and
interest toward public safety.”

One of the objectives which
the public safety task force
will be asked to amplify read
as follows: ““To provide for dis-
tribution of manpower in ac-
cordance with the work load
of the Police and Fire Depart-
ments."’

The agency wamts o know
whether that means, for exam-
ple, that manpower on second
and third work shifts could be
reassigned to the first shift—
when the demand for services
and the work load is presum-
ably greater.

The other two objectives for
which the agency wants more
detadl are

‘To minimize the incidence of
crime in the community.”

""Ta estabiish a formal plan-
ning function to consider meth-
ods of improving public safety
within the line services.'

Last night's session leaves the
agency with four more C-DAP
planning areas still to consider:
Public utilities, social services,
transportation, and culture,

Army Charges Medina
Accountable for My Lai

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — The
Army charged Capt. Emest L.
Medna today with murder In
che 1088 attack on My Lal, and
ald the charge makes him re-
pponsible for ‘the 102 alleged
slayings for which L&. William
L. CaMey Jr., wilk be tried next
month,

The announcement from 8rd
Army at Ft. MoPherson here
said the charge waas based on
evidence obtained by U.8. Army
Criminal Intelligence Division
agents,

A spokesman said that Medi-
na was charged as a principal
under the Uniform Code of Mili-
tary Justice, and did not have to
be present during the alleged
killings to be held responsible.

The Army said, “The new
charges alleges violation of Artl-
cle 118, UCMJ, In that Capt.
Medina was responsible for the
alleged murder of Vietnamese
noncombatant persons allegedly
committed by members of his
company in the village of Song
My (My Lal) on 16 March 1968."”

Medina, 33, of Pico Rivem,
Calif,, earlier was charged with
murdering four persons, maim-
ing one and assault with a dead-
ly weapon. The earlier charge,
fled March 10, accused Medina
of the “murder of two persons
on or about 16 March 1008,
maiming and murder of one
suspected enemy person, and
murder of another, dquring their
interrogation, late in the day of
about 18 March 1088, and as-
sault with a.deadly weapon on a
third Individual while interro-
gating him on or about 17
March 1968." However, the
charge filed today was subst-
tuted for one filed March 17, ac-
cusing him of concealing nowl-
edge of a felony.

Medina commanded Company
C, 1st Battalion, 20th Infuntry,
11th Brigade of the Americal DI
vision in Vietnam.

Company C joined two other
infantry companies early in 1968
to form Task Force Baker,
which conducted the maid on My
Lal.

Caliey, charged Sept. 5, 1908,
was the first to be accused. Sub-
sequent investigations for the
moal part have involved mem-
bers of Medina’s company.

Medina has epecifically de-
nied that he ordered any massa-
ere, but admitted that he shot a
Viet Cong woman who was
wounded.

"I did not see any slaugiter
M My Lal 4 that day,"” he sald
during a news confersnoe In
Weshington after appearing be-
fore a committee Investigating
reports of the masasacre.

“None was reported to me. I
did not order any massacre at
My Lal 4," he declared.

Medna sald he shot & woman
he believed had & gun or a gre-

nade afler a helicopter pllot re-
ported seeing a Viet Cong with a
weapon.

The latest charge against
Medina was preferred by Lt
Caol. Herman L. West, com-
manding officer of the Ft. Mec-
Pherson Troop Command,

Although Medina's recorda
and assignmert have been
transferred to Ft. McPherson
for administrative purposes, he
atill Hves at Ft. Benning, Ga.

West's charge still must be in-
vestigated further to determine
whether Medina will be tried.

“Capt. Medina's immediate
commander (West) bhas for-
warded the new charge together
with a recommendation for trial
by general court-martial to the
next higher commander, who
will determine whether it will
be formally investigated under
Articls 32 of the UCMJ with h
view toward posaible trial by
general  court-martial,’' the
Army sald. '"“The date of such
determination cannot be anticl-
pated at this time.”

Medina's military attorney,
Capt. Edwin A. Richards, could
not be reached immediately for
comment.

FBI Charges IRS Agent
In 1967 Kidnap Mystery

LOS ANGELES (AP) —A
man authorities say was an In-
termal Revenue Service intelli-
gence agent by day and a thief
by night has been charged in
what the F'BI rated the nation's
biggest unsolved kidnap case.

The aocused, Ronald Lee Mill-
er, 38, came within three days
of escaping the three-year stat-
ute of Uimitations after which he
couldn’'t be prosecuted for the
April 3, 1987, kidnap of Kenneth
John Young.

