Roosevelt Stdtue
May Be Erected
In Central Park

NEW YORK (AP) — . The
Four Freedoms Foundation said
today it will erect a fullsized
statue of Franklin D. Roosevelt
in New York City, the first pub-
¢ statue ever of the former
president.

The cost was not announced,
although one foundation spokes-
man sald the group hopes to
ralse $500,000 for the project,

Frank H. Berend, foundation
director, sald the design and lo-
cation of the statue would be
left to a committee whose mem-
bers include former Vice Presi-
dent Hubert Humphrey, United
Nations Undersecretary Ralph
Bunche and former U.N. Am-
bassador Arthur Goldberg.

Plans for the statue were an-
nounced in New York at a ban-
quet honoring National Urban
League Director Whitney M.
Young Jr., who recelved the
foundation's Four Freedoms
Award for furthering ''the cause
of freedom for all people.”

Previous award winners In-
cluded Mrs, Eleanor Roosevelt,
President Harry Truman, Dr.
Bunche and Gen. George C.
Marshall.

Berend sald the Roosevelt
statue might be located at the
southeast comer of Central
Park, replacing a landmark
statue of Gen. Willlam Sherman
astride a rearing horse. That
astatue would be transferred to
another location.

Berend said the delay in
erecting a statue of Roosevelt
was a ‘‘groas oversight." Con-
gress appropriated $50,000 for a
Roosevell statue shortly after
his death, but his family could
not agree on a suitable location
or design.

Weary meémbers of the Manchester C-DAP Agency
last night held the seventh in their current series of
workshop sessions to review task force goals and ob-
jectives for the town's proposed Community Develop-

ment Action Plan.

In four hours of review, agen-
cy members completed work on
public safety proposals,  dis.
cuased at an earlier session,
reviewed the areas of public
utiities and transportation,
making several amendments
and adding a few new objec-
tives,

The agency has been meeting
almost nightly for the past two
weeks to pass upon task force
proposals In 12 basic areas
leading to a long-range plan of
development for the town.

Moembers will meet again
Tuesday at 7 p.m JAn the Muni.
cipn! Building coffee room for
another work séssion, then ad-
journ at 10 to the hearing room
and report to the Board of Di-
rectors on thelr progress to
date.

The completed list of CDAP
goals and objectives will be
presented to the direclors for
formal adoption at a later, spe-
cial meeting around mid-April,
The date hns not yet been
established.

While last night's meeting
produced some hard thinking
and the refinement of several
jtems, — plus some additions
to the existing lst — the work
wias mostly technical and failed
to generate the spirited discus.
sion of some of the earlier scs.
shons.

The following ure highlights
of what transpired:

Public Bafety

Members declded not to in-
clude three public safety itams
proposed at Tuesday's meeting
under separate headings as ob-
jectives. They feit the items
were loo specific and were al-
ready covered under the exist
ing objectives. The proposals,
suggested by Dr. Sedrick Raw-
Mns, concerned police use of
guns, high speed chese, and
control of traffic lights in emer-
gencies,

A new public safety objective
relating to civil defense, not
mentioned in the original Mst,
was proposcd by Town Manag-
er Robert Welss and was adopt-
ed as follows:

““To pursue the strengthening
of disaster, methods and organi-
zations such as civillan defense,
for the care and protection of
the citizenry.”

Publie Utilltles

Three new objectives  were
added at the suggestion of
Welss and Public Works Direc-
tor Willlam O'Nelll.

The first would give the town
more stringent controls over the
quality of site development,
particuiarly shopping centers.

The Burr Comers shopp.ng
conter, sald Wedss, provides an
example of the existing lack of
town controls. The parking lot
there has had problems with
surface waler drainnge after
heavy rains.

The objective adopted reads,
“To initinte regulations for con-
trol of site development, includ-
ing drainage, traffic patterns,
erosion, pedestrion safety, land-
scaping, snow storage, and ukili-
ties, consonant with the generul
welfare of the community.'’

Another new objective would
“develop a program to place ex-
isting utdity cables under

It was added at Weiss' rec-
ommendation to another wihich
calls for placing all utiliy
cables in new developments un-
derground.

At O'Nedll's request, the agen.
cy adopted the third new ob-
jective, “to locate all utilities
outside pavement limits where-
ever possible.'

Two other existing objectives
relating to waste dispoenl were
combined into a single stute.
ment, to read, "To analyze al-
ternutive methods of container-
tzation and collection of individ-
ual household solid wastes.'

Still unother objective, calling
for “‘exploring'’ the consolida-
tion of all utilities, was rewrit-
ten to strengthen the statement
and to make # conform to a
similar objective under general
government, as follows

"To consolidate all utilities so
s to enhance the overall de
velopment of the town."

Transportution

Work on the transportation ob-
jectives consisting mainly of re-
fining the wording of existing
items,

Omne objective, for example,
would have required parking
facilities for high-rise construc.
tion “within the perimeter of
each bullding.”

As amended, the objective Is
“To insure that Wil zoning or
dinances for high-rise construc-
tion provide udeguate  parking
garage facilities o serve each
building."

Other changes, as reworded:

“To establish a permanent
transporation engineering office
within the Public Works Depart-
ment,"’

“To cooperate in area efforls
to provide dependable, attrac-
tive, low-cost public transit
wervice W the needs of the
peopie of Manchester.”

“To encourage Immedinte and
continued Improvement In the
flow of traffic on State and Fed-
eral road systems serving Man-
chester.”

An asdditional objective, pass-
ed sy O’'Neill'a suggestion, was
“to adopt & roadway reconstruc-
Uon program for assuring pon-
venient and safe inter-town
movement of traffic."

