"Fiddler on the Roof”  ap­
pears to be the only musical 
scheduled for production this 
year, tlbn companies being 
wary because of the flops of 
"Dr. DooUtUe,”  "Sweet Chari­
ty,”  "Star!”  and others.

Jewison beUeves that "Fid­
dler”  can beat the musical Jinx.

"After all, ’Fiddler’ has been 
a success in 28 countires, includ­
ing Sweden, which has a very 
small Jewish populatimi,”  he 
reasoned. "That shows U has 
univeiaal appeal.

IN  CROB8RUFF HANDS

Yoll can usually count your 
obvious kxMTS at a trump con­
tract before you begin to plan 
the play, but sometimea the 
losers are not completely ob­
vious. This Is especiaHy true 
when you may have to do some 
ruffing la both hands. In such 
cases, counting your winners 
nmy give you a more accurate 
Idea of what kes ahead.

Noqrth Dealer.
North-South vulnerable.
Opening lead — Queen of 

Hearts.
In today’s hand, for example, 

you take the first trick with 
dtmimy’s ace of hearts and 
count only one losing heart and 
peiriiapa two losing diamonds at 
first giance. The first assiunp- 
tlon Is that you can ruff your 
third heart and your third dia­
mond in the dununy.

But you won’t be able to ruff 
twice In the dummy if the oppo­
nents lead trumps twice. Count 
your winners to see what you 
must do to make your contract.

You can surely win six trump 
tricks In your own hand and the 
two side aces. With eight sure 
tricks you can make the game 
if you can ruff twice in the dum­
my. Game is equally sure if 
West has the ace of diamonds 
since then you can get one trick 
with dummy’s king and cannot 
be prevented from ruffing once 
In the dummy.

Just in case the aoe of dia­
monds is "wrong”  and the de­
fenders lead trumps, you must 
plan to set up dimuny’s clubs. 
The best line of play preserves 
aU these poeslbUities.

Start dubs
After taking the ace of hearts, 

cash the ace of clubs and ruff a 
club with a high trump. Now 
lead a diamond toward dum­
my’s Msg.

Elast wins with the ace of dia­
monds end must return a trump 
to reduce dummy’s ruffing pow­
er. You win in dummy with the.

A Light Show Artist Shows How

Therv waa art displayed in the 
Austin Oallery of the W adswoi^ 
Atheneum in Hartford Tuesday 
afternoon, but it seemed,, that 
the very stuff of which paintings 
are created had escaped their 
surfaces. Color and line moved 
on the wall in slow rhythms, Im­
pressionistic abstracts mingled 
with geometric Images, some of 
it right in the air before you.

The phenomenon was a light 
workshop, one part ‘of a three- 
day festival of workshops and 
concerts featuring electronic 
music and light. It was present­
ed by The Electric Ear and 
sponsored by the Hartford Con­
servatory in cooperation with 
the Atheneum with support from 
the Connecticut Commission on 
the Arts.

During Tuesday’s workshop 
one of the top light artists in the 
country, Tony Martin, explained 
the basics of a light show. Mar­
tin has been using light media 
and total environment techni- 
^ e s  in San BYancisco, Los 
Angeles, Seattle, Vancouver and 
New York, including seven years 
in concert with the San Francis­
co Tape Music Center. He de­
veloped many of the techniques 
in use today.

The trappings from w||il<̂  the 
mysterious Images emerge were 
the sul^ect of the session which 
drew mostly bearded young men 
in jeans, well able to converse 
freely in terms related to the 
maize of wires, plugs and elect­
ronic consoles scattered about 
the room. There waa even an 
analog computer used in con­
nection with the music, and 
many recognizable tape record­
ers.

ICartin explained that one of 
the areas of compositional tech­
nique and the first used in light 
shows was the projection of 
Images. He iUustrated one 
method using a high-powered 
overhead projector which he 
said can be lued to fill very 
large spaces for an environ­
mental oNect. He emphasized 
that there was no limit to what 
can be projected and illustrat­
ed by putting a large glass dish 
(actually a clock face) on the 
projector surface and filling 
it with a  liquid.

A large image of spiadiings 
appeared cm the wall and as he 
added colored oil soft swirling 
designs began to take shape. 
Depending cn what was added 
and what was done to the didi, 
and to the focus, the wall image 
responded with color patterns, 
moving shapes, layers and 
broken surfaces. SoUd objects 
added composition and when 
last seen cne young woman was 
rtiU adding drops of color, 
caught up in the delight of 
creation.

