Flames Roar, Clubs Swing,

CAMBRIDGE, Mass, (AP) —
A mob of peace demonstrators
left Harvard Square In sham-
bles today in the wake of rioting
that left some 300 Injuried, po-
lice oruisers burnmed and store
fronts smashed.

Bome 1,100 riot police, using
tear gas, dogs and clubs, battled
6,000 demonstrators, late Inlo
the night, who had marched to
Harvard Square from a massive
peace rally at Boston Common.

Under this plan, evary elemen-
tary school will house all grades
from kKindergarten through
Grade 5. All kindergartenors will
be placed In thelr "hom:
school'"—tHe elementary achool
nearest to them.

Fifth graders, many of whom
are now housed In Timothy Ed-.
wards Middle Bohool, will ve
placed In an elementary
school. The principals indlcated
that these children could prob-
ably awsociate beiter with ele-
mentary rather than junior
high studenta.

Another ndvantage mentioned
by the principals was a reduct-

fon In “sequence’” ohanges for
children during  their achool
years, According to the admin-
intrators;, a youngester would
usually attend three schools from
kindergarten to high school
rathér thun . pousible five.

The school administrators
also mentioned a pomsible cont
reduction under this plan. The
elimination of % teaching ponl-
tion and reduction in buaing
were cited as pomsible factors,
However, the principals empha-
sized that no extensive study on
busing has been made and no
definite amount has boen ewtib-
lished, 3

The redistricting itself would
not be extensive under the plan,
The suggested rezoning would
involve a district change of only
28 sntreets,

Other advantages mentloned
by the principals were a relief
in crowded situations presently

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The President’s New Choice

We speak for a great majority, hoth
vocal and silent, when we confess that,
if there i{s anything wrong with Judge
Harry Andrew Blackmun of Minnesota,
we would almost rather not hear about
it.

The latest Nixon appointment to the
Supreme Court is described as scholarly
and mildly conservative. We hope Judge
Blackmun continues to seem what he
seems, through the official research the
Senate will be doing into his career, and
through the volunteer research that may
be done by some who may have begun
living ln/ the illusion that if they keep
kicking any Nixon nominee long enough,
they can destroy him, .

The great chances are that this is the
kind of nomination President Nixon
ashould have made all along, and should,
if he were sincere in wishing to give the
Bouth new representation on the Court,
have found and named from the South.

There is no reason why any President
should have trouble finding sultable and
distinguished appointments for the very
few wvacancles which occur, in any one
generation, on the land’'s highest court
bench.

It Is to be hoped that,
Blackman's

with Judge
appointment, we are
emerging from & rather discreditable
cycle of questionable appointments
which really began with President John-
son’'s crony - oriented selecting process
and which carried over into President
Nixon's attempted “‘Southern strategy’
in his second appointment opportunity.

No President, for any reason, whatso-
ever, should have any desire to put any-
thing less than the very best at his dis-
posal on the Supreme Court bench,
There are enough other pleces of patron-
oge at hand for the playing of politics,
If it Is legitimate for a President —and
almost inevitable for that matter — o
seek to give representation of his own
philosophy and his own view of the law
in his high court appointments — then he
should honor the philosophy and princi-
ple he I8 trying to serve by finding the
finest and cleanest champion of such
philosophy and principle.

President Nixon, for two nominations,
let himself slip into a careless disregard
of his own best objectives and standards.
The subsequent penalties have ' been
high. His choices themselves have en-
countered unnecessary hardship., He
himself has been goaded Into a losa of
temper which at least momentarily
threatened, agaln unnecessarily, re-
Intions between the White House and the
8enate, and which seemed to establish
vengefulness as an alternative to policy.
The blame for all this is not all to any
one quarter. There is enough to go
around, on both sides.

Now, in the new and latest round,
President Nixon seema to have led with
a reasonably high card, Let us hope the
response matches, and the President can
get back to being President, the Senate
back to belng the Senate, and the
Bupreme Court back to being nine.

Apollo’s Problem Studied In 1966

Back in 1068, more than four years
ago, our space engineers set themselves
to answer the problem of what they
would do with a moon shot which ran In-
to power trouble or failure while it was
on ils way to the moon. .

As the engineers, were then contem-
plating our operations around the moon,
they had our Apollo on u trajectory
which, even if Apollo had lost all ‘power,
would still have carried the ship around
the moon and then into a free fall back
toward earth on a path that would per-
mit u safe re-eniry,

What happened to Apollo 18 had one
{mportant difference, apparently also
recognized and planned for four years
ago. In order to permit it to land on a
different section of the moon, Apollo 13
was taken off the “free-return’ trajec-
tory which had been used by previous
flights, and put on a hybrid trajectory
which, {f it continued 'in control of an
Apollo completely bereft of power of Its
own, would have continued hurling the
Apollo through space, but not. within
some 60,000 miles of the earth.

