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A Triumphant Failure
The Pacific was never more blue.
No chaplain’s prayer of thanksgiving— 

of joyful welcome back to earth — was 
ever Joined in by a greater congregation 
of believers and InAdels alike.

Never in history did more millions of 
people feel, suddenly, like a big fat 
cigar, a long draught of champagne, or 
the first good night’s sleep in a long 
time.

Until Apollo 13, the space program 
had been drawing away tfom  the interest 
and the emotions of mere people. Its 
amazing mechanical perfections had 
made it seem almost routine; its near­
routineness had raised a question of its 
usefulness.

’Then there was a discovery which 
was, really a rediscovery.

Our technology was, after all, capable 
of an ImperfecUon.

And 'mere mortals. Instead of being 
safe in the outstretched, all-encompas- 
slng arms of that technology, were sud­
denly jolted back into a need for some­
thing from themselves. Men were called 
upon to be men again. It was frighten­
ing, find yet, if the outcome could some­
how avoid tragedy, it was welcome and 
reassuring.

We do not really want an automatic 
world.

We do not really want all missions to 
be cut and dried.

We want room left for fear and sus­
pense, lor tears and laughter, for mo­
ments of tenseness and moments of 
liberation, for moments in which pride 
in the accomplishments of man in his 
science can still bow In the ritusd of 
prayer to something beyond man him­
self.

The Pacific never seemed more blue. 
Human life never seemed more precious 
than it did as it appealed in the slightly 
unsteady forms of James A. Lovell, Jr., 
Wred W. Halse, Jr., and John L. Swlgert, 
Jr. And space travel never seemed more 
miraculous than it did in its recovery 
from such spectacular near-disaster.

Never has there been such a tri­
umphant failure of a mission.

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in Vietnam- to the jurisdiction of the 
United Nations, some gathering like the 
Geneva Conference seems necessary.

Second, Russia is co-chairman, with 
Britain, of the GeneVa Conference. That 
means that the two nations have to act 
together if there is to be any official call 
for the Conference to reassemble.

Up to now, Russia has refused all 
British suggestions that the Geneva Con­
ference be summoned back into seulon.

Ambassador Malik may have given 
the signal, ’Thursday, that Russia is now 
ready to talk about such a summons.

Once the Geneva Conference got going 
again, it would have natural, continuing 
jurisdiction over the whole Indochinese 
situation, including not only Laos and 
Cambodia, but Vietnam itself. It might 
have a chance of drawing up some new 
kind of neutralist compromise for the 
whole region, under cover of which the 
fighting in the Held, at least, might be 
brought to a close.

What might be responsible for a possi­
ble change in Russia’s diplomacy? It 
may be that Russia is as alarmed as 
some Americans are, over the possibility 
that, with the war now seeming to ex- 
pemd itself into Laos and Cambodia, not 
even a Nixon who is trying to de-escalate 
may be able to prevent the war from ex­
panding Itself. So long as Russia could 
see the situation merely as one in which 
we were having trouble extricating our­
selves while the danger of big power 
showdown kept receding, Russia may 
have been in favor of postponing or 
evading any recognizable solution of the 
conflict. Now that the situation seems 
capable of developing dangers beyond 
anybody’s control, Russia may want to 
help cool things off, even at the price of 
helping Nixon. ,

An Insult To The Sea
What a crazy world this is!
’Take, for the latest example of self- 

Intoxlcated folly, the prediction-promise 
of that maritime expert who looks for­
ward to the day when we can have ships 
that will cross the seas at 100 miles an 
hour, riding on a flat cushion of air just 
above the water Instead of on the rough 
water Itself.

Here we have, compacted into one hor­
rible pn^iosal, a denial of every possible 
pleasure and advantage that coidd be 
gained in a sea voyage.

’The object, at sea, is not to have the 
flat level drone ride one can get so easily 
in the stratosidiere overhead. It is to 
have a graceful accommodation to the 
motion of the waves, with the waves oc­
casionally licensed up to the full magnif­
icence of a storm at sea, than which 
there is nothing more magnificent in all 
the world of majestic force.

’The object, in a liner crossing, is to 
enjoy the never-ending, ever-variable 
music of the sea, from the easy slip-slap 
of some calm and painted ocean to the 
stirring surge of waves big enough to 
thump the prow as it tries to lift throu^ 
them.

A 100-milp an hour boat, with nothing 
but a level ride and the whine of some 
motors, plus all the cramped sardine- 
spacing which goes with high speed 
transit of all kinds? Don’t bother!

Malik’s Remark
It is possible that the most significant 

diplomatic development of the year is 
now the remark of Russia’s Deputy 
Foreign Minister Jacob A. Malik, at the 
United Nations ’Thursday, on the general 
subject of Southeast Asia.

