Sex Counseling Prevents
Divorce, Researchers Say

NEW YORK (AP) —Two pio-
neers in sex research say they
belleve they have developed a
method to prevent many thou-
sands of marriages from break-
ing up over sexual problems,

It involves a 14-day intenslive
course of counseling concerning
a couple’'s sexual difficulties,
with suggestions frequently giv-
en ooncerning specific sexual
behavior, Problems include im.
potence in men and women's
fallure to reach orgasm,

Over the last 11 years, 010
couples have recelved such
therapy, with efght out of 10
men and women overcoming
thelr sexual difficulties, Dr., Wil-
lilam H, Masters and Virginia E,
Johnson write iIn a new book,
“Human S8Sexual Inadequacy,"
published today. (Little, Brown
& Co. $12,60) |

Furthermore, about this same
proportion of beneficial results
has been maintained among
people who were kept track of
for five years or more. Among
188 of these couples, three were
divorced and four had filed for
legal separation when they
came for treatment, but five
years later all seven couples
were back together.

After the counseling, three
other couples had divoroed and
one had filed for separation five
years later, But ''the low di
vorce Iincidence In the sexually
reconatituted marital units is ot

real interest, particularly when
nationally reported levels of di-
vorce incidence are contempiat-
ed,” Dr. Masters and Mra.
Johnson say.

Sex problems are a major fac-
tor in the epidemic of American
divorces—with one in three
marriages winding up In dl.
vorce—and by some estimates
maybe half of American mar-
riagea are either already ‘'‘sex-
ually dysfunctional” or will be
in the near future, the authors
say.

Dr. Masters and Mrs. Johnson
are well known for ‘thelr studies
in which physiological and ana-
tomical observations were made
of men and women responding
to sexual stimulation in the lab-
oratory at the Reproduotive
Blology Research Foundation
in Bt.

The Hartford Symphony end.
ed its subscription series of con-
certs Saturday night at the
Bushnell with a performance
that was about average. The
tirst half of the program was
nothing to get excited about, but
the second half was very well
done, so siriking a mean put
the value of the whole thing a
shade above the median:

Mr, Winograd opened the eve-
ning by boring us with Bartok's
“Divertimento for Strings." He
gave one of those fool-slogging
readings for which he s well
known, his eyes 80 rooled on the
musical ground lo see that his
feet do not stray from the prop-
er path, that he folled to
observe any of the beauties of
the journey. This  particular
Bartok work {8 much more
readily accesslble to the listener
than some by the Hungarian
composer. Yet as offered it re-
mauin.d an enlgma to anyone
hearing (L for the first time.

Then came the Lisazt Piano
Concerto No. 1 with Daniel Pol-
lack as soloist. Here we have a
mediocre plece of music that
failed to satisfy even its  com-
poser in later years. Just why
it appears with some frequency
on the programs of the Hart-
ford Symphony is & mystery lo
me, We've had it about four
times In the lnst dozen years.
Twice it has been played by
local planists, both of whom are
on the faculty at Hartt, One was
Raymond Hanson who didn't do
well with it, and last night we
had Mr. Pollack.

A century ago pianists did not
have the technique they have to-
day and the mere fact that
someone cotuld negotiate the
notes of this concerto was a
matter of amazement. Even
fifty years ago, it would have
elicited comments about “fin-
gers of steel'’ and so on. Nowa-
days any serious graduate of a
reputable conservatory can play
the notes if he can put up with
the music long enough to learn
them.

Mr. Pollack’s performance
took me back to the days of
my childhood. You should know
that as a kid I spent my sum-
mers in Vermont where I
whiled away many sn hour in
o village blacksmith shop. Mr.
Pollack’s playing reminded me
of the many happy momenta I
enjoyed Hstening to the sound
of an anvil

The illusion was helghtened
by Mr. Winograd who managed
to elicit snorts from the brass
that reminded me of the
startled noises emitted by =«
horse when it felt a hot shoe
in contact with Its hoof. The
blacksmith, too, was a technl-
clan and & good one. I feel
comparison between the two
performances Is quite apt.

To even matters up, {t is only
falr to say that Mr. Winograd
and the orchestra did a very
job with Moussorgsky's
“Plctures at an Exhibition,” in
the orchestral garb of Maurice
Ravel, Taken by andlarge it was
a performance that would have
done credit to almost any or-
chestra anywhere, It definitely
was not the night for the
brasses, however. There were
geveral fluffs ampparent if you
knew the composition, which is
odd, for this is not among the
most difficult of orchestral
works,

On the whole, however, it
went extremely well, and the
season ended on a happy and
even Impressive note.

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Suddenly We Hear About Formosa

Those who decry viclence as a mat-
ter of colviMzation, principle, and hums-
nity are always encountering one em-
barrassment.

However evil it may be in itself,
violence invariably succeeds in calling
attention to the things it is protesting
against, s

Sometimes it Is not until violence has
erupted that soclety begins to pay any
attention to conditions which have been
in existence, apparently unnoticed, for a
very long time.

