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U.S. Role in Cambodia 
Disquiets Senate Unit

W A SH IN G T O N  (A P )—  
The Senate Foreign Rela­
tions Committee today 
called deepening American 
involvement in Cambodia 
“a  grave development" 
and said it raises “impor­
tant questions concerning 
United States policy in the 
widening war in Indo­
china.”

The committee unanlmoiMly 
approved a atatement express­
ing Ite concern as President 
Nixon prepared to addreee the 
nation tonight on U.S. support 
tor d ie South Vietnamese opera­
tion into Cambodia.

Nixon invited members o f the 
Cabinet and "a  good crosS-sec- 
tton" o f the Republican and 
Democratic leadership of Con­
gress to m ««t with him an hour

before his television-radio ap­
pearance, to brief them on hie 
remarks.

Asked how the President was 
responding to frequently ad­
verse congressional reaction, 
press secretary Ronald L. Zie­
gler declined comment.

He said Nixon authorized sup­
port for the move under hia con­
stitutional powers to conduct 
foreign affairs and as com­
mander in chief o f the armed 
forces.

Caialrman J. W. Fulbright, D- 
Ark., saiid the Senate committee 
was especially Interested in 
finding out whether the South 
Vietnamese assault had the ap- 
provlad of the Cambodian gov­
ernment and whether ttids was 
planned as a one-shot operation 
or pert o f a general o ffe ^ v e .

But the Arkansas Democrat 
conceded " I  don't think there is

any actual, practical way we 
can in the near future deny the 
President the power to order 
American troops into Cambo­
dia.’ ’

Sen. George D. Aiken, R-Vt., 
the ranking GOP member o f the 
committee, aaid ""I liope that 
the President w ill modify the 
announcement c f Wednesday to 
such an extent that ft w ill agree, 
wholly with the position o f the 
committee. But I  don’t eocpect 
him to."

He added: " It  may be thds Is 
a one-slurt operation. But I  don't 
see it that w ay."

Fulrlght said he thinks th 
committee’s position is strongly 
supported by both the tidl Sen­
ate and the nation.

The committee decided to de­
fer at least until after the Prert- 
dent'e speech any action on leg- 
lalstlve proposals designed to

lim it U.S. aid in Cambodia. But 
Fulbright said a letter txpemh 
ing some c f Its questions would 
probably be di^iatched to the 
State Department later in the 
day.

The oonunittee on National 
PriorlUea o f the Democratic 
Policy Council adopted a  resolu­
tion saying "T ills  new mlHtaiy 
adventure by the Nixon admin­
istration . . .  is bound to further 
blight our decaying domestic 
life  and em bitter our people. 
Abroad, it further involves us in 
the quagmire o f wars in Indo­
china that have been conducted 
by a  parade o f local, power-hun­
gry leaders who care more 
about the land they centred and 
the battles they fight than the 
weltore o f the people they ru le."

Judge Calls Kennedy 
Negligent ̂ in Accident

BOSTON (A P ) — Sen. Ed- 
wtard M. Kennedy’s claim  that a 
wrong turn led to his plunge 
from  a narrow bridge on Chap- 
poquldick Island has been dis­
puted by an inquest Judge who 
said the senator was negligent 
in tbe accident tiiat killed Mary 
Jo Kqpertme.

Kennedy said be rejected as 
unjustified the inference and the 
finding o f Judge James A. 
Boyle, whose inquest r ^ r t  
raised new quesUens about the 
accident that cUtered American 
politics.

And with his statem oit, the 
last of the Kennedy brotttera 
said Wednesday he would speak 
no more of the fateful night on 
Chappoquiddick.

“The facta o f this incident are 
now fuUy pUbUc," he said, "and 
eventual Judgment and undeî  
standing rests where it be­
longs."

On Nov. 8, the SS-yearold as­
sistant m ajority leader seeks 
re-elsctiion to the U.S. Senate. 
He said he did not know wheth­
e r the inquest papers made puto- 
ttc Wednesday would be used 
against him in the campaign.

"That rec^y isn’t the upper­
most thing in m y mind," the 
senator said in Washington.

