That intellectual comer of the Western
mind .which occasionally reminds itself
that philosophical thought and gun-

powder both first exploded in China nev-
er really succeeds in educating Western
instinct and expectation.

We are surprised, therefore, at every-
thing China manages to do in the way of
modern technology.

We have had an equal amount of
trouble accommodating our thinking to
some of the things the Russiana have
been able to accomplish in recent years,
We sought, first, the explanation that
the Russigns were imitating ue, or spy-
ing out our secrets. We had to admit,
sooner or later, that the Russians had
the capacity to be first, on their own, as
in space.

Our capacity to be continuslly surpris-
ed at the appearance of anything sci-
entifically or technologically impressive
from ‘elther Russia or China is founded
on something more than our tendency to
consider both nations historically back-
wurd and culturally Inferior, in com-
parisan to ourselves,

We have always, to some extent, sold
ourselves on the theory that the creed of
Communism, being false and evil, will
somehow inevitably cast a barren curse
on its own sciences.

Obvioualy, we have been wrong in try-
ing to upply such theories to Russian
and Chinese capabilities, and we have
Russian space exploits and now a
Chinese satellite in orbit to prove it.

If we can bring ourselves to acknow-
ledge the error of our own instinctive
expectations with regard to Russian and
Chinese technological capacity, we
might try projecting u‘llme of our sec-
ond thought wisdom into our expectation
of what these two Communist countries
muy try to do with the technological
achievements that are thelrs,

Once agaln, our own routine reaction
ls grooved. They are the world's wick-
ed ones, the power-mad barbarians, the
coaseless aggressors, the perpetual plot-
ters. If they ever see a chance to do 50,
they will let us have It, right where It
will destroy us. So we must expect and
prepare for the worst.

That may not'be a bad rule {dr any:
body, in any situation. Still, just as In
their sclentific and technological
capacities they may be more Hke us
than we think, s0 in diplomacy, power
politics, rnd prospective use of military
‘power we may be more ke each other
than we, for our part, -would like to
concede. ' ) ' .

Beginning with the fact that each side
of the cold war accuses the other of
having beu}‘ the first to start it, there
has been much more similarity than
contrast In the conduct of the great
powers of East and West in the past
quarter century. Both sides have, In the
name of their own securify, plotted and
pressured and maneuvered for the pow-
er politics vanla'ga. point over the other,
and they have sought this not only in
thelr adventurous use of their own mili-
tary force on the territory of other na-
tons, but In thelr recurrent disarma-
ment negotlations  with one another.
There 1s, of.courne, a wild chance that
Communist China will seek especially
rash Idw from its own progreas
in military and space technology. But
the more lkely thing to expect iy that
China will seek tmm ita technology es-
sentinlly the same things we seok from
ours,

To be realistic, we should fear what
We ourselves may do with the weaponry
of e nuclearspace age &s mich as we
fear what anybody else may do with it.

| That Mysterious Lunar Dust

By Dr. LM, Levitt, Director
The Fels Planotarium
of The Franklin Institute
As a consequence of the Apol-
lo 11 and 12 lunar landings,
there dre now more, not less,
unanswered gquestions concem-
ing the moon's surface. Since
Apollo 18 way unable to achieve
funar landing, these questions
remadn, '
As & case In point, there ia

the question of dust on the lunar .

surface. Why does the dust
heauvily coat some. areas while
other areas remaln completely
dust-free? .

The Apoallo 12 astronauts
photographed the Immediate
vicinity of the lunar rocks and
noted their orientation before
collecting them. The astronnuts
remarked that some of * the
rocks were seen lo have been
eroded, with rounded edges aa
though a rain, wind or fferce
dust cloud had worn down the
sharp edges. When the rocke
ware turmmed over, it was found
that the undersides had sharp
angular surfaces as though the
breaks were fresh and clesn,

If ercelon agents are preecent
on the moon, this difference in
‘the two sides 1Is understand-
able. Howover, it is generally
agreed Mat there ia very littie
eérosion on the moon. Dr, Rob-
ert Walker of Washington Uni-
versity in St, Louls has calcu-
lated that the weathering proc-
eas on the moon 18 so slow, that
it will wear away an exposed
rock to 4 depth of a millimeter

© (.04 of an Inch) in about a mil-

lion years.

This erosion, he believes, is
due to the impact of tiny me-
tearolds coming in from space.
While we can understand that
the surface rocks can be worn
away in millions of years to
swccount for the rounding of the
edges, how does one account for
the rounding of the giant rock
blocks In the floor of the crater
Copernicus? This ~ spectacular
dispiny of erosion must have
some other sort of causative
agent.

To pose
another ple, the astute Dr,
Thomas m of Comel| points
out that many of the rocks we
view have been blasted out of
the lunar surface by meteor im-
pact, With the resulting explo-
slon, rocks are projected to
great distances and should
create a (rench or furrow. as
they skid to a stop.

How does one account for the
mechanism which shifts lunar
dust around on the lunar sur-
face and which permits it to
cling to objects selectively?

The
only significant conclusion that
can be drawn Is that while
Apollo 11 and 12 answered some
questions, they also Indicated
some startling gaps in  our
sclentific assessment of the

Some sclentisls have propos-
ed that magnetism may play o
role in the behavior of lunar
surface material. Wé do know
from the Surveyor experiments
that some of the dust reacted to
magnets, Also, the dust brought
back from the lunar surface re-
acted to hand-held magnets, for
these could pick up sizable
amounts. From analyses it is
estimated that a dark magnetic
glass constitutes 20 to 26 per
cent of the soll in the samples,
Dr. Michael B, Duke of the
United States Geological Survey
in Washington indicates that the
glass - contains anbundant
metallic spheres which posses o
high nickel content. The
presence of the spheres  {fi-
dicates thelr formation as ‘a
consequence of high-tempera-
ture melting of the surface -as
in the case of a meteor impact.
