showing by delegates pledged to

Dodd is secking 42 of the ap-
proximately 60 convention seats
at stake in the primaries, while
the Rev. Joseph Duffey is seck-
Ing only 9 more than he already
has, while Donahue is looking
for & more.

Unieas the results are over-
whelnumly one way, the out-
come of the contests will provide
slender evidence for speculation
about what will happen at the

All four  contenders, Dodd,
Duffey, Donahue and State Sen.
Edward L. Marcus—have claim-
ed enough delegates (20 per cent
or 192) to force a primary fight
for the nomination.

And, whatever the results of
the primaries for delegates, none
is expected to throw in the
sponge. (Marcus has nothing to
gain or lose from the primaries),
Leas than 7 per cent of the state
convention votes are at stake.

However, there are aignificant

factors {nvolved. A
defeat for Donahue in his home
town would be a severe blow to
his prestige—especially since the

* party-endorsed elafe of 25 dele-

gates in Stamford includes 0
Duffey delegates, and the Dulfey
forces have bDeen allled with
Donahue against the Dodd chai-
lengers’ in that city. s

Simlilarly, a strong showing by
the Dodd forces, who are pre-
dominantly in the role of chal-
lengers would boost the
senator's bid for majority sup-
port at the convention. Dodd's
opponents have been generally
willing to concede that he is the
man to beat.

The town of Scuthington pro-
vides a clear confrontation be-
tween the Duffey and Dodd
forces with seven delegates at
stake. All seven endorsed by the
party orgenization ‘ars Dodd
backers; all seven challengers
are Duffey people.

The picture in some smaler
towns (s not entirely clear, with
some delegates not publicly com-
mitted.

In Ridgetield, for example,
five Dodd supporters are chal-
lenging a slate from which two
persons have resigned. Of the
three remaining, two are for
Duffey and one is for Dodd. If
the three party-endorsed dele-
gates triumph, they will choose
the persons to fill the two vacan-
cles.

State Labor Chiefs Ask
Special Asse.mbly Session

STRATFORD, Conn. (AP) —
A’ specinl session of the state
legislature was called for on
Monddy by the Staté Labor
Councll, "AFL-CIO, which sait it
wants a vole on ralsing unem-
ployment compensation benefits
and pay hikeg for state” ém-
ployes.

Council representatives met
with three state legislative lead-
ers to seek what they called
“emergency rellef” for state
employes and other workers.

State legisiators attending the
closed meeting ware State Sen.

ate Majority Leader Edward L.»

Marcus, Staté Minority Leader
Wallace Barmes and House Min-
ority Leader Stewart B, McKin-
ney. Scheduled also to attend
was House Speaker Willlam
Racthford, but he was absent for
business reasons,

The Council wants the legisia-
ture to take immediate steps to
cushion the effects of layoffs in
Connecticut industry and called
for an increase in unemploy-
ment compensation from 60 per
cent to 66 2-3 per cent of an
unemployed person’s ayverage
weekly earnings.

The council also wants the un-
employment maximum changed
from the present 60 per cent of
the state's average production
wage to 66 2-3 per cent,

The council® also maintained
that state employes need n sal-
ary Increase., They sald that
with cost-of-living Incresses and
salary adjustments in 1960, state
employes In the lowest pay
groups ended the year with a 7
per cent pay reduction com-
.pared with what their money
could buy the previous year..

Although the maximum is now
$76 a week, the average unem-
ployment compensgtion payment
in 1669 was only $53.60, the
Council said.

After the meeting, Marcus
sald: "I feel Connecticut iz on
the verge of a depression and

many areas of industry are now
in & severe recession.

"I have an open mind on call-
ing 4 special session. I have
dsked John J. Driscoll, president
of the Council, 16 submit a legal
memorandum and all unemploy-
ment statistics at his disposa.
I am reserving any judgment
until I get the report,” Marcus
said,

Only about six of every,ten stu-
dents aré policemen; the other
four are meostly _recent high
school graduates or returning
service velerans hoping to en-
ter the law enforcement field.

