were hospitalized with stab
wounds after National Guards-
men with fixed bayonets ad-
vanced on 200 student peace
protesters, The confrontation
followed the arrest by police of
140 sit-in demonstrators who
had offered no resistance.

Violent confrontations also oc-
curred in Carbondale, Ill., be-.
tween police and students from
Bouthern Illinols Unlversity;
and in Buffalo, N.Y,, where 12
youths were wounded by bird-
ahot during a demonstration.

A student from the University
of Towa at Iowa City was sub-
dued by a chemlical agent when
he tried to wrench shotguns
from police officers durihg po-
lice-student scuffles. Two batta-
lons of the National Guard
were placed on standby alert.
Two students were arrested.

In New York City, about 70
persons were Iinjured when a
roving band of 1,000 construc-
tion workers, some wielding
clubs and crowbars, attacked
peace demonstrators in the vi
cinity of City Hall,

Cambridge, Mass,, police
chased some 500 rampaging
protestors through Harvard
Bquare after a peaceful antiwar
rally by 80,000 persons, The
rampaging youths broke win-
dows and blocked traffic,

The nationwide demonstra.
tions and disorders have contin.
ued for several days in protest
against the killing of four stu.
dents by National Guardsmen at
Kent State Unlversity and Pres-
jdent Nixon's declsion to send
American combat -troops (nto
Cambodla.

Nixon's statements with deri-

Tens of thousands of young
people listened to Nixon on a
television set at the Washington
Monument. They chanted ob-
scenities and sald, “‘It's always
the old who lead us to the wars,
it's always the young who fall,
but I ain't gonna march any-
fnore."” Then they smashed the
television set.

Some 2,000 to 3,000 students at

the University of Illinols
laughed, jeered and booed while
watching Nixon on .television.
Later, about 250 of theém put on
a show deplcting opposition to
U.8. forelgn policy for the 1,500
National! Guardsmen on their
campus,
“ I think he considered it all
on a very superficial level, He
did not even get to the root criti-
cism," sald George Wagner, ane
of 200 students at the University
of Wisconsin who hooted and
jeered during the talk.

The National _Students Asso-
clation in Washington listed 437
of the country’'s 1,600 colleges
and universities on strike or
closed in support of the protest.

All Natlonal Guard troops
were withdrawn Friday from
Kent State and President Rob-
ert I, White announced the
school would rematned closed at
least until the end of June.

Cambodia Move Goes

Faster Than Expected

AMlice Seind
,Ships Into
Cambodia

SAIGON (AP) — A force of 30
U.8. naval boats and 70 South
Vietnamese craft launched a
drive up the Mekong River to-
day in the tirst waterborne as-
sauit into Cambodia, allied
headquarters announced, Within
hours, six Bouth Vietnamese
gunboats suppressed enemy fire
more than half way up the riv-
er.

A dispatch from Cambodia
said that after cnemy sniper
fire was allenced, Hhelicopters
began unloading South Viet.
namese troops near the enemy-
held ferry crossing at Neak
Luong.

At the same time more than

10,000 American and South Viet. -

namese troops launched three
new drives Inslde Cambodla
against enemy bases. Hundreds
of American tanks, armored
personnel carriers, hellcopter
gunships and fighter-bombers
were committed to the new of-
fensives. The official announce-
ments came one on top of anoth-
er.

Military sources also an-
nounced the biggest success in
the campalgn to wreck eénemy
bases—a 300-ton stockplle of
munitions and food found by
U.8. troops in Cambodia 80
miles northwest of Saigon. It
was called the biggest cache
ever found in the war.

Dr. Heard Promises

To Help Nixon Hear

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) —
Dr. Alexander Heard, the Van-
derbilt University chancellor
picked by President Nixon to
advise him on student thinking,
says he will serve as campus
representative to the President,
not the President's spokesman
to the campus. .

“The President demonstrated
to me his willingness to listen,"
Heard sald. “T will do my best
to help him hear.”

Heard, 53, ix a nattilly dressed
5-100t-10 Georgin native who has
seen  considerable government
service, including duty on the
ataff of the U.8. Embassy i{n Ec-
uador in 1941-43. He holds a doc-
torate from Columbia Universi-
ty, is a Democrat and the father
of four children,

Since assuming his post as
chancellor of Vanderblit seven
years ago, he has encouraged
dissent,’ faced off disgruntied
alumni over students’ rights to

hear such diverse speakers as
Stokely Carmichael and George
C. Wallace, and weathered one
Nashville campus storm.

