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Six Die, 60 Injured
In Geoi rgia Race Riots

AUGUSTA, Oa. (AP) _  Ra­
cial violence idUch left six per­
sona dead, more than 90 Injured 
and widespread property dam­
age In this east Georgia city 
was brought under control today 
aa 1,0(X) National Guardsmen 
patrolled the streets.

The violence, which Included 
tlrebombings, sniper fire and 
window smashing, erupted late 
Monday after the death of a 

' teen-age Negro prisoner who po­
lice said was beaten by other 
Negro inmates.

Even as the outburst was 
brought under control, city offi­
cials and Negro leaders met to 
discuss the situation and try to 
restore calm.

Gov. Lester Maddox, who or­
dered Guardsmen andi state 
troopers Into the city, prepared 
to fly to Augusta this afternoon 
for a personal check on condi­

tions in the riot-torn area,
Maddox said about 1,000 

Guardsmen have been sent to 
the area and the sttuation ."is 
now under control.”  He added 
that culditional troops were sent 
in early today “ Just to make 
sure the aituaUon stays under 
control.”

Maddox said Guardsmen were 
under orders to cmitrol the situ­
ation. “ We’ve got the guns and 
the equipment. Hiose sniping at 
our Guardsmen—we're not go­
ing to ask them to stop it. If 
they continue that, they’d better 
be prepared to meet their 
maker.”

The governor sold he did not 
think the death of the youth 
caused the riot. He said he be­
lieves it was a planned thli^, “ a 
Communist conspiracy.”

At today’s meeting, members 
of the city’s black community

(rged that radam exists in 
the city and mentioned specifi­
cally that Jobs are needed for 
Negroes.

The Rev. C. S. Hamilton, pas­
tor of Tabernacle Baptist 
Church and a city councilman, 
said the meeting was "like a 
man trying to treat a broken leg 
by giving the paUent an aspi­
rin.”

Mayor Mlllanl Beckum told 
the group that Guardsmen and 
state police would be kept In the 
city "as long as necessary to 
keep the peace and protect the 
lives and property of this com­
munity, regardless of race, 
creed or’ color.”

Officials said after the meet­
ing that tjie midnight until 8 
a.m. curfew ordered eariler by 
Beckum would remain in effect.

Ihe dead were Identitied as 
Sammy McCullough, 20; Wil­

liam Wright, 18; Charles Mac- 
Murphy, 39; John Stokes, 19; 
J<dm Bennett, 28 and Mack Wil­
son, age unknown, all of Augus­
ta.

Local authorities declined to 
speculate on whether the six 
persons killed, aU Negro males, 
were hit by police or sniper Are.

However, the state adjutant 
general, MaJ. Gen. George J. 
Hearn, said today that four of 
the deaths were attributable to 
Augusta police.

“ We didn’t do any shooting,”  
Hearn said. “Bo for, we have 
not fired a shot.”

Hearn said all Guardsmen on 
the scene had been given riot 
training. "We’re not deaUng 
with high school kids, we’re 
dealing with rioters and loot­
ers.”

26 Believed Dead

Tornado Rips Texas
LUBBOCK, Tex. (AP) — A 

tornado so powerful it ripped 
great chunks of concrete from 
buildings has turned this city of 
170,000 Into a disaster area, with 
death estimates today ranging 
from 19 to 26.

State authorities counted 19 
bodies, while newspaper and ra­
dio surveys reached a total of 
26. Texas Safety Department of­
ficers said some dead may still 
be under debris.

Authorities said 300 or more 
suffered injuries In the Monday 
night disaster. Property dam­
age was unofficially calculated 
In the millions.

- "There is no doubt In any­
body’s mind around here,”  said 
a veteran newsman, "that It is 
one pf lOna-hlSeeet-and nuMt pro­

longed tornadoes ever to strike 
Texas." '

All persons except rescue 
workers were kept out of the 
downtown area. The National 
Guard called out 300 men. In­
cluding a medical unit. The 
state safety department sent 48 
units. The Red Cross dispatched 
six disaster teams with 10 mo­
bile vans.

Cars lay flattened to within 
two or three feet of the pave­
ment. A bus was slammed 
broadside into a building. The 
ground floor of the Lubbock Av­
alanche-Journal was awash 
from a cloudburst which came 
with the twtstor.

The width of the destruction 
was the greatest from any tor­
nado observers could remem­
ber.

The storm left a path of de­
struction eight miles long.

It was houra after the tornado 
struck—Just before 10 p.m. Mon­
day—before state and etty po­
lice could find time to begin 
searching the wreckage.

A state poUce spokesman said 
it seemed likely “ many more 
bodies”  would be found.

Damage centered in the down­
town area, where virtually all 
store fronts were blown out and 
a poUceman aedd, "Looting 
started before the wind died 
down.”  PoUce patroled the 
streets to curb further thefts.

At about 4:40 a.m., Lubbock 
poUce reported they were ex­
pecting the 2l-sto(y Great 
Plains building in the downtown 
area to flail "at any minute.’ ’

They oordwied off the area

and allowed no one except po­
Uce and tire unlta wMhln 100 
yards of the bulldbig.

Beverly WUHams, a house­
wife, said her first warning of 
the tornado came when "I 
heond a  tremendouk, whomp.”  
She and a neighbor piled mot- 
treeses on top of ttiemselveo and 
waited out the storm.

Mrs. WUUams said, "A  ne%h> 
bor woman kept yriUng ‘Ob, 
God, we’re going to die I’ and I 
Just tried to calm her down. I 
was scared^ but I never thought 
I was going to die."

After a brief luU, she said the 
wind began kicking up again. 
"TMs time we cUmbed into thy 
bathtub, but the second tfans 
never came.”

But 286 Boycotts Continue

Striking students went back to 

clasarooms at many unlverslttes 
■today but strike action, marches 
and sit-ins continued at other 
colleges to express student dis­
approval of war in Indochina.

‘The student strike information 
center at Brandeis University In 
Waltiiam, Mass., reported that 
266 schools were on strike indef­
initely.

But 129 colleges and universi­
ties in 43 states officially re­
opened Monday, some with vlr- 
tuaUy empty classrooms.

Classes resumed at the Uni- 
versWy of South Carolina in Co­
lumbia under a heavy guard of 
state troopers and National 
Guardsmen ctiter a rampage 
Monday night during which stu­
dents swarmed into cm adminis­
tration buUding, smashed furni­
ture, overturned desks cmd tore 
up records.

Tear gas and nightsticks were 
- used to clear the campus of 

thousands of rock-throwing stu­
dents.

