owned dormitories.

Offers Views
On Violence

SAN FRANCIBCO (AP) —
The head of one of the nation's
most troubled campuses sayw
colleges and universities have
performed “an important serv-
fce” to the country by absorbing
the initial brunt of social unrest
and discontent,

Roger W, Heyns, chancallor of
the Unlversity of California at
Berkeley, told the American So-
clety of Newspaper Editors
Thursday that “had the unrest
and discontent initially been tar-
geted on other institutions, the
impact on society might have
been much worse.”

Despite the uproar and vio-
lence-on the nation’s campuses,
he sald, “unlversities have
strengthened our students' falth
in our basic freedoms and dem-
ocratic ideals."” :

“‘Hostility on the part of the
public complicated our task not
a little," he added.

What has been learned by the
establishment because of cam-
pus turmoil has helped the other
inatitutions of soclety, he sald.

In a question-answer session
following his speech, he wan
usked his reaction to Gov. Ron-

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‘Mothers, Orchestra Union
Just a One Night Stand

HOLLYWOOD (AP) — What
kind of a marringe Is that; The
Loa Angeles Philharmonic Or-
chestra  and the hard-rock
group, the Mothers of Inven-
tion?

It's  taking place tonight at
UCLA's  basketball pavilion
when the two disparate musical
organizations join to present ex-
cerpts from “'200 Motels, for
Mothers -and Orchestra '' com-
posed by Frank Zappa.

This will be the world pre-
miere of what will eventually be
a 2%-hour work by Zappa, lead-
er of the Mothers of Invention,
The final version will be scored,
according to the composer, for
orchestra, chorus, narrator, so-
prano sololst, three dancers, in.
dustrial  vacuum cleaner, &
nolsy 16mm movie projector
and a dental health film.

The unlon with the Medusa-
halred Zappa would be enough
to send the dowager supporter
of the Philharmonic Into n case
of the vapors, but the orches-
tra's conductor, India-born Zu-
bin Mehta, ls taking it calmly,

“"Many of the great composers
like Bartok and DeFalla used
the folk music of their times to
integrate into their composi-
tions," he sald In his Music Cen-
ter office. “Aaron Copland has
used American folk music in his
symphanic  works. Gershwin,
too.

“Rock is certainly the folk
music of the present time in the
United States. So why not try to
use it in classical surround-

'“‘g.s-ru

The collaboration with the
Mothers of Invention is not a
marraige, he insisted, since the
rock group ls Improvisational
and the Philharmonic is not.

"Il is like free love,"” Mehta
theorized. "“Two people meet
and dlsplay a (fascination for
each other, They make love and
then they part. But they do not
form any kind of permanent al-
llance."

He emphasized that the con-
cert was not & stunt, but a seri-
ous effort to combine the pop
and classical forms.

““Most rock groups could not
do this sorl of thing because
they cannot read music," he ex-
plained. “For instance, Jethro
Tull, with whom I recently did a
telovision sgpecinl. He does his
thing very well, but that is all
that he can do; he can only play
the same thing over and over.

“Zappa, on the other hand is
one of the few rock musiclans
who has had a training In classi-
cal music. He knows my lane
guage; we can communicate to-
gether, Our two organizations
will not be Integrated, because
there is no way that they can
meet on common ground., His
will provide the improvisational
Interludes.”

Tonight's concert i{s part of a
series of four post-season events
devoted to 20th Century music.

Mehta cautioned that “‘the
acid people are lkely to be dis-
appointed by Zappa's composi
tion, which sounds more like
Stravinsky than rock." As to his
own tastes, he occasionally likes
to dance to rock—'‘But I lke
juzz befter.”

House Democrats May Hold
Leadership Fight on Camera

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
brewing battle over the House
Democratic leadership in the
next Congress would be fought
in the open before television
cameras under a plan to be put
before a party caucus next
week,

Rep. B. F. Sisk, D-Calif., also
would like to see the Democrats
thrash out their own legislative
program for the 92nd Congress
and adopt party rules at the
same public session.

What 8isk has In mind is turn-
ing the regular organizing cau-
cus for the new Congress into a
small scale Democratic conven-
tion in early December outside
Washington, preferably in the
Midwest.

‘““There has béen a lot of talk
about making .Congress more
responsive to the needs of the
day, opening a dialogue with the
people, and I think this is n good
way lo do {t,”" sald 8isk in an in-
terview.

He has succeeded in getting
his proposal on the agenda of
the regular monthly party cau-
cus next Wednesday,

But it is a crowded schedule
and there is no assurance it will
be reached at that time.

The b58-year-old Sisk, a 18-
year House veteran who s re-
garded as a middle-of-the-road-
er, sald the idea first came to
him last year after younger
Democrats challenged the lead-
ership of Speaker John W. Mec-
Cormack and criticized Con-
gress for being out of touch with
the times.

He has been talking up his
plan among the Democrats—in-
cluding some of the leaders and
committee chalrmen—for the
past several weeks and reports
getting a mixed reaction,

“But nobody has come out
strongly against it," he sald.
“S8ome people are scared to
death at what might happen at
such a meeting.”

One thing that would almost
certainly happen ls a potentially
party splitting tight over Viet-
nam war policy.

The ranks of the dissenters in
Congress have grown rapidly in
recent months and may now in-
clude almost half the 244 Demo-
crals in the House, and they ex-
pect thelr forces to be increased
in the November elections,

Sisk concedes it is entirely
possible the war Issue could so0
divide . the. Democrats that
which ever side lost in a policy
making fight rnlgm walk out ol
the caucus.

“But I'm not afraid to sil
down and talk these things out,"
he sald, “'If one side walks out,
well, we ought to know that's
the way things argd.’*

Another near Certainty is a
bruising fight over the leader-
ship. McCormack, 78, faces au
stff challenge if he tries for an-
other term. It he steps down, &
wide-open battle to choose his
Fuccessors and the other top
leaders is a probability.

Also on the agenda would be
the adoption of rules for the new
sesslon, which means the gues-
ton of seniority, now under
study by a special party com-
mittee, would add its explosive
content to the proceedings.

8isk hopes the explosive po-
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tential will be somewhat damp-
ened by holding the caucus in
early December when the mem-
bers are still basking in the
warm glow of a successful elec-
tion campalgn and the Christ-
mas holidays lHe ahead.

“‘People are always more will-
ing to listen shortly after an
election,” he sald. “'They've
survived, they're members of
the club ergain and we usually
get nlong a’lot better at the first
caucus,"

There s even a horse and bug-
BY on stage at the finale of Act.
1. The Morgan gelding belongd
to Dr. and Mrs, Harvey Pastel,
while the buggy came from
AW, Kinne of South Glaston-
bury, and was complete with a
top, usuelly the first thing to
disintegrate in these old rigs.

Aside from mentloning these
people, who get personal note
beeause of the real rarity of a
horse and buggy today, I shall
not mention any of the others,
since there are just too many
of them, and I know from past
experience that if I single out
this one or that one for special
mention, all’the othera get an-
gry, and fond mamas come
down to the office to protest
that their darlings were at
least as good and probably bet-
ter.

I wish I coufid say the produc-
tion is a howling success, but it
isn't. The acore is a very diffi-
cult one, and I'm not at all cer-
tan that any high school can
do & truly satisfactory job with
it. It has the advantage, of
course, that the cast is large
and everybody can get into the
act who wants to do so, and It
has the further advantage of
good tunes.

