CHICAGO (AP) — A federal
grand jury has rebuked law en-
foreament agencles involved in
a fatal rald on Black Panther
party members and its subse-
quent (nvestigation.

No one was indicted,

The grand jury's 252-page re-
port, lssued Friday, says the
work of the law officers in-
volved “glves some reasonable
basls for public doubt of their
efficiency or even of thelr credi-
bility."

Two Panther leaders, Fred
Hamplon and Mark Clark, were
killed when Negro and white po-
llce from the state's attorney’s
office raided Hampton's sapart-
ment Dec. 4 In a search for {lle-
gal weapons.

The whole concept of the raid,
the jury sald, “‘seems Ill-con-
celved."

The grand jury also was criti-
cal of seven Panther members
who survived the rald for refus-
ing to testify at its hearings.
The report had harsh words for
the Black Panther party.

“‘The Panther tactics and poll-
cles help create much of the
very tension and conflict they
have complained of In this and
other cases'' the jury reported.

The jury was commissioned to
determine  whether the clivil
rights of the persons in Hamp-
ton’s apartment had been violat-
ed.

The grand jury said it was im-
possible to determine whether
there had been a violation of
anyone's civil rights without the
testimony of the surviving Pan-

Education Board Prepares

Report on School Needs

At the request of the Plan-
ning Commission, the Board of
Education has prepared a ‘‘fu.
ture school needs’ report. It
was researched by & committee
headed by board member An-
drew Maneggia and approved
by the board at its meeting
Thuraday night, It will be for-
warded to the Planning Com-
missgion, along with pupil proj-
ections, to be used In the draw-
ing upon the town's new com-
prehensive plan.

Additions to :both the
school and the Center School
are seen as necessary, The
high school addition, needed
within the next two to five
years, would bé a cafeteria-au-
ditorium, with kitchen facilities
“geared for a satellite opera-
tion'" and storage space. Food
would be prepared in the kitch-
en of the new elementary
school and kept warm and serv-
ed in the high school facility.

The proposal states that the
cafetorium “Should provide for
sealing capacity of 200 stu-
dents per lunchroom sitting and
500 students per auditorium ait-
ting."” Built-in bench and table
units are recommernded for
easy convérsion from one use
to the other.

The expressed need for o
cafetorium is not new. One ver-
gon of a cafetorium was de-
feated by two town mestings
a number of years ago, after
which attention turmed to build-
ing another elementary school.
The high school revaluation
team, inspecting the high school
for accreditation last spring,
recommended such a facility.

The second proposal, for an
addition to the Center School,
also comes as no surprise. It
was known, when the old ele-
mentary school was renovated
this summer to accomodate
Grades & through 8, that an

addition would be necessary in

the future.

Whereas the high school cafe-
torium is debeled a ‘‘definite
need,"” the Center School areas
proposed are ‘Yor considera-

VATICAN CITY (AP) — Fifty

years ago this month, Giovanni
Battista Montini,

the bishop told him.

This Sunday, as Pope Paul VI,
that same Montini will celebrate
his half-century of priesthood by
ordaining 270 young men in St
Peter's Square,

His golden jubllee finds the
priesthood ranking among the
Vatican’s top concerns. Thou-
sands of priests defect each
year, many to- marry; thou-
sands openly criticize tradition-
al concepts of Church practice
and of the priesthood. Francois
Cardinal Marty, archbishop of
Parls, has suggested that the
1971 world synod of bishops ad-
dress itself to the priesthood
and its attendant problems.

The Pope's over-nll attitude
toward the priesthood, as seen
by Vatican observers and
priests working in the Vatican,
Ig fairly open. )

For one thing, he overturned
a 198 condemnation of the
French “worker priests," issued
by the Congregation for the
Doctrine of the Faith. Once
again worker priests are thriv-
ing in France.

Even on the celibacy question,
he has made one concession. In
a speech Feb. 3 the Pope said
he was willing to consider re-
quests that in limited cases eld-
erly married men be ordalned.

Yet, Pope Paul stated flatly
last February that celibacy was
“a capital law of our Latin
Church."

“I don't think his ldea of the
priesthood is frozen,' said one
Vatican cleric. “It's & very on-
going vialon of the priesthood,
not golng fast enough for some
but too fast for others."

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Success Not Always Good News

The trouble with the Strategic Arms
Limitation talks now JAn progress be-
tween the ‘United States and Russia at
Geneva is that they are talks in the
wrong context, based on the wrong as-
sumptions, and aimed at the wrong kind
of remedy.

