ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — A 
caravan carrying several hun­
dred black demonstrators on the 
"march against repression" 
rolled Into Atlanta this morning 
and they began the OH-mile 
hike to the tomb of Dr. Martin 
Luther King Jr.

It Is the final leg of a 120-mlle 
march through Georgia to pro­
test war and violence, especial­
ly on college campuses.

Civil rights and antiwar 
groups, many aboard special 
railroad cars arriving from 
Washington, were to converge 
with the marchers at King’s 
tomb. They planned to march to 
'the atate Oapitol before moving 
on to Morehouse College for a 
rally featuring more than a doz­
en speakers.

There were an estimated 200 
persons, mostly black. In the 
group that arrived from Griffin.

Hiat group, headed by SCLC 
vice President Hosea Williams 
and led by two mules pulling a 
farm wagon, left Perry In south 
central Georgia last Tuesday 
and arrived In Grlffln-40 miles 
south of Atlanta—-FYlday night 
in preparation for the final leg 
of their journey.

There were no Incidents on 
the march, although there were 
a few tense moments when 
white hecklers attempted to dis­
rupt a rally in Bamesvllle.

State troopers, along with oth­
er officers, dispersed the heck­
lers.

Atlanta Mayor Siim Massell 
said he would receive the 
marchers In the spirit in which 
they CEune—one of peace. Gov. 
Lester Maddox alerted the Na­
tional Guard and atate troopers 
and said they would be avail­
able in Atlanta to protect both 
the demonstrators and the nub­
ile.

George 
McGovern, D-S.D., Georgia

The Rev. Ralph David Aber­
nathy, King's successor as 
SCLC president, said the rally 
and march were platmed to em­
phasize five areas of protest.

These include recent killings 
at Augusta, Ga., Jackson, Miss., 
and Kent, Ohio; the Vietnamese 
war and its expansion Into Cam­
bodia; a demand for extension 
of the VoUng Rights Act; a de­
mand that 18-year-olds be al­
lowed to vote; and a program of 
political counteraction against 
repression.

Stock Market 
Dove in Search 

Of a Bottom
NEW YORK (AP) — WaU 

Street kept hoping for a selling 
climax during the past week but 
it never materialized.

"The market’s groping for 
some kind of a bottom," said an 
analyst shortly before the mar­
ket closed Friday.

In toe process of groping for 
that bottom, toe market dived 
so much that it hammered down 
toe Dow Jones average of 30 in­
dustrials some 40.06 points dur­
ing the week to 662.17, its lowest 
level since March 1, 1963 when 
toe blue-chip indicator stood at 
689.72.

The net result of this steep de­
scent was that by week’s end 
the market had lost 3280 billion 
on paper, a 3 per cent drop, 
since December, 1968.

There appeared to be wide­
spread agreement in toe finan­
cial community that the expla­
nation for toe precipitous de­
scent during toe week could be 
traced in good measures to oth­
er factors beside toe health of 
toe economy.

Paul Samuelson, toe Massa­
chusetts Institute of Technology 
economist put it this way: ‘“nie 
weakness in toe market is not 
explicable in terms of weakness 
in the economy. It’s a reflection 
on the fact that our society is 
coming apart.”

Other observers appeared to 
take a more sunny view. "I 
don't think toe economy or toe 
market is going to hell in a 
handbasket," said a New York 
an^yst. "Certainly there are 
problems here and~ abroad. But 
it would seem that toe market 
has exaggerated these prob­
lems."

Those problems were general­
ly considered to be hostilities in 
Indoohina and toe Mideast, 
domestic socitd polarization 
and, to be sure, some weakness­
es in toe economy. Among these 
were toe continued high rate of 
inflation and rising unemploy­
ment.

The Associated Press 60-stock 
average skidded 1.1 points to 
23.2, its lo w ^  level since Nov.

South dealer.
Neither side vulnerable. 
Opening lead — Queen of 

Spades.
South won toe first trick with 

toe ace of spades and promptly 
drew three rounds of trumps. 
Then, smiling happily over ihi. 
little bit of butchery. South led 
a diamond.

West played low, aiul dummy 
won with toe queim of dia­
monds. Now South stared hard 
at toe dummy in toe effort to 
find an easy way back to his 
hand. When staring didn’t help. 
South led a club from dummy.

The defenders took two club 
tricks and then knocked out 
dummy’s king of spades. When 
West got in with toe ace of dia­
monds he was able to fo .a  a 
spade trick, defeating toe con­
tract.

Simple Play
South didn’t need a pill to 

make his game contract; a sim­
ple play would have done toe 
job for him. After winning toe 
first trick with toe ace of 
spades South should draw only 
one round of trumps. Then he 
should lead a diamond toward 
dummy.

West must play low, aad 
dummy wins with toe queen of 
diamonds. The difference la 
that South can return to his 
hand by leading dummy’s re­
maining trump. South can af­
ford to draw all of the missing 
trumps and may even lead an 
extra trump or two if he likes.

Declarer then leads his other 
diamond and is sure to get to 
dummy with toe king of spades 
to discard a club on dummy’s 
king of diamonds.

Just suppose you had three UtUe chil­
dren with a fourth on Its way and 
lived in a house with no basement, no 

■family room or den. VWto the UtUe ones 
under foot aU the time and toys all 
around toe living room, would you even 
dream of converting toe living room 
into a real, honest-to-goodness, bonafide 
play room?

