'Obscenities
Seen Spur

Of Police Fire

JACKBON, Mins, — Obacene

catcalls by young blacks sug-
gesting that other blacks were
having carnal knowledge of
patrolmen’s wives and daugh-
ters was a prime. factor precip-
itating the barrage of gunfire
by white State Highway patrol-
men at Jackson State College,
the Lo# Angeles Times has
learned,
- According  to statements by
law enforcement officials, stu-
dents and a college adminlstra-
tor who were on the scene of
the May 15 tneldent, the taunts
80 Infuriated the lawmen that
many lost control of thelr temp-
ors.

When & bottle crashed on the
street and two sounds that
might have been shots were
heard, according to a variety of
sources, the deeply angered
lawmen fired into the 2rowd,
killing two young persons and
wounding nine.

This version of the Jackson
8tate shooting was noted public-
ly Tuesday by Reuben V. An-
dergon, a black attorney who Is
a co-chalrman of the five mem-
ber Attorneys Biraclal Commit-
tee named by Jackson Mayor
Russell Davis to investigate the
shooting.

Two white officlals in high
poaitions, who have declined to
be identified, have privately
confirmed it,

According to the sources, the
obscene taunts by young per-
sons begun sometime before the
shooting at a dormitory down
the street from where the shoot-
ing occurred. State patrolmen
and city police had gone to the
scene when a city dump truck
was Ignited by members of the
crowd.

Scores of young blacks began
yelling to the lawmen that while
they were on duty at the col-
lege, blacks were having carnal
knowledge of their loved ones
at home.

The calls continued as the
lawmen marched up the street
to' Alexander Hall, the girls
dormitory where the ashoot-
ing occurred.

According to what authorities
have been told, the taunts were
extremely expliejt and varied,

Although law  enforcement
men on the scene have been ex-
tremely reticent about making

Moon Rock
Gives Age

Of Universe

WASHINGTON — The first
solid evidence that the solar
system s 4.6 billion years old
has been uncovered by sclent-

ists.
The evidence comes from a
rock the size of a lemon brought
back from the moon by the crew
of Apollo 12 last November, a
rock that was fpund to be 20
times more radloactive than
any other rock taken from the
moon by either the Apollo 12
or Apollo 11 crews.

‘“The chemistry of this rock
is unique,’’ Dr. Paul Gast direc-
tor of Junar and earth sclences
at Houston's Manned Space-
craft Center, sald Tuesday. '‘Ita
chemistry s due to & chemical
event or & melting on the sur-
face of the moon at the time
of the moon's formation.”

The rock’s unigue chemistry
comes from a high concentra-
tion of radioactive uranjum
and thorium, as well as an ab-
normally high content of bar.
fum and Yttrium and an ab-
normally low content of mag-
nesium and calcium.

Not only is this rock unlike
any other moon rocks analyzed
80 far, {t is also typical of a
rock that crystallizes at the end
of a mighty event, a process so
big and so hot that it could not
come from anything like a me-
teor impact or even a volcanic
eruption,

The age of this rock has also
been firmly fixed by radiologi-
cal dating methods at 4.63 bil-
lion years,

The dating was done by
measuring the way the radioac-
tive element rubldium in the
rock decayed to radioactive
strontium. The ratio of stronti.
um to rubldium was then an-
alyzed to give the rock an age.

Other rocks brought back
from the moon have been dated
at 3.6 to 3.9 billion years, but
these have been thought to have
crystallized a second time on

Senate Committee Approves
Postal Reform Legislation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Legis-
lation intended to put the postal
mervice on a more business.like
basls, and largely divorced
from politics, has won the ap-
proval of the Benate Poast Office
and Civil Service Committee.

{The Post Office Department
would be replaced by an inde-
pendent U.8. Postal Bervice run
by & board of governors, who
would select the Poatmaaster
General and have authority to
{ssue up to 10 billlon in bonds
for operating costs and capltal
{improvements.

Postal rates no longer would
be set by Congress. Instead,
they would be set by & 6-mem-
ber rate-making commission,
subject to review by the Post-
master General and the board
of governors.

Also Included in the reform
measure Is an 8 per cenl pay
ralse for postal workers, but the
committee took no action on
President Nixon's request for a
$1.56 billon Increase In postal
rates,

Ben. Gale W. McGee, D-Wyo,,
the committe¢ chalrman, and
Sen. Hiram L. Fong, R-Hawall,
the ranking minority member,
halled the measure as landmark
legialation. "It will mean u very
officlent postal service,” sald

Fong.

The only dissent came from
Sen, Ralph W. Yarborough, D-
Tex. Shortly before the commit-
tee mcted yesterday, he predict-
ed enactment of the legislation
would lead to ‘‘enormous In-
creases In postage rates and
continued cuts in service."

McGee said he hoped & com-
mittee report on the bill would
be ready late next week but ex.
pressed doubt the Senate would
act on It until after the present
impasse over a military sales
bill is broken.

committee has approved a post-
al reform blll differing In a
number of respects from the
Senate measure, The final form
of the legislation will have to be
resolved by a BSenate-House
conference committees,

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Two Studies on Market
Are Nearing Completion

NEW YORK (AP) — Two of
the most comprehensive studiea
ever undertaken on how big
block trades affect stock market
prices are nearing completion,

More than two years after It
was created by Congress to
investigate the power of the big
blocks, a Securities and Ex-
change Commission group ex-
pects to present its findings on

' Nov. 1

And a University.of Pennsyl-
vania professor's 1%.year study
on the impact of Ingtitutional in-

in the market is slated
for publication in Iate July.

The resulta of the studies will
undoubtedly cause considerable
stirring in the financial commu-
nity. Both were launched amidst
growing governmental and se-
curities industry concern that
the buying and selling of large
blocks— 10,000 or more shares—
tends to make Individual stock
prices highly volatile.

The major fear was that the
small investor may not be get.
ting a fair shake in a market in.
creasingly dominated by Institu-
tional participation.

Lacking the resources of insti-
tutions, It was felt the little guy
may be on the Josing end of fast
price fluctuations when holders
of a large number of shares get
in or out of a stock.

If anything, the problem has
become more severe since the
studies began.

The New York Stock Ex-
change reports a 37 per cent
jump In block volume In 1969
over 1988. This means, accord-
ing to the exchange, a big block
trangaction crossed its ticker on
the average of once every four
minutes last year.

Industry observers say the in-
stitutions—mutual and pension
funds, Insurance companles,
trusts and endowments— are
now responsible for about 85 per
cent of the block trades, And
they say trading by institutions
accounts for over 50 per cent of
the daily volume on the New
York Stock Exchange.

