Road Deaths 
Break Record 
Over Holiday
By THE A880GMTED PRESS 

Traffic deaths on the nation’s 
highways rose to a record 384 as 
the two-day Memorial Day 
weekend drew to a close Sun­
day.

’Ihe count surpassed the pre­
vious record for a two-day ob­
servance of the holiday set ta 
1969 when 810 persons were 
killed in traffic accidents.

Ih e  National Safety Oouncil 
had eatimated that 360 to 460 
persona would be killed ta traf­
fic accidents over the holiday 
period this year.

The death coilnt began at 6 
p.m.. local time, Friday and 
ended at mldiright Sunday.

Despite the figures, the presi­
dent of the , National Safety 
Oouncil, Howard Pyle, said:

"We are encouraged by the 
fact that, in spite of the heavy 
traffic over the weekend, so 
many Americans acted respon­
sibly and drove defensively."

Outside Atlanta a freak car- 
plane crash killed six persons, 
five of them ta the autbmoblln. 
The airplane struck the car 
while attempting an emergency 
landing on a busy highway in 
foggy, rainy weather Saturday.

A man, his wife and their two 
sons, and a boy who was a 
neighbor of the family, died in 
the car.

The sixth victim was a pas­
senger on the plane, which was 
on a  chartered flight taking 
prospective t;eal estate buyers 
to Florida.

Primaries Set for Tuesday 
From California to Alabama

By The Associated PreM
Bight primaries set for Tues­

day add up to the biggest politi­
cal day so far in this fast-bulld- 
tag campaign year with the fate 
of George C. Wallace’s third 
pctfty presidential hopes at 
stoke In Alabama’s gubernato­
rial runoff.

Attention also will focus on 
Senate primary voting in OoU- 
fomla, New Jersey, Montana 
and Mississippi and party bal­
loting for conldates for gover­
nor ta California, New Mexico 
and South Dakota.

House seats ta all eight states 
will be up for grabs as well.

In Alabama, Wallace faces in­
cumbent Gov. Albert Brewer, 
who defeated him In the initial 
Democratic primary last month 
by 11,768 votes, but failed to 
build the necessary majority.

Wallace faces a tough shot 
ainoe no candidate finlahing sec­
ond ta the initial priniary has 
aver won an Alabama guberna­
torial runoff, since 1914.

‘PMaday’s winner Is all but as­

sured general election victory 
since the Republicans have indi­
cated they will have no candi­
date ta the fall.

Several factors are at work in 
the Wallace-Brewer runoff. In­

NEW YORK (AP) — Wall 
Street veterans say that al­
though stock market prices 
have dipped sharply over tbe^ 
past 18 months, the mood on 
Wall Street Is not like It was 
during the great crash of 1929.

They also point out that the 
laws' and regulations governing 
securities exchange are also dif­
ferent.

The 38.27-potat climb In th'e 
Dow Jones Industrial average 
last week helped spirits on Wall 
Street, market analysts said, al­
though the Dow Is still about 286 
points below Its Dec. 3, 1968, 
high of 986.21.

Howard W. Calkins, 68,, chair­
man emeritus of Albert Frank- 
Guenther Law, Inc.', said: 
“There’s really no comparison 
between 1929 and the present.

’'Not only has the structure of 
the. market changed, but the at­
mosphere on Wall Street is dif­
ferent. Investors may lack con­
fidence ah4 be pessimistic," he 
said, but there isn’t likely to bo 
the panic there ta 1929.

Calkins was a c'bb reporter for 
the Wall Street NewB l̂n 1929.

Not only is the atmosphere 
different but the whole ^Iqirqc- 
ter of the market Is dlfferant 
too, according to Dr. Stan West*.  ̂
director of the New York Stock

Exchange research department.
One of the biggest differences 

Ctalkins and West both point to 
is the difference ta margin re­
quirements—margin is the per 
cent of money a person must 
put up to buy stock.

"There was no Securities and 
Exchange Commission then and 
no regulations,” West says. 
"People were buying sticks on 
margins os low as 10 per cent of 
the cost of the stocks. When the 
margin calls got heavy during 
the crash many people lost al­
most everything."

The Federal Reserve Board 
now requires a 66 per cent mar­
gin for the purchase of any 
stock.

‘.Tn 1929 everybody was buy­
ing stocks with no money," (Jal- 
klns recalls'. "On October 29, the 
day of the crash, there were 16 
million shares traded—a tre­
mendous figure then but only 
peanuts now. The ticker ran 
really late, past 9 p.m."

According to the Standard and 
Poor's 600 the market has 
dropped 36 per cent in the 
present 17-month-old bear m ar­
ket. In the 1929 decline between 
Sept. 7, 1929 and Nov. 18, 1929 It 
dropped 46 per cent.

But its worst drop was be­
tween February, 1931 and June,

1932, when it skidded. 76 per 
cent. In other bear markets 
since then the market showed a 
28 per cent decline ta 1982 and a 
22 per cent decline ta 1986.

But the type of speculation 
that brought on the 1929 decline 
Isn’t the same as that which 
preceded the current bear mar­
ket.

"In 1929 the blue chip stocks 
were the cheap medium of specr 
ulatlon, sold on credit with low 
margins to private Invsstors," 
says Sidney Homer, general 
partner, Salomon Bros, and 
Mutsler, an investment banking 
firm.

"This ' time the high-grade 
stocks have been dead numbers 
for years. The speculative inter­
est here was in second-grade 
marginal stocks and most of the 
buying was institutional. These 
ittooks are the ones that have 
fallen some 80 to 90 per cent and 
that aren't going to be really 
popular again for 6 or 10 
years.”

Federal regulations have not 
only stemmed the precipitous 
nature of the 1929 crash, they've

Rate of Derailments Soars; 
Improper Upkeep Blamed
WASHINGTON (AP) — De­

fects and improper maintenance 
on American railroads are ma­
jor causes cited by government 
safety experts for derailments 
which have soared 106, per cent 
ta seven years.

The derailments—sometimes
Involving trains hauling danger- 
o u s cargoes—increasingly
threaten towns and cities along 
the tracks with economic disas­
ter and evacuation of entire po­
pulations.

Records sho^ authorities 
have ordered 68 copimunlUes 
evacuated since 1984 after Uer- 
allments of trains carrying haz­
ardous materials. Twenty-five 
of the cases were last year.

The evacuation-causing der­
ailments left. 12 persons dead, 
166 Injured and property losses 
totaling millions of dollars.

"It Is obvious that ta railroad 
transportation we are facing a 
new dimension In accident expo­
sure,” Oialrman John H. Read

TV Newsmen 
Missing In 
Cambodia

(Continued from Page One)
missing in Ciambodla and are 
believed to have been captured 
by toe North Vietnamese, too 
Viet Cong or the Khmer Rouge 
since early April.

The two television crews left 
early Simday to drive to the vi­
cinity of Takeo, 40 miles south 
of Phnom Penh, and were due 
back before dark. It was In this 
area that two newsmen were 
captured and held for eight 
hours on May 24, and cuiother 
three-man OBS crew said It was 
briefly detained there by North 
Vietnamese soldiers the next 
day.

Don Webster, another CBS 
correspondent returned to Sal'; 
gon today from Phnom Penh. 
He said he traveled down High­
way 23 toward Takeo and found 
Cambodian soldiers who report­
ed motor vehicles similar to 
those containing the missing 
television crews had passed toe 
last checkpoint on Sunday.

He gave these details:
A short distance beyond the 

checkpoint, 32 miles south of 
Phnom Penh, toe vehicles ap­
parently ran Into North Viet­
namese troops along the road.

