Bullets End
Day of Calm

In Jordan

Scattered firing broke out to-
day in Jordan after a day of
calm  that followed n cenae-
fire agreement between King
Hussein and Palestinian guer-
rillns,

It could not be determined If
the firing signifed renewed
fighting in the Jordanian capi-
tal, Amman, The gunshols were
heard a2 the evacuntion of the
foreign community continued,

One plane chartered by the
International Commitlee of the
Red Cross left Ammaun for Bel-
rut, It carried 80 wives and chil-
dren of U.N. personnel In Jor-
dan as well as a group of Amer-
icans who were unable to make
two planes that left Friday night
with U.8, citiens aboard.

Two more planeloads cor-
rying 120 British dependents
were expecled to leave Amman
later today. Forelgners leaving
Jordan are doing so voluntarily
for their own safety and not at
the request of the Jordanlian
government,

Throughout the morning, Am-
man radio appeuled to the popu-
lation to beware of groups at.
tempting to spread false rumors
and create more chons.

The broadcast sald, however,
that the situation was calm in
all parts of the country.

Amman radio also quoted a
directive from the Foreign Min-
istry of Jordanian e¢mbassies
abroad asserting that normalecy
had returned and that all signs
of tension had disappeared in
the capital,

Tensions appesared to have
eased in Amman Friday after
an Arab guerrilla leader freed
62 foreign hostages, saying he
was satlsfled with concessions
made by King Hussein,

Travelers from the embattled
clty reported that after five
days of virtual war between
Jordanian troops and guerrillas
the streets were filled with rub-
ble, wrecked vehicles and bod-
fes. An estimated 700 persons
were killled or wounded in the
strife, touched off by an army
crackdown on guerrilla activi-
ties.

The hostages--21 Americans,
35 Britons and 6 Wesl Germans
—were told by Dr. George Ha-
bash, head of the Marxist Popu-
lar Front for the Liberation of
Palestine, that Huaseln had met
the group's demands and they
were free to go, |

Husseln made a major
concession to the guerrillas
Thursday when he dismissed his
uncle and his cousin from com-
mand of Important army units.

PHNOM PENH, Cambcdia
(AP) — A Cambodian military
spokesman sald teday that the
Viet Cong were setting up hospi-
tals and stornge areas in the
famed temple ruins at An-ker,
185 miles northwest of Phnom
Penh.

He ulgo sald more Viet Cong
were massing near Kompong
Speu, a provincial capital on the
only highway open between
Phnom Penh and Cambodia's
major port.

Maj. Am Rong sald villagers
in the Angkor area had told of
the Viet Cong installations there
and had reported fighting be-
tween Cambodian and Commu-
nigt forces in the temple com-
plex. He said he did not know
which temples the Viet Cong
were using as hospitals and
storage areas,

The major said the Commu-
nist troops ‘‘don't respect our
sacred place. Making storage
areas and hospitals in temples
is not only a serious matter to
us but to all those interested in
cultural aspects of Temples'.

Fighting continued for the
second day today at Kompong
Speu, a provineial capital on
Route 4, the only highway still
open between Phnom Penh and
the port city of Kompong Som.

Am Rong sald about 1,000 Viet
Cong soldiers were reported
massing south of Kompong Speu
for fresh attacks. He sald Route
4 was still open but that trips
through the area were risky.

Phnom Penh depends an
Kompong Som for its oil sup-
plies and uses oll to generate
electricity. I enemy troops cap-

ture Kompong Speu and cut off
the road, they will also cut off
thg supply of oil, The capital
has & 15-day supply on hand.

Viet Cong troops continued to
fire mortars at Kompong Thom,
80 miles north of Phnom Penh,
but no new clashes were report-
ed. Fighting was reported to
have ended at Tonle Bet, a town
acrogs the Mekong River from
the provincial capital of Kom-
pong Cham and some B0 miles
northeast of Phnom Penh,

Cambodian forces sald they
had killed 34 Viet Cong soldiers
in repeated clashes at Tonle Bet
and had lost one man killed and
14 wounded.

Spokesmen in Salgon sald to-
day that South Vietnamese
forces had ended the second
phase of a 20-day operation in
Cambodia and had withdrawn
the 4,000 troops taking part.
South Viethamese officials re-
ported good results from the
first phase of the operation but
sald the second had met with
only Hmited success.

