20
with Verdi's “Aida,”" the most
popular of all season openers,
And this one should be na dan-
dy. Locally they do a very good
Alda, and this one bids fair to
be exceptional. In the title role
will  be Martina  Arroyo, an
American who hasn't the reputa-
ton of Tebaldi, for example,
but is better right now than
Tebaldi ever was, She has n
phenomenal volee, and In some
respects she {8 wasted in Alda,
not a simple role, but much less
difficult than some of the .things
I hayve heard.her do.

Opposite her will be Jess
Thomas, another American who.-
achlieved great fame for his
promise in Germany something
like fifteen years ago, He's way
over six feet tall, and built Hke
& prizefighter so he brings
versimilitude to the role of
Radames. He has a nlce volce
quality which he fails to use ef-
fectively at all times, and he is
a might poor actor.

Nedda Casgsel will sing
Amneris, a role she can handle
very capably, and Vern Shinall
(who sang Escamillo in Carmen
last season) will sing Amonasro,
This {8 a far better than
average cast of principals.
Vocally it should be truly ex-
cellent. It will be somewhat
weaker from the standpoint of
histrionics.

“La Traviata' comes on Nov,
17. This features Beverly Sills
in the title role. She too, will be
making a debut here and she is
at the top of her form right
now. In the past five years she
has Improved immeasurably
and Is somebody you should
here right now while ghe is at
her best.

Aldo Bottiap, about whom I
nothing, will sing opposite her
as Alfredo Germont. Chester
Ludgin has sung here on two
previous occasions, once when
he was undercast and once
when he was overcast, The role
of the elder Germont should
suit him extremely well, and
he'll certalnly do better than
the baritone who sang the role
the last ime Traviata was pro-
duced here, Despite his far
greater reputation, all that guy
did was bellow to the second
balcony.

On Jan. 27 we get '"La Bo-
heme"” with Gianna Galli in the
title role, She will likewise be
new to Hartford, and comes
from Milan's famous La Scaln
opera company, Nicholas di-
Virgillo will be the Rodolfo of
the production; he has appear-
ed here in concert and his voice
was more than equal to the de-
mands of this role. I know
nothing about his acting ability.
John Darrenkamp, of the New
York City opera will sing Mar-
cello. His reputation is good but
I have never heard him.

Andrew Foldi will sing the
commonly doubled roles of
Benols and Alcindoro, He was
the basso buffo in last season’s
‘‘Barber” where he over-acted
but was funny. Both these roles
are comic ones and he should
do them well f he uses re-
straint,

8t. Patrick's Day brings "11
Trovatore,’” which lsn't quite as
silly as {t sounds. "Il Trova-
tore,” which means "“The Min-
strel,” and of course Irish min.
atrels were famous. In the cast
are Jeannine Crader, Carlo
Meliciani and Pedro Lavirgen,
none of grest renown. The
opera has nice tunes but a
crazy, mixed-up plot which no-
body can understand.

The season closes April 21
with Madame Butterfly, one of
Puceini's most popular waorks,
despite its rather cloying sweet-
ness. This production, however,
should be almost exemplary,
for it has a fine cast.

To begin with, Fellcia Weath.
ers is cast in the title role. She
sang Salome here last season
and did a really“tremendous job
with that difficult role. Her
reputation as Butterfly is even
better, and I can believe-it; for
this s & much simpler job to
sing,

Then Rlita deCarlo will sing
Buzukl, She has sung this role
here on e previous occasion
when she turmed in the best per.
formance of the part I had en-
countered for many years. She
did it well then, she should be
even better opposite Weathers.

Enrico di Giuseppe will sing
Pinkerton. He belongs at the
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New York City opera but he
has sung the role with the Met
on occasian, where he got a fine
reception, This is not a difficult
role from a voeal standpoint,
but most of the Pinkerton's |
have encountered have been
weak in the acting department,
I don’t know Mi. diGiuseppe's
abllities in thig regard, but in
any event we get a whole sec-
ond act without him and a great
deal of the third as well.

As usunl, Carlo Moresco and
Anton Guadagno will share in
the conducting chores. Tony Sti-
vanello will stage the produc.
tions in his usunl, capable man-
ner. This season the Huriford
Ballet Company, of which Jo-
seph Albano is director. will do
the ballets. There are a couple
in Alda, and of course there is
one in Traviata. This should be
an improvement.

