you don't put up a slate entirely
composed of Anglo-Saxon Pro-
testants,

The Ideal ticket for the Dem-
ocrats, who gpen thelr state con-
vention tonight, would Include
candidates with Italian. Polish
and Irish names, a Negro, o
Jew, at Jeast one woman, and
Bomeone from each area of Lhe
state where the party has signif-
leant "

But of course there ure only
seven places on the ticket—1I1.8,
Sensator, governor, lleutenant
governor, gecretary of the state,
treasurer, comptroller and at-
torney general. And that's the
rub. You simply can't satisfy all
the groups that want represen.
tation on the ticket.

Ticket - baluncing s a tricky
game, but one that politiclans
must play whether they want to
or not. They have no choice.
They are besleged by pgroups
demanding . representation,

When they play the game of
tcket-balancing, politicians lay
themselves open to the charge
of cynically manipulating the
ethnic and . geographical loyal-
tles of the electorate. The public
tends to get the Impression that
a party "boss' is sitting in . a
smoke-filled | room somewhere
saying, “'Get me an Italian from
Hartford for governor, Get me
a Pole from New Haven for
lleutenant governor, Get me an
Irishman from Bridgeport for
attorney general."

The “boss presumably oares
nothing about the Indlvidual
qualifications of each candidate
—only about his ethnic and geo-
graphical characteristics. And
there have been Incidents In the

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP} — The Belfast Appeal
Court ruled today that Bernad-
elte Deviln must go to prison.

The House of Lords Is Brit-
ain's highest court.

The 23-year-old Roman Catho-
e militant was first sentenced
In Londonderry last Dec. 22 for
her activities during street
tighting last fall,

On Monday, Northern Ire-
land's lord chlef justice, Lord
MceDermott, rejected her appenl
against the sentence. Her de-
fense lawyer then applled for
permission to take the appeal to
the Lords In London, and this
was turned down today.

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Senate Vote Passes

$4 Billion School Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Senate has approved a $4.75 bil-
lion education money bill that ia
nearly $800 milion more than
President Nixon requested but
includes the initial funds wanted
by the White House for alding
desegregating schools.

The bill was passed 74 to 4
early today, capping a long ses-
sion that didn't end untll after
midnight in the second half of &
two-sesslon  day designed to
clear a work load backed up by
the debate over Cambodia.

The final approval came after
the Senate passed 70 to 18 an
amendment to provide $150 mil-
lion as the first installment of
the 31.5 billlon Nixon wants to
help Southern school districts in
their desegregation efforts.

Inclusion of the $160 million
mude the possibility of a Nixon
veto uncertain. He rejected a
similar bill earlier this year be-
cause the appropriation was
more than he asked, and some
Republicans had warned
agninst g veto this time if the
total went far above Nixon's re.
quest, .

But because & share of the ov-
ernge Is due to the $150 milllon
and because Nixon has ex-
pressed strong desire for the ald
money, It is hoped he will sign
the measure,

35 cents or I'll get you after
school’ threats, We are trying to
solve thia guickly by adding the
extra security people and we
think we're doing it,'” he sald.

George Oser, secretary of the
trustees of the Houston school
board, said parents by the thou-
sands objected when the newly
elected board revealed a minor-
ity-majority transfer plan which

Forty-nine other pipe sec-
tions were hooked on, each in
turn, and eased forward, align-
ed by laser bedih, until the long
line broke into the open on the
other end within a fraction of
an inch horizontally and vertl
eally of where the blueprints
sald it ghould be.

The key to the succeas of the
operation was the slurry. and
grout combination, The aslurry

was pushed out into the earth
through a hole in the top center
of each pipe section. It ocozed
along the outside pipe walls fe-
ducing the friction. | |

Ahead of i, Injected into the
earth in front of the piping, the
chemical grout did its job, co-
agulating the soil so that it
would yield to the oncoming
pipe. The liquid grout consists
of at least two Ingredients, one
of them a catalyst, Officinls of
the Maskel Company did  not
talk very specifically about the
formuin.

