$5 Million 
Suit Follows 
State Mishap

HARTFORD, Conn. (AP|— 
A $6 million suit has been 
filed in behalf of an 11-year- 
old boy who was seriously 
hurt in a 14-vdhlcIe accident 
.on Interstate 91 In North Ha­
v e ^  Inst September that 
claimed tile lives of his par­
ents and brother.

The suit was brought in be­
half of David Lombard, for­
merly of Red Bank, N.J., 
who now liveia in Ireland. 
The action was taken by hla 
guardlan.-Mlss Joan Murphy.

Named in the suit are the 
State of Connecticut. Trans- 
p o r t a t 1 o n Commissioner 
George Conkling, the Guyott 
Trucking Co. of Milford and 
more than 20 other persons 
Involved in the accident. '

Killed in the accident were 
John J. Lombard, 38, his 34- 
year-old wife, Catherine and 
their son Paul, 6. The family 
was returning from Maine 
with two horses in a van 
when eight cars and six 
trucks piled up on a foggy 
stretch of the highway.

Shortly after the mishap 
the bad weather signals were 
Installed along the road, but 
the state, maintained the road 
construction was in "no way 
a factor contribution” to the 
accident.

A coroner's report accused 
the driver of the Guyott 
truck of "gross negligence^" 
The report said Robert Dur- 
ler of Milford was operating 
a trudk "heavily laden -with 
an overweight cargo" and 
was "in utter disregard of 
conditions existing on the 
highway at the time of the 
crash.

The operation, originally an­
nounced as a drive to evacuate 
ethnic Vietnamese from the 
towns In Ratanakirl Province, 
was carried out by a 6,000-man 
ground force that pushed Into 
Cambodia from Plelku, South 
Vietnam. The Refugees, Includ­
ing several hundred Cambodian 
troops, were brought out via 
Highway 19 to Plelku and a 
nearby former U.S. base. Camp 
Enari.

South ' Vietnamese troops (rr- 
volved in the operation said the 
evacuated Cambodian soldiers 
had no weapons.

TTie pullout also was an­
nounced by military spokesman 
in Phnom Penh, where officials 
had said .earlier that both La­
banslek and Bo Kheo were to be 
held "at all coats?"

The Cambodian spokesman 
gave a slightly different v ^ io n  
of the evacuation, saying only 
that Cambodian troops had been 
withdrawn from the two cities 
by air.

The pullout meant the Cambo­
dians apparently have aban­
doned the country's three north­
eastern provinces—Ratanakirl,
Mondulklri and Stung Treng—to 
the Viet Cong and North Viet­
namese.

HARTFORD, Oonn. (AP) — 
Anthony Lombardi, a policeman 
whom a coroner found "crimi­
nally responsible" in the death 
of a Puerto Rican youth, was 
fired. from the Hartford police 
force Friday.

Police Chief Thomas J. 
Vaughan said he was basing his 
action on a four-man depart­
mental board of Inquiry's ruling 
that Lombardi had violated de­
partmental rules and orders 
"concerning the use of fire­
arms.”

And, Vaughan added ,"I con- 
cur with the board’s finding.”

Lombardi, who Is 32, was dis­
missed after a meeting with 
Vaughn In the chief's office. 
The dismissal took immediate 
effect. He now has five days In 
which to appeal to the city's di­
rector of personnel.

Lombardi had been suspended 
with pay by Vaughan a few 
hours after Abraham Rodriguez, 
IB, of Hartford, was fatally shot 
In an alleyway after an auto 
chase on April 1.

Lombardi chased the car, 
which, was driven by RpdHquei, 
after he spotted the youth ih'SK-

ing an illegal left turn. It turned 
out that the cah had been stol­
en, but Lombardi was unaware 
of that when he shot Rodriquez.

According to Lombardi, he 
had cornered the*youth in an 
alleyway, and the youth sudden­
ly turned on him, trying to rush 
past.

Lombardi told the coroner 
something flashed from each of . 
the youth's hands, and all he 
could think was "knife, knife." 
But the objects tumed out to be 
a screwdriver and a portable 
radio. The coroner ruled that 
Lombardi was overly hasty in 
assuming hia life was In danger, 
and that that "unreasonable" 
assumption what cost Rod­
riguez his l\fe.

Vaughan * set up the depart­
mental board of Inquiry os soon 
as he suspended Lombardi. The 
board met once but adjourned 
without reaching a decision and 
waited for the coroner, Irving L. 
Aronson, to make his report 
first.

