Librarians’ Warning to Readers:

‘Big Brother’ May Be Watching

WASHINGTON — Treasury
Department agents have start-
ed wide-spread efforts to iden-
tity the readers of library books
on explosives and sometimea
other subjects that strike inves-
tigators as “militant and sub-
versive,"

nique in enforcing federal gun

y.

Officials of the American Li-
brary Association have sharply
denounced the practice, falling
it an ominous invasion of pri-
vacy that threatens every
American,

The apparently systematic ef-
fort waa detalled Wednesday by

magazine, '‘South Today,' Li-
brarians in Milwaukee and At-
lanta and Library Association
spokesmen confirmed the re-
ported visits by treasury agents.

“Personally I find this whole
thing very frightening,” said
Judith Krug, director of the as-
sociations' Office for Intellec-
tunl Freedom in Chicago.

Secretary of Defense Mel-
vin R. Laird today an-
nounced a speed-up in the
withdrawal of U.S. troops
from Vietnam.

Laird told a news conference
that more than 80,000 American
pervicemen will be withdrawn
by Oct. 185,

He sald US, forces in Viet-
nam will go below the 384,000
troop celling projected by Presl.
dent Nixon for mid-October.

“We will beat that troop oell.
ing on Oct. 15,"" the defense sec-
retary sald,

He delined to say how many
additional American troops will
be out of Vietnam by that date.

Asked whether this spesd-up
means that more than 150,000
Americans will be withdrawn by
spring, es Nixon has pledged,
Laird said, “We wil meet or
beat that too."

The defense secretary did not
say what has made possible the
accelerated schedule, but he has |
paid repeatedly in the recent
past that what he called the suc-
cess of the U.8, and South Viet-
namese attacks on enemy bases
in Cambodia would permit
stepped-up withdrawala of U.8,
forces.

On other matters, Laird made
these points:

Russian missiles—The BSoviet
Union is pgolng forward with
construction of additional sites
for big 889 Intercontinental bal-
Ustic missiles, s well as other
Soviet ICBMa,

“They are going forward with
their program,” Lalrd sald,
““The momentum has not alowed
down.”

Reporta have circulated re-
cently that the Russlans have
stopped deploying additional in-
tercontinental misalles since
last year—a factor svhich could
have bearing on the strategic
arms limitation talks (SALT) in
Vienna,

Laird sald the Soviets have
gone forward with their missile
program since those talks start-
ed. ;

Middle East—Lalrd pledged
that "'we are going to maintain
a proper strategic and military
balance in this area."”

The defense secretary sald
the United States has given
these assurances and “we will
continue to Gellver on these as-
surances.”

He did not elaborate, but

Lead Ban for Gasoline
Thwarted by House Bill

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
government’s move to ban lead
from gasoline would be stopped
by last-minute wording inserted
in the House-passed Clean Air
Bill, say administration sources.

Language tightening the con-
ditions under which lead could
be outlawed was introduced by
Rep. David Satterfield, D-Va.,
whose district includes the na-
tion's two Jlargest producers. of
lead for gas,

The measure passed last
month gives the Department of
Health, BEducation and Welfare
power to prohibit fuel ingre-
dients that endanger public
health—but only after making
findings based om ‘relevant
medical and sclentific - evi-
dence."’

Officials at HEW’s National
Alr Pollution Control Adminis-
tration have told Congress that
under this wording they don't
belleve they could justify ban-
ning lead in gasoline.

‘When you look at the word-
ing, it'a clear that Congress has

SN
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no intention of permitting us to
take a liberal interprotation of
the law and ban lead,"” says an
HEW source, The Senate has
yet to act on the bill,

The Nixon administration pro-
posal did not put the burden of
proof on HEW. It allowed the
secretary to set standards for
léad based on Information ob-
tained from fuel manufacturers
‘‘or any other information avail.
able to him.”

Such Information includes a
growing body of evidence that
lead is accumulsting in higher
than normal amounts in human
bodies and in the food chain,
What effect this has on humans
over the long term is not well
established. But many sclentists
are urging that use of lead be
curtailed before any disastrous
effects become known.

Sources at HEW sgy lead like-
ly would be phased out of auto
fuels over a five-year period if
the agency were allowed to base
its decision on such information.

The more restrictive wording
was offered during a closed sub-
committes hearing by Satter-
fleld, whosse Richmond district
includes the headquarters of the
Bthyl Corp,, and a huge facility
of Dupont, the two biggest mak-
ers of tetrasthyl lead for gas.

SBatterfield rejects any sugges-
tion he weakened the wording to

accommodate powerful
ests in his district.

But he says, ‘“The fect they
are in my district put me in
closer contact with them so I
understood some aspects that
wouldn’t have . been explored
otherwise."

“In contacting the lobbyists,
and I did, I tried to confine my
inquiry to sclentific papers they
could refer me to, And this is
what they did.”

The difficulty in banning lead
under Batterfleld's amendment
requiring “medical and sclentif-
ic evidence"” s that although

Power Project

LAKEVILLE, Conn. (AP) —
A copservation group has asked
the Federal Power Commission
to prevent three utility compa-
nleg from studying an area in
Connecticut and another in
Massachusetts as prospective
sites for a controversial hydro-
electric facility.