Miller was indicted Tueaday
by the Los Angeles grand jury.
His attomey sald ‘“he told me
he had nothing to do with It."

The FBI says it threw 300

- agents into the case in all. But
stfll & mystery !s the wherea-
bouts of $250,000 ransom that
Herbert J. Young, president of
Gibraltar Savings and Loan As-
sociation, paid for the safe re-
turm of his son, Kenneth, now 14.

Deputy Dist. Atty. Richard W.
Hecht says the ransom, all in
new $100 bills, may be in a
Swiss bank and the FBI “Is
looking into it.*

Miller was fired as an IRS
agent after he was arrested last
Oct, 10 and charged with rob-
bing $17,280 from & theater and
a market (n suburban Alham-
bra,

Those robbery cases are still
pending, and Miller was in jall
—unable to post $1,8756 premium
for a security bond for ball—
when the FBI got a break in the
kidnap case, An alleged accom-
plice dmplicated Miller, agents
sald.

The alleged accomplice sald
Miller appeared intrigued by
the 1663 kidnap of Frank Sinatra
Jr, from Lake Tahoe in which
$240,000 ransom was pald by his
singer-actor father. The mis-
takea made by the kidnapers,
arrested later after young Sina-
tra's safe return, particularly
were of interest to Miller, the
informant sald.

The FBI rated the Young
abduction the biggest unsolved
kidnap case in the nation, and
aaid it involved the third highest
known ransom paid.

Records show $600,000 was
turned over to the kidnapers of
Bobby Greenlease, 6, of Kansas
City, who was killed despite the
rarwom. His abductors were
caught and executed. Two years
ago the kidnapers of coed Bar-
bara Jean Mackle were paid
$500,000 in Georgia SBhe was re-
turned safely, most of the mon-
ey was recovered and the kid-
napers were wurrested and prose.
cuted.

Authorities suld Miller, as an

agent, was in a position to ob-
tain personal information as to
the rmansom victim’s access to
cash and such things as s pri-
vate unlisted telephane number
and could even have tuned in
the federal shortwave frequency
used by the FBI to communi-
cate kidnap strategy,

The grand jury charged Mill.
er under the ""Little Lindbergh"
law, which carries a possible
death penalty. Officinls said he
could be so charged because of
allegations he hurt the lad by
striking him on the head and
drugging him, apparently to si-
lence him.

The jury ordered Mliller held
without bail.

Miller, who is married, at-
tended Ilaw school parttime
while an agent but didn't fin-
ish. FBI agents described him
88 a master of disguises who
had hundreds of wigs and mus-
taches in his apartment.

Officlals awaited word from
the abductors of Count Kari von
8Spretl, belleved to be leftist
guerillas.

It was the seventh kidnaping
of e diplomat in Latin America
since lasmt September and Guafe-
mala’s third.

Spreti Tuesday were oxpected
to demand the release of flve
members of the Rebel Armed
Forces, captured in a gun battle
March 23, The five are charged
with kidnaping Foreign Minister
Alberto Fuentes-Mohr on Feb.

Charge d'Affaires
Lloyd M. Rives met today with
Capt. Donald O. Swann of the
hijacked American munitions
ghip Columbia Eagle and re-
ported both Swann and radio of-
ficer Orville Mills are "in fine
shape."

Swann and 13 crewmen hod
been held incommunicado since
two other crew members hi-
jacked the ship more than two
weeks ago while it was en route
1o Thailland with a load of
bombs for U.8. bases there.

The two hijackers are now at
a Cambodian naval base outside
Phnom Penh and have asked for
asylum. They said they hijacked
the ship to protest U.8. involve-
ment in the Vietnam war,

Gen. Lon Nol, the Cambodian
premier, has sald the ship and
crew would be returned to the
United States with the help of a
neutral nation, probably India.
Arrengements for the turnover
have not been announced, how-
ever.

The Viet Cong, who praised
the hifacking two weeks ago 4s
a demonstration against the
American ‘“‘criminal war” in
Vietnam, Tuemiay called the
selzure a "‘fake.”

In a broadcas denouncing the
Cambodian leaders who deposed
Prince Nbrodom Sihanouk
March 18, four days after the hi-
jacking, the Viet Cong Radlo
said the seizure of the ship was
planned by the U.S, government
to supply military equipment
for the coup.

Protest Cinderella’s Ghost

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
women's rights movement has
reached into the Pentagon.

Two women leaders—one In

Alr Force blue—are out with
public  statements deploring
their sex's second class status
in the service.