Declaring that the matter is
under study, he sald It was pos-
sible a saeparate domestic alr-
mail rate might be eliminated
and, in effect, merged with the
proposed 10-cent letter rate.

Much regular letter mall even
now is sent by wir, although It
has no special priority for air
movement.

James W. Hargrove, assistant
postmaster general, sald parcel
post rates would be incrensed
by 16 per cent, second clasy

John D. Ehrlichman, presi-
dentlal counsel, suggested to re-
porters that pay increases for
postal workers would depend on
congressionnl approval of the
higher postal rates. But when
asked directly & Nixon would
veto pay increase legislation If
It is not accompanied by a rate
bill, he declined to anticipate
what might happen.

Thursday’'s wage settlement
package would not affect 800,000
blue collar federal workers,

Complaining that Congress
last year cut back administra-
tion-proposed Increases in iax
revenues by more than 33 bil-
lion, Nixon said he signed it but
had to institute an austere pro-
gram that sharply curtalled or
eliminated important programs,
one being ‘‘the overdue pay in-
creases to federal workers."

“I call upon the Congress and
the nation,” he said, “to face in
future years the realities of our
federal budget. We must pay
the bills for the wages that we
vote. We must pay just wages in
government,” He argued that
enactment of his new plans to
bolster revenues would redeem
“our pledge of an anti-infiation-
ary budget.'

Discuasing federal pay scales,
Nixon sald:

“One who works as a govern-
ment employe agrees not to
strike. Bul, concomitantly, the
government has an obligation to
insure each of its employes fair
treatment so long as each lves
up to his or her abligations.

“The government is commit-
ted by law to pay policy of com-
parabllity; that is, pay levels
should correspond to those In
business and industry. The
agreedrupon, government-wide
pay increase complies with this
standard."”

Before President Nixon's mes-
mages went to Congress, & White
House sid had sald ‘A method
of pay-as-you-go has been ar-
rived at,"' adding that there
would be no request for an ex-
tension of the Income surtax
now set to expire June 30.

The increase will apply retro-
active to last Dec. 27 to 2.9 mil-
lion federal employes—of whom
760,000 work in the Post Office
—and some 3 million military
men.

*“The most significant thing.”
sald George Meany, president of
the AFL-CIO, "Is extending col-
lective bargaining procedure to
government. This will not be
lost on the people whose job s
In dealing with employes in
state and local governments,"

Gale McGee, D-Wyo,, who
heads the Senate Post Office
nnd Civil Service Committee of
the Senate, agreed with Meany
and sald the government will
get quick action in the Senate.

“This is the first time there
has been & breakthough on free
collective bargaining at the fed-
tral level,” MceGee sald, '“This
is the Important thing about it."”

Rep. Thaddeus J. Dulski, D-
N.Y., McGee's counterpart in
the House, sald through =&
spokeaman he would withhold
comment until he has studied
details of the package.

Until now, all pay raises of
government workers, including
postal employes, came from
Congress with unions having. to
lobby for increases.

McGee said the Senate would
act quickly on the pay bill for
all ftderal employes and then
proceed immediately on reor-
ganzation of the Post Office De-
pirtment.

The Nixon administration
wants to make the depariment a
government-owned but privately
operated corporation,« The
agreement, as announced by
Postmaster General Winton M.
Blount, did not spell out this
portion of reorganization.

The agreement also included
nmnesty for the 180,000 postal
employes who staged the wild-
cat strike that tied up the malls
for stverl days last month and
resulted in troops being called
to work in New York post of-
fices.

For the first time In the mem-
ory of & great many townspeo-
ple, & majority of voters at a
budgel hearing Wedneaday night
objected to the budget of the
Andover Board of Education.

The hearing is held prior to
the annual budget meeting and
gives the Board of Finance a
chance to sample public opinion
regarding the items iIn the pro-
posed budget, In order to make
changes or deletions before it is
officlally presented for adoption.
It is the town’s only opportun-
ity, other than the hearings
when the origingl requests are
reccived by the Board .of Fi-
nance, to express to the beard
the people's feelings regarding
individual {tems.

In objecting to the Board of
Education's budget Wednesday
night, the main interest seemed
to center on the inclusion of a
$8,250 salary for a full-time pro-
fessional librarian. The majority
seemed to fee! that although a
librarian to staff the school M-
brary would be a nice addition
to the school, it aimply was not
necessary at this time.

Mrs. Anlta Birmingham sald,
‘“I think the Board of Educa-
tion has been misled on the
subject of o lbrarian.' Mrs,
Birmingham, who has spent
many hours as a library vol-
unteer, felt that without the
help of volunteers, a librarian
would not be able to handle the
job.

She sald, '“The work that is
belng done is & valiant service
-t {s a stupendous job, and
if you expect a librarian to do
the work now being done by
volunteers and take charge of
all the children coming In it
would be Impossible to service
it properly with only one per-
m"

Mrs. Birmingham also ques-
tioned the raise in the princi-
pal's salary and the necessity
of the muslc and art teachers.
From the large applause which
followed Mrs, Birmingham's
words, it was evident that the
majority agreed with her.

Although there was disagree-
ment between those who sup-
port the hiring of a lbrarian
because they feel the present
volunteer system {s breaking
down, and those who feel the
system has not been utilized
properly, and the main body

to hire someone W help
Hbrarian.”

Mrs, John Young, who is in
charge of recruiting volunteers
to staff the llbrary, was asked
how the present system could
be improved to function ade-
quately, Mrs, Young sald, with
more people willing to volun-
teer, people who could be de-
pended on. She sald this year
four or five have been regular-
ly doing the job and she feels
at least 20 should be avallable.