Used for Opera
Martin commented that he 

prefers to use his techniques 
for more direct kinds of com­
munication rather than for 
decorative although he ad­
mitted there are kinds of feel­
ings which can be served by 
decoration. He has used light 
media in opera and in stage 
plays to achieve particular ef­
fects.

Slide and film projecting is 
usually a big part of Ught shows 
and he showed a film in which 
Imagery contrasted vrith reality 
in a series of siuprises. Tech­
niques of splicing are signifi­
cant in the light shows as well 
as in the taped electrotUc music 
techniques.

Martin used a a m ^  low- 
powered helium-neon laser to 
Illustrate the use c f pure light. 
Ihere appeared on the waU a 
bright red dot. To show the nar­
row beam of Ught traveling 
through the cdr he held a smok­
ing cigarette under its path and 
red dots appeared in a Une. He 
sold, “ The air is just filled with 
stuff—water vapor, lots of pol­
lution,”  and described some 
outdoor shows using lasers. He 
said, “ Lota of light sculpture 
couldn’t have been done 100 
years ago; the air waa too 
clean.”

He used small sheets of a sub­
stance which reflected part of 
the light and transmitted part, 
and with them was able to 
bounce the dot around the 
room, drawing lines with it  He 
said the surfaces from which 
the light is reflected can be con­
nected to galvanometers which

vibrate the moving dots accord­
ing to a source of sound.

He also described the use of 
holograms with the laser to 
create a true three-dlirtaiaional 
image which appears to be 
hanging in space. He said these 
were “ geometric in a sense and 
beautiful just cn thetr own.”  

One Show Was Edible
Light shows frequently in­

volve m an^lating light in ref­
erence to sound components, 
and he illustrated with colored 
spotlights plugged into a light 
modulator. The intensity of the 
light corresponds to the inten­
sity of certain elements of the 
music, and with many outlets 
controlled by electronic sinala 
he said a light composition can 
be scored In much the way of a 
musical composition. The com­
poser becomes light muslcien.

He discussed strobe lights and 
many “ fantastic poeslbilitles”  
with new electronic equipment. 
Asked where he gets the equip­
ment, he said the best way was 
to have some engineering stu­
dent make it.

He commented that light art 
“ violates perhaps a majority of 
people’s definition of art, but it 
doesn’t violate mine.”  He men­
tioned doing a “ completely ed­
ible”  show once. The idea here 
was that food substances were 
used as the subject matter pro­
jected. He recommended that 
people get into the composition 
element of light art. “ Any one 
of these things gets seductive,” 
he said.

It was suddenly easy to re-, 
member the shadow figures on 
the wall which were a source 
of delight as a child, and the 
circles of light made by whirl­
ing sparklers on the Fourth of 
July, and many rainbows.

When Judge Clement Haynsworth was 

-defeated, almost every camiuent In the 
country kxiked forward to an easy ap­
proval of President Nixon’s  next nomi­
nation to the Supreme Court bench. The , 
assumption was that his next nominee 
would be so carefully screened that none 
of the conflict of interest issues which 
had been raised with regard to Judge 
Haynsworth would be brought into play.

When the President submitted the 
name of Judge G. Harrcdd Carswell, the . 
iidtial assumptl<m was that contbrnation 
Mibuld be cmd would be almost a routine 
matter. Indeed, it was found that Judge 
CarsweU was quite safe from any charge 
of having made too much money in any 
Mnd of way, having apparently kept 
himnelf In the red by his generous style 
of living.

Then it deveioped that Attorney Gen­
eral Mitchell and Director Hoover 
had not, after idl, been 100 per cent 
thorough In their research. There was an 
embarrassing speech by the nominee as 
a youiig political candidate. There was 
Involvement In a segregated country 
club.

These two discoveries were not, in 
themselves, enough to cause the rejec­
tion of the nominee.

But they were enough to keep the issue 
open and alive, when, without them, it 
would most certainly have been closed, 
at an eaiTy day, in the nominee’s favor.

There then developed the oruclal at­
tack on Judge Carswell. This was an at­
tack which alleged that he was a singu­
larly undlstlnguiahed judge, whose re­
cord on the bench deserved <mly a  very 
low rating. This Wnd of attack Involved 
judgment of one human being by an­
other, which Is something that could al­
ways be made debatable. In this in- 
stonoe, however, the supporters of Judge 
Carswell resorted to the kind of defense 
which admitted and validated the argu­
ment being pressed against him. They 
argued that the Court heeded some 
"mediocrity” such as his.