What had to be calculated for the neef-
denf to a hybrid trajectory Apollo was,
then, the use of rocket power, just be.
yond the moon, to shift the Apollo back
from its hybrid no-return trajectory to a
free return trajectory.

It was completely esasential to the sur-
vival of the Apollo 138 crew, then, that it
have rocket power enough to fire its
space omnibus into & new and different
trajectory,

Fortunately, for this state of thelr
emergency, the power they had to have
was surviving for them, In the lunar
muodule,

There can be no let-up In our anxlety
until, tomorrow afternoon, there iz a
splash-down in the Pacific. Meanwhlle,
however, It makes tensely reassuring
news to be able lo read that, four years
ago, men had already studled out what
would have to be done in the situation
which did develop with Apollo 18 Tues-
day night.

On The Way

Don't stop thinking of natural blood
as the most irreplaceable wonder of our
system of life.

And don’t expect that, in your life-
time, the regular need for you to be a
blood donor will lessen, or your own
possible need of emergency blood will
be answered through some artificial sub-
stitute.

Such cautions having been recom-
mended, we can now look at the degree
of progress that has been made toward
an artificial blood.

It was reported, to the American As
sociation for Thoracic Burgery, meeting
in Washington the other day, that there
s now In laboratory existence a milky,
transparent substance which, in experi-
ment with animals, has performed some
of the vital functions of blood. It has
proved capable of “carrying oxygen to
tissues and removing carbon dioxide
from tssues, It might also prove cap-
able of transporting ensymes. If
should ever be developed to the point
where it could be thought of 8s & real
substitute for natural blood, It would
have one speclal asset, for it does not
contain some of the natural elements
which clot in real blood.

The new substance (s far from any
human veins, For one thing, it retains
its useful functioning properties only for
about an hour. For another, the labora-
tonies aren't sure what kind of residue
it leaves behind |tself,

For the moment, the only possible
practical human use for the new sub-
stance is that It might serve as a solu-
tion to keep human organs in healthy
condition while they are waiting o be
used In transplant operations.

This Is only a possibility.

The laboratories are a long way from
the end of their guest,

But they have come this far,

Blame To Share

Mr. Nixon's enemies had a lot of fun
over the weekend jumping up and down
about the President's remark that the
current Senate simply would not approve
a Supreme Court nominee who was both
congervative and Southern.

The President had given his enemies
n little somnething to work with, of

course; his remerk wasn't exactly the -

smartest thing he ever sald. Anit-S8outh.
em and anti-conservative feelings in the
Benate were far from the whole reason
— far from the major reason — the
Carswell nomination was rejected. De-
spite Judge Carswell's origins and
philosophy, he would have been confirm-
ed If he had had a few marks of dis-
tinction in his record and a little support
from legal scholars. Since the President
offered a nominee without such a back-
ground, Mr, Nixon {sn't quite the person
to be criticizing the Senate,

Yet anti-SBouthern feelings aren’t at all
unknown in the Senate, and neither is a
political desire to embarrass the Presi-
dent. In retrospect it seems quite clear
that these motives, and not the trifling
conflct-of-intereat charges, were the
major ingredients in the previous defeat
of Judge Haynsworth. The Senate does
have some criticism coming, even If in
this instance the President {sn't the most
gracious source of it. As we have been
maying all along, the realistic judgment
of the ongoing Court hassle is that it
reflects credit on no one concerned,

Which makes it a little hard to under-
stand the extreme pitch of excitement
over the President's two-minute speech.
Here we have a political spat with lots
of blame for both sides to share, and we
find it depicted in tomes suitable for a
battle between darkness and light. Tom
Wicker, the New. York: Times' high-
decibel columnist, calls it “Mr,
Nixon's Bay of Pigs.'

To some non-miltary Vietna-
mese officials, they cammot fight
the war as though they were
Yankees but must find a cheap-
er, distinctively Vietnamese
way. The alternative, they feel,
is to be bled white financlally,
thereby sacrificing the fruits of
any miltary success.

President Thieuy, realizing
military requirements will re-
main beyond any negotiated
halt in actual fighting, under-
stands the need for cutting mili-
tary costs. But he also Is known
to feel that time will be needed
to change the way the war is
fought.