’The discussion in question was that in 
which the Russian diplomat referred to 
the possible convening of a new Geneva 
Conference. '

Over two weeks ago, France, taking 
note of the spread of the conflict into 
Cambodia and Laos, proposed that an in­
ternational conference be arranged to 
try to bring peace to the whole Indo­
chinese region.

At the press conference ’Thursday, 
Malik said that if a new Geneva Confer­
ence was what France had in mind, then 
it “ deserves serious attention.’ ’ And he 
went on to say that "only a new Geneva 
Ckinference can bring about a correct 
solution and a relaxing of tension in the 
Indochina peninsula.’ ’

He said that hia country is paying "the 
closest attention’’ to the question of re­
convening the Geneva Conference, and 
that "perhaps something is being done.’ ’ 

'The remarks of Russia’s delegate to 
the United Nations are particularly sig­
nificant for two reasons.

First, since the situation in Southeast 
Asia involves Communist China, . adilch 
is not a member of the United Nations, 
and since, as well, the United States has 
never consented to subject its own role

and Bailey wanted him. But 
he was just ornery enough to 
say to himself that this time 
the party would have to come 
and get him.

The net result of all this was 
that what might have been, in 
other years, the beginning of a 
decisive movement toward a 
convention choice ended up, in 
1970, as something less than a 
ripple In the state political 
pond.

Monagan, looking for evi­
dence of leadership help In es­
tablishing his candidacy, found 
none. Daddario and Bailey, 
watching for appreciative stir­
rings among the delegates In re­
sponse to their own subtle sign 
language, found none, and, 
finding none, were offered two 
explanations; one that Mona­
gan wasn’t the right man for 
them to  back; the other that 
their own Influence held some­
how slipped down close to zero.

It openly and frankly. They are 
not likely to try that until they 
are satisfied they are dealing 
with a candidate who has 
muscle of his own, and an all- 
the-way commitment to use it. 
If there is any opening now 
for a take-charge fellow who 
might start coming fast enough 
to warrant some all-out gamble 
from leadership, it would seem 
to be for A1 Donahue.

Comets
Target for Space Science

PHILADELPHIA — At about 
4:45 a.m. on March 27 I saw 
with the naked eye a comet in 
the eastern sky and was fasinn- 
ted by the brightness and feath­
ery appearance of the tall. To 
me, the tall was about four 
moon diameters long. Ihe 
ephemeris, or time table, for the 
comet Indicated that It was to be 
of the second magnitude—about 
as bright as the North Star. 
However, I am certain It was 
brighter than second magnitude.
It is this Inability to predict the 
precise behavior and brightness 
of these evanescent celestial 
visitors that Intrigues astrono­
mers.

Astronomers believe that 
comets were formed concurrent­
ly with the solar systems, which 
places them among the oldest 
members of the system. They 
are certainly the most numerous 
for about 100 billion of them are 
believed to be present. These 
comets are securely locked to 
to the sun in the deep-freeze of 
space and journey in toward the 
sun only when they are perturb­
ed by a passing star. Thus they 
are ^ e  least disturbed piembers 
of the solar system.

In all probability, 'Qie physical 
makeup of comets la the same 
today as It was almost five bil­
lion years ago when they were 
fashioned out of the loose debris 
that remained after the planets 
were fromed. Thus, an analysis 
of a comet’s chemical composi­
tion might provide clues to the 
formation of the solar system.

Astute engineers and scient­
ists have several times proposed 
that the big guns of science be 
trained on these visitors from 
space and fully instrumented 
probes be launched to fly with or 
almost through the comet nu­
cleus. These flybys could reveal 
pertinent InformaUon to fill In 
the gaps In our knowledge. .

We know that the heart of the 
comet is the nucleua — a maas 
of hydrogen ices w A  dust par­
ticles frozen in it. |The nucleus 
measures only ahe^t (me mile 
in diameter, yet posssnes a 
mass of millions of M|i8. Siur- 
roundlng Qie nucleus Is^the nu­
clear condensatkm, w hl^  may 
have a diameter at from 00 to
1.000 miles. Surrounding this is 
the coma, which may be on the 
order of 100,000 miles in diam­
eter. Flowing back, in the direc- 
ti<m anvay from the sun, is the 
tail of the <x>met, which can at­
tain a length of over 100 mil­
lion miles.

The announced goal of some 
scientists is to launch a space­
craft which will come within
8.000 miles of Qie nucleus. Dur­
ing such a- brief flyby scientists 
h ( ^  to secure vital Informa- 
tl<m.

What sort of Instnmentatlon 
would be included in this type 
of spacecraft? ITtere are a tre­
mendous number available to­
day which have been most ef­
fective in the past, but weight 
limitations severely restrict the 
selection. Scientists would Uke 
to include a magnetometer and 
an integrating ionization idiam- 
ber. To isolate them, these in­
struments must be installed on

the end of a t«lescoi>lng boom 
at least 10 feet in length.