Sometimes it is not until violence has
created some kind of emergency that
society and government begin to move
toward the correction of wrongs, or the
= correction of injustice,

This is the way it was with the at-
tempted assassination down in New
York the other day.

The editorial reaction of - the
York Times was typical.

In one edftorial, it deplored the fact
that such an attempt at assassination of
& visiting diplomatic dignitary had ever
taken place in New York, the ‘‘open
city,"” and sald it brought “shame' on
all the citizens of the city.

But in the next editorial the Times
felt bound to discuss the situation that
had led a young native of the lsland of
Formoga to attempt to put a bullet into
the symbolic body of the son of Chiang
Kal-shek, who is the ruler of Talwan,
which i{s Chiang Kai-shek’'s name for
Formosaa.

“The situation to which this plece of
violent gun play called attention is one
in which some 12,000,000 native inhabi-
tants of the island of Formosa are sub-
ject to the rule, by right of armed occu-
pation, on the part of Chiang Kai-shek
and some 2,000,000 Chinese who fled to
Formosa from the mainland at the time
of the Chinese Revolution. The political
movement to which the young would-
be hero down in New York belongs is
one which is agitating for a free politi-
cal cholce for Formosans, 'by which they
themselves could choose what kind of
government they want to have. Nobody
ia supposed to believe in this sort of
thing more enthusiastically than the
American people, except in certain spe-
clal instances, such as an Imaginary
situation in which the people of a coun-
try might deliberately choose to be
Communist, or such as a real situation
in which Chiang Kal-shek, our ally, hap-
pens to need a plece of real estate to
set his soverelgnty ornf so he can con-
tinue the pretense in_the United Na-
tions of being China.

There it is. Before this shooting, the
' movement for the Independence of For-
mosa, of Formosa for Formosans, was
getting no world attention, or sympathy,
at all,

Now, because a young man down in
New York City pulled a gun, and fired
it at another human being, the Formo-
san cause is known, suddenly, all around
the world, As it becomes known, it may
aftract support and sympathy. Bome-
body may see it gets o hearing in the
United Natlons. The Formosan case may
keep building, until, some day, perhaps -
when Chiang Kal-shek dies, everybody
suddenly agrees that Formoea deserves
to have its independence, and Formosa
becomes free.

What all this says to us is not that
we are wrong, we supposedly civilized
people, o decry violence,

But it does say to us that those who
deplore violence ahould thereby take
upon themselves a solemn obligation to
seek out and try to remedy those wrongs
and injustices which, in a really con.
scientious world, should not have to go
unnoticed untll they resort to violance,

Bome previous Cosmos
launchings have carried two,
three and five satellites on one
rocket, but this was the first to
carry elght. A total of 16 un-
manned Coscos satellites have
been launched by the Russtans
this month—also a record.

The largest previous multiple
launchings, with five satellitey
each, were made In July and
Beptember 1085,  Altogether
there were three such launch-
ings, two of them in Beptember.
Dual and triple launchings had

Senate Unit Against
Arming Cambodians

WABHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate Foreign Relations Com-
mittea has made clear to the ad-

ministration it opposes any U.8.
arms ald to Cambodia despite
that embattied nation's plea for
enough miélitary hardware to
outfit a large army.

““The committes was virtually
in agreement and very firmly
against assistance,”’
sald Chairman J, W. Fulbright,
D-Ark., after Becretary of State
Willam P. Rogers briefed the
panel behind closed doors Mon-

Agreeing with Fulbright, sen-
for Republican committes mem-
ber SBen. George Alken of Ver-
mont said he is sure ‘‘the Preai-
dent will take into consideration
how this committee feals.'

Fulbright and Alken met with
newsmen following the 2%-hour
seasion with Rogers, The secre-
tary left hurriedly saying he
didn't have time to comment.

Fulbright quoted Rogers as
saying the Cambodians had
made a “very large request for
equipping a very large army,"
including rifles, trucks, half-
tracks and alrplanes—but not
military 1

personnel.

Pressed repeatedly to put a
dollar figure on the amount,
Fulbright said it was "In the
hundreds of millions but I don't
want to get into the numbers

;n'l“l‘t was a helluva lot," sald
Alken.

Fulbright sald the adminstra-
tion apparently has madé no de-
cision on going beyond what it
already has done.

Publicly, at least, this has
been confined to approving
South Vietnamese shipment of
captured Soviet AKA7 rifles and
allowing armed foray's into
Cambodian territory by South
Vietnamese soldiers.

Motion to Suspend
Yale Classes Vetoegm

A resolution ecalling for
suspension of classes
through Monday because

The students went on to adopt
a resolution opposing “any at-
tempt to stop the trial of the
New Haven Panthers by extra-
legal or coercive means.'

The first resolution was de-
feated on a vote of 150 to 117.
However, Law B8chool Dean
Louls Pollak indicated there
would be no penalties {mposed
on students who cut classes this
week.

“1 think our sense of profes
slonal responsibility will lead ua
to continue to offer classes to
those students who see some
professional accordance in at-
tending classes,"” Pollak said.

Enveloped in Junk Mail?