Kennedy’s inquest testimony 
gave no clear account o f Us

reasons for falling to report the 
accident to poUce tmtll more 
then 10 hours after it happened. 
He denied any personal involve­
ment wiUi Miss K<q;>ecfane and 
said that at no tim e the night of 
the accident was he imder the 
nfluence o f alcohol.

In his tardy police report on 
the July 18 accident, and in his 
testimony to tbe secret inquest 
last Jan. 6, Kennedy aald he 
turned by mistake onto the dirt 
road that led him to Dike 
Bridge and ifae acetdrat. He 
said he and Mias Kbpedme 
were headed for the ferry from 
Obaiqiiaquiddlck back to Eldgar- 
town, on MarUia’s Vineyard.

In the major surprise of the 
inquest papers, Boyle said he

didn’t believe it. The Judge, who 
retires from  the bench at mid­
night tonight, recited the in­
quest evidence, then declared:

“ I  infer a reasonable and 
probable explanation of the to­
tality o f the above facts is that 
Kennedy and Kopechne did not 
Intend to return to Bldgartown 
at this tim e; that Keimedy did 
not Intend to drive to the ferry 
slip and his turn onto Dike Road 
was intentional."

That road leculs away from 
the ferry crossing, across the 
bridge to a lonely, undeveloped 
beach on the easterly shore of 
Chappaqulddick.

Boyle’s report described the 
bridge tUs way:

Hartt Opera 
Well Worth 
The Seeing

Prokofiev’s seldom - heard 

opera, "The Dueima" is fe9 be 
beard and seen for the remain­
der of the week after its initial 
performaiKe last night at Mil­
lard Auditorium on the UofH 
Campus. It is the last produc­
tion of the 38th season by the 
opera depeutment of the Hartt 
College of Music.

The presentation has a lot go­
ing for it, as seen last evening. 
The voices are extremely good; 
there is a nice little ballet, odd­
ly enough in the first scene of 
the first act; with an opera de­
manding B scenes, Blemer 
Nagy’s rear-projection scen­
ery is a tremendous help in 
overcomiog what would normal­
ly be excessive stage waits, and 
the otxdiestra is more than ade­
quate to the demands of the 
composer.

Yet somehow the show does 
not seem to be fully reaUaed, 
for some reason or odier. It is 
diiXicult, of course, to lay one's 
linger on the sore points after 
only one hearing of an open 
which has never been beard 
around these parts before. Still, 
as a critic, it is my Job to 
analyK productions of this na­
ture. A detached point of view 
is sometimes of considerable 
help to those vriio are so inti- 
mately involved in the whole 
thing that they lade a sense of 
perspective.

Clriefly, my iirqrrenoton was 
that the production was heavy- 
handed both mtisicaUy mvt in 
the matter of acting tempo. Tbe 
one excqrtlon was the groiq> of 
masquers who kept reappear- 
ing from Ume to time to remind 
us that this was caniival time in 
Seville.

My experience with the stag­
ed works of Richard Sheriden 
has been confirted to legitimate 
performarKes of "Tbe Rivals" 
and "School for Scarxla]." Pro­
kofiev based bis opera on Sheri­
dan’s “The Duetuta,” much of It 
remaltdng intact from tbe 
original. But d e^ te tbe com­
poser’s real fluency in English, 
due to long residetKe in tbe 
U.S, I am rx>t poeiUVe he 
utxleketood this dramatist of the 
18th century.

I doubt that many Burĉ reans 
or Americans of rxx>SUivic 
origin can really understand 
Dostoievsky or Turgenev, for 
that matter, arid I'm certain 
that I cun not an authority on 
Sherldt^ Yet certain facts 
were readily noUceaUe,

Sheridan was a sort of George 
Bernard Shaw, in his day. As 
such. Us plays are talky rather 
tfaan dramatic, and witty rather 
than comic. The taUdness re­
mained in the operatic version, 
and short of drastic pruning and 
revtolon, UtUe can be done 
about It.