The reasons for the increase?

'“The word seems to be getiting
around that police education is a
coming thing,' says Connors.

Indeed, word seems to be
"'getting around’': As of April 1,
the college had received new
applications for next fall from
86 qualified people.

Ranking as an assistant pro-
fessor and department head,
Connors overseps the adminis-
tration of the law enforcement
curniculum and teaches two nd-
vanced courses.

In addition, beginning with
the current semester, he .-was
named to’ head thé college’s
new Public Service Carsers
Program, which will offer a
two-year assoclate degree dn
several different areas of mu-
nicipal povernment administra-
tion, and which will incorporate
the law enforcement program.

Viewing the spectacle yester-
day, Mrs. Ruth Staum, acting
executive director of the MRA,
sald that Meucci would not be
pald for his demolition work un-
til the debriz was removed.

Meeting at the =ite with Ben-
jamin Meuccl, head of B.
Meucceli & Sons, today was Di-
rector of Publlc Works Willlam
O'Neill who arranged with
Meuccl to have the debris used
elsewhere in the area as fill,

The debnis was first brought
to the attention of town officials
on April 21 by J. Grant Swank,
executive director of the Man-
chester Chamber of Commerce,
who contacted O'Neill and sent
a telegram to Meucel urging
him to regnove the ‘‘refuse.’

In his telegram to Meucel,
Swank asked him to verify
whether or not he did sctuailly
dump the debris "Into’ Union
Pond and sald, *“If such ia
factual, the Manchester Cham-
ber of Commerce strongly
recommends that your firm re-
moves such refuse forthrightly
or steps will be taken to pub-
Helze your deliberate polhition
of town waters and to bring
neceasary pressures to bear
upon your business so that such
action is forthcoming."

It appears that none of the
debris was actually dumped
“into"” Union Pond, but Meuccl
verified that his son did unload
concrete slabs and
material next to the pond, and
would take stepa to remove it.

“There was a misunderstand-
ing,"" Meucci said. "“"We're will-
ing to bear whatever blame s
put on us and do whatever we
can to remedy the situation.”

He said
he had told Meucci originally
that the town dump would ac-
cept concrete and other waste
material resuiting from the de-
molition.

NEW YORK (AP) — Here's a
suggestion for companies be-
sieged with consumer com-
plainta about poor "quality and
service: set up an employe

Not only might this devicé at-
ford you the brain power and
imagination of your workers—at
a low cost, incidentally—but
quite likely it could improve
worker morale by glving em-
ployes a pense of participation.

That is the formuls suggested
by the National Association of
Buggestion Systems, which now
numbers 1,400 member corpora-
tions compared with 1,100 in
1980 and one in 1895,

Most systems have come a
long way from the old sugges-
tion box, which as likely as not
became stuffed with ludicrous
and sometimes insulting propos-
als, Most systems today ware
highly structured, sophisticated
and profitable,

At International Businesa Ma-
chines last year, Robert Wood
and John O'Donnell, tool and die
makers at o Kingston, N.Y,,
plant, won a total of $64,776 for
just one suggestion.

They proposed and developed
a simplified jig that enabled
workers to more quickly and ef-
ficlentty thread with wire the
tiny magnetic memory cores for
computers.

year's net savings on labor and
materfals, was last year's
record 'high payment by any
NASS member. Workdwide, IBM
paid $3.7 million for suggestions
in 1669.

Marvin Mandel de-
clared a state of emergency and
a curfew was Iimposed. The
guard troops carried fixed bayo-
nets but no ammunition for
their weapons.

An estimated 2,000 to 3,000
students roamed the campus of
Syracuse University shortly be-
fore midnight, breaking win-
dows and setting up blockades
designed to prevent {faculty
members from coming on cam-
pus to hold classes today. Police
removed a firebomb before it
exploded from the campus book-
store.

National Guard (roops were
alerted {n Wisconsin after hun-
dreds of students at the Univer-
sity of Wisconsin in Madison set
fires and smashed windows. A
supermarket was destroyed by
flames as hundreds of student
spectators cheered.