"“The university's obligation s
not to protect students from
ideas but rather to expose them
to ldeas;"" he once sald, '‘and to
make them capable of handling
and, hopefully, having {deas.”

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The Budget

When the Board of Directors set the
budget Thursday night, they did so in
an almbaphere of near-unanimity — an
atmosphere forged over the past few
months which calls for economy with-
out stalemate.

Ideally everyone would like to hold
the tax Mne, and at the same time, pay
out of operating budgets for the im-
provements we need to make In our
municipal plant. Perhaps some day we
will find the resources to pursue this
course.

In the meanwhile the compromise of-
fected by the directors in the budget
for the coming year represents at least
a partial victory in the effort to keep
the taxes down and still not strangle
municipal services. In that respect, we
think, it accurately reflects the mood
of Meanchester now,

The budget calls for a tax Iincrease
of 1.85 mills, an increase which mouat
taxpayers, if they face the issue honest-
ly, can accept.

Those taxpayers will have to accept,
too, the amount of municipal service
the budget will buy, which as always,
will be something less than he thinks he
should get for his tax dollars.

The budget as recommended by the
manager, calling for a 51 mill tax rate,
would not have been justified.

The Republican majority on the board
iz to be congratulated for the good sense
and moderation, and the minority, for
that matter, deserve credit for not
selzing the opporiunity to make a grand
stand play In favor of some appealing
expenditures it could not have succeed-
ed in getting passed and thus not have
been held to account for.

Both resd the electorate correctly.

If there is any disappointing note in
. the budget action it is that inevitable one
which acknowledges the need to resort
to binding for certain Improvements,

The mayor:sald, "“We've done all we
could for our needs with available funds,
and we haven't caught up.”

We have, however, made some strides
away from the automatic policy of turn-
ing to borrowing every time some at-
tractive project presents itself. ‘

It is unlikely that the town will give
up trying to finance itself as much as
possible on a pay-as-you-go basis, Any
success in that direction is warth the
effort.

It there is a particularly encouraging

developmcn!._it iz in the restraint which
was shown by school interests in not
"““making a last ditch effort to get as high
as posaible an appropriation. Perhaps
that signals an era In which the town
can arrive at an adequate and appro-
priate school budgeét without the con-
frontations it has experienced In the
past, .

A development like that would be wel-
come and it would result, in the long
haul, with & more receptive attitude to-
ward the town's’ educational needs.

For those who may have overlooked
news reports of this saga, & brief sum-
mary: Dr. Arnold Hutschnecker recently
dispatched a 1600-word communication
to the President in which he recommend-
ed a massive paychological testing pro-
gram covering every child from 6.to 8
and designed to expose '‘delinquent char-
acter structure.' Those found gulity of
“viclent and homicidal tendencles
would thus be nabbed long befora they
became public menaces, They would be
Immediately placed under treatment;
those whose alleged symptoms of poten-
tial criminality persisted despite this
period of uplift would be interened In
camps where ‘‘group activities” would
be conducted by psychiatrists,

Thus, in & manner of speaking, Attor
ney General Mitchell's principles of pre.
ventive detention would be expanded to
heretofore unimagined levels, The plan
also neatly coincided with the judgment
desoribed as “‘the officlal view” In a
Timea dispatch over the weekend that
“extreme radicals’’ are beyond redemp-
tion because “we're dealing with the
criminal mind."” Presumably political
hell-raisers would be caught in childhood
along with other disturbances of the

peacs,

Perhaps all that explains why the
Hutschnecker idea seemed to evoke
warm Presidential reéaction and was re-
ferred to Mr, Finch with a nots saying,
“The President asks your opinion.as to
the advisability of setting up pilot proj-
ects embodying some of these approach-
”‘IQ

According to a subsequent Weshington
report, 'professional staff members In
HEW reacted ‘‘emphatically in the nega-
tive"” to the Hutschnecker prescription
but officials of the agency have not yet
submitted their comment. No doubt a
certain special tact and delicacy were
required in framing a reply because of
Dr. Hutschncker's former role as Mr.
Nixon's personal physician; that cam-
pagn-season disclosure by the late
Drew Pearson in 1088 produced comdlict-
ing claims as to whether Hutschnecker
was exploring Mr. Nixon's psyche or his
intestines.