Several hundred University of 
Maryland students blocked U.8. 
Highivay No. 1 where it crosses 
the campus tor a time Mcmday 
night—the fourth such .^blockade 
since President Nixon an­
nounced the sending of troope 
into Ountxxla.

M  Albany, N.Y., more'.fHan 
1,000 state University students 
descended on the federal build­
ing and adjacent main Post Of­
fice this morning, standing six 
deep at oil entrances, sBent and 
with arms folded over riiests.

Senator Says 
Officer Led 
Kent Killing
WASHINGTON (AP) With 

the wave of an arm, an Ohio 
National Guard lieutenant gave 
the order to fire that resulted in 
the deaths of four Kent State 
University students last week, 
Sen. Stephen M. Young, D-OhiOv 
said Monday.

Young declined to Identify the 
Ilgptenant, but said he should be 
charged with second degree 
murder.

"The lieutenant in charge of 
that platoon held his arm aloft 
and pulled It down and immedi­
ately a volley was fired from 
the guardsmen," Young told the 
Senate.

“ The officer who ordered the 
guardsmen to fire point blank 
Into the students was guilty of 
murder in the second degrro," 
he added.

Young said he received his in­
formation during interviews 
with Kent State students. He

Israeli Jets Attack 
Southern Lebanon

TEL AVTV (AP) — IsraeU ar­
mor and warplanes lunged into 
southern Lebanon to attack 
Arab guerrilla bases today and 
Bytia and Iraq announced they 
1 ^  Joined the battle to help the 
Lebanese.

Jordanian artillery opened up 
against the Israelis in the Jor­
dan River Valley about 11 hours 
after the Israelis laimched their 
attack into the Mt. Hermon area 
of Lebanon.

Syria announced its planes, 
tanks and artillery were in ac­
tion and Iraq claimed its heavy 
guns were pounding Israeli posi­
tions "along the entire front.”

Iraq has more than 26,000 
troops in Jordan and Syria but 
it was not .clear from Radio 
Baghdad’s announcement exact­
ly where they were in action.

Iraq’s president, Ahmed Has­
son el Bakr, announced he was 
putting all Iraqi units on the 
eastern front on the side of oth­
er Arab units "fighting to de­
fend Lebanon’s Arabism and 
freedom" said Baghdad radio.

Official Lebanese accounts 
said savage tank and artillery 
battles still ' were raging 11 
hours after the first Israeli 
troops crossed. , the frontier in 
two columns.

'The Israelis said their Jets in­
tercepted three Syrian MIQ17s 
headed tor the battle zone and 
shot UiCm down.

BRIDGE E X I^ R T S  L q r  IS 
NOT A H APPY ONE

The life of a bridge expert Is 
full of pleasant surprises. You 
sit dowm to eat lunch In a res­
taurant, and two friends do you 
the favor of sliting down with 
you, one on each side. They tell 
you about a bridge hand, each 
filling one ear with complaints 
about the other. And you have 
the pleasure of deciding which 
of them Is right.

North dealer.
Both sides vulnerable.
Opening lead —Four of Clubs.
West opened the four of clubs, 

and Blast won with the king. He 
returned the deuce of clubs to 
the ace, and West shifted to the 
deuce of spades. South wron with 
the ten of spades and led the 
ten of diamonds for a finesse, 
losing to the queen.

Etast could take the ace of 
hearts, but South had to lose a 
heart trick at the ehd.

See how good you are at de­
livering judgment. Whichever 
way you decide you’re sure to 
make one enemy, but that’s 
part of the fun of being a bridge 
ejcpert. Which defender was re­
sponsible for letting South make 
his contract?

Placing Blame
It ’s true that West could have 

defeated the contract by lead- 
£hg a heart, either at the first 
trick or after taking the ace of 
clubs, but there was no way for 
him to know that East had 
strong hearts and weak spades 
instead of the reverse.

East was in a' position to di­
rect the defense. There was no 
need for Blast to return a club ‘ 
at the second trick. Even If 
West had started with A-J-9 at 
the head of his clubs. East was 
sure to regain the lead 'wiifih the 
queen of diamonds and could 
therefore wait to lead the deuce 
of clubs at that'time.

East’s first duty was to show 
his strength. At the second trick 
East should return either the 
nine of spades (an obvious top 
of nothing) or the three of 
hearts (a lead from strength).

Board of Education Refuses 
To Cut $400,000from Budget

By BARBARA RICHMOND 
(Herald Reporter)

.The Board of Elducatlon says 
Ircannot take a  $400,000 cut in 
its proposed budget without im­
pairing the educational program. 
Board members plan to stand 
firm on this decision when they 
meet the Board of Represienta- 
tives Thursday night apd pre­
sent figures showing a $244,689 
cut.

f- The representatives two 
weeks ago requested the $400,- 
000 cut from the original $6.4 
million education request. The 
education board was asked to 
come back with some figures. 
The two groups will meet Thurs­
day night.
“Last night Dr. Raymond 

Ramsdell, superintendent of 
schools, told the Board of Edu­
cation that he had studied the 
budget for several days and re­
viewed it with members of his 
administrative staff and finally 
decided*- that ' a $400,000 cut 
would seriously impair the edu­
cational program.

Two plans were submitted to 
,the board last night. The first 
outlined arm s totaling a $189,- 
828 cut. This amount was pi-, 
ready given to the Board of 
Representatives as a possible 
cut and was included as part of 
the suggested $400,000 figure.

Ifi addition to that amount. 
Dr. Ramsdell strongly recom­
mended that the board adopt 
what he called exhibit B, which 
would allow for a further cut of 
$64,881. At the same time he 
urged the board to take a firm 
•tand when it meets with the 
representatives and to state that 
this Is the amount the budget 
can be cut and still not serious­
ly affect the programs.

Cautioning the board that it 
would have to tighten lU belt 
on the program, as proposed 
tjdth the cut,'Dr. Ramsdell said 
he had prepared a third pro­
posal MdUch totals $260,000 and 
when added to the others would 
be $440,646.

Dr. Ramsdell told the board 
that the third proposal would 
m^ke it necessary to delete 
»n«ny programs, both educa- 
tlnal and non-educatlonal.

Me said, “It is our collective 
professional educational Judg­
ment that the deletion of these 
items from the total school pro­
gram would seriously Impair 
the quality of the education now 
being offem i in Vernon.''

Or. RamsdeU further sUted. 
“I do not believe the citizens of 
Vernon would tolerate an edu­

cational program lower in cal­
iber than that which the Board 
of Education is now providing.”

‘T see no way in which we 
can comply with the directive of 
the Board of Representatives 
without seriously handicapping 
the future of our boys and 
girls,” the Superintendent said.