It has the disadvantage that it
s very long, and It needs to be
played at an extremely fast
tampo. It was tempo as much
as anything that suffered last
evening. Things dragged, as
they usually do when there are
oo many amateurs milling
around, And things.got really
cluttered at times. Imagine all
those kids plus a horse and bug-
gY on stage at one time, even
though Bailey  Auditorium’s
stage Is B0 feet wide, quite un-
usual in a high school:

Scenically, it was more than
acceptable, and the stage crew
managed the changes with =a
minimum of delay. (There are
16 scene changes, by the way.)
And it was well costumed in the
1912 style, But nobody saw to It
that there was complete ver.
similitude, For example, gals
were wearing hats with long
hair streaming down to their
shoulders, This just wasn't done
in 1812, Women plled their hair
on the tops of thelr heads, kept
it there with an engineering
structure of hairpins, and then
stuck the hat on top of every-
thing with hatpins.

It is not the youngsters' fault

that they didn't know any bet-
er, and I really don't think you
can blume Martha White too
much. (She produced the ex-
travaganza and had more than
enough to keep her hands fuil,)
But somebody should have seen
to things like this,

In my opinion, the show Is
just too blg and too difficult for
anything but a cast of profes-
slonals, and extroordinarily
good profeasionals at that, Fur-
ther, I think a number of the
scenes could be cut to  tighten
things a bit and get the show
down to 1 reasonable playing
time,

The audience, incidentally,
Was §parse, very sparse as o
matter of fact. With such a big
cast you would have expected
the place to beée jammed with
relatives and friends. They, just
weren't there, and the Joss must
have been really big. You don't
do this sort of thing, even with
amateurs, for peanuts. Bcenery
and costumes cost money, and
there is the matter of royalties
to Meredith Wilson, who wrote
the show, as well.

Ts Still Contemporary

Peggy Lee's new ‘album,
“Bridge aver Troubled Water,"
has a cover that looks lke n
flattering oll painting of the
singer. But it isn't. It's a photo-
griph of Misa Lee standing in-
side the screened door of her
home, taken by natural Hght be-
cause the photographer was in
a hurry. And because of the
lines of the screen, it couldn't
be retouched.

Listen to the album and you
might think tricks or many re-
takes were done in the studio.
But listen to Miss Lee's current
nightelub  act, which includes
seven songs from the new al-
bum, and she sounds just the
same. She really looks that
good and sounda that good.

In the last year, Misk Lee has
been working a lot in TV, night.
clubs and some theaters in the
round, and she has put out three
LPs, She also made a single,
“Is That All There Is?', which
not only waa a giant seller but
also won her the Grammy
Award for the best female vocal
performance of 1989,

The songs on her recent al-
bums are contemporary songs
that she likes, Composers send
them to her and musician
friends point out things they
think suit her. Some, like Beu.
tles songs, she heara on records
or the radio. After she was sent
a demonstration record of “‘Is
That All There Is?'' she says, *'l
couldn't stop playing it."' She
felt it was an optimistic song
and that she could sing it to
show that it was, Miss Lee has
received letters from hearers
who complain that it is pessim.
istic, but she still thinks of it ns
hopeful.

“I listened to 'Eleanor Rigby’
over and over, the same way,
and I started to sing it, but it
was 80 sad I couldn't do it.”

Miss Lee doesn't mind being

called a jazz singer, in fact she
says, "I think it is an honor to
be called that. There was a time
when if you did anything com-
merclal, you were disqualified."

But she has, through the
years, sung the songs and styles
popular at the time, and now, of
course, that isn't jazz. These
days she sings new songs, old
songs In new ways, even new
songs in old ways,

“Richard Rodgers made an
interesting comment, He said it
is a good thing to havs a new in.
terpretation of a song or it could
just die out and go out with its
ern.

“It's interesting o see when it
works to change them. They
don't all work,

"I sing ‘I See Your Face Be-
fore Me' and ‘All of a Sudden
My Heart 8ings' in a contempo-
rary way and '‘Lover’ differently
from years ago when I did it
with Latin rhythms."

Miss Lee's biggest hit record
was one of her first ones, “Why
Don't You Do Right?" made
with the Benny Goodman band.

Goodman heard her when she
was singing at the Ambassador
Hotel i Chicago. “He was a
guest there with his wife. I was
thrilled because I was a big fan;
I'd heard at the last minute he
was there,

‘‘Helen Forest was leaving his
band, but T didn't think he liked
me. He had a preoccupled look.
I thought it was a look of disap-
proval, but it wasn't.”’ She sang
with Goodman for two years,

Miss Lee started recording for
Capitol in 1044 and, except for
165265 with Decca, has been
with Capitol throughout.

She's thinking about doing a
European tour this summer and
she'd like to make another mov-
fe. 8he was nominated for an
Academy Award as best sup-
porting actress for the 1066
“Peta Kelly's Blues.' She'd like
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Peggy Lee

to try again—to prove that that
wasn't a fluke.

She also writes song. "I pre-
fer writing lyrics. Probably be-
cause I know some much better
melody writers than myself."”

With the late Dave Barbour,
whom she married and di-
vorced, she wrote "I Dan't
Know Enough aboul You" and
her second biggest hit record,
*“‘Manana."

She's going to write lyrics to
some tunes by Michel Legrand.
“I recorded a song he wrote,
‘Pieces of Dreams,' to go over
the tie tities of the move, ‘The
Wine and the Musle," and he
asked me to write some, He is
sending me some melodies."

Miss Lee was born Norma
Jean Engstrom, of Scandina-
vian ‘’heritage, in Jamestown,
N.D. Her birthday is May 28
and this is the year she's 50, But
she still looks and sounds much
younger.

And there's that latest album
cover to prove it—and the al.
bum inside.

According to a committee that
studied the school, most of the

School Board, Ordered to Cut
Budget, Lists Possible Areas

The Board of Education,
meeting last night for the first
time since the Town Council im-
posed a $185,000 cut on the
school budget for 1970-71,
agreed to adjust its figures to
agree with the council recom-
mendation. But some members
pointed out that existing pro-
grams will be affected by the
cut, and no new programs can
be expected for _ the c¢oming
year.

The agreement to “adjust the
budget to the Town Council's
recommendations'  apparently
does not indicate a solid agree-
ment with the counell's decis-
ion to impose the cut, however.
The school board has stated nall
along that it felt its figure of
$1,933,182 was a fair and honest
one, and membera had a diffi-
cult time last night finding
areas of the budget that they
felt could absorb the loss.

Members noted they felt an
obligation to townspeople to
give some Indication of cuts,
however, since the final budget
ns prepared for Mondny night's
town meeoting reflects the cut

only {n the final figure, now re-
duced to $1,798,182. Line items
in this final budget are aa they
were presented at the budget
hearing two weeks ngo,

The upshot of last night's
lengthy session is a list of pos-
sibilitic where cuts might be
made, although these are by no
means  final recommendations.
The board will present this lat
to townspeople Monday night as
an indlcator of just how serious-
ly they feel the $135,000 cut will
affect education in general.

These sibilities come to o
totnl of $138,600 In cuts, and, as
members’ noted, must be com-
pared to current appropriantions
In the same areas. These com-
parisons should indicate that in-
creaties in the “‘cut” areas fall
‘far short of normal Increments
for Increased enrollment, gen-
eral price increases In o one
year peoriod, and some expan-
sion of exlsting programs,

Although an administration
spokesman sald class altendance
at the school of 2,800, has been
nearly normal since the nation-
wide student strike began May
5, most classes were canceled
Thursday while the protesters
held the two bulldings.

Xavier was taken over early
Thuraday morning,

Fairfield's president, the Rev.
William C. MecInnes, called the
occupation of Canisius “an in-
tolerable outrage™ against the
university community,” and the
faculty had passed a resolution
urging him to ‘‘take appropri-
ate legal measures to resjore
normal functions” at Fairfield.

The court order was obtained
Thuraday and was served on the
occupying students an hour and
a half before they vacated the
two buildings. It required them
to show cause why an injunc-
tion against the takeover should
not be issued.