If we are to concede that this basic
trouble is not likely to be remedied, we
then confront ourselves with a subsidiary
question. Do we still want these wrong
talks in the wrong context toward the
wrong kind of solition to have some
degree of success?

It is a question difficult to answer.

The situation in BALT is that Russia
And the United States find themselves
standing on the brink of an expansion
of thelr armament race with one anoth-
er.

They have sufficient dread of one
another, sufficien{ conscience in their
leadership, to want to do something to
alow this arms race down, to lessen the
burden on their peoples, to lessen the
chance they will engage one another in
mortal confliet they know this increas-
ingly fragile globe cannot take.

They haven't, however, the alightest
intention of translating their mutual
dread, their consclence, or their ack-
nowledged responsibility to all mankind
into & basic shift away from the nation-
to-nation basis on which they have ar-
ranged this meeting in the first place.

Hope for progress on such a basis
rests, as President Nixon has so ac-
curately but hopelessly phrased it, on
the hope for a nation-to-nation agreement
which “enhances the sense of security
of both sides.'

That happens to be a goal which can-
not gyer be attained within thg context
in which the two nations are meeting
and talking,

What should happen is obvious, and
yet, 80 far as one can judge the present
mood of great nations, most unlikely.

It is that both great nations, instead

Mot trying to seek security in keeping
themseives at precisely the same arma-
ment welghts on opposite ends of & see-
saw which keeps alipping (ts fuloerum
first ons way and then another, should
enter upon a program designed to con-
vert the United Nations into enough of
a world government to operate a world
police force which would permit the
real disarmament of individual nations,

This much of a world government is
the only thing that makes sense for to-
day's world, and that kind of disarma-
ment represents the only kind of dis-
armament which has a chance of ell-
minating the prospect of recurrent war.

If, however, the big nations are not in
any mood to head in the direction of

such sanity, what do we want to have
happen in SALT? Do we want Russia

and the United States to make progress
in agreeing to cut down the weight and
terror and the expense of the armaments
they will continue to bulld and deploy
against one another?

Do we believe that such success at
BALT might, by developing trust and
theory between the two great powers,
lead them on toward still more disarma-
ment in the future?

Or are we afrald that to take success
al BALT as any kind of reassurance
would be merely o give us a false sense
of security without making any baslc
ghange in our situation, which would
continue to be one of the inevitable
progress of big nation power politics to-
ward war? Might it not be healthier for
world thought for BALT to fail, so that
we would all be foroed back toward the
basic solution — that of gemeral dis-
armament under & United Nations with
s own police force?

The chances are that we do not have

to worry very much about very much
succesa in SALT. We and Russia have
a mutual record of backing away from
any really sweeping proposal the mo-
ment either one of us threatens to get
really serious. But not even success at
SALT would be clear good news for

anybody. $

Return To Reason

dangers inherent in an unbridled emo-
tional binge is implieit in the flutter
of comment from every quarter in to-
day’'s news.

President Nixon will bar hostile com.
ments on students generated within his
administration; Vice Presldent Agnew
is in a placating mood in comments an
National Guard activities at Kent State
University; Interior Secretary FHickel
warns that the administration is consci-
ously alienating American young people.

On the other side, students who want
no part of the violent senselessness that
has arisenr on the nation's campuses,
start strong protest against the thought.
less abandonment to tartrum exercises
that s going on.

And there are warnings that the volers
and taxpayers are sthrring in dlsgust
and anger at the totally intemperate
course of events,

There ls need to rturn to a basis of
reason and consideration in the relation-
ships of all of our people.

Oltherwise, the destruotion of national
values s sure.

The one variant in the prospective re-
turn to reason s Attorney General
Mitchell’s provoontive suggestion of a
move to McCarthylsm by the setting up
of what ias termed an anti-subversive ap-
paratus,

That does not fit Into the pleture at |

all, It only dinstitutionalizes the current
hysteria, involving a threat of witch
hunts at a time when what Is most
required is s of & condition where

frée inquiry and intellgence may thrive, -

We should be ed, all of us, that
this nation has ected like a pack of mad
juveniles; running rot against the
sacred regard for liberty and orderly
procedure that is the basis of all our
freedoms and blessings,

Starting with the President, and ex-
tending outward to the student commu-
nity and those who are citizen observers
and participants in national life, we must
desist from the course of purposeful ag-
gravation and violent flamboyance.