The David L. Gussaks not only dream­
ed of such a transformation, but they 
actually had toe nerve to do it.

Anyone who is familiar with the Green 
Manor ranch-style homes to the north­
east section of town knows that toe liv­
ing room is directly to the left or toe 
right of toe entrance, and toe first room 
to be seen.

On entering the Gussak home at 87 
Weaver Rd., instead of toe usual car­
peting, comfortable furniture and 
lamps, you are awed by a poured floor 
with red and yellow chips on a raised 
platform and an area completely trans­
formed into aiyideal nufsery-playroom.

Cir­
cular peek-holes and an open top make 
climbing in and out, under ami over a 
great delight.

A half cylinder covers the original 
fireplace. An opening at toe bottom of 
toe cylinder admits the children to one 
of their favorite hiding .placeB—up on 
top of toe fireplace mantel!

Names of toe Gussak daughters, and 
toe date of toelr parents’ wedding, are 
painted in bright colors for all to see,

The Gussaks are not entirely without 
a living room, for they built on to the 
rear of toe house. A window wall pro­
vides a view of toe yard and outdoor 
play area. For privacy, full length 
drapes may be drawn. The walls, a 
warm brown wood paneling, provide a

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Vote Power
Of all that has been said In the after­

math of the Kent State University trage­
dy, one of the moat poignant statements 
was that of an anguished coed.

Ihese four deaths wouldn’t have hap­
pened, she said, if the government had 
listened to the students i^ en  they gath­
ered by the hundred thousand in Wash­
ington last October for the Peace Mora­
torium. The students tried to work with­
in the system, to express dissent peace­
fully, but nobody listened to them.

Ever since campus unrest began at 
Berkeley back in 1964, the older gener­
ation has been telling the younger that if 
it wants to reform society it must work 
within the system set up by society. And 
more and more the young have been re- 
pliring that society resists orderly 
change, that the system is stacked 
against reform. /Iherefore, more violent 
action is-necessary.

The fault 1s not that of.youth. Some­
where along the line, while the children 
were raising a generation of obedient 
parents, someone failed to mak«[i clear to 
them the nature of “ the system^*’

The simple fact la that vriiUe everyone 
in this country has the right to state and 
publish and dramatise his opinions, no­
body is obligated to listen to him. In a 
democracy it is through the ballot box 
that the people Implement change, not 
through the megaphone. ^

Oh yeah? it is aaked^What about the 
1964 election? Did Qot the people vote 
overwhelmingly, for Lyndon Johnson be- 
cauM he prbmised not to widen the war 
in Vietham and overwhelmingly against 
Barry Goldwater because he talked as 
if he might? And did not Johnson turn 
around and do exactly what he promised 
not to do?

What about the 1968 election? The peo­
ple elected Richard Nixon because he 
Jald he had a plan to win the war and 
because they believed a fresh adminis­
tration might have a better chance to get 
the country out of the entanglement. But 
now we are In Cambodia by Nixon’s or­
der and, a year and a half after his elec­
tion, still have over 400,000 men in Viet­
nam.

This is democracy?

The reply is that a president’s room 
for unilateral action as commander in 
chief is also part of the system, an im­
perfect system. În 1964, Congress backed 
up that power by giving the president a 
virtual blank check in Vietnam. In 1970, 
with the hindsight of six years, some 
senators wish they could give the Presi­
dent nothing more than 30-day renew­
able notes.

’Ihe reac)ilng of a consensus among the 
American people lor withdrawal from 
Vietnam (but not a consensus on the 
speed of the withdrawal) him been a 
long, painful, costly process and students 
should not discount the role they played 
in that process. But the democratic sys- 

is not built lor speed or sudden turn­
ings.

I f  demonstrations or rioting by a small 
minority had intimidated the President 
into ordering an immediate withdrawal 
from Vietnam, the damage done to the 
s^tem  might in the long run have out­
weighed the short-run benefit of ending 
our part in the war.

No nation can long function when its 
decision-making begins to take place in 
the streets.

There are encouraging indications that 
youth may be getting fed up with violent, 
noisy dissent and be getting ready to 
really give the iiystem the old college 
try, to borrow a phrase from a more in­
nocent time.

Hundreds of - college students — clean, 
neat and polite — have descended on 
Washington in recent days to buttonhole 
congressmen and officials — to talk with 
them, not at them. Tliousands of students 
plan to take time out from school this fall 
to work for the electlim of congressional 
candidates they support 
. But these young people should be re­
minded again that "the system’’ makes 
no guarantee to anyone.

Of an the thousands of people who run 
for elective offices of one kind or another 
every year in the United States, exactly 
half of them could say;

“ I  tried to work within the system, but 
nobody listened to me. The voters reject­
ed me.’ ’

They could say it but ttey. didn’t  They 
come back and try again.

Wishing Look WoO
Soon after the goal of its suoceasful 

existence became a la ige enough laas 
of circulation, the Saturday Evening 
Post up and died on us, and w « never 
did check to see whether the final 
auti^wy said that it suttlered fkum too 
groat a  loyalty of readers. On the sur­
face, however, that seesns to have been 
the cnicial trouble. So many people lik­
ed the Saturday Evening Post so much 
they could not bear to give it up that 
they, by their selfish inaisteoce on ^  
talning subsciiptlona, oondemned the 
magasine they loved to death.