For example, the country's
some 800 mutual fupds pur-
chased §20.1 Dillion and sold $18
billlon worth of common stocks
last year, according to govern-

ment figures. Penston funds
bought $15.2 bildon and sold
$10.83 billon worth of common
atocks,

While the SEC und the profes-
sor are analyzing dally stock
prices, they are also looking
into broader aspects related to
institutional Investing and blg
block trading.

The SEC study, being done
under a congressional grant of
$475,000, is zerozd in on the in-
stitutions fhemselves. Ita 50-
member, full-time staff wanta to
know about how institutions get
thelr funds, how the funds are
managed and the relationship
between the Institutions and the
companies in which they own
stock.

An SEC spokesman says the
group will have analyzed by
computer 800,000 punch cards of
data by the time the study Is
finlshed to get answers to these
questions.

Prof. Irwin Friend's study,
being done at the Wharton
School of Finance under an ap-
proximate §75,000 grant from
the 20th Century Fund, Is cen-
tered on the mutual funds,

Friend particularly wants to
know if mutual funds are chan-
neling thelr Investments Into
companies that are most benefl-
cial to the economy. In other
words, investing heavily in the
steel Industry may be better for
the economy than large Invest-
ments in the candy Industry.

“The stock markel has more
of a purpose than to act as a
gambling casino,” Friend says.

Nelther Friend nor the SEC
are willing to discuss thelir preli-
minary findlngs. An SEC
spokeaman says (ts report Is
confidential until it go:s to Con.
gress,

But under the 19888 re-olution
signed by President Lyndon B.
Johnson that ordered the study,
the SEC Is expected to make re-
commendations.

And a 1982 study by Friend
was credited as the first signifi-
cant study of mutual funds.
Among other things, it pointed
out the increased tendency of
mutual funds to charge graduat-
ed performance fees, currently
the subject of regulatory legisla-
tion befor Congress.

Portugal Okays

LISBON, Portugal (AP) —

for a week, the flve-man com-
mission—including representa-
tives of the ministries of the
Navy, Interior and Tourism—
recommended that two-plece
bathing costumes be permitted.

Orperation Bikini, as the study
came to be known, was ordered
after numerous complaints from
travel agents and other tourist
groups that Portugal's antiquat-
ed laws on beachwear were
harming business.

The tone was set in 1941 when

the Salazar dictatorship decreed
that both men and women had
to wear bathing suits extending
from the knee to the neck. This
was amended in 1981, but wom-
en's bosoms still had to be com-
pletely covered.
" Until a few yeara ago, police
prowling the beaches fined any-
one violating the code of modes-
ty. Recently restrictions have
been relaxed, and form-fitting,
one-plece costumes became a
common sight, to the deliglit of
the males.

The commission recommend-
ed that two-plece costumes be
permitted, so long as there is no
hint of cleavage. It avolded the
term ''bikini"’ because it is not a
Portuguese word and official-
dom frowns on it.

"An °~ eight-man committee
headed by Danlel Taradash of
the writers' branch was appoint-
ed o review complaints about
the changes,’ said'an Academy
spokesman. ‘‘So far only 13 out
of the B67 changes have been re-
versed.”

The new setup reducés the
Academy electorate from 38,172
to 2,802. Peck believes that the
reduced total will be more re.
sponsive to what i{s current in
the film world.

But the real challenge les
ahead, Not only must the Acad-
emy revise its present member-
ghip; It must also attract the
young film makers who are
bringing excitement to the mov-
le business today. So far they
show little inclination to join the
Academy or anything else that
amacks of the establishment,

The Senate bill provides for a
S-member board of govornors
appointed by the President, sub-
Ject to Senate confirmation.

In addition, the Postmaster
General and-the assistant post-
master general would serve on
the board.

Although the Postmaster Gen-
eral no longer would be a mem-
ber of the President's Cnabinet,
he would be paid the $80,000 a
year received by Cabinet mem-
bers, Other board members, ex-
cept for the assistant postmuay-
ter general, would - be paid
$10,000 a year plus expenses,

The board would be empow-
ered to negotiate wage ratey
withpostal unfons and to advise
the rate-making commission of
the additlonal revenues nesded.
It the commission falled to act
within 90 days, the Postmaster
General could put interim rate
increases Into effect to cover
the added costs.

Middle Students
‘In Saddle’ In
War Protests

WASHINGTON (AP) — Two
university professors call them
‘“the middle students,” the ones
who are lobbying in Washington
and working on their campuses
against the war,

"The middle students are in
the saddle,” Roger Hilsman, Co-
lumbia University professor of
government, said.

""They're not going to throw a
bomb. But still they're going to
do something., They're not just
going to sit by," Howard Wrig-
gins, also & Columbia professor
of government, sald,

The two men were in Wash.
Ington for a foreign policy sym-
posium, but the talk at a Tues-
day press conference inevitably
turned to the thousands of stu-
dents visiting congressional of-
fices these days.

A group from Cornell Univer-
sity has taken a house near the
Capitol. They're asking their
parents to stay with them June
24 for a “Parents, Too" anti-
war lobbying effort at the
Capitol. There's a Dartmouth
Lobby and a Princeton Lobby,

The ‘'Parents, Too" project is
being sponsored by an adult co-
alition and some 30 student or-
ganizations working here to
bring an end to the war,

The university professor em-
phasized that there's a wide
range of action in the student
movement. ’

Students are becoming more
perceptive and the radicals
have learned that just belng
nolsy doesn't help very much,
Wrigginn sald.

A third professor-, John 8.
Badeau, former U.8, ambassa-
dor to the United Arab Repub-
lic, sald *‘the question of student
self consclousness ia a global
phenomenon' which takes dif-
ferent forms in different coun-
tries,

In the United States, he sald,
the students have been asked to
fight a long war. “They have
been engaged in the service of
soclety,”” he sald, "and they say
if they are golng to be engaged
in the service of soclety they're
going to have something to say
about It."

‘Badéau sald the youth move-
ment I8 not almply an antiwar
protest, but I8 '‘a search for a
role."

Hilsman sald that since the
oxtension of the war to Cambo-
din he has visited about 16 cam-
puses of all sizes and leanings.

‘“I've been at campuses where
radical students are shouted off
the stage,’”’ he said, '

The middle students, he said,
are deeply opposed to the war
but they want to work within the
syntem.

‘“The extremists are (fright-
ened; the extremists are in total
disarray," he added.