The Cambodian said toey 
heard an explosion, toen small- 
arms fire. A short time later 
some Cambodian civilians came 
up the road and reported seeing 
wrecked vehicles.

The soldiers said they tried to 
go about 1% miles down the 
road and Investigate but ran 
into “ heavy enemy fire’ ’ and 
were forced to pull back, leav­
ing one of their own dead be­
hind.

None of the soldiers saw all 
three cars, but some saw bo{||i 
the Mercedes Benz and toe Jeep 
that carried the five CBS men 
and their driver, TTie Jeep was 
off the road and destroyed by 
fire.

The Mercedes Benz was ap­
parently not damaged, accord­
ing to those who saw It, nor was 
the Opel station wagon wlrich 
the NBC crew had been using.

None of the soldiers said they 
saw bodies or signs of move­
ment aroimd toe vehicles, but 
toey did not get very close be­
cause they were taking enemy 
fire.

The CBS crews had gone 
down the road to cover a Cam­
bodian operation which was sup­
posed' to have begun to clear the 
road of enemy forces. The CBS 
men apparently did not know 
that Hangen and the NBC crew 
had the same idea. Hiey left 
Phnom Penh separately, and It 
was not known If toey linked up 
on toe road and were traveling 
together.

NEW BRITAIN, Conn. (AP)— 

Sen. Thomas J. Dodd, looking 
healthy and chipper two and a 
half weeks after suffering a 
mild heart attack,' left l<«w Brit­
ain General Hosplttil today 
vowing to stay in the Senate 
race to the end.

"I never left the race," the 
66-year-old Democrat told re­
porters at a news conference in 
the hospital.

Dr. Bliss Clark, executive di­
rector of the hospital, told news­
men that Dodd is "in excellent 
shape. He responded very well 
to treatment.’ ’

Clark noted that other men in 
public life—he menUoned former 
Presidents Lyndon B. Johnson 
and Dwight D. Elsenhower-re­
turned to. very long and acUve 
lives after suffering much more 
serious heart attacks.

Dodd said he felt "as well as 
one could expect to feel after 
an attack of this kind.

"I am glad to see you," he 
told reporters, "and am glad to 
have you see me and make your 
own Judgment as to how well I 
look.’ ’

Dodd said he would have to 
spend a week or two at home 
and was not able to say exact­
ly when he would return to the 
oamipalgn trail or to the U.S. 
Senate.

Asked whether he thought hds 
attack would hurt his chance 
for winning renominatlon, Dodd 
said, "It 'Will neither enhance 
them nor damage them." He 
added, however, "of necessity I 
will not be as active as I was."

He declined to estimate ex­
actly how many delegates he 
has behind him at this point.

Senate term, suffered 
the heart attack Just after 
speaking at a dinner here on 
May 18.

Cofone Murder Trial Jury 
Faces Conflicting Testimony

BRIDGEPORT, Conn. (AP) — 
The Jury in the Louis ConJone 
murder trial, which resumes to­
day after a recess over the 
Memorial Day weekend, has the 
conflicting testimony of two psy­
chiatrists to guide it in deter­
mining whether Cofone knew 
right from wrong when he al­
legedly killed a Wilton housewife 
on Jan. 7.

'The two psychiatrists testified 
Friday before a Superior Court 
Jury and Judge Joseph Danne- 
hy.

Cofone is charged with first- 
degree murder in the slaying 
of Mrs.’ Carol Dlack, 33. Mrs. 
Dlack was found dead In her 
home in the wealthy suburban 
community of Wilton.

Dr. Ger^d Grossman, a Stam­
ford psychiatrist, supported the 
defense contention that Ctofone 
was mentally III at the time of 
the slaying.

Grossman said he examined 
Cofone last month at the state 
prison at Somers, and con­
cluded at that time that the de­
fendant lacked the capacity to 
conform to conduct prescribed 
by law.

CSiallenging Dr. Grossman’s 
conclusion was Dr. Robert Mill­

er who examined Cofone at the 
request of Superior CJourt prior 
to the trial.

Miller said he was reasonably 
certain Cofone was capable of 
appreciating the wrongfulness of 
taking a human life.

Both witnesses agreed that 
(^fone might have been suffer­
ing from a mental illness at the 
time of the slaying. Grossman 
conceded that such an illness 
might not constitute insanity.

Grossman said he did not feel 
that Cofone waa attempting to 
exaggerate his alleged psychia­
tric problems after he learned 
that insanity was a possible de­
fense In his trial.

Both Miller and Grossman 
agreed that brainwave testa 
given Cofone after his arrest 
were normal and indicated no 
brain disorder.

Miller testified that he felt the 
reason Ctofone did not kill a 
Stamford woman whose car he 
took hours before Mrs. Dlack’s 
slaying was that he was with 
an accomplice.

The fact that a witness’ pre­
sence deterred Cofone from kill­
ing the woman was indication 
that he realized the wrongful­
ness of such an act. Miller said.

Army Induction center doctors 
in Detroit told him when he was 
drafted In March 1969 the disa­
bility was "bad but not enough 
to keep me out," Sparks said.

He said Dr. Joseph Hoskie, 
who Inserted the rod, described 
the Injury to Anny doctoirs but 
didn’t present "supporting 
data" on the surgery.

During basic training. Sparks 
said, the Army exempted him 
from Jumping, running, crawl­
ing or squatting, tiater, he said, 
the Army cleared him for activ­
ity othar than squatting exer­
cises or deep knee bends.

Sparks ssdd an officer once 
told him, "I don’t know how In

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One Domino’s Opinion
Any Americans who may have been 

worrylngr about the possibility that Presi­
dent Nixon was belnf kept insulated 
airalnst expressions of opinion and policy 
which disagreed with his own can all re­
lax, after the visit of Preatdent Suharto 
of Indonesia.

President Suharto, true, had all the 
apparent credentials of the perfect and 
appropriate guest for the White House. 
He heads a great independent Asian 
nation. He heads that nation as the re­
sult of an anti-leftist revolution, which 
featured one of the most extensive 
slaughterli^ of Oommunlst sympathisers 
which has ever taken place anywhere in 
history. His nation would, theoretically, 
be the last big domino in line if any­
thing should cause the line to begin to 
fall.

But, in spite of all these credentials. 
President Suharto proved himself to be 
a blunt sort of disturber, once he had 
achieved his entrance.

On his first evening at the White 
House, after he had alresidy held one 
conference with his host, and should 
therefore have been enlightened. Presi­
dent Sukarno used the supposedly light 
and social moment of a ceremonial toast 
at dinner to take a heavy view of the 
situation in Cambodia.

The language of his toast went as fol­
lows:

"We cannot afford just to wait for the 
sake of peace and stability in Southeast 
Asia. All efforts should be taken to pre­
vent the war from widening and to in­
sure the preservation of Cambodia's 
right to sovereignty and neutrality, 
among other things, by effecting the 
withdrawal of all foreign forces from 
Cambodian territory.

"Cambodia," President Suharto con­
tinued, in this most unusual toast, "is 
now being engulfed in the fires of war. 
Instead of the peace we hoped for, the 
threat of a new war is spireadlng.”

Spokesmen and Interpreters for the 
Nixon administration later advanced 
suggestions that President Suharto 
didn’t really mean what he was saying.

He himself, however, repeated es­
sentially the same thing in his speech 
at the National Press Club.

Two things remained clear, in the posi­
tion of this independent, non-Communist 
Asian leader.