The troops were operating in
border regions of Cambodia sev-
eral miles west of Duc Lap, a
Vietnamese town 135 miles
northeast of Saigon,

In the 10-day period since
June 4, South Vietnamese offi-
cinls suid, the soldiers killed 108
enemy lroops and suffered loss-
es of only four killed and twe
wounded. But they . reported
seizing only aboul a ton of ricd,
i few weapons and some medi-
cine—a far cry from caches re-
ported seized by allied forces in
other areas. During the first
phase. which began May 20,

they captured more than 34 tons
of munitfons and supplies, eight
tons of medicine and 533 tons of
rice, the military command
sald, Casualties in the first
phase were 93 enemy troops
killed, along with 30 South Viet-
namese and two Americans.

Officials sald the withdrawal
of the troops left' some 3,000
South Vietnamese soldiers in-
side Cambodia.

Other South Vietnamese
forces clashed with enemy units
in two areas of Cambodia, kill-
ing 456 in fighting near Takeo
and 18 In the western portion of
the Parrot’s Beak.

In addition to the scheduled
productions In South Carolina,
North Carolina and West Virgin-
ir, outdoor dramas are set this
year in Kentucky, Tennessee,
Virginia, Arkansas, Florida,
Texas, Alaska, California, Wis-
consin, Pennsylvania, New York
and Oklahoma.

In Britain

LONDON (AP) — Walk down
a British street these days and
you'd hardly know an election
campaign was in full swing.
There isn't & brass band, & bill.
board, a bumper slogan or a la-
pel button in sight.

“I've heard of British disore-
tion, but this is ridiculous,” an
American resident of London
said one day this week. “‘Aside
from the newspapers and televi-
sion, there isn't a sign that the
country is choosing a new gov-
ernment—and now the London
newspapers are closed by a
strike.” )

Campaign rallies are held in-
side schoole and hired halls and
listeners need a ticket to get in.
Prime Minister Harold Wilson
makes sidewalk specches but to
confuse his rivils he refuses to
announce his movements In ad-
vance.

Early in the campaign, BEd-
ward Heath, the Conservative
leader who seeks to topple Wil-
son In Thursday's balloting,
walked past thousands of pedes-
trians In Birmingham, the No. 2
city, without shaking a single
hand. Hardly anyone recognized
him, Not one poster or slogan
hung outside Birmingham's La-
bor party headquarters where
Wilson was ‘leading a campaign
rally.

Heath began shukin}{' hands
fervently as the cumpaign- de-
veloped but he looked uncom-
fortable doing it. Even Wilsocn
lacks a certailn gusto when he
finds himself in crowds,

Around party offices in the
counury's 630 districts a few pos.
ters and banners herald each lo.
cal candidate but the fever and
ballyhoo of a national campalgn
are missing.

Once the speeches get started,
though, politicians undergo in-
dignities undreamed of in other
countries. Hecklers hurl insylts
and abuse, This year they've
been throwing eggs, tomatoes,
bags of flour and glasses of wa:
ter as well.

Wilson hes been the target of
mbout a dozen eggs. Most of
them missed and he noted nn
“Inaceuracy of projection,” His
wife Mary was hit by a flour
bomb.

Campalgn officlals used to
train  hecklers and dispatch
them to disrupt rival rallied.
This year the Daily Melegraph
deplored the ‘“appallingly low
standard of heckling,” and can-
didates have had lttle trouble
squelching the interruptions,

When an angry young man in.
terrupted him by shouting ''Wil-
son out!" the prime minister
pointed to a mongrel in the
mudlence and declared: ‘‘That
dog only says woof, woof. There

are more constructive ldeas in
our four-footed friend’'s head
than in your whole body.”

(AP) — A U.N. planning éxpert
predicted today that more than
half the world’s population will
be living In cities by the end of
this century, and he said it may
be 8 thing.

Richard
May Jr., said the only way to
cope with continuing urban pop-
ulation growth is with carefully
planned new cities that would
accommodate about one million
people each. Some 2,100 such
population centers will be need-
ed by the end of the century, he
sald.

May, the consultant for the
117.8. Center for Housing, Bulld-
Ing and Planning, offered his
predictions and prescriptions in
a paper wrilten- for a symno-
slum starting at the United Na-
tions headquarters today. The
symposium, concerning "The
Impact of Urbanization  on
Man's Environment,' is' spon-
sored jointly by the world or-
ganization and the United Auto
'Workers Unilon.