There are only five operas
this season instend of the six
we have been getting. Fi-
nancinlly, times are tough, and
one way to cut down the def-
feit is to do fewer produc-
tions, since every one runs in
the red. When you pay for your
tickets, just remember that,
and that cdnsequently you' are
getting more than your money's
worth which is something that
cannot be sald of musical
comedy, for example.

If you've been a subscriber,
you'll probably want to renew
your subscription., The deadline,
to get your old seats is July 186.
If you have never been, Con-
necticut Opera does excellent
procuctions. They cant quite
match the Met on some of the
more involved ones, but I never
yet have seen them do as bad-
ly as I have sometimes seen
the New York company do some
things.

Coventry  Grammar Bchool
Principal Robert Brairton
states that the discussions have
renulted “in the development of
i common philosophy of ele-
mentary eoducation ns well as
an emerging paltern of tech-
niques designed to implement
that philosophy.' .

The curriculum study of the
two uchooln, CGS8 and Robert-
son, was inftinted last year fol-
lowing public criticlem in town
meetings that children nt  the
Robertson School were gelting
shortchanged in their education.
Al aboul the time these critl.
clsms were belng volced, the
principals of the two schools re-
gigned, and during the summer
Bralrton and Joseph Tripp were
hired to fill the posts. The two
principals then began work on
the curriculum in the fall

Brairion's report was read at
Inst week's Board of Education
meeting, and In {1, he pointed
out that ‘the coordination of
the programea In the two schools
should and will occur in terms
of baslc philosophy, of reason.
ably uniform text adoption, ang
of opportunities afforded for
quality education.”

The two &schools, Brairton
sald, “will continue to have
characteristics of thelr own.
These characteristics can  be
attributed to the personality of
the teachers and to other in-
tangibles that, in all schools, af-
fect the coalition of the nelgh-
borhood school as an  educa-
tional unit.”

Rending in kindergurten
through Grade 3 is the primary
concern at both schools, Brair-
ton said, where the same basal
reading series Is used. This
series Is supplemented by oth-
er books, and both principals
are “'in agreement with large
numbers of staff members that
gtrict adherence to the philoso-
phy of n basic text will not pro-
vide all the necessary opportu-
nities for all the children.

The report went on to say that
“individualization of instruction
is continuing at both schools.
Where differences exist, such
differences are only ones of em-
phasis or method as might be
found between ciassrooms In a
single school. The reading pro-
gram must be strengthened,
however, and to that end, time
is provided for weekly consulta-
tion between the reading spe-
clalists In both schools. In 1970-
71, newly-devised text materials
will be In use in both schools.”

Brairton said the same mod-
ern math program is in effect
at both schools, The program lis
only In its second year, and
“must be evaluated in terms of
our mathematics objectives,
Here again, as In reading, the
mathematies programs in both
schools are parallel.

{zing "'aid to teachers employed
in denominational schools,"

The law was challenged by a
group of taxpayers represented
by the Rhode Island affillate of
the Amefican Civil Liberties Un.
fon. The first salary subaidies
were withheld in February un-
der a restraining order issued in
federal court here.

The law allowed 15 per cent
salary subsldles for lay teachers
in non-public schools which
qualified on & basis of financial
need. The eligibility requlre.
ments virtually limited the act's
applicability to Roman Catholle
parochial schools.

The opinion was written by 1st
Circult Judge Frank M. Coffin,
who heard the case with district
Judge Hugh H. Bownes of New
Hampshire and U. 8. district
Judge Raymond Pettine of
Rhode Island.

Judges found that -the law
would Involve “not only sub-
Stantinl support for a religious
enterprite, but also the kind of
reciprocal embrollments of gov.
ernment and religion which the
1at amendment was meant to
avold. "

The plaintiffs charged that
since more than 9 per cent of
the state's private schools and
virtually dll of those which ap-
plied for uid, are parochial, the
act’s chlef purpose was w gid
parochial schools,

Altorneys for the state, de.
fendant In the case, argued that
because the aid was to teachers
and not to schools, it was not in
support of religion,

The federal court found that

“‘enable non-public schools 1o
compete effectively for qualified
teachers.-will Inescapably  re.
quire greater appropriations
subsiduzing substantially great.

effect in “‘alding the quality of
secular education in Rhode Is-
land’'s Roman Catholic elemen-
tary schools.'”