1t s the top irony of the historical
period that, at the very moment the
United States Senate is so zealously In.
tent upon reaffirming and recapturing
ita full constitutional prerogatives to de-
clare and to give advice and consent to
the President, the advice the Senate
should give should be so very confus-
ing. s

The Senate began {ts present effort
to debate and regulate “the President's
war-making powers In a reaction to his
unexpected ordering’of our troops into
Cambodla, without even advance con:
gultation of the Senate.

“And the Senate has been trying, in its
debate and in its consideration of resolu-
tions and arhefiments to resolutions, to
find some formola which will restrict
the President's power to take us into
new war in new territory without chal-
lenging his constitutional authority as
commander-in-chief,

The effort to find some such middle
ground is nol merely a proof of basic
respect for the Constitution and for the
office of Presldent, ll'in also a nervous
unwillingness on the part of even our
most dovish legislators to , take point-
blank responsibility for asnything that
might happen if they should really ever
succeed In putting the commander-in-
chief in a strategical straftjacket.

What we have been getting from the
Senate, therefore, Is a lot of fussy con-
fuslon. The Senate doesn't want any
more Cambodias. At the same time, it
dares not deny to the President the
right to pl“olccl American troops
wherever they are. He, when he moved
American troops into Cambodia, said he
was dolng It in order to protect Amerli
can troops in Vietnam.

What The You:‘lg Want

WASHINGTON — “Communication"
Is a word much in vogue these days.
Whites should communicate with blacks,
it's sald. The young should converse
with the old. Bastern BEstablishmen-
tarians should sit down with Middle
Americans, And all Americans — mid-
dle, high and low — should talk to the
Russians and Chinese.

Recont events suggest, howéver, that
an emphasis on communications may

' sometimes lead not toward, but away
from, solutions, It may, in fact, divert
attention from the problems themselves.
Take, for example, the “‘problem’ of
youth.

A slgepless President Nixon drives to
the coln Memorial in the early niorn-
ing hours to try to “relate' to the youth-
ful demonstrators. The White House or-
ders younger staff members to collar
other protestors on the street and find
out what's on their mind. Mr., Nixon
invites & University of Teénnesses stu-
dent leader to r chat aboard Air Force
One. He sends eight young aldes out to
colleges and forms a special commis-
glon to study campus unrest, ‘‘Perhapsa
America needs to know something about
America's youth,” Mr, Nixon tells Bllly
Graham's East Tennessee Crusade,

The impression conveyed by all this
is that while' the Government {s genuine-
ly Interested In understanding today's
young, it now lacks such an understand-
ing. "What dojthey want?" demands &
hirh White' House officlal, apparently
mystitied.

What the young want is not so :yste.
rious as the White House may seem to
imply. The nrticulate dissident young —
and there are pienty of them-—have al-
ready made themselves clear. They
want basic changes in a society they re-
gard as racist, militaristic and  in-
humane.

Whether the dissident young are right
about America, and whether a majority
of the age-group agrees with them, ls
open to question. What's beyond gquestion
5 that a great many other Americans —
many of them middle-aged, middle-class
nnd white — feel quite differently about
their country. America has been good to
them. It has given them more opportu-
nity, more goods, niore security and
more fulfillment than any other place
they know of or can imagine. They sim-
ply are not buying the ybung's critique,

Those who feel America is basically ' a
good place are probably in the majority-
right nowm And Richard Nixon is one
of them, LB

Mr, Nixon gives the impression that he
would prefer the young to stick to their
books and stay out of politics “The
great majority of our young people," he
told his Tennessee audience, *‘aré peo-
ple who go to college and universities
for the purpose of getting a good educa-
tion.""