The coroner’s decision was 
announced June 17. Vaughan re-

Amy Lowell wrote about "lilaca 
watching a deserted house settling side­
ways into the gross of an old rood."

'Hie lines might nearly describe the 
home in South Manchester at Spring St. 
and S. Main St. partially hidden behind 
a tall thicket of lilacs, and whose founda­
tion has settled so that much of the 
wall paneling no longer sets plumb.

Referred to by historians as the Col. 
Ireamus Brown house, it is now owned 
by Mrs. Henry A. Tiemann Jr. (Her 
husband died about two years ago.)

This house is far from deserted, as 
Amy Lowell’s poem suggests. As Mrs. 
Tiemann says, "This is a -house that 
has always been lived in and used.” 
It has housed church meetings, a tea 
room, and normal famUy life.

As Col. Brown was possibly one of 
the founders of the early Baptist (aiurch 
in Manchester, it Is logical to assume 
Uiat meetings were held,,Jin this house 
prior to the building of a church in 
Highland Park. The "Minister’s 
Tavern," it used to be called when the 
Browns entertained church representa­
tives, passing through or who came to 
preach.

Central Chimney
An addition -ftias added about a 

hundred years later to the original 
gambrel roofed portion creating ,an ell.

The Tiemann" house is typical of the 
central chimney plan used extensively 
in ConnecUcut in the late 1700s and early 
18th Century.

The low ceilings and quite small door­
ways are evidence that the house was 
not built tor people of great physloai 
stature. However, It is a co^.,and'com- 
fortable home.'*

The Tiemanns lyive' maintained the 
early Amerig«n"antiquity of the home 
and h,ave 'fumlshe<J it with antiques of 
lhe'_j5eriod.

Mr. Tiemann, with his keen eye tor 
a. gem in the rough, discovered most 
of his antiques dirt cheap at auctions, 
sales, or, in one instance, thrown on a 
junk pile outsjde a bam for discard.

Mrs. Tiemann tells how "he would
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bring home the awfullest l(x>king things, 
but he’d, work at a piece, repair It if 
necessary^ and reflnlsh it so it shoqe 
like new.”

It was not that the Tiemanns were so 
. fond of antiques; they had to have 
furniture, and this was the best that 
they could afford at the time. Today, 
their fine antique furnishings with the 
soft patina of age would be the envy 
of any collector.

The front door opens into a small hall 
which opens on one side to the "parlor," 
and on the other to the dining room. 
Directly in front is a very narrow stair­
way leading' to the second floor. A coat 
closei under the stair conceals a hidden 
panel which, when removed, discloses a 
secret compartment, reportedly used to 
hide runaway slaves when Negroes 
escaped from the South through the 
"underground railroad."

Many who have attended , South 
School will recall visiting this example 
of historical interest.

'To the left of the entrance is the din­
ing room. At one—Umo, it was called 
the “ keeping room," which was used as 
the family room. It has been bcautilully 
preserved with Its polished wide floor 
boards and dark red wall paneling, over 
the fireplace. The other three walls are 
white.

The Joinery , work at one point' in the 
paneling is asymmetrical. Tie-
mann’s commept>Was that “ pertiaps the 
carpenter . who measured the wood had 
been''drinking. O r  perhaps he didn't 

'■̂ (ant to waste the board by cutting it 
off. The ppreeiver is left to his own 
conclusion. It has doubtless been the 
subject of many conversation as the 
family sat in thumb-back Wltidsor chairs 
around the pine and maple dining table 
while dining from fine old china which 
is displayed in an old hutch.

Elegant desserts .were .served from 
"moon and star’ '-pressed gloss bowls 
and compotes, and eaten with Tiffany 
silverware, ^  the latter, wedding gifts.

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Beyond The Automatic Rejection
‘  The mere existence of any new pro­

posal for peace In the Near Bast Is al­
ways a signal for a whole series 
of cautious and almost automatic 
sponses, In which the various 
to the struggle there make haste 
make it clear that they are not/ going 
to-be the first to go along with It'.

Tlius the new American peace effort 
—to our mind the most creditable 
foreign policy effort which has been 
made by the Nixon Administration 
and actualljr far more important, per­
haps, than whatever goes on in Viet­
nam—has been met with enough auto­
matic rejections, from various parties to 
the Near East struggle, to suggest that 
it Is dead.