The Berkshire. thchtleld En-
vironmental Conservancy Coun-
cil, Inc., an ad hoc group of
citizens from the two states, an-
nounced Thursday that it had
filed & formal protest asking the
FPC to deny the applications
by three subsidiaries of North-
east Utilities, a holding compa-
ny, for permits to investigate
building the plant,

The utilities have -proposed
construction of a giant hydro-
electric plant in the area of ei-
ther /Sheffield, Mass., or Falls
Village, Conn. According to the
BLEOC protest, the project
‘would be among the largest
pumped-storage installations in
the world,' costing up to $§185
million and producing 1 million
to 2 million kilowatts,

“The two sites le in one of
the most unspoiled regions of
lower New England,' said the
protest. It described the rivers
and streams, swamps, flelds,
forests and grasslands — habi-
tats of beaver, trout, waterfowl
and other wildlife — that the
group said would be permanent-
ly despolled or destroyed by
the hydroelectric facility.

The protest called the environ-
mental effects of such & project
vdevastating” and predicted
that ‘the mountain top on
Mount Washington or on Canaan
Mountain would be scalped and
converted into a glant reser-
voir, bordered by high dikes
that destroy the beauty of the
mountain skyline« . . The moun-
tain itself would be blasted and
disemboweled.”

eastern Mediterranean into a
Russian lake,

Mr, Nixon and his national
security adviser, Henry A. Kis-
singer, were becoming more
and more worried that without
a public warning to Moscow,
the Russians would sit back and
let the U.- 8. stew in the Middle
East pot. While the U, 8. tried
valnly to settle the Arab-Israell
dispute, the Soviets would
steadlly enhance their own pow-
¢r at no risk to themselves.

The Nixon warning was in-
tended to break that cycle and
compel Moscow to use {ts In-
fluence to push Egypt's Nasser
into negotiations. The longer
Moscow plays a bystander role,
simply feeding more sophisti-
cated weapons (o Nasser, the
greater the chance for ‘“‘a
collision: of the super powers,"
in the President's phrase.

But the waming language
used both by the President and
his advisers was anything but
the scalpel that the occasion re-
quired, It was more like a
vast bellow and as such it blew
up  an immediate political
storm, centered not only in the
radical Arab states—where any
U. 8, proposal is dismissed out
of hand—but in such countries
as Lebanon and Kuwailt, where
the United States still can claim
strong undercover political sup-
port,

Thus, Mr. Nixon, in a costly
slip 'Bf the tongue, sald that
while Israel does not want to
drive any Arab state into the
sea, ‘“the other (Arab) coun-
tries do want to drive Israel
into the sea.”

These “‘other countries” were
not named, leaving open the
conclusion that the President
was attacking the motives not
only of radical, pro-Soviet Irag
and Syria but also Egypt, Jor-
dan, Lebanon, Kuwait, and the
moderate governments of
Morocco, Tunisis, and Saudi
Arabla,

What made this so pussling to
Middle East experts in both the
Pentagon and the State Depart-
ment i{s that when Rogers un-
velled his peace plan on June
28 he carefully stripped it of
any touch of inflammatory
rhetoric and warned that '“‘the
discussions on this initiative are
in & very sensitive stage.”

Rogers is now in the midst of
his foreign tour, and there was
no Middle East expert from the

State Department out at San <

Clemente during the bewilder-
ing’ series of briefings and
Presidentinl statements on the

Milddle East crisls. Moreover,
the tenor of those statements
came as & total surprise to mid-
dle-lavel policymakers in both
the State Department and
Pentagon, strongly - implying
that the White House decision
to issue Us tough public wam-
ing to Moscow had not even
been discussed with the two de-
partments most concerned,

Some of thesa policymakers,

Anti-Loitering Ordinance
Goes to Hearing July 20

South Windsor will hold
hearing on July 20 at 7:30 p.m,
on a proposed anti-loitering or.
dinance in the Council Cham-
bers of the Town Hall,

The proposed ordinance for
South Windsor Is being derived
from the present Hartford anti-
loitering law and would pro-
hibit  loitering ‘on  the
streets, sidewalks, crosswalks,
walks In public parks so as to
inpede and interfera' with their
use,

"Any policeman may order
any person or persons violating,
to cease and deslst from inter-
fering with the right of any per-
son' or persons to use the
streets, sldewalks, crosswalks,
walks in public parks or any
other public area,” the ordi-
nance says.

Violation of the ordinance
could result in a fine of not
more than $100, and imprison-
ment for not more than 30 days,
or both.

The anti-loitering regulation
would apply to private proper-
ty as well.

At the Town Councll meeting
this week, Deputy Mayor G.
Warren Westbrook sald, “I'm
sorry itU's necessary that we
should even have to consider an
anti-loitering ordinance in the
town.of South Windsor, but, I
don't know if any of you have
been down to a very convenient
complex here, the 7-11 and
Colony Shops, and seen the
loitering of young people and
cars, and their rudeness, and
abusive language that they use.
It's even impossible to get to
the door of the Dairy Queen for
an fce cream.”