Col. Jeanne M. Holm, director
of Women in the Air Force,
says:

‘“To date, top-level manage-
ment and executive positions
are, for all practical purposes,
closed to military women except
those directly Involved with
women's programs.”

Dr. Hester Turner, chairman
of the Defense Advisory Com-
mittee on Women in the Serv-
lces, suggests the military falls
to use women's talents to the
fullest, and says:

It is doubtful that a military
system which does not itself
provide equality of opportunity
for {ts own members can truly
ensure . .. freedom for its coun-
try's citizens.'

These statements “by OCol.
Holm and Dr. Turner appeared,
somewhat surprisingly, in the
normally dry-as-dust Defense
Management Journal, a Penta-
gon publication devoted to dis-
cussing ways to stimulate cost

" reduction and efficiency.

“The supply is there—more
than half of the population in
America is female.”

She declared ‘‘we must utilize
women power" to gain the high-
est standard of performance in
military defense.

Without suggesting an upris-
ing is coming among women in
uniform, Dr. Turner sald,
“there is a revolution emerging
now” In women's demands for
equal rights “and It could exp-
lm‘“

Col. Holm had some practical
advice for women in the battle
for an even hreak with men.

“It is high time we stopped
telling children that girls don't
have the aptitude for mathemat-
fcs, enginecring, sclence, ete.
.« ., the WAF colonel said.

“Most girls ... are atill
raised with a romantic image of
life—school, marriage, family

Cy Young Award as the Ameri-
can League’s outstanding pitch-
er, was the League's Most Valu-
able Player and Pro Athlete of
the Year He had a 24-9 record
in 1969,

McLain, who became 26 on
Sunday, first was suspended in-
definitely by Kuhn on Feb, 18,
pending the commissioner's fur-
ther investigation.

New Team Set for Opener Against Angels

Referee Approves Pilots Sale,
Milwaukee Gets AL Franchise

SEATTLE (AP) — The
Seattle Pilots became the
Milwaukee Brewers Tues-
day night when a federal
bankruptcy referee ap-
proved the sale of the fi-
nancially dying American
League baseball team for
$10.8 million.

The only formality left was
referee Sidney C. Volinn's signa-
ture on the order today. Attor-
ney Elwin Zarwell, the Brewers’
representative, sald Volinn's
spoken decision Tuesday night
wag a3 good as his written ap-
proval.

The contract already had been
asigred and approved by the
league, leaving the Brewers free
to go about thelr baseball busai-
ness

Volinn approved the sale after
saying the Pilots obviously
couldn't pay $8.13 mildon in
debls and didn't have the cash
to survive a second season in
8eattle, That paved the way for
the expansion team to open the
1970 season next Tuesday in
Milwaukee aguinst the Calfor-
nia Angels.’

But the death of the Piiota also
opened the way for a two-fleted
atltack on baseball's exemption
from federal antitrust laws. Wil-
Ham L. Dwyer, special assistant
state attorney general, sald Se-
attle and the state of Washing-
ton would press their $82, mil-
lion antitrust damage suit which
plready had been filed in stale
court and was awaiting removal
of the team.

That sult contends that the
league violated the stale's antl-
trust laws by excluding compet-
itors from the baseball business
and pestreining trade in vani-
ous areas. As a result of the al-
leged antitrust wiolations the
state, city and their citizens and
businesses will suffer economic
injury, the suit arvues,

Washington's two powerful
Democratic senators—Warren
G. Magnuson and Henry M.
Jackson—have sa'd they will In-
troduce legislation taking away
baseball’'s antitrust immunity as
soon a8 Congressa reconvenes
next week,

There was no doubt that the
club couldn't meet its debts nn
they came due and soon would
be insolvent, Volinn said. With
the baseball season only a week
away, the Pllols were In an
emergency situation, he added.

The only other solution was to
force the American League to
carry the team and with it defl-
cit financing amounting o over
$5 mildon during the next three
yeara,

Individual tickets for thé first
two games In Milwaukee, April
7-8 will be offered later in the
week.

Stadium manager Bill Ander-
son has announced the field will
be ready, and season parking
tickets went on sale today, Ush.
ery, ground-keepers, concesajon-
aires and a substantisl front of-
fice crew, experienced through
handling a sampling of Chicago
White 8ox pgames since the
Braves left, are prepared.

And a maintenance contract
for the park, based on an esti.
mated 1970 attendance of 1,250,-
000, already has been signed by
the Milwaukee County Board.