Other {tems in the education
budget objected to included: A
raise in theé principal's salary
from $15,000 to $17,250. The
actual malary of the principal
last year was $16,000 but

years, included under trans-
portation director, so that =a

the

reimbursement of approximate-,

ly one hall could be recelved
from the stale.

This year, the principal is
giving up the additlonnl job of
transportation director and &
$1,6500 item has been included
in the budget for somecone else
to do the job. The board feels
by not belng in charge of bus-
ing. the principal will have
more time to devote to her legi-
timate duties within the school.
The pripcipal's actual ralse in
salary is $1,250.

ell.”

There are four pressures In almost
continual operation on the governmental
expense of A community.

One is the continual need and demand
of the public itself for increased and im-
proved services.

The second la the continual activity of
governmental depariments and employ-
ments in figuring out to spend more.

A third is the general influence of in-
flation, when inflation is the economic
story of the day.

And a fourth is one of those supposedly
humorous economic laws, according to
which it is guaranteed that any public
agency will be dominated by an un-
governable instinct to spend as much as
the taxpayers will stand.

‘Smog And The Ponderosa Pines

Out in the San Bernardino Mountains,
updraft from Los Angeles, the Big
Bear Timber Company is currently en-
gaged In cutting down n thousand. acres
of giant ponderosa pines.

The lumber compiany received the con-
tract permission to do this from the
United States Forest Service, which Is
in charge of the trees in the San Ber-
nardino National Forest,

What forced the cutting of these treées
is described In the following dispatch
to the New York Times:

“Almost  daily during the warm
months of the year an atmospheric 'lid’
about 2,500 feet high traps fumes from
hundreds of thousands of automoblles
and other sources In the San Bernardino
Valley, 80 miles east of Los Angeles.

“Onshore evening breezes from the
Pacific then push masses of the accumu:
lated miasma up the alopes of the 5,000
foot-high mountains Into the San
Bernarndino National Forest, which is
thick with a number of varieties of pines,
firs and other tree specles.

“For reasons not yet determined, the
long-needle ponderosas are the most vul-
nerable to the ozorne high density oxygen
which predominates among the fumes,

“The needles gradually turn brown,
starting at the tips. This disrupts the
normal process of photosynthesis, in
which sunlight trantiforms  plant
chemicals Into nutrients. A trees
production of protective pitch — in ef-
fect its life blood—slows down, making
it easy prey for the bark bectle and
other pests, which gradually kill it."

When the story of air pollution is told
about ponderosa pines, human beings
begin to believe it and take it serious-
ly.

More Hypoerisy

As yet there has been no sensible an-
swer lo the now famous speech Senator
Abraham A, Ribicoff delivered in the
Senate more than a month ago.

There has been no damaging rebuttal
to Mr. Ribicoff’'s charge that the North
pructices ‘“‘monumental hypocrisy” in its
dealing with racial concentrations In the
public schools because the Senator's
presentation left no room for argument.
How can the truth be attacked honestly?

Mr. Ribicoff, by his sharp and totally
unexpected criticism of life and atlitudes
in the North, has caused people to think
and talk.

Eyes have been opened sand a new
search is beginning for some of the pos-
sible csponses o the grealest socio-
logical threat ever thrust at our country,
It is now known that our efforts must go
much deeper and extend much broader
thaa the mere placement of black chil
dren in the kind of schools that have
been avallable to white children.

We are coming to realize that even
this attempt to practice some form of
surface racinl equality was engineered
wrong alter the historic ruling of the
U.8. Supreme Court 16 years ago, Mass
busing of school children Is not the way
to guarantee that black and white will
have the same educationnl opporturities.

Busing works no better in a small geo-
graphical area such as the City of
Bridgeport than it does in a sprawling
school district In the South.

As Mr. Ribicoff so eloquently detatled,
the nation's problem is nol only the dual
systems of education which exist in beth
the North and the South but in his words,
“The more fundamental problem is the
dunl sociely that exists In every metro-
politan area — the black sociely of the
contral city and the while saciety of the
suburbs.”

The solution, as seen by Mr. Ribicoff.
is the creation of jobs and housing in
the suburbs for the blacks.

Mr. Ribicoff sald this in his speech.
Because of the explosive nalure of his
remarks concerning school Integration
the Se ator's thoughts as to what should
be done to progress loward some higher
point of equality of the races were ullow-
ed to drift guietly to one side.

One person who did not miss this part
of Mr. Riblcoff's message was Vice
President Spiro T, Agnew. On two recent
oceasions Mr. Agnew has offered us his
belief the contention that the prosperous
white suburbs must provide housing and
empl@yment for the blacks who are trap-
ped in city gheltos,

The Vice President told the National
Alliance of Businessmen the resources
needed to solve the urban poverty prob-
lem—land, money, and jobs—are pres-
enly in scarce supply in the inner
cities."”

Mr, Agnew went on, “They exist in
subslantial supply in suburban areas but
are fot being sufficiently utilized In solv-
ing inner-city problems."’

Luater in 4 newspaper intérview Mr.
Agnew sald that segregation should be
attucked  “'at the adult level through
housing and ecconomic upgrading  that
leads o more rapld escape of Negro citi-
zens from the strictures of the ghetto.”