This admission of "mediocrity’’ even 
on the part of those who were support­
ing him was the key to the final result.

Now, as before. President Nixon 
should have an easy approval for any 
reasonable choicq he presents.

I assure you that I have been 
fully briefed by representatives of your 
Industry on the benefits, both from an 
ecmiomlc and environmental point of 
view of this operation, because of the 
growing concern over air pollution caus­
ed by cars and trucks.

"It is my feeUng that the Transporta­
tion Department should review the ixisi- 
tlon taken by the former Highway De­
partment on the use of ‘twin trailers’.
We should do every thing we can to 
cut down on pcHutlon."

CmsT. OonkUn, you’ve got to be kid­
ding!

The quote aibove is part of the mes­
sage that Ccimecticut’e Commissioner of 
Transportation delivered to the fiftieth 
annlverBary dinner of the Motor 
‘rransport Association of Connecticut.

We have never heard a  more pious 
use of the antl-pollutlon arg;ument.

Fewer trucks on OotmecUcut highways 
might. Indeed, contribute in a  amall way 
over the years and decades to keeping 
the air a bit clearer.

But what contribution to highway safe­
ty will we get from the use of "twin 
trailers,” or tandem rigs, which run 
more than 100 feet In length when they 
are hltched-up, box-car to box-car, on 
Connecticut’s already busy highways?

Anybody who has CQjn® t*P against one 
of these crushers on the Massachusetts 
‘Turnpike knows what a  hazard they are. 
Anybody who has ever tried to pass 
them — or had to be passed by them — 
on the open, fiilnly-used hig^tways of the 
far west knows the nightmare iruiments 
that can be Involved in such a  meeting.

The former Highway Department was 
well-advised to put a complete ban on 
such double-hodled behennoths in Con­
necticut.

To propoee now that we might cut 
down on air pollution by notably increas­
ingly the surface hazards on our 
highway is pure and simple double- 
talk.

Hitching two big traUers to a  single 
tractor might give us a few less smeHy, 
smoking, poorly-adjusted truck ex­
hausts on the road —but what would it 
do for the highway safety ong driver 
tensions?

And while we’re on the Mil^ect. . .  .

What About Truck Speed Limits?
Have you had a ride lately on the 

Ooimecilcut Turnpike or Interstate 91?
They’re both posted; Trucks and Bus­

es, 66 m.p.b.
It’s  interesting to push your car up to 

60 m.p.h. and to watch the trucks end 
buses slip by—uphill even—on the in­
side or the far outside lane.

Last spring and summer there was 
widespread pufMic concern about the \  
way truck traffic was rocketing up and 
down Connecticut’s busiest highways. 
Tyxlay the Hd seems to be off.

As usual there are many truck driv­
ers who move safely, considerately, and 
with every refund for the posted limits 
and their peseienger car neighbon. But 
there are also a  highly vislUe number 
of mile-gobblers who are squeezing 
every speed-up they can get out of the 
highways and out of the traffic around 
them.

Maybe we should forget about fight­
ing poUutton by using bigger and 
bouncter tniokliig oontrapticas and just 
taka a  secood look at what we’ve got 
and how fast they’re moving. — NR^V 
HAVEN REGISTER.

WASHING’rON — Although 
the firsi large-scale deliveries 
of late-model surfaee-to air- 
missiles (SAjM-3) are now being 
hurriedly installed by Soviet 
technicians In Egypt, there are 
strong indLcattons that the 
Russians have not decided 
whether to place them along the 
Suez Canal.

That decision is a  critloal one, 
because it would risk the pos­
sible loss of hundreds of Soviet 
missile experts in predictable 
Israeli air attacks on the Instal­
lations, both during and after 
cixiatructlon.

So far, iill indications are that 
the Russians are holding back 
on a decision. Thus, despite 
strong evidence Jhat some of 
the estimated 20 or so missile 
assemblies already delivered, 
earii with two to four launchers, 
are now all but installed, their 
location is deep In the Egyptian 
heartland.

When President Nasser trav­
eled secretly to a Black Sea 
rendezvous with top Soviet 
mlUtary officials on Jon. 23, his 
most urgent request was for 
Soviet help In protecting three 
vital interior targets from the 
then-growing Israeli air as­
sault: Cairo, Alexandria, and 
the Aswan Dam.