Indeed, South Vietnam's mill-
tary establishment, still wield-
Ing political power that Thisu
cannot ignore, will resist such
a change, Trained by the U.8.
War College at Ft. Leaven-
worth, Bouth Vietnamese sen-
for commanders are not about
to descend to the level of
Asian irregulara.

This, In turn, will surely be
followed by higher taxes gen-
erally. Provided the mliltary's
objections are overridden, belt-

tightening for the private sec-
tor will later extend to the
army.

If South Vietnam cannol en-
dure such austerity, a high
government official told us,
“1t {8 a sick socliety that no
number of M-18 rifles can
cure,” In truth, Ngoc's policles
are provoking some of the so-
clety's sickest but most power-
ful elements—the Salggn mer-
chant who evades taxes while
driving a Mercedes limousine,
the army troops commander
who gets rich selling rice on
the black market,

Such well-placed corruption-
lsts in underdeveloped coun-
tries usually devour techno-
crats llke Ngoe, Even If
Ngoc survives, however, the
austerity measures—unpopular
though they are — probably
won't contain Inflation because
of Vietnamization's economic
disruption. Thus, the economlic
struggle in Salgon, scarcely
less Important than the battle
to pacify the ocountryside, is
the cadse for much less opti-
mism,

Hoffman, who separated Seale's
case from those of seven other
defendants who became known
as the Chicago 7, sald Wednes-
day in Chicago that Sealea’ trial
on federal charges of conspir-
acy to ifcite to riot will begin
as scheduled,

Hoffman denied two motions
by Charles R. Garry, the black
militants' attorney, One asked
Hoffman to disqualify himself
as presiding judge and the
other askd that the indictment
against Seale be dismissed.

““Ag far as I'm concerned,
this case will go to trial,"" Hoff-
man sald in denying the mo-
tions. “It will retain its place
on the calendar untll & motion
to the contrary." [

Seale waa sentenced to four
years and 13 days In prison for
contempt of court as a result
of his outbursts in Hoffman's
courtroom while being tried
with the other seven.

Since then, he was returned
to San Francisco, his home-
town, where he waged an un-
successful fight against éxtradl-
tion to Connecticut to face mur-
der and kidnaping charges In
connection with the torture and
slaying of Alex Rackley.

The presence of Seale in the
Panther trial here has brought
numerous demonstrations to
New Encland in his support and
caured the Chicago 7 defendants
to focus their public appearnece-
es here.

Apollo 13 on Course,
Streaks Toward Earth

(Continned from Page One)

of their abortive journey.

Al midmorning they were
140,000 miles from home and ac-
celerating as earth's gravity
tugged them on an Increasing
speed.

By the time Apollo 13 hits the
atmosphere at 400,000 feet Fri-
day, they'll be traveling 24,623
miles an hour!

The landing site in the Pacific
Is about 580 miles southeast of
Samoa. The carrier Iwo Jima
was steaming toward the area
and expected to be on station
Friday morning.

A tropical storm was about
700 miles from the splashdown
point, but was not expected to
pose any threat.

*“The entry and weather to-
morrow Is looking better all the
time," Mission Control radioed.

‘Very good,” replled com-
mander Lovell.

All the astronauts slept for
about six hours today as they
rested for the return home.

Halse was in good spirits.

“FIDO (fight dynamics offi-
cer) is really busy today," he
sald to Mission Control.

*‘He's having a ball,’
the ground.

*Bet he hasn't had a chance
to work on his stereo all week,"”
Halse sald.

Before re-entering the atmos-
phere, the astronauts must dis-
card the powerless service mod-
ule and the lunar module which
has been their lifeboat.

Then they must power up the
command ship on (ts re-entry
batteries for the blazing dive
back to earth, the last act in the
most perilous drama in the his-
tory of space flight.

A team of Mission Control
specialists has been working
around the clock to perfect the
highly technical procedures for
bringing the spacemen back
from the brink of disaster.

Astronauts on the ground
were o practice the procedures
in simulators here this after-
noon before Instructions are re.
layed to Apollo 13,

A tentative plan calls for Loy-
ell, Halse and Swigert to enter
the command module and pow-
er up Its systems about 7:30
a.m. ¥riday, Two hours later
they are to jettison the service
module by exploding connecting
bolts,

Because the tank rupture oc-
curred in the service module it
has no power and cannot move
away on its own as on previous
re-entry missions. To aveid a
possible collission. the astro-
nauts will move away by firing
the lunar module jets,

They will seal off the three.
foot-long tunnel between the lu.
nar and command ships and
pressurize [t about two hours
before the approximate 11 a.m.
re-entry and bulld up pressure
in the tunnel. An hour later
they'll release, securing latches
and the pressure in the tunnel
shou!d purh the two craft apart,
This is another power saving
move.