Aa dust has been a promtoont 
<x>mponent of soma oomats, a 
pair of dust ooHeotors poslUon- 
ed at right angles to one an­
other and a third facing the nu­
cleus at encounter could be In­
cluded. A plasma probe and Ion- 
mass spectrometer could be 
located on of the main In­
strument (ximpartment. An id- 
travlolet ^ctrophotoroetsr and 
Infrared jdiotomultliSler radi­
ometer, an ultraviolet end I^r- 
man Alpha photometer and a 
slow-scan television system 
should be included.

AH the viewing experiments 
would be housed together In the 
spacecraft body. SdanUsts 
could take full advantage of the 
drameticaliy successful Mari­
ner spaceciaft technology to de­
velop the moet rewarding Inves- 
tlgaUon of comets.

Power for the Instrumentation 
(wuld <»me from two sources. 
The first Is the solar ceU-sUver 
zinc battery source which can 
provide about 200 watts at 28 
volts. The other source could bo 
a radioisotope power source 
similar to the eource which 
powers the Apollo Lunar Sur­
face Experiment P a c k a g e  
(AL8EP).

Today the technology and 
science necessary to launch a 
successful cometary flyby Is 
available. The Only missing, 
but critical, element is funds. 
The cometary mission could 
cost In excess of $100 million.

However, even If these funds 
are available, the mlssicm 
must be planned long in ad­
vance. There are two reasons 
for this. The first Is that the 
travel time to a comet la 
long—perhaps on the order of 
years. The second reason is 
that the speeds necessary to 
rendezvous with a (ximet ore 
inordinately high. Calculations 
made on Halley’s <x>met, which 
returns in 1985, Indicate that a 
speed of 81,000 feet per second 
would be necessary. A space­
craft launched to Mars or 
Veniu only requires a speed of 
86,000 feet per second. It Is ap­
parent that 1 fwe are going to 
have a flyby ride "shotgun’ ’ 
with a oomot there must be a 
significant improvement in pro­
pulsion.

Ever since man first turned 
his eyes skyward, he has been 
fascinated by these spectacu­
lar celestial objects we call 
comets. And because he (XMdd 
not understand or explain 
them, he was frightened and 
believed them to be evil and 
malevolent. Today, we know 
a great deal about comets and 
their motions but we still are 
mystified by their erratic be­
havior. The physical character­
istics and behavior of these 
bodies may provide astrono­
mers the clues to help resolve 
the further mystery ixmcem- 
ing the origin of the solar sys­
tem. Should oometary flybys 
be successful, with elcueup 
television pictures and instru­
mental data of the comet relay­
ed back to earth, there is a 
high probability that many vi­
tal astronomical problems may 
be resolved.

"I don’t think anybody in the 
ballpark was as surprised as

Who Won the Ratings Race?

NEW YORK (AP) — The an̂  
nuad television ratings race is a 
contest which each year reaches 
the signiflcauice amd suspense of 
a soap opera.

Further, it is as intricate and 
as complex ats one of tboae 
long-running stories, with all the 
subplots, the p lo^ , the in­
trigues, and aU the entramoes

amd exits.
It has for years been played 

to the hilt, with the networks 
milking pubUolty from every fa­
vorable turn. It ia of no small 
importance that a cdatisticiam 
with fast pencil can make any­
thing short of an unmitigated 
disaster look like a triumph.

Last year's ratings race end­
ed in a bitter feud between NBC 
and CBS. NBC said it was a tie. 
CBS said it had won for the 14th 
straight year. Lost in the cross­
fire was the fact that the differ­
ence was within the margin of 
error.

Not so 'with the Uve 
weekly debate called "The Advo­

On a Mow devoted to examin­
ing the Nixon administration’s 
work and welfare plan, a  wom­
an in the audience, aiqiarently a 
welfare mother, began to pro­
test. She then Jumped up, called 
the testifying 'witness “ a fraud’* 
and stormed out of the studio.

On another Sunday evening 
"The Advocates’* argued from 
Miami the issue of resuming 
trade with Oostro. Many Cuban 
nationals in the audience be­
came agitated over the idea of 
U.S. relations with the Commu­
nist island nation.

Moments after the debate con­
cluded, one Cuban man leaped 
up, confronted the advocate who 
had argued in favor of trade, 
and shouted: "You are the intel­
lectual executioner for Fidel 
Castrol’ ’

Only after it was eiqplained 
that the advocates take arbi- 
trary sides in the arguments did 
the Cuban agree to shake the 
hand of the advocate and oaim 
down.

-And on an edttloa of the pro­
gram that examined the U.S. oil 
impart quota—a subject that 
might not genarnte soaring 
emotions—vdien the advocate 
charged that lha U.8. coasamer 
was paying |0 bilUon a year in 
extra bills to support the quota, 
several mambers of the audi­