Could Be Uncle Sam’s Fault

WASHINGTON — If you have
ever wondered just where the
deluge of junk mall you receive
every week originates, you are
probably overlooking one lkely
source,

Uncle Bam.

Unknown fo many citizens,
government agencies have been
engaged for some time In the
practice of selling malling lists
to anyone who ocan pay for
them.

Naturally, most of the pur-
chasers are companies that will
use the names for direct mall
advertising.

The Federal Aviation Admin.
{stration, the Federal Commun-
fcations Commiasion, the In-
ternal Revenuve Bervice and the
Post Office Department are us-
uvally cited as the most active
sellers,

Recently, Capitol Hill legis-
lators have  criticized the
practice as a government-as-
sisted invasion of the privacy of
millions of Americana.

Rep. J. Fdward Burke (R..
Fla.) recently Introduced legis-
lation to ban all general agenc:
les from selling malling Usty.
Rep. Frank Horton (R.-N.Y.),
after a confrontation with the
Internal Revenue Service on the
lasue, will roon introduce his
own bill to limit these sales.

Last weckend BSen. Jacub
Javits (R-N.Y,) asked Presi-
dent Nixon o {ssue an executive
order to halt the practice.

In a letter to the President,
Javits suggested thal names
gathered for agencles' internal

should not be offered
in mailing lists to be used for
selling merchandise.

There s presently no govern-
ment-wide policy. Bome agen-
cles provide the data routine-
ly and others do not. All, inter-
estingly enough, cite the same
statute, the Freedom of Infor-
mation Act, as the basls for
their position.

Sen, Javits and Rep. Horton
contend that law should not be
used to sanction a practice
that amounts to an invasion of
privacy for the purpose of aid-
ing direct mail advertising.

Here are some examples of
Information  avallable from
various government agencies:

—The Federal Communica-
tions Commisaion retains an-

oth tion to fulfill re-
q for Information from its
large data bank, Among the

data routinely offered are the
namea and addresses of thou-
sands of ham radio licenseea at
“a cost of §85 per computer tape.
FOC says it has no Idea how
many of these have been sold,
since al]l requests are handled
by the contracting firm.
—The: Federal Aviation Ad-
ministration offers a lst of
names and addresses of about
680,000 lcensed pllots at $078
for the computer printout or $40
for each of the five computer
tape reels. Among the purchas-
ers were several alreratft com-

panies, Eastman Kodak, Red-
book Co., the Board of Tax As-
sessora in Albany, N. Y., and
the Times-Mirror Co, of Loa
Angeles.

—The Post Office Depart-
ment here contends it sells no
malling lists. It routinely pro-
vides two services for direct
mailing firms: An address cor-
rection service of § cents per
name, and a free “‘sequencing"’
service to arrange large third-
class mailings in correct order
for its carrier routes.

The Post Office Department
also fills requests at §1 each
for the new address of any peor-
son who has filed a change of
addreas form with his local post
office.

Capitol Hill critica contend
that some of the 33,000 subcon-
tracting postal stations make
lists of delivery routes avallable
to mailers. A poat office spokes.
man here sald this was a pos-
sibility, but added that “it |s
not a general practice.'

—- The Internal Revenue Berv-
fce untll recently sold a list of
140,000 names and addresses of
licensed gun dealers and col-
lectors for about $140, The
agency deleted the names of In-
dividual collectors (after mak-
ing 42 saled) and after recelv-
ing & barrage of criticlam from
Capitol HIll. Among the pur-
chasers were numerous sporting
goods companles and a group
called Citizens Against Tydings.

Student Fire Watch
Proposed for Yale

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP)—
A volunteer student fire watch
has been proposed by Yale Uni-
versity's fire marshal following
the second blaze in less than
a week at the Law School.

Carroll Shaw, the fire marshal
and a former state police ma-
jor, Investigated the suspiclous
blaze early Monday morning and
then suggested the wvoluntary
watch, according to today's edi-
tion of the Yale Dally News.

Shaw was not avallable for
comment today.

Smoke from the fire in the
basement of the stacks was no-
ticed by a law school student
who was studying several floars
above, He alerted the city fire
department, officials sald.

WABHINGTON (AP) — Eco-
nomic indicators point to a
sharp slowdown {n infiation this
fall, two top economists predict.

In making this assesament In
speechess to the United States
Chamber of Commerce Monday,
Walter W, Heller, former chalr
man of the Council of Economic
Advisers under former Presl-
dent Johnson, and Beryle W,
Sprinkel of Chicago supported
Nixon administration conten-
tions that the over-all price rise
will slow sharply in the autumn,

But, as they spoke, other indi-
cations of a sagging economy
caused concern In the business
community.

In New York, the stock mar-
ket's Dow Jones Industrial aver-
nge fell 12.14 points o 735,18,
the lowest point since Nov. 22,
1963, the day President John §\
Kennedy was nssassinated.

And, in Detroit, General Mo-
tors and Ford, the nation's larg-
eat automobile manufacturers,
sald that auto sales snd profits
were down in the opening quar-