Prokofiev’s music was com­

ic, rather than witty as is the 
case in his “Classical’ ’ Sym­
phony and “ Lt. Klje" Suite. In 
consequence, It requires a very 
deft and light hand at (he hehn 
to bring credtbmty to the plot 
emd bedanoe to the opera. This 
we did rxA get.

The orchestra was con- 
aistenUy too loud, which forced 
tbe singers to sUg in a 
dramatic, rather than a lyric, 
manner. experience with 
Sheridan leads me to believe 
he should be jdayed at a very 
rapid tempo, a sort of btdibllng 
over of Champagne, as it were. 
TUs, of course makes the 
dialogue hard to graq>.

Last night the tempo was 
slow. In a effort to make the 
declamation Intelligible. The 
producticn was In EngMsh, and 
on tbe whole ttie lines were 
easily understood. Yet I would 
rather have missed words and 
had a greatw feeHng for froth, 
for this is rea ^  a frothy opera 
of no great artistic significance.

A lighter sound throughout 
would have contributed oonsid- 
eraUy to a better cctKieived 
opera. Prokofiev missed tbe 
boat UmseN In scoring too 
heavily, to my mind. Mhsetae 
Paraixnr, vdio conducted, did 
little to help this situatloii.

Sheridan’s stage plays are of­
fered with a definite springiness 
of step in my experience, but 
the singers stood around pretty 
flat-footed in last night’s opera­
tic performance. As tor tbe act­
ing, I prefer to be tickled with a 
feather in this sort of comedy; 
instead, I was all too frequent­
ly whacked with a clown’s slap­
stick.

Nevertheless I’m glad to have 
seen the opera. It pit̂ >erly be­
long in the repertoire of a 
m u^ school. It could never be 
a success at the Metropoli­
tan or, for that matter, with 
exxmecUcut Opera. This does 
not mean that "Duenna”  is a 
leaser work; it means thaf the 
public which attends com­
mercial opera is ixX up to un­
derstanding a work of this na­
ture, fuid, more’s the pity, nev­
er will be.

The outdoor pool complex will 
inohide an dympte (48 by 75 
ft ) pool, wsdlng pool, deck 
area and chafei-liidc fence en­
closure. Also to be constructed 
is a service 'building to bouse 
dressing rooms, ebewera, rest 
rooms and fitters.

The recommendation to build 
the facility was made by a 
Swimming Facilities Advisory 
Committee appointed to study 
future needs as they relate to 
swimming faciUttee. The com­
mittee is headed by Donald 
Gklen. The start of the new 
pool will be 'Phase One of a 
proposed five-phase program.

TTiere are tlmea when the medicine 

aeema to hurt more toan the disease it 
WAS deaisned to ctve.

At such Umes, the patient may be 
heard proclaiming: that he is about to 
(he, the immediate effect of the medicine 
is so horrible.

That is certainly the cry of the mo­
ment from at least one sector of the 
American economy — the New Torii 
Stock Market — as the medicine which 
was presraibed for the (hsease of infla­
tion has begim to spread and sharpen its 
Utter taste.

There is now no question that the 
medicine, (Ximpounded out of govern­
mental money policies, governmental 
contract leductlans, and governmental 
propaganda drives against Inflation, has 
begun to take boU. It has not only tum­
bled the stock market. It has reduced in­
dustrial, Investment and industrial pro­
duction and it has begun to produce un­
employment.

Now the problem Is to persuade the 
stock market that it isn’t really dsring, 
but merely paesing through the crisis af­
ter which it will begin a slow, long, 
healthy recuperation.

Now the problem Is to persuade the 
jobiem that this is not a depression, but 
merely a temporary recessloo.

The need for such persuasion, to see 
that the patient doesn’t himself careless­
ly and impulsively veto his own proper 
recovery. Is obviousty what the Presi­
dent has in mind as he plans an address 
to the nation on the eooocmlc situation.

It does seem that he ought to be able 
to make a plausible case, along the lines 
that we have bad the courage to take the 
bitter medicine, that it has now begun to 
work, and that we must not allow our­
selves to frighten ourselves out of the 
<mre the medicine has already begun to 
effect.

Only yestorday, there were s(ili peo­
ple who were saying we had not done 
enough to counter the forces of Inflation. 
Today some people are bemoaning the 
fact that we have done too much.