In any case, when his most celebrated
ex-patient attained the Presidency, Dr.
Hutschnecker was understandably stir-
red by a desire to be helpful, After read-
ing the report of the National Commis-
glon on the Causes and Cure of Vio.ence,
with its emphasis on the need for dras-
tic action against crime-breeding slums
and ghettos, he was moved to outline
his own “‘direct, Immediate and effective
way" of tackling the problem by focusing
on the crimunal ming of the child."

Thiz must have seemed a tempting
proposition to simple minds; if we could
identify, reform or isolate troublemak-
ers before they reached age 8, might
not the American landscape be trans-
formed w.th & minimum of social
surgery — amnd expenditure? What a
burden would be lifted by the know!eq;e
that crime could be so deftly guaran-
tined. .

Fortunately, as Is so often the fate of
Washingtdn memorands, news of this
one leaked, and psychologista,- psychia-
trists, sociologists and others had a
chance o be heard. Among the dissent-
ers Dr. Edmond H. Valkart, chief execu-
tive of the American Sociologist Assn.,
offcred perhaps the wisest words:

“The notion that anyone knows what
‘the criminal mind' is In a 8-year-old 1s
absurd. Deviancy doesn't necessarily
mean crime or delinquency. It can also
mean some damn fresh new idees about
the worid., These tests can't distinguish.
I Michelangelo had been tested at age
6, they'd probably have killed him."
Others noted the Inherently dangerous
consequences of such labeling gameas,
including the self-fulfilling propheciea

18t could result from faully diagnosis,
{'In & morbid one can almost
hear the tones in which Mr, Nixon might
present the Hutschnecker program:

“I know hat what I am mbout to
propose will not be popular with
some of our citizens from the ages
of 6 through 8. But I must taeke
that risk for th nation's protection,
and I am sure that the great major-
ity of those in the age group affect-
ed will fee] a greater sense of secur-
ity once they have passed the test,
And the minority who fall—and I am
sure it will be a small minority—
will one day realize that what was
have done was best for them as wall
as for the country.

“I know some demagogues will
accuse me of prejudice against this
particular age group. Nothing could
be further from .the truth. Bome of
my clogsest friends are under 9, and
I trust they will remain my friends
regardless of whether they are pro-
nounced normal when thelr minds
are examined. But let me make one
thing perfectly clear: whatever op-
position I may face among 8-and 7-
and even B-year-olds, 1 will not be
intimidated. And I repeat this as-
surance: po healthy-minded, clean-
living, average boy—or girl—has
anything to fear from this pro-
gram. . . "

Reusable Space Shuttle

It is estimated that an Apollo
mission costs about $350 million
with $175 mllion representing
the cost of the jettisoned first
and second stages of the
Saturn 5 booster. This, as
some observers have Indicated,
is equivalent to two and a half
luxury ocean liners built for
but one trip. It becomes puatent-
ly obvious that while these
costs may be acceptable for a
spacific project, such as a lunar
landing or a space station, they
become intolerable for extend-
ed operations.

One answer to the eliminat-
ing of this cosatly waste is the
development of a reusable
booater in which both stages of
a two-stare orbital launcher wiil
"“fiy"" back to earth on a con-
ventional airport runway. Such
& reusable booster could be
used for 100 or more missions.
Only in this fashion could the
launch costs decrease to ac-
ceptable Iimits.

The costs of orbiting satel-
lites have dropped precipitous-
ly during the past decade.
When Project Vanguard was
launched in 1958, the cost was
approximately $1 mililon per
pound. The Saturn 5, which can
orbit 250,00 pounds, has reduced
the cost to about $500 per pound.
This is still too high and NASA
engineers fondly hope that with
reusable space shuttles the
costs wil drop to perhaps $50
per pound.

In doing some homework,
trying to pinpoint the problems
arising as & result of the re-
usable concept, T ran ncross a
most  enlightening article by
Wilfred H. Dukes of Bell Aero-
space Co. in the February issue
of Astronautics and 'Aercnau-
tice. I have consulted other

.engineers and have read sev.

erpl papers which define the
difficulties associated with this
concept. While these difficultes
appear of almost staggerng
proportions, they are not insur-
mountable.

To begin, ‘the stages must

have an airframe or structure.
This structure must repeatedly
survive the severe re-ontry en-
vironment and yet stay within
the prescribed. welght limits.
Some engincers feel that this
requirement will be  pesolved
only by unconventional struc-
tural concepts. Engineers point
out that some of thess struc.
tures are avallable today but
none have the background of
full-scale ground or flight tests,
Even after testing there re-
muin many challenging prob-
lems to solve before the final
selection of structure and ma-
terinls is made.