Board member Albert Smith 
expressed “tremendous disap­
pointment” In the Board of 
Representatives with the request 
for the $400,000 cut. He noted 
that the system has grown from 
a small to-wn to the 26th larg­
est in the lEist five years. He 
said, in effect, that the system 
■would be regressing and added 
that he could not believe that 
the Board of Representatives 
gave the education budget ad­
equate study.

Another board member, .Mau­
rice Miller, reminding the board 
that it represents the citizens, 
said he had not met anyone who 
did not want to educate their 
children but, ‘l  also haven't met 
anyone satisfied with the sys­
tem as a whole.”

Miller pointed out that the 
education budget is still going 
to be $660,000 higher than the 
current one, "We also have to 
represent the taxpayers,” he 
said.

But Atty. Robert Dubeau said, 
-I beg to differ. It is not our 
function to have anything to do 
with the mill rate . . .our direc­
tive is to provide what we be­
lieve to be an adequate educa­
tion for the children of this 
town.” He questioned if 
$400,000 was a magic number 
and how the Board of Repre­
sentatives atTlyed at it blit no 
one was able to explain.

Dr. Ramsdell, isaying he was 
disturt>ed that the people at a 
recent public hearing were told 
that the education budget would 
be responsible for an 11-miU in­
crease, presented figures to 
show the increase would be

By quoting extensively from a British 

television commentator, Robin Day o> 
the London Ehicounter, Mr, C, I., Suls- 
beiger o f the New York Times manages 
to get quite a column of his own on. 
the ditferenoe televislnn may be mak­
ing in the af&lrs of its time,

Sulsberger, for Insianoe, quotes |I>ay 
as wondering “ whether In future a 
democracy widch has unoeneored tele­
vision In ervery home will ever be able 
to fight a war, howevdb Just, However 
gtxid the cause—self-defense, resUtihg 
aggression, or even f ^ t i ^  under ttie 
United Nations flag-^4he brutal details 
of military action may be there on the 
television screen to shock and to hor­
rify, sapping perhaps the will of the na­
tion to resist the forces of evil or even 
safeguard its own freedom.’ ’

Just when we were about to call for 
pacifist cheers for such a possibility, 
Sulsberger put in his own comment,

"As far OB Vietnam is concerned,’ ’ 
wrote Sulzberger, “ an Initial mistake by 
WaMilngtmti. was to pretend from the 
start that it wasn't war and therefore 
to place itself In the position of never 
managing to estebUsh the kind of mlU- 
tary censorship which the American 
press had accepted in other conflicts 
for reasons of militeiry security.”

The formula we would suggest, of 
course, would be to see to it that both 
Bides in any future war had to look at 
it on television..

Going back to Sulzberger quoting Day, 
he finds the British columnist holding 
the oi^ndon that television has helped 
accelerate the Negro revolution In 
America, but also to stir up backlash 

I against it. And he cites Day's opinion 
^hat the way televlaion was able to get 
so much coverage and make so much 
of the Czechoslovakian surge toward lib­
eralism In the summer of 1068 probably 
“ helped create a situation which led In 
turn to a major act. of International 
policy, Uto Russian Invasion.”  I f  the 
Czechs themselves could have kept 
quietey about what they were doing, and 
so much dramatic picturisafion of them 
enjoying the intoxications of freedom 
had not gone out into the world, they 
might, Columnist Day suggests, have got 
away with it.

We thought this, too, at the time.

But there is only one moral and one 
-remedy Involved, and It Isn’t cenoor- 

shlp, or repealing the invention o f the 
tube.' It it, on the oner hand, getting 
used to seeing the world with the Im­
mediacy televislan can give It and, on 
the other hand, bopbag that television 
matures Into a greater bomciousneaB of 
its own powers without sacrificing any 
of Its unique advantages.

Rcuther
Walter P. Reuther gave the labor 

movement a mature dimension, offertngy 
a kind of - community leadership that 
went beyond the ‘ quest for the doUar. 
Whether his death results In a tendency 

to retreat to narrow goals depends on 
hto successor.

HU Influence, developed and wielded 
In a lifetime of union activity, was great 
and wUl continue to be felt.

Hs ideas were not often readily ac­
cepted by industry, of course, and for 
that matter they were sometlihes equal­
ly difficult for him to M il to Ubor, but 
hU dedication and seal were admired 
by both.

Henry Ford II  said on hearing of his 
death; “ his seiue of social concern, his 
selflessness and his eloquence all mark­
ed him as a central figure In the devel­
opment of modem industrial history.”  
Reuther pioneered in bargaining and In 
social reform and never seemed to tire 
of pioneering. The nation will feel the 
loss of his energy and dedication.

Yield. Science Its Chance?
“ What we are seeiiig today, in the an- 

qulsh over environmental feedback and 
the piling of crisU upon crisis, U iu>t a 
forecast of doom.

“ It Ifl the Urth pongs of a new world— 
the period of struggle in which we are 
making the transition from man to man­
kind.

“ This organic mankind must leam to 
exist as an Integral and contributing 
part of the earth that up to now support­
ed It unquestloningly. ThU can only be 
aohleytd hy the formulation and appli­
cation of â  whole new sdantlflc outlook 
and a new ecological - technological re­
lationship.”

That-was Dr. Glam T. Seaborg, chair­
man of the Atomic Energy Commission, 
taking the positive point of view about 
the position In wddeh man now finds him­
self as a result of some of hU aclentlfie 
progress to date.

The science that has brought him this 
far will have to face the crisis and help 
man to his survival past it, said Dr. Sea- 
boig.

Still, for the winning o f the crucial bat­
tle ahead, Dr. Seaborg asks the transi­
tion o f man toward mankind. This may, 
as he says, be the latest lesson taught by 
and the latest neoeoatty dictated by 
science, but it may seem to many of us 
something that ph llosp i^  proclaimed a 
necessary goal long before science be­
gan cornering man with his own techno, 
logical progress.

Nevertheless, since philosophy and re­
ligion have had thousands of years to ac­
complish their mCaaion among us, and so 
far failed, a fair and open mind requires 
that wo give sdence at least a few dec- 

.ades of a chance to try to teach us that 
all men are one, and therefore brothers.

Simply Incredible
Students at Yale University have been 

striking in “ support”  of Bobby Seale and 
other Black Panthers on trial In New 
Haven for kidnapping and murder.

As the strike gathered steam last 
week, bail hearings preceding the trial 
afforded the first public glimpse of the 
chief prosecution witness, George Sams 
Jr., who has already mtered a plea of 
guilty to second-degree murder in the 
case. He testified he was present during 
these; episodes: Panther member -Alex 
Rackley was accused of being a police 
Informer. Mr. Seale, chairman of the 
Black Panther Party, visited a New 
Haven apartment where Mr. Rackley 
was tied spread-eagled on a bed. 
Apropos of the Panther slogan J'off the 
pigs,”  that Is, “ kiU the police,”  there- 
followed an exchange:

Seale: “ Are you the pig?”