The striking students have
been observing the national stu-
dent strike which began in the
wake of the killings of féur stu-
dents by Ohio National Guards-
men May 4,

The protesters at Fairfleld
had called for amnesty for stu-
dents involved in the takeover,
in addition to their demana for
special handling of grades and
a moratorium on classes.

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP)—
“We must show how we want
to live in a totally different
way,” political scientist Marcus
Raskin, told a group of student
activists from across the coun-
try Thursday night.

Raskin urged the group to
abandon thoughts of revolution,
and instead, bulld new values
to accomplish ‘‘the basic trans-
formation of society." .

Whenever you pick up a newspaper

And almost universally there is praise
for the apparent shift from wviclent or
near violent demonstration to legitimate
political pressure on the government,
The change finds favor equally in the
Hberal and in the conservative press,

Now Indications are for a change on
both sides.

Busing, it appears, 18 not an absolute,

It depends upon what children {t is
taking where.

If it Is, in some city North or South,
taking children black or white to schools
where the enrollment Is a mixture of
biack and white, then busing is o ne-
farious business, which makes pawns
out of the children, takes them out of
their own neighborhoods on long and
dangerous journeys into strange and
Mﬂym surroundings
and treats them Mke cattle. !

i, on the other hand, as in many
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regions of the South, busing is done to
transport white children to locations
where they can go to schools which
are attended only by other white chil-
dren, then busing becomes a fine exer-

cise of an individual American parent's

right to bring up his children safe from
the taints involved In a mixing of the
races, and becomes & noble practice
which s the finest thing that can be
done for children, involving nothing
more than o short, safe, pleasurable
trip for a most reasonable distance.

The same difference of meaning, it
appears, applies also to the term
"‘neighborhood school.'

A ‘“nelghborhood school" is a sacred
institution, not to be tampered with, if
it contains a safe majority of whites,
but It loses its traditionsl charm 4 the
population around It happens to shift
too far toward the black.

You never know which kind of busing
you may approve, or which neighbor-
hood school you may treasure, until the
realization of which kind of busing or

school it is and & realization of which
kind of person you are hit you together,
down deep Inside.

Vale Valedictoria,
Are Varsity Scholars

Lyman Hall high school students, a
progressive and innovative group, have
asked Wallingford's Board of Education
to do away with the positions of valedic-
torian and salutatorian. Their reasoning
is oven more dnteresting, end more
worthy“of the attention of school board
officials and (nterested aduits, than is
the request itself.

A student-spokesman, on behalf of a
consensus of juniors and senlors at the
school which he claimed to represent,
explained that the differences among top
students are often so small as to make a
choice among them meaningless. More-
over, with competition for the top spots,
there is always the temptation for stu-
dents to take courses which would con-
tribute to thelr point average rather
than those they beleve to be most valu-
able to their education,

Students would rather do without
speech-makers from among their class-
muates, according to the new ldea, In-
stead, more emphasis would be put on
Varsity Socholars, all students with a
point average of 0 or above.

The Lyman Hall request is in line with
the times, and with what many of the
best educators have been trying to get
across to the students, Education is not
a compéitive but a cooperative venture,
and, generally speaking, educational ex-
cellence is achleved as part of a team or

a class, all working together, catching
each other’s enthusiasm,

with & dozen or 20 students with a point
average of 0 and above has more to be
proud of and more to offer its students,
than a school that makes scholarship
mostly a matter of competition and sur-
faces only two or three top scholars a
year. The students are richt — anybody
getting 9 or above in point average is
deserving of the recognition and the spe-
clal honors.

As for having speakers at graduation,
perhaps It would be possible to nm
essay-and-speaking contests each spring,
with a student-faculty committee choos-
ing from among those whose ideas and
presentations are most representative of
student intent, or most thought-provok-
ing, along the Mnes of the Hicks Essays
in Meriden, No titles would be needed:
graduation speakers would be contest
winners.

The board members understandably
postponed the declsion on the student re-
quest — changes in traditional ways of
doing things must be made with due de-
liberation. But the proposa! should be
acted on, and favorably, as a thoughtful,
constructive suggestion for improve-
ment.

Mr. Nixon with tones at times charged
with emotion, could not have expressed
himself with more clarity. in aligning
himself with the goals of the young to
end war and strife and to attain peace,

Communications between the Nixon
Administration and college youths and
faculties—and y the so-called
intellectual “elite” — have suffered in
the past, The President seems bent on
repairing and shoring up the breaks and
gapa. -

It patience, tolerance and understand.
ing are the need, they must bé demand-
ed on both sides. Youth, especially, must
subdue its impatience to distinguish be-
tween belng “heard” and a failure, to
gain immediate acceptance of its ideas,
Our democratic nation still functions by
a system of elected representation with
those in office responsible for their de-
cislons and aclions.

KIEN HOA PROVINCE,
South Vietnam — The gingle
greatest reason to hope that
South Vietnam may ultimately
be kept from Communist domi-
nation is the vital Mekong River
Delta, where the Vietcong have
been losing the guerrilla war for
over a year and may well have
lost it entirely by the end of
1970.

This remarkable turnabout is
not reflected by the small-unit
battles fought dally throughout
the delta and has nothing to do
with counts of enemy
dead, still regarded by too
many U, 8. officers ns the mea-
sure of success. Rather, the
prespect of victory in the deita
stems from the fact that the
Vietcong are being systemati-
cally pushed out of populated
regions into the wilderness. The
vast mejority of the delta’s
hamlets belong to the Saigon
government, even at night.

Such control exactly reverses
the situation prevailing from
1063 to the 1068 Tet offensive,
when three-fourths of the delta's
hamlets were Communist-con-
trolled. This heavily populated,
lushly fertile rice basket of
Indochina provided the Vietcong
recruits (occasionally whole
battalions) with food and o
secure rear arep for the rest of
South Vietnam.

Thus, deterioration in the
delta affects the whole Commu-
nist war plan, Without the delta,
the war becomes Increasingly
an external matter — North
men and supplles Infiltrated
through Laos and (until the
present U.8. offensive) Cam-
bodia. Though the Northemners
effectively use guerrilla tactics,
this Is not true guerrilla war in
the Mao formula where support
of the population is essential.

The Vielcong loss of popule-
tlon control is damagingly pro-
nounced here In Kien Hoa Prov-
ince, whose half-million people
and rice fields once bulwarked
Insurgency. The Salgon govern-
ment has extended its presence
through new outposts manned
by territorianl forces go that only,
15 percent of Kien Hoa's popu-
lation Is under Communist con-
trol — and that number is being
whittled down. '

More Important, there are
signs the South Vietnamese and
their Amerlcans finally are
learning about guerrilla war.
Recently in Kien Hoa; Commu-
nists launched a mortar barrage
Two yeara ago, this would have
invited immediate air and artil-
lery retaliation wrecking the
hamlet — precisely the Viet-
cong’s intention. This time, how-
ever, the government forces
held thelr fire, realizing popu-
lation: support outwelighs body
count,

The result has been an inar
tieulate, glacially slow change
in the people of the delta. Where
once there was overwhelming
support of the Vietcong, there
is now little enthusiasm for
either side but a growing feel-
Ing that life may be safer and
more prosperous under govern-
ment control.

A striking example 18 Mo Cay
district in Kien Hoa province.
Reputed to be the birthplace of
the Vietcong and still dangerous
country, Mo Cay district seethes
with some 936 Communist
troops and containg the della’s
last heavily populated area run
by the Vietcong (comprising
more than half the district’s
population),

Nevertheless, Mo Cay is not
what it once was. The district
{including a trading center call-
ed "“VC Market” by the Amer-
icans) for years was a Commu-
nist rest and recuperation spa,
logistical center, and general
hendquarters for the province,
Government forces moved Into
VC Market last October as hos-
tile villagers, long ruled by the
Vietcong, looked on sullenly.