Let Prepident Nixon abandon his pose
of patniotic martyrdom and consult with
the people's Congress before he risks
wider martial entanglements; let the
students get off their high horse of
adolescent lemper-flare and shape up
to respomsibility, and a decent concemn
for the financial sacrifices of those who
give them their edugatlona] chance in
life.

Rnd let us all try, as President Lin-
coln said in earlier troubled times, to
consult “the better angels of our na-
lure” and adopt, once again, a civilized
approach to our very complicated prob-
lems.

If such attitude is beyond us, we are
in for woeful times indeed. Then, in-
stead of a nation, we shall have a night-
mare.

It is our deepest duty to retum to
reason. — WILLIMANTIC CHRONICLE.

The Full Implications

Today’s renewed concern over the
natural environment can be a tremen-
dous force for good, but it could also,
through its very power, cause tremen-
dous harm if misdirected. The uncritical
enthusiasms it geneartes make it fertile
ground “for the propegation of sweeping,
off-the-cuff ideas which in the aggregate
can be a serious handicap to the forma-
tion of sound resource-management poli-
cies.

Take, for example, the denunciations
of hydroelectric plants and pumped stor-
age ns sourceg of power, because they
involve dams and reservoirs, We are of-
ten told that it is criminal folly to build
dams for power now that we have se-
cured use of the energy in the atom. But
atomic power-plants Involve severe cool-
ing problems, and create fears of radlo-
active wastes. And the generation of
power in plants that burn copl and oil
helps pollute the atmosphere. Now it is
becoming apparent to some of the zeal-
ota that hydroelectric and pumped-stor-
age plants have real merit as the clean-
est, least environmentally disruptive
sources of power, But how can they ad-
mit this with the echoes of the Storm
King and Colorado River controversies
still ringing in the air? 8o, today we face
the imminent possibility of brownouts on
both the East and West coasts—largely
because & greal many people falled o
think their proposals through.

A good many people—and [ am one of
them—belleve that one long-range ap-

+ proach to the problems of our big citles

is a greater dispersal of population into
the less settled and leas developed parts

of the country. But we who hold this
view should also realize its implications,
These underpopulated areas will need
water-resource and other developments
of considerable scope—the conversion of
fields and prairies into townsltes, with

““all that thet imples—the dispersion of

industry and commerce, and their sup-
porting works and services to provide
jobs and sustenance for the dispersed
population. . . .

And so on and on. We find people de.
nouncing paper mills while consuming
ever-increasing quantities of paper;
driving their cars all over the country to
berate the petroleum industry; burning
electricity at meetings to upbraid the
power industry; getting up in the morn-
ing, drinking a glass of Florida ofange
juice, and denouncing the conversion of
swamplands into orchards, They keep
demanding more and more uses of their

_natural resources while demanding that

they be left untouched. And your politi-
cal leaders and public agencles are put
in the intolerable poaition of being asked
to heed simultaneously the demands ex-
preased by the public in meeting halls
and {ndignation - meetings on the one
hand, and the largely contradictory de-
mands madé by that same public in the
market-place and the employment bu-
reau and the obstetrical ward on the oth-
er hand — because too many of our peoc-
ple have not considered the full impli-
cations of the courses they endorse. LT.

Research in Space Station

By DR, LM, LEVITT,

of The Franklin Institute
While - future manned flights
to the moon will probably be de-
layed as a consequence of the
Apollo 18 miasion failure, plans
are still progressing toward the
esiablishment of the Orbital
Workshop, or Skylab, in 1872
With this "mini*" space station

in orbit, the creative instincts of

the scientists and engineefrs

‘will be challenged by the ‘new

researches and investigations
to Le undertaken in the gravity-
free environment of space.

The first crew of three men
wlll spend about 30 days in the
Skylab before securing it for re-
turn to earth. A few months
thereafter, six men will return
to the Skylab to continue the
crew-oriented research, Scien-
tific tasks will probably rate
the highest priority but the fa-
cility will also be avallable to
undertake engineering and in-
dustrial assignments which will
provide direct benefils to our
terrestrinl economy. Re-
searches and experiments will
be programmed for execution
under orbital conditions.

We posse¥s some knowledge
of zero gravity, for this condi-
tion can be duplicated on earth
for appr’oximate!y 30 seconds
We have algo oblained firsthand
intormation on zero-g when as-
tronauts orbited the earth or
when they were on their way to-
ward the manned lunar land-
ings. Bul the Skylab researches
being contemplated will con-
slderably enhance out knowl-
edge of this condition.