It did them, the loyal readers, ab­
solutely no good to ask what had hap­
pened in this topsy-turvy world, to make 
a large subscription the sign ot irMgn»im» 
publishing disaster, a Ices ot readers 
good publishing nevra.

Now, any lingering doubt that this was 
really what the Post meant, back when 
people somdiow coulAt’t make them­
selves really believe it, has been resolv­
ed by the news that another great maga­
zine has given itself the same kind of 
prescription—less circulation.

Look Mag azine has let it be known 
that it would tike to tWw its ranks ot 
subscribers by 1,330,0(W, leaving it with 
a tidy little reader community of only 
6,000,000. Unlike the Saturday Evening 
Post, Look doesn’t plan to be brutal 
aboift dismissing readers it doesn’t want. 
It will merely relax its new subscrip­
tion and subscription renewal campaigns 
in those areas it doesn’t care about 
covering any mm«. Tlie areas where it 
would just as soon lose readers are the 
small cities and the rural vlUagee. And 
the reason it would rather have ibs read-

ers concentrated in about 60 major met­
ropolitan .market areas is that such 
readers make a better but more eco­
nomically produced jiackage to offer to 
advertlsera.

’This is the way it is, in an upside 
down world, where getting a big read­
ership is somehow bad news for a  
magazine.

’The friendly thing, we suj^ioae, is to 
wish Look a fine, speedy, substantial 
loss of circulation.

. White House Isolation
The swelling tide of dissent from a 

widespread section of this nation’s pop 
Illation, embracing' all shades cf politi­
cal thought; etiinlc and cultural back­
ground; race and religion, against ad- 
ministratton policies in Cambodia and 
Vietnam, end in domestic affairs, sug­
gests that Presldeat Nixon is seriouMy 
alienated from the hopes, dreams 
desires of his fellow comtirymen.

Wonders of the Universe-

Rescue Capability 
By the Mid-1970s

Space rescues wMch was 
much discussed during the 
ApoUp 13 crisis, is certain to 
materialize by the mid-1970s. 
By then there will be a space 
shuttle to effect a rapid rescue, 
and space stations circling the 
earth and, perhaps, the moon 
will also be available to offer 
help.

Several years ago I  discussed 
in writing and in lectures the 
hazards to wMch astronauts 
would be subject on their way 
to the lunar surface. I  doubted 
then that a lunar flight would 
be undertaken unless some type 
of rescue equipment were ayvall- 
able on the lunar surface be­
fore the manned landing. I  also 
doubted that a lunar flight 
would be undertaken without a 
lunar commiuiication satellite 
wMch could eliminate the com­
munications “ dead spot’ ’ when 
the Command Module is on the 
far side of the moon. ’Diese 
speculations were proved 
wrong, for the lack of funds 
precluded these safeguards, 
and continue to do so. ’Thus, it 
appears that the Mgh-risk jour­
ney to the lunar surface will 
have to be tolerated — at least 
until 1976 or 1977 when the 
space shuttle becomes oper­
ational. ,

NA&A scientists indicate cer­
tain criteria wMch must be ful­
filled to acMeve a reasonable 
rescue system. Primarily a res­
cue syntem' must posses a high 
degree of mteslon flexibility 
and be capable of responding on 
extremely short notice. I f  possi­
ble, the base for the rescue sys­
tem must not be Isolated in a 
single area. If manned flights 
to the moon continue, it Is im­
perative that scattered rescue 
bases be held in readiness so 
that rescue can be effected In 
the shortest possible time. One 
need only contemplate the mal­
function of the Apollo 13 Lunar 
Mediae ozygen supply to under­
stand the.necessity of a rescue 
base being on or near the moon 
to ''reduce rendezvous time to a 
minimum.

Rescue in low earth orbit will 
certainly be possible with the 
space shuttle. In the rescue 
mode the space shuttle will be 
designed so that it can be main­
tained in a state of launch 
readiness for extended periods. 
It must be capable of being 
launched within a two-hour pe­
riod into an orbit with any In­
clination. ’The payloai^ capability 
of this rescue craft could be 
used to carry scientists and re­
pair specialists into orbit to 
cope with problenu beyond the 
ability of the crew.

The finwclal return of this 
type of sWiwlce involves scores 
of millions of dollars. As a case 
in point, the first OrMUng As­
tronomical Observatory was 
launched successfully but a mal­
function of the satellite result­
ed In a loss to'the space pro­
gram of about 160 million. With 
a rescue capability, this satel­
lite might have been salvaged.

Tile manned rescue operations 
may range from the .“ abandon 
sMp’ ’ situation where the en­
tire crew has to be rescued to 
cases where a severely ill per­
son must be returned to earth- 
based medical facilities. Just as 
tbs rescue mission could make 
minor adjustments to repair a 
malfunctioning satellite, so it 
could Also carry Into orbit crit­
ical componenU of major sub- 
systsms, such ss life-support

systems, to be used as emer­
gency replacements.

1 1 1 6  full rescue capabilties will 
not materialize until the late 
1970s. Rescue potential is in­
herent in the development of 
our Skylabs and Space Bases. 
Currently, the Skylab rescue ca­
pability is being studied by 
North American Rockwell for 
its orbital date of late 1972. By 
the end of the following year, 
two or more crews will have 
been living there for periods up 
to 86 days.