Hilsman sald he wouldn't say
what would happen If the Indo-
china war continues to be esca-
lated.

In his prepared symposium
speech Hilsman predicted that
if the war continues, the youth
that have to fight it will "'in.
creasingly refuse to fight and
their opposition will become in-
creasingly violent.”

Frustrates Soviet Union

Soviet fury over Red China's
initiatives In  Indochina .leaves
the Impressionn that the Rus.
slang feel they have been out
smarted and fear that Peking
stands to be the long-term and
perhaps only Dbeneficlary of
events in Cambodia.

Though they may glean conso.
Intion from the difficulties Cam-
bodin has created for Washing-
ton, the Russiang may look upon
the turn of events In Indochina
ns n disaster of sorts for Mos-
cow, too,

While the Kremlin hung back
indecisively after the overthrow
of Cambodia’s Prince Norodom
Sihanouk, Peking acted swiftly
to capitalize on the situation,
The resull ns of now 1s thut Pe.
king hns a lurge section of the
Asiun Communist movement—
along with Sihanouk—echoing
ita cry for “protracted war."

If the American and South
Vietnamese incursions into
Cambodia happen to extend the
war and make {t less suscepti-
ble to solution by negotiations,
that could-be just what Peking
wants. Perhaps the situation
now really s less susceptible to
political solution, Sihanouk Is
denouncing the suggestion, hint-
ed at not long ago by the Rus-
slans, of a new Geneva-type
conference on Indochini, The
“protracted war" ery also
seems to dim chances for any
talks,

So long as it did not involve
them too directly, a protracted
war could help the Red Chinese
to parry Soviet attempts to nall
down Moscow influence in
Southeast Asin.

Peking makes no gecret of its
claim to lead r» ‘‘third world"
revolution from which It would
exclude the ‘“Soviet revision.
ists.” Mao Tse-tung has used
the Cambodian events to stake
out Chinese claims in Asin and
to thumb his nose at Moscow.

Sthanouk is actling as i Pe-
king owned him. His speeches in
Peking, the base of his govern-
ment-in-exile, sound like a re.
play of Maos as he pledges
Cambodia to “protracted war."

Nations "who love [freedom
and justice," says Sihanouk,
have recognized his pgovern-
ment. This suggests that those
failing to recognize him are no
better than the “imperialists.”
The Russians and Soviet-camp
nations have not recognized the
exile government though Sthan.
ouk has asked them to, It seems
the Russians never Llrusted the
mercurial Sthanouk and proba.
bly trust him even less now that
he appears to be tucked Into
Mao's back pocket.

But Moscow wants to make
points with Asia’s Communists
and .thus may find tself forced
to recognize Sthanouk. Russian
diplomats then would have to

leave Cambodin, perhaps not to
return for o long time, while Bi.
hanouk's allies carried outl that
“protracted war'' with Peking's
help.

Red China cian conalder it has
little to lose by Interminable
guerrills war i which it Ia not
directly invelved, It could reck-
on that the losers would be
the superpowers who, because
of wstraing genernted by such
tension, are unable o agree on
anything important and are
pushéd Into a spiraling arms
race. The superpowsrs must
worry about the pousaibility of a
mutunlly destructive conflict,
but Chinn, meanwhile, ean pur-
sue it goal of leading a '‘third
world'" revolution.

It i little wonder that Moscow
exploded with frustration. Prav-
da's May 18 editorial of 7,000
words was a cry of pain and
outrage, accusing Mao of trying
to take over the whole ‘‘national
liberation movement.,” Mno, it
snid, drenmed of a 'great Chinn
that would rule ot least Asia, if
not the world," It sald Moolsm
betrayed world revolution. It
hinted Peking was leading the
Indochina Communists to the
gort of ruln experienced by the
Indonesian party when its
Chinese-backed try for a coup
exploded in 1965,

The real source of Soviet frus.
tration seems to lle in the reali-
ty of China's swift action and Its
gain of considernble leverage in
Indochina. If the Americans get
out of Cambodla, ns they pay
they: will, Sthanouk's "libera-
tion"' movement lkely will seek
to get up & head of stenm with
close Chinese support. Then,
after wll Moscow's years of
painstaking and exponsive sup-
port of Hanol, the Chinese will
have a good long-term chance of
excluding the Russians, not only
from North Vietnam but from
Cambodia, Laos and perhaps
elsewhere in Southeast Asia.

Second, he said, the budget
must have sufficlent Informa-
tion for the directors, so that
they may ask the right ques-
tions at the budget sessions they
hold with the manager and his
department heads,

Director David Odegard re-
marked that the board had can-
celed its budget sessions with
the maneger and department
heads for exactly that reason —
the lack of information.

He sald that, at the two ses-
slons that were held, even the
questions asked of the manag-
er weren't answered,

“Setting the tax rate and
adopting the budget are the
most important and toughest
jobs the board has,” Odegard
sald, “It's no fun to look at
those figures the way we get
them now."

He sald that the whole pro-
cess of budget making revolves
around the board's judgment —
"‘What's the money for, where's
it coming from, and do we need
the expense?"

He said that the directors are
looking for a budget format
which is simple, in which each
item is explained and ls com-
pared with simlilar expenditures
in previous years.

“I'm talking @bout every dol-
lar'"" he said. “Categories are
not enough. We sometimes can’t
see the forest for the trees. We
want # broken down. We want
to know who Is spending what

Do Not Include Alimony

John 8. Rodell proudly admita
that his thres bouts with the di-
vorce court have ended In "two
wina and a draw." But deapite
the fact that he has managed to
survive three divorces without
paying alimony (the draw in-
volved a cash settlement) he ad-
amantly says, “"When It comes
to a contested marital action,
the man is b echind the 8-ball
from the very beginning,'"

The author, playwright and
former Hollywood screenwriter
recalled the temporary allmony
hearing held in his last, and
only bitterly contested, divorce
sult as being symbolic of what a
man faces in his fight for free-
dom, “You are completely on
the defensive, not only with the
opposition but even with your
own attorney.

“Lawyers have been so brain-
washed by the mystique of the
situation, they simply go along
with the system and assume the
men are golng to lose," contin-
ued the author of "How To
Avold Alilmony: A Survival Kit
for Husbands." The attornoys,
the courts, and the typlcal wom-
an refuses to realize that ali-
mony Is not a divine right and
privilege of marriage.”