First, he did not seem to buy his host’s 
theory that the Cambodian "incursion’ ’ 
was not a threat of wider war, but the 
route to a shorter and narrower war.

Second, he made no bones about say­
ing that he thought that not only Ameri­
can troops should get out of Cambodia, 
but that the troops of South Vietnam 
should get out too. When his American 
hosts reminded him that some other 
foreign troops, such as North Viet­
namese, were also in Cambodia, he add­
ed that, of course, he Included them 
among those who should be kept out of 
Cambodia.

In the end, the blunt keynote of the 
whole Suharto visit turned out to be a 
plea and a warning that Asia should be 
left to the Aslans, with Uie suggestion 
that whatever happened to them in the 
course of their trying to handle their 
own affairs would be preferable to the 
oontlnued presence on Aslan soil of 
Wastem miUtary authority.

So Freaident buharto, expected to be­
have as a yes-man from the Bast, turn­
ed out to be a no-man. That much-quot­
ed anonymous F *r Eastern statesman

who la supposed to have advised Ameri­
can doubters about the "domino theory” 
to "ask one of the dominoes" apparent­
ly didn’t mean the Indonesian domino 
which is the biggest in line.

More Recycling
we noted, the other day, that Ooca 

Cola engineers are researching possible 
ways of turning bottles back into sand.

Now there is another instance of re­
cycling in the news. It comes from 
Chicago, where a special new corpora­
tion has just been organised for the col­
lection and transport of old newspapers 
to a plant which de-inks the paper, fluffs 
it back toward pulp and maikes it ready 
for processing into some new paper use.

There is a w arm ly  statistic which 
goes with this expanse ..of the paper re­
cycling bushtess.

It says- that every ton of old news> 
papers recycled saves 17 trees from hav­
ing to be cut down.

Beyond that, it helps keep old news­
papers out of the scrap heaps where 
they contribute nothing except more 
waste of once valuable resource.

The operation in Chicago also has in­
cidental advantage.

The new corporation which specialises 
In the collection and delivery at the old 
newspapers is a new business which is 
being run by a black community as a 
part of its development of its own siUf 
r e lic t  enterprises.

What Is good from an environmental 
point of view can help bring our human 
resources into better use, too.

Mr. Nixon’s Ordeal
The first two weeks of the month of 

May have been a period of trial and 
testing for President Nixon beyond any­
thing most people can conceive.

It la too early to measure his ability 
to recover from the ordeal, or say wheth­
er he will be a stronger president for it. 
The alternate possibility la that thu or­
deal has already done to him vdiat Sues 
did to Anthony Eden (L>ord Avon), or 
what the use of bayonet and saber 
against American veterans of World War 
I did to Herbert Hoover. We will find 
out in due time whether it has given 
him inore stature, or turned him into a 
lame-duck president.

Butj it is not too early to know one 
thing about this ordeal of a president. 
The students who went away from Wash­
ington complaining that they "didn’t get 
through”  were very mistaken.

They got through all right. The 
evidence was all over the Washington 
scenery.

The President’s face and voice on tele­
vision, on Friday night showed unmistak­
able anguish.

The President did not watch any foot­
ball (or baseball) game during the dem- 
onstratlona which swarmed around the 
White House. He knew the demonstra­
tions were going on, and didn’t pretend 
otherwise.

The President spent a sleepless night 
after the television affair; and went out 
to seek some contact with the students 
in the morning.

The President did not fire his Secre­
tary of the Interlol- for writing him a 
letter telling him that he was mistaken; 
and allowing that letter to "leak" to the 
press within an hour of the time it was 
addressed to the President. (For your 
information that “ leak" was deliberate, 
not an accident.)

The President has conceded, directly 
and Indirectly, that he and his Vice 
President were unwise to break the 
President’s own Inauguration day injunc­
tion against .extravagant rtietorlc. He 
twice regretted the use of the word 
"bums." And presidents seldom admit 
mistakes. Franklin Roosevelt did it once, 
as an experiment in public relations. 
John F. Kennedy took the public blame 
for the “ Bay of Pigs" fiasco.

But even more important than these 
bits of evidence that the students “ got 
through" to the man Richard Nixon is 
the certainty that the events of those 
historic two weeks have already pro­
foundly altered the context of the policy­
making process in Washington.

On April 80, the day it all began, Rich­
ard Nixon was a president who could 
on}er the armed forces of the United 
States across an international frontier 
without consulting the Senate, or listen­
ing to his professional foreign policy ad­
visers at the State Department. It is a 
fact that he could do it, because he did 
do it.

Today, Mr. Nixon could not repeat 
<that order.

On April 30, he was a man exercising 
that broad Interpretation of the preroga- 

•' tlves of the presidency which was first 
asserted by Lyndon Johnson and his 
spokesmen after the beginning of the 
Vietnam war.

Today it 1s one of those facta which 
la unwritten, unrecorded, and unofficial, 
but which anybne with experience in 
Washingtim can feel, that Mr. Nlxoa 
could not repeat the (Dambodian ven­
ture.

The leading edge of the fact la that the 
forces in Cambodia have already been 
ordered back as soon as possible.

The larger fact is that no matter what 
happens now in Laos and Cambodia, as 
American troops pull back into South 
Vietnam, Mr. Nixon cannot launch an­
other military offensive without first en­
listing the leadership of Congress in the 
venture. And' high-govemment officials, 
state candliSy that, under presently con­
ceivable circumstances, the approval of 
the Congress is not to bo had.

Obviously, the students didn't do all 
this by coming to Washington. They 
wore only part of a complex of evident 
dissatisfactions which included 60 state 
governors, and even reached into the 
President’s Cabinet.

But the sum total at the dlaaatlsfac- 
tlons hag re-erected invisible limits 
Around the authority of the President 
which Ljmdon Johnson broke down.-Mr. 
Nixon will never forget these two weeks 
in May.— JOSEPH C. HARSCH (GHRI8-

WASHINGTON — The splen­

did combat performance by 
South Vietnamese troops in 
Cambodia not only strengthens 
the Vletnamlzatlon program but 
casts dark clouds over the U.S. 
military advice going to Presi­
dent Nixon.

The way ARVN (Army of the 
Republic of Vietnam) outfits 
have handled North Vietnamese 
regulars in Cambodia’s Parrot’s 
Beak has evoked raves from the 
very U. S. generals who insisted 
they could not do the job. Gen. 
Creighton Abrams, U.S. com­
mander in Vietnam, has per­
sonally expressed his surprise 
to the Pentagon. What’s more, 
high officials privately make 
this blunt admisston: The South 
Vietnamese could have per­
formed the Cambodian opera­
tion alone without U.S. troops.

The implications of this are 
Staggering. It means Mr. Nixon 
could have enjoyed the military 
fruits of entering Cambodia 
without the calamitous political 
and economic consequences he 
now endures and without reac­
tivating the dormant peace 
movement. The President could 
have avoided his present crisis 
of confidence had he rejected 
the counsel of the Joint Chiefs 
of Staff and instead heeded the 
advice of Secretary of Defense 
Melvin R. Laird, who wanted an 
all-ARVN operation in Cam­
bodia.

This Cambodian dispute be­
tween Laird and the Joint 
Chiefs is the culmination of 
sharp backstage disagreement 
over Vletnamlzatlon between 
civilian and military at all 
levels which we observed dur­
ing our recent reportli^ trip to 
Vietnam. Even before Mr. 
Nixon’s April 20 annoimCement 
of another 160,000 U.S. troops to 
bo withdrawn, the military felt 
he was pulling out too rapidly.

Adding respectability to this 
view was Gen. Abrams himself.