May sald that right now, "‘no
developed country has a higher
mumber of specifically planned
cities than the SBoviet Unlion.' In
the United States, he said, “'con-
tinued urban sprawl Is regarded
‘as inevitable, and only a frac-
tlon of new urban residents will
e accommodated In  new
towns."

What would it be like to live in
one of the ‘‘new cties' 'foreseen
by the U.N, planner?

There would be no ''degrading
effects on its occupants and on
the natural resources of the ter-
ritory it occuples, ‘‘May sald.
#He ndded that the location of
work and leisure facilities would
be carefilly lald out to “‘offer
the maximum of human conven-

* fence, comfort, pleasure and
pence of mind, with minimum
congestion, health hazards and
other disturbing influences.

Advances In communication
systems and electronics, he
nald, “may make It possible for
much of the work to be carried
out within the immediate real

dential environment of the peo-

. ple or even In their homes."

May said one necessary evil
in the dally life of today’s city,
habitual use of the private auto-
mobile, would be virtually elim-
inated. “Through the rational
organization and planning of cit-
ies," he explained, ‘‘we can re-
duce considerbly the need foar
mechanical transportation and
facilitate the use of mass trans-
portation.

And that, he said, would make
“dally use of the private motor
car unnecessary.'

Such an urban environment
could “raise living and working
standards and provide the edu-
cational and cultural facilities
and programs which can eman-
cipate man from the dull drudg-
ery and meagerness of peasant
life,' Moy sald.

The Conspirator

George Demmerle has receded into
the shadows again but his career as un-
derground operative warrants a few
morose footnotes.

Thirty-nine-year-old Demmerle, who
volunteéred his adventlres at a right
wing rally here the other night, 1s the in-
formant who named his three '‘ge-
complices' in an abortive bombing plot.
He and his credulous assoclates were ar-
rested while planting dynamite bombs in
& National Guard truck. It was subse-
quently disclosed that Demmerie was
the FBI's representative in the arrange-
ment.

Since the three exposed by Demmaerle
pleaded guilty (and one has jumped
ball), there {8 no reason to dispute Dem-
merle's account, In the present state of
things there may even be a dispoaition
to award some form of national salute
for his clandestine labors.

But certain aspects of the story raise
anew the question of the line between in-
filtration and inflammation posed by the
behavior of the undercover action. It
might also invite self-examination by
some far-out political exhibitionists.

By his own sdmission, confirmed by
the researches of reporter Jay Levin,
Demmerle successful y impersonated a
radical Crazie. Indeed, he was so dis-
tinctive a figure of political madness
that he became affectionately known as
“Prince Crazy'’ in the advanced East
Village set. His painted makeup, Day-
§#lo helmet and street prancings stirred
the solicitous judgment that he was a
product of the "‘insanity of the system.'

One retired Crazie told Levin.

""He was always conspiring with some-
one on some level. He had blueprints for
sub-machine guns and he had a whole
price-list figured out to make sub-
machine guns for $12 each. He also had
this thing worked out where he wanted
to blow up the Brookiyn Bridge with a
garden hose. He wanted to hook the gar-
den hose up to a gas line.”

Demmerle, who recefved §250 & month
from the FBI for his animated surveil-
lance, offered a simple formula for the
acceptance he won among  Yippies,
Weathermen and Crazies:

“It wasn't difficult at all, My model
was Abble Hoffman and Jerry Rubin. I
made fools of the kids, It was not trou-
ble.”

It eppears from his reminiscences that
there was only one area in which Dem-
merle carefully defined the limits of hig
secrel mission. While he found no moral
Inhibition about exposing the political
deeds of young women with whom he
shared a bed, he emphasized that *I
didn’t go to bed to learn information."
His role ns undercover man ceased, one
might say, under the covers.

S(ill, numerous questions emerge from
Demmerle’s endeavors:

How many of the wildest figures we
hove seen on TV screens are govern.
ment plants, and to what extent have
thelr incitement, actually encouraged
and even instizated some of the mindless
viclences? When Demmerle was asked
how many others were performing simi-
lar labors, he replied: "Quite a few.'"