“On the other hand, we think
it equally clear that the act
gives significant ald to a reli-
glous enterprise,'” the decision
read.

It was not Immediately clear
whether the court's decision
would have any affect on aid to
parochial school plans In other
states, such as Connecticut.

The $6 million & year Connecti-
cut plan, adopted a year ago,
allows the state to pay 20 per
cent of the salary of a4 non-
public &chool Instructor who
tenches non-religious subjects.
The state funds also go for pur-
chase of textbooks by non-public
schools.

The Connecticut program,
which s similar to thg one In
Rhode Island because almost all
schools_inveolved are parochial
schools, also Is under challenge

Romney: States Should Hike
Efforts to Ease Urban Woes

DENVER, Colo, (AP) -
George Romney, housing and
urbian development secretary,
sald today ‘“The gravest threats
and problems we face are from
within not from without the na-
tion."

"I don't think we have mount-
ed programs as large as the
domestic problems we face."
Romney told a news conference
at the U.8. Conference of May-
ors annuial meeting.

"I agree with the mayors that
we need a reordering of national
rrior't'es," he gafd, ** and Presi-
dent Nixon is doing that."

Romney said that in federal
budgets from figeal 1989 to 1971
national security expenditures
would be_reduced by about $7.5
billion and other spending in.
creased by aboul $32.8 billion.

“But money alone won't do
it,” Romney added. “It's clear
from the experience of the '80s
that simply multiplying federal
programs is not the answer,

"I don't see how the urban
problems of this nation can be
solved without the states taking
& more active role. I don't know
how you get rid of all these local
bullding codes, local zoning
practices and the balkanization
of local government without the
state's stepping up their respon-
sibility."

Earller Indianapolis Mayor
Richard G. Lugar, one of Nix-
on's closest nssociates among
the nation's mayors, said he
thought most American cities
are ‘“better off than ever be-
fore."

Lugar gave his views in an in-
terview at the annual meeting
of the U.B. Conference of May-
ors. Secretgry of Housing and
Urban Development George
Romney was scheduled to ad-
dréss the 500 elected city offi-
clals here later today,

‘“The cliches of the trade
paint the citles as unmanage-
able, miserable places,” Lucar
sald. "But In fact most are bet.
ter governed, have a hetter

And it lurns our newest big trouble
into something we don't have o worry
about, after all,

For [n"our times even the worst worry-
warts have learned not to worry about
things they can't possibly do nnything
about,

Genial Persuasion

The other day we found a prominent
columnist referring to the opposition of
“the thinking people' to the war In
Vietnam, Then, a day or so later, one of
New York's usually better columnists
wrote, '‘The gap between the police and
the soctally consclous public has widen-
ed alarmingly.” Note those adjectives:
“thinking’ * and “soclally consclous'
and consider how they strike those who
continue to support President Nixon's
actions in Southeast Asia or who still
look upon the nation’s police forces as a
hard-working and still-to-be-trusted bar-
rier . between themselves and a tidal
wave of crime.

When such denigrating phrases are
used, It may help explain why a vice-
president yields to the temptation to
speak of impudent snobbery and why the
“hard hats" In New York City take to
the streets.

Do, in fact, all “thinking’’ people call
for dn immediate end to the war? Are
thére no such who agree with the admin-
iatration's withdrawa! timetable? And ls
it a mark of social consciousness to feel
that one “‘no longer can trust the police?
Some might even go so far as (o say that
such sentiments exhibit a lamentable
lack of social consciousness,

Unhappily, the use of Insulting charac-
terizations solves nothing; it only rouses
anger and increases polarization, We are
useéd o some of the young, in their en\
thuslosm, taking categorical positions
and utterly outlawing those who do not
agree with them, But when their elders,
who should know better the danger of
dogmatic categorization, do so, It Is a
more discouraging token of society's
present tension and intolerance,

Honest efforts to reach the truth can
lead different individuals to quite differ-
ent conclusions, To arrive at Point B in.
stead of Point A 18 no automatic sign of
a lack of social consclousness or of an
unthinking outlook. And all of us are
more easlly persunded to change our
views by patient, geninl discussion than
by being castigated as intellectual or

Mitchell’s Man

Richardson

By Rowland Evans Jr. and Robert D, Novak

WASHINGTON — The fine
hand of Atty. Gen. John Mitch-
ell, top sergeant of the Nixon
Cabinet, was pulling strings be-
hind the scenes in the surpris-
ing switch of Elliot Richardson
from the paneled halls of the
State Department to the bloody
battlefield of Health, Education
and Welfare (HEW) last woek.