But n' good cdu’catlon is one thing that
brought the young to question thelr so-
clety In' the first place. This is what
many parents—and possibly Mr. Nixon
—find s0 hard to grasp. They slave lo
send their children to college, When
the kids get there, they have n chance,
for the first time, to look critically at
thelr Country. And they find it wanting.
Somehow that's not whit thelr purents
xpected of all thallpxpensive book
earning. Probably ! many of  them
thought It would give the younger gen-
eration a chance lo make more money
and move higher up the soclal ladder
than its elders, When' the .young ‘eject '
the Idea, thelr parents are understand.
wbly ppuzzled and hurt, ;

The young laboring man, who never
has had a chance to go to college, In
downright enraged to see his more for-
tunate contemporaries tearing down in-
stitituons he aspires to and respects,

When Mr. Nixon Invites construction
union leaders to'ithe White House after
construction workers have beaten col-
lege kids, when he calls some student
demonstrators ‘‘bums,” when he turns
Billy Graham's ‘Youth Night" Into a
rally of support for the Cambodian In-
vasion—small  wonder the young uare
skeptical about his delcaration: "I re-
spect those who disagree with me.”

—the developing child-~lorger
than in the other and produce
hprmful side effects, Dr. Mary
Louls Soentgen told u seasion of
the American Medieal Associn-
tlon convention, which ended
Thursday.

Dr. S8oentgen is asgocinte pro-
fessor of pedintrics and obste-
trics-gynecology at Thomnas Jef-
ferson University.

It was once considered that
the placenta, which connects the
fetus with the mother, served s
i protective barrier and ore-
vented  materinl medicition
from renching the fetus,

Dr. Soenigen said it ¥ now
realized that not only does the
original «rug pass through the
placental barrier but so do ¢om-
pounds  resulting from the
breakdown of the drug in the
maternal kidney or lUver.

“Unexpected effects have pro-
duced tragic results on the de-
veloping fetus,'" Dr. Soentgon
suid,

Drugs taken by the mother
early in pregnancy may pro-
duce death or malformations,
she sald. Later in pregnancy,
ghe' said, maternal medication
muy cause either growth retar-
dation 'or illness in the unborn
child.

She pointed out that the un-
born child of a mother who is
addicted to unprescribed drugs
such ns heroin may also become
addicted and die if not carried
through post birth withdrawal

a gradunl tapering off of the
drug. .

But she advised physiclins lx
walt until after the child is bor
before withdrawing the mother
from drugs. Otherwise, the in-
fant goes through withdrawal in
the uterus and may die there,

Dr. Seentgen sald various ma-
ternal pYedications may cause a
miscarringe, produce muasculine
tralts in a female fetus, cause
cleft palate, interfere with bone
development, bring aboutl deaf-
ness, or produce fetnl bleeding
and death.

The family sald he had
stopped overnight with hia
daughter Miranda en route to
his summer hom ein Martha's
Vineyard, Mass. He apparently
suffered a stroke, the family
gald.

Spivak joined the Post in 1843
and spent nine years as the pa-
per's Washington correspond-
ent, He left in 1861 to devote full
time 1o & column called "Watch
no the Potomac."

Since 1966, he published and
edited a newsletter from Wash-
ington called the ''Splvak Re-
port."

Once during the Elsenhower
administration, Spivak com-
plained that Presldent Elsen-
hower was Iignoring him at
White House news conferences.
When the complaint got into
print, the President again re-
cognized Spivak for questions
and the newsman laughed the
eplsode off.

Splvak was a freelance writer
after his graduation from the
University of Cincinnati in 1038,
He was born in Dayton, Ohilo.

for Freedom Committge.

He was a member of the
White House Correspondents As-
soclation and the Washington
Athletic Club.

A military spokesman in Sal-
gon confirmed today that the
Cambodiana were pulled out of
two towns, Labansiek and Bo
Kheo, In a military operation
that began June 24.

“The operation I8 now ¢om-
plete,"” the spokesman sald,

The operation, originally an-
nounced as a drive o evacuate
ethnic  Viethamese from the
fowns In Ratanakiri Province,
was carried out by a 5,000-man
ground force that pushed into
Cambodia from Plelkn, South
Vietnam. The Refugees, includ-
ing aeveral hundred Cambodian
troops, were brought out via
Highway 19 to Plelku and a
nearby former U.8. base, Camp
Enari.