These various parties having taken 
their stands, for the public recordi the 
next process for American diplomacy, 
and for Russian diplomacy. If It is 
cooperating at all, and for United Na­
tions diplomacy, is to try to find out, 
by quiet discussion behind the gpenea,^ 
which rejections are ^fiofce' and firm,, 
and which ..are'̂  merely the surface 
cqvop- for some private willingness to 
discuss. And If there are_^_rejectiona 
which are fierce and firm, there has to 
be consideration of how to deal with 
them. One way might be to adjust the 
peace move Itself In an effort to make 
It more acceptable to the parties In­
volved. Another way might be to try 
to bring more pressure on these parties 
to accept the plan as It Is.

What one has to hope for, behind 
the scenes, is that there will be no 
quick, final negative decisions render- 

, ed there, but that the situation is kept 
^patiently open so long” as hope can be 
kept alive.

In no other world situation, since 
World War II, has the issue of the 
survival of civilization itself been more 

■ clearly at stake. .

The obstacles^ to this survival are 
formldable^ The front line belligerents 
have an exchange of hatreds sunk deep­
ly into one another. They are snared 
dqep in territorial and population 
tangles. Each is gripped by fear which 
is visceral, and not to be eliminated 
easily by processes of reason, even 
should these processes appear on the... 
scene. And the outside world has hard­
ly kept Itself pure enough to be sure It 

, really has moral force of its own to brtag 
to bear In the situation. And the outside 
vyorld’s great powers have too much 
trouble giving up scheming against one 
another to permit strong hope they can 
somehow manage t6 scheme together to 
serve their own real best Interests In 
the Near East.

Against aU these difficulties, the al­
ternative keeps., showing itself more 
clearly day by day, in the con­
tinual escalation of military action. This 
is what will continue to grow, and grow,
If no one manages to get anywhere with 
some chance for peace.

The Nixon Administration Is making 
the effort that civilization has to make.
If it is even to pretend to have a claim 
on the title of civilization.

___It is to be hoped that, after their
first eager, compulsive effort to prove 
they are not about to make any unf;‘ 
lateral concessions to anybody, even to 
the cause of world survival, all the. 
parties in the Near East can be brought 
to a serious exploration of what recipro­
cal concessions might be possible, were . 
there an equal will toward peace on all 
sides.

When an ill-fated candidate for O ov^ 

nor of Connecticut-once made the un­
usual pronouncement that there was a 
limit to the amount of efficiency any 
state government could afford, the kind­
ly thing to do was not to question his 
sanity, but to assume that his tongue 
had somehow got his words and thoughts 
tangled.

But the Wall Street Journal, the other 
day. In a survey of the present discom­
fort of some Industrial concerns which 
went all out for efficiency during our 
long boom period, showed what the 
Connecticut politician may have had in 
mind.

"During the long boom,”  said the 
Journal story, "companies installed cost­
ly new facilities to meet the constantly 
rising demand for products more ef­
ficiently. But now many of those_^fir 
are finding that demand is so weak ttey 
can't operate their new facllltleayat an 
efficient rate. Aa a result, /they are 
finding that Instead of contetMtlng \ to  
profits as planned, their im w  plants aiw 
facilities are eating ayray at earnings 
because of higher d^reclaUon charges.

How Important The Moon?
Many persons I ’ve talked to, both here 

and In oUier countries, regard the Apollo 
moon landingis as the most important 
public event of their entire lifetime.

I  have some inclination to agree with 
that, but I might say privately, that my 
wife and I  consider the birth of our five 
children as much more important and', 
much more mysterious events.

The A p o l l o  missions, to me, are 
straightforward though immensely diffi­
cult tasks. Tliey do, however, yield 
relatively little In the way of fundamen­
tal understanding, of nature. They are 
not’ scientific in that sense. .....

There Is a lon^-standing controversy 
as to-whether a manned space craft is 

. a-better way to conduct science in space 
than an automated, comniandable space 
craft.

I ’m sure there Is no simple answer to 
that question.

As the general romance and entertain- 
ment'value_pf manned flight tend to wear 
off a little, I  think this question will be 
attacked in a thoroughly pragmatic way.

Some persons have compared the land­
ing of the Apollo 11 on the moon to the 
landing of . Columbus In the West Indies.
I personally believe that Is essentially ,a 
false analogy.

I think it might properly be compared 
to the explorations of Amundsen and 
Perry and Byrd in the Arctic and Ant­
arctic, or perhaps Lindbergh flying the
Atlantic.