Mayor Howard Fitts said the
situation had “reached a point
where it Is necessary to provide
our police officlals with a tool
to use, i necessary.”

Both council members sald
“there is no other way' to pro-
tect tenants and their custom-
ers who often find difficulty in
getting into the stores to shop.

The ordinance would also
make it a violation to loiter *‘on
the grounds or within any build-
ing of a school within the Town
of South Windsor as to any way
fmpede, interfere with the oper-
ation of any school or class with
such school. Any person In
charge of such school or his
designee may order any person
or persons violating this subsec-
tion to immediately quit sald
premjses."”

Herbert Hannabury was
the escrow agent for the earl
enlry agreement and held the
fully executed deed which he
has returned to the commission.
Baum indicated another agent
would be appointed. When con-
tacted today Atty. Hannabury
seid that under the terms of the
agreement he was to have been
notified in writing of the pur-
chase price on June 20 and was
to have recelved {t on June 80,
He said he recéived and
returned the deed as stipulated.

Baum asked DiCarlo for a
tentative construction schedule
and was answered by the cor-
poration's attorney, ''I'd like to
get away from deadlines.” He
sald, “We are b our
backs to gel the buildings up.'

Marijuana

Changing, Says Doctor

Whether or not the Drug Ad-
visory Couneil (DAC) execu-
tive committee has softened its
attitude toward marifuana was

discussed by members this
morning.

Mentioning thelr recent con-
cern with heroin users and
harsher drugs, Dr. Donald J.
Hennigan, superintendent of
schools, asked, "Are we over-
looking marijuann?'’

Robert Digan, coordinator of
town youth services, said, "I
hope we haven't forgotten it
but admitted, ‘“We noticed so
many people on harsher drugs,
we got concerned about them.”

Dr, Charles E. Jacobson Jr,
suggested that they probably
should take a softer attitude
toward marijusna.

“My attitude toward mari-
juana has changed over the
year, largely because of what
I've read in medical journals,

“There was a time when
drugs seemed all bad,”" he sald,
Now he realizeg that with some
drugs i{t's more a matter of the
‘‘combination of drug and per-
sonality."

‘“I can't say pot's all bad

ore,” Dr. Jacobson sald.
“It's a problem with some peo-
ple and with others It isn't."”

He also commented on the
clgarette amoking among DAC
members in the room and said,
as a doctor, he questioned that
kind of behavior as hazardous
to the health.

Dr, Jacobson sald the DAC
ahould not form a rigid policy
on the various drugs since na-
tional attitudes themaelves keep
changing. He emphasized the
need fo take care of the reason
behind drugtaking rather than
its symptoma.

One reason why young people
turn to Dr, Jacobson
sald, is that they have nothing
else they are motivated to do.

‘“Unless we can find some-
thing for the kids to do...to
give thelr lives meaning and
dimension ... the problem is
going to be with us all the
uma.'l

Willam Diana, member of
the. town Board of Directors,
mentioned the Nike BSite as
something the town Is providing
for kids, and Dr. Hennigan sald
more automotive centers should

be open at night where young
people can work on cars.

The Nike 8ite is being con-
verted into a recreation and cul-
tural center for all town reas-
idents with two bulldings desig-
nated for teen use, Diana sald
for L]
these bulldings as they them.
selves desire for their use.

Mark Swerdloff, drug adviso-
ry center head, felt other activi-
tles, such as sensitivity-type
groups, would be meaningful to
young people, Ho said that there
are things young people want to
do, but that they are frustrated
in their efforts to accomplizsh
them, so they turn to drugs. He
said they should try to open
doors for young people to help
them to do what they really
want to do.

Chalrman W, J. Godfrey Gour-
ley sald the DAC has long been
aware that the symptom is not
as Important as ‘‘the human
problem behind the drugs."”

““There’s ohviously a great un.
known out there that we haven't
even confronted yet,' he said,

“We're on the threshold of
something new,' he sald, which
is the discovery, as the Estab-
lishment, of how to relate to
kids and find out what they
need.

Dr. Hennigan was also criti-
cal of the DAC executive com-
mittee for becoming more of &
“‘seconding’ body than decision
and policy-making committee.
Gourley and others agreed with
his contention that they should
review their philosophy and pur-
pose and iron out any organiza-
tional problems.

S8werdloff and Frank Vogel
discussed- a survey they plan
to conduct among over 400 Man-

Labor Costs, Tight Money

Take Toll on/Construction

Expensive labor, tight money
and high interest rates, and a
general slowdown In the busi-
ness climate in recent months
appear to have taken their toll
agalnst new construction in
Manchester, as elsewhere,

Figurea for the 1080-70 fiscal
year ended June 30, released
by Bullding Inspector Thomas
Monahan, reveal that total
building for the year was down
from the previous year by a
whopping $90.8 million,

Permits for building of all
kinds during the year just end-
ed totaled ' $8,682,122, according
to Monahan's annual report to
the town manager, The total
reported for the 1988-80 year
was §18,620,007.