Milwaukee fana aren't likely
to get a look at their new play-
ers untll the day before the
opening game. The club winds
up Its exhibition season on Sun-
day agalnst the Cleveland In-
dians at Tempe, Ariz., and it
won't reach its new home until
late Sunday night.

Case of the
Outstretched Arm

Hookkeeper Jenkins, arriving at
his place of employment one win-
Iry morning, reached out for the
knob on the front door, Unforiu-
nately, the sidewalk on which he
wits standing was slick with ice. His
foot slipped and down he went,
suffering painful injuriex

Could heé collect workmen's com-
pensition? Wus this an “on-the-
job" uccident? Jenkins nrgued that
it was, because his outstretched
arm had been across the property
line, over the company's property,
at the moment he slipped.

However, the court denied his
claim, noting thut hiy feet had still
been on the public sidewalk. The

judge pointed out that it was his
foot, not his urm, that did the
slipping.

This case, although a close one.
illustrates & common principle of
almost all workmen's compensa-
tion laws. An employee is gener-
ally covered only while he is on
the company's premises. Off the
premises, he is on his own.

Nevertheless, there are impor-
tant exceptions. A workmun may
be covered off the premises too, if
he is still somewhat under the com-
pany's “sphere of influence.”

Thus, an employee who was hit
by a car while on his way to lunch
was held entitled to compensation,
when it appeared that his lunch
hour was paid for by the company.
Under these circomstances, the
court found him to be sufficiently
“on the job" to be protected.

By the same token, in another
icy sidewalk case, the victim did
collect compensation because of
two extra factors in the situation.
First, the sidewnlk was used almost
exclusively by company employees.
Second, the company was supposed
1o keep it free of ice.

These factors, said the court,
brought the sidewalk area within
the scope of the job, justifying
protection for workmen who were
injured there.

As one judge put it:

“(A workmen's compensation
law), because of its bumaneness,
should be interpreted liberally in
harmony with its purpose to pro-
tect injured workmen and their
dependents.”

Nixon Proposal Would Expand
Medical Aid to Viet Veterans

WASHINGTON (AP)—Preai-
dent Nixon moved today to ex-
pand the speclalized medical
programs of the Veterans Ad-
ministratiol to meet the needs
of the men returning from Viet-
nam,

Nixon asked Congress for an
immediate appropriation of §16
million for the fiscal year end-
ing this June 30 and another $50
million in the VA's medical care
budget request for fiscal year
1971,

The Veterans Administration
has a medical budget of §1.54
bilion for the current year and
has asked Congress to approve
$1.70 billon for next year.

‘T am determined that no
American serviceman returning
with injuries from Vietnam will

fail o recelve the immediate to-
tal medical care he requires,'
Nixon said in a statement:

“This commitment ‘will re-
quire more than dollars to re-
deem; It will require sound
management of existing VA fa-
cilitles, wise use of exiating per-
sonnel and equipment and—
most importantly in sgensitivity
to the needs of our veterans,
personal s well as medical,”
he satd

., The President sald the $16
million supplemental appropria-
tion he requested would be
spent In April, May and June
partly to clear up the excesslv
backlog of dental claims of Viet-
nam veterans.

It would provide funds also to
improve the staffing of existing

specinlized medical programs,
especlally the spinal cord injury
centers and the coromary-inten-
sive care units; carry out plans
for taking hemodialysis units
into the homes of veterans suf-
fering from serious kidney all-
ments; and help meet increased
costs of needed drugs and medi-
cines.

The $50 million requested for
the next fiscal year would be
used to increase the staff of VA
hospitals and clinles, to {mprove
further the staffing of the spinal
cord injury centers and other
important specialized medical
programs, to purchase seriously
needed operating equipment
and to absorb rising drug and
medical costs,

Is the SCLC being foroed—or
will # be—to adopt a more mili-
tant attitude in civil rights en-
deavors because of tougher
stances thken by other black or-
ganizations?

“The altitude is that each or-
gandzation does his own thing.

WASHINGTON (AP)—Trucking and union negoti-
ators haggled over bhillions of dollars in wages today
while many of the 425,000 Teamsters involved in the
national labor talks continued striking in dozens of

‘“There are indications of good
progress,” sadd a source in the
negotiations that dreagged
through Wedneaday night and
into the early morning before
recessing in the second day of
the nation's biggest trucking
strike in history.

While the bulk of Teamsters
drivera remained on the job,
chief industry negotiator Ray ¥.
Beagle sald the walkouta were
massive.

His Trucking Employers Inc,
gToup, representing some 12,000
firms, pledged, however, not to
call a natbonwide fockout in re-
talintion as it did three years

ago.