Both Mr. Ribicoff and Mr., Agnew said,
in 50 many words, the ghetto
oriented social programs which are be-
ing carried out al heavy expense are not
effective. The planners and sociclogists
cume up with the jdea that the remedy
o the Hls of the ghellos was to improve
the nedghborhoods,

All the while, it now appears, we have
been increasing tensions and nol mov-
ing progressively down the path of unity.
The attempt to rebulld the ghettos might
well be Interpreted as another example
of hypocrisy.

And this causes us to wonder how
muny unsuccessful experiments must be
tried before. 2@ way can be found to do
nothing more thun live up to the goal
outlined for our nation al its inceplon.

BIRMINGHAM — George C.
Wallace has lost so much sup-
port from the white workingmuan
of Alabama, ance the Indestruct-
ible keystone of his natlonal
movement, that he will likely
be beuten for Governor in the
Democratic primary May 5 un-
less he can somehow conjure up
his old campaign stump appeal
in the weelts ahead.

This mennce to Wallace's pol:
ftlcal career, with all that 1t
portends for the 1972 Presidentinl
election, is now evident in both
comprehensive statewide polls
and the feel of courthouse pol-
{ticlans. Moreover, It Is bultres-
sed In dramatlc nature by mn-
terviews we conducted in Aln-
bama last month under the
direction  of pollster  Olive!
Quayle.

Out of 55 registeretl voters in-
terviewed, we found a moder-
ately large edge for Gov, Albert
Brewer against Walluce's chal-
lenge: 26 for Brewer, 17 for Wal-
lace, 4 for other candidites,
8 undeclded. But what makes
this so startling is the nature of
the voters we interviewed
{accompanizd by Quuiyle's can-
tral Alabama supervisors, Dean
Cre¢el and Polly Graham),

We purposely  limited inter-
views to the Industrial suburbs
of, Birminghanm and bluc-colar
neighborhoads  af Tuscnlousa,
Accordingly, we interviewed no
Negroes, no upper-income su'
urbanites, no yprofessional
people, nu Republicans- (he
heart of the anti-Wallace couli
tion,

To counteract this coalition,
Wallace must register o sub-
stanial majority among the low-
er-income whites we Interview-
ed,

Indeed, the Voters we encolin-
tered were preponderantly Wal-
laceites. Four years uago, they
told us, they gave Lurleen Wal-
Jace 88 percent of their vole for
Governor. In 108§ they gave
Wallace 65 percent of their vole
for President. Wallace's old re-
cord as Governor gets a 65 per-
cent favorabie rating from them
(identical to the rating they
gave Brewer).

Nevertheless, they don't want
Wallace back in Montgomery
“I don't think Walluce should
bust in right now,” o steel
plant machinist told us. *“The
state is getting olong fine with-
out him."

CAMBRIDGE, Mass, — Can
Richard Nixon win by losing?

That question is lkely to
dominate domestic politics for
the next gix months, After an
exceptional run of good luck,
the President has  Iately en-
countered gserious troubles
simultaneously on several
fronts. He seems fated for
severe buffeting — and probab-
ly some outright reverses — in
the period immediatély ahead.

The evidence of his mounting
difficulties  js everywhere. On
the legislative front, the Senate
may soon reject his second suc-
cessive  Supreme Courl
nominee, That prospective re-
buff could well be followed by
a blow even more damaging to
his standing — defeat of the
second step of the Safeguard
ABM plan. Current vole counts
indicate the senate balance is
anti-ABM.

On the economic front, an un-
expectedly rapid climb in un-
employment has forced the ad-
ministration to ease its  anti-
inflation campaign long before
the housewives of America can
soe evidence that {t has been
wan.

The precarious budget surplus
for which the President  has
fought s0 many battles is again
in jeopardy. Even by the opto-
mistic forecasts of White House
spokesmen, this spring and
summer will be a time of higher
unemployment  and higher
prices than the nation h
known in a decade.

Economic uncertainty com-
bined with union militancy
could make this year a land-
mark for labor unrest, :

Finally, and most important-
ly, on the international front
Communist gains and the
spread of hostilities in Laos
and Cambodia may make a

mockery of the sceming success
of the American disengagement
fom Vietnam. Time bombs of
potential crisis tick away all
around the globe from Pales-
tine to the Philippines,

In all likelihood, then, Ameri-
can voters will have a chance
to judge their President's reac-
tion to ndversity in the months
just before the mid-term elec-
tion gives them an occasion for
rendering a verdicl on hls per
formance in office.

There were ambulances, doc-
tors and nurses hand, but
most of those rety looked
in relatively good shape, Brill,
who was met here by U.S. con-
sular officlals, was tired and un-
shaven, but said he was In good
condition.

One of the Japanese passen-
gers, Makoto Shimizu, told
newsmen ‘‘the hijackers were
around their early 20s. They had
no pistols that I could see, but 1
saw at least two swords and
they told us they had bombs,
They did not behave too badly."

Another Japanese passenger,
Toshi yulkd Matsumoto, was
asked by reporters if the group
felt terror or feared they might
be killed during the ordeal.

“If there was a single man or
waoman among us who could say
‘no,’ he or she, I am sure, would
have to be described as o Uar "
he replied.

Displaying lengths of rope he
sald were used to hind the arms
of the passengers, Matsumoto
sald the hijackers went into ac-
tion as soon as the seat belt sign
went off after takeoff Tueceday.

“They started wielding
swords and shouting about 20
minutes after the takeoff. They
threatened some passengers sit-
ting in front, tetling them to be
quiet or they would get hurt.”