Nasser also wants SAM-3 pro- 
lecticn for the active war zone 
along the 10-mlle-wide strip bor­
dering the Western edge of the 
Suez Canal. That, however. Is 
the area of maximum danger.

Nasser’s sudden decision two 
weeks ago«to send his best 
MIG-21 fighters into the air to 
intercept Israeli alroraft was 
obviously intended to test 
whether his air force could con­
trol the skies for even short 
periods over the Canal. ‘The re­
sult — nine kills by Israel 
against no losses — was the 
worst possible news for Mos­
cow. It proved that Nasser’s air 
fore;, suffering badly from a 
lack of pilots and maintenance, 
cannot provide a  safe cover for 
Soviet technician during the 
intallatUm euid operation of 
SAM-38 along the Suez Canal 
combat zone.

This leaves the Russians with

several alternatives: ‘They can 
risk massive Soviet casualties 
and move in now In an effort tp 
Install a  serious SAM-3 defense 
system — a minimum 20 to 30 
sites along the Canal — from 
the Mediterranean to the Gulf 
of Suez.

But the risks would be enor­
mous, and there would be no 
assurance that, even at the coat 
of scores of Soviet casualties, 
the mdssUe sites could actually 
be installed and the missiles 
actually fired.

Dr the Russians could decide 
that the Egyptians, not them­
selves, should have the honor — 
and take the casualtiea — of in­
stalling and operating the 
SAM-33 along the Canal. That 
would Involve a  long delay, dur­
ing which Egyptian technicians 
would be trained by the Rus- 
ainTia to handle this highly so­
phisticated anti-aircraft equip­
ment.

That decision would continue 
the status quo along the Canal 
for several months, leaving 
IsraeU aircraft free to neutralize 
Egyptian artillery sites as 
they’ve been successfully doing 
ever since last spring.

Finally, the Soviets could en­
courage Nasser to agree to a 
restoration of the cease-fire 
along the Suez Canel on the as­
sumption that Israel would then 
stop Its penetration of Egyptian 
air space.

There is reason to believe that 
If Nasser chose that course, and 
silenced hU artillery, Israel 
would not only at once cease Its 
air attacks but could be exepet- 
ed to permit Nasser to Install 
SAM-3S—or any other equipment 
he wanted—along the Egyptaln 
side of the Canal as long as the 
cease-fire was honestly In ef­
fect.

For Dg^ypt’s own advantage, 
then, a restoration of 8ie cease­
fire would have immediate and 
profoimd military advantages. 
To obtain It, Nasser would have

to €(wallow his words of the past 
few months—that he will neveb 
agree to a cease-fire, much less 
negotiate, while an enemy oc­
cupies a large protlon of Egypt­
ian territory.

Barring that unlikely decision 
by Nasser, the predictably 
heavy Involvement of Soviet 
missile technicians In the im­
mediate future adds a new and 
ominous dimension to the mini- 
war In the Middle East. ‘There 
already have been some Soviet 
casualties In Israel’s  air war 
against Egypt. But they are min­
iscule compared to what will 
come as a result of the new 
Soviet investment and with full- 
scale Soviet manning of the 
SAM-Ss.

Inad­
vertently, had some errors con- 
cemiiig the powers of the State 
and the CDAP agency. If the 
writers had checked PA 622 
(1967) and PA 787 (1969) they 
would not have made these 
mistakes.

Regarding file powers of a 
CDAP agency: This Is an eg ^ - 
cy of municipal government, 
with such members aa the 
municipality selects, and with 
whatever relationship to other 
municipal agencies the munlci- 
pafity wishes.

‘The CDAP agency is e a s ^  
fiaUy a  piaiming and coordinat­
ing body responsible for prepa­
ration of a conununity develop­
ment action plan. This plan Is 
intended to be an official guide 
to future develt^ment activities 
of the municipaUty, but it does 
not become such a  grtde until 
and unless approved by the 
municipsiUty’s legislative body.

The CDAP agency baa no 
power to carry out development 
projects Itself, ix>r has it any 
authority to create other gov­
ernmental agencies. Moreover, 
it cannot “block any develop­
ment projects initiated by a 
traditional town board,” al­
though the agency’s a^^proval is 
required in the case of projects 
for which financial asslatance is 
sought from the Department of 
Community Affairs (DCA).

Thank you for bringing these 
facts to the attention of your 
readers.

Mail Woes 
Blamed On 
The System

tion acceptable to both the ad­
ministration and the .workers. 
Have you reached a^freement 
on any broad ar$as?