The command ship has 09 am-
pere hours of electrical power to
be tapped at the start of re-en-
try, Flight director Gerald Grif-
fin estimated 70 to 80 amp hours
would be needed for the re-entry
and landing sequence.

Water for cooling the lunar
module electronics and oxygen
continued to be the most critical
supply. Griffin reported early
today the spacemen had enough
for only 19 hours beyond the
planned landing time. There

replied

, Was plenty of drinking water,

The astronauts had a 30-hour
margin in the lunar module oxy-
gen supply and about 500 extra
ampere hours in the lunar mod-
ule electrical supply.

The had twmed off
most lghts and they groped
through the two darkened

spaceships with flashlights. The
command ship, which had be-
come essentially a bedroom,
had turned cold, with tempera-
tures as low as 35 degrees.

To cope with problems, the
astronauts performed what they
termed ‘‘shade tree engineer-
ing.'" using systems in non-regu-
lation ways.

For instance, the life systems
of the moon lander, handling the
greater volume of air in both
ships, proved unequal to the
task, and carbon dioxide began
to build up In the atmosphere,

Mission Control instructed the
astronauts to rig up a makeshift
air-cleaning system using their
spacesuit hoses, plastic bags,
tape and lithium hydroxide can-
{sters from the commanad ship.

The lunar lander Aquarius
has proved a remarkable ma-
chine, operating as it never was
intended to do, It was bullt to
land on the moon, and it is nor-
mally the command ship's job
to power the combined vehicles
through space.

But after the rupture Monday
night wiped out the moon land-
ing effort, the astronauts turned
to the LM as a lfeboat,

“Aquarius hss been a good
ship,” Lovell commented. It
was never better than during
the Wednesday night engine
burn that headed them toward
earth

Earlier, flight director Glynn
Lunney reported Apollo 13 was
“farther off course than any
other moon flight. They are not
in a captur: condition.”

Suspense built as the time
neared for the engine burn. But
the astronauts, commuander
Lovell at the controls, carried it
off without a hitch. The burn
shot Apollo 13 toward a 10-mile-
by-14 mile “keyhole” in the sky
—a point some 400,000 feet
above the Pacific where the as-
tronauts will start the fiery re-
entry.

The ship apparently had been
knocked off course during an-
other engine burn Tueaday night
that speeded up their homeward
journey after they passed
around the backside of the
moon.

In other developments:

—Preisdent Nixon kept close
watch on developments from
the White .House, through NASA
Administrator Thomas O,
Paine. The President postponed
a planned Thursday night
speech on Vietham because of
the endangered flight,

—Weather observers sald a
tropical storm in the Scuth Pa-
cifle, which earller appeared
headed toward the recovery
area, had dissipated and posed
no problema,

Members of the MHA denled
this last night and, in response
to & request from Town Mana-
ger Robert Weiss, wrote a for-
mal letter of response to
Weiss commenting on ench of
the League's four recommenda-
tions to the Board of Directors.

The four recommendations
made by the League are: First,
that the Board of Directors
ahould publicly assert Manches-
ter's willingness to assume
housing leadership in the Great-
er Hartford region.

S8econd: That the Board of
Directors should draft and pass
a responsible falr housing or-
dinance and establish enforce-
ment meachinery,

Third: That the four-year
residency requirement for en.
trance into Manchester public
housing should be eliminated.

And fourth: That the Board

of Directors should publicly
commit itself and the Town of
Manchester to a policy offering
all reasonable ald to non-profit
and conventional housing spon-
s0ry.
In response to the first recom-
mendation, the MHA states in
its letter to Welss, that, *The
Board of Directors of Manches-
ter, through the Citizen's Ad-
visory Committee, has taken a
leadership role to enlist the
resources of the Town of Man.
chester and surrounding areas
to provide housing for all of
the citizens in the Capitol Re-
.10“."

In response to the second, the
MHA states, “The Manchester
Housing Authority s not only
on record for fair housing In
Manchester, but practices |t
continually In its admissions
procedures. '’

In response to the third
recommendation, “The Housing
Commission believes that a
reasonable residency require.
ment should be maintained un-
til towns In the Capitol Regilon
area eliminate theirs or the
Town of Manchester can pro-
vide adequate and suitable
housing for all its citizens. We
belleve Manchester residents
should come first."

And, in response to the fourth
League recommendation, ‘'The

Tear gus was wused when
demonstrators blocked fire ap-
paratus, and it wasn't long be-
fore the pungent chemical per-
meated the entire area.