But If we are lucky, and if what seems 
to be the most intelligent effort at man­
agement of the economy ever put for­
ward by any administratloa in WaMiing- 
ton works out as it deserves to, we will 
soon begin to stabilize ourselves and 
then begin, by stow degrees, an upward 
progress more sensible than the open- 
throttled rocket flight the economy was 
In a year ago at this time.

'This, then, is a time for all of us to re­
member that almost all of us were 
agreed that something had to be done 
about inflation, to remember next that 
we atways knew that if the anU-inflatioo- 
ary madl(dne did begin to work, it would 
have a bitter taste and seem tempo­
rarily worse than the disease, and to 
realize that this Is that particular mo­
ment.

Lost In Theorixins'
Direct dection of the President is one 

of those <x>zy Ideas, warm and soft and 
virtuous, beloved by dvlcs teachers and 
all the beat people. What with an 
amendment already passed by the House 
and approved lost week by the Senate 
Judiciary jponmiittee, it very well may 
be writtm  into the Oonstitutlon of the 
United Stotes. Unless, that is, the 
full Senue wakes up enough to recognize 
how it would operate in the real worid.

Urn current fervor over electoral re­
form has produced a field-day for the 
armchair theorists. Direct election was 
obviously bound to win any armchair 
theorizing contest, but some of the other 
entries were InstnKtive. Our favorite, 
from the standpoint of amusement, was 
the Dole-Eagleton plan. Its workings are 
too complicated to desinibe, but its back­
ers argued it would guarantee that a 
candidate with a solid popular majority 
woidd always win but that in close elec- 
tlons widespread geographical backing 
would also count. Not a bad Idea, indeed 
an excellent one, but also a precise de- 
scnipllon of the effect the Electoral Col­
lege already bas.

What got lost in ell this theorizing 
was the reason tbe fervor over electoral 
reform came iq> In the first place. This, 
perhaps you may recall, was the pos- 
sifaiUty of a deadlocked election, which 
was prominent in the 1968 oan^wign 
because of the third-party effort. If no 
candidate receives a majority of the 
electoral vote, the Oonstitutlon present­
ly caUs for the House to riect tbe Presi­
dent, choosii^ among the top three can­
didates, voting one vote per state, cmd 
with a  majority of states required for 
election. Ihus an indefinite deadlock is 
conceivable, and unquestkmaMy it would 
put a severe strain on both public trust 
in American institutions and the 
legitimacy of any eventual winner.

So it somehow seems to us, if to hard­
ly anyone else, that the putpoee of elec­
toral reform ought to be to correct this 
defect. Or at least, that vdiatever else 
a reform plan may do, tt certainly ought 
to diminate tbe posalblltty of uncertainty 
and deadlock that damage institutions 
and destroy in tim acy . And It is on 
precisely Uds count that the country is 
begging for trouble if it opts for street 
popular election.

What would have been tbe effect of 
direct election in 1968, when the differ- 
ence between tbe two candidates was 
seven-tenths of a per cent of the popular 
vote, or in 1960, when the (hfference was 
two-tenths of a  percent, or less than 
120,000 votes nationwide? It is scarcely 
difficult to imagine the need fix' a na­
tional recount, or an election where the 
final national decision came down to the 
late-reporting precincts of Cook County. 
This is nothing but a recipe for strife, 
un<^ertainty and Uttemess, for results at 
least as perverse as those conceiv­
able under the present system.

Beyond that, we simply do not know 
the secondary and tertiary effeirts that 
might come from such a fundamental 
change in our inaUtutkm. Direct dec- 
tions might promote third-party cam­
paigns like Oeorge Wallace’s, for under 
the proposed plan a third party (tould 
force a runoff dection without (»ZTying 
a single state. It would have unpredict­
able and perhaps controversial effects on 
the balance o f political power among 
various voting groups and <» the 
methods of political campaigning. AB in 
ail, there are a lot c f unknowns to 
risk merely to satisfy tbe theorists.