Preliminary work begun in
1988 showed it was possible to
maintain a surface temperature
of over 2,000 degrees F. by the
appropriate selection of vehlcle
configuration, ‘wing.  loading,

path, and so on, This tem-
perature, while high, les with.
in the capability of several me-
talllc materials such as nickel
and cobalt-base #uperalloys and
e nickel-chrome combination,
On the leading edges of the ve.
hicle and nose caps, whitre the
temperature was in excess of
2,000 defrees F., a refractory
metal such as columbium and
its alloys cound be used.

But the entire vehicle cannot
be constructed of these metals
for the interior must be kept
cool enough to preserve the
physical integrity of the astro-
nauts. Thus, the structures con-
templated are the conventional
aluminum and titanium alloys
protected by an external ther-
mal shield with an efficient in.
sulation between the high tem-
peratures and the {nterior.

Aergspace scientist Dukes in-
dicates the thermal heat load
generated on re-entry is high
and must be dissipated by radi-
ation from the vehicle surface.
The internal heal capacity Is
small which means the insu-
lating system miust be extra-
ordinarily efficient. This points
to low-density fibrous or pow-
der materials based on siliea,
alumina or zirconda. Unfor-
tunately, with repeuted heat
loads they deteriorate. This ma-
terial is also exposed to raim,
moisture and freezing temper-
atures which further degrade
its performance, Even sealing
the heat shields has proved ex-
tremely difficult since a flexi-
ble, elastic, oxidation-resistant,
high-temperature material is
not available.

The insulation packaging
arrangements must be realstant
to high temperatures and im-
pervious to water, yet be able
to accommedate the tempera-
ture changes through the insula-
tlon and the pressure changes
from sea level to the vacuum of
space without introducing ther-
mal leakage through the insula-
tion. This must all be done with
minimum weight.

There are problem areas at
access doors, landing  gear
doors, windows and other places
where the introduction of
mechanisms or gaps in the in-
sulation induce serious local
peaks in heat transmission. The
external heat shields introduce
difficulties such as the poasibil-

where gaps or overlups accom-
modate thermal expansion. An-
other problem is-the entry of
high-temperature boundary-lay-
er air beneath the heat shield
through  thermal

'Ip;cse problems can be solved,
Mr. Dukes indicates, by finding
an insulating material of high
mechanical strength to act as
the vehicle's external structure.
To date this material is unavall-
uble. If one contemplates a non-
mechanical cooling system, the
weights are found to be prohib-
itive, Some vehicle surfaces will
requiré refractory-coated metal
heat shields but the effeclive
life of this coating is unknown.
Engineers have also contem-
plated the use of hydrogen cool-
ing at the leuding edges but the
details of this problem are un-
resolved.

These are some of the critical
technical ‘problems that must
be solved In the bullding of the
reusable space shuttle. As in-
dicated earller, none are insur-
mountable, With an operational
reusable space shuttle, hope-
fully by 1977, this country wiil
enter a new era in the explor-
atioa of space.

The Post Office, so notified,
will then order the maller to re-
frain from sending any more
matentals. Moreover, the mailer
will be compelled to delete the
complainant's mame from his
mailing lists.

Originally the nright to have
one’s name deleted from mail-
ing lists was meant to protect
recipients from advertisements
for dex books, magaxines and
similar materials, It waa incor-
porated in a 1087 law,

In a Bupreme Court ruling
this week, however, the law
‘seems to have been extended to
cover any unsolicited mail, re-
gardless of content. Every {ndi-
vidual, Chlef Justice Burger
ruled, has a night to be left
alone,

Logical as this culing may
sound to many Amenfcans, it is
certain to be a source of {rrita-
tion to many companies for
years to come. Thousands of le-
gitimate firms are involved in
mall order advertising. And bil-
lions of dollars in goods are
moved by such ads,

They are remarkably effec-
tive, The message is
literally put into the hands of
t::d reciplent, unlike magasine

newspapers that can be
nored, or - television adveruu-.&
ments which can be turned off.

—Is the Post Office meant to
hahdle communications, nar-
rowly construed, or is it to be
the dutiful agent of primary
sales efforts?

The dssues involve many of
our most highly regarded corpo-
rations, They also involve fun-
damemtal rights of sender and
receiver. The arguments are
going to continue & long, long
time.