Rackley: “ No, sir, chairman, 1 am
not the pig.”

Seale: “ What you do with a pig?

A  pig is A  pig. Off the (obscenity).”
Whereupon, according to the testi­

mony, three of the defendants took Mr. 
Rackley to a river in Mlddlefleld, Ooim., 
and shot him. “ We were told not to 
come back unless he was dead,”  the 
witness testified. A  Second Panther 
named as a giinman has also entered a 
plea of guilty to second-edegree murder 
and is expected to testify later.

Now, none of this necessarily meane 
Mr. Seale and the others guilty. 
They are entitled to the BBune Initial 
presumption of it^iocence as other de­
fendants fadng other charges, and they 
have skillful attorneys to rebut the 
accusations. The whole purpose of the 
trial Is to determine whether such testi­
mony is true.

What Uw strikers at Yale are contend­
ing, thojilgh, is that there should hot be 
a trial at all. In the face of such, de­
tailed eye-witness testimony, Mr. Se^le 
and others should simply be tu m ^  
loose. As Yale Chaplain William Sloane 
Coffin put it in inciting the^ strikers, 
“ Tell the nation some of us feel this 
whole trial was a dreadful mistake.’ ’

Even the simply IncredlUe, we sup- 
pooe, should no longer be shocking when 
It comes to what a good many people 
will believe about the Panthers. They 
were wUUng to believe there was 'S 
national cotisplraoy of “ genodde” 
against the Panthers because of charges 
that 38 o f them have been killed by 
police; though when asked to naune 
names, Panther attorney caiarles Oarry 
came up with Mily 12 even he assert^ 
were kflled by police, and in most 
these eases he did not deny the Panthers 
were themselves armed and firing. In 
another Panther case in New York, 
peoj^e were willing to believe boil *of 
$S0,0(W to $100,000 per defendant ,>was 
outrageously high; though when one of 
the original defendants posted bail of 
$30,000 be promptly Jumped It.

Still the notion that the Ctovernment 
Is somatiow guilty of poUUcal persecu- 
tloQ when It brings to trlM kidfiapplng 
and murder diarges backed by e y ^ t -  
ness testimony is something else. The 
question is how far tbsy will have to go 
before the Yale studenU, Rev. Coffin 
and the rest of the Panther apedogisU 
forfeit aU claim to the attention of any 
■srious-mlBded man. — W ALL BIIUBBT

Fearful that the Nixon doc­
trine really signals the with­
drawal of -the U.S. from Asia, 
Thailand sees an Intractable 
and imperialistic Ckimimunlst 
China filling the vacuum left in 
this pari; of the world by the de­
parting Americans. Who, then, 
Is left to counter the (Chinese 
but their Oommuniat rivals, the 
Soviet Union? That’s wh(y Bang­
kok In recent months has quietly 
been warming its formerly cool 
rehubiions with Moscow. ’Ihe 
Thais, who pride themselves on 
centuries of independence, were - 
simply acting the role of the 
pragToartiata of Southeast Asia.

’Thte developmeht (described 
as “an adjustment of poilcy” ) 
was made clear to In a  can­
did Interview w;ith Dr. ’Thanat 
Khoman, ’Theiiland’s shrewd and 
urbane minister of foreign af­
fairs, prior to the U.S. move Into 
Cambodia. At that time, ’Thanat 
was deeply troubled by events 
In Washington. “ Everybody 
known there Is a  neoisoletlonlflt 
wave'ln  the United States,”  he 
tdd  UB, “and now it seems the 
wave is In the majority.’ ’

Mr. Nixon’s Cambodian 
offensive last week recognizing 
this menace makes for calmer 
nerves and more confidence In 
Bangkok.

He said Cambodian army 
troops, with the help of Viet­
namese bombers, recaptured 
Takeo, a provincial capital 80 
miles south of Phnom Penh 
from the enemy Monday.

Ky said his country’s forces 
may stay In Cambodia for an 
extended period of time, even 
“ if the Americans decide to 
withdraw logistical 8upqx>rt for 
our troops.”

President Nixon said lost 
Week all American troops, in­
cluding advisers, will be out of 
Cambodia by the end of June.

Ky said the aim of the block­
ade is to intercept supply boats 
attempting to land war mate­
rials In Cambodia for North 
Vietnamese and Viet Cong 
forces fighting both bi Cambo­
dia and South Vietnam.

Only two carriers have been 
operaUng in the Gulf of Tonkin 
since the bombing of North Viet­
nam was halted Nov. 1, 1968.

The addition of the third car­
rier Increases the number of 7th 
Fleet warplanes available from 
roughly 180 to more than 200.

Informed sources said North 
Vietnamese . and Viet Cong 
forces are setting up new bases 
deeper in Carnbodia following 
the allied offensive that has 
killed more than 8,000 of the en­
emy and taken huge war stock­
piles. But they warned of possi­
ble counterattacks.

“ They are floating away In 
their old guerrilla style,’ ’, said 
one field general. “ Some of 
them may still be there, but just 
evading us.”

About 16,000 U.S. troops and 
20,0(X) South Vietnamese met lit­
tle resistance today as the allied 
offensive rounded out" its second 
week.

Allied headquarters said 88 
U.S. and 340 South Vietnamese 
troops have been killed and 319 
Americans and 1,818 South Viet­
namese wounded in the action.

The latest U.S. intelligence es­
timate of the enemy’s intentions 
says;

“ Most of their efforts will 
probably be devoted to evacuat­
ing rear bases and establishing 
new ones deeper in Cam.bbdia. 
We would not be surprised, how­
ever, to see some pockets of re­
sistance develop or to see coun­
terattacks and screening ac­
tions.”

Despite President N'ixon’s 
statement last week ttiat some 
American forces would begin 
pulling out of Cambodia the 
middle of this week, sources 
said U.S. troops so for had gone 
through only a quarter of tfie 
suspected enemy base sanctuar­
ies.

“ No more than 26 per cent of 
the areas have been touched 
upon," said one Source.

“ We are trying to keep track 
where the areas have been pa­
trolled so no big section is left 
imexplored,”  the source added.

Nixon,told a Washington news 
conference last week that all 
American troops and advisers, 
will be out of Cambodia by the 
end of June.

David Loynd of Bolton, a 19- 
year-oldi freshman at Kent State 
University, said yesterday that 
Kent State used to be that 
"largest unknown university in 
the country.’.’ It Isn’t anymore, 
and along with thp change has 
come a change in Loynd.