Since’ then, however, schools,
health clinica, and other social
welfare programs have scaled
that! hostility at least down 1o
passivity. And remaining Com-
munist control in Mo Cay dis-
trict is challenged by additional
government outposts planned
this spring. That would limit
Kien Hoa province’s Commu-
nist fighting units to the woods,
which ‘are to be subjected to
defolintion by napalm,

The mode!l for the province is
Ba Tri district, a onetime Com-
munist stronghold already along

the pacification road in 1967, In
& report from Ba Tri three
years @ago, we questioned
whether pacification would en-
dure there once’ two battallons
of regular South Vietrmmese
troops were removed. Now the
troops are gone, U.8. military
advigers departed months ago,
and Reglonal Force territorial
troops are being sent elsewhere
in the province.

Aguinst this optimistic picture
Is the nagging fecling that the
exposed outposts may be hit by
o coordinuted Communist offen-
sive, In one stroke rulning two
Inborious years of pacification.
The numbers are against it. The
44,000 Communist troops in the
delta are outnumbered 10 to 1
by government forces (includ-
ing no Americans aince the U.8,
oth Divigion moved out In 1989).
With local recruiting down, in-
filtration barely maintains Com-
munist forces at that level. Of
course, any degree of succesy
enjoyed by the current U. 8, -
South Vietnamese operations in
Cambodia will reduce this ex-
ternal Communist danger to the
delta.

This effective end to the delta
guerrilla war scarcely means
peace. Hanol ¢an and probably
will maintain pressure . indefi-
nitely through infiltration and
the Vietcong infrastructure —
the secret guerrilla govern.
ment — maintains {tself under-
ground, but, especially when
compared - with the economic
and . political fragility we have
reported from Saigon, the gov-
ernment's position in the
Mekong Delta is one of grow-
ing stability.

At present a town
can no longer get speocial legls-
lation passed through the Gen-
eral Assembly, Once a town
charter is adopted the town can
change the provisions through
o referendum, he exphined.

Although the charter does not
change the basic Board of
Selectmen - town meeting gov-
ermmment, Flynn feels the town
Is coming to the point where
the lown councll form of gov-
emment will be necessary,

“It won't be too long before
there won't be a large enough
place In town to accommodate
all those wh ocome out for u
controversial town meeting,"'"
Fiynn added.

He noted the town council
form of government results in
the delegation of a person's vot-
Ing responsibllity to someone
elge, Flymn dinvariably serves as
the moderator at local town
meelings.,

Describing the committee’s
year-longofforts in the ocom-
pilation of the charter, CSC
chairman Frank Kalas noted
the  committee members have

Saves $200,000

SANTA MONICA, Calif. (AP)
— The B8ynanon Foundsation,
which helps drug addicts kiok
the habit, has outlawed ciga-
rettes for its members—at a
saving of $200,000 a year.

Cigarette oddiction is com-
mon at the private rehabilita-
tion organization, says Pres-
dent Jack Hurst. Giving them
up, he sald Thursday, ‘“‘can be
tougher than giving up narcot-
fca.”

Since its founding 11 years
ago Synanon has distribut
free clgarettes to (ts 1,600 mem-
bers in Santa Monica, Oakland
and Tomales Bay, north of 8an
Franclsco, to help them give up
drugs.

“It was kind of goofy,” sald
Hurst, ‘“Cigarettes represent
money, and we were
about $200,000 a year on them."

Since Monday, it has been
against the rules for any mem-
ber of Synanon to smoke,

The foundation turned down an
offer from tobacco companies to

° provide cigarettes free,

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Hurst sald the decision
stemmed' from an experiment
that began about six weeks ago
when board members decded
they would try to stop smoking.

“It worked,” he sald, “and
within a matter of weeks we
had 1,000-persons who had given

Gish had been released from
the hospital two years ago.

The spot where he died wuas
about 10 miles from his home-
town of Budsa.

MOSCOW — Ruassian women
are better groomed and better
dressed than they were five
years ago but the Soviet Unlon
ptill has no mass  fashjon In.
dustry that would make it ensy
for an  ordinary female to
pcquire style ot a rensonable
price.

Skirts are becoming whorter,
especially on women under 30,

browns that depress foreign
vigitors on the streets of Mos-
cow and Leningrad are broken
by more than an oceasionnl red,
biue, green or vibrant  pink.
Knowledgeable foreigners and
Rumilans argee that the quality
of clothes and cosmetics has
improved and that more goods
are nvallable In the stores.

Nevertheless, the overall im-
pression is stil one of drabness
and lack of style.  The most
eye-catching  women on the
street usually turn out to have
obtained al least some of their
clothes from  abroad, efther
through forelgn  scquaintances
or Russian friends who have
traveled outside the Soviet
Undon.

“Fashion wna not considered
Important for many years after
the war (World War I1)," says

—Fashion and the fashion In-
dustry, as Zaltsev pointed out,
were understandably low on the
list of Boviet economic priori-
ties while the country was re-
covering from World Wer 1.

—Sovirt-made fabrics are of
poor quality, which would make
it impossible for a. factory to
produce a good-looking, cheap
copy of an expensive dress.
Fashion-conscious Russian wom-
en try to obtain fabrics from
abroad and take them to pri-
vate  dressmakers. The dress-
mokerse — lke Russians in
many other professions — serve

End of Nigerian War

LAGOS, Nigerin (AP) —
There were forecasts of a crime
wave to follow Nigeria's clvil
war, and the predictions are
coming true.

Worst afflicted is the Bast
area which tried to secede and
carry on as an independent
Binfra, but crime is spreading
throughout much of the federa-
tion.

Armed robbery, often ending
in death for victims, 1s such a
danger in the East that travel-
ers are warned not to move afl-
er dark,

Food riots near Owerrl killed
several, Relief teams reponted
14 nrmed robberies in two weeks
on various food stores around
Owerrd,

“It's just desperation," said
one source close to the situation.
"People figure, ‘Damn {t all,
we're dying anyway.' "' He said
despite an improvement, many
people were still very bad off in
the money starved local econo-
my.

One band operating in the
bush around 12 miles northeast
of Owerrl is blamed for five
murders. The band moves at
night, attacking villagera and
carrying off what it can. The
group is suspected of being for-
mer rebel soldiers who have re-
tained their weapons.

Aside from the Bast, murder,
kidnaping and armed robbery
are growing more common in
Lagos, the Midwest and the
West, Crime is least noticeable

In the heavily Moslem: North,
but Kano in that area had a dar-
ing bank robbery recently.

The Sunday Times of Lagos
says:. “A crime wave has hit
Nigeria—in the American Wild
West style. The list published
below might jolt you ... you
may be the next vietim,*

A list followed detailing 16 wi-
olent crimes, including eight
murders and an armed assauit
on federal mails, all committed
within two months. That was
just a sampling.

Caches of arms were tucked
away when the fighting stopped
four months ago. Perhaps
300,000 men were In uniform on
both sides. Because of inadequ-
ate records, desertlons and sol-
diers missing in actiony it is im-
possible to account for all their
guns,

Soldiers crime began more
than @« year to become serious
as the war was dragging on.

Officials implore citizens hold-
ing weapons 6 turn them dn.
Authorities in the Southeastern
state have begun a systematic
search for hidden arms.

A government-owned paper,
the Nigerian® Observer, called
Yor the army to help police
round up weapons. The govern-
ment has established a highway
patrol system with cars crulsing
major roads,

In the East, and to some ex-
tent even in the Midwest state,
life is not yet back to normal,
but even in parts of the federa-
tion where wur effects were sec-
ondary the cost of living has ris-
en to a severe pinch.