Many unique experiments
have been advanced for the
Skylab. One intriguing specu-
lation involves the formation of
new metals under the strictest
zero-g conditicns which could
not possibly be duplicated on
earth. One new metalllc  foam
may replace many of the metal
foams currently fabricated on
earth,

Ordinary metallic foams are
open-celled, look like sponge
and have no structural
strength. They will compress
easily under Joads. However, {f
the cells of this new metallic
material could be made micro-
scopic, 80 that the cell walls
could support loads without fail-
ing, the structural properties
would change. Such metal foam
would have instantaneous eco-
nomic value.

It is contemplated that these
exotic metals could be fabri-
cated in-orbit and returned to
earth and still be economically
feasible, The high cost involved
special materisl's unique criti-
cal applications on earth. It
would be a queation of using
this high-cost material or not
having it at all.

Bome scientists have discuss-
ed the special advantage in fab-
ricating ball bearings under
zero-g conditions. When metal
is heated and melted in space,
it tends to form into a perfect
sphere, for the only force act-
ing on It Is surface tension, This
process should pose no prob-
lems for the researchers.

However, there are some ap-
plications which call for large
balls, and these become Heavy
and muassive, causing consider-
able friction In use. One solu-
tion to this problem might be
the injection of a gas inside the
ball. Again surface tension
would shape the mass of metal
into a perfect sphere with u per-
fectly spherical, hollow center.
The result would be o shell of
uniform thickness with the ball

being much lighter than a solid
one of equal dinmeter, The Alr
Foree has been seapching for
lHghtwelght, high-precision ball
bearings. In space this could
become a reality. It is also esti-
mated thal” the usable lifetime
of such perfectly formed spgce-
muade ball bearings would be 10
times that of bearings made on
earth.

Theé orbiting laboratory will
have a profound effect on the
medical profession. It is con-
ceivable that future vaccines
and medicinals may be fabri-
cated in space. A perfect vac-
uum Is always available, as dare
temperature ranges from a few
degrees above absolute zero to
the surface temperature of the
sun, 11,000 degrees F. This vac-
um presents the most sterile
conditions known to man, The
ability of a culture to grow in
three dimensions instead of on
a flat surface will also greatly
decrease manufacturing costs,
Even the separation of pharma-
ceuticals by high-speed, (ric-
tionless centrifuges will pay off
in pharmaceutical advances.

Some time ago I listened to a
metallurgist discussing the pos-
sibility of new, exotioc, high-
strength metals being created
In space. He indicated that our
current metals fall because of
defects or dislocstions which
oceur in the crystals  which
make up the metanls. Were it
possible tolsfnake a metal in
which these defects were ab-
senl, the strength of
metals would increase by a fac-
tor of 10. This means that the
tremendous beams used in the
construction trades today could
be ‘one-tenth  smaller In cross
#section.

However, penalties are exact-
ed for this tremendous increase
in strength. If a girder of this
type were struck with sudden
blows from a sharp Implement,
the girder would fail. Engineers
do not consider this n serious
problem for they contemplate
encasing these metal crystal-
line fibers in a second material
whose sole function” would be to
protect the crystalline metal.

these

Thus, ‘high-strength girders are
a distinct poasibility.

Space is more than an ob-
vious place to perform research
on the space environment. It is

‘a composite of tools, conditions

and, eventually, procesges
which are simply unavailable
elsswhere. The unspects of re-
search, both industrial nnd
medical, T have been discussing
constitute only a small sample
of the uses for this environ.
ment. T would speculate that
when the space base bécomes
operational in the Inte 1970s or
early '80s_the use of space and
the researches taking place
there will have multiplied many
timesg over even our present
projections.

Reform Act of 1069,

The 1969 law raises the in-
come test® in steps just as the
amount that may he claimed
for a dependent is raised. For
example, n taxpayer is entitled
to n §626 allowance for each
exemption on 1970 returns and
the gross income test for de-
pendents is less than §626. For
1971, a taxpayer iz allowed
$660 for ench exemption, while
the gross income test rises to
less than £6560.

Note that the income test
does not apply to children of
the taxpayer, if they are under
19 or are full-time students at
least five months during the
tax year.

Q) Can I deduct any of the
closing costs I paid when 1|
bought my house?

A) State and local taxes on
rezl property and interest pay-
ments are deductible if “you
itemize, Keep a record of your
closing costs so you Bave the
information available when
you file your retuin next year.

Many of the closing costs
associnted with the purchase
of n home are not deductible
ginee thesp are considered by
law to be either personal or
capital expenses.