Because a docking adapter is 
part of this Skylab, a second 
Propulsion Module and Com­
mand Module may be linked 
to the Skylab. Once tills Is avail­
able, rescue or repair operations 
can be undertaken from the 
Skylab. However, this is only 
temporary and limited In Its 
scope. Much greater maneuver­
ability and versatility are neces­
sary and tills necessitates an­
other element in the full-rescue 
Inventory.

The other component needed 
Is the novel “ space tug.’ ’ Cur­
rently, this Is being planned in 
two versions — manned and un­
manned. ’TMs tug could move 
men and material from the 
Space Base to any earth orMt. 
It could travel the 240,000 miles 
from the Space Base to the 
moon. It could also be used for 
surface lunar landings if  land­
ing gear is adapted to the tug. 
This element of the rescue sys­
tem is also scheduled to become 
operational by 1977.

The Space Base, with a com­
plement of 12 men, may be or­
bited by 1976. „Once In orUt, 
rescue missions could be under­
taken more readily In earih or­
bit or, i f  necessary, in cteluhar 
(nearside-lunar) space. The full 
capability for rescue will come 
when a Space Base is establish­
ed In lunar orbit. With this 
facility, rescue could be under­
taken in lunar orbit, on the lu­
nar surface or in cialunar epoce. 
’Ihus, by 1977 it appears that all 
rescue contingencies, such as 
the near tragedy WMch marked 
Apollo 13, will have been pro­
vided for.

will have to continue these 
Mgh - risk flights through the 
Apollo series. I f  present sched­
ules are maintained, the last 
flight of the Apollo series will 
occur in late 1974 — too early to 
take advantage of the proposed 
rescue capability. However, 
once the elements of the rescue 
system are operational, there 
will no longer be the four-day 
period of anxious waiting for' 
the astronauts’ safe return. Re­
trieval systems will provide a 
safety margin.

As of this moment, our space 
program has enjoyed monu­
mental gobd fortune. Except for 
the ^lOllo 1 fire wMck took the 
lives of three astronauts, all 
missions, until Apollo 13, were 
textbook flights. Let's hope the 
next six lunar flights will go as 
well aa those up to Apollo 13. 
By the time we are ready to 
participate In further lunar 
landings, a complete and versa­
tile rescue capability should be 
available to deal with all emer­
gencies.

We imagine that, if we bad 
occasion to visit the state’s 
Mghest and meet distinguish­
ed court, we would find the 
mood and performance of How­
ard Alcorn not much different 
from what they were when he 
was playing what we have al­
ways iK^ied was a somewhat 
unwilling role in one of the 
state’s most famous political 
moments.

TTie date was Washington’s 
Birthday, 1933. TTie scene was 
the State Senate. TTie business 
was the biennial appointment, 
by the General Assembly, of 
the list of judges and deputy 
judges for the state’s town and ' 
city courts. -The story of the 
day was that a big notorious 
deal had been made and was 
being consummated that day.

, ’The deal was between the latter 
day lieutenants of the Roraback 
machine, who controlled the 
Houm , and the so-called Old 
Guard faction of the Demo­
cratic party, which was still 
fighting Democratic Governor 
Cross ,and wMch had a long 
tradition of double machine-iwl- 
itics.

Without the deal, the situation 
would have been that the Re­
publicans, with their control of 
the House, and the Democrats, 
with their control of the Sen­
ate, would have deadlocked 
themselves on the judgesMp ap­
pointments. TTiat, if it happen­
ed, might conceivably give the 
Governor alone the pri^lege of 
naming all the judges. Or {t 
might at least have empower­
ed Mm and his faithful lieuten­
ants to make the deal with the 
Republicans, in wMch case, in 
the political climate of the 
time, the deal would have 
been called stateamahsMp in -' 
stead o f some' notorious scan­
dal.

Our memory Is of Senator Al­
corn, minority leader for Ms 
pairty, playsing Ms calm, low- 
voiced role in pressing tluough 
the j u d g e s h i p  resolutions

against the jiious outcries of the 
“ honest’ ’ Democrats who were 
missing out on all the Judge- 
sMps. Alcorn Mmself vras al­
ready judge of the town court 
of Suffield; Ms reappointment 
was on the list being passed 
in the Senate that day; he was, 
therefore, a beneficiary o f the 
"deal.’ ’ A  more unlikely look­
ing or acting beneficiary of a 
deal never existed.

In 1943, another fellow who 
had been an unlikely part of 
the minor coiirt judgesMp deal 
had become Governor, and ap­
pointed Howard Alcorn to the 
Superior Court, where, presum­
ably, he was far above the 
world of the political deal.

So he was, supposedly, until, 
last spring, when Ms natural 
progression by seMorlty to the 
position of CMef Justice was 
suddenly threatened by the de­
termination of the pMltlca! 
friends of a Democratic mem­
ber o f the Supreme Court to 
secure the poet ot CMef Justice 
for Mm, even though it meant 
jumping Mm over two justices 
who were senior to Mm on the 
Supreme Court.

The thing went so far that, 
in a most dramatic scene re­
portedly staged at the bedside 
of Howard’s brother Meade, 
who can, on occasion, even 
when in post-operative condi­
tion, be as ungentle as Ms 
brother Is gentle, a deal was 
offered. It was asked that 
Howard Alconi, if he received 
the appointment as CMef Jus- 
ti.oe, would agree to resign 
within the term of the present 
Governor, so the falr-haiied 
justice of the Democrats could 
be moved to the top. It was in­
ferred that If he did not so 
agree, he might riot be Appoint­
ed.