Perhaps because Rodell
served as a special agent in se-
curity and counter-intelligence
for the Army during World
Warr H, he views unwarranted
allmony as the military does the
enemy: Conquer or be wiped
out. “I'm not Interested in any
alimony reform movements, If

you accept Lthe premise of all-
mony at all, you're dead,' says’
the bearded writer,

Although he contenda he ia not
opposed to child support, Rodell
ls vehemently opposed to money
provided as child support that
turns  into  hidden alimony,
"Generally women aren't held
to account for the monoy they
got for child support, and so
something which starta out as
perfectly legitimate turns out to
be a hidden form of alimony,"
he clalma, Colleen, his attrac.
tive blonde fourth wife, 20 years
his junior, nodded in agresment.

A firm bellever in marriage
—'"I've only been unmarried
two weeks out of the pagt 20
years'" Rodell belleves women
have the best of the marriage
bargain—especially” when it
comes to divoroe.

“I'm accuséd of being unfalr
to women;” he says. I may be
unfair but I'm writing from the
man's point of view. And it's
about time, The codes of mar-
ringe and divorce have been
written from the women's point
of view for 3,000-0dd years."

He gays his book Is written to
aliffen men's spines and make
men less chivalrous, Less chiy-
alrous? *“Men are stuck with
this little gentleman complex.
And any man who acts the role
of little gentleman In a divorce
action darn well deserves what
he gets."

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New ‘Technique

Helps Cut

Breast Cancer Death- Rate

HOUSTON, Tex, (AP) — A
ncreening program using & com-
bination of methods helped re-
duce the rate of death from
breast cancer in a group of
women studied, a New York re-
siearch team reported yesterday.

The project Involved 82,000
women In the Health Insurance
Plan of Greater New York.
Half wore offered the screening,
and the other half recelved no
specinl attention,

Preliminary findings on the
study, which began In 1063,
were reported today at the 10th
International Cancer Congress
by 8am Bhapiro, a vice presi.
dent of the health plan,

Among the women not offered
the screening, there have been
62 deaths from breast cancer,
he #Hald. Deaths from breast
cancer among women offered
the screening now total 81, he
sald, even though the program
was hampered because one-
third of the women who were of-
fered screening refused it.

Screening Included a clinical
examination of the breast by a
physicilan and mamography, a
technique that uses-low-voltage
X rays to examine soft tissues
in the breast.

The women studied were aged
40 to 84, the high frequency peri.
od for breast cancer, now the
leading csuse of death from
cancer among women. Federal
census figures show that among
every 100,000 women, 20 to 25
die from breast cancer a yesr,

After an Initial screening, the
women studied recelved three

udditional examinations at an-
nunl intervals,

Bhapjro sald 127 breast cun-
oers were detected as the result
of the mcreening. The value of
thé combination technique was
demonntrated, he said, by a de-
tormination that 42 of the can-
cers would have been minsed
without mamography and 66
would have been missed without
the clinical examination,

Of the 127 cancera detected, 70
per cent had not spread, which
greatly Improved the women's
chances for survival after mur-
gery.

Ninety per cent of the breast
cancers in women generslly are
digcovered by the women them-
selves because a lump appears,
and by thia time the cancer has
sprend, Dr. Phillp Btrax, a
coauthor of the report, noted.

Btrax, chief of .the health
plan‘'s radiology department at
La Guardia Hospital in New
York, was joined In the study by
Dr. Louls Venet, attending sur.
geon at Beth Israel Medical
Center.

The situation, down fn Middletown the
other night, waa that the Board of Edu:
cation was conducting 4 public hearing
on conditions at Middletown High School,
where only the stationing of city police
had made poasible the continued opera-
tion of the high school,

The trouble had been violence between
groups of students, white and black, and
the allegation was that members of one
race had been specializing in ganging up
on single members of the other race
and giving them beatings.

At the public hearing In question, the
parents of some of these students argued
the " sltuation back and forth, most of
them throwing the blame the way one
might expect from the color of thelr
skins, Now and then an occasional par-
ent from one side or the other made a
prayerful recognition of the fact that
somehow , the strife between them must
be made tocease, 50 that the achoo! nnd
life itaplf could continue.

_But toward the end of it all Wilbert
Bnow, former Heutenant governor of the
state, poet, liberal, and veteran member
of the Middletown Board of Education,
rose to his feet and sald:

“It saddens me to feel how much
hatred there is between white and black.

“I didn’t know before."

It is not surprising that observers can
be surprised.

That is Columnist Alsop — Columnist
Stewart  Alsop, writing In  Newsweek
magazine.

And here is Columnlist Alsop — Colum-
nlst Joseph Alsop, In his syndicated
column as It appeared in the Hartford
Courant :

“The Cambodian gnmble...on the
basis of results to date ... promises to
be the most brilliant feat of U.8. arms
since the Inchon Landing in Korea ...
Almosat better still, it promises to be a
brilliant feat of South Vietnamese arms

. In numbers, the enemy losses are
nearly equivalent to the whole of one of
the three North Vietnnmese divisions Ha-
noi had stationed In the Cambodian
sanctuarfes.”

Perhaps the two quotations are not
enough to ‘egtablish the full flavor of the
differences between the two columnist
brothers - the clinlcally disposed News-
week commentator who analyzes, often
brilllantly, what he thinks he sees hap-
pening — and the passionate partisan
brother who has for s0 many years made
himself a sort of high priest of Amerl-
can interventionism in the affairs of
Asia.

But perhaps Stewart Alsop's calm ac-
ceptance of a ‘‘great retreat” Is enough
of a contrast with Joseph Alsop's reac-
tion to the scent of military victory to
fllustrate the way the war in Vietnam
has been nble to divide us Americans —
even brothers. To some of us, President
Nixon is a hero If he gets us out of
the war and a bum If he tries to win it,
and to others he can be a hero only
if, ngainst all the pacifist nolse at home,
he sull insists on making & real effort
to win the war in military terms.

As'(or the two possible views of the
Cambodian operation — the one that it
represents a good way for Mr, Nixon to
be able to speed up his withdrawal from
the war — the other that it represents
his reckless declsion to strike for full
military victory — who really knows
which appraisal to aceept at the mo-
ment?

Perhaps the worst danger involved is
that, ke many other decislons and poli-
cles In the Vietnam war, this latest ven-
ture Will turn out not to be either thing,
but another mixed up compromise be-
tween the planning of the President and
the increasingly uncontrollable surges of
American public opinion.

Perhaps, as Stewart Alsop suggests,
Mr. Nixon is conducting a great retreat,
just as the American peace movement
would have him do, and being repaid,
for his effort, with the peace movement’s
most savage criticlsm to date. Perhaps
that criticism, urging retreat, is inter-
cring with his own effort to retreat.