No Colonel Blimp, Abrams is 
the most sophisticated Ameri­
can commander during 16 years 
in Vietnam. Moreover, Abrams 
knows all about the training of 
ARVN, having been originally 
assigned to Vietnam as Gen. 
William Westmoreland’s deputy 
for that purpose.

Yet one high-o'anking civilian 
official told us in Vietnam: 
"Abe just doesn’t understand 
Vletnamlzatlon.’ ’ He and other 
civilians feel Abrams and the 
uniformed military are missing 
an essential point of Vietnami- 
zatlon — that South Vietnamese 
troops must take over from the 
Americans not when they are 
ready, but ready or not. Other­
wise, the South Vietnamese 
never will be ready.

This is best illustrated In the 
strategic Mekong Rdver delta. 
The mighty U.S. 9th Division, 
ondy American ground trooips in 
the delta, pulled out last Au­
gust amid nervous prostration 
by the U.S. high command. The 
generals feared the 7th ARVN 
Division simply could not 
handle .the job in troublesome 
Klen Hoa and Dinh Tuong prov­
inces.

Superficially, their fears have 
been realized. Communist mili­
tary activity in those two prov­
inces has increased, and nobody 
clatanB the 7th AR/VN performs 
nearly as well as the Ameri­
cans. Nevertheless, since the 
Americans left, pacification the 
Saigon government’s  control of 
the countryside-^iaa moved 
rieadlly forward. In sum, the 
Vleitxxaig are teeing the delta 
gueriilla war.

It can even 'be argued that the 
heavy^tanded U.S. 9th in the 
delta aotually retarded pexdfica- 
tion. Certainly, had Washington 
granted Gen. Westmoreland’s 
1966 request to send three U.S. 
divisions into the delta, the 
damage wrought by American 
troopa—as we pointed out af

We felt there was good char­
acterization by many more 
members of the cast than Mr.

Cure For SbortageT 
At a hearing of the Oonsumer 

Advisory Oouncll of the State 
of CoimecUcut, held at the State 
Capitol in Hartford ' recently, 
one of the legislators, (Dr. Cb- 
hen from Bloomfield) stated
that the reason why the older 
people of our country do not 
get proper medical care Is that 
the country lacks BO,000 doctors 
and that all effort should be 
made to supply this demand. He 
also stated that the new Medi­
cal-Dental School now under 
const^ction In Farmington will 
aid this program, but that every 
student that enters this school 
will cost the taxpayer of Oon- 
necUcut $86,000 to see him 
through.

WHat do the taxpayers of Con­
necticut get for this investment?

In rebuttal I steted that there 
is a built-in solution to ihie 
problem of insufficient doctors 
to take care of the public, inas­
much as there are many times 
60,000 well trained Natureo- 
pathlc and Chlropratlc Phy­
sicians licensed in their states 
and ready and willing to treat 
their share of patients under the 
Medicare Act. However, they 
are restricted by the United 
States government, cireatlng 
a monopoly for the medical 
profession.

Our country was not made 
great by monopoly. Competition 
Is the basia of our success u  a 
nation. With competition the 
Medicare Fund would not be in 
the state. It la now In.

The senior members of our 
society should be allowed to 
choose the type of treatment 
they will receive, (as one speak­
er said, you don’t cure every­
thing with a plU) and all physi- 
clani, Jllcensed In their reepec- 
tlve, states, should be recognlied 
by the government and allowed 
equal status under the Medicare 
Act.

In Ooiinectlout, aa in many 
other states, all phyalclana are 
required to take the same ex­
amination in the basio aoieneee 
before they can be licensed by 
their own examining board.

Recognition of the righto at 
all physlotans would take care 
of the shortage with no addi­
tional expense on the part of the 
taxpayers at tbs country.

G>mmencement Speakers 
Differ on War and Dissent

The future course of studMt 

dissent, and the methods of solv­
ing the many foreign end do­
mestic problems of the nation, 
were the chief qoncams of com­
mencement speakere at five 
Connecticut campuses today and 
Sunday.

At the University at (JkMineotl- 
cut In Storrs today, Trinity <3ol- 
lege PresldeDt Theodore Lock- 
wood dellverM the "charge" to 
about 2,600,A '^natlng aenlora. 
Four other colleges held com- 
mencemient i exercises Sunday 
and the graAiates were remind­
ed that th4y are part of a 
generation schooled in unrest at 
home and a divisive war abroad.

UConn has no chief speaker as 
such at commencement, but 
Lockwood’8 speech was a major 
feature of the day. He called 
for a return to a “ rational re­
sponse to human problems, de- 
crying the tendency to resort to 
wishful thinking. Ideological in­
dignation or even violence.”

He said student concern and 
action regarding the nation's 
problem! Is important, but that 
the students must also realise 
that the Ideal solution to a prob­
lem Is iometimes Impossible to 
achieve. “ Ideal solutions are Il­
lusory," he said, “ we must work 
hard for the best answers avail­
able in full knowledge that we 
shall continually face yet anoth­
er set of tough questions."

He urged the students not to 
retreat in face of criticism of 
their Involvement. “We shall fail 
utterly to design a better so­
ciety if we do not listen io your 
crtttclsm, if we do not have jrour 
participation in hammering out 
solutions.''

The four commencement pro­
grams in the state Sunday were 
hold without major demonstra­
tions for or against anything.

But three of the principal 
opeakers said they shared at 

j least some of the students' dis- 
. lent, and the fourth—Navy Sec- 
I retaiy John Chafee—told the 
I students to keep their dissent 
' free from isolationism.

And at one of the campuses— 
Trinity College—commencement 
planners added an extra, more 
militant, speaker because some 
students were dissatisfied with 
the moderate 'voices they feared 
would not represent their vtew- 
polnta.

Chafee spoke at Central Con­
necticut State College In New 
Britain,' where 1,1(X) undergrad­
uates and 600 masters degree 
candidates were graduated.

In a ceremony immarked by 
. controversy, he urged the stud­

ents to resist 'the temptation to 
shrink within a Fortress Ameri­
ca ," and said the temptation 
would be “ one of the major 
challenges you will encounter."

Chafee told the students he 
agrees their frustration and im­
patience are potential sources of 
reform, but he said they could 
best turn their feelings into 
progress through Individual ac­
tion.

Chafee said that students 
must also recognize the chal­
lenge involved In making the 
democratic system work, and 
said the “ burden" whjeh the 
United States must carry aa 
"the richest and industrially 
most powerful country" includes 
“ aid to foreign nations, a pre­
paredness to honor our commit­
ments, the maintenance of a 
well-tinned and well-equipped 
military establishment with top 
notch people in it, respected for 
their service to the cause of 
peace."

After his address, Chafee par­
ticipated in the commission­
ing of four Marine officers, gra­
duates of a qiecial Central Con­
necticut training program. Cha­
fee, a former govemdr of Rhode 
Island, is a former Marine him­
self.

At Trinity College in Hartford, 
a black assistant professor of 
philosophy at Yale was added to 
the program after students lob­
bied with college president The­
odore Lockwood for a speaker 
to address “ the concerns which 
have so swept the campuses of 
this country this si>ring.''

The speaker, Kenneth Mills, 
was active In setting up the

the Black Panther support rally 
In Now Haven May 1, and has 
been an outspoken critic of the 
war in Indochina.

He said that unlesa Americans 
"ssriously question" the basic 
Buppocltions of their society 
they will find their country in 
trouble.