For Messrs. Hoffman, Rubin and Co.
there is the parallel, tormenting inquiry:
how many of those whom they believe
they have fnspired to absorb thelr 'life
style” are provocateurs acting out as-
signments from the FBI and incidental-
ly helping to discredit legitimate protest
activities?

Before some indignant hard - head
_apoplectically construes -these remarks
a8 an apologia for terrorism, it is nec-
essary lo state that I concede the need
for democratic self-defense against the
schemes and dreams of mad bombers,
This will involve some degree of under-
ground agentry as well as usual police
procedures,

But both the scope and character of
such secret exercises have too long been
unquestioned and unexplored by any

Congresaional committee. Not long ago

I reported the testimony of a former
FBI infiltrator at the University of Chi-
cago who admitted that it was largely
because of his diligence that a small
Communist group was kept allve there.
He also acknowledged that he was on oc-
casion obliged to manifest his militancy
in public demonstrations to sustain his
credibllity among his comrades.

The Demmerle case carfcatures the
point, He was loudly and aggresalvely
promoting political lunacy in the Bast
Village, even broadcasting and blue-
printing fantasies of destruction, That he
ultimately located three who were dis-
posed to engage in such excursions |s
seemingly beyond dispute; but did sur.
veillance require so absurd and concely-
ably contagious a degree of activism?
How many such ‘‘nuts,” as Demmerle
cheerfully portrayed himself, are on the
FBI payroll? As for his bedroon scenes
with girl agitators, these were surely
above and beyond fHie call for a secret
employe of an agency that has set such
exacting gtandards for Its official per-
onnel.. Moreover there is the Inevitable
risk that it {s the Demmerles who may
be seduced by the true bellevers.

Water on the Moon

Where does one look for water
on the moon? This question has
been thrust into prominence
during the past year because of
the analysis of the rocks re-
turned by Apollo 11 or 12, mak-
ing it unlikely that in the areas
scouted by these two spacecraft
there are water-bearing rocks.

Another Indication of the lack
of free water s the seismo-
graphic ‘ringing'" of the moon
following the Impact of the
ascent” stage of the Apollo 11
Lunar Module and the third
stage of the Saturn 5 booster. If
water were present beneath the
surface, the ringing should have
been damped out in a relative-
ly short period of time. How-
ever, the moon “‘rang' for four
hours with the impact of the
Saturn third or 8§-48 stage and
more than 30 minutes with the
impact of the LM ascent stage.
Thus, while the interior of the
moon may be somewhat homo-
geneous, without the layering
found on the earth, large ex-
tended masses of subsurface
water do not exist.

Dr, John A. O'Keefe, nssist-
ant chlef of the Theoretical Di-
vision of NASA's Goddard
Space ' Flight Center, belleves
that clues on water location
may be found in lunar erup-
tlons which occur from time to
time, "Evidence of volcanic ac-
tivity was observed by the So-
viet astronomer Nicholas Kozy-
rev who ' In Novemher, 1058,
5aw an eruption in the crater
Alphonsus. In 1963 he made vis-
ual observations of red spots
or a repéating red glow over
the crater Aristarchus. These
observations were confirmed by
American observers J. A.
Greenacre and E. Barr, along
with  several ‘“‘moon blink”
sightings  indicatlve of some
type of lunar gas emission.

In the Alphonsus eruption
Kozyrev took spectrograms on
which was discovered the dia-
tomic molecule of carbon. SBome
evidence indicates that the tria-
tomic carbon molecule may al-
80 have been present. In  the
Aristarchus  region Kozyrav
found = spectrographic lines
which could only represent the
hydrogen molecule, Solar radia-
tions on thelr way to the lunar
surface excite the hydrogen
cauding the gas to glow. It is
also possible that these gases
could represent cold emisaions
and may not necessarily be the
product of "volcanic activity,

Sclentists agree that the
presence ‘of hydrogen almost
conclusively Indicates the pres-
ence of water, Hydrogen is the
mosat plentiful element in the
universe and Junar oxygen Is
quite abundant with fully half
the surface material being oxy-
gen in the form of oxides,

Thus, the elements of water
are common on the moon. And
if not {n the free form, water
may exist in crystallization In
rocks. However, many sclentists
Insist that water s present In
the free form. Such water would
probably derive from rocks
heated to high temperatures,
perhaps by radioactivity, as in
the case of the earth. Thus one
can assume that water o
present on the moon with the
water molecule broken up into
hydrogen and oxygen. :