Mitchell, architect of the
Southern strategy, told Presl-
dent Nixon that Richardson was
his first choice to head the job
being vacated by HEW Secre-
tary Robert Fifich; ‘bloody after
repeated bruising  confronta-
tions with the Attorney Gen-
eral,

In view of lberal Richard-
son’s commitment to school de-
segregation and his Eastern es-
tablishment political base In
Boston, his sponsorship by con-
servative Mitchell would be in-
credible save for this fact:
Mitchell had become frustrated
to the point of apoplexy In his
dealings with HEW’s chaotic
bureaucracy.

With Finch, an admittedly
poor manager, having been
ensed out, Mitchell advised Mr.,
Nixon to replace him with a
self-assured administrator ca-
pable of knocking heads togeth.
er. Specifically, Mitchell want-
ed someone who could take a
position and stick to it, without
backing and fllling,

Mitchell intimates say he rec-
ommended Richardson because
hes was convinced, after study-
ing Richardson's handling of
the flabby State Department
bureaucrncy and watching him
in innumerable White House
meetings, that he had the men-
tal discipline to end disorder at
HEW. Even before that, Mitch-
ell had been high on Richard-
son, recommending him for Un-
der Secretary of State to serve
as a buffer between the trouble-
some Forelgn Service and Sec-
retary of State Willlam P. Rog-
ers.

A tootnote: Southern Republi-
can leaders, including most of
the state chairmen, have been
warned by Mississippl State

Chairman Clarke Reed not to~

crow over the resignation of
Finch (& Southern halrshirt for
17 months). Richardson, ac-
cording to Reed, may be tough-
er on civil rights than Finch.

Dr, Jean Mayer, former spe-
cial hunger consultant to Presi.
dent Nixon, sharply criticized
the Nixon administration’s
handling of the antl-hunger pro-
gram in a private letter to the
White House,

The June 6 letter to domestic
policy chief John Ehrlichman
confirmy reports that r
has been troubled by me‘m
food program since his return
to Harvard University's school
of public health in January.
Mayer organized last Decem-
ber's White House conference
on hunger and battled fiercely—
and surprisingly successfully—
for an expanded food stamp
program,

In his letter to Ehriichman,
Mayer cited ''persistent rumors"’
of the "protible elimination,of
food stamps without a sufficient
compensatory money allowance
and the poasibility that the
family assistance plan might be
financed through a decrease in

Postal Bill Appe—ars
Headed for Victory

WABHINGTON (AP) — One
of the most sweeping plans to
overhaul the American mail
service gince Benjamin Frank-
lin get it up in 1763 still appears
headed for victory in the House
but not without some hardnosed
floor opposition.

The assumption that the post-

'al reform bill, including an 8

per cent pay ralse for mall
workers, will pass the House
when it comes up for a midweek
vote has been so widespread
that neither party bothered to
take a headcount on the issue.

But during committee hear-
inga lnst week the bill ran Into
heavy fire over compulsory un.
fon membership, retroactive
pay snd Congress' Impending
loss of 181 years of control of
the Post Office—including pa-
tronage.

Those issues — particularly
compulsory union membership
—remain alive and opponents
are prepared to fight over them
during debate,

Not all the potential road-
blocks will be in Congress.

The National Letter Carriers
union, which played a8 major
part in the nation's only mail
strike earlier this year, has
raised the threat of a walkout
this weekend if the House killa
the bill, And Postmaster Gen,
Winton M. Blount says he may
recommend a veto if the blll
carries with it the costly retroac-
tive pay feature intact.

The timing of the pay boost is
a major difference between the
House version and a bill up-
proved by the Senate Post Of-
fice Committee, As sent to the
House floor the 8 per cenl pay
increase will be retroactive to
April 18; the Senate measure
calls for it to take effect upon
passage.

The cost of the pay raise just
for the fiscal year starting July
1 has been estimated at $538
million, and that on top of a pre-
vious 6 per cent hoost for all
government workers including
mail employes.

Making the postal ralse retro-
active to mid-April would cost
another $107.6 milllon for the
current year ending June 30,

The only House count esti.
mate around, an informal sur-
vey taken last week by a Repub-
Hean staff aide, showed 103 firm
votes for the bill. That should be
enough to indicate approval but
it 15 short of the 216 votes need-
ed to guarantee passage in the
430-member House.