South * Vietnamese troops e

" volved in the operation said the

evacuated Cambodian soldiers
had no weapons.

The pullout also was an.
nounced by military spokesman
In Phnom Penh, where officials
had suid earlier that both La-
bansiek and Bo Kheo were to be
held ‘at all costs!”

The Cambodian spokesman
gave a slightly different version
of the evacuation, saying only
that Cambodian troops had been
withdrawn from the two citles
by alr.

The pullout meant the Cambo-
dians apparently have aban-
doned the country's three north-
eastern  provinces—Ratanakird,
Mondulkiri and Stung Treng—to
the Viet Cong and North Viel-
namese,

The towns, Boe Kheo and La-
bansiek, are located in the area
where the Ho Chi Minh trail
runs south paralleling the South
Vietnamese border. They are
less than 30 miles west of Plel-
ku, South Vietnam.

The Cambodian spokesman,
Maj. Am Rong, said last month
following the fall of Lomphat
City, south of Labansiek, that
the two towns would be held.
The Americans wanted the
Cambodlans to stay in hopes
that their presence would help
‘Ifi"the current U.S. campaign of
“interdicting'' ¢he enemy's infil-
tration and supply tralls,

The meaning of the decision
to wilhdraw the troops, number-
ing more than one. battalion,
from the two towns was not
immediately clear. But dipl>-
matic sources In Phnom Penh
indicated earlier this month that
Cambodia was prepared to con-
cede aboul half of Its territory
to North Vietnamese control in
order to save tha central region
including the capital,

In addition to the provinces of
Ratanakiri, Mondulkiri and
Stung Treng, the North Viet-
namese now have control of five
provincial capitals and are con-
testing two others, Kompong
Thom in central Cambodia and
Kompong Speu, 30 miles south-
west of Phnom Penh.

In other parts of Cambodia,
spokesmen sald, North Vietl-
namese troops again attacked a
big munitions depot at Long
Vek, 30 miles north of Phnom
Penh, and were driven back by
South Vietnamese aerial gun-
ships in a nighttime battle,
South Vietnamese troops
claimed 34 enemy soldiers killed
in fighting around Kompong
Cham, some 50 miles northeast
of Phnom Penh, and Kompong
Trach, on Cambodia’s sauthern
tip.

ing'" by admitting Red China
anit *'divided countries™ such as
North and South Vietnam He
made the proposal Friday night
at a black-tie banquet of U.N.
officials and delegates ending .o
two-day celebration of the 25th
anniversary of the signing of the
U.N. charter here. '

‘‘Having the People's Republ-
ic of China In mind, I recom-
mend that the United Nations be
made unlversal,” Thant sald.
"The absence of the People's
Republic of China and of the di-
vided countries has given the
United Nations a Breat deal 0
artificiality.

Other U.N. non-members in-
clude North and South Vietnam,
Jorth and South Koren, and
East-and West Germany.

“I urge governments to con-
sider the idea of the universality
of the United Nations as the
priority Item of this year's
agenda for world affairs”
Thant said,

The secretary general often
has said that the absence of
Communist China and North
Vietnam prevents the United
Nations from working effective-
ly for peace in Indochina.

In his dinner speech, Thant
sald, #The simple people in the
streefi/those whose sons are
dying in far away countries,
cannot understand why the
United Nations 1s not seized
with the most burning issue of
1970, the war {n Indochina.”

"Hartford Policeman Fired
In Shooting Death of Youth

HARTFORD, Conn, (AP) —
Anthony Lambardl, a policeman
whom a coroner found ‘‘crimi-
nally responsible’” in the death
of a Puerto Rican youth, was
fired from the Hartford police
forces Friday.