These are great achievements, heroic 
achievements, but the general potential 
of ||ie moon In its relationship to human 
life oh a large scale Is by no means ob­
vious to me. I  don’t think any competent 
person has found a- significant, econom­
ic, human use for the moon.'

Despite the more or less negative re- 
• marks I ’ve made about my judgment of 

the future of manned flight as an Impor- 
. tant method of conducting science and 
technological enterprises in outer space, 
there are nonetheless some extrem^jy 
powerful constituents In the country who 
favor this. »

These are mostly from the aeronauts 
Industry and the allied industries that go 
with aeronautics,

Hi6re is a general feeling, domehow— 
mosUy Intuitive at this time — that the 
development of space flight Is very Im­
portant to the general future of the 
United States in the same sense that the 
development of the aircraft has been. 
Again, I  think this is fundamentally a 
false analogy, but It is one that Is widely 
used by quite influential people.

For example, there’s an actively pro­
posed 80-cajled space-shuttle system to 
fly perhaps a flight a week, going up to 
the m(x>n. There's a plan to have a man­
ned space station with approximately 28 
men in It, doing various tasks that are 
undefined at the present time.

All these things mhy vary well happen. 
TTiere's no doubt in my mind''that they 
are feasible, n iey  can be done. Whether 
or not it is sensible to pursue them, I 
have a very great difficulty In judging .—

Wonders of the Universe-

Space Achievements 
Of Soviets in 1969
by DB. l.M. LEVITT, 

DIRECTOR

We have been so absorbed by 
the spectacular U. S. space 
achievements during 1969 that 
we have neglected to observe 
the progress of the Soviet 
Union’s spxace program. It was 
a banner year for both nations 
in ■ terms of concrete accom­
plishments.

During 1969 the Soviets 
launched interplanetary and 
moon probes, meteorological 
and communications satellites 
and what .they claim as the first 
"orbital station.”  Another facet 
of their space activities centers 
on their military launches — 
their spy satellites — but there 
la little hard fact available.

January 1969, jsias a remark­
able month for the Soviet Union. 
Two Venusian interplanetary 
probes were launched and the 
first transfer of. astronauts be­
tween orbiting spacecraft was 
made.

On Jan. 5 they launcTied 
Venera 6 into a 130-day trip 
covering over 210 million miles. 
It entered the Venusian atmos­
phere on k^ay 16. Jon. 10, 
Venera 6 was launched to enter 
the Venusipn atmosphere on 
May 17„

liiese probes plummeted Into

the atmosphere at more than 
seven miles a second. 'When the
atmosphere had ..sufficiently
slowed the probes, a parachute 
system was deployed. For 80 
minutes the two capsules de­
scended slowly through the at­
mosphere relaying ^lentific 
measurements to the earth.

The prime r^ults of these 
planetary landers were the ver­
ification of the higli surface 
temperature, the tremendous 
surface pressures going up to' 
140 atmospheres and the high 
percentage—93% to 95% — of 
carbon dioxide in the atmos­
phere. Some of these measure­
ments were extrapolated and 
not surface measurements, for 
the spacecraft were crushed by 
the intense pressures encounter­
ed well above the surface. At 

,,_the point of failure tile estimated 
pressure was 27 . times that at 

!*|>e earth’s surface.
On Jan. 14 Soyuz 4 was laimch- 

ed from the Tyuratam-Balkonur 
cosmodrome carrying 'Vladimir 
Shatalov. On Jan. 15 Boris Voly- 
nov, Alexei YeHseyev and Yev­
geny Krunov went into orbit in 
Soyuz 5. The next day the two 
spacecraft docked, and the So- 
viet^ called this the first "cos­
mic station.”

The cosmonauts engaged in 
extravehlcular-’acUvlUes before 
Khrunov and Yeliseyev left their 
sl ĵp and entered Soyuz 4, be­

coming the first men to trans­
fer in orbit.

About 16 months later there 
was a dramatic rendezvous of 
three spacecraft. On Oct. 11 
Georgl Shonln and Valeri Kub­
asov, orbited in Soyuz 6. One day 
lartCT Anatoli Flllpchenkl, Vlad- 
Islov and' Victor Gorbatko lifted 
off in Soyuz 7. One more day 
later Soyuz 8 joined them, carry­
ing Vladimir Shatalov and Alex­
ei Yeliseyev who had been in­
volved In the Soyuz 4/5 flights. 
Bach spacecraft was in orbit 
for about five days and no at­
tempt was made to dock.