The figures show that 7 per-
mits for 88 apartment buildings
with 815 units were issued dur-
ing the year, having a total
value of $2,674,400.

This Item, the largest single
category, was far below the
number of apartments bullt in
1068-89, when the total report-
ed were $6,080,000 and 899 units.

According to the statistics,
the next largest category was
for 83 single-family dwellings
constructed at a total estimat-
ed cost of $1,818,800. This total

also showed a drop of more
than $1.8 milllon from the
1068-69 total, reported at $3,158,-
500.

The average conslruction cost
of a new single-family dwelling
in 1868.70 for the first time top-
ped $20,000, coming to $20,650.
The average in 1988-69 was $18,-
§60; and In 1967-68 was $18,080.

Permits for alterations and
additions during the past year
totaled 323, with a value of $1.-
087,377. The number was just
slightly under the 327 permits
issued In this category the year
“previous.

Among other types of permils
issued the past year were the
following, with the total esti.
mated costs:

Five 2-family dwellings, $1186,-
000; 21 private garages, $38,503;
three gasoline stations, $81,600:
20 commercial buildings, $770,-
700; 9 miscellaneous buildings,
$207.500; 2 office  bulldings,
$103,000; 1 church, $28,000 (built
partly with volunteer labor);
and 32 swimming pools, $59,882,

There were 300 certificates of
occupancy Issued during the
year, as well as 725 electrical
permits, 350 permits for plumb-.

The value of all fees collected
by the bullding department for
taxable construction was report-
ed at $52,384,

Dental Dis¢ases Run Rampant
In Collective American Mouth

Bditor's Note: Collectively
speaking, America’s mouth is in
horrible shape.

—An estimated 20 wmillion
Americans have lost all their
natural teeth because of perio-
dontal disease, a mysterious
gum and tooth-socket malady
popularly . known as ‘‘pyor-
rhea."

Of the %0 million U.8, afults
who retain some of their teeth,
67 million have some algn of the
disease and 20 milllon of them
have wreached the advanced
stages,

—AL least one-fifth, and per-
haps as many as one-half, of
U.8. schdol children have, or
will develop, malocclusions—or
improper alignment of teeth-—
severe enough to require treat-
ment by dental speciallsts
called ‘‘orthodontists.'

At a cost of up to $2,000 per
child, the current annual bill for
orthodontic care is approxi-
mately 35278 million. But that
“Fepresents ‘‘less than 10 per
cent of the estimated total pub-
lic need,” according to officials
of the National Dental Institute,

It ia against such formidable
foes that dental researchers are
concentrating their efforts.

For example, Dr. Hodozh qnd
his assoclates at Brown Univer-
sity and at Tufts Dental School

gone 12% years with no appar-
ent signs of refection.

Hodosh sald he and his team
are now preparing for the first
large-scale human trials of the
technique. The three.year pro-
ject, supported by the U.8. Pub-
lic Health Service’'s Natlonal
Dental Institute, will involve im-
plants in at least 150 people.

Bold and {imaginative re-
search is underway elsewhere
on other approachea to combat-
ting the nation's mulliple and
devastating dental problems,

The efforts range from studies
afmed at developing, possibly
within ten years, a vaccine or
drug-and-dietary combination
for proventing tooth decay, to
the use of bone grafts taken
from & patient's hip to replace
parts of jawbone destroyed by
pyorthea,

They also include experimen.
tal antidecay use of laser
beams, perhaps the most power.
ful form of light in the universe,
as & conceivable means of
strengthening teeth against de-
cay; employment of ultrasonic
devices for literally vibrating
germ-ridden tartar from teeth;
and & plastic paint, applied lke
nail-polish to the biting and
grinding surfaces of teeth, to
provide armor-plate protection
aguinst bacterial invasion of
certain vulnerable areas,

"F’luohde gel’” applied to the
teeth of children for a few min-
utes a day several times a week
by means of a device somewhat
resembling the mouthpiece of
boxers and football players.

Diestary additives, such as
bread and chewing gum laced
with phosphate or other chemi-
cals, designed to make teoth
less prone to decay,

Super-strength steel originally
developed for use in space rock-
ets but now being tested as a
poasible improved and less ex-
pensive metal for use in dental
bridges and other appliances.

And bone marrow grafts ap-
plied in conjunction with a tem-
porarily inserted metal Implant
and designed to help false toeth
wearers who can't tolerate their
choppers because of loss of or
receding bone ridges,

On the vaccine front, denval
researchers of the Public Health
Service and the Navy see possi-
bilities of virtually eliminating
tooth decay within the next dec-
ade.

Their hopes are based on rela-
tively recent evidence strength-
ening theories that dental decay
fs an infectious, germ-causcd
disense—just Hke the common
cold,

But, even i{f thelr hopes are
realized—through efther an in.
jectable or inhaled vaccine, or
by means of & combined drug-
and-dletary prophylaxis—that
would stil leave humans con-
fronted with & more insidious
and potentially more desiruc.
tive dental villlan: pyorrhea,

This gum and tooth-socket dis-
ease, responsible for so mesay
toothless Americans, meaks up
on its victims without any wam-
ing of pain, as you'd get from a
decayed tooth.