Matsumoto, a  44-year-dd
salesman for a pharmaceutical
firm, had marks on his wrists
where the ropes had cut into the-
flesh

'On' Thursday, while the hl-
jacked plane was parked at
Seoul's Kimpo Alrport, he said,

‘“When food and water were

Conviets Foiled
In Escape Try:
Hostages Freed

CARSON CITY, Nev. (AP) —
Seven prisoners armed with
guns and homemade bombs
held three Nevada State Prison
guards captive for about two
hours today while demanding
freedom. The hostages were
freed uninjured.

A spokesman said warden
Carl Hocker and about 50 police
and guards stormed the section
of the maximum security prison
after Hocker rejected the in-
mates' demands that he negoti-
nte with them.

The three guards were found
in a lavatory where they were
held by one Iinmate with a
homemade weapon, sald Ed-
ward Allison, press alde to Gov.
Paul Laxalt.

The other convicts then were
subdued and placed in solitary
confinement, he said.

Guards found iy the cellblock
& number of bombs, apparently
maxde from match heads, three
.32-caliber automatic pistols and
u sholgun made from electrical
conduit.

Hocker said he talked by tele-
phone five times with Charles
Hayter, 38, a convict he ldenti-
fied as the ringleader.

The warden sald he refused
the demand for freedom im re-
turn for safety of the unarmed
guards, and refused to negotiate
until they were released. One of
the guards spoke with Hocker
by telephone and said they were
not being harmed.

Allison said the prisoners
sawed through locks to get out
of their cells, and then through
a door bar o enter the opposite
gide of the cellblock tier.

A guard "noticed something
amiss’ ghortly after 1 a.m, and
sounded an alarm, he said.

Offduty guards, the Nevada
Highway Patrol and Carson City
sheriff’s deputies sealed off the
prison section. Newsmen were
barred.

Names of the guards held
hostage were not released,

Hayter, in prison since Jan.
15, 1967, s serving one to 15
years for two counts of first-de-
gree burglary, and faces federal
bank robhery charges when re-
leased from the Nevada prison,
a spokesman sald.

The other. inmates involved
were not identified.

There are 365 inmates in the
maximum security prison, a
gray stone structure at the edge
of Nevada's capital city.

ers waved pistols or pipes they
said were londed with explo-
sives when they seized control
of the plane Tuesday morning.

It had just Jeft Tokyo with 138
perzons for a flight to Fukuoka,
on Japan’'s southwest coast. The
hijackers demanded to be taken
to North Korea.

The plane landed in Fukuoka,
ostensibly to refuel, and during
a five-hour stay the students let
23 persons get off, most of them
women and children. After tak-
ing off from Fukuoka, the plane
wound up at Seoul's Kimpo Air-
port and the hijackers were
fooled briefly into believing they
were in Pyongyang. When they
discovered the ruse, they de-
manded to be taken north and
the long hours of negotiations
followed.

South Korean officials kept
newsmen away from the pas-
sengers after they were re-
leased, but a reporter for the
National Broadcasting Co. got
to Brill, who sald the hijackers
were rough with him. He gave
no detalls and added that his
health was '‘very fine."

“I'll cook something special
for him when he returns,' sald
Brill's wife, Millicent, walting

=
for him in Tokyo with their
three sons,

Just before the passengers
left Seoul, the Japanese Embas-
sy arranged a news conference
and one of the stewardesses,
Junko Kubota, said the three
days with the hijackers had
been a ‘“continuation of terror
and exhaustion.”

“We were not given much to
eat,"” she sald, ‘while tension
continued throughout, exhaust-
ing us both physically and men-
tally."

She said that when the plane
landed at Seoul, the students
throught they were in Pyon-
gyang, were jubilant at their ap-
parent success, thanked the pas-
sengers and ‘‘apoligized for
causing them troyble.'

“One of them even told me,
‘Many Utanks for your rou-
ble,'"" she said.

About two hours later, Miss
Kubota continued, the youths
found oul they had been tricked,
and they expressed anger, ter-
ror and disappointment.

North Korea's next move was
in doubt. Radio Pyongyang ac-
cused the Japanese of a plot to
“‘create the impression that we
want to take in the so-called
Trotskyites or  criminals,"
meaning the hijackers.

The broadcast said the North
Koreans did not want to become
involved in the case and would
not ‘‘play the role of the Japa-
nese police” In doing what
Pyongyang said the Japanese
authorities should have done—
arrest the hijackers,

Plan To Study Production
Of Beef Worries Cattlemen

WASHINGTON (AP) — A cat-
tle industry spokeaman mays he
ia alarmed by a congressional
panel's urging creation of a fod-
eml commission to keep watch
on beef production from ranch
to supermarket.

C. W. MoMlllan, executive
vice president of the American
National Oattlemen's Associa-
tion, said the proposal might be
the first step toward govemn-
ment supervision of the indus.
try. .
""‘Based on our limited lmowl-
edge of the report, the tenor of
it 18 quite alarming, even if such
a commission is considered ona
temporary basis," he sald.

A special studies subcommit-
tee headed by Rep. John 8. Mo-
nagan, D-Conn., recommended
Thursday a commission of not
more than 18 members is need-
ed for at least two years to
study whether meat production
is meeting the needs of the con-
sumer,

The report, which also advo-
cates liberalization, of US. {m-
port laws so more hamburger-
type beef can be admitted from
overseas, ls expected to be com
sidered Wednesday by the
House Committee on Govern-
ment Operations,

A msjor contention of the re-
port is that beef production, in-
cluding imports, has not in-
creased fast enough to satisfy
consumer  appetites  without
higher prices.

"“Congress should establish a
commasion o determine the
adequacy of the meat supply for
consumers at reasonable prices
with a reasonable return to pro-
ducers, packers and distribu-
tors,” the report said.