A. In the settlement reached 
last week with the employes’ or- 
ganications, we agreed to a  ret­
roactive 6 per cent pay increase 
—not only for postal employes 
but all government workers and 
the military. That is without 
any quaUftcations. We cdso 
agreed to an additional 8 per 
em t pay increase for postal 
workers only, dependent on pas­
sage of postal reorganlsatlm 
legislation. We have set Friday 
as the date to come up with a 
reoiganicatlon plan, and we 
hope to have one sooner.

Q. Recognising detcOls of the 
reorganisation plan are still 
being negotiated, what would be 
generally some of its elements?

A. We’ve still got a  lot of 
ground to cover, but we are in 
general agreement that any 
plan will provide for collective 
bargaining on pay, working con­
ditions and other issues general­
ly subject to such bargaining in 
private Industry. It also will 
provide a  procedure for resolv­
ing Impasses on the basis on fi­
nal, Mnding arbitration.

Q. WUl there be any provision 
allowing postal emjdoyea the 
right to strike?

A. We do agree that the right 
to strike will not be In that legis­
lation.

Q. What would happen if a 
significant number of postal 
workers would reject the wage- 
reoiganisation package, as 
some scattered organizations 
have done, calling H_a sellout’

A. In the first place', tiie post­
al workers don’t  ratify all this 
—Its a matter of congressional 
action. Secondly, it’s  my view 
the recommendations presented 
jointly by the unions and the ed- 
mlnlstroUon are firm and do 
deal with the issues the employ­
es feel are most important.

Q. What wouM tiie govern­
ment do if the walklcMitB that tied 
up mall service hi many metro­
politan areas last month were 
resumed?

A. If that occurred we would 
have to take action to restore 
mail- service and wo wIH do It.

Q. Would you ever, under any 
ctreumstanoes, be wtkUng to 
grant postal employes the right 
to strike?

A. Flrcxm the standpoint of 
postal management and the 
standpoint of management in in­
dustry we don’t have any trou­
ble with that. But we send cut 30 
million welfare checks by mail 
eaidi month. Ute people who get 
those must have them on the 
day they eoipect th6m. In addi­
tion, people depend on the mall 
for pension checks, financial 
transactions and many other 
things. I t ’s unthinkable to allow 
the system- to break down and 
not provide people with such es­
sentials. It’s  the kind of opera- 
thm in which you cannot have 
the right to strike.

Q. What assurance, then, does 
th postal worker have that he 
can attract management atten­
tion to his grievances?

A. He has what is the key­
stone of the postal reorganiza­
tion plan—collective baigadning. 
If partiea to the bargaining 
reach an impaese, that impasse 
can -be resolved by an ind^>end- 
ent, objective third party. Com­
pare this to congressional ac­
tion, which is how postal sala­
ries and working conditions are 
set now. Congressional action 
often results in a compromise 
that ultimately satisfies no one 
or drags out interminably. Un­
der collective bargaining, the 
employe is muMt better att. He 
has a  definite contract termina­
tion date. If negotiations go be­
yond that date, the issues go 
into mediation. Then, at a  time 
certain, the issues are settled by 
final end bindine: arMtratlon.

Q. It is just tMs process, tak­
ing power to set postal salaries 
out of Congress and making It 
subject to collective bargaining, 
that the postal unions have 
fought in the past. Why has It 
been so dlfflcidt to convince 
them they would benefit from 
collective bargaining?

A. You’ve got to realize that 
the post office has operated as it 
has for about 2(X> years. The 
postal unions are accustomed to

going to Congress for their sa- 
laiv increases and, just like all 
human beings, they’ve been re­
sistant to change. Perhaps one 
of the good tMnga to come out o t  
the strike is that the unions 
have seen that they can sit 
down with the post office and 
negotiate in g ^  faith. The 
congressional process of setting 
salaries has aatlafled no 
one. ’The unions say they like it 
better, but they are never satis­
fied with the results.

Q. A number of private organ­
isations have made a  success of 
performing servioes similar to 
those performed by the post of­
fice. Do you ever envision the 
mail service becoming a  totally 
private industry?

A. If we were just starting the 
postal system today, we would 
probaMy utilize the services of 
an organization similar to COM­
SAT (the private, government- 
sanctioned monopoly that man- 
ag3S the American portion of In­
telsat, the interrratlonal satellite 
communications system). But 
we’re not just starting the mall 
today. Anything we do today, 
we’re doing on top of 200 years 
of tradition. There’s  no way in 
the world we could interest pri­
vate industry in taking over the 
postal service now. Oh, I  sup­
pose its a  very, very remote fu­
ture possibility, but, I  assure 
you. It’s a  long, long way away 
from the present.