Bome 60 of the Injured were
admitted to area hospitals,

Harvard University opened its
health facilities to the injured
and treated about 70, university
officials sald.

Many of the projectiles
thrown from rooftops came
from atop Harvard bdulldings,
and police lobbed several tear
gas pellets Into Harvard Yard,
where others had gathered and
were throwing stones.

Just outside the square, the
rampaging groups smashed up
three police crulsers and burned
them,

The square was opened to
traffic early this morning, but it
had the appearance of a battle.
field.

Most store fronts were
smashed, glass and debris from
small fires pockmarked the
streets, and newspapers from
the burned-out newsstand cov-
ered the square,

The rally at Boston Common,
which attracted more than
60,000 persons by police esti-
mate—wsas interrupted occa-
slonally as demonstrators sur-
rounding the speaker's plat-
form tried to mount it.

Bpeakers included Abble Hoff-
man of the Chicago Seven con-
spiracy trial, Black Panther
Party leaders and state Rep. H.
James 8hea.

8hea, sponsor of the recently
enacted Massachusetta law to
test the legality of the Vietnam
war, concluded: ‘‘Nothing will
be done by the miaspent fury of
violence, but neither by polite
protestations against the war."

Others called for revolution.

Following the rally, two
groups of several thousand each
headed to Harvard Square over
different routes.

Several windows at MIT were
broken. Windowa on a bus were
smashed, and the plate glass
front of two banks along the
route to Harvard Square were
shattered

Both groups then met at the
square.

Injuries were suffered by 16
officera of the 165 man Metro-
politan Disfrict Police force
mobilized Jast night to assist in
the emergency. They were re-
leased after treatment at Cam.
bridge Hospitals or at the scene.

One officer required 12, stitch-

ey for a laceration below his
right eye.

As a result of the disorders,
the city of Cambridge notified
Harvard authorities that “Earth
People's Day'' activities and pa-
rodes slated for this weekend
would be canceled in the Inter.
est of public safoty.

At the Borkeley campuns of the
University of Callfornia 1,000
demonstrators tried to storm
the Navy ROTC headquarters,
Forty law enforcoment officers

The Iatest moratorium wuas
timed to coincide with the April

support the war,

Turmouts were generally less
than the first moratorium last
Oct. 15.

Moratorium organizers ex-

Going into the history of ecolo-
gy, Dr. Wetherall told the 40
students gathered that ecology
started in central Europe over
100 years ago, “as a seeming-
ly harmless academic atudy
that blologists moonlighted on
while they majored in some-
thing more relevant.”

To emphasize the fact that
concern for our environment |a
not entirely new, he explained
how concern for ecology grew
in this country at the turn of
the century es the frontier
dimished and conservationists
began to warn against environ-
mental misuse,

Our concern has mounted to
‘‘panic'’ proportions today, Dr.
Wetherall said, partially be-
cause of the mass media which
increase mass awareness, and
partinlly beocause of the enormi-
ty of the problems in our cities
and elsewhere,

“An  environmental revolu-
tion, like all other revolutions,
tos deep roots in reality and
hhtory." Dr, Wetherall said,
“and now, suddenly, it has
guthered momentum.’

Part of the problem in this
country, he sald, & that Ameri-
cans make up six per cent of
the world’s population, yet
“commandeer and utilize'' 60
per cent of the world's produc-
tion, .

The Takeo Vietnamese con-

This camp contained more
than 200 persons, including a
few woman and children.

Takeo is 84 miles south of
Phnom Penh.

At least 18 seriously wounded
Vietnamese, including a young
boy, lay on the blood-caked floor
of a shed In the camp with no
medical attention,

A hospital stood only 100
yards away, yet no one came to
help the wounded, some of them
obviqualy dying. Cambodian sol-
diers stood {dly nearby, watch.
ing through bullet-torn lattice
work,

Ly Yang Pat, 50, one of 41
survivors, said the troops first
came just after dark. The sol-
diers fired directly into the Viet-
namese, who were sitting under
the shed just after thelr meager
evening meal.

Ly sald there was no waming
and ‘'‘there was no place to
hide."

Thanh Kim Bia, 56, father of
10 children, paw two sons die be-
fore his eyes,

‘Where is my wife? Where
are my other children? I don't
know. They took only myself
and my two sons,’’ Thanh sald.

‘“Then the soldiers came and
took away the dead. They took
them in three trucks. The trucks
were full.”

Beveral foreign corrcspond-
ents arrived at the scene just
before dark Friday. The survi-
vors begged the newsmen to
stay with them.

“If you go, they will kill us to-
night,"” several sald.