We absolutely do know ,by contrast, 
that the present Electoral t>^ege got 
us through a  OonsUtuUooal.<a4sla. It has 
the obvious advantage of isolating  any 
need for a  recount to stales both <doee 
and (aniclal to tbe outcome. We know 
that its decisions even in the cloeete 
elections have been accepted by the d ec- 
tomte without cavil. Even though the op­
portunity tor a breakdown U obvtous, for 
that matter, the system hoe in tect 
weathered that danger rime and again.

It wotod be perfectly possible and 
eminently destrable, o f ooume, to elim­
inate the risk of a  deadlock decHon with­
out Junking the pwoent system. One pro­
posal, for examine, is to have a Joint 
■esslon of Congress, with one vote per 
Senator or Representottve, decide any 
election where no candidate reedves a 
majority o f the electoral vote. A 

. straightforward amendment to correct 
the obvious problems, though, runs Into 
oppoeltiQn from  bodters of direct elec­
t s  wbo are Intent that the defects in 
the present system must go uncorvect- 
ed until their own oosy Idea is enacted.

Bo be it, but dtnot eiectlan has its 
own considerabts potential for mtechtef, 
and if the natkm is given sa  aU-or-noth- 
Ing choice between direct election and 
no change. It will be ter wiser to stick 
to tbe devil It knows.—WALL glR B B T

SITE 87, Laos — Here in the 
rugged mountaira of northern 
Laos, the Meo guerrilla army of 
Ite j. Gen. Vang Pao—underfed, 
undermanned, and undergumed 
—is nearing a confrontation 
with invading North Vietnamese 
regidors, with potentially dis­
astrous ceneequenoee in the 
struggle for Inckxdilna.

The immediate stake is Long 
llen g, strategic bane for Vang 
Pan’s irregulars. Before .the 
deadline (probably mld-JirnS) 
set by the rainy season, the 
Communists will attem ^ to 
both capture Long Tieng and 
knock the Meo guerrillas, by 
far their tougheM foes in Laos, 
out of the war.

As we bitervlewed Vang Pao 
at this Meo refugee center not 
for from Long Tieng, he was 
clearly apprehensive—his book 
to the waU after a decade of 
fighting  the Communists. Ex­
plaining how Ms people had 
been driven (town from the 
North Vietnam frontier over the 
years, Vang Pao told us: 
“ There Vs nowhere else for iw to 
go. This is our last defense.’ ’ 

Nor did be c<mtradtct the gen­
eral assessment that his pros- 
pects at Long Tieng are barely 
even. “ We will defend Long 
Tteng as long as passfUe, but 
I cantxit absolutely geraatee 
that we can do it,’ ’ be Said. “ My 
soldi era are brave but are very 
Ured.’ ’

Losing Long Tieng couU be 
otutastrophlc because of the de- 
stTUctlva psychological impact 
on tbe Meos. Whether they 
would ocntimie in the war in 
any important way after toeing 
Long Tieng is open to questkm.

If unrestricted by Vang Pao, 
the North. Vietnamese would 
wheel southeast toward the 
capltfl of Vientiane to a }^ y  
pressure for a political capitd- 
lotion. Nervous regular Lao 
army generals might be wMhig 
to accept a Oonummiat-domin- 
atsd oooUUon gevenunent. If 
so, tbe four (flvlstans of North 
Vietnamese regtdsM pimied 
dowu in Loos would be treed

CM Mlnb Trail in louttieTn 
Laos.

Actually the danger was more 
acute a month ago when raln- 
foroed North Vietnamese troops 
swept the Meos from  the Plsine 
des Jarres end were headed for 
Long Tieng. PaclQg overwhelm­
ingly stronger foroas, Vang 
Poo’s  army dUdotegrated with 
Meo tribesmen laovliig the war 
to seek refuge tor wtvos and 
cMldrao.

The North VMnsnese at
titet point couM diovs oomptetod 
Utair suoeessful now strategy. Di 
poM dry seaeono  ttoy had mov­

ed southeastward only to be 
slashed brutally on the flanks 
by Vang Pao—one of the world's 
great guerrilla chieftains in an 
age of guerrilla warfare. This 
year, the Communists decided 
that the key to success, military 
and pMlti(»I, was to grind down 
Vang Pao.