Loynd, who is 19 and was in 
Manchester yesterday, said he 
had always disagreed with those 
who wanted to tear down the 
system. He himself, he said, 
hod no political leanings, but 
the killing of four fellow stu­
dents by the Ohio National 
Guard last week changed some 
of his feelings.

Now he feels that “ maybe 
there is something in the syo- 
tem that needs change. Maylbe 
it is a sick society.”

Loynd’s parents, Mr. and 
Mrs. Harry Loynd, moved last 
year from Bolton to Puerto R i­
co. His father was a researdi 
lab engineer at Yale Universi­
ty. But Loynd came to Man­
chester last week to visit friends 
and has stayed at the home of 
Mr. and Mrs. Clharles Clark 
of 44 Somerset St. Clark Is a 
retired Army lieutenant colonel 
and served os an adviser to the 
Connecticut National Guard.

Loynd, 'who graduated last 
year from Bolton High School, 
went over to .the school late l«st 
week to talk to Josef^ Shana­
han, a history teacher, about 
the killings. Shanah^'s In­
vitation, Loynd talked to a few 
classes.

Loynd said yesterday he was 
not a participant in any of the 
recent demonstrations at Kent 
but watched them. He was 
watching last week as the 
Guard confronted the-students.

“The troops started moving 
across the <3ommpns, through 
the crowd and up the hUl,”  
Loynd recalls. “ The crowd did­
n’t move. It Just aprt of opened 
up to let them through and then 
closed behind them. The Guard 
surrounded Itself really. They 
turned several times to try and 
scare the crowd. They finally 
turned and shot.”

Loynd said the weekend that 
led to the shooting started with 
a bar room brawl between the

the streets. After more fighting 
and breaking of windows about 
70 marshals arrived to break up 
t̂he crowd.

"It is quite understandable

"I predict," said Potter,

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'WeVe Cot Too Much Sympathy 
In This Country for the Loser

By MURRAY OLDERMAN
W.\SHIXGT()N, D.C.— (N E A )—Say hello to Vincent Thomas Lombardi, concerned parent 

and concerned citizen. He holds a law degree from Fordham and has taught chemistry, Latin 
and physics at the high school level.

He is al.so Vince Lombardi, legendan,' coach of the Washington Redskins and the world 
champion Green Bay Packers before them—a shirt-sleeve leader of young men. He is stern, 
moral, emotional and idealistic. And he doesn’t like what he sees around him.

Lombardi, coach and citizen, 56 years old, is worried 
about the ethics of American youth. In an exclusive inter­
view for Newspaper Enterprise Association, he revealed 
his feelings.

This is what Vince Lombardi thinks of unrest among the 
young:

"We need a control or restraint, a bridle. It don’t mean 
it has to be harsh or severe, the bridle of repression. It

' ol. There have to be certain rules,

can be gdiscipline within the spirit of teaching—a disciplihe 
with love, a mother and father’s type of discipline.

“That’s where I think we fall down in our society, espe­
cially in our schools. Some of our educators seem to think 
the right to dissent is one thing, but the right to destroy is 
another. We confuse them. We got radicals on both sides. 
We got the young radicals who are throwing bombs at 
property, and we got radicals on the other side, who don’t 
want anybody to talk. Neither one of them worth a damn.

“We’ve always tolerated revolutionary dissent. It’s been 
tradiUonal—but only as a demonstration, with the exception 
of the American revolution. You’d walk through the park 
years ago and somebody would get up there shputing and 
screaming. You’d listen and walk right away tx^ause you 
knew that while there may have been some things wrong 
with the particular institution discussed, it was basically 
safe and sound.”

And now we have rock t h r o w i n g  and violence. Any 
thoughts?

“It’s very easy to break the law if you know there’s hopq 
of impunity. I ’d like to go out imd throw a rock through 
that window if I knew the only thing I ’m going to have is 
a reprimand. Punishment is a great deterrent. I believe 
that, and it doesn’t have to be whipping somebody.

bounce him out of school. There have to be certain rules, 
regulations and laws. If you break them, there’s only “one 
answer-ryou got to be punished. If you don’t go to class, 
then you should be thrown out of the university—expelled.

“Can you understand the dissatisfaction today? I don’t 
know what the devil they’re dissatisfied about. They use 
rhetorical explanations and talk in the abstract. There’s 
nothing really concrete as to why they’re unhappy, outside 
of the war in Vietnam.

"I don’t think our universities have done a very good job. 
The college group seems to be an extremely unhappy 
group. It’s not just the war. They’re unhappy about going 
to classes; they’re unhappy about taking subjects which 
they don’t think help them in what they want to do. And 
I’ll say another thing. We’ve got a lot of people today in 
college Who are unhappy because they don’t belong there.

“Everybody’s got a right to be educated, but some people 
are beyond education. They lack "the wherewithal to be 
educated or they don’t have enough drive. You ought to 
be able to find out in six months in a university if a Boy is 
capable of work at the college level or. if he^s willing to 
apply himself. A lot of them go to school right now—hell 
they don’t do anything but walk the streets.’"

Where are parents at fault?
“The things we forgot to teach as parents are duty, a 

respect for authority and the development of strong mental 
discipline. We’ve idealized freedom against order. Before 
I can embrace freedom, I should be aware of what duties 
I have; I have to respect whatever authority there is, and 
I certainly should have some sort of discipline. We’ve ridi­
culed authority irrth% family over the years. We’ve ridi­
culed discipline in education. And we’ve ridiculed decency 
m conduct.

“We’ve got a great deal to answer for, too—I’m talking 
about us, the older generation. The examples we set were

not the ^eatest. We didn’t destroy, but we broke the law. 
I m talking about Prohibition, for example. We took the 
easy way m a lot of things. We took pilu to stay awake; 
we took pills to go to sleep; we took this and that. It’s kind 
of an immoral code, what we’re doing.

And it can hit home. A close friend of mine—his son 
was a tmig addict. The father was on him so strong and so 
fierce, the boy went and got a gun, and put the gun to his 
head in front of his father and killed himself. A 19-year-old 
boy. This is a terrible story.

“People like myself were Interested only In our own par- 
ucutor sphere. I was so wrapped up in the Green Bay 
Packers, that was it for me. I was involyed in their disci­
pline and their respect, how they walked, and talked and 
dressed. People get so close to their own problems, they 
can t see the forest for the trees. All of a sudden, there it 
is (the reyolt of the young)', all around me. God knows how 
long it was going on before I realized It. I might haye been 
more aware.”

But isn’t the football experience translatable to the life 
experience?