The servants, mostly young
Indian girls who come to the
city seeking money., have
worked long hours and seven-
day weeks as a rlue.

Some maids can be seen in
the driveway shortly after
dawn, washing the family car
before starting breakfast, They
will still be doing dishes at ngar-
ly midnight,

Housewives point out the girls
are generally umeducated and
have to be taught hygiene,
cleanliness, how to set a table,
how to cook over an indoor gas
or glectric stove, and how to run
a vacuum cleaner withoul de-
stroying it,

Housewives assert the girls
need constant supervigion. In
elght hours, they can not clean
a house as well as the housewife
could in a morning, it is
claimed.

While the servants' salaries
are admittedly low, about $30 a
month, housewlves note that
they also receive free quarters,
utilities, food, uniforms, medl-
cine, and many times clothing,
radios and other articles from
the employers. Some servants
are given evenings off to attend

night schools and learn cooking,
sewing or other arts,

In recent yeurs, dndustrinliza-
tlon has drawn many servants
o fuctories where pay is higher,
Thin hns punhed up malnry de
mnnda so thalt some housewlvos
decide to do without dometicn.

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Pnnters Extend
Union Confahbs At
New York Times

NEW YORK (AP) — Printers
have lengthened their on-the-job
union meetings at the New York
Times to 18 hours 4 day as con-
tract negotiations between Ty-
pographical Undon NO. ¢ and
the city’'s four major newspa-
pers remained sballed,

The alowdown, which began
March 31 with the expiration of
old contracts with the 10 fndus-
try unions, cut actual working
time at the Times down to five
hours over three shifts,

Mediator Thoedore W. Kheel
said he spoke with representa-
tves of the printers and publish-
ers of the Times, the Daily
News, the Post, and the Long Is-
land Press but did not schedule
o facedo-face meeting. Ho said
he was awaliting signs from both
sldes that their positions were
“‘negotiable.”

The printers have turned
down all publishers' offers, the
latest of which would have giv-
en them a 3L.85 per cent wage
and fringe benefit increase over
& three year contract. The prin-
ters have not made public their
contract demands,

Negotiations have been dead-
locked since last Saturday when
the sides were reported closer
than ever before to an agree-
ment. The Impasse was sald to
have developed when they were
unable to agroe on the money is-
sue,

Ten days ago, when the prin-
ters increased their union meet-
ings from 16% to 16 hours a day,
Arthur Ochs Sulz Sulaberger,
Times publisher, wamed that a
further extension could lead to a
shutdown of the newspaper.

Bulzberger also maid the
Times would continue to publish
as long as news standards and
advertising presentation did not
fall below an acceptable level,

As of today, the Times said it
has lost more than $4 million In
advertising revenues and man-
hours Jost in printers’ work
since the slowdown began.

Only the Times has been; sub-
ject to economic pressure In the
unjon effort to break the con-
tract deadlock, However, should
the Times decide to cease publi-
cation it could lead to a city-
wide shutdown.

Carruthers Defends

Babbidge Censure

University of Connecticut
President Homer Bubbidge
should have called In the state
police to patrol the University
of Connecticut, or at least place
security guards with badges at
the doors of university bulld-
ings, according to Republican
Town Chairman Thomas Car-
ruthers of Vernon.

Carruthers is seeking the
GOP nomination for state senm-
tor from the 35th District Tok
land County towns,

He defended a GOP resolution
which censured Babbidge for
his handling of Monday's ROTC
hangar deixure, The resolution
was made by Carruthers during
Monday. night's convention of
county town chairmen and vice
chairmen to select state central
committee representatives.

It's adoption was subsequent-
ly blasted by Democratic State
8en. Robert Houley, also of Ver-
non. Houley called the resolu-
tion action, “‘irresponsible’’ and
‘‘purely political.”

Houley rapped the 'GOP lead-
ors for ‘‘condemning the UConn
president without a trial" and
for not waiting for all the facts
to become known.

Carruthers lost night denfed
the action was political. “"Rob-
ert Houley hus chosen to make
it 5o’ the Republican leader de-
clared, “'to serve his own politi-
cal ends and his unending de-
sire for publicity."”

The censure resolution was
made by Carruthers, “but since
I am a candidate for the Repub-
lican nomination for state sena-

tor from the 35th District, my
moving the resolution was pur-
posely? played down so it would
not be interpreted as a political
gesture,” Carruthers explained,
It was a ‘“sincere expression
from our Republican leadership
in the 35th Senstorial District.”

"Houley has stated the resolu-
tion of censure solved nothing.'
Carruthers continued, “dnd that
we are condemning the Univer-
sity of Connecticut - president
without a trinl and  without
knowing the facts.'

Addressing himself to Houley,
Carruthers explained, '“This is
our protest and our volces have
been heard within the frame-
work of our democratic pro-
cess."”’ /

" students have chosen to
have their volces heard in a
procedure that does not con-
form to our Democratic pro-
cesses,'’ Carruthers stated.

He criticized Houley for not

Rehabilitation the Object
- 'Of Modern Penologists

Brown, author of the following
article, spent 10 days talking
and mixing with inmatea (n the
foderal prison at Danbury,
Conn, Brown, president of the
Ottaway News Service and for-
mer publisher of the Danbury
News-Times, sought to Jeam
firet hand about life and reform
efforts In a prison.

DANBURY, Comn. ' (AP) —
“Lock ‘em up and throw away
the key!" {s the harsh philosos
phy of many an otherwise toler-
ant citizen toward the man who
commits a crime.

But it's not the philosophy of
the Federa] Bureau of Prisons
or of wardens lke Frank Ken.
ton, head of the federal prison
here, who believe in reform and
rehmbilitation.

But if ‘‘rehabilitation” s the
reformers’ answer, many pris-
oners consider it a “dirty”
word. They would prefer to do
their rehabilitation in thelr own
way in thelr own time—on the
outgide.

For the first few days of my
10-day stay I was regarded as a
complaint spy for the warden,
and’ was deluged with com-
pleints such as:

‘I have been framed.”

“The D.A. conned me into the
wrong plea.'

“Now I'm rehabilitated the
warden keeps me in prison out
of spite.”

“The food is lousy.” (I found
the food varied and acceptable.)

“I'm going to write to my con-
gressman about this fall.’”

All inmates, except those In
special detention, have free run
of the open compound, can
walch television in the lounges,
play ball, 1ift welghts, watch the
bocce players, look at movies,
read newspapers, buy $20 worth
of goods a month at the prison
atore, and socialize with other
prisoners, They are of course,
obligated to do dally work In
one of the numerous prison in-
dustries or service units, It
wouldn't be a bad life—on the
outside.

A major problem here, as in
all prieons, is homosexuality,
Prison officlals say little can be
done about it except to keep
homosexuals sway from ecach
other, when possible,

Many inmates complain about
being kept from women for long
periods of time. '""“How do you
expect us to be rehabliitated
when we can't act llke men?" I8
an oft-atated question, and one
for which prison officlals have
no answer,

‘While prison officlals have not
found a substitute for (family
life, they have been working
hard at job training and educa-
tion. Many federal prisons are
teaching trades which, htpeful-
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ly, will help parolees atay out of
prison. In line with this new pol-
icy, jobs auch nw glove sewing
and license stamping are being
phased oul in favor of courses in
motor repair, plumbing heating
and eloctrical crafta. At the
same time many prisons are of-
fering courses leading to high
school equivalency diplomas,
Work Releaso -

The phrase ‘‘work release' la
a ‘magic one for Danbury's in-
mates, even though only one in
15 prisoners can meet the rigid
requirements.

The work release program
permits a qualified prisoner to
work on the outside during the
day and return to prison at
night. This ‘‘second chance'
program is available In the last
six months of an {nmate's sen.
tence. One reguirement is that
half the inmate's salary goes to
hig family, and $2 a day to the
prison for lodging.