The Alcorn answer was no 
deal and the sensible, saving 
decision of the Democratic Gov­
ernor involved was to make 
the right and just iqipointment 
anyway.

And that is the story of the 
two deal In the life o f the 
Chief Justice, the one he did 
take, 37 years ago, the one he 
refused to take in May, 1969.

neutral background for whatever color 
or decor Mra. Qussak wishes to use. A 
bright circular rug in shades of cerise 
on a parquet is the focal point. Sec­
tional furniture Is covered with con­
trasting colors.

Mrs. Gusssk loves the versatility of 
her furnishings for she can create a 
cozy Informal atmosphere ’ or, on oc­
casion, a formal surrounding. Guests 
have even sat on cushions on the floor 
at. a fondue party. This area Is “ off 
limits" to the children. Separated from 
the dining area by a storage-bar, the 
children do not fool readily Inclined to 
Invade their elders’ domain.

TTie Gussaks have a flair for art and 
objets d’art. A favorite is the melted 
down vari-metal s c u l p t u r e  of 
“ Lorraine,”  wife of Roy Kennedy the 
sculptor, who lives in Vermont. She oc­
cupies a coveted position at the entrance 
to the living room. Against the window 
stands another figure in metal called 
“ a standing man.”

■The idea for such a complete interior 
transition came about-when the Gussaks 
originally wanted to make the master 
bedroom into one that would accommo­
date four children.

Finally, the advice and suggestions of 
a cousin, who is an architect and Interi­
or decorator, were called upon.

Nancy, 2, occupies the small bedroom 
which was done over In much the same 
manner with bunk beds built In the 
closet space, and storage Unite built In 
under the window.

Deborah, 7, who has reached till age 
where she begins to feel that her things 
are "no longer community property,” 
as her mother explained, occupies a de­
lightful room which was originally a 
small back porch. Enclosed and finished 
off on the inside, it has become an at­
tractive bedroom with colorful match­
ing bedkpread and window valances 
made by Mrs. Gussak.

A second bathroom, a large one with 
double sink, was added on when the new 
living room was built. It connects with 
the back bedroom which Is now the 
master bedroom.

While Mrs. Gussak admits that this 
house is "a  little crazy,”  she wouldn't 
have It any other way. Her riilldren are 
no longer a problem In the housh.

Aa to what they did with windows on 
the back of the house that were filled in 
with the addition of a bath and living 
room, sky lights were Installed in the 
original bathroom and kitchen. Mrs. 
Gussak likes them better than the origi­
nal windows.

Mrs. Gussak does not anticipate any 
problems as the girls grow older and 
outgrow the “ nursery”  facilities. With 
little effort, the cylindrical cubicles can 
be removed ani  ̂desks and more suitable 
fumishengs can be added. Or, by then, 
they may find a larger home and a 
family with small children will find the 
answer to a prayer in the dream that 
the Gussaks made come true.

Fiilbrighis 
Swamped By 
Mail on War
WASiHINGTON (A P ) — Sen. 

J. W. Fulbright, D-Ark., is vir­
tually swamped these days by 
an avalanche of Vietnam-Cam- 
bodla mall.

His staff estimates that in the 
past two weeks Fulbright has 
received about 200,000 letters 
and petitions—and the end is not 
in sight.

Most of this mall, perhaps 90 
to 96 per cent, supports Ful- 
bright’s opposition to the Viet­
nam war and his criticism of 
President Nixon’s recent Cam­
bodian move, staff aides say.

But views ajid opinions to one 
side, the sheer volume of the 
mall has all but'bogged down 
the Fulbright staff.

“ What do you do with 200,000 
letters”  asked one harried sec­
retary as she peered over a big 
stack of mail. ’

TTie procedure, as outlined by 
Lee Williams, Fulbright’s ad­
ministrative assistant, is for the 
staff to go through the letters as 
quickly as possible and pull out 
all those from Arkansas, from 
government agencies and per­
sonal letters and invitations ad­
dressed to the senator.

Next a volunteer force of col­
lege students opens the enve­
lopes and glances at or reads 
the letters. This operation fre­
quently turns up some corre­
spondence that should have 
been spotted in the first hasty 
check.

Williams said more than 1,000 
letters on the Vletnam-Cambo- 
dion situation have come from 
Arkansas and that these will be 
answered In due course of time.

Of these, he said, about half 
support Fulbright, half do not.

Form letters are being pre­
pared to reply to each side.

But no reply will be made to 
the out-bf-state mail, he said, 
adding: “ that’s simply impossi­
ble.’ ’

The out-bf^state m ail,' Wil­
liams said, supports Fulbright’s 
position 90 to 96 per cent. Mow- 
evbr, he said, lately some or­
ganizations with opposing views 
have been actiiie and there has 
been a pickup In opposition 
mall.

Some of It, he added, is “ hate 
mall.’ ’

Hoyt Purvis, Fulbright’s press 
aide, said to date some 125,000’ 
letters have been handled. He.- 
estimated another 50,000 
stacked up. In the office a ^ l  
handling.

Fulbright Says Pentagon 
Stages Its Battle Films

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Ac­
cusing government crews of 
sometimes staging battlefield 
scenes, Sen. J, W. Fulbright has 
demanded the Pentagon quit 
supplying Vietnam newsfilm to 
commercial television stations.