Sime day, perhaps, historians will try
fo unravel it.

Annual Seg;sions Not Enough

Connecticut will vote this fall on a pro-
posed constitutional amendment provid-
Ing for annual sessions of the General
Assembly. The expectation is that every
present member of the House and -Senate
running for re-election will urge a vote of
approval.

But If the voters' are going to approve
annual sessions, they had better take
heed of a proposal made by the Connect-
leut Public Expenditures Council to re-
duce the number of permanent commit-
Ltees from 30 to 14 or less, thus promoting
a more efficlent method of doing busi-
ness while the legislature is In session.

Continuation of 30 committees, mfiny
of them with hardly any work to keep
them busy, has led to the suspicion that
many of the committees are merely to
provide chairmanships, and thus a posl-
ton of lmportance for a favored few.

Another Important move, which the
CPEC overlooks, i5 the need to reduce
the number of districts in the state
House of Representatives,

With 177 districts, 10 sach have been
allocated to Hartford, New Haven and
Bridgeport, giving these three commu-
nities n combined strength far outwelgh-
ing their importance.

Meriden hea four representatives sit.
ting In the House of Representatives
since the reorganization of five years
ago. Nobody has really explained, why
this city is In need of four when two in
earller divisions of the Housé¢ proved
ample,

A reduction In the number of House
districts, perhaps to 120 or less, would
give more meaning o the idea of annual
sesslons, Reduction. of districts will be
possible in the 1971 sessions, under pro-
visions contained in the revised state
constitution adopted in 1965, Both this
and the reduction in committee assign-

“ ments become doubly important if the

vote for a yearly legislative sesaion goes
through. Otherwise the confusions and
inefficiencies of the présent system will
become compounded under the stepped-
up schedule of sessions.

SAN FRANCISCO — At the
moment last week that student
vigilantes were trampling on
academic freedom at the fa-
mous Berkeley campus of the
University of Californin, the
university's regents were en-
gaging in A political charade

" ‘which vividly demonstrated the

crisis of liberal educalion In
America.

The 24-member board of re.
gents was meeting in San
Francisco In an atmosphere of
crisis, Like other major col-
leges, the giant University of
Callfornia had been In turmoll
since the Kent State killings.
Hence, the chancellors of the
university's nine campuses were
asked to report publicly at the
regents' meeting.

Roger W. Heyns, the Berk-
eley chancellor, dellvered a
glowing report of & new spirit
at his troubied campus. He des-
cribed students channeling anti-
Cambodian protests Into con-
structive means with academic
prineiples safeguarded. In fact,
nelther Heyn's account nor sinm-
llarly euphoric¢ reports from the
other eight chancellors bore any
resemblance to what we had ob-
served at Berkeley and describ-
ed In an earller column: The
academic program being trans-
formed into a radical political
forum, classrooms Invaded by
student hoollgans, students and
teachers being coerced by radi-
cals into abandoning regular
classes,

Nevertheless, nelther . Gov.
Ronald Reagan (ex-officio pres-
ident of the regents) nor the
concervatlve majority of the
regents ook Issue with the
chancellors during the public
gsession, One conservative re-
gent, Dean A, Watkina of Palo
Alto, did ask Heyns to speclfy
""'modifications"’ in regular
classwork at Berkeley. When
Heyns replied he coud! not give
A precise answer, Watkins did
not press the point,

However, when "the regents
moved into closed-door session,
the chancellors were subjected
to cloger interrogation, "I think
we've been getting a white-
wash,"” Regent Watkins snap-
ped.

Once agailn, Heyns and the
other chancellors assured the
regents that all was well: Wat-
kins and other conservative
regents replied that they had
potten first-hand reports of the
educational process being dis.
rupted, ‘ particularly at Berk-
eley. When university officlals
then asked for names, places,
and dates, the regents weres —
not surprisingly — unable to
Immediately provide such an
Investigative dossier., Unsatis-

fied though they were, the con- .

servative regents sald no more.

The {immediate explanation
for the papering-over of thig
crigls is that the conservatives
have their minds on other
things, namely, whether avowed
Communist Angela Davis
should be rehired on the univer-
sity’s Los Angeles faculty. In
closed:door session that day
marked by table-pounding and
shouting, the Reagan majority
of regents voled to selze respon-
aibllity for the Davis case from
the UCLA afiministration,

That the regents should give
priority to such & headline-
catching but essentially trivial
issue while their university s
being destroyed poses doubta
about how helpful a political in-
stitution can bé In saving higher
education.

Moreover, even though con.

servative regents say they will
press during their June meeting
to find out what's really happen-
Ing on the campus, they them-
selves are skeptical whether it
will do much good, “We depend
on information from the admin-
istration,'"” one conservative
regent told us. “What are we
supposed to do? Station our own
investigators on campus?"

Thus, when the administra-
tion decides to give the regents
a laundered version of the facts,
the regents are immobilized.
Beyond that, some of the
minority of faculty members
fighting the radical. assault on
the university suspect that
Reagan and his regents, hard-
liners against violence, are
considerably less concernad
about the present non violent
attack on academic freedom by
the radicals.

In California, particularly, the
regents have become 80 en-
twined in political controversy
during the Reagan administra-
tion that they are ill-equipped
to defend higher education, The
board's libreal minority s un-
able to stand up for academic
freedom because of its inflex-
ible *‘pro-student’” position,

Accordingly, liberal Regent
Frederick G, Dutton, the ex-
Kennedy political operative, at
last week's meeting endorsed
the student demand for a free
week In the autumn to do politl-
cal campalgning — another step
in totally politicizing the univer-
sity,

With the administration un.
willing and the regents unable
to defend academic freedm,
few faculty members here seem
committed enough to educa-
tional traditions to fight for
them. That suggests non-politi-
cized education will henceforth
be limited to those few small
private colleges with self-
confident faculties and that
great state universities such as
Callfornia’s will be instruments
of political agitaton, a tragedy
of unfathomable implicat.ons
for, the nation,

Appeals Cdurt Sets Aside
Order for Massive Busing

RICHMOND, Va. (AP) — The
4th U8, Circult Court of Ap-
peals set aside today a federal
district court order for total de-
segregation of public schools
through massive busing in the
Charlotte-Mecklenburg County,
N.C., school district. The case
was sent back to the lower court
for further proceedings,

The appeals court sald it was
applying ‘“the test of reason-
ableness'’ in deciding the issue
and was not saying no pupll bus-
ing whatsoever should be car-
ried out to achleve desegrega-
tion.