Mills said Americans have be­
come insensitive to the plight of 
oppressed people both at home 
and abroad, and that their reac­
tions to crisis have been like 
thoae at a neerslgbted car­
toon character, Mr. Magoo- 
constantly stumbling into tioub- 
ble that could have been fore­
seen.

The scheduled main speaker 
at Trinity, Yale history profes­
sor John M. Blum, said he s6es 
hope in what he called the “ pas­
sionate generation"—the genera­
tion now on college campuses.

But, he cautioned, the stu- 
denU’ passion for justice should 
be accompanied by concern for 
"rational, structured actitm" 
and “ style.”

Many of the 809 graduating 
students at Trinity choae not to 
wear traditional c ^  and 
gowns, giving their fees Instead 
to groupe oriented toward social 
action.

The graduating claas also In­
cluded the first four graduating 
coeds in Trinity's history.

At the University of Connecti­
cut School of Law In West Hart­
ford, 97 graduating seniors were 
told by a law professor from 
Yale that they, too, will have an 
Important role in solving nation­
al problems.

The technical skills of law­
yers, as well as the convictions 
of reformers, are necessary to 
bring about the changes needed 
in the United States, said 
Charles L. Black.

"Simply desiring clean air 
and water, for example, won't 
bring an end to pollution," he 
sitid. “ What it will take will be 
lawyers sitting up late at night, 
preparing laws that will stand 
up in court and get through the 
legialature.”

And at the University of 
Bridgeport, 1,060 graduates re­
ceived degrees after hearing 
Henry Vlscardi Jr., a man who 
has dedicated his life to helping 
the handicapped, criticize the 
war in Indochina.

The aid we are giving Aslan 
countries, he said, is not worth 
what the United States is paying 
in “ the erosion of the spirit of 
our national life.”

Vlscardi, a man bom with a 
defect that required him to have 
two artificial legs, is a founder 
of Abilities, Inc., a group that 
helps the handlcai^ied.

Newsmen Called to Testify 
In Panther Case Tuesday

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP) — 
A hearing on defense motions to 
dismiss charges or delay the 
trial of one of the Block Pan­
thers charged In an alleged kld- 
nap-murder plot has been sched­
uled for Tuesday, with newsmen 
from Connecticut subpoenaed by 
the defense to testify.

The defendant Is Lonnie Mc- 
Lucas, whoae trial has been 
sepcu'atad from those of seven 
other Panthers. McLucas is 
charged with kidnaping resulting 
in death, a capital offense.

His attorney, Theodore Kos- 
koff, claiming that “ massive ad­
verse publicity" has made a 
fair trial impossible, has sub­
poenaed several newsmen in-, 
volved In coverage of the case 
to testify.

One of them, Peter Cowen of 
the Associated Press, was 
served with a subpoena by Kos- 
koff on Saturday.

McLucas* attorneys said simi­
lar subpoenas would be served 
on Individual employes of the 
New York Times.

In addition to the individual 
subpoenas, the defense lawyers 
ordered representatives of 10 
Connecticut radio stations, five 
Connecticut newspaper publish­
ing companies, The Associated 
Press and the New York Times 
to produce news clippings, edi­
torials, video and radio tapes 
and other records of the cover­
age of the slaying and subiM- 
quent arrests.

McLucas and seven other Pan­
thers are charged in the May 
I960 slaying of Alex Rackley, a 
New York City Panther who po­

lice eay had been tagged m  a
police informer by the other 
Panthers. One of the defendants 
is national Panther tSialrman 
Bobby Seale, who police say 
ordered the slaying.

The Panthers maintain that 
the trial Is part of a coordinated 
national attempt J>y police to 
thwart the party by Imprieonlng 
its leadership. They say the 
charges are a "frame-qp."

In the hearing that opens 
Tuesday, the defense is asking 
Superior Court Judge Harold 
Mulvey to dismiss charges or 
delay the trial of McLucas. Mc­
Lucas' trial Is now scheduled to 
begin June 9.

Mulvey ruled on Friday, In a 
move that was seen as a com­
promise, that the hearing should 
Open on Tuesday Instead of 
Immediately. Koekoff had asked 
that the hearing not begin until 
he completes his work In a 
robbery trial that begins this 
week. State's Atty. Arnold 
Markle had asMed that the hear­
ing begih Immediately.

Armstrong 

From Public
MOSCOW (AP) —U.S. astro­

naut Nell A .Armstrong toured.
Moscow today but the Soviet 
government kept the first m M  
to walk on the moon from being 
acclaimed by ordinary Rus- 
bIm s .

The Kremlin apparently does 
not want M y show of popularity 
for an American a t a  tim e ot In­
tensive propaganda against the 
United States.

Armstrong, here for a ' five- 
day stay, was driven around the 
Soviet capital but the police es­
corted limousine never stopped 
where there were large num­
bers of people.

The Communist authorities 
also took the precaution of not 
publishing M y  pictures of him 
in the press or showing him on 
television. The ordinary, citizen 
cannot recognize the American 
space hero M d  has no idea of 
his presence to Moscow.

Armstrong said he Is a  guest 
and the arrangem ent of his 
schedule Is to the hM ds of his 
Soviet hosts. iHe has not made 
any public criticism  of t o  trea t­
ment he has received. But the 
U.S. Em bassy is understood to 
be unhappy about the. lack of 
public exposure.

The astronaut saw Red 
Square, Moscow’s prime tourist 
attraction, only through the win­
dow of his black Chaika limou­
sine. It halted further along a t a  
nearly deserted spot, where he 
adm ired the Kremlin’s famous 
towers M d  domes a t a d is tan c e .

His first stop, after being 
shown the most Impressive bou­
levards M d housing develop­
ments, w as the AIoscow Univer­
sity espiMade, which gives a 
fine view of the city.

Soviet sources said t o  treat­
ment of Armstrong is due p ri­
marily to Kremlin d lsp lea^ re  
about the U.S. m ilitary action In 
Cambodia. Astronaut F rM k 
Borman was given a friendlier 
reception when he made a So­
viet tour last summer.

In a  simple show of space 
comradeship despite politics,
Armstrong M d  Soviet cosmo­
naut Konstantin Feoktlstov laid 
flowers a t monuments to dead 
SoidCt space heroes.

Feoktlstov had picked a bou­
quet of dMdelions along the 
way and- presented some to the 
astronaut. TogeUier they laid 
this simple tribute at busts of 
Yuri Gagarin, first m M  in 
space, M d Vladimir Komarov, 
the cosmonaut killed on a 1967 
space flight.

School to Community Day 
School, A group of parents has 
incorporated as a non-profit 
organization. Using as a base 
the initials that have designat­
ed the school since 1966, chll- 

^dren selected the new name, 
'which Is important in the 
'school’s philosophy, Mrs. Pratt 
said, because the student body 
consists of a crdtos-selectlon of 
children from all races, reli­
gions, and economic groups.

In addition to eight class­
rooms In (Concordia Lutheran 
Church, the Community Day 
School will use Kaiser Hall audi­
torium for phyalcal education, 
playa, and meetings; and an 
area on the second floor for a 
resource room.'

Hits year, 38 pupils, from 
Mansfield to 'Wethersfield, were 
enrolled. Twenty of these will 
continue attending the school In 
its new location, the others hav­
ing completed the school’s pro- 
grom. There were nine children 
from Project Concern In attend­
ance this year, Mrs. Pratt said, 
and the school plans to auicept 
another one or two next year.