There Is a feellng that water
may really be quite privalent

A\

beneath the surface, but there
is no visual evidence of this.
yOne reason may be the low
temperatures found a few feet
below the surface— 40 degrees
below zero according to radar
gtudles. Thus, If any water
exists or i5 released from
rocks, it may percolate upward
until if reaches a permafrost
layer which forms an fce table
through which it cannot pass.
Contact with this ice table will
cause the water to freeze, Es-
gentinlly, an equilibrium condi-
tion would then be reached In
which the heat from below
would just balance that absorb-
ed by the permafrost and at, this
interface and below  water
would remain liquid. To find
this water, 100-foot drills have
been proposed for use on subse-
quent Apollo missions.

Some sclentists studying the
Lunar Orbiter photographs have
concluded that vast amounts of
water have existed on the moon
in the past. They point to the
sinuous rills coursing over the
surface as evidence that at one
time water [flowed through
them. In some plsces {t ap-
pears that the water has been
drawn off into holes in the sur-

face. .

Another bit of striking evi-
dence iy the great Alplne Val-
ley. On photographs taken by
the Lunar Orbiter this valley,
some 80 miles long and from
three to six miles in width, looks
much like the Grand Canyon.
There are steep walls with a
flat floor and meandering
through the floor is a deep rill
or furrow that looks very much
like the trench of the Colorado
River, minus its water. It {s
most difficult to explain this fur-
row by any mechanism except
a swifttly flowing river. The one
element lacking is the delta that
one would expect to find at the
mouth of a river, This feature
is apparently absent on the
moon.

While NASA's Dr. O'Keefe be-
leves we should look for water

\
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in the vicinity of those areas
where the sightings have been
made, It appears that water
may be a ublquitous material
on the moon and may be found
in many places near the sur-
face. The only thing we are cer
tain of is that the concentration
cannot be too high. The ringing
of the moon after being impact-
ed rules out the Iarge bodies of
water similar to those which
exist on the earth.

When Senator Abe Riblcoft
makes one of his political de-
cislons, it sometimes takes
more than one look to assemble
all the potentinl reasons for it
in his own mind and feeling.

Sometimes he feels n positive
pull, sometimes & negalive
aversion, and sometimes the
two things together determine
his direction.

In one of his most famous
and trying decisiona—that to
vote against the censure of his
fellow Connecticut  Benator,
Tom Dodd—he supported Dodd
not because he really supported
him, or belleved In his virtue,
but because he shrank from
the act of throwing a ulone
himself.

There was some analysis
which thought that he was look-
ing for soft treatment, or cven
possible support from Dodd in
his, Riblcoff's, own next run
for office. This was ridiculous.
Ribicoff was sophisticated
enough to know and expect that
what he would get from Dodd
when the time came would not
be any simulation of gratitude
and support, but an attack.

In Ribicoff's latest declsion,
concerning his own role in the
approaching party fight over
the nomination for Dodd's Sen-
ate seat, there is again a mix-
ture of positive pull and nega-
tive aversion. And once again,
we should say, the negative
aversion Is much more Impor-
tant than the positive pull.

There are mild positive at.
tractions In the candidacy Sen-
ator Ribicoff has chosen to sup-
port. Joe Duffey, as leader of
the original McCarthy move-
ment in Connecticut, and the
Senator had good friendly re-
lations through the election two
years ago. Ribicoff dared bet
a lttle of his own prestige on
the unexpected strength and
support the Duffey leadership
could develop, and Duffey, in
return, tendered special sup-
port to Ribicoff.
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It would not be unnatural,
then, for the two to be stand-
ing in friendly proximity now
that Duffey Is going after a
nomination for himself. Fur-
thermore, Duffey, as national
head of Americans For Demo-
cratic Action, might some day
be able to return some kind of
favor to a figure operating on
the national scene.

Whatever potentinlities of a
continuing beautiful political
friendship there may be In the
Ribicoff support for Duffey,
however, we would guess that
the much more decisive force
in the Ribicoff decision haa
been negative, and has been
provided by his own contem-
plation of what the alternative
would be.