The big fight over compulsory
unlon membership—always a
volatle issue dn  Congress—
slems from opponents' claims
that It will break down govern-
ment control over Its workers
and lead to constant strikes.

But backers note the bill pro.
hibits strikes and say it only
gives postal unions the same
right as those in private indus-
try to negotiate contracts re.
quiring employes join Junions
within 30 days. :

The 18 states that prohibit
compulsory union membership
are exempted by the bill,

The reform bill, a compro-
mise of President Nixon's origi-
nal postal corporation plan,
would give the mall system its
first basic face lifting since 1789
when Congress took control of
postal rates, wages and policy.

The bill would take control of
the malils away from Congress
and-turn it over to an independ-
ent U.8. Postal Service with
corporate powers, and with or-
ders to put the - service on a
self-paying basis by 1978,

Under the House bill, the ser.
vice Is to set postal rates neces-
sary o meel operation costs,
subject to congressional veto,
and would be authorized to bor-
row up to $10 billlon for modern.

Both Getting Thirsty

By JOHN CUNNIFF

NEW YORK (AP) — If you
imagine for a moment that this
economy of ours is like a blotter
you'll have a fair idea of a little
publicized, behind-the-scenes fi-
nancial move that is having a
powerful economic Impact.

The blotter had been growing
very dry, mainly because the
government was trying to evap-
orate excess molsture, or mon-
ey, that leads to inflation. When
BOggEY, a blotter cannot hold its
own welght.

‘The attempt to put some stiff-
ness into the blotter began more
than a year ago with a much
heralded program to wring in-
flation from the economy. One
way to do this is to keep money
from the ecomomy, or water
from the blotter.

After many months of this,
corporations  began talking
about Alliquidity, or the absence
of sufficient money to carry out
their plans.

Generally speaking, an econo-
my is {lliquid _when there isn't
enough money circalating to
handle the affairs of business
smoothly, or fluldly, It means
the blotter Is dry. "

The problems of the Penn
Central Rallroad is an illustra-
tion. It has a lot of bills coming
due, but it iy uncertain that in
today's market it can raise
enough money to pay them on
time and still have cash for oth-
er affalrs,

Penn Central isn't the only
company so affected, although
it may be suffering the most.
Many companies and municipal-
itles have been forced to post-
pone projects because they feit
they couldn't raise the cash.

When the problem affects
large individual companies or
cities it is serious. But when the
federal government Itself can-
not raise money to conduct its
business, then the problem Ils
critical. And that problem arose
a few weeks ago.

The blotter, it appears, was
very dry. Not dry as dust, but
becoming a bit crumbly or fri-
able. It was dry enough, at any
rate, to threaten government ef-
forts to obtain some moisture,

or monsy. Then the Fed acted.
The Fed, remember, is war

den of the spigot. It controly the

flow of money to the economy.

When it wants to dry out an in- gT

flated economy It closes the
spigot a bit. When Hquidity is
needed it turns the faucet the
other way,

Obviously, when the federal
government's ability to borrow
money {s threatened by illiquidi-
ty in the market place, the Fed
cannot stand by idly, And so it
provided the money. It released
molsture that spread through
the blotter,

The complication, however, Is
this: In order to defeat inflation,
it is felt that people have to live
with a dry blotter for a while.
So what If they need molsture;
let them do without. If you can't
sgueeze molsture from the blot-
ter you must do without; If you
don't have money you cannot
make demands upon the econo-
my.

In other words, it ls felt, the
demands for money by busineas
and governmental units—even
the federal government must
be limited in order to contain in-
flation. The need for molsture
must be Ignored until the blotter
returng to its proper shape, until
it shrinks some.

The Fed felt that this could
not be done. It would have been
more than embarassing if the
federal government, with its re-
putation, couldn't borrow from
its own people. It would have
been a disaster to confidence.

In releasing the funds, howev-
er, the Fed actually deserted ils
own anti-inflation program and
possibly irrigated another round
of rising prices, Too much mon.
ey in the economy; too much
moisture in the blotter.

If the country goes 2ff on an.
other binge, it will only mean a
more painful drying out later, It
has always been that way. It's
what is referred to as the
boom-bust cycle, or the wet-dry
blotter.