Police Chief Thomas J,
Vaughan sald he was basing his
action on a four-man depart-
mental board of Inquiry’'s ruling
that Lombardi had violated de-
partmental rules and orders
“concerning the use of fire-
arms.'"

Lombardi had been suspended
with pay by Vaughan a few
hours after Abraham Rodriguez,
19, of Hartford, was fatally shot
in an alleyway after an auto
chase on April 1.

Lombardl chased the car,

ing an illegal left turn. It turned
out that the cah had been stol.
en, but Lombardi was unaware
of that when he shot Rodriquex,

According to lambcrdl he
had comered the* youth in an
alleyway, and the youth sudden-
ly turned on him, trying to rush
past,

Lombardl told the coroner
something flashed from each of
the youth’s hands, and &ll he
could think was ‘‘knife, knife.'*
Bul the objects turned-out to be
a screwdriver and a portable
radio, The coroner ruled that
Lombardi was overly hasty in
assuming hig life was In danger,
and that that ‘“‘unreasonsble’’
assumption was what cost Rod.
riguez his e,

Vaughan set up the depart-
mental board of inguiry as soon
as he suspended Lombardl, The
board met once but adjourned
without reaching a decision and
walted for the coroner, Irving L.
Aronzon, to make his report
first.

LONDONDERRY; Northern

The violence began after Miss
Devlin, 23, the youngest mem-
ber of the British House of Com-
mons, losl her last appeal pnd
began n slx-month sentence on
c¢harges of helping incite the
Catholle-Protestant riota in
Nortitern Ireland last year,

More than 1,000 Protestants
nnd Catholics were Involved In
Friday night's disturbances In
Londonderry, Armagh, and Bel-
fust, the capital of predominant-
ly Protestunt Northern Ireland.

The rioting in Londonderry
lasted five hours. Fourteen per-
sons were arrested and 22 sol-
diers were Injured, three requir-
Ing hospitalization.

Eight soldlers were injured in
HBelfast, four seriously. Two
men were Injured in two hours
of disturb@nces In  Armagh,
whére Miss Devlin went to be-
gin her sentence In the women's
jail,

The trouble in Belfast began
when a Protestant procession
ran into a rival march of Cath-
olics protesfing Miss Devlin's
arrest. tish troops firing tear
gas separated the Protestant
and Catholie erowds,

Police in Londonderry also
fired tear gas grenades.

In London, about 7 Irish men
and women marched to the
Home Office to protest Miss
Devlin's jail sentence. Police
made six arrests,

Miss Devlin, leader of the
Catholic minority in predoml-
nantely Protestant Londonderry,
was. scheduled to address 2,000
residents of the city's Bogside
district before being taken to
Jall,

But 60 policemen Intercepted
her car and took her directly to
Armagh,

When she reached the heavily
guarded jail, demonstrators-out-
side shouted, '‘God bless you
Bernadette; you are a saint."

She rolled down a window of
the car and replied: ""Thank you
for turning up, but please don't
cause any trouble.”

A Brilsh army spokesman
sald ~ Hat although police had
granted Miss Devlin-permission
to make the Bogside speech and
then surrender, she was arrcst-
ed out of fear she would deliver
a dramatic talk that would trig-
ger rioting,

Ivan Cooper, a Protestant civ-
Il rights supporter who accom-
panied Miss Devlin from Bel-
fast, sald four carloads of police
me¢t them at Drumahoe, four
miles [FORY Londonderry, and
took her to prison. Cooper then
went to the Bogside meeting,
where news of Miss Devlin's ar-
rest was greeted with an angry
uproar,

“‘She gald to tell you not to
blame the ordinary Protestants
for this, but to blame the people
who are trying to deprive the
working man of ‘his civil
rights' Cooper told the crowd.

Miss Devlin's sentence does
not mean she loses her right to
vole in Parllament. With time
off for good behavior, she could
be freed by Qctober.

In the past fwo years, she has
become a symbol of the drive
by the Catholic minority in
Northern Ireland to win what It
considers equal rights in hous-
ing, jobs and ‘voting.