”  The emphasis on these flights 
was scientific and technological 
research. Experiments were 
made in navigation, earth-re­
sources study, solar researches, 
photography of the earth and Im 
tensive biological and medical 
testa, and the welding of metals 
was attempted aboard one of 
these spacecraft. Seven cosmo­
nauts were in space for the five- 
day period with each participat­
ing in the experiments.

The Soviet Union did not ig­
nore the moon during 1969^Lun- 
ar 16 was launched on July 13 
which, to some U.S. observers, 
appeared to be a  desperate at­
tempt . to collect a lunar sample 
and return it to the earth before 
■the Apollo 11 astronauts could 
do so. The thinking was „  that 
-this could dull the edge of the 
manned U.S. lunar landing.

Though the objective ^  this 
lunar flight was not c leuv the 
Soviets claimed that It demon­
strated a capability of changing 
both Its orbital plane and orbital 
height.- It was crash-landed in 
the Mare Crlsium region on 
July 21.

Zond 7 was launched to the

moon on Aug. 8, primarily to 
photograph the lunar surface 
for three days, and then return­
ed to the earth on Aug. 14 with 
its treasure of lunar photo­
graphs.

Just as the United States con­
tinues to launch weather and 
communications satellites, the 

"Soviet Unlcm also has Its ver­
sions of these. Two Meter 
weather satellites were launch­
ed on March 26 and Oct. 6. 
These apparently are opera­
tional weather satellites moving 
In near polar orbits at an alti­
tude of 400 miles. Like our cur­
rent meteorological satellites, 
these also have an infrared 
capability to ’see” the earth 
during the night.

Molnlya (L ) _ ^ d  Molnlya 
(M ), launched on April 11 and 
Oct. 6, provide, two* more com­
munications satellites in their 
"net”  to span the Soidet Union 
from east to west.

Most intriguing was the 
launching of Intercosmos 1 Oh 
Oct. 15 and Intercosmos 2 on 
Dec. 25 to perform a complex 
of experiments fi r̂ .such Eastern 
bloc countries as Poland, Ro­
mania, East Germany, Czech­
oslovakia. These satellites offer 
launch capabilities to the East­
ern countries In much the same 
manner as have U.S. launches 

, in the past to Western coun­
tries.

In addition to these IS major 
events, 66 other Soviet 
satellites were launched, many 
with scientific objectives -  and 
many others for strictly mili­
tary surveillance. The cover 
name of Cosmos Is used In all 
cases to mask-the objectives of 
the satellites.

■ At 12:58 Hull took the micro­
phone again, .and said he was 
sorry he couldn’t tell a cheerful 
lie, but he had just placed a 
call to LeadersldP down at the 
Hilton and the line hod been 
busy.

But not too long after, at 1 ;16, 
Hull could tell the convention 
that the state chairman had 
sent word there would be a 
nomination for lieutenant gov­
ernor on the Mesklll slate and 
another nomination for lieutem 
ant governor on a Barnes 
slate, and that the convention 
would therefore face a ndl cedi 
on the nomination for lieuten­
ant governor.

At this point, some dlsguested 
delegate moved that the conven­

Next he en­
tertained a motion that there 
be no seconding speeches for 
the remaining nominations, and 
this was adopted by unanimous 
voice vote.

Q) A taxpayer has to pay 
interest when he is late paying 
taxes. Does the government 
pay interest when it is late in 
issuing a refund?

A) Yes. Hmvever, the TRS 
has 46 days from the deadline 
for filing a'Tax return or the 
date a return is filed, if later, 
to iss.i^a. refund. If it takes 
lo n g ^  than that, interest at 
the/rate of 6 percent o' year 
ig added to the refund.

The interest rate the gov­
ernment pays on delayed re­
funds is^at the same rate as 
taxpayers are charged when 
they are late in paying.- Tax­
payers who delay paying taxes 
may have to pay a penalty in 
addition to interest.

Q) Is it true there are new 
resti;iction8 when it comes to 
depreciating farm buildings?

A) Yes, last year’s tax re­
form act changed the use of 
accelerated depreciation meth-;'— 
ods for real property acquired 
after July 24, 1969. Oh new 
farm buildings, you cannot 
use a rate faster than the 
150 percent declining balance 
method. Previously, you could 
use a 200 percent; declining 
balance or sum of the year- 
digits method in addition to 
the straight line depreciation.