It doesn't attack the Leeth
themselves, but affects the tis-
sues, membranes and often the
bones surrounding the teeth, Ita
earllest stages are character-
ized by a reddish inflamation of
the ordinarfly pink gum, The
first warning sign might be so-
called ‘‘pink toothbrush.™

When it develops into perio-
dontitis—full blown pyorrhea—
the gums become more In:
flamed and pull away from the
teeth, leaving pus-filled pockets
between the guma and the teeth,

Next, the gums may ulcerate
and -bleed freely. And finally,
the bone supporting the teeth is
attacked and destroyed, Unlesa
the patient receives treatment,
the teeth loosen and eventually
fall out,

The exact cause of this dental
seourge, and the reason some
people appear te avold it natur-
nlly, are not yet known.

But its iImmediata cause is be-
lleved to be a special variety of
plaque—a kind of ‘“microblal

mat" consisting of bacteria,
food debris and other materials,
that fastens onto everyone's
teeth,

Ordinary plaque can be re-
moved by thorough toothbrush-
ing and other cleansing. But the
kind of plaque linked with perio-
dontal disease is a much tough-
er customer.

Called ‘“‘calculus,' or tartar,
it's a crustlike material with the
consistency of limestone.

Researchers are constantly
looking for ways to prevent this
form of plague, such as with &
vaccine, Prospects are not espe-
clally bright, for this reason:

Whereas dental decay is be-
lieved triggered by a relative
few bacteria, pyorrhea is be-
lleved by at least some re-
searchers to be the handiwork
of n huge brigade of different
ones, Iterally waging gang
warfare on the gums,

Dr. Harald Lee of Denmark's
Royal Dental College, suggesta
the poasibility of using a dally
mouth.rinse with a chemical
anti-bacterial agent.

He says preliminary human
experiments at his laboratories
show encouraging results, but
he stresses that it's not yet a
proven technique,

Meanwhile, for advanced
cases, skilled periodontists em-
ploy various surgical techniques
to remove diseased gum tissue
and, where necessary, (o re-
store the normal gum-line with
tissue grafts taken from else-
where in the body, such as the
palate. The gaife goes for de-
stroyed bone,

Dr. Robert G. Schallhorn, of
the University of Colorado
8chool of Dantistry at Denver,
is ploneering In the use of bone-
marrow grafts taken from the
crest of the patient's "hip-bone
and later implanted in the jaw.

Also in Denver, Dr. Willilam
Hiatt, another bone-graft pio-
neer, says he's studying poaai-
bilitles of using cadaver bone
for implant purposes.

But even as the research goes
on, experis say that preventing
pyorrhea, or keeping it under
control once ‘developed, de-
mands that humana take to
heart—and expand upon—a
proverb attributed to Mo-
hammed.

“One prayer and one tooth-
brush,’” the proverb goes, ‘is
worth far more than 70 prayers
—and no toothbrush.”

Serrell, who graduated from
local schools and has been at-
tending Manchester Community
College, 18 the son of Mr, and
Mra. Edward Serreoll of 83 Weav-
er Rd,

Layden Is the son of Dr. and
Mrs. Edward Layden of Rutland,
and a student at a Catholic
school here.

Like students in other groups
touring under the auspices of
World Academy, Robert and
Thomas were counting on earn-
ing credits toward their coliege
work, said Robert’s father.

Their tour was to have been
been for six weoks, and was to
have earned them six credits.
Cost of the six-week tour was
about $1,600 per student.

The firm’s financial collapse
left no funds for further feeding
or accommodations for the
thousands stranded but flights
home had been paid for in ad-
vance with a charter alrline,

*“‘Bob and Tom were a lot
luckier than those in some of
the other groups,’ sald Edward
Serrell, Robert's father.

Scduded in the interior of Burma, a hermit
among southeast Asian nations, lies an an-
tique landscape of haunting beauty and maj-
esty. The ruins of Pagan are one of the greatest
and best preserved historical monuments in
Asia, relics of the capital of an ancient kingdom
which Hourished for two and a half centuries
between roughly 1044 and 1287,

The monument® stand witness to the ardent
Buddhist convictions of Pagan's rulers. They
were religious offerings, built as handsomely
as the donor, usually a king or prince, could
afford. Except for a few monasteries and li-
braries, the buildings had no practical value:
they were not churches in our sense, though
they did serve to remind the people of Buddha
and his teachings. At one time, Pagan had
about 13,000 religious buildings in brick or

stone; Over 1,000 remain basically intact, and -

some 6,000 more survive in a ruined state, scat-
tered over about 240 square miles.

The ruins of the old city of Pagan lie in a
broad arc twelve miles long on the left bank of
the Irrawaddy river. The people of Pagan to-
day, hardworking peasants, live in a handful of
quiet villages separated by arid land and dom-
inated by towering monuments of all shapes
and sizes, Their lives seem to have changed
little since Pagan was overrun in 1287 by Mon-
gol invaders led by Kubla Khan, and Burma’s
golden age came to an end.