Monagan, contacted in Water-
bury, Conn,, sald he did not in-
tend the proposed commlission
to be a regulatory body over the
cattle industry.

*I certainly don’t expect or
propose any actual regulation of
the industry at all,"" Monagan
sald. ““We're not setling up an

sion or anything of that sort. I
wouldn't favor that."” .

Disclosure of the report came
as the Nixon administration
turned down an opportunity to
expand meat imports this year
to help esse consumer meat
prices at retail storea.

Meat imports are closely au-
pervised under a 1064 law tallor-
ing shipments according to U.8.
production. So-called voluntary
agreementa  with  supplying
countries have kept Imports be-
low & quota-trigger level.

The law provides that if quo-
tasn are triggered the President
can suspend them in the nation-
al Interest and allow more meat
into the United States, By keep-
ing shipments under the trigger
point, this alternative is elimi-
nated.

Secretary of Agricultyre Clif-
ford M. Hardin announced
Thursday that 1970 meat im-
ports are not expected to trigger
quotas,

Is being observed today.

“‘Many may be expected'
wrote Phe'ps Phelps, 'to as-
sert that the valGe of the U.N.
—lacking power to implement
cease-fires and peace—is gques-
tionable, In assessing only poll-
tical aspects, the activities of
sgencies under the Economic
and Boclal Council are often
overlooked, Yel those have
proved Invaluable (o under-
developed or developing nations.

“Among these agencles are
the U.N. Development Pro-
gram, which sent 8,000 special-
ists throughout the work to pro-
mote economic and social pro-
gress, and In association with
UNIDO, emphasizes regional
organization, Industrial expan-
glon and soclal advancement. . .
Also frequently overlooked ore
the activities of UNESCO in
tmining and education, of
UNICEF concemed with the
welfare and education of chil-
dren everywhere, of W.H.O., for
its health activities and LL.O.,
now exnanding in vocational re-
habilitation and advice on em-
ployment problems : .also
UNITAR, alding research in
1IN, roltical problems and
truining of diplomats, UNCTAD
with ita programs stimulating
all aspects of trade and financ-
ing. Not the least are the ac-
tivitles of the UN. Human
Rights Committee, which has
ratified this year the Conven-
tion to Eliminate Raclal Dis.
crimination, its plans on behalf
of youth, and the rights of wom-
en, not only In work, but In
marriage and divorce.

‘"Many U.N. Agencles,”
Phelps Phelps continued, " co-
operate with the World Bank,
the LM.F., IDA, and the U.S8.
AID programs to make funds
available for utilities and in-
dustrinlization.

“Therefore, those assessing
the U.N. should consider these
social and economic accom-
plishments.”

The court system ‘‘cannot be
insulated from the exercise of
the freedoms that are essential
to the operation of a democratic
soclety,” J, Ots Cochran, chair-
man of the Black American
Law Student Association, said
Thursday at a news conference
at Yale University.

Defendants, Cochran declared,
must be able to demonstrate
their objections to the way the
judicial system is treating thpm
—aven if this means disrupting
court proceedings, To deny de-
fendants this right is to lmit
the rights of all Americans, he
said.

Thie U.8. Supreme Court Wed-
nesday held that trial judges
could bind and gag unruly de-
fendants, cite them for contempt
of court, or expel them from

court, If nocesaary, to preserve
prder,

Cochran accused the Depart-
ment of Justice of trying to
“sputf out political dimsent from
every quarter,”’ and sald the na-
tion Is In & period of ‘‘new Mec-
Carthylsm'' engendered by the
Nixon administration.

He cited "harassment'” of the
Panthers that included “‘many
questionable arrests,' the "‘high-
ly suspect deaths of several
Panthers by police gunfire,"

OCochran sald It is possible
that eight Panthers, including
National Chairman Bdbby G.
Seale, would receive a& fair trial
in New Haven on charges in
connection with the slaying of
a New York City Panther, Alex
Rackley—but he was not optim-
istle.

“The Panthers are ro longer
seen as American cltizens who
subscribe to a certain political
persuasion, but as Panthers,
members of an allen force in
our midst,” Cochran sald.

Morin Faces

For Slayings

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
Joseph D. Morin, 25, of Thomp-
sonville, a sallor charged with
murdering four young people in
Enfield Good_ Friday ;
was being held at the Connecti-
cut Correctional Center here
Thursday night after he was
booked in Superior Court,

He was transported here
Thursday from New York,
where military authorities had
plcked him up last Sunday on
charges of being absent without
official leave,

Authorities sald he would be
arraigned April 8 on the mur-
der charges.

According to Lt. Cmdr. Wil-
llam Bittel, a Navy public af-
fairs officer, Morin walved ex-
tradition proceedings.

Bittel also sald the AWOL
charge would be superceded by
the murder charges.

Morin {8 accused of slaying
Linda Edmonds, 21; her fiance
Peter Donovan, 19; Paul Vas-
seur, 17 and David Guertin, 18,
All were from Enfield except
Donovan, who was from South

. Windsor.

Police say they think a .22-
caliber rifle belonging to Dono-
van was the murder weapon.
It was found in the living room
near where the bodles of Guer-
tin and Vasseur were found on
Friday.

The bodies were found by
Trevor Senio, 19, of Entield, one
of the guests at a party at the
apartment the night before.

The bodies of Miss Edmonds
and Donovan were found in sep-
arate bedrooms. All four had
been shot in the head, police
said.

Senlo told pollice that Morin
had attended the party, and
Connecticut officials sought him
on a warrant charging him with
the theft of $62 from a woman
in Enfield before the murder
charge was lodged.