. WASHINGTON (AP) — A res­
olution charging that President 
Nixon's claim of geographic 
prejudice in the Senates' rejec­
tion of G. Harrold Carswell to 
be a Supreme Court justice is 
"an assault on the integrity of 
the Senate" was introduced to­
day.

The resolution was Introduced 
by Sen. Albert Gore, D-Tenn.

Gore, one of a handful of Deep 
South senatora who <q;>posed 
Carswell's nomination, noted 
that Nixon said Thursday the 
opposition to the Carswell nomi­
nation was "vicious'' and "m ali­
cious.'’

Gore thus fired back at Nixon 
in an escalating political fight 
stemming from the Senate’s 81- 
48 rejection Wednesday of Cars­
well’s nomination.

Nixon, in a statement ’niure- 
day, said his next nominee for 
the court would come from out­
side the South because "I  have 
reluctantly concluded—with the 
Senate presently constituted—I 
cannot sucoessfully nominate to 
the Supreme Court any federal 
appellate judge from the South 
who believes as I do in the strict 
construction of the Oonetltu- 
Uon.”

And he charged the Senate 
with an "act of regional dis­
crimination’ ’ in rejecting Cars­
well.

Gore’s resolution states "it is 
the sense of the Senate that the 
statement of the President on 
April 9,1970, coonstitutes an as­
sault on the Integrity of the Sen­
ate.

Mafia’s Days Nua 
Says U.S. Attorney

NEW YORK (AP) — With a 
fusillade of legal ammunition, 
toe' law is pinning down toe hi­
erarchy of the Cosa Nostra. 
Atty. Gen. John MitcheU fore­
sees its eventual breakup "as 
toe point where It is no longer a 
substantial influence in Ameri­
can life."

"We now have about 220 Ooea 
Nostra members and associates 
under indictment . . . and more 
than half of these were obtained 
to the tost calender year," 
Mitchell says. Others to toe 
hoodhim empire are enmeshed 
in state prosecutions or investi­
gations.

All five of the top Cosa Nostra 
chieftains to New York City are 
under legal attack, including 
Carlo "Don Carlo”  Gambino, 
regarded by authorities as the 
crime syndicate’s high commis­
sioner, or boas of bosses. He 
was indicted March 28 on a fed­
eral charge of conspiring to a 
multimillion-doUar a r m o r e d  
truck robbery that never came 
off.

In addition, reputed Cosa Nos­
tra bosses in Philadriphia, Ne­
wark, Boston, Buffalo, and New 
Orleans are in trouble with toe 
law, state or federal.

In all, more than a score of 
the . biggest names In the Mafia 
are to prison, or facing toe pos- 
sibtllty of doing time on various 
charges, in 28 days to March 
alone, 14 of them drew toe at­
tention of courts, grand juries 
or state investigative agencies.

where it is no longer a substan­
tial influence in American tUe,” 
the attorney general concluded.

The fight on organised crime 
has been escalating for the past 
seven years, ever since a stubby 
former Cosa NocFtra soldier, Joe 
Valachi, stripped toe mask of 
anonymity from the face of syn­
dicate before a U.S. Senate sub­
committee. Now serving a life 
term in a federal correctional 
institution in La Tuna, Tex., he 
was toe first member ever to 
disclosa toe secrets of the Cosa 
Nostra.

Valachi, now 66, was serving 
a 20-year term for narcotics in 
Atlanta federal penitentiary 
back in 1962. In at toe same 
time on similar charges was toe 
late Vito Genovese, then toe 
Cosa Noetra’s boss of bosses 
and Valachl's personal leader.

Valachi got toe idea that 
Genovese had marked him for 
death as an Informer, and beat 
another prisoner to death in the 
mistaken belief he was killing 
hli assigned executioner. Tlic 
result was a life sentence for 
murder and Valachl’s decision 
to talk. Valachi wjll be eligible 
for parole In 1960.

The Cosa Nostra as now con­
stituted came into being during 
prohibition. The mob's ruling 
council, an eight-man commis­
sion, was organized in 1931 by 
the late Lucky Luciano and AI 
Capone.

Under the commlasion are 
more th ^  a score of semi-inde­
pendent families, ranging in 
size from 20 to 1,000 membera.