Thankfully, however, they did 
not move into Long Tieng In 
force a monUi ago and tnstead 
waited for supplies to catch up, 
acting like a muscle-bound <xm- 
ventional army fighting guerril­
las. Indeed, tbe Communist lo­
gistical crisis was triggered last 
December when the Meos (fop- 
tured a huge weapons cache.

While the Communists have 
been methodically preparing 
the assault on Long Tieng, Vang 
Pao’s guenlUas have pulled 
themselves together consider­
ably. Having relocated their 
families, Meos are drifting back 
to rejofo Vang Pao. Ttegular 
Lao titxgM as well as other ir- 
regulera from southern Laos 
have leinforced him, and he 
now commands 5,000 men in the 
Long Tieng perimeter.

Nevertheless, Vang Pao is 
badly outnumbered. On the day 
we talked, he was concerned 
that, of the four sitea north of 
the Plains des J a m s be still

holds, three were under heavy 
Communist attack that morn­
ing. 'Most worrisome was Site 
32 at Boun Lorn, \riiere 600 Meo 
Vang Pao’s  father-in-law had 
withstood a siege by vastly 
more numerous North Viet­
namese. Now, however, tbe 
Communists were tunneling un­
der the bunkers at Site 32. Un­
less nee^e-threading aircraft 
could stick a bomb in the tun 
nel, Boun Lorn was lost.

WASHINQTON (AP) — Tlie 
Senate Judlclsuy Committee put 
off it vote today on the Supreme 
Court nomination of Judge Har­
ry At Blsckmun until next 
Tuesday.

Sen. ^ b e r t  C. Byrd, D-W .Ve.,. 
said ttiiat although he is not op­
posed to the Rochester, Minn. 
Judge, he requested the delay so 
that committee members would 
have a 'chance to study the hear­
ing record.

Sen. Birch Bayh, D-Ind., who 
had indloated prior to the'cloeed 
meeting that he might force a 
delay, told newsmen he had 
been prepared to vote today but 
with the understanding that he 
would have a week to prepare 
separate views of the nomina­
tion.

Bayh, a leader in the fight 
against the two Southern Judges 
whose nominations to the Su- 
pren>e Court were rejected by 
the Senate, also said he wanted 
an opportunity to review Black- 
mun’s tax returns prior to Sen­
ate action.

However, Bayh said that aa of 
now he knows of no one on the 
17-menlber committee who 
plana to vote against recom- 
mendit^ Senate confirmation of 
Blackmun, now a Judge of the 
8tti UR. Circuit Court of Ap­
peals.

Chairman James O, Elastland, 
D-bOss., called today's meeting 
in hopes of taking a vote but 
noted any member had the right 
to invoke a rule delaying cusUon 
for a week.

At Wednesday’s  hpearing, 
Bayh told Blackmun “ the fact 
that a man c f your caliber and 
excellence ;ls before us now pro­
vides some salve for past 
wounds and ooitfrointatlons.’ ’

“ Perhaps these old battles 
have been worthwhile,’ ’ said 
Bayh, a leader In Senate rejec­
tion of President Nixon’s earlier 
nominations o f Judge Clement 
F. Haynsworth of Greenville, 
S.C. and Judge G. Harrold Cars­
well of Tallahassee, Fla.

The committee’s favoraMe at­
titude to Blackmun cut across 
party lines and pMttical phUoso- 
phdKB.

Sen. Strom Thurmond, R-S.C.,

predicted prompt confirmation 
of Blackmun and added “ it ap­
pears you are a man of Mgh 
ethical standards, as was Judge 
Haynsworth, and of compe­
tent, aa was Judge CanweU.’ ’

Thurmond, blaming rejection 
of the two Southern Judges on 
opposlUon by labor and civil 
rights-groups, said he did not 
believe they would have “ the 
gall to engage in another round 
of defamation'’ against Black­
mun, who lives in Rochester, 
Mirm.