“Football first of all requires spartan qualities to be a

part of it. Sacrifice, self-denial—I know they’re cliche 
words, but dammit, they’re important and I belieye them— 
with e v e ry  fiber of my body. I’m not saying eyerybody 
who plays football is a spartan or denies himself. But over­
all, as a group, there is that spartaii quality. It’s a symbol 
of courage; it’s a symbol of teamwork, which I think is a 
great American attribute! Because of its violent contact, 
it demands a personal discipline which I don’t think you 
can find any place else.

: “I don’t think the differ-’
ence between people is in 
lack of strength or educa­
tion, but in lack of will. The 
will is what yoii do; it’s 
your character in action.

“People are not going to 
like this, biit I ’m going to 
say it: so many of the 
group that shout to bfe inde- 
pen.dent, at the same time 
they wish to be dependent. 
So many who shout to as­
sert themselves, at the 
same time they wish to be 
told what to do. I think this ■ 
is human nature.

fU gf '' ' “Leadershi p is not so
much leading as hdving the 
people led accept it. You 

. know how you do that?
You ve got to win the hearts of the people that you lead 
The personality of the individual has to do it—the incan­
descence, the first. There’s no hereditary strata in leading. 
They’re not born; they’re made. There has to be an incli­
nation, a commitment, a willingness to Command.”

Has your authority ever been opgnly defied?
“ Yessir. And I met it with whatever was in me at the 

time. I met it face to face. I met it once with my fists I 
met it once with my tongue. And another time I kind of 
soft-pedaled it.

“We 'publicize dissidence too much, and here I think 
we re greatly at fault in the media. We’ve got too much 
sympathy in this country for the misfit, for the malad­
justed, for the criminal and for the loser. I ’m not saying 
we shouldn’t try to help them. But we no longer recognize 
excellence. I think it’s time for a pat on the back to some­
one who goes out and does something, the achiever.

“When I’m speaking to writers after a game, they’re not 
interested in me saying I think the other team played a 
good game. They want to know who was lousy.

“I think a lot of riots and rebellions would have died of 
their own momentum with no attention. The Moratorium. 
IS finished.”

Where do you sympathize with today’s kids in their dis- 
sent?

“I think they have got a lot to be concerned about. For 
example, as long as I can remember now, a 20 or 22-year-

old has always had some sort of military obligation to face. 
They ve got the atom bomb, the hydrogen bomb, what the 
hell not. So it’s not easy for them.

“ I think the kids are the most gifted segment of our popu­
lation. They certainly have a better understanding of what 
the world problems are and what the nation’s problems are 
than anything that I had or you had when we were their 
age.

“It’s a shame there’s so much unrest. They’re also gifted 
because they’re inheritors of our scientific advances and 
achievements. But they have complete disregard for' the 
law—actuaUy, the meaning of the law. They forget the law 
is the bridge to justice.

“I don’t think for one minute the Chicago Seven trial was 
justice. At the same time, I don’t know what I’d have done 
eitoer If I were Judge (Julius) Hoffman. That was a ter­
rible situation the man was in.

“I think we’re at a point right •now where we’ve got to 
have a militant defense of the law. I certainly don’t believe 
you should shoot then).” (Loud guffaw by Lombardi.)

If yhu were the head of a university and faced with vio­
lence, what would y<fu do?

“H I could answer that one, I wouldn’t be coaching. I’d 
doing something for this country.

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State High Court Rules 
For Independent CATV

HARTFORP, Oonn. (AP) _
Hie State .Supreme Court him 
rejected appeal* by three firms 
'whoae apf^cationa to «et up 
cable TV syatema were turned 
down or altered by a state 
esrenoy,

Uve Supreme Court decision, 
announced Monday, in eWeet put 
operation of cable TV — other- 
wtoe known as Community An­
tenna Tele'vision, or CATV—one 
atep ctoaer to reality.

Hie firms brinsfing: two of the 
appeal* were or a re  afHUated 
with television stations. Ihe 
t« rd  is a Torrlngton firm given 
a  CATV franchise in several ru­
ral towns It had not sought to 

! serve.
CATV service involves bring­

ing In clear television signals 
 ̂ through land wires in areas 

where normal reception is diffi­
cult or Impossible.

The unanimous tleclsion of the 
state court uj^eld the power of 
the state Public Utilities Com­
mission to decide which compa­
nies' applications were suitable.

In the two appeals brought by 
firms which own or are affilia­
ted 'With television stations 
WHNB-TV, West Hartford, and 
WJAR-TV, Providence, R.I., the 
commission had decided that 
"other things being equal, the 
independent owner should be fa­
vored.”

"The commission did not, os 
claimed by (Connecticut) Tele­
vision (Inc.) adopt a 'rule' mak­
ing common ownership an ab­
solute bar,” said the State Sup­
reme Court dedaion.

Connecticut TeJcvislon Inc. 11- 
^ n see  of WHNB-TV, had been 
seeking to operate a  CATV sys­
tem in 18 towns of the' state. 
The state commission decided 
when it awarded 17 franchises 
in March, 1967, that "otlier 
things being equal, the public 
interest would best be served by 
the grant of a franchise to an 
Independent CATV operator ra­
ther than to one in which a 
broadcaster has a  Dlnancdal in­
terest.”

Connecticut Television Inc., 
and OuUet-B-T Co., which is af- 
flUated with WJAR-TV, Provid­
ence, both argued before the 
court that the state agency bad 
lacked power to deal with an 
issue of common ownership, and 
that the power lay with the Fed­
eral Communications Com­
mission.

The court said i ^ t  the P(3C 
in Its most recent actions on this 
subject "has not, in fact, axtop- 
ted a  regulation regarding the 
common ownership of CATV 
systems and broadcasting sta­
tions.”

“We find In thfe record before 
us no support for a  claim of 
I>re-emi>tlon by the federal auth­
orities,” the court added.

Outlet-B-T Co. had been grant­
ed a franchise for CATX ser­
vice in Groton, Stonington, Led- 
yard and North Stonington, but 
the PUC later reopened its 
lengthy hearings on the subject 
and re'voked the Outlet-B-T fran­
chise in those towns.

The PUC heard evidence and 
concluded that "Outlet’s televi­
sion station did broadcast a 
clear signal over the area in 
which Outlel had originally been 
granted a  CATV franchise,” the 
court decision points out.

The other appeal to the State 
Supreme Court was brought by 
Duccl Electric Co. of Tor- 
rington, which had applied In 
1966 to serve the towns of 
Ttiomaston, Torrlngton and win­
chester (Winsted).