To help Insure the program’s
success, Warden Kenton has en-
listed the cooperation of local
employers, city officlals, civic
clubs, church groups and labor
unions. Thelr role is to develop
in the community a favorable
attitude toward the released
prisoners,

The Danbury uuumuom'

work release program has an
excellent success record among
federal prisons, At any one time
about 50 Inmates are participat-
ing in the program and over the
course of a year only a few at-
tempt to escape.

The question arises, why are
only 50 out of 700 inmates being
given this second chance. The
answer: eliminate the drug ad-
dicts (about half of the 700), the
sexual deviates, alcoholics,
those convicted of violent
crimes and those on ‘“‘detainer’
—wanted by other authorities—
and the eligible lst narrows
considerably.

Special Treatment for Addicts

Drug addicts who commit a
crime are sentenced to Danbury
under NARA (Narcotics Addic-
tion Rehabllitation Act). They
are sent to Danbury for profes-
sional treatment: Group therapy
seasions, psychiatric counsel-
ing, and treatment with a medi-
cation called methadone. They
are there with the prospect of
an early parole.

The parole applicant makes
his plea at a casual hearing, He
is accompanied by his case
workers and psychiatrists. The
discussion usually centers
around his degree of rehabilita-
tion and his determifiation to
stay off drugs on the outside. He

Is told that if paroled he will be
required to undergo weekly
urine testa, The tests show the
existence of drugs In the body.
Group Thorapy

One hot afternoon I sat in a
amall room with Miss Margaret
Lindner, w prison psychiatrist,
and the ten inmates in her twice

‘A week therapy group.

Many men In therapy have
been in such groups in Danbury
and other prisons for as long as
three years. They talk freely of
their personal problems, thelr
frustrations and their hopes for
the future. The psychiatrist
merely directs the conversation
and keeps it going.

This type of therapy is very
important in the treatment of
addicts here, It is tedious and
exhausting, but professionals
claim that it is fairly cffective.

The only inmate complaints I
heard, came from omne group
which felt ‘they were being
slighted In having a guard rath-
er than a psychlatrist as thefr
group lender,

FRANKFURT, Germany
(AP) — An evergrowing flood
of manuscoripts smuggled from
the Soviet Union testifies to the
vitality of a Russian literary un.
derground, despite all efforts by
the Communist regime to sup.
press it,

Oout of the USS.R. comes
novels, poems political pam-
phlets, and tracts, some disclos-
ing information which ordinuari-
ly would be available only to the
Soviet secret police.

Much of this stream of Hasi-
dence finds its way lo the
Frankfurt office of Michel Siav-
insky, a manuscript editor for
the Russian-language publishing
house called Posoy—Sowing.
The presses of Posev produced
workas by Nobel Prize winner
Boris Pasternak before he re.
celved intemmational acelaim,
and by Alexander Solzhenitsyn,
considered by many to be Rus-
sia's grealest living writer,

Slavinsky, French-born son of

a czarist naval officer, says he
expects that the Soviet crack-
down on Belzhenitsyn, author of
“Cancer Ward” and “The First
Circls," to Inspire an even
greater output of underground
works by defiant Rusaian writ-
ers,
As proof that the wrilers have
Joined battle with the regime
Slavinsky points to the growing
mumber of ‘“samizdal’'—selfl-
publication—works being pro-
duced in the U.8.8.R, These
reach wide audlences through a
simple device, The originator of
the pamphlet makes four coples
to send to fpur friends. Each is
asked to make four coples to
send to four others, & process by
which hundreds of thousands
can be reached eventually,

Underground manuscripts get
to ‘the West in & number of
ways, Some simply are malled
by way of neutral countries,
Others are carried out by trav-
elers. Some are on microfilm,
some on sound lapes,

One underground periodical
comes out at regulnr intervals
and is considered by many the
most {mportant of {ts kind,
Called ‘‘Chronicles of Current
Bvents,” it began publication
two yesrs and o dozen lmuul
ago. |

Since then Chronicles has|
brought to light many aspects of
Soviet dissent, It has detailed
Russian criticilsm of the lhva-
sion of Czechoslovakia. It car-
ried material on the confine-
ment of dissident writers to asy-
lums, It even carried textual ex-
tracts of KGB intervogations,

which cltuged some in the West
to speculate that Chronicles had
contacts within secret police
organization, B

Poseyv publishes much of.what
Chranicles produces. 4

"Ten years ago, the Soviets
tried to tell such wrilers they
wore working for nothing be-
cause no Soviet citizen would
read what they wrote,"” saya
Slavinsky. “Five years ago, the
officials  said the stuff was
laughable and called them outl-
siders and lunatics."

Now, he says, Soviet officials
take the writers senlously and
call them dangerous tools of the
anti~Communist NTS8—League
of Russian Solidarists—which Is
based in West Germany. Slavin.
sky admits that he and some
other Posev editors are NTS
members, but says Posev 18 in-
dependent of (t and apll outside
organizations,

Posev, he says, manages o
earn enough to divert part of its
money to printing digests of Its
two periodicals, a political
monthly called Posev and a lit-
erary quraterly called Grani—
Aspects, Both, are mailed at
random to the Soviet Union and
Slavinsky says up to 70 per cent
of the digests, coples numbering
in the thousands, get through
because postul employes cannot
open all the mail. Posev also
publishes books In Russian and
German.

The Russtans' material 1is
used without the explicit con-
'sent of the writers, Whatever
royalties are earned are depos-
ited in a Swiss bank and can be
claimed by the writers at any
time, Slavinsky says. In any
ctse, he says, Posev means for
underground writers that their
works will reach the outside
world and be read.

Recent reports in the West
ruised a possibility that some of
the Solzhenitsyn manuscnipts

NEW YORK (AP) — Just

when things looked worst, the,

prospects. for - the future of
churchr-run s¢hools today are
brightening. What only recently
was viewed by some experts as
a dying system now seems (0
have a chance.

But some keen struggles over
the matter, In courts and lqts-
latures, lies ahead.

Several developments, coming
in the midst of the intensifying
financlal crisla among parochial
schools, have brought about
their improved outlook,. includ-
w.

—8igns of a shift in public and
politcal attitudes toward prefer
ring government ald to such
schools, rather than facing: the
high costs of accommodating
their nearly 5.6 million students
in expanded public schools,

—Similar so-called ‘‘paro-
chaid' measures are brewing In
more than 26 other states. In
some cases, as in Wisconsin and
Maryland, they lost out narrow-
ly this year, but would be re-
vived next. Hisewhere, action
still was to come. Illinols Gov.
Richard Ogllvie backed a $29-
million ald measure for non-
public schools, saying fallure to
provide It could mean their “‘to-
tal collapse."

—Aside from such direct- sa-
lary subsidies, a recent survey
shows 22 other states now pro-
vide some peripheral ald such
as pupil transportation, text-
books, health services or equip-
ment, New York's.Gov. Nelson
A. Rockefeller has Indicated the
present $486 milllon annually
spent for such purposes will be
upped by $20 million. Mean-
while, a referendum Is pending
lo repeal the state's “Blaine
amendment'’ barring direct pid.

—President Nixon last month
set up a special commission to
look into problems of parochial
schools, saying they provide an
Important diversity and “add a
spiritual dimension” to educa-
tion, but that their survival now
is threatened. “No government
can be indifferent to the poten-
tial collapse.of such schoals, he
sald.”

Mpsgr. James Donohue, of
Washington, D.C., head of the
U.8. Catholic Conference's Divi-
aion of Elementary and Second-
ary Education, says this appar-
ently was the first time an
American president has specifi-
cially atfirmed the special value
of nonpublic schools,

Presently there nare about
12,000 Catholic elementary and
secondary schools in the coun-
try enrolling about five million
puplis—down by a millon puplls
in the last five yeans through
closing of about 1,000 schools.