The Arkansas Democrat and 
war critic cited Friday three 
specific occasions in which he 
said Pentagon newsfilm teams 
had created battlefield inci­
dents.

“ Never before,’ ’ declared Ful­
bright, “ have our democratic 
institutions been so seriously 
threatened by an administration 
. . . uninhibited in presenting in­
accurate or misleading informa­
tion in order to sell officials pol-̂  
ides.”

Fulbright's remarks ccrine in 
a letter to commentator Walter' 
Cronklte of CBS News, who one 
day earlier disputed what he 
said were government charges 
the 'network had faked battle­
field events.

In a separate letter to Defense 
Secretary Melvin R. Laird, Ful­
bright demanded an end to the 
program in which government- 
shot film from 'Vietnam is 
passed on to the networks.

The letter to Laird was not 
disclosed in detail, but in the 
one to Cronklte, Fulbright said 
the Defense Department was 
tuilty of the same “ fraudulent

press practices” of wh(ch CBS 
said it was accused.

A) The date the return was 
hied has a lot to do with how 
long it takes to be processed. 
Returns hied early can be 
processed and any refund 
checks issued within 4-6 weeks' 
from the date they were re­
ceived by the IRS.

Returns filed in April take 
longer to process because of 
the great number of tax re­
turns that come into our serv­
ice centers during this period.

It is just not possible from 
an equipment and manpower 
standpoint for the IRS to 
process the 30 million returns 
received in a two-week period 
as rapidly as we do the 46 
million returns received over 
a twelve-week period.

However, you should receive

part of her college tuition. If 
she gets it will it be taxable 
for her? Also, will it affect the 
exemption I claim for her?

A) Income from' scholar­
ships is generally not taxable, 
and does not have to be in­
cluded by parents in determin­
ing a student’s total support.

Q) Are tips taxable? I’m 
taking a job as a waitress in 
a summer resort and my girl­
friend tells me that tips are 
very good there.

A) Yes, tips are counted as 
taxable income.

If your tips amount to $20 
a month or more, they should 
also be reported to your em­
ployer so they can be credited

for Social Security purposes. 
Your employer will make the 
necessary adjustments in your 
tax withholding. ^

Q) Does everybody have to 
have clearance from IRS to 
leave the country?

A) No, U.S. citixena are not 
required to obtain° tax clear­
ance. However, many aliens 
are required to obtain this 
clearance from the IRS.

For details on this require­
ment, send a post card to your 
district director and ask for 
Publication 613, “ Tax Infor­
mation for Visitors to the 
United States.’’ The publica­
tion is free.

Q) If I buy savings bonds 
and put them in my son’s 
name, who has to pay tax on 
the interest they earn?

A) If the bonds are issued 
solely in your son’s name, or 
in his name with you as bene- 
fleiary, then the interest earned 
on the bonds will be income 
for your son.

A key factor is who has con­
trol over the bonds. If you can 
cash them, the interest is your 
income. If only your son can 
cash them, the interest is his 
income.

Guard Chief: Loaded Guns 
Justified at Yale May Day
HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) — 

State AdJ. Gen. E. Donald Walsh 
said Friday that one of the Na­
tional Guard units stationed in 
New Haven during the May Day 
weekend was justified in loading 
its guns.

Walsh did not indicate the cir­
cumstances under which the 200 
men loaded their weapons while 
In the city to keep order during 
the Black Panther demonstra­
tions on the Green.

But he did say that "more re­
straint and more checks”  will 
be imposed on commanders dur­
ing any future riot duty.

The Connecticut National 
Guard’s guidelines for use of 
firearms on riot duty specify 
that a commander 'may order 
his men to load their weapons 
When he feels circumstances 
warrant such an action.

He emphasised that: “ there 
was no bullet ready to fire In

any weapon" because the men 
liad not pumped bullets into the 
'chambers of their rifles.

Although upholding the order 
to load, Walsh said; "As a 
result, of'this incident, we have 
reviewed and revamped our 
criteria for such an action to 
put more restraint and more 
checks upon such an order.”

He also said he had written 
to the chief of the National 
Guard Bureau in Washington, 
D.C. asking "a  change in some 
of the basic weapons, looking 
for less lethal type armament.”  

Walsh’s office had said in an 
initial report on the Guard’s ac­
tivities In New Haven during the

May Day weekend that none ol 
the men on street duty had 
loaded their weapons.

However, a young guardsman 
said in a letter to the Yale 
Daily News that he knew one 
unit had loaded Its guns.

Subsequent Investigation
proved him to be correct.

DETROIT (AP) — A group of 
youthful newcomers to the busi­
ness world, rebuffed in efforts 
to make some major changes in 
General Motors’ operations, say 
they have just begun their cam­
paign “ to make GM responsi­
ble.”

Top management of GM, the 
world’s largest manufacturing 
concern, easily defeated the 
newcomers, called the Cam­
paign GM Committee, FMday. 
Management received more 
than 97 per cent of the votes 
cast on two key issues at a 6^- 
hour stockholders’ meeting.

The enthusiastic youngsters 
'ifere buoyed by surprise last' 
minute support from Leonard 
WOQdcpch, who made a personal 
appearance at the GM meeting 
hours after his election as presi­
dent of the United Auto Workers 
Union. GM observers said it 
was the first time a UAW presi­
dent had attended a GM annual 
meeting.

Campaign GM leaders, whose 
goal was two per cent of the 
votes cast, exceeded that mar­
gin on both proposals they 
backed.