The opinion instructed the
schodl board to explore ‘“‘every
method of desegregation,” and
noted that “‘undoubtedly some
transportation will be necessary
to supplement these tech-
nigues.” ' -

The appeals court sent back
to the U.8, District Court of the
Western District of North Caro-
lina the case in which the Jus-
tice Department had ralsed the
guestion whether a school board
actually has = legal obligation
to abolish all black ‘public
schools,

In arguments . before"the ap-
peals court In April, govern-
ment atlorneys had suggested
that District Judge James B,
McMillan may have over-
stepped his dfscretionary au-
thority in ordering busing of
pupils to achieve total desegre-

tion.

“Judge Albert V. Bryan dis-
sented, but joinéd Chief Judge
Clement F. Haynsworth Jr. and
Judge Herbert Boreman in vot-
ing to vacate the judgment of
the district court and to remand
the case in mccordance with the
majority opinion written by
Judge John D, Butmner Jr.
Bryan sald he did so “for the
sake of creating a clear mg)orz:
ty for the decision to remand.

The  Charlotte-Mecklenburg
School District has sbout 84,500
pupils, 28,000 of whom already
are being cross-bused between
city and county—some @5 per
cent of them white. Under Mc-
Millan's order, an additional
18,000 puplls would have been
pused to achieve total desegre-
gation,

Negro plantiffs in the case,
which originated in 1985, had
urged the appeals court here
last month to affirm McMillan's
order. Thelr counse! contended
the school board plan for ‘'‘mon-
Ing'" with a 70-30 white-to-black
ratio in most of the uchools
locked black families into pre.
dominantly black areas and de-
prived black puplls of equal ed-
ucational opportunities,

Counsel for the school.board
contended busing an additional
13,000 children not only would
work hardship on the pupils
themselves but would be prohl.
bitively .costly. .

The appellate ruling asaid:
“Our remand should not be (n-

terpreted to prohibit all busing
s

... but added at another
point: “Busing is a persmissible
tool for achieving integration,
but it Is not a panacea.”

The court saild, “We adopted
th test of reasonableness—in-
stead of one that calls for abso-
lutes—because it has proved to
be a rellable gulde in other
areas of the law.”

It laid down three major rules
for dealing with the principal
area of dispute, which it sald
was the thorny problem of deal-
ing with segregation that exists
because governmental policies
foster segregated neighborhood
achools.

To resolve these issues the
court held:

—'"First, that not every school
in an unitery school system
need be integrated;

—"Second, nevertheless
school boards must use all rea-
sonable means to integrate the
schools in their jurisdiction;

—"“And third, if black residen-
tial areas are so large that not
all schools can be Integrated by
using reasonable means, school
boards must take further steps
to assure that pupils are not ex-
cluded from Integrated schools
on the basis of race.”

The court said the problem of
dealing with all bliwck nelghbor-
hood schools occurs not only in
Charlotte-Mecklenburg but ‘‘in
many other citles throughout
the nation, and constitutional
principles dealing with it should
be applied nationally.”

It mald the '‘test of reasonable-
ness in its opinlon would serve*
equally well for both rural and
urban schools."

Leaves Questions Open

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Supreme Court haa again cau-
tioned the states they must en-
force the constitutional right of
defendants to be brought to trial
speedily.

But the right, contained in the
sixth amendment and applied to
the states by the court begin-
ning in 1967, remaina largely un-
defined.

The court's latest involvement
wan a declsion Monday that up-
get the holdup conviction of a
Florida truckdriver who was not
tried untll 7% years after ar-
rest,

Chlef Justice Warren H. Bur-
ger sald the delay obvioualy
prejudiced the delayed defend-
ant, Robert Dean Dickey, since

. two witnesses died and police

records were loat or destroyed.

Moreover, Burger sald, Dick.
ey three times asked to be tried
and was turned down before of-
ficials, under pressure of Flori-
dn courts, finally decided to
move ahead with his prosecu-
tion.

Crowded dockets, a lack of
Judges or lawyers and other fac-
toras sometime make delay inev-
itable, the chief justice sald. But
when the delay Is for the con-
venlence of the state and is pre-
judicial to the defendant, it I
intolerable and Impermissible,
he said,

The ruling only begins to re-
solve a serious legal problem.

Justice William J. Brennan
Jr. noted In a concurring opin-
fon that the court has left sever-
al questions open,

For example: Does the right
to be tried speedily also involve
a right to be Indicted speedily?

And: Does a convicted man
have to show he was prefudiced
by delay, or is a long delay suf-
ficlent ground to Invalidate the
conviction?

Also: Does nman have to de.
mand a speedy , a8 Dickey
did, to be -ontitled to one?

Undoubtedly, there are pne-
cused who do everything they
onn to delay their trials, and
some undoubtedly benefit by the
delay.

But, In the main, delay oper-

ates againat & man’a abllity to
defend himsell. Witnesses and
eévidence may be loat, memories
fade, and, Brennan pointed out,
some defenses, such as insanily,
become more difficult to wsus-
tain,
Three years ago an American
Bar Assoclation astudy group
recommended that prosecution
of criminal defendants be pro-
hibited if they are not brought
to trial speedily.

The report sald a speedy trial
spares the defendant a long pe-
riod of pretrial imprisonment
and possibly unfounded public
suspicion. The public, mean-
while, s protected from the pos-
sibility the accused will become
a fugitive and commit more
crimes.

Last week, two New York bar
assoclations asked the U.8. Cir-
cult Court In New York City to
guarantee all criminal defend-
ants o trial within four to six
months of arrest.

They presented figures that
showed 2,800 Indicted or arrest-
ed people had been in fall,
awaiting trinl, for more than
three months as of last April.

The city bar assoctation said
the circuit court should throw
out on appeal any case where
the trial was delayed longer
than four months.

Classifying the three areas,
the Board of Education defines
emotional problems as existing
when a child Is so disturbed
about school or some environ-
moental! situation that school
functioning 18 severely Impair.
ed.

Disciplinary problems are de-
fined as being when a child dis-
plays severe disregard for rules
and regulations in the society in
which he exists,

The drug abuse problems, the
board decided, may oxist in
four degrees: Illicit experimen-
tation; misuse; mbuse and de-
pendence.

‘“The entire community must
be involved,” the board ad-
vised. However, it noted that

with the problem as well as to
maintain the safety and well-
being of all students.