The incorporated school will 
be a semi-cooperative venture. 
As each child is accepted, the 
parent will be asked to contrib­

ute some time to administrative - 
work; playground, library, and 
field trips supervision; or teach­
ing special skills and Interests. 
Transportation to and from 
school will be each family's 
responsibility,

TTie present faculty consists 
of full-time teachers Stephen 
Imber and Kerry Drakes, who 
Is also headmaster; and part- 
time teachers Mrs. John 
Barnes In primary reading and 
mathematics, and Mrs. Pratt In 
art. Student teachers from 
Eastern Connecticut State (Col­
lege conducted the music pro­
gram. ,

Drakes will be ratainsd as 
headmaster, Mrs. Pratt said, 
and will select two other full­
time faculty members' and any 
other part-time instructors.

In the non-graded elementary 
school, children’s ages tend to 
fall within the public school 6 
to 13-year range. Mrs. Pratt 
said flexibility of curriculum 
and individuality of the child 
are paramount In'the school’s 
philosophy. In the clrriculum of 
language arts, mathematics, 
science, social studies, art, 
music, and physical education, 
each child is permitted to 
progress through any subject at 
his own rate, using a variety 
of formal and informal learning 
materials suited to his own 
needs at any one time.

Progress reports are given In­
stead of letter grade report 
cards. Each child Is encouraged, 
to evaluate interactions. There 
are both self-evaluation and 
group avaluatlons, from which 
new goals are set in discus­
sions with the children, and 
regrouping occurs throughout 
the school year.

Further inquiries about the 
new school may be directed to 
Mrs. Pratt.

HAR’TFORD, Conn. (AP) — 
a new round of move and 
counter-move has been made In 
the attempt to merge the Hart­
ford -Fire Insurance Company 
with International Telephone 
and ’Telegraph.

’Hie action came Friday, when 
ITT ottlclala announced they 
would press ahisad with their 
plans to acquire Hartford Fire 
despite lawsuits filed by Ralph 
Nader, the freelance consumer 
advocate, and by the U.S. De­
partment of Justice. ''

An attorney for Nader prompt­
ly declared he just might try 
to start contempt of court pro­
ceedings against ITT.

Nader had filed an appeal In 
Superior Court Thursday of 
State Insurance Commissioner 
William R. Cotter’s recent de­
cision to allow the merger. Cot­
ter had said earlier In the week 
that he wouldn’t reconsider his 
deciflon.

Tliie merger, together with a 
merger of ITT and th* arinnell 
Corp. that went through last Oc­
tober, Is believed to be the larg­
est In U.S. history. Hie three 
firms have combined assets of 
about $6 billion. The ITT-Hart- 
ford transaction alone would In­
volve the acquisition by ITT of 
about $1.6 billion In outstanding 
Hartford Fire stock.

According to Dwight Owen 
gchweltser, who filed the appeal 
on Nader's behalf, state law

requires a halt to such merger 
proceedings while -an appeal Is 
pending.

The law was passed by the 
state legislature last year to 
discourage takeovers of Connec­
ticut insurance companies by 
firms from other states.

However, an ITT spokesman 
said Friday that "no further ap­
provals are j-equlred" and that 
"the exchange offer will become 
effective as soon os the expect­
ed number of shares are re­
ceived.’ ’

"Hie offer Is proceeding on 
schedule," said the ITT spokes­
man, "and It is not expected 
that the long • pending Justice 
Department suit nor yesterday’s 
action by Ralph Nader \rill 
cause any delay or affect the 
completion of the offer."'

Schweitzer said ITT’s an-' 
nouncement Indicated that Na­
der was right in his criticisms 
of the corporate giant.

Hie Justice Department has 
had a  ̂suit pending for some 
time seeking to block the 'ITT- 
Hartford merger. The govern­
ment is expected to press its 
action, now that the merger has 
received the approval at the 
state Insurance commissioner.

Nader has criticised the mer­
ger on the grounds that r^T 
would find Hartford’s large cash 
reserves an lrrestl)ille tempto- 
tioh at times when It needs 
ready capital.

Parade ' '
The day’s observance began 

promptly nt 9:30 when march­
ers In the town’s parade step­

Quest For Peace 
Paying homage to the dedi­

cation and selflessness of men 
who served the nation, Maj. 
Lance said, “ We ask that the 
spirit of wisdom high be given 
to us and to all men that we 
might recognize the futility of 
strife and that peace may cov­
er the earth again as the water 
covers the sea.”

The theme of a quest for 
peace was to echo In the cere­
monies held later in Center 
Park.

From Monroe Park the pa­
rade marched west past the 
Municipal Building Where the 
units passed In review before 
assembling north of the Mary 
Cheney Library.

In his welcoming *■ remarks

ToWind County Politics
Mrs/Hammer Victory 

Repercussions

The vigorous contest for 
Democratic state central com- 
mitteewoman won by Mrs. Na­
omi Hammer of Vernon appears 
to be having serious repercus­
sions throughout the county.

Mrs. Hammer, wife of Deputy 
Secretary of State Harry Ham­
mer, won a closely contested 
race over Mrs. Arthur Johnson, 
also of Vernon, during last 
week’s convention in Stafford by 
a 23-19 vote. Five passes were 
recorded before the final tally 
was taken.

Voting during the convention 
indicated an even split between 
the delegates attending, with a 
21-21 vote being recorded even 
on a motion for a secret ballot.

Possible casualties of the 
party disuntiy appear to be 
Mansfield State Rep. Audrey 
Beck’s bid for Secretary, of 
State; and: the status of Colum­
bia Town Chairman Paul Mer­
rick.

Other rumored actions are the 
putting up of opposition candi­
dates against incumbent State. 
Sen. Robert Houley of Vernon 
and long-time County Sheriff 
candidate Nicholas Pawluk al­
so of Vernon.

The Hammers for many years 
have been on the outs with 
former Vernon Democratic 
Town Chairman Leo Flaherty.

They have reportedly joined 
forces with Jam es Carey of Co­
lumbia, who has showed evi­
dence of being able to deliver 
eight or nine votes, and who la 
trying to extend his influence in 
the county. Carey is serving as 
campaign co-ordinator for U.S. 
senatorial candidate A1 Dona­
hue of Stamfohd.

Although in past years Ver­
non eind Mansfield (the two 
largest county towns) have 
often gone separate ways, this 
year they joined hands.. Both 
town delegates are extremely 
pro-Joseph Duffey (another U.S. 
senatorial candidate), with all 
of Mansfield’s four votes and 
five of the six Vernon votes go­
ing for Duffey.

It was the Vemon-Mansfleld 
coalition which backed Mrs. 
Johnson’s bid for the state cen­
tral committeewoman’s -post at 
the last minute, knocking He­
bron's Mrs. Diane Kearns out 
of the picture. State 'Rep. Beck 
nominated Mrs, Johnson, mak­
ing her the target of the pro- 
Hammer segment.

Mrs. Beck’s bid for the secre­
tary of state post held been pro­
ceeding at a steady pace, and 
her suppoifers were becoming 
optimistic over her chances.

Usually reliable Sources, how­
ever, Indicate that the word 
may go out against her bid for 
the post, since Hammer as De­

puty Secretary of State can be 
expected' to hold some influence 
on who is finally selected.

If moves are made to oppose 
either Houley or Pawluk they 
will have to be made quickly. 
The party conventions for 
county sheriff are slated for 
June 13 and for state senator 
on June 16.

Merrick is sitting in an un­
usual position for, him. Looked 
upon by most. Democratic coun­
ty political leaders as a right 
hand of State Central Com­
mitteeman and Lt. Gov. -Attllio 
Frassinelli, he appears to have 
been placed on the shelf for this 
year's election.