The alternative to taking
ghelter in a low-keyed endorse-
ment of Duffey's candidacy
would be for Ribicoff to have
to make up his mind between
SBlate Senator Edward Marcus
of New Haven and Al Donahue
of Stamford. Think all the im-
plications of that cholce over,
and put yourself In Ribicoff'a
shoes, and you might head for
the comparative safety of the
cavern wherer Duffey, the
Protestant clergyman, enter-
taing the liberal elite.

Demerit System
- Draws Protests

The Board of ®ducation has
Iesued a statement about a sub-
ject that has been ralsing a
minor furor among some stu-
denta at Bolton High Schoo! and
their parents.

It seems that on May 28,
when about half of the junfor
and senfor classes went on a
soclal studies-English field trip
to Concord and Salem, Mass.,
mout of the other half didn't
come to school.

According to Principal Nor-
man Bhaw, who Is the ogre in
the case, there should have
been about 80 students in the
Junior class and 40 in the senfor
class In attendance, but total
attendance in the two classes
came to about 10,

8haw began to call parents,
recelving some excuses and
some explanations why the stu.
dents were not in school. A few
students came to school late.
Written excuses were brought in
the next day. [Those students
who did not have a valid ex-
cuse — physical {llness or
death in the family, daccording
to state regulations — were
glven the six demerits that
truancy merits under the
school’s demerit system.

One of the main hones of con.
tention has been that the
reward for those students who
did not, in the eyes of the law,
have a valid excuse, and whose
parents told the truth, was six
demerits, .

After an executive  session
with the prinelpal Monday
night, the Board of Education
composed a statement, which It
released at its meeting Thurs.
day night.

‘'The principal of the high
school has outllned the eircum-
stances of the absences, the
actions that he took and the rea-
sons for his decisions to the ad.
ministration and the Board of
Education. We support  those
actions and decisions,

“If this Incident involved sole-
ly the administration of the de-
merit gystem al the high school,
we would not be commenting on
it now. But two general ques-
tions have been raised which
should be answered.,

“First, does a parent have the
right to keep his son or daugh-
ter out of school, If the school
is In session?

“Yes, if the absence ls due to
personal lllness, death In  the
family, or lack of clothing, Nat-
urally, there are times when
caség of ,personal absence are
understandable and acceptable
— when parents make arrange-
ments beforehand for their chil-
dren to make up work that will
be missed. Except in these
cases, personal absence s not
acceptable and demerits for it
must be issued under existing
rules.”

“The second question,” the
statement continues, “involves
a matter of personal and family
ethics that is quite separate
from any practice or policy of
the Board of Education or the
administration,

“If, in the case of _personal
absence, some students recelve

demerits becnuse thelr parents
write truthful notes, that's not
. weaknens of the system but a
credit to the parents,

“If some other students do not
receive demerita because thelr
parents willfully say the stu-
dents were Il no school discl-
plinary procedure can correct
the cause of this unfafr and un- -
fortunate result.”

Whether the board thinks the
“demerit system. wright or
wrong, good or bad, effective or
Ineffective {s Important and de-
serves the same kind of
thoughtful study and attention
that other school disciplinary
procedures warrant,” the state-
ment continues, promising that
“It shall receive L.

“But,” It concludes, ‘‘unless
and until the system is changed,
it 1s one that students, parents,
teachers and administrators
must follow."

Mhe regular board mecting
Thursday night was preceded
by a closed session with two
parents whose daughter had re-
celved six demerits because she
took the day, with parental
sanction, to attend o training
session ‘‘necessary to qualify
for a summer job."”

The parents sald thelr daugh-
ter preferred not to spend her
own money for the fleld trip,
which cost $5.

It has been subsequently
pointed out that there 1s a fund
at the high school for those who
cannot afford the cost of field
trips themselves, should  they
want to go. Field trips are op-
tinnal and charges, {f any, vary.

Q) What should I do about
the estimated tax notice I got
in the mail? I did not have to
file Form 1040ES,

A) If you did not have to
file an estimated tax declara-
tion for 1870 and your tax
situation is unchanged, ignore
the reminder notice. These re-
minder notices were sent to all

' taxpayers who received the
estimated tax form packages
in February.

Q) I've been called in for an
audit of my return. Can I have
the person who prepared it
come in with me just to help
explain things?