The Fed knows this. But it
knows also that while consum-
ers, citles and business can be
denied a drink, Uncle 8am can-
not. The old man has an almost
unquenchable thirst, It makes
him do some odd things.

Red Chinese _
Rumored In
Laos Now

PAKSE, Laos (AP) — Those
Chinese  military - advisors,
whose presence In Soyth Viet-
nam was often rumored but
never confirmed, are now being
reported in Laos. But still there
I8 no proof,

Villagers in this sleepy town
beside the Mekong River recent.
ly clalmed they saw Peking ad-
visers with North Vietnamese
troops. But even lnotian offi.
cinls, prone to dramatize the en-
emy's capabilities, are reluctant
to accept auch claims,

Military commanders suggest
that the so-called Chinese may
be Nung tribesmen from North
Vietnam who are taller and
stronger than their countrymen.

Some reports are harder to
knock down,

An Intelligence officer in mill.
tary region 4 in southern Laos
sald there had been relliable re-
ports of Peking advisers in a
guerrilln training camp in the
region. In fact, he sald, Chinese
officials are directing the pro-
gram of training in the camp.

The presence of Chinese was
reported when the town of Atto-
peu fell April 20 in southern
Laos. Villagers sald that the
Pathet Lao who attacked with
North Vietnamese were unable
to communicate with several
larger and paler men they be-
lleved were Chinese.

But llke the other sightings,
the villagers' report was judged
Inconclusive, As In South Viet-
nam, no one has turned up solld
proof or captured a Red Chinege
adviser in Indochina.

There la, however, a more
clearly defined Chinese pres-
ence in northern Laos. Both
Laotian and Western officlals
believe that there are about
6.000 Chinese troops guarding
nearly 100 miles of Chinese-built
road in the north,

The road is protected by anti-
aircraft guns guided by radar.
Laotian planes do not fly near
it, and American Air Force

It found 3 mil-
llon' cars and trucks had been
equipped with carburetors
which dauld cause the throttle to
jam in an open position.

The Federal Trade Commis-
slon, nfter studylng automobile
warranties for years, recom.

Twenty-ninoe  fedsral nafoty
standards altendy apply to auto-
moblles. And industry officials
contend thelr efforts to keep
"buga' out of cars are aiready
oxtensive,

The complexitdes of ausem-
bling an automoblle are astro-
nomical, Chevrolet techniclans
sal down one day and computed
the number of poasible combina--
Uons in which a car's parts
could be assembled. The figure
came oul with 125 zeros.

The planning process for new
cars begins five years In ad-
vance, Suppliers are sought for
some of the equipment the auto
makers can't or don't want to
provide themselves, but the
manufacturer must still ride
herd over the quality of its sup-
pliers,

Components like brakes,
tranamissions, engines, steering
columns and dash boards are
sub-assembled separately from
the chassls, sometimes at great
distances from final assembly
lines,

Once the car chassia starts
down the final assembly line,
workera swarming over the line
put the entire car togehter in
about two hours, Each worker
has a little over a minute to per-
form his specialized task,

The possibilities of error are
obvious. At GM's Cadillac as-
sembly line, officials estimate 1
of 10 employes Is an inspector,
Road testing, representative of
the most intensive in the indus-
try, amounts to 100 cars a week
—about 1 per cent of total pro-
duction,

And the complexities of na-
sembly are not the industry's
only problem. Frank R. L. Dal.
ey Jr., head of service research
and development at GM’s War-
ren, Mich., technical center, es-
timates 60 per cent of the short-
comings in cars reaching deal-
ers stem from transportation
damage,

One year, for example, GM
found large numbers of dam-
aged wheel bearings, It turned
out that the bearings, carefully
designed by engineers to roll
smoothly, had been damaged by
the jostling of the (rains the
cars traveled on to the dealer.

Once the tars reach the deal-
er, mechanics are supposed to
measure the vehicle's perform-
ance agalnst a pre-delivery
check sheet,

John C. Bates, director of the
technical  center  marketing
staff, says an annual survey
shows 78 per cent of the dealers
perform pre-delivery inspection
properly.

Regarding the adeguacy of
dealers’ service facilities, GM
surveys show two-thirds meas-
ure up. About 80 per cent of the
dealers come within 75 per cent
or more of compliance, says
Bates,

What troubles Bates and other
officials is that many of the fall-
ures are in critical urban areas,
where dealers have large vol-
umes and the cost of expansion
ia high.