The process used in the fabri-
cation of the trim will not cause
pollution problems, the town
bas been assured.

Generally the plant will use
a recirculating water process,
and merely heats plastic pellets
and then pours them into the
molds and cocls the final prod-
uct. The actual plastic will not
be made here.

First Selectman Charles E.
Thifault expressed pleasure last
night over the industry's decl-
aion to locate In Tolland and
gave high praiss to the IDC
for “doing an outstanding job."

The industry had been look-
ing for a location on the
periphery of an industrial area,
with good transportation and &
good labor supply. The atmos-
phere of the town and the kind
of lving it provided for the
workers was also taken into
consideration by the officials of
the company,

The cost of development of
the park's new section was ex-
plained by Summers later at
the town mesting.

The industrial area of the
plant will be located In the
rear, with the two proposed
additions being added to the
back of the plant,

The company’s products are
distributed nationally. Many
of the trims are used by dll the
meajor car manufacturers, In-
cluding Chrysler and General
Motors, and their building trade
trims, which will be a large
percentage of their Tolland
operation, are distributed
through such sources as U.S,
Plywood.

Asked about thelr personnel
policies during the town meet-
ing, the owners, noted all help
except two or three top level
employes will come from this
area, The wages will be com-
petitive and both men and
women will be pald equally, the
brothers sald.

Jease Shadok described their

Liquidity Crisis Alters
Business’ Bad Habits

NEW YORK (AP) — The N-
quidity crisis may have dealt a
massive blow to wasté and Inef-
ficlency in American business.
Certainly it has knocked sense
into businessmen who learned
some bad habits during the
1960s.

This Is one of the beneficial
effects of the deliberate shrink-
age of the money supply to the
American economy, and thus
may represent a victory for the
Federal Reserve and the slow-
down program of the Nixon ad-
ministration. ’

Still to be determined during
the next few weeks {5 whether
the result was achieved at too
great & cost. Many companies
are hard pressed for ready
cash, and some may be danger-
ously short of Hquid capital.

But in destroying, at least for
the present, a form of madness
that developed during the 1960s,
the llquidity érisis could result
in a more solid foundation for
business fn the future.

The mildness? The acceler-
ated and often haphazard cor-
porate growth of the 19608,
growth that might have looked
good for a few years hut which
was to prove damaging in the
longer term, growth that was
meant to Impress the stock
markel rather than to achleve
results,

During the 1980s the logic of
many companies involved a tril-
Ogy:

The way to earnings was to

acquire other companles; the
way to acquire other companies
was to boost the company's
price per share; the way to
boost the share price was
through eamnings; the way to
earninga

Once this formuls was sué
cessfully launched it fed on it-
self. Acquisitions were made fe-
verishly, Companies acquired
reputations rs swingers and
growers, giving an extra boost
to thelr stock. Speculators sup-
plied bundies of money.

A lot of commercial paper—
corporate promissory notes—
was issued to aid in these acqui-
gitions. Debt ran high for many
companies, a fact that often was
overlooked. Money was easy.
Many companies overextended
themselves.

Now money is hard to get.
The Penn Central Transporta-
tion Co.,, one of the Ilargest
corporate entities in the world,
can’t pay bills. Everyone is now
taking a harder look at com-
mercial paper. And they're not
inclined to buy it.

This Is one of the biggest re.
sults of the Hquidity crisis: A
return to conservatism in mea-
suring credit-worthiness. Lend.
ers want more assurance of re-
payment; they are demanding
that business clean up its house.

Argus Research ,one of the
biggest suppliers of research to
the investment community,
summarizes the trend this way:

‘. .. Companies with mini.
skirted balance sheets - find
themselves overexposed in the

eyes of an investment communi-
ty that has suddenl¥ begun to
apply neoVictorian standards of
financial prudence.’

Economic power, Argus says,
has been returned to bankers
and lenders. As n result, ‘‘Busi-
ness managements across the
country will become much more
conservative in approving ex-
pansion projects and tougher
about cutting costs . . ."

The trend is already clear,
The blg conglomerates are inac-
tive. The depressed stock mar-
ket has halted many acquisition
programs because a depressed
stock aimply cannot buy as
much as an inflated stock.

Moreover, some companies
that hastily acquired wubsidiar-
les during the 18608 are now
trying to dispose of them. Capi-
tal spending plans also are
being lowered. And many corpo-
rations argfembarked on effi-
ciency prdgrams.

The slowdown policles are
having a solid impact Business
Is stunned by the reality of it,
and some companles, such as
the Penn Central Transporta-
tion, have been knocked down
for the count.

So far It still Jooks ns if the
administration Is winning on
points, But in financial circles
there |a worry that the blow
might have been too hard.

Senate Sets $20,000 Ceiling
On Crop Subsidy Payments

WASHINGTON (AP) — In an
unexpected furnabout, the Sen.
ate has voled a §:0,000 annual
limit on the amount a farmer
can be pald for not growing
crops, The proposal is given a
good chance of becoming law,

Chief targets of the move are
lush cop-subsidy payments to
large corporations, banks, state
governments and other glant
land holders who have received
Individual payments of more
than $4 million for keeping land
out of production,

The proposal would impose
the Umit on wheat, cotton and
feed grains.