Should Be Re-Evaluated

Let me make one thing clear
at the outset; I am not under-
taking to make recommenda-
tions on how to overcome the
omately interwined pattern of
weaknesses in our educationnl

system. I don't belleve we know
enough about our soclety to con-
jure up such a set of recom-
mendations; and one of the
things we know least about is
how to go about implementing
any such set of recommenda.
tions as rapidly as we would
need them, realized in the light
of what we now face. I wish to
deal only with one aspect of the
situation: An approach to educa-
ting n special cadre of Intellect-
ually and emolionally high-
ly skilled people who will
possess necessary resources to
apply more wisely what we
know to the long range planning
of our syclety, To be sure, there
are those who see the light at
whatever age, bul we cannol
count on these to be sufflelent
for our needs.

You must put vastly more em-
phasis on cducating for certain
intellectual abilities, You must
educate for logleal akill in rec-
ognizing and working through
ethically and morally tortuous
dilemmas implicit In the assign-
ments of soclal priorities and In
the risks involved In seeking to
attaln them. You must educatz
80 people can cope efficiently,
imaginatively and perceptively
with Informuation overload.

Scopes: Right to Think

Will Save

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
John T. Scopes, whose 1925
“monkey trial" ended his teach-
ing career and earned Daylon,
Tenn., & place in history, says
upholding the right to think is
the only salvation for this coun-
try's education system.

“We are so uneducated be-
cause of the restrictions we
have put on  education In this
country,” Scopes told an audi-
ence of more than 400 students
at George Peabody College for
Teachers Wednesday,

The restrictions, he added,
usually are placed on teachers
through pressure groups.

Scopes, 70, dropped out of the
public eye shortly after that hot
July day 45 years ago when a
jury In Dayton found him gullty
of violating 4 new state law
prohibiting the teaching of any
theory that denies the Biblical
account of creation.

He spent a full day on the
Peabody campus, plugging for
acodemic freedom and urging
would-be teachers to altack
whnt he called “America’s god
of technology.

Education

“All we have to do to get
away with anything is to say
this is good old Yankee technol-
ogy and ingenuity,’ he sald.

“Wt build great arsenals to
destroy the world—and justify it
fn the name of technology. We
accept it on fmith—and that
makes it our religion.

“There Is no danger to Chris-
tianity from blological sciences
but physical sclences have de-
stroyed Christianity and we are
worshipping our affluence,"” he
said,

Scopes retired in 1965 as a
geologist and now lives In
Shreveport.

Scopes, who was trained In
mathematics, was substituting
for an ailing high school blology
teacher when he was arrested
for violating the law in 1825,

With Wiliam Jennings Bryan
prosecuting and Clarence Dar-
row acling for the defense, a
jury found Scopes gullty and he
was fined $100. y

The fine later was held invalid
on a technieality—a ruling by
the Tennessee Bupreme Court
which blocked any chance of an
appeal to the federal courts.

You just can't panic
when losing,” the former Na-
tional League batting king re-
plied, '“It hurts you to lose, but
what can you do about it, I've
gotten over the days when I
couldn't sleep or eat. As long as
you know the men you played
gave their best what more can
you ask for.

“I know, the front office
doesn't always see it that way,”’
but you have to be realistic.

“Every day is a new day, a
new experience. A manager who
broods can do more harm than
his players,” he added at this
spring base of the Astroa,

“Baseball i{s a great game. We
don't need any gimmicks, like
designated hitters, Ask the aver-
age woman baseball fan today
and you'll find that she's man-
aging right along with you, per-
haps even second guessing.

Having fun in many parts of
the country is called float fish-

floating

everywhere and today you'll see
thousands of the square bow,
fiat bottom boats used for this
type of fishing.

A certain amount of advance
preparation is needed to have a
successful float, advise the an-
gling authoritles at Mercury
outboards. Since most float
trips are overnight affairs, you
must give careful thought to
such things as camping gear,
food, clothing, camera gear if
you're a photo enthusiast, and,
last but not least, your fishing
gear.

The most important thing to
remember about floating Is to
keep everything dry. Water has
B way of sneaking into any
boat, and If your sleeping bag
and food get soaked, you're (n
for an unpleasant trip.

To pack a float boat, first lay
a2 large waterproof tarp in the
center of the boat where all the
gear will be placed. Next, put
in such things as the ice chest
and food box. If you don't have
a wooden food box, provide
some sort of support above the
food to keep other items from
crushing bread and other soft
goods.

The tent should go on top the
food box. Sleeping baga should
be rolled in plastic cloth with
the ends securely tled, and
placed on top everything else,
Spare clothing also’'goes here.

Once everything is loaded,
pull the tarp together at the top,
folding it over the gear in such
a way that water cannot pos-
sibly leak beneath the folds onto
the dry gear. Double check this
if the sky threatens rain.

With this sort of preparation
the lads at Mercury feel you'll
have an enjoyable float fishing
trip. That is, {f you can find
your rod and reel with all the
other equipment aboard the
boat. Anyway, have fun; for
that's what fishing is all about.

A-OK' Despite Fact He Is 30

have a saying in the movement
that we don't trust anybody
over 30." ¢

The reporter printed the state-
ment in & long article in his
newspaper, the San Francisco
Chronlcle, The phrase ‘“Don’t
trust anybody over 30" was
picked up by Chronicle columist
Ralph Gleason and soon spread
acrosa the nation as the van-
guard cry of campus rebels and
the progenilor of the genera-
tion gap.