As expected, no one apiSeared 
to testify against the 61-year-old 
Blackmun, a Judge on the 8th 
U.S. Court of Appeals since 
1969. He drew support from both 
the Democratic and Republican 
members of the Minnesota 
congressional delegation.

Blackmun, described by Nbc- 
on as a strict ^onstructlcnlst 
nominated to give more balance 
to the court, assured senators 
he would do his best to keep Ms 
personal Ideas and pMlosophy 
from influencing Ms decisions.

The Judge said he would leave 
to others an lnterpretati(Hi of Ms 
legal record.

“ Whether someone will Inter­
pret It aa a kx)se one or a strict 
one I do not know,”  he said.

But he told the committee he 
believes his record reflects a 
sensitivity to labor, civil rights 
and the problems of “ the little 
people.’ ’

He said the hundreds of let­
ters he has received since Ms 
nomination demonstrated the 
faith of the ordinary American 
in the court as “ bastion of free­
dom.’ ’

In reeponse to questions by 
Bayh abw t Judlidal etM(» and 
conflicts of interest, Blackmun 
said he suspected the thing for 
him to do, if confirmed. Is to 
dispose of Ms stock Investments 
“ end take the risk of further In- 
flaU<».’ ’

Later Bayh said he didn’t take 
the poelUon that all Judges 
should sell their stocsk. But he 
isald he felt they should not take 
part in €Uiy ctises In which they 
have any financial interest. 
Present law requires them to 
dlsqiuilify themselves <mly if 
they have a substantial interest.

Boyle’a report, dated Feb. 18, 
did not explain why no addltl<xi- 
al charge waa (lied agalnat Ken­
nedy, who pleaded .guilty on 
July 35 to leaving the acene of 
the accident. Boyle aentenced 
him to two montha In Jail, a\i>- 
pended, and a year’a probation.

The poealbillty ot new charges 
remained among the unanenver- 
ed queations. By state Su­
preme Court order, the inqueat 
papera were released only after 
Dlat. Atty. Edmund tXlnls pro­
nounced the case closed and 
certified that he planned no 
further prosecution.

Until that time, the Inqueat 
transcript and the Boyle report 
were locked in a courthouse 
safe.

Six men were there, as 
were six young women who had 
worked in the presidential cam­
paign of the late Robert F. Ken­
nedy.

Among the other paints Boyle 
cited:

‘̂Kbpechne roomjed with Es­
ther Newburgh, the latter hav­
ing in her posaession the key to 
their room.

"Kc^iechne told no one, other 
than Kennedy, that she was 
leaving for Katama Shores and 
did not ask Newburgh for the 
room key.

"Kbpechne left her pocket- 
book at the cottage when she 
drove off with Kennedy.

"It was known that the ferry 
ceased t^raUon about mid­
night end special arrangements 
must be made for a later trip.

The Judge’s summary cf testl- 
mony on the accident itself: 

"Between 11:16 end 11:80 
p.m. Kennedy told Crimmins 
(but no other person) that he 
wsui tired, wanted to return to 
Shiretawn to bed, that Kopechne 
did not feel well (seme conflict 
here—see pages 32 and 344 and 
he was taking her back to Kata­
ma Shores, requested (md ob­
tained the keys to the Olds mo­
bile, and both he and Kbpechne 
departed."

Page 32 of the transcript re­
cords this exchange between 
Kennedy and Dinis:

Dinis: In your converaatlon 
with MUs Kopechne prior to 
your leaving at 11:10, did rite in­
dicate to you any necessity for 
returning to Martha’s Vineyard 
or to Eidgartown?

Kennedy: Prior to that' con- 
versahoo, no.

I ^ e  8i4 includes Crimmins’ 
account of his ccnversatlcn with 
Kannedy, "He told me he was 
going to take Mias Kopechne 
back, that she wasn’t feeling 
weU . . .  Abe waa bothered by 
the sun on the beach that day."

‘Three of the five girls who re- 
maUned at the cottage testified 
Miss Koporiine had not men- 
tionsd feeling ill to them.