Instead, the PUC awarded the 
company a franchise for. the 
towpa ot Winchester, New Hart­
ford, Harwlnton, Goshen and 
Barkhamsted. The company ar­
gued that the commission acted 
in abuse of Its dlscretitm by giv­
ing the Duccl company a fran­
chise In towns It had not applied 
for, and In denying its appUoa-

tlons to serve Torrlngton and 
Thomaston.

"All applicants were notified 
that toey might be required to 
accept franchises for towns for 
Vvhlch they hud not applied, and 
no objection was made," the 
couft decision said. The court 
also pointed out that the Duocl 
firm "accepted the franchise 
grunted by applying to the Fed­
eral Communications Commis­
sion for CATV authorization un­
der it.”

The Dued appeal hod been 
concerned with the necessity of 
"disproportionate rates charged 
to subscribers” to produce prof­
itable operation of CATV sys­
tems in the smaller rural towra 
in which it was given a  franch­
ise. The court ruled that the 
PUC hearings concerned only 
the financliil ability and projec­
ted income of the applicants,' 
"If the commission hod been en- 
giiged In fixing rates, the ques­
tion of a fair return on Dued’s 
investment would have been 
material.

The decisions Monday leave 
16 companies with franchises to 
provide CATV service In 86 Con­
necticut towns.

The start of service in Con­
necticut is complioated by a new 
Federal Communication Com­
mission requlr.-ment adopted In 
1969 that CATV systems which 
have more than 3,800 subscrib­
ers must originate their own lo­
cal programs by the start of 
1971. That requirement 'was not 
one of the original considera­
tions in the state hearings on 
the CATV subject in 1964-66, and 
the high cost of local broadcast­
ing facilities could be a problem 
for some ' companies granted 
franchises three years ago.

The CATV situation In Con­
necticut also must wait for a 
U.S. Supreme Court ruling on a 
case in which a Nevada firm is 
challenging the state’s right to 
regulate community antennae 
Arms. That decision is expected 
within the next few months.

To the subject of splashdown, 

he added, ”^ ln g  taken aboard 
the rw u e  helicopter In . the 
basket was probably the scar­
iest part of the whole flight. I 
had white knuckles' from hang­
ing on.”

About the unlucky number of 
their mission, Swigert said, 
"We're not superstitious or we 
wouldn’t be In this business. We 
knew we were Apollo 13, but we 
had LM7, so we'were safe." '

One of .the lighter disappoint­
ments of the space flight, he 
said, was being unable to sec 
the lights of Hartford. When 
Dean Stoker learned his prize 
student had been chosen for the 
Apollo program, he promised to 
turn them on during Swlgcrt's 
trip into space. "Becaure of the 
easulng compUcatlons,” Stoker 
raid, "we didn’t think this a 
good Idea.”

Swigert aald, "Every time 
sunset occurred, I asked Jim 
(Lovell) to let me look out the 
window to see the lights, but 
he always told me to 'get down 
there and get to work’.”

Swigert said he, has not been 
told what his future space as- 
slgnmeht wlU be. He left no

doubt that as far as John 
Leonard Swigert Jr. is con­
cerned, the word Is "Go.”

Visits Hamilton
Yesterday started for the as­

tronaut- with a 9 a.m. visit to 
Hamilton Standard In Windsor 
Locks, where he presented 
"Snoopy Awards” to 93 work­
ers. It was the first occasion 
there for presentation of, the 
pins, authoriz’d  by NASA for 
those who have ^made “out­
standing contributions” to the 
Apollo program.

In turn, he received the “Life 
Preserver” award, a take-off on 
the use of Apollo 13's LM as a 
lifeboat to bring the men home 
safely. A reception guest said 
Swigert must have shaken 1,600 
hands at Hamilton Standard. 
This prompted thf comment 
that he probably wouldn't be 
able to go on other missions be­
cause his arms will bj too long.

Between the Windsor Locks 
trip and lunch, Swigert made a 
short tour of the new RPI Grad­
uate Center under constructl<»i 
In the Windsor St, redevelop­
ment area In Hartford.

Following the reception, he 
was off to tour PAWA. In late 
afternoon, it was back to the 
University of Hartford campus 
In West Hartford, where he re­
ceived another honor, the dis­
tinguished alumnus award.

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Ribicoff Warns 
Of ‘Stench’ of Bias
SAN FRANCISCO (AP) — 

Sen. Abraham A. RlUcoff, D- 
Cotm., called today for an 
Immediate end to “Northerri* 
style segregation.’’

“̂ hlis nation la on the road to 
apartheid,” Ribicoff said In re­
marks prepared for the conven­
tion of the Amfripan Society of 
Newspaper Bklltors'.

“It’s being driven there by a 
Prealdent trying to develop a 
Southern accent, a Con^eds 
suffering political paralysis, and 
many of ua here In this room,” 
Ribicoff said.

He predicted that unlew 
somehtlng Is done to bring equal­
ity to all races, “the disturb­
ances of the past will have only 
been the prologue for disasters 
of the future.”

“There is no reason not to 
move against Northern-style 
segregation immediately,” he 
said. “We don’t have to wait for 
the Supreme Court or anyone 
else to supply us with our cour­
age, although we’d better not 
count on much help from the 
President, his administration or 
Congress.

“The President’s goal sup­
posedly Is to bring us together, 
but hls actions seem designed to 
shatter the bonds of our society. 
He appeals to the middle Ameri­
can and the silent majority, not 
by meeting their needs, but by 
providing them with scapegoats 
for their frustration.”

Ribicoff said he would soon in* 
troduce legislation which would 
require that plans be formulat­
ed now for ending segregation 
In all schools within 10 years.

RlWcoff’s text. In part, fol­
lows:

“We’ve refined the art of 
making sure black, can ride at 
the front of buses we never ride, 
can attend schools we avoid, 
can Hve in someone else’s 
neighborhood, and can work 
somewhere In the lower reaches 
of our own organizations.

“The President Is appealing 
to hls silent majority, which 
should not surprise us. But 
njany liberals seem. to be cast­
ing anxious glances over their 
shoulder, at a silent majority 
of their own. We are too eager 
to assume that whites in 
Northern suburbs ere not going 
to be any more receptive to In­
tegration than whites in the 
South. There’s evidence that, 
with strong leadership, this fear 
is unwarranted. And even If It 
Is not, integration is not sup­
posed to be a question of popu­
larity but a  question of basic 
human rights.

“We’ve avoided the entire Is­
sue by cleverly decl^ng that 
our segregation — de facto — is 
somehow more benign than the 
South’s de jure segregation. Or. 
we comfort ourselves with the 
assurances that our segregation 
jurt happened 'accidentally ■with­
out any help from Its friends.

“We’ve nourished these delu­
sions too long.