They've been shutting down at
the rate of more than 300 a

amount to another two million
in enrollment — In the mext aix
years unless there is & major
upsurge in public support for
such educaiton.

A shortage of nuns as teach-
ers, forcing the hining of lay
teachers at around $6,000 an-
mually—more than three times
what nuns get—has been the
main financial strain to the
church schools, along with tﬂ’l
er cost rises, |

Nixon sald if these schools
were forced out of business, the
cost of taking thelr pupils into
public schools would amount to
$4 blllion a year, plus another §8
billlon for expanding public fa-
cilities.

A Protestant theologinn, the
Rev. Dr. Robef® W. Lymmn, of

Union Theological Seminary,
says Catholic gchools now are a
‘‘public  venture"” and Protes-
tants must begin reconsidering
methods for giving them tax
aid.

Such aid ls commonly provid.
ed in Western Europe and Cana-
da. The Rev. C. Albert Koob,
president of the National Catho-
He BEducation Assoclation, says
the onetime ‘‘bitter opposition’
to any government ald seems to
be fading.

Nevertheless, there still is op-
position, along with lawsuits
challenging such aid in 21
states, including sults against
the plans in Ohib, Connecticut,
Pennsylvania and Rhode Island
for supplementing teacher sala-
ries in parochial schools,

The case against the Permsyl-
vania law now is before the U.8.
Supreme Court with a ruling
expected next fall.

Also before the high court s a
challenge to federl! aid to four
church—run colleges in Con-
necticut, a sult with implica-
tions for hundreds of other
church colleges receiving gov-
ernment aid.

BURLINGTON, Vi, (AP) —
In this city, as in others rav-
aged by Dutch elm . discase,
majestic trees that once lined
the streets have been reduced to
unsightly stumps.

And, as elsewhere, the city
Park Department has begun a
massive stump removal pro-
gram aimed at beautification.

Meanwhile a less orthodox so-
lution to the problem has been
initiated by one resident, albeit
on a smaller scale,

Far from being dismayed at
the demise of a large tree in
front of his home, a young
teacher, Jon Cloud, viewed the
situation as a challenge.

The House already has made
it clear it will not move in this
direction, decisively rejecting
several proposnls last week,
That In itself should be suffl.
clent notice that even if the Sen-
ate does adopt any of the sever
al measures before it, they are
unlikely to go any further.

But that is not to say Senate
approval of a proposal to with-
draw financlal support from the
war, or even the Cambodian
campaign, would not have a
profound effect on President
Nixon. No presidential policy is
likely to last very long - or be
very effpctive without majority
support of the people's elected
representatives,

There has beenn much talk in
Congress in recent years, reach-
ing a crescendo since Nixon
sent U.8. troops into Cambodia,
that Congress should assert it-
self and restore the constitution-
al balance between the execu-
tive and legisiative branches in
making war and conducting for-
eign policy,

But there has never been n
balance in the sense that the
President and the Congreas
shared equally in formulating
and carrying olt foreign policy
and making decisions to commit
U.8. armed forces to action.

The Constitution divides re-

sponsibility between the execu-
tive and legislative branches,
but hardly balances it. Congress
has the power to declare war
and provide for any army and
navy, while the President is
commander-in-chief of the
armed forces.
+ The President has the power
10 negotiate treaties, but must
get the advice and consent of
the Senate,

The balance that exists under
this armangement has been a
seesawing one for 180 years.

Strong presidents and times of
crisis have tended to enlarge
presidential powers. Congres-
sional influence has bloomed in
other, more peaceful adminis-
trations,

For the most part, 18th cen-
tury presidents were more in-
clined to observe congressional
prerogatives in foreign affairs
than their 20th century succes-
sors, although Presidents. of ev-

ery ern have sent U.8. troops
abroad without obtaining
congressional approval,

The difference between then
and now is mainly the differ-
ence between the foreign rela-
tions of the 10th and 20th centu-
rien,

Sending  gunboats to tiny,
backward countries to protect
American cltizens whose danger
was usually In direct proportion
to the degree of American inter-
est In the area and pursuing the
pirates of the Barbary Couast are
hardly the equivalent of the
problems with which modern
presidents hnvc confronted Con-
greay,

Since 1850 the dominant posi-
tion of the United States in In-
ternational affairs, the rise of
Communist power to challenge
it, the changing nature of wnr
and the increasing destructive-
ness of weapons have created a
situation never envmmod by
the founding fathers.

The power to declare war,
which both the makers of the
Constitution and, until recently,
the Congress regarded as the ul-
timate check on presidential
war-moking, haos become mean.
ingless,

Undersecretary of State Ni-
cholas Kalzenbach told the Sen-
ate Foreign Relations Commit-
tee In 1867 that In a war of limit-
ed objectives, such as in Viet-
nam, a declaration of war would
not reflect the lUmited objec-
tives, And In International af.
fairs generally, he said, a war
declaration has become obso-
lete.

During the last two decades
the presidential power to com-
mit U.8. troops to battle without
prior approval by Congress has
been used extensively—in Ko-
rea, Lebanon, the Dominican
Republic ‘and to dispatch more
than a half-million men to Viet-
nam. It ls the growth of that
power the Senate wants o
check.

If it were simply a constitu-
tional question to be discumsed
and voted on in the abstract
there is little doubt both houses
of Congress would be in wide
agreement that something
should be done to curb presiden-
tizl power. But now the abatract
question can't be separated
from the Vietnam war and that
ls what makes it 8o hard for
Congress to do nnyqnng at this
time,

With the United States deeply
involved in Southeast Asia and
the future course of events there
very uncertain, the President,
as commanderi-n-chief, has a
strong constitutional basis for
conducting the war as he sees
fit.

nancing the war doesn't dimin.’

ish the President’'s constitution-
al power to conduct it. If both
should choose to go the full
route, the resulting impasse
would produce a constitutional
crisis of unprecedented propor-
tions. )

That the Vietnam war and not
the balancing of constitutional
powers is the real issue in
Senate is indicated by the
rectly oppoaing views taken by
Sen. J. Willlam Fulbright, D-
Ark., before and after Vietnam.

In 1961 Fulbright wrote in the
Cornell Law Review:

“I wonder whether the time

has not arrived, or indeed al-
ready passed, when we must
give to the executive n measure
of power In the conduct of our
forelgn affairs that we have
hitherto fealously withheld,

"“The mource of an effective
foreign policy under our syatem
I8 presidential power, This prop-
osltion, valld in our own time, is
certain to become more, rather
than less compelun‘ in thc dec-
ades ahead ,

It is h!g‘hly unllkely that we
can successfully execute a long
range program for the taming
or containing of today's aggres-
#lve and revolutionary forces by
cortinuing to leave vast and vi.
tal - deciston-making - powers in
the hands of u decentralized, in.
dependent-minded and largely
parochial-minded body of legis-
lntors.”

Fulbright still felt that way in
1864 when he helped put through
the Tonkin Gulf resolution
sought by Presldent Lyndon B.
Johnson and subsequently used
as the maln prop for the John-
son administration's Vietnam
war policy.

But the senator's views
changed abruptly soon after as
the war expanded and he now
mccusea Johnson of decelving
the Senate by seeking a resolu-
tion for a limited purpose and
then using it In unlimited fash-
fon,

And the office of the presl-
dent, regarded by Fulbright as
the mont effective source of for-
eign policy in 1961, s now seen
by him as one with unchal-
lenged power of life or death
over American citizens,

“Within his own term of of-
fice," wsays Fulbright now,
“there is almost no restraint—
except his own political discre-
tion—on the president’s power
to commil the country to dan-
gerous, and often #reversible
courses of action in foreign poll-
cy.n

Fulbright hoped a start had
been made on  beefing up
congressional prerogatives last
summer. Under his leadership
the Senate passed, 70 to 16, a
resolution stating the president
should not use U.8. forces to
carry out a national commit-
ment unless  that commitment
had been concurred in by Con-
gress, It had no force of law but
its sponsors feel it should have
led Nixon to seek congressional
approval before sending troops
into Cambodia, .