One called for creation of a 
Committee for Corporate 'Re­
sponsibility—made up of 16 to 26 
members from the UAW, aca­
demic world, civil righto groups 
and small shareholders—that 
would prod GM Into more action 
In fields ranging from auto safe­
ty to hii%g and promotion of 
black workers.

'Hie proposal was rejected on 
a vote of 227,062,866 shares, or 
97.27 per cent, against the meas­
ure and 8,318,299, or 2.73 per 
cent, in favor,

The second proposal would 
have added three new members 
to the 23-man board, including 
the first woman director and the 
first black representative. The. 
nomlneea were actre«s Betty 
Furness, former advisor to 
President Johnson on consumer 
affairs; the Rev. Channing Phi­
lips, a Negro and president of 
the D.C. Housing and Develop­
ment Oorp. of Washington, 
D.C.; and Prof. Rene Dubos, a 
Rockefeller University biologist.

Management support came 
from 227,776,067 shares, or 9V.06 
per cent, while 5,891,130, or 2!44 
per cent, favored the idea.

m e  Campaign GM leaders

said they would make detailed 
studies of the meeting to decide 
their future course of action in 
the business world, both at GM 
and at other corporations.

The lengthy meeting attracted 
2,911 stockholders, highest turn­
out since 1965.

GM Board Chairman James 
M. Roche was asked repeatedly 
about the lack of a black person 
or a woman on GMs’ board of 
directors.

In response to oqe questioner, 
he said GM has no^lack on its 
board "because none l^as been 
elected.”

At a later news conference, he 
said: “ GM is never going to se­
lect a director on color alone' 
but rather on what they can 
bring to the board. If we could 
find a black person who met the 
qualifications we would support 
him.”

Roche and the management 
team also defeated a proposal 
that the firm’s t^* management 
salaries shouldF not exceed 
$350,000.

Mississippi

JACKSON, Miss. (AP) — The 

educational television program 
"Sesame Street!’ has been ap­
proved for showing by the Mls- 
siasippl Autliority for Educa­
tional Tejevislon.

TTie highly rated program, ex­
cluded earlier from showing in 
Mississippi because it has a ra­
cially integrated cast, was ap­
proved^ at the board's regular 
monthly meeting, the board an­
nounced Friday.

A spokesman said the pro­
gram would begin running each 
weekday on the ETV authority’s 
Jackson station as soon as tapes 
could be acquired, probably 
within two or three weeks.

The board rejected the show 
last month, reportedly because 
a majority of its five members 
feared the integrated cast would 
endanger the future of the new­
ly funded ETV network. The 
network now operates only the 
Jackson stationt but the legisla­
ture recently appropriated 
funds to expand' the system 
statewide.

blight, brought on us by the 
money and pressure of major 
oil companies."

Gorman notes that the Zon­
ing Board of Appeals, last Mon­
day, approved the application 
for a new service station at 
Adams and Hilliard Sto., "in 
spite of overwhelming indica­

Color of Pill 
M a y  A f f e c t  
State of Mind
LONDON (AP) — British 

medical researchers said to­
day the color of pills pre­
scribed by doctors could be 
important.

Dr. Kurt Schapira, of New-' 
castle University’s depart­
ment of psychdlogical medi­
cine, and three colleagues 
tested the reaction of 48 pa­
tients to different colored 
pills.
• Giving a report to the Bri­
tish Medical Journal, the 
team said the patients — 27 
women and 21 men — all 
were suffering from anxiety 
or depression.

They were all given the 
same tranquillizer drug for 
three weeks, but each week 
it was a different color — 
red, yellow or green.

Small but significant im­
provements were reported In 
patients using the same drug 
but in a different color.

Depressed p a t i e n t s  re­
sponded best to the yellow 
pills, those with anxiety 
symptoms did better with 
the green ones. No one seem­
ed to like the red pills much.

Dr. Schapira said further 
experiments should be made.

Private Says 
Medina Gave 
My Lai Order

ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — A 
young soldier charged in con- 
hection with the alleged My Lai 
m ^ a c r e  in Vietnam says his 
unit attocked the village'on or­
ders frbm its commanding offi' 
cer.

“ We wereXtold to kill every 
living thing and^^destroy all the 
houses,”  Spec. 4̂  William H. 
T’Souvasi  ̂ 20, told  ̂ a news 
conference BVlday.

T’Souvas, who was l^\at the 
time of the alleged massacre In 
Marc)i 1968, said the village 
a known Viet Cong and Nortli' 
Vietnamese army stronghold.

He said the order to destroy It 
cam e' from Capt. Ernest Medi­
na, his company commander 
who also has been charged In 
connection with the incident.

"The whole company was giv­
en orders to search and destroy 
all the inhabitants,”  T ’Souvas 
said. “ The order came from 
Capt. Medina.”

T ’Souvas was accompanied at 
the news conference by his civllr 
ian attorney, George T. Davis of 
San Francisco, who allowed him 
to answer all but one question: 
Did you kill anyone?

David said a reply would go to 
the heart of the charges against 
T'Souvas and would be Improp­
er at the time. He said T ’Souvas 
was accused of killing two chil­
dren at My Lai and. If the slay­
ings occurred, they were mercy 
killings. The attorney said the 
children already were mortally 
wounded.

However, Davis said tho 
Army has no evidence that the 
children were killed.