Orders Limit
On Spending

HARTFORD, Conn, (AP) —
A mounting crisls {n stute fi-
nances resulted Tuesday in an
order by Gov. John Dempsey
that state agencles tighten their
spending.

Dempeey acted & few hours
after State Comptroller Louls I.
Gladstone reported that the
state's projected deficit for the
current two-year fiscal period is
$189.4 million, The fiscal period
ends June 30, 197L

Dempsey told state Finance
Commissioner Leo V. Donohue
that ‘‘a tentative expenditure
limit should be established for
each agency.” Areas in which
cutbacks in spending could be
made Dempsey said, include ap-
pointments to state jobs, up-
grading of job classifications
and travel by state employes.

Dempsaey also asked that all
new programs or expansionsa of
existing programs be reconsid-
ered to see If the spending is
“'urgent and essential."”

The projected deflcit would be
greater than the $176 million
deticit the state absorbed at the
end of the 1967-69 blennfum.

The welfare department ex-
pects o 366 million deficit for
the current two years, About
half of that amount, howaver,
is relmburaible by the federal
government, i

Tax receipts In the first nine
months of the two-year fiscal
period were far below expecta-
tions, The comptroller's office
expects the corporation business
tax will yleld $64 million less
than the original forecast, the
sales tax will be $42 million less
than expected and the cigarette
tax will be $12 million lower
than the forecast made during
the 1069 legislature.

‘*While I am aware that many
programs vital to the health and
well being of Connecticut citl-
zens are being carried out at
already reduced levels as a re-
sult of legisletive budget restric-
tions, we must be assured that
all state agencies operate under
strict financial supervision,’
Dempsey sald In his letter to
Donohue.

“The budget I presented to the
General Assembly was a bal-
anced budget,'’ he sald. '‘Legils.
lative revision of this budget
and the slump in the national
economy have developed the
current fiscal situation."

Republican State Chairman
Howard E. Hausman, however,
disagreed when commenting on
Dempsey's statement. He sald
that ‘'the governor's ‘balanced
budget' was based on the Demp-
sey tax program which included
a 6 per cent sales tax'" on a
wide range of items.

The legislature deleted many
of those, including restaurant
meals under one dollar, laun-
dering and heating, but finally
approved an Increase in the
sales tax from 3% to 5 per cent,

“In my opinion,' Hausman
aaid, ‘“the QGeneral Assembly
correctly rejected the governor's
effort to tax for the first time
the necessities of the poor."”

Order to Legislation

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
From the days when a commit.
tee chairman could prevent a
bill from being passed just by
leaving it In his pocket, the
Connecticit  General Assembly
has moved toward a fully aute-
mated system of flling, printing
and keeping track of bills,

It wasn't too long ago that
aonly one copy of each bill was
available—and whoever had phy-
sical possession of {t controlled
its destiny.

And as recently as last year,
the governor was being nsked
to sign bills which had amend-
ments written in by hand. Ru.
mor has |t that Gov. John
Dempsey was so offended by
the sight of some of these ddcu-
ments that he refused to sign
them until they had been re-
printed,

But that will be a thing of
the past if the data processing
system planned for the legisia-
ture proves to be as effective
as International Business Ma-
chines says it will

No mwore will coples of bills
be unavailable because the
printer haan't caught up with
the volume of legislative busi-
ness, Even the journals and
bulleting and calendars used by
the state House and Benate will
be printed by offset methods
through a system using coded
tapes,

It has been a long haul for
Mrs, Lucill eDow, the veteran
assistant to the clerk of the
House, who has been fighting
for more rational ways of doing
things for many years.

“I had to fight to get them
to make two coples of each
bill," Mrs, Dow recalled Tues-
day. "“Then I had to fight to
get three coples.”

But progress has been made
gince the notorious windup of
the 1955 sesslon when certain
key tax bills were "“lost'" and
could not be passed. They turn-
ed out to be in the pocket of
the House chairman of the fi-
nance committee, and a speclal
session had to be called to enact
them.

An even stranger scene oc-
curred in Colorado not long ago
when a state legislator trying
to prevent the passage of cer-
tain bills was cormered in a
room of the state capitol,
climbed out a window, and was
chased along a ledge while he
tried literally to eat the preclous
documents in his possession.

Newamen got the whole crazy
scene on fllm, and it has served
as an Instructive lesson for state
legislators at national confer-
ences,

However, theme was at least
one good reason for having only
one copy of each bill fn the cid

days, That reason was security.
If the blll was in trustworthy
hands, at least it could not be
tampered with. But, on the other
hand, the person who had pos-
sesslon of it had perhaps more
power over {t than any one per-
son should have had.

Security ls also a problem in
an automated system, and I'BM
proposes ways to guard the bills
in the data banks from lobby-
ists and others who might be
tempted to alter them.

Like the sceker after ‘‘classi-
fled" information In the Penta-
gon, the pergon asking for in-
formation on bills in the auto-
mated system would be given
access only to the flles “perti.
nent to his application and fune-
tion," says IBM. In addition,
the operators of the IBM ma-
chines In the state capltol would
be given very definite instruc-
tions. Some would not be al-
lowed to perform certain tasks.

The system of drafting, filing,
rewriting, and reproducing bills
and keeping track of exactly
where they are In the complex
legislative process—in commit.
tee, awalting actlon in one
chamber or the other, etc.—
would be completely automated.
It would, in fact, be the only
completely automated legisla-
tive data system In the nation,
according to Mrs. Dow and
IBM,

The State Bond Commisaion
last week approved the $97,000
to pay for the system.

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Flashes Seen by Astronauts

Identified as Cosmic qus

By THOMAS O'TOOLE

WASHINGTON — The crews
of the last three Apollo flights
to the moon have seen flashes
of light that scientists say are
cosmic rays penetrating their
spaoecraft and physically pass/
ing through their eyes,

“It has to be dark In the
spacecraft to see them," sald
Apollo 12 Commander Charles
(Pete) Conrad, “but on sceing
the flashes you feel nothing. No
pain, Nothing. :

While massive doses of cos-
mic rays would damage Lhe
eyes or brain, the three Apollo
crews who sald they saw them
In thelr eyes were not hit with
enough  cosmic rays to have
been harmed. But some sclent-
ists worry that the cosmlie rays
might threaten future astro-
nauts on long fights In deep
space, llke a two-year voyage
tfo Mars.

‘“It's possible the particles
could destroy a small number
of cells on prolonved exposure,”
says Dr. Charles E. Barnes, a
radiclogiat at Houston's man-
ned Spacecriaft Center, “but we
huve no information to tell us
what the hazards are. Most
sclentists feel It will be no prob-
lem."