Carey’s successfiil delegate 
challenge primary in Columbia 
knocked Merrick out of the de­
legate picture. Although he had 
just been re-elected as town 
chairman of (Columbia and has 
two years to go in the role, Mer­
rick has not been attending any 
of the political functions which 
he previously would not have 
missed.

The Carey voting strength 
comes mainly from Columbia’s 
three delegates; from Andover’s 
two (also won in a primary), 
and from Hebron’s three dele­
gates. He is in a position to 
possibly pick up a few more 
votes, possibly from supporters 
of Donahue.

His votes are balanced by 
the Vernon-Mansfield coalition 
of ten votes. ’’Pop” Frassinelli 
has four Stafford votes to con­
trol.

The actual direction the coun­
ty Democrats take will then be 
determined .by a block of 16 
votes, not involved in either 
side.

Wrong Fuel Said 
Cause of Plane 

Crash in Atlanta
ATLANTA, Ga. (AP) — Fed­

eral investigators say je t fuel 
was poured by mistake into the 
tanks of a gasoline-burning air­
craft which crashed on a high­
way, killing six persons.

John Reed, chairman of the 
National Transportation Safety 
Board, said Sunday 200 gallons 
of the je t fuel were added to 
tanks containing 400 gallons of 
gasoline before the Martin 404 
twin-engined aircraft took off 
Saturday from DeKalb-Peach- 
tree Airport.

The pilot tried to set the pri­
vately owned plane down on a 
highway near Atlanta when 
power failed in both engines, 
■nie plane hit a  car, killing all 
five occupants. A plane passen­
ger also was killed.

‘‘It would be similar to put­
ting four or five gallons of kero­
sene in a 20-gallon automobile- 
tank," said Reed. "The aircraft 
would not run properly on this 
m ix.”

■ Demonstrators 
Seek Immunity 

For Cleaver
COPENHAGEN, Denmark 

(AP) — Police arrested 23 dem­
onstrators Sunday night after a 
protest march against the Dan­
ish government's reluctance to 
grant self-exiled Black Panther 
leader Eldridge Cleaver a 
promise of safe conduct.

Some 500 demonstrators 
marched to the U.S. Embassy 
and demonstrated peacefully 
against the Danish govern­
ment's stand, which leaves open 
the possibility that Cleaver 
would be extradited to the Unit­
ed States if he visited here. 
Danish students have Invited 
him to receive a writer-of-the- 
year award.

The 23 demonstrators were 
arrested after they threw stones 
and bottles at the embassy, 
smeared police cars with paint 
and clashed with police.

A parliamentary committee is 
considering asking the govern­
ment to give Cleaver, now in 
Algeria, a  firm promise of im­
munity.

The Danish Ministry of Ju s­
tice has already said that Cleav­
er would not be extradited on 
the basis of currently known 
charges against him in the Unit­
ed States.

Cleaver, 35, fled the United 
States in 1968 after his parole 
was revoked. The former Black 
Panther information minister 
had been on parole for a 1968 as­
sault conviction when he was 
charged with attempted murder 
of an Oakland, Calif., police­
man.

Cleaver claims that the 
charge was contrived and pol­
itically motivated.”

On one occa­
sion, Kaii'eta was struck by his 
comn^andlhg officer, a  captain, 
Halpem said.

Upon being advised of the sol­
dier's complaint, Halpem said. 
Secretary of the Army Stanley 
R. Resor wrote the congressman 
that " a  thorough Investigation" 
was being coiuhn^d by the 
Army’s European^ command. 
Resor’s letter said the probe 
would be "completed prior to 
the end of M ay.'’

"What happened to Eddie 
must never happen to another 
G I,” Halpem said. "This Is one 
of the most flagrant examples 
of misuse of authority I have 
ever come across."

The Klan klavem was made

up "m ainly of noncomnalssloned 
officers who held regUl'ar meet­
ings in the barracks,” Halper 
quoted Koneto as saying. They 
even had lOOC membership 
cards, he said.

Kaneta was demoted t6 pri­
vate and given a general dis­
charge for being "unsuitable" 
for military service although he 
had served two years. The ac­
tion came after charges were 
placed against him for ediegedly 
'assaulting a sergeant and "ob­
structing ju stice." The charges 
were dropped.

Resor’s letter said Kaneta 
"allegedly has been Involved In 
a tense racial situation, con­
fined and physically mistreat­
ed."

It was the 40th time in his ca­
reer that he has hit two or more 
homers in one game. Babe Ruth 
holds the major league record 
with 71.

Killebrew, who will be 34 June 
29, has 460 career home runs to 
rank 12th on the all-time list. 
Stan Musial (476) and Lou Geh­
rig (493) are within reach ot 
him this season.

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Israel Seen 
\ Getting More 

U.S. Planes
WASraNOTON (A P ) — Presi­

dent Nixon, alarmed over the 
Soviet military buildup In 
Egypt, is expected In the near 
future to approve the.-Sale of 
more combat planes' to Israel 
and announce resumption of 
diplomatic efforts to defuse the 
tense Middle Blast situation.

Nixon is due to announce his 
decision as soon as an adminls- 
treution review of the Middle 
East situation has been com- 

/ '' pleted. The President ordered 
^  the fresh evaluation six weeks

ago after Russian fighter pilots 
started flying missions Inside 
Egypt—a move Nixon considers 
ominous.

The administration came un­
der new pressure Monday to sell 
planes to Israel when a letter 
signed by 73 senators was deliv­
ered to the State Department by 
Senate Republican Leader Hugh 
Scott.

"W e believe the United States 
Should now announce its Inten­
tion to provide Israel the air­
craft It so urgently needs for its 
defense," the senators urged. 
Scott said such action by the 
United States would be "a  credi­
ble response to the Soviet esca­
lation of the Middle Bast con­
flict.”

He also presented Asst. Secre­
tary of State David M. Abshlre 
a copy of a joint resolution to be 
introduced today that blames 
the use of Soviet pilots and mls- 
sUe site technicians for increas­
ing tensions in the Middle Bast.

The letter signed by the sena­
tors reached the administration 
coincident with a growing feel­
ing among Nixon policy makers 
that a forceful American re­
sponse is necessary.

It should embrace not only 
more weapons for Israel, the 
policy makers report, but also a 
determined new effort to make 
a fresh start In the search for a 
Middle Bast peace settlement.

Asst. Secretary of State Jo­
seph Sisco arranged a meeting 
today with Soviet Ambassador 
Anatoly F. Dobrynin to make a 
straight probe of Russia’s real 
Intentions in intervening so di- 
recUy in the Middle Bast con­
flict.

Sisco and Secretary of State 
William P. Rogers, who also Is 
expected to talk with Dobrynin, 
want to find put how far the 
Russians are going in military 
operations with the Bgyptians 
^whether they intend to move 
toward combat Involvement 
along the Suez Canal.

In addition, Sisco and Rogers 
reportedly want to know wheth­
er Russia is interested in trying 
to resolve the new crisis 
through new peace making ef­
forts.

Sisco and Dobrynin held nego­
tiations throughout most of last 
year on the possibility of devis­
ing a Middle Bast peace formu­
la. In the end their efforts col­
lapsed. But U.S. officials are 
known to be prepared to start 
all over again.

At the same time authorities 
here feel a U.S. preoccupation 
only with peaceful measures 
would be taken as dangerous ev­
idence of weakness. There is in­
creasing emphasis within the 
administration to demonstrate 
support for Israel In the face of 
the Sovlet-Bgyptian combina­
tion.

The Israelis asked the United 
States last September for ap­
proval to purchase 100 Skyhawk 
Jets and 2S more of the more 
powerful Phantom jets.