A) Yes, you may have the
person who prepared the re-
turn nccompany you. Keep in
mind, however, that you are
responsible’ for the accuracy
of items listed on the return.
Also, it is your responsibility,
not the person who prepared
it, to provide whataver proof
or substantiation might be re-
quired to support income and
expense figures,

axpayers,

Q) My refund is being held
up because I forgot to send in
Schedule A, Form 1040, when I
filed. How long will it take me
to get the refund after I aupply
this missing item? .

A) It should take about
four to six weeks from the
time you supply the missing
information for processing to
be completed on your return
and the refund issued. Be sure
to send back the notice from
IRS about the missing item so
that the Schedule A can be
associnted with your return.

Q) Do you have any publica-
tion about“taxes that would
help someone just starting up
a business of his own?

A) Yes, our publication,
“Tax Guide For Small Busi-
ness,” should be helpful. A
copy may be obtained from
your IRS District Office or the
U. 8. Government Printing
Office, Washington, D, C.
20402, for 60 cents.

In addition, you will find

IRS

Publication 454, of interest to
you. Call the local IRS office
to request your free copy.

Q) Are the meals and lodg-
ing you get as a camp coun-
selor taxable?

A) In camp situations,
room and board are generally
not taxable. Your room and
board are excluded from gross
income if they are furnished
on the employer's premises for
his convenience, and in the
case of the lodging, you are
required to accept it m8 a con-
dition of your employment.

Q) Can someone who is self-
employed take advantage of
the moving expense deduction?

A) Yes, the new tax law
permits self-employéd persona
who meet certain tests to de-
duct moving expenses,

Q) Is a gardener considered
a household employee? .

A) Yes, he usually is. If
you pay him cash wages of
$60 or more during a calen-
dar quarter, you are required
to file a Form 942, Employers'
Quarterly Tax Return for
Household Employees, and pay
social security taxes,

““Now I'm not saying Nicklaus

The legs do so much of the
work while you are pitching that
it your legs get weak your pitch-
Ing will suffer. The arm can't
do it alone,

You can hurt your arm very
easily by pitching when your
legs are weak or tired. Strong
legs make for strong arms and
there {s no belter way to achive
this than by running. And us
pitchers run all through the
season.

I've had many youngutara ask
me at what age they should try
to throw & curve ball, I've
talked to different doctors to
tind out their thinking on this:

They told me about the bone
in the elbow of a pitching arm,
That bone doean’t mature or get
strong enough for curve balls
until & boy is about 16 yoars old.

If you try to throw a curve
ball before 18, your elbow bone
is tender and you chip your el-
bow., We call that a Little
Loague elbow.

This bone chip just lays In
there and never grows back on
and will just keep lrritating the

tendons and muscles in your el-
bow and you will have trouble
for the rest of your life,

FRHUNTSHING

SPOONS ARE FOR FISHING

Anglers who fish with spoons
have fought long and hard to
win recognition among fly fish-
ermen and light tackle enthus-
insts. An indication of the prob-
lems spoon fishermen faced is
seen in a brief discussion of the
relative merits of fly fishing and
ba't fishing taken from a book
published in 1887, The author
concluded *. . . spumning always
the spoon, for It is as barbarous
to kill o trout so, as to eat him
with one, . ."

Now those are stiff fighting
words to a dedleated spoon
angler, ’

Spoon enthusiasts weren't dis-
couraged by such talk, however,
‘and the development of spoons
s effective fish catchers went
ahend. Today, they are popular
lures, and the fishing depart-
ment has found that almost
every angler's tackle box con-
tains several spoons.

CQontributing to thelr increased
popularity has been the develop-
ment of lighter, more depend-
able MNshing tackle.

Rods have changed a lot since

the early days of trolling spoons
for trout, muskie and bass, Old.
time trolling rods tended to be
thick,and had little action. The
only way you could tell when a
fish hit was to note the added
welght, Then you hauled back
o set the hook, and started
cranking the reel. The fish
didn't have much chance to
fight, Modern rods are lghter
in both welght and action, and
you immediately feol the fish's
strike,

Monofilament lines have added
W the enjoyment of spoon fish-
ing. And, with the recent de-
velopment of new heavy-test
lines that have less diameter
than present monofilment, spoon
trolling will become even more
Old-time trolling reels were
big and heavy. If the reel had &
drmg mechanism, it uspally
didn't work. And level winding
wus done by working the line
with your thumb, Today, im-
proved drage, lightwelght metals
und Jevel wind . mechanisms
have all helped  bring trolling
reeln out of the dark ages.