At its technical center, Gener-
al Motors is experimenting with
space-age repair and quality
control systems like & computer
diegnostic system.

Meanwhile, the Federal Trade
Commission notes that while the
number of cars on the road in
the 'United States was increas-
ing by 81.6 per cent during the
last decade, the number of deal-
erships for American manufac-
turers dropped by 15.8 per cent.

American physician Dr. Wil-
liam Paul Shrum was released
by Arab guerrillas today after
being held for a week, the Jor-
danian Foreign Ministry an-
nounced,

Shrum was handed over to the
ministry which delivered him to
the U.S. Embassy. He s being
flown out of Jordan on the firat
avallable plane to Belrut, Leba-
non,

Shrum, 45, was one of 62 for-
elgners held as hostages last
week In Amman by Palestinian
guerrillas during the fighting
between the guerrillas and Jor-
danian army troops,

The Marxist Popular Front
for the Liberation of Palestine
released the rest of the hostages
last Friday from the two Am-
man hotels where they were
being held. Bul the commandos
took Shrum to a guerrilla camp
for questioning after a woman
guerrilla gald he had interrogat-
ed her when she wan a captive
in Israel.

Barlier Shrum was visited by
Red Cross repregentatives In a
private house in Amman. One
reported that he was well “‘and
should be released in n few
hours. It was a case of mistaken
identity."”” Shrum Is medical ad:
viser with the U.8. Embassy in
Athens.

Kamal Nasser, a guerrilla
leader in Jordan, said Monday
that the aituation there '‘ls on
the way to a settlement’” and
that the guerrillas can now
“‘step up our operations against
the real enemy-—Israel."

The fighting ended last Friday
after King Hussein acceded to
guerrilla demands that he fire
two of his relatives from top
army commands.

Nasser, a member of the ex-
ecutive council of the Palestine
Liberation Organization, said In
an Interview: ‘It was the deci-
sion of the recent Calro meeting
of the Palestine National Coun-
cil to -escalate operations
against Isrnel by combined
guerrilla forces, and now we
can get on with that task."

The guerrillas consider the
National Councll a kind of Pal-
estinian parllament In exile.

Nasser also said the U.S. Cen-
tral Intelligence Agency has
men &ll over Jordan and that
they are in direct contact with
“‘antirevolutionary forces within
the regime."

“if the United States contin-
ues (o conspire against the
Palestine revolution,'” he sald,
“we shall unleash our forces
against U.8. Interests in the
Middle East where it hurts
most,"

Israeli army spokesman

The man In line for the job is
Dr. David Pitt, a physician who
admires the works of Gandhi
and Martin Luther King Jr, buf
thinks housing, better public
transport and improved educa-
tion are lssues that transcend
race.

‘“The black man in Britain
has the opportunity of making
his mark as an ordinary mem-
ber of moclety,” he says. “‘He iu
not a second-clasa cltizen If he-
tries not to be."

At 58, Dr. Pitt is handsome
and succesaful. The Labor party
chose him over 12 white nspi.
rants to run In Clapham, =a
working-class district. He lives
in the fashionable Hampatead
quarter; a candidate here need
not live in the district he wants
to represent In Parliament.

The Times of London mays:
“His record certainly lends sup-
port to the idea that he is being
accepted in Clapham as a Labor

black man.'” His campaign
manager believes some votes
may be cast against Dr. Pitt be-
cause of his color, “but 1 don't
think there will be many of
them.""

In Cambodia

South Viets Smash into Capital
But Find Enemy’s Not Home

KOMPONG SPEU, Cambodia
(AP) — South Vietnamese and
Cambodlan troops and armor
smashed into this provincial
capital p and regional miltary
headquarters today to find the
large enemy force they had
hoped to trap had vanished,

A Cambodian general sald the
North Vietnamese and Viet
Cong had retreated south and
west of Kompong Speu, which is
30 miles southwest of Phnom
Penh, but still had a strangle
hold on Highway 4, Phnom
Penh's only access route to the
const and to Cambodia’s lone oll
refinery there,

Cambodian Brig. Gen. Sothen
Fernandez told a newsman the
elements of five enemy divi-
sions were now in place north,
west and south of Phnom Penh,
apparently preparing for n push
against the capital. Fernandez
did not predict when the drive
might start,

Refugees reaching ~Phnom
Penh earlier from Kompong
Speu said Communist soldiers in
the force that occupied the town
had boasted of plans to attack
Phnom Penh on Thursday. A
Cambodian government spokes-
man termed these reports ‘‘ru-
mors,"” but defensed around the
capital were belng hastily
strengthened. Diplomats  In
Phnom Penh have been predict-
ing rocket attacks but doubt the
Viet Cong and North Viet-
namese will try an infantry as-
sault.