Sen, James O, Eastland, D-
Miss,, who last year received
$146,000 in subsidy payments on
his Sunflower County, Miss,
cotton plantation, voted dgainst
the measure which curbs pay-
ments to producers of wheat,
cotton and feed grains.

Just a year ago the Senate re-
fuged, 53 to 34, to approve an
identical subsidy limit, Spurred
by arguments the program has
strangled the amall family farm
it was supposed to help and an-
gered city dwellers, the Senate
approved it, 40 to 85, Wednes-
day. y

The vote, which surprised
aides of Sen. Rdlph T. 8mith,
R-Il, who Introduced the
amendment, highlighted action
on the pending agricultural ap-
propriations bill for fiscal 1071,

But the Senate also voted $500
million to enable expanaion of
the food-stamp program for
needy families and increased
loan and grant funds to help ru-
ral communities bulld water
treatment and sewerage facili-
tes.

The subsidy curb is expected
to win acceptance in the House
which twice has passed similar
measures only to see. them
killed In conference with the
Senate.

‘Hijacker’s Life Sentence
Seen as Good Deterrent

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
airline spokesman says the life
sentence imposed Monday on
the hijacker of a jet transport
may prove the most effectiye
deterrent yet to air piracy.

Franklin Qelschlager, director
of enforcement for the Air
Transport Association—ATA,
said that even’before a Georgia
court sentenced Lorenzo Ervin
for hijacking an Hastern Air
Lines Atlanta-Miami flight to
Cuba in February ,1069, there
was reason for guarded opti-
mism over the reduction in U.8.
hijacking incidents.

“There have been less than
one-third as many successful hi-
jackings so far this year as
there were this time last year,"”
he sald,

ATA records list 26 attempts
to divert U.S.-registered air-
coraft in the first six months of
19068. Five of these attempts
were folled. The remaining 21
were hijacked to Cuba.

In the first half of 1870, seven
of 11 attempted hijackings were
successful—five to Cuba and
one each to Lebanon and Egypt.

Oelschlager sald ATA had ex-
pressed concern to the Justice
Department on the need for
swift trials and maximum publl-
city about resulting sentences
and on the need for more severe
penalties for those convicted.

He saild Ervin was the first hi-
jacker to be sentenced to more
than 26 years, although air pira-
cy by law s punishable by
death or n minimum of 20
years.

Oeelschlager said the decline
in domestic hijacking is proba-
bly attributable to:

"“The constantly expanding
detérrent and detection systems
which . are being Implemented
by the carriers, and publicized
in the nation’s presa,

“The fact that the govern-
ment is getting more convic-
tions for hijacking, with the at.
tendant publicity.

“The number of aborted hi.
jjucks with capture of the
felons, which would tend to dis-
courage future attempts.'

He sald seven hijackers have
been tried and sentenced thus
far this year. 8ix more have
been indicted and are awaiting
trial,

Besides Ervin's sentence, the
most severe hijacking penalties-
to date were 25 years.in prison
for Ronald Bohle, convicied of
hijacking an Bastern Miami
Nassau flight Jan. 9, 1868, and
20 years for Thomas J, Boynton,
convicted of hijacking a char-
tered plane in the Florida Keys.

Prime Minister Sato Says:

" Japanese People Won’t Let
Japan Play ‘Policeman’ Role

TOKYO (AP) — The Japa-
nese people would never permit
Japan to take over the military
role of the United States in Asia
and the Paeific after American
forces withdraw, Prime Minis.
ter Eisaku Sato says,

The Japanese leader sharply
rejected the view of Philippine
Pregident Ferdinand Marcos
and some other Aslan leaders
that Japan ultimately would
have to assume major responsi-
blity. for law and order in east-
ern Asin,

“We may be able to possess
military strength adequate for
self-defense,”” he sald in an in-
terview. But the Japanese peo-
ple would never allow us to take
over the role of the U.8,

**To avold any misunderstand-
ings such as entertained by
President Marcos let me say:

- Historically countries with eco-

nomic might have great mili-
tary power. In the case of Ja-
pan, we are resolved not to use
the armed forces, That ls what

we proclaimed 26 years ago in
the no-war constitution.”

Sato sald Japan’s future poli-
cy would be to “'extend coopera-
tion commensurate with our
strength for the -prosperity of
the countries of Asia."

“In extending such coopera-
tion,"" he added, ‘& bilateral
formulea may cause misunder-
standings that Japan seeks eco-
nomic domination. 8o we prefer
a formula in association with
other countries in giving ald.”

On relations with the United

States, Sato sald Japan must

take a ‘‘courageous step toward
Iberalizing’ ity trade position,

‘T don’t think we can continue
protectionism,'' he said,

““We shall never be ungrateful
for the support the United
States extended to us which en-
abled us to rehabilitate our-
selves after ‘World War 11, he
gald, “But even close friends
and loving couples have misun.
derstandings.