Today that student leader,
Jack Welnberg, will himself be.
come 30. He Is now living with
his girl friend In a one.room
fiat in Los Angeles, writing- for
the underground Los Angeles
Free Press and organizing for
the Intermational BSocialists, a
natlonwide organization that be-
leves In a working class rev-
olution,

Weinberg now says that hoe
never really meant what he sald
five yearg ngo and means it
even leas now. .

Weinberg, tall and serlous
wryly recalls the conditions that
led to the notorfous quote,

"I waa being Interviewed by
this guy, and he was, or seemed

jo be, saying something that
was bothering me. He was prob-
ing into the question of weren't
there outside adults manipulal-
ing us. There was the implica-
tion of a ‘communist consplir
acy.' That wus infuriating, so I
sald the thing about not trust-
ing anybody over 30 as a kind of
taunt. I was trying to tell him
there weren't any graybeards
manipulating us,"

Was that phrase in fact a
saying of the movement at the
time? I may have heard it
before, but I can't swear to it,"
Welnberg said. "It certalnly
wuas not a great mass slogan or
anything "

Did Weinberg really believe
himself in what he was saying?
“Not actually, There were poo-
ple over 30 whom I had a great
deal of respect for and confi-
dence In. I never meant it in
the sense of a magical barrier.
On the other hand, what I no-
ticed around me was ou very
radical movement among young
people and almost no reflec-
tion among people much older
than us,

“The more interesting thing
to me was how Lthe thing
spread. It was much more @
slogan of the over-30 genera-
tion than the under-30, Young
people like mymelf at first bare-
ly noticed it. But all the people
over 80 would come up and
make jokes or say something
about i, It became established

as the general slogan of the
movement i the press'’

The over-30s were threatened
by the youth movement, Weln-
berg theorized, and the phrase
must have crystallized for them
the thing that they feared. "I
think the students picked it up
because they saw what kind of
effoct they were having by using
it

For Weinberg, the miarvening
years zince his youthful state-
ment have brought steady radi-
calization,

Born in Buffalo, where his
father owned a small jewelry
business, Weinberg became in-
volved in clvil rights demon-
strations as an undergraduate
at Berk:ley and was arrested
several times, He helped launch
the Free Speech Movement In
October, 1864, when he was sesiz.
ed by police while passing out
literature on campus and
thrown into a  police car,
Thousands of students converg-
ed around the vehicle and held
it trapped for 32 hours.

After the FSM ran its
course, Weinberg stayed at Ber-
keloy, helping to organize the
Vietnam Day Committee in
1065 and the Peace and Froe-
dom Party in 1967.

The four, two of them white
men from the Greater Hartford
Councill of Churches and two
blacks, carried a bag of gro-
ceriea into the building after the
counci] adjourned without taking
action on the shooting incidents.
The Incidents, involving two Ne-
groes and a Puerto Rican, have
caused an upsurge of protest
among minority.-group residents
in Hartford

o comnwider Investigating the
shootings, two of which were
fatal

At first, about 20 others stayed
with the four, but their numbera
rapidly dwindled to six when of-
ficinls ralsed the possibility of
arresting them. Then two of the
uix diehards left at about § p.m.,
Jeaving only the Rev. Edward
Goode, Richard Clairmont, Wil
lam Kennedy and Scott Des
mond.

At that point, officials told
them they could remain as long
as they wanted—as long as they
stayed In the plush conference
room and didn't wander about
the building after it closed.
After everyone else had left,
several poicemen in plainclothes
sat in a corner of the room and
uniformed police were stationed
outisde the room and at an en-
trance to the bullding.

In a fiveemonth trial that
ended Feb, 18, the seven were
acquitted of conspiring to cross
state lines to incite riots, but
five were convicted individually
of crossing state lines for that
purpoae.

Foran, who prosecuted the
carlier case, refused to disclose
addresses of the suspects, say-
ing “‘all we have are their par-
enta' addresses and these people
haven't lived 3t homg in years.”

‘It would only reflect on the
parents of these people, and
most of the parents are fine, de-
cent people,'’ he said.

FBI apgents In their search
were concentrating on the Chi-
cago, New York City and Cali-
fornin areas where young radi-
cals congregate.

The 12 include most of the
leaders of the Weatherman
group, which believes white rad-
fcalns must lsunch a guerrilia
war against the American es-
tablishment (o free America's
nonwhite population as well as
the people of Vietnam.

TOKYO (AP) — North Korea
announced the hijacked Japa-
nese plane that flew to Pyon-
gyang Friday with three crew-

men and & Japaness official as
hostages took off for home Sat-
urday night, Japun Broadcast
ing Corp. reported.

The broadcast sald North Ko-
rea's nolification was passed 0
United Nations Command offi-
clals at the Korean truce village
of Panmunjom.

The North Koreans had an-
nounced earlier the plane and
the hostages would be sent back
but that the nine radical leftist
student hijackers would remain
in North Korea.

Radio Pyongyang added that
North Korean authorities will
investigate the nine radical Jap-
anese students who hijacked the
plane and will “take appropri-
ate steps’” regarding them.
They will not go back to Japan,
the broadcast sald, ‘“'‘because
they do not want to return."

But Pyongyang denounced the
hijackers as “‘arrogant’’ and se-
cused Japan of taking advan-
tage of the incident to embarass
North Korea,

The young hijackers freed the
plane's 99 passengers and four
stewardesses in Beoul Friday In
exchange for Shinjiro Yama-
mura, 4 Japanese vice transpor-
tation minister who had yolun.
teered to be a hostage.

The Japan Alr Lines Boeing
727 then flew to Pyongyang, the
capital of North Korea, with the
hijackers, three crowmen and
Yamamura asboard.