The Judge reported; “Kenne­
dy euted he drove deem CbM>- 
paguhSdtok Road toward the fer­
ry, that when he ■ reached the 
JuneMott of Dike Roevd, inataad

of bearing M t on the curve to 
continue on Chappaquiddlck 
Road, he mlatakenly ttuned 
right onto Dike Road, realised 
at some point he was on a dirt 
road, but thought nothing of it, 
waa proceeding at about 20 
mHea per hour when suddenly 
Dike Bridge waa upon Mm. He 
braked, but the oar went off the 
bridge Into Poucha Fond and 
landed on Its roof."

Kennedy testified that after 
the plunge he recalled Miss Ko­
pechne struggling, kicking "and 
I, at thla time, opened my eyes 
and realised I was upside down, 
that water was crashing in on 
me, that It v/aa pitch black . . .

"I realised that Mary Jo and I 
had to get out of the car."

He said he remembered push­
ing at the door, groping for the 
window.

"And I remember the last 
sensation of being completely 
out ot air and briiallng what 
must have been a half a hmg 
full of water and assuming thed 
I was going to drown and _ the 
full reahsatlan that no one was 
going to be looking for us that 
night tmtu the next moming^^and 
that I wasn’t going to get cut cf 
that car aMve aitd ihoi some­
how I can remember coming up 
to the last energy of Just purii- 
Ing, pressing and coming up to 
the surface.”

"I have no Idea in the world 
how I got out of that oar,”  Ken­
nedy said.

Kennedy said the tide swept 
him SO to 40 feet from the car..

"WeU, I knew there was a girl 
in (hat car and I had to get her 
out.

He said he dove seven or eight 
times, until he was exhausted, 
then crawled and stavgered to 
the bank of the pond. After 10 or 
20 minutes, Kennedy said, he 
started down the road, “walk­
ing, trotting. Jogging, stumUing 
as fast as I possibly coidd."

Back at toe cottage, Kennei^ 
found Raymond 8 . Ls. Rosa out­
side and asked for his cousin, 
Joseph F. Oargan, and Paul F. 
Markham, a friend and farmer 
U.S. attorney, who were in toe 
cottage.

He got into a second car 
parked there, and Gargan and 
Maiidiam Jotoed him. “ I said 
toere has been a terrible acci­
dent, we have got to go, end we 
took off down toe road . . .’ ’

’They drove back to toe 
bridge, Oargan and Markham 
strii^ped and began diving to toe 
submerged car. Kennedy said 
they tried for 46 minutes to find 
kOsB Keperime. ’They failed, 
took Kennedy to the ferry cross­
ing, urging him to report the ac­
cident to ix>Uce, then returned 
to toe cottage.

Keniedy faced extensive in­
quest questioning about the de­
lay In the accident report.

The 
name came from two Indian 
words —"potu” meaning “fire" 
or "heat” : "U nk" tranalated 
could be "standing tree” or 
"place of.”

The Podunka established 
themaeives on a southern ex­
posure of a  range of low hills, 
beside a  stream, protected on 
the north and surrounded by 
thick evergreens. Their name, 
toen, came from their aurround- 
Inge or the place where they 
built their fires.

While the Podunks were a  
warlike people, they were more 
tHan happy to have the protec­
tion of the white man because 
their enemies, the Peijuote, out­
numbered them. A small 
number of Podunka lived in 
Kaat Hartford, on toe Hocloa- 
num River, aa late as  1745, but 
toe tribe had entirely disap­
peared by 1780.

Fhom the eaiUest days to tte  
present, the Bunihams had bMn 
tarmere. Donald Is a  truck 
gardener growing some 280 
ikcres of vegetables.

"We regard this as a  serious 
development and potentlelly 
dangerous," State Department 
Press Officer Robert J .  Mc- 
Gloskey added.

In addition, a  spokesman said, 
the United States plans to ask 
the Soviet Union what its inten­
tions are In permitting such fus- 
tions.

The Russian-piloted a l r c r ^  
reportedly have, not ventured 
into Israeli tulrspace, sources 
said, but stayed within ESgyptian 
boundaries.

Nixon pledged to keep a  dose 
watch on the Middle Blast bal­
ance of power in making his re­
cent decision not to grant addi­
tional aliplanes to Israel.