“To the black child locked for 
life into a  central city ghetto, 
discrlnilnatlon by any other 
name still has the same smell. 
And those who clasp the artifi­
cial distinction between de jure 
and de facto close to their

heart, will soon find the stench 
rubs off.

“The result of our unwilling­
ness to support Integration na­
tionally Is an Increasing rapara- 
ti.m of races challenging each 
other over an expanding cheum. 
Our central cities are becoming 
poorer, blacker and more des­
perate while our suburbs re­
main virtually 99 and 44/KX), per 
cent pure.

“The black actlvlats In citlM 
throughout our country were the 
flrtt to sense the hypocrisy In 
the Ndrtjiern liberal mipport of

May Lean 

Further Right
- WASHINGTON (APj — Judge 
Harry A. Blackman’S 94-0 con­
firmation by the Senate brings 
the Supreme Court up to full 
strength and probal^y bends It a 
little further toward the right.

For the first time In a year, 
since Abe Fortas was pressured 
to quit by allegations of ethical 
Impropriety, the court has the 
nine members it needs to re­
solve close issues that split the 
justices 4 to 4.

cailef Justice Warren E. Bur­
ger, at the same time, now has 
at hand In Blackman an old 
friend who Is similarly middle- 
aged, Midwestern, white Protes­
tant and of modest origins.

As a starter, then. Burger at 
least can hope the new man Is 
of a like mind and available to ' 
help fulfill President Nixon’s 
and Burger’.s goal—slow down 
the court’s drive for social re­
form. I

The chief justice, by far the 
most conservative member of 
the court, put hls philosophy 
best last weekend in New York 
when he said in a speech that 
the iaw-ls not geared for “giant 
leaps forward.”

Burger said the high court is 
“hardly the body to be entrust­
ed, with the destinies of a free 
people.” And he said judges 
should not confuse their jobs 
with those of'leglslators.

This Is the same sort of re­
straint Blackmun has demon­
strated in hls 11 years as a fed­
eral appeals court judge. I t’s 
probably what attracted him to 
Nixon and to Atty. Gen. John N. 
Mitchell.

’Hie judge’s opinions give off 
hints here and there, in civil 
rights cases particularly, that 
Blackmun the man w an t^  to go 
further than Blackmun the 
judge would allow.

He could, on the highest court, 
possibly feel more motivated to 
give freer rein to hls feelings. 
With some emotion he told the 
Senate Judiciary Committee 
what he had learned most since 
being nominated was that the 
Supreme Court is considered “a 
bastion of freedom” by ordinary 
Americans.

Senate Republican Leader 
Hugh Scott said today he has 
advised the White House that 
the Senate “Is getting up a head 
of steam" to declare Itself op­
posed to any wider U.S. involve­
ment In Cambodia.

Senate Democratic Leader 
Mike Mans(leld said he hopes to 
begin on the Cambodian issue 
later today.

U.S. Secretary of Defense 
Melvin R. Laird said In Wartir 
ington earlier that several'thou­
sand American troops already 
had been withdrawn from Cam­
bodia.

Protesters’ ‘Shantytown’ Torn Down
DENVER (AP) — National 

Guardsmen, most with unloaded 
rifles, occupied the University 
ot Denver campus today until a 
war protesters’ shantytown was 
tom'doyfn for,the second time 
since k^onday.

There was no violence or con­
frontation during the hours 
Guardsmen remained on the 
campus. ’The approximately 200 
ovei^ght inhabitants of the 
commune, which they called 
“Woodstock Nation West,” had 
evacuated a few minutes before 
Guardsmen arrived.

Two youths carrying an 
American flag and riding a mo­
torcycle up and down the street 
In front of the commune were 
arrested.

T^ere was a brief moment of 
tension when about 250 young 
people jeered and shouted ob­
scenities as Wayne Llttrell, the 
campus security director, an­
nounced that the commune area 
was off limits until the clean-up 
waa finished.

Police and a few Guardsmen 
surrounded the area where Lit- 
trell was talking and there was 
jostling, apparently in confusion 
over how to l^ave, when Llttrell 
told them, “You have 10 sec­
onds to get out.”

Trucks hauled away the 10 
tons of rubble from the 
knocked-down village of shacks 
and lean-tos and street sweep­
ers moved In ua classes began 
on schedule a t 8 a.m.

Police Chief George Seaton 
said anyone who tried to rebuild 
the commune ivill be arrested. 
“We’re going to end this, once 
and for oU,” he said.

Brig. Gen. Felix L. Sparks, 
the Colorado Army Guard com- 

'  mander who took personal 
charge of the operation, said he 
brought - more than 1,(KX) 
Guardsmen onto the campus 
and had 180 Air Guardsmen "in 
reserve a few blocks away. “1/ 
they put these things back up, 
we’ll be back,” Sparks said.

There was some applause 
from nearby fraternity houses 
as the Guardsmen arrived just 
.before dawn, and occasional 
shouts from the few students 
who watched as tr<x>pa with 
bayonet-mounted rifles sur­
rounded the shack area.

There was more applause,

and some cheers, by a larger 
number of students as the 
Guardsmen departed.

A Guard spokesman said Gov. 
Jirfin A. Love Issued the order to 
activate the already-alerted 
Guardsmen about midnight.

Police and campus mainte­
nance workers began . tearing 
down the shantytown after offi­
cers of the Denver Police De­
partment b<)mb squad checked 
It out. _

A few students watched the 
Bulldozer-like acooploaderiB 

were brought In to-help wreck 
the buildings, and trash trucks 
were on hand to cart away the 
debris.

New Indications Point 
To Sniper Fire at Kent

COLUMBUS, Ohio (AP) — 
New Indications of possible sni­
per fire In the Kent State Uni­
versity shootings which killed 
four students have been report­
ed by the Ohio National Guard.

Guard spokesmen, who con­
tended that troops opened fire 
during a coiUrontalion with anti­
war demonstrators after a  sni­
per began shooting, said Tues­
day a .32 caHber pistol had been 
fished from a river and that 
four weapons—two handguns 
and two rifles-^had been taken 
from persons arrested the day 
of the shootiligs.

The Cleveland Plain Dealer 
reported today that three per­

sons saw a guardsman fire a 
pistol Into the air above a stu­
dent’s head during an incident 
on the football practice field 10 
mihutes before the fatal shoot­
ings.

‘‘He held hls pistol at a 45-dc- 
gree angle, aimed over the rock 
throwers,” the Plain Dealer 
quoted Richard Schrelber, a 
Kent State journalism profes­
sor, as saying.

“He fired a t leSst one round 
over their head. With my bino­
culars, I saw the recoil and the 
muzzle blast when he fired.”