If such resolutions are too
weak to command presidentinl
compliance and cutting off
funds is too drastic a step for
Congress to take, debate and
voting on such proposals do pro-
vide the focus for publc opin-
fon.

Ant that is the real power
Congress can bring to bear on
the President.

It is clear the drive for public
support by the gsix senators

As a result, they say, Interest
rates may continue to soar, cut-
ting Into corporate profits and
leading to the collapse of some
stock prices,

Some feel more money should
be released to finance these pro-
grams. Others maintain that
spending  plans must be
scrapped. Talk of credit con-
trols, and even of controls on
wages and prices, are becoming
commonplace.

Ironically, expectations that
the economy is attempting to re-
sume Its expansion, without the
capital o do s0, are viewed as
contributant to possible further
disorder In stock and bond mar-
kets,

John Wright of Wright Inves-
tors Service, blames ‘‘excessive
severily and persistance” of
Federal Reserve Board re-
straint as leading to & “strangu-
Jation of capital markets."

He calls the present stock-
bond market chaos, “The Burns
capital crisls,” in reference to
Chalrman Arthur Burns of the
Federal Reserve Board The
Fed, he said, must release more
credit to the economy.

“The time to fear financinl
collapse is now," said Wright, a
stock market conservative. He
noted that the federal govern-
ment last week nearly failed to
miarket its own bonds, and was
rescued at the last minute be-
cause the Federal Reserve
stepped in and made purchases.

Asked {f more credit wouldn't
simply add fuel to the fires of
inflation, Wright contended that
the economy was in a tallspin
and that even if more money
were freed now the descent
couldn’t be haMed for another
six months,

Ellot Janeway, former advis-
er to President Lyndon B. John-
son—he broke with him over
what he felt was improper fi-
nancial planning for the Viet-
nam war—claims the govern-
ment s locked in a battle with
industry for too meager a sup-
ply of capital, and that interest
rates are riding a relentless up-
ward spiral,

Jeneway doean't blame the
Fed, however, Instead, he feels

Pierme Rinfret of Rinfret-Bog-
ton Associales, who refers to
himaelf as ‘‘the leading Inde.

He believes that by July the
ecomomy will be expanding
again but that ‘“‘there will be
continued chaos In the money
markets."

A recent gtudy by Rinfret con-
firms earlier forecasts that cor-
porations intend to spend heavi-
ly for capital improvementa this
year. He also forecasts a feder-
al fiscal defict of $3 billon to 35
billion.

“The combination makes for
chaos in the long-term money
markets,” he states, The short
supply of funds, he maintains,
will mean Industry will be un-
able to carry out its spending
plans and that long-term bond
rates will continue to rise.

To argue
that our involvemgnt in Viet-
nam is against our hational in-
lerest can be justified, parti-
cularly with the decided ad-
vantage of hindsight,

However, this is not Nixon's
problem since he has inherited
a war from his predecessors;
over 525,000 American troops

already committed.
Nixon's concern, as command-

American involvement by ini-
tiating the withdmwal in stages,
his next step was to destroy the
privileged santuaries of the ene-
my In the ‘“soverelgn' nation
of Cambodia, It was a logical
move; it was expedient. Every
weapon or profectile confiscated
meant fewer aimed at Ameri-
can soldiers, fewer American
casmmlities,

To view Nixon's move Inlo
Cambodin ax an eacalation of
the war s an erroneous judg-,
ment. The North Vistnamese
had already escalated years be-
fore when they had  violated
the “‘neutraiity” of Cambodia
to establish sanctuaries. Nix-
on's polity is not really an es-
cslation but the employment of
a counterforee to save American
lves, Just ar Smoke Ealers
must often times start a back-
fire In order to end the total
destruction of a forest fire, no
too did Nixen have to move into
Cambodia to finally and safely
disengage  American  troopd
from Vietnam.

President Nixon must take
into account the entire picture
when deciding upon foreign
policy. He has stated in his
Guam speech that American
troops will never be committed

Transfer Provoked Threats of Court Action

AL Owners Vote Unanimous
To Offer Seattle Franchise

NEW YORK (AP)
It’s back to the drawing
boards today for major
league .owners . . . and,
possibly, back to big time
baseball soon for Seattle.

The owners huddled here to°
settle pressing business in the
aftermath of a decision to offer
another franchise to - Seattle
ghould the American League ex-
pand in the future.

Meeting behind closed doors
League owners voted unani-
mously to offer Seattle a new
franchise in an apparent "at-
tempt to head off a threatened
$82-million suit by the city.

Transfer of the bankrupt Seat-
tle Pllots to Milwaukee recently
provoked threats of court ac-
tion. No date has been set to
hear the suit, however.

The Associated Press learned
Thursday night the owners de-
clded to make the franchise of-
fer conditionally, requiring the
city to come up with a domed
stadgium suitable for major
league play. The Pilots played
in 8icks' Stadium, which seats
28,500 and has no top.

‘“There’'s no way we can keep
& major league team out of
Seattle,” sald one owner, “and
it would certainly be better for
an American League franchise
than a National League one.

"“The American League has
confidence that Seattle Is a ma-
jor league city,'” said' another
owner at the secrél meeting, ap-
parently echoing the sentiments
of those present.

One or two felt, however, the
AL should not commit itself this
early.

But another argued that the
league would do better to pre-
serve its Iimage in the interests
of '‘good public relations” by
quickly making a firm offer.

Earlier Thursday, the Seattle
Times reported it had talked to
fin unidentified club owner and
learned of a possible out-of-
court settlement of the suit,

The owner sald he had no de-
talls of the proposed settlement,
whether it encompassed the
whole treble-damages, anti-trust
sult or just the city’s efforts to
recover expenditures from its

CHICAGO (AP) — A federal
grand jury has rebuked law en-
foreament agencles involved in
a fatal rald on Black Panther
party members and its subse-
quent (nvestigation.

No one was indicted,

The grand jury's 252-page re-
port, lssued Friday, says the
work of the law officers in-
volved “glves some reasonable
basls for public doubt of their
efficiency or even of thelr credi-
bility."

Two Panther leaders, Fred
Hamplon and Mark Clark, were
killed when Negro and white po-
llce from the state's attorney’s
office raided Hampton's sapart-
ment Dec. 4 In a search for {lle-
gal weapons.

The whole concept of the raid,
the jury sald, “‘seems Ill-con-
celved."

The grand jury also was criti-
cal of seven Panther members
who survived the rald for refus-
ing to testify at its hearings.
The report had harsh words for
the Black Panther party.

“‘The Panther tactics and poll-
cles help create much of the
very tension and conflict they
have complained of In this and
other cases'' the jury reported.

The jury was commissioned to
determine  whether the clivil
rights of the persons in Hamp-
ton’s apartment had been violat-
ed.

The grand jury said it was im-
possible to determine whether
there had been a violation of
anyone's civil rights without the
testimony of the surviving Pan-

The IID director at the time
of the Inquiry, Capt. Harry BEr-
vanian, testified before the
grand. jury that the investiga-
tion was the worst he has ever
heen.

Ervanian agreed with the
characterization of the invest!-
gatlon as a “whitewash."

Ervanian and two other high-
ranking police officers were de-
moled Thursday.

The coroner’'s office also re-
celved low marks. Its medical
work did nol seem to be of high
caliber, the jury said.