Costa C^ts 
Life Term 

For Slayings
BARNSTABLE, Mass. (AP) 

—Antone C. (Josta, a 26-year-oId 
Provtneetown handyman, was 
convicted of first degree murder 
EViday and was sentenced to 
life Imprisonment for the muti­
lation slayings of two 23-yeor- 
old Providence women in Janu­
ary, 1969.

Four lawyers defending him 
had bEised their case on Costa’s 
alleged drug dependency.

They produced psychiatric ev­
idence during the 11-day trial 
showing drugs could have 
pushed Costa into a "psychotic 
episode,”  leaving him unable to 
recognize the “ wrongfulness”  of 
his action.

Dist. Atty. Edmund Dinls por­
trayed Costa as a "charming”  
sex deviate, he said* who de­
liberately lured Mary Anne Wy- 
socki and Patricia Walsh into 
the North Truro woods, then 
shot and "butchered”  them.

Dinls sought the first degree 
verdict but asked jurors to re­
commend clemency, keeping 
Costa from the electric, chair so 
he might "live with the thoughts 
of his crime.”

Costa sat quietly throughout 
the trial. He showed his only 
emotional response Thursday 
when his divorced wife told ju­
rors of their happy first years of 
marriage. Tears rolled down his 
cheeks as she testified.

The former Avis Johnson, now 
21, married Costa when she was 
14. They had three children be­
fore their divorce two years 
ago.

Patricia 'Walslh’s parents were 
in the spectators’ seats through 
the first week of the trial. Her 
brother Joseph was present with 
his wife Friday .

He refused to comment on the 
verdict other than to say he had 
"been thinking about it for a 
year.,’ ’

Costa was remanded to 
Barnstable County Jail where 
he has beOn a prisoner since his

whqn Superior Court Clerk Bar- 
bart^Nell told him he was sen­

Say, Weren’t You Dinah Shore?

By BOB THOMAS
HOLLYWOOD (AP) — Says 

Dinah Shore of her return to a 
television series:

*T started thinking about tt 
one day when I said to myseU, 
‘let’s see, yesterday you jdayed 
tennis all day, the day before 
you played golf, before that you 
went to Australia.’ 'Hiat made 
me think thai mayb« it was 
time to go back to work.

"But the real decision came 
when a man in a Jet airport said 
to me,° ‘Say-Didn’t you used to 
be Dinah Shore?’ T1»t did it !"

She told her long-time produc­
er, Henry Jaffe, that 'she was 
ready to return. He had been ar­
guing that she was "spinning 
her vdieels" with a leisurely lUb 
that Included occasional televi­
sion guest spots and some high- 
paying dates at the Nevada ca­
sinos.

Jaffe concocted a new kind at 
show for Dinah, a dally daytime 
half-hour with talk and song. 
The show was designed to be 
syndicated, but then NBC got 
wind of it. The netwoA will be­
gin airing Dinah’s show Aug. 3.

Between a tennis match and a 
fashion fitting—“ mini or mldl I

wish I  knew"—Dinah talked 
about why she left tolevlaion 
and why she la returning.

Dinah’s variety shows, begin­
ning with IB minutes in 1961, 
then an hour In 1906, set the 
standard for style and taste. A 
cluster of Emmies In her den at- 
teMa to that.

In 1962 she quit the weekly 
show. “ One night I was watch­
ing my show at home. I didn’t 
like the way I looked, I didn’t 
like how I sounded, and I  didn’t 
care lor what we were doing. It 
was good, but It was something 
that we had done before. We 
had reached the point where we 
were borrowing .from ourselves.

“ But the thing that upset me 
most was something - personal. 
My son Jody had wanted to go 
to Disneyland that week, and I  
couldn’t take him; I had to 
block out the show.' I realised 
that any other mother could 
have taken her son to Disney­
land, but not 1 .1  resented that."

She told Jaffe she wanted to 
quit the weekly routine. For a 
couple of seasons she did spe­
cials, then she slackened the 
pace further. She traveled a 
great deal with th'o swinging

crowd, then came to a realisa^ 
tion:

" I  wasn’t cut out to be a 
member of the Jot set. None of 
them wants to pla^ tennis at 
least not until four In the after- 
nom . I like to play earlier.-jUid 
I ’m no good at all on the SU 
slopes. Now I’m great In the 
lodge afterward, sitting around 
the roaring fire with hot but­
tered rums. But on the sloi>es— 
no.’ ’

Dinah expects to tape a 
week’s supply of shows in two 
days, Sb she’ll still have time 
for her beloved tennis. She ex­
plained the format of the series:

"W e’U have a band on each 
show, and I’ll do one or two 
songs. I’ll also have other per­
formers like Peggy Lee or Burt 
Bacharach and we’U look into 
what’s going on in the music 
world.

- *
"The show will look into ev­

erything that Interests women 
nowadays: Men, fashions, hair 
stytes, the pUl, politics, cooUng, 
morality—it wUl he as lively 
and varied and outspoken as 
one of today’s women’s maga­
zines.’ ’

. . . ’ ’ And after the show every­
one would retire to the Holly­
wood Roosevelt Hotel for a 
cocktail party and a good cry.

It’s all coming back.
Starting next January, Ekl- 

wards will once again surprise 
famous and obscure figures 
with recapitulations of their 
lives. Western Video Industries 
Is producing, and the show will 
be syndicated to televiklon chan­
nels throughout the country.