The reason no Mercury or
Gemini astronauts had seen the
light flashes was because they
were in earth orbit, shielded
from cosmic rays by the Van
Allen Radlation Belts 10,000 to
25,000 miles from earth. The
same reason explains how the
Apollo 7 and Apollo 9§ crews
missed them.

The Apollo 8 and Apollo 10
crews didn't see the light
flashes either, probably because
they were the first men to the
moon and always kept one man
on watch, s0 that thefr space.
craft cabins were never dark
enough for thelr eyes to pick
out the flaghes,

“I saw them the first night
out,” said Apollo 11 astronaut
Edwin (Buzz) Aldrin, “They
were very small and very rapid.
If you weren't looking right you
couldn't move the eye fast
enough to see It."

Aldrin sald he walted for hiy
companioms (Nell Armstrong

. and Michael Collins) to men-

tion it, and when they sald
nothing he brought it up with
Armstrong.

“I hate to Impose on you,"

Aldrin  sald he sald to Arm-
strong their lnst night In space,
“but would you look for these
things. I think I'm golng out of
my mind."

Armstrong let Aldrin wonder
about it until they'd splashed
down safely in the Pacific. then
admitted he'd seen as many as
a hundred flashes,

“It was a pinpoint of light, in-
stantan‘ous,” Armstrong  told
Washington Post speclal corres-
pondent Abigall Brett in Houa-
ton, "If you tried W look real
hard, they’d comte about one
every minute.*

Sinve one-a-minute fs o fre-
quency that fits the flux of
cosmic rays in deep space, the
Ap:llo 12 crew  who followed
Armstrong ond Aldrin to the
moon was told to look fr the
flaches (n the dark and with
thelr eyes closed,

Sure enough, the Apollo 12
crew found they could sés the
flashes with their cyes c'osed,
proving they were not light
spreks outside the spacecraft,
Pete Conrnd notice’ that he
could see the flashes in only one
eye.
"We concluded there were
two kinds of flashes—flares and
streaks,' sald Conrad. “I sup-
rose that depends on the direc-
tion of the particle hitting the
eye."

The Apollo 13 crew was alert-
ed to the flashes, and all three
crew members witnrssed them
—but only in the darkened com-
mand craft and only when thelr
eyes were closed.”

“It was a very real thing ™
concluded Apollo 13 astronaut

- James A. Lovell, who didn't sce

them on the Apollo 8 flight
around the moon. “They were
there.””

Lovell thought he saw flashes
every two minutes; John L.
Swigert saw two flashes in half
an hour and Fred W. Halse
counted as many as ten flash.
es in five minutes, which he
described as dots like Roman
candles except for one that
streaked from left to right.

Just how these fast-moving,
highly-charged particles pro-
duce light flashes in the eye is
still a mystery to sclentists,
some of whom have just begun
to study it. N

One explanation is that the
particle fonizes or electrifies the
eye as it passes through, creat-

the sensation of a flash of
light. The lonization might take

BUENOS AIRES (AP)

In March the Argentine Liber-
atlon Front, a militant leftist or-
ganization, reported it kidnaped
a Paraguayan consul. He was
released unharmed even though

Unrecognized or disguised
hatred is more dangerous than
open hate. Among the “haters
in disguise,” Dr. Greenson list-
ed the '"I.can't-kill-a-fly"' people
who kill joy and love; the over-
protective parent, the “my"’
worshipers, the ‘‘poor me"
people, the thing lavers and the
Jinxed people,

““Hate,” the analyst sald,
““must be recognized'as an in-
tegral part of life and living . . .
you cannot love without hating.
The opposite of love Is not hate;
it is Indifference,

“The more you lave, and this
is particularly. true of roman-
tic .and sexual love, the more
susceptible you are to being
hurt, and If you are hurt the
natural response is anger and
hate in some form and fashion,
If you belleve that people can
love, then you must also be-
lieve we all can hate."

“But if you think & moment,
why are all fairy tales full of
evil witches and stepmothers
who mistreat the little children
and are eventually brutally
killed? Why do your children
laugh when daddy fells on his
backside? That comes from
their stored-up resentment and
hate, which does not preclude
that they also love and need
daddy as well."”

He said that o child must be
given the opportunity to see
that his hate does not replly
kill “and that you, too, can be
hateful at times."”

Parents should not hypocoriti-
cally approve ull forms or de-
grees of hatred in their children
or in themselves but they should
admit it exists.

“The child han to learn there
are appropriate and Inappro-
priate times and places for rage,
hitting, fighting, screaming,
obscenities. If he cannot learn
this at home, where will he? It
is far better for a child to see
his parents quarrel and make up
than to see the phony pesace
that exists in many homes.

“I think it {8 must better to
ghout at a child who kicks me
in the shins, or even swat him,
than to say something as idiotic
as ‘We don't kick people in the
shins, do we?'." Dr. Greenson
said.

Children, he insisted, must be
given the opportunity to show
their hatred or contempt of
their parents without being
crushed or humiliated in re-
taliation and without seeing
their parents collapse.

‘““There are no sel answers,"
he sald. "All the textbooks In
the world are not much help.
We learn from our mistakes;
our kida teach us."

It is better, he sald, for par-

Soviet Unlon to halt ita deepen-.

ing military involvement on the
fringes of the Arab-laraell con-
flict,

Secretary of State Willlam P.
Rogera expects to mest with So-
viet Ambassador Anatoly Do-
brynin In Washington next
week. American officials sald
that without uttering threats he
Intends warning Moscow of the
very serious conseguences that
would follow any active military
intervention by, as an example,
Boviet pilots,

Outlining the current stance
of President Nixon’s adminis-
tration, the officlals sald the
outébome of the Rogers-Dobryn'n
meeting could affect crucially
the current Washington reap-
praisal of Israell’s renewed re-
quest for Phantom and Skyhawk
jet warplaneas.

Rogers, according to the in.
formants, will seok again to en-
list Soviet cooperation for a big
power embargo or limitation on
the supply of arms to both Ar-
abs and Israells, Any such ar-
rangement would be Intended to
cover foreign fighting personnel
‘a8 well,

A positive response from Mos-
cow, informants indicated,
would find the Americans ready
to help organize International
action to slow. the mounting
tempo of the Middle East con-
fllet.

But a negative response from
Moscow would make it extreme-
Iy difficult for the Nixon admin-
iatration to continue stalling the
Israells on their request for
more aircraft,

The sources noted that the
United States, under its initial

Some analysts said the contin.