Present speculation here is 
that only part of the Israeli re­
quest will be granted. But there 
is some official interest in the 
idea of assuring Israel the Unit­
ed States will help maintain its

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (A P ) — 

Barly voting was extremely 
heavy today In the runoff for 
governor in Alabama which 
George C. Wallace said he must 
win to keep a Negro "bloc vote” 
from controllnng the state Capi­
tol.”

Ix>ng lines of voters were 
waiting wlien the polls opened in 
Jefferson, Mobile and Mont­
gomery counties. Some stood in 
the rain. Officials at some vot­
ing places predicted the turnout 
would be greater for the runoff 
than for the first Democratic 
primary May 5.

Wallace, whose future as a 
prospective presidential candi­
date in 1972 also was at stake, 
counted hea-vlly on a white 
backlash to overcome the small 
lead (3ov. Albert Brewer won 
last month.

In an election-eve'appeal, the 
former governor urged the ap­
proximately 1,2TO,(XX) white vot­
ers in the state to turn bacic the 
challenge of what he called 
Negro "bloc vote." n ierc  are 
some 320,(XX) black voters in A l­
abama.

If the "bloc vote" wins, he 
said, it will "control the state 
Capitol for the next 60 years." 
Ho added, "we cannot let that 
happen."

Federal poll watchers were 
sent in by the Justice Depart­
ment in at least three of the 
counties—Barbour, Bullock and 
Choctaw—where Negroes were 
running for the legislature and 
for county office.

A  Negro spokesman called for 
a massive turnout of black vot­
ers. Joe Reed, chairman of a 
mainly black faction called the 
Alabama Democratic CJonfer- 
ence, said members of his race 
would exert the balance of pow­
er and elect Brewer.

If they do, said Wallace, the 
"bloc vote will control politics 
in Alabama for the next 50 
years.”

The former governor asserted 
repeatedly during the runoff 
'campaign that black militants 
delivered 250,00 votes to Brew­
er in the first primary and en­
abled him to lead the seven-man 
ield, almost 12,000 votes ahead 
of the second-place Wallace. 
There are about 1.6 million reg­
istered voters, including 325,000 
Negroes.

Even though Brewer ran In 
front, he fell far short of a ma­
jority of the votes cast and was 
forced into the runoff.

The winner today is all but 
certain of election. The Republi­
cans aren’t likely to put a candi­
date for governor on the general 
election ballot in November.

More than 30,000 new voters 
have registered in the state 
since the first primary, most of 
them white and many of them

LIMA, Peru (A P ) —The Pe­
ruvian government rushed aid 
today to the 6(X)-mUe stretch of 
coastline devastated by a mas­
sive earthquake over the week­
end. The confirmed death toll 
passed 1,000 and officials ex­
pressed fear that as many as
30.000 may have died.

The quake Sunday afternoon 
lasted only 40 seconds, but de­
stroyed thousands of buildings 
and almost totally demolished a 
number of towns. Pilots of mili­
tary observation planes report­
ed entire villages "erased from 
the map”  by earth slides or 
floods from Andean mountain 
lakes.

Official figures put the num­
ber of known dead at 630 in 
Huaraz, 176 miles north of 
Lima, and at 200 at the port 
town of Chlmbote, some 36 
miles to the northwest. Reports 
from dozens of other Peruvian 
cities raised the confirmed total 
of dead to more than 1,000.

Government spokesmen said 
more than 200,000 persons were 
homeless; with xvlnter setting in 
the Andes, there was fear of 
pneumonia and other illness as 
sleet and rain plagued those 
seeking shelter.

Twenty army paratroopers 
from Lima were to be dropped 
today into Huaraz, a city of
22.000 high in the Andes that 
suffered 95 per cent destruction 
In the qualce. After the para­
troopers established communi­
cations, more air drops were to 
deliver provisions,: doctors and 
medical supplies. Huaraz then 
will serve as a center of relief 
operations for the surrounding 
area.

The navy training ship Inde- 
pendencla was sailing today to 
CSiimbote to serve as a hospital 
ship for that area.

The navy cruiser Bolognesl,

which took President Juan Ve­
lasco to Chlmbote Monday 
night, was returning to Lima 
with 3(X) injured persons.

A battalion of army engineers 
was en route by road to begin 
removing rubble from highways 
and rebuilding bridges. Army 
communications men were set­
ting up a radio network to re­
place the ham operators who 
have been the only communica­
tion channel vrith much of the 
stricken area.

Thousands of persons were in­
jured, and countless others were 
suffering from dust Inhalation 
after being buried or trapped in 
the remains of mud buildings.

Landslides blocked roads, 
bridges were down, and fog 
rolled in.over mountain passes.

making air access almost Im­
possible.

President Velasco and other 
officials were unable to get to 
the worst-hit area Monday night 
because of an unusable airstrip 
and bad weather.

The government Issued a 
communique Monday night stat­
ing that "given the magnitude 
of the catastrophe. It is estimat­
ed that the number of dead and 
injured is high." But officials 
were holding down the official 
death count to avoid panic.

The disaster hit the central 
and northern reaches of Peru 
and covered the largest area af­
fected by any Peruvian quake In 
memory. The area includes 10 
states with a population of about 
6 million.

Quake Gave Balkan City 
Rare Chance to Rehuild

SKOPJE, Yugoslavia — Shak­

en to pieces by an earthquake 
only seven years ago, this Bal­
kan city has learned to stop 
worrying and love the modem 
face given to it by a massive 
reconstruction program.

The quake, which leveled the 
city with a series of heavy 
tremors starting at 5:18 on the 
morning of July 26. 1963, seem; 
ed the end of the world for 
many of its 210,000 residents. 
More than 1,000 died and the 
replacement of destroyed build­
ings ran to about half a billion 
dollars. Sixteen per cent of the 
local industry was destroyed.

In retrospect, however, the 
tragedy provided a rare chance 
for an old city, rich In color 
and history but poor In re­

sources, to modernize from the 
ground up.

The population has since soar­
ed to an estimated 380,000, 
thanks to the determination of 
local inhabitants and the help 
that poured in from all over 
the world, including more than 
380 million from the United 
States in loans and grants.

To one driving in through the 
mountains to the north at night, 
Skopje’s ligHts beckon with all 
the brightness of a city In Ari­
zona, seen from the desert. 
"The Macedonian Hiroshima,”  
and "Phoenix” are the over­
worked descriptions of it; both 
are fitting.

The new city has literally 
burst the bonds of its old con­
fines, spilling out (or miles

swept Monday through Callejon 
de Huaylas, a canyon In an area 
called the Switzerland of Peru. 
One report said huge blocks of 
Ice had jammed up at one point, 
threatening more flooding.

An American priest said in a 
ham broadcast that about 18,CXX> 
persons had been killed in Huar­
az. Another amateur radio oper­
ator in Caraz, 46 miles to the 
northwest, said tons of water 
had come crashing down and 
had completed the destruction 
begun by the earthquake the 
day before. He estimated the to­
tal dead in Caraz at 2,000. But 
government officials said ham 
operators tended to exaggerate 
casualty figures.

A military pilot said the vil­
lage of Yungay, between Caraz 
and Huaraz, "has disappeared 
—It is no more."

Caraz reportedly was 90 per 
cent destroyed.

Three American missionaries 
were reported killed and two 
Peace Corps workers were pre­
sumed dead. Authorities were 
also concerned over the fate of 
Japanese and Czechoslovak 
mountain climbing expeditions 
that were In the ravaged area.