Cambodian and Vietnamese
commaunders gave varying esti-
mates of the number of bodies
found in Kompong Speu. The
most mentioned figure was 150,

but & Vietnamese general sald a
third of these apparently were
Cambodian troops killed when
the Viet Cong and North Viet-
namese captured the town Sat-
urdny. -South Vietnamese offi-
clals In Salgon said their 4,000-
man force which joined in the
battle at Cambodian regquest
killed 183 of the enemy and took
three prisoners, while suffering
four killed and 22 wounded.

The South Vietnamese troops

Viet Killing
Trial Begins

DA NANG, Vietnam (AP) —
The court-martial of the first of
four U.8. Marines accused of
killing 18 Vietnamese civilians
opened today with the prosecu-
tion claiming the Marines herd-
ed the victims [rom their homes
and shot them with small arms
and a grenade launcher.

The defendant, Pvt. Michael
A. Schwarz, 21, of Weirton,
W.Va., sat impassively uas the
first witnesses took the stand
the prosecution showed the
court color photographs of the
bodles of five women and 11
children. '

The bodies were found near
three huts in Son Thang Village,
27 miles south of Da Nang, last
Feb, 20, a day after the alleged
slaying.

Schwarz is charged with 16
counts of premeditated murder,
The maximum penalty Is life

The truckloads of recovered
goods were taken to the regional
military headquarters and plled
in thé center of the parade
ground, There Cambodian sol-
diers picked It over.

The major fighting in Kom-
pong Speu occurred around the
provincial headquarters build-
Ing and the regional military
headquarters and barracks. The
provincial headquarters was re-
duced to n shell by artillery,
while the barracks areas was
severely damaged.

Over-all, however, the town
was damaged only lightly by a
week of fighting, Heavy artil-
lery barrages and air strikes
had been confined to the out-
skirts and the older resldential
section. Damage to the central
market and the downtown busi-
ness area, was comparatively
light,

But the South Vietnamese sol-
diers broke into all stores in the
downtown area, usually by
shooting off the locks, Every-
thing of value was taken, from
flashlight batteries to sewing
muachines and new motorcycles,

Civilian Panel Finds:

Boards Draft

Hahdicapped

To Meet Military Quotas

WASHINGTON (AP) — Local
draft boards concerned with fill.
ing thelr monthly quotas often
draft physically handicapped
and mentally disturbed youths
who are unfit for milltary ser-
vice, according to a clvillan
panel, -

The panel, appointed to study
the Army prison system and
composed of six noted penolo-
gists, sald it found many draf-
tees in Army stockades '‘who
were clearly not fitted for mill-
tary service.

“The committee 15 well aware
of the fact that some locul
boards, having trouble filling
thelr quotas, draft youth -with
physical and mental Inadequn-
cles, und sometimes with severe
personality and character de-
fecls that doom them to almost
certaln fallure in the Army."

No specific figures were glven
on how many young men might
be In this category,

In its report, relensed Monday
by the Pentagon, the panel rec-
ommended the Army concen-
trute on rapldly. \dentitying the
unfit and unsuitable and dis-

charging them before they get
into trouble.

The panel sald stockade pris.
oners who were drafted make
up about 88 per cent of the total
Army prison population of about
7,000. Draftees constitute 54 per
cent of the Army.

The great majority—between
B0 to 90 per cent—af Army pris.
oners are charged or convigted
of being absent without leave,
the panel sald. Of these, many
were unstable and unable to
withstund the tensions of mill
tary life.

Other atockade prisoners in-
cluded “‘a great variety of phys.
feal, mental and emotional mls-
fits, sex deviants, drug addiota
and others who were clearly un-
fit for military service,” the
panel reported In its 133-page
report to Becrelary of the Army
Stanley R. Resor.

The report, lsling 81 specific
recommendations for prison re-
form, noted priscners who nesd
medical - or psychiatrie help
have trouble getting It because