‘‘Fortunately, U.S.-Japan re-
lations will not be broken, ‘We
are good friends although'it is
regrettable that the textile nego-

tiations failed. Our relations will
not be spolled or distorted by
the passage of the Mills bill.”

That legiglation by Wilbur
Mills, chairman of the House
Ways and Means Committee,
would impose quotas on woolen
and synthetic textile {mports at
the 1067 levels for countries
which do not agree to limit such
shipments voluntarily,

Sato sald he told Secretary of
State William P. Rogera during
the visit which , ended today,
“Although it 1is regrellable
about textiles, the thread be.
tween the two countries has not
been broken.' ’

“He thought I sald ‘threat’
and he looked surprised,’" the
prime minister added.

The prime minister advised
caution in the reduction of U.8.

SAIGON (AP)—Ameri-
can troops set out again to-
day to reach the wreckage
of the helicopter that
crashed into a mountain
with Maj.

The wreckage was spotted
from the air Thursday, Ground
troops tried to reach it but were
pulled out at darkness. Military
sources sald there were no signs
of life in the wreckage.

The UH1 Huey helicopter was
plloted by Casey, commander of
the ist Alr Cavalry Division. It
crashed Tuesday, but the U.8,
Command withheld the location
to prevent the enemy from
reaching the site first,

Casey, 48, of North Scituate,
Maas,, was flying to a military
hospital In Vietnam to visit
wounded members of his divi-
slon.

Freed Bishop’s Sister Elated

CUMBERLAND, MD. (AP) —
The sister of Roman Cathollic
Bishop James Hdward Walsh,
who was released today after

nearly 12 years in Communist
captivity, was elated when she
heard of her brother's release.

““Oh, how wonderful. That's
wonderful,’ Miss Mary Walsh,
a former librarian here, said
when she received the news.

“This is something we've
prayed for for so long,"” she
said.

Asked if she had thought she
would ever see her brother
again, Miss Walsh replled: "I
always hoped to. We never give
up hope, you know."

She was reached gt the home
of another brother, Judge Wil-
llam A. Walsh, who visited his
brother in China in 1960,

The judge, a former attorney

general of Maryland, was not
immediately available for com-
ment.

YONKERS, N.Y. (AP) —The
lawyer who had headed a citi-
zons' committee working to se-
cure the release of Hugh Fran-
cls Redmond from a Red
Chinese prison sald today that
reports of Redmond's sulclde, if
true, would be *‘a tragic end to
a bizarre case."

Sol Friedman, the lawyer,
sald the report from Hsinhua,
Peking’s official news agency,
that Redmond's relatives had
been notified of his death was
‘“not true, No one has notified
the family."

Friedman said he would ask
the Intermational Red Croas to-
day to try and check the Hsin-
hua report that Redmond

slashed his wrists three months
8go and dled from loss of blood.

The report stated that Red-.

mond’'s  body was cremated.
Friedman termed the reported
cremation "‘an enormous crime
againat the family. Why, not re-
lease his body and send it
home?"

Friedman sald Redmond's
mother, Mrs, Ruth Redmond,
has been hospitalized for about
the past three months at the
Hudson View Nursing Home in
Yonkers after suffering her
third stroke, 8he is 72.

Friedman sald the last word
the mother had from her son
was a letter dated July 4, 1907,
which was received in Septem-
ber or October of that year.

““The mother continued send-
ing packages every month, all

Second Prisoner

Reported Suicide

HONG KONG (AP)—
Red China released Roman
Catholic Bishop James Ed-
ward Walsh today after
nearly 12 years in Commu-
nist captivity. But the Chi-
nese announced that an-
other American prisoner,
Hugh Francis Redmond of
Yonkers, N. Y., committed
suicide three months ago.

Border sources sald the 79
year-old prelate from Cumber-
land, Md., "walked across the
border bridge unaided and ap-
peared in fair condition conaid.
ering his age and the ordeal he
‘has undergone.”

A U.8. Consulate spokesman
said Bishop Walsh was being
given a medical examination
and “‘we-will not know his real
condition until after that.”

The spokesman sald he doubt-
ed that the bishop would be
made avallable to talk to report-
ers or be photographed '‘for
some time.,"

He reportedly has been in a
prison hospital In Bhanghai
most of the last eight years,

The bighop was arrested in
October 1088, He was convicted
in 1960 of espionage and sen-
tenced fo 20 years Imprison-
ment,

Halnhua, Peking's official
news agency, sald he had been
freed before completion of his
sentence because of his “'old age
and il health” and that he had
left for Hong Kong.

Redmond, 50, was a business-
man’ in China who chose to re.
main there when the Commu-
nists took over in 1848, He was
sentenced to life Imprisonment
in 1984 on charges of maintain.
ing contact with U.8. intelll-
gence agents in Hong Kong.

Hsinhua sald Redmond kill
himself three montha ago, on
the night of April 183,

“Taking advantage of unpre-
paredness by the warders,' sald
Peking’s report, the American
“ugsed a U.B.made rasor blade
to cut the artery of the medial
aspect of his left elbow and the
arteries of his wrists and mor-
tally wounded himbalf."
