Prime Minister Sato Says:

" Japanese People Won’t Let
Japan Play ‘Policeman’ Role

TOKYO (AP) — The Japa-
nese people would never permit
Japan to take over the military
role of the United States in Asia
and the Paeific after American
forces withdraw, Prime Minis.
ter Eisaku Sato says,

The Japanese leader sharply
rejected the view of Philippine
Pregident Ferdinand Marcos
and some other Aslan leaders
that Japan ultimately would
have to assume major responsi-
blity. for law and order in east-
ern Asin,

“We may be able to possess
military strength adequate for
self-defense,”” he sald in an in-
terview. But the Japanese peo-
ple would never allow us to take
over the role of the U.8,

**To avold any misunderstand-
ings such as entertained by
President Marcos let me say:

- Historically countries with eco-

nomic might have great mili-
tary power. In the case of Ja-
pan, we are resolved not to use
the armed forces, That ls what

we proclaimed 26 years ago in
the no-war constitution.”

Sato sald Japan’s future poli-
cy would be to “'extend coopera-
tion commensurate with our
strength for the -prosperity of
the countries of Asia."

“In extending such coopera-
tion,"" he added, ‘& bilateral
formulea may cause misunder-
standings that Japan seeks eco-
nomic domination. 8o we prefer
a formula in association with
other countries in giving ald.”

On relations with the United

States, Sato sald Japan must

take a ‘‘courageous step toward
Iberalizing’ ity trade position,

‘T don’t think we can continue
protectionism,'' he said,

““We shall never be ungrateful
for the support the United
States extended to us which en-
abled us to rehabilitate our-
selves after ‘World War 11, he
gald, “But even close friends
and loving couples have misun.
derstandings.

‘‘Fortunately, U.S.-Japan re-
lations will not be broken, ‘We
are good friends although'it is
regrettable that the textile nego-

Our relations will
not be spolled or distorted by
the passage of the Mills bill.”

Friedman sald Redmond's
mother, Mrs, Ruth Redmond,
has been hospitalized for about
the past three months at the
Hudson View Nursing Home in
Yonkers after suffering her
third stroke, 8he is 72.

Friedman sald the last word
the mother had from her son
was a letter dated July 4, 1907,
which was received in Septem-
ber or October of that year.

Second Prisoner

Reported Suicide

HONG KONG (AP)—
Red China released Roman
Catholic Bishop James Ed-
ward Walsh today after
nearly 12 years in Commu-
nist captivity. But the Chi-
nese announced that an-
other American prisoner,
Hugh Francis Redmond of
Yonkers, N. Y., committed
suicide three months ago.

Border sources sald the 79
year-old prelate from Cumber-
land, Md., "walked across the
border bridge unaided and ap-
peared in fair condition conaid.
ering his age and the ordeal he
‘has undergone.”

A U.8. Consulate spokesman
said Bishop Walsh was being
given a medical examination
and “‘we-will not know his real
condition until after that.”

The spokesman sald he doubt-
ed that the bishop would be
made avallable to talk to report-
ers or be photographed '‘for
some time.,"

He reportedly has been in a
prison hospital In Bhanghai
most of the last eight years,

The bighop was arrested in
October 1088, He was convicted
in 1960 of espionage and sen-
tenced fo 20 years Imprison-
ment,

Halnhua, Peking's official
news agency, sald he had been
freed before completion of his
sentence because of his “'old age
and il health” and that he had
left for Hong Kong.

Redmond, 50, was a business-
man’ in China who chose to re.
main there when the Commu-
nists took over in 1848, He was
sentenced to life Imprisonment
in 1984 on charges of maintain.
ing contact with U.8. intelll-
gence agents in Hong Kong.

Hsinhua sald Redmond kill
himself three montha ago, on
the night of April 183,

“Taking advantage of unpre-
paredness by the warders,' sald
Peking’s report, the American

to cut the artery of the medial
aspect of his left elbow and the
arteries of his wrists and mor-
tally wounded himbalf."

NEW YORK (AP) — Some
onlookers simply stare, mildly
amused or puzzled, Others
make wis e c racks, ' More
kooks!''

“We're Jesus people,’” says
the Rev. Arthur Bleasitt, cross-
country bearer of a heavy,
wooden cross, big enough to
crucify a man on.

Twice, he has had his walking
boots resoled after wearing
holes in them on his 3,500-mile
trek from Los Angeles to Wash-
ington, D. C, toting the 10%-
pound Christian symbol, made
of oll-treated, old 4by-4's,

“We found them in a junk-
yard,” he says.

The Rev. Mr, Blessitt, 29, sun-
burned, sandy-haired and clad
in T-ghirt and faded denims,
came through New York City
recently, and headed south, tug-
ging along his curicus cargo to
“call this nation back to God
and real brotherhood.”

He's been on the road since
Chiristmas, dispensing his mes-
sage along the way, He expects
to reach Washington July 18.

“As we've walked along the
highways -across this country,
from city to city, at every step,
we've seen hate and “Violence
and bitterness,’ heggays, ''‘But
we've also seen & tremendous
spiritual birth taking place.

“It's beginning. It's happen-
ing everywhere, especially
among young people, a real
spiritual awakening, We've got
to change. We're either going to
have a bath of blood or a bath
love within the next year.

“And I belleve thet within the
hearts of people in America this
year, the greatest awakening
spiritually that has happened In
over 100 years is going to take

The steel flagpole, 113 feet
high, towers on the north bank
of the Ben Hal River, where
shell-pocked coastal
No. 1 ends at a broken bridge.

Five months ago, we stood at
the base of the flagpole with
North Vietnamese escorts, My
wife took color photos. We
heard artillery fire in the south.
A jet flew past.

Men and women in conical
hats worked in the neat rice
fields of the northern portion of
the Demilitarized Zone, where
many of the craters from years
of American bombing had been
filled in.

We were told the North Viet-
namese farmers felt reassured
when they could look across the
green flelds to thelir flag, re-
gardless of U.8. bombers over-
head and guns firing in the dis-
tance,

The flag was never lowered.
We did not imagine we would
ever see it again,

Now, standing in a santibag
tower at Fire Base Alpha 2, we
look north four miles across a
bleak no-man’s-land and
glimpse the flag, a spot of red in
the bluish hase.

We have been ‘'‘inserted” at
Alpha 2 by a South Vietnamese
army helicopter. It left because
of occasional incoming mortars,
but it will come back in 15 min-
utes to “‘extract' us, A

The only non-Vietnamese at
the base are two Australian
army warrant officers, Xric
Bums and Owen Bell of Bris-
bane. They say newly arrived
pilots seem to feel obliged to
make at least one flight over or
near the North Vietnam flag,
hoping to see it ghot down lke
the first flag years ago. It has
been cited as an example of

“how the other side dlsregards
the Demilitarized Zone,”

The little town of Con Thien
on Highway 1 used to lie near
the fire base, Con Thien van-
fshed in the battles when the
U.8. Marines were hera,

In 1006, 1987, 1968, and much
of 1069, this was known as Ma-
rineland. Then it went back into
the hands of the South Viet-
namese army. That army's
crack 1st Division {a holding the
former U.8, front, and fighting
as It has every year of the war,
gallantly, 1t lost two battalion
commanders in action recently.

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Looking Into The Abyss
The Nixon Administration peace plan
for the Near East, together with what-
ever the new Russlan proposal in  the
same area may be, has been imperiled

by the television comments of Preaident
Nixon himself.

Yet the President, in his recent pub-
lic comments on the Near East situa-
tion, had his reason for trying to make
it clear and’ certain to Israel that he
understood that nation's fears and thst
his own heart was in the right place.

“The President’s reason for trying to
reassure Israel of his understanding and
friendship was his fear that, unless Is-
rael is thus reassured, it may feel it
neceszary to make military moves for-
ward, a kind of attack-defense operation
which would run the risk of reopening
full war, which might drag outside pow-
ers into belligerency in spite of them-
selves.

While American diplomacy is thus try-
Ing to reassure Israel enough to keep
Israel from reopening full war, it is
likewise trying to keep the Arab states,
and their big power friend, Russia, from
going anything beyond t;he current de-
fenslve operations which are, to the
Arabs, thelr own preparations for
eventual attack.

The Israell attack In order to defend.
The Arabs defend, In order to prepare
for attack.

The American effort, then, is to per-

suade the Israeli not to preass their at.’
tack-defense deeper, and to persuade

the Arabs not to press beyond anything
that can be construed as defense,

The weak point for Israel's position
in this Is that all the action, present
and potential, is located on Arab terri-
tory.

The Russian anti-aircraft missiles
operating from sites inside Egypt are
opeguting to keep Isracli planes from
penetrating into the interior of Egypt.
The Israeli planes which had been fly-
ing deep into Egypt had been flying

from erstwhile Egyptian territory on the
castern side of the Suez Canal,

Technically, then, the Egyptian
pos(ixre is one of self-defense, and even
the first target of any Egyptian move
forward, across the Canal, would be ter
ritory which still legally has to be classi-
fled as Egyptian.

Such legal niceties do not have much
persuasion inside Israell thinking, The
Israell analysis sees any Egyptian push
forward into renewed control of former
Egyptian territory as a threat to the
survival security of Israel itself,

This is the highly flammable situa-
tion which somehow, moment to
moment, is still keeping Itself from full
explosion. There s not just one fuse
burning, but many. The explosion can
come from the slightest kind of error
in judgment from any number of parties,
and what the world might see as an
error In judgment might even seem, to
the party making it its own ultimate
and unavoidable responsibility to itself,
Israel can plunge the world into chaos
wlu:almgelorwnm.Rmuszupl
can create the same disaster by letting
Russian equipment or personnel become
invoilved in some operation not strictly
defensive In character.

One thing that should be suggested is
that any news of an unsayory kind about
8 supposed reform, white knight ad-
ministration Hke mnl\gf Mayor Lindsay
in New York City Is certaln to create
more ofa sensation than something
much worse from Chicpgo, say, or
Newark.

So'let us concede, then, that the Lind-
say administration is pure of heart and
clean in intent,

That leaves us free to notice how
easily an administration thus noble In
purpose can slip into practices which,
in some more obviously wicked ad-
ministration, would be hailed instantly
as aign and proof of hanky-panky.

The other day the New York Times
reported, after weeks of investigation,
that the Lindsay administration had, In
the one year of 1960, pald over $706 mil-
lion for private consulting contracts,
which could legally be awarded without
the taking of bids. :

The Lindsay administration retorted,
apparently quite legitimately, that the
main portion of this expenditure was
for architectual and engineering con-
tracts, and that only $5.3 milllon was
spent on management consultants,

But there was, apparently, something
to talkk About In this reduced area. On
the day the first Times story appeared,
for Instance, one of the city's distingulsh-
ed unpaid officlals, who had been serv-
ing as director of the project manage-
ment staff of the city's Policy Planning
Council, resigned his city post. It de-
veloped that the firm of consult-
ants which he himself heads had re.
ceived $212,000 in clty management-con-
sultant contracts while he was serving
as director for the city agency.

The City Charter provides that ‘‘no
person serving the city without com-
pensation shall appear, elther directly
or indirectly on behalf of private in-
terests in matters involving the agency
which he serves or before any agency
of the city affeoting matters involving
the agency in which he serves.'

There Is no direct allegation of cor-
ruption or wrong influence or eyfn bad
value for the city, merely the unvelling
and description of conditions and prac-
tices which, in a corrupt city, would be
considered reprehensible, and which
should not, therefore, he permitted to
_appear even In the very finest Ivy
League reform administration.

Mr. Agnew’s Low Blows

Ordinarily, the emanations of Vice
President Agnew do not concern us. He
is sometimes right and sometimes wrong
in his opinions, but often even when he ¥
is right in terms of his views, he has his
facts all mixed up, Keeping track of his
wanderings from the truth would be a
full time occupation, mainly because ‘he
is a popular speaker on the chicken din-
ner circuit, and his volume s rather
large.

Lately, however, the Vice President
has begun to step up his attacks on in-
dividuals and perhaps the flavor of his
speeches should not escape those who
have not followed him closely, A good
example is this paragraph, delivered at
an Ohlo Republican dinner on June 20,
1870:

“It was Mr. Harriman as our ambas-
sador at Moscow who told the Polish
Committee of National Liberation that
the United Btates would not oppose Rus-
sian’ wishes on the Polish question —
which effectively doomed any chance
for the freedom of Poland, which of
course was why the war was begun. A
month after returning to the United
States from his wartime chore. in Mos-
cow, Mr, Harriman was the grateful
beneficiary of two fine thoroughbred
horses—compliments of J. V. Stalin."

WASHINGTON — After he
had been fired as Assisiant
Secretary of Commerce in a
confrontation with Presidential
policy chiet John Ehrlichman
at the White House June 10,
Kenneth Davis delivered some
chilling words that capsuled
what many people nre thinking
In Washington these days.

“I have no hard [feelings,
John,"” Davis told Ehrlichman.
“1 wish you luck. You're going
to need it. You're in trouble,
John - worse trouble than you
know -— and I'm worried about
the country more than I was
before I came down here.”

The outspoken Davis's words
had a double edge. On one level,
the Nixon administration' has
badly underestimated the depth
of protectionist sentiment both
in the business community and
Congress, The upshot is that
President Nixon is losing con-
trol of the legislative situation
on trade this year and next.

But beyond the severe prob-
lems of foreign trade, Davis's
waming carried deeper impli-
cations: The Nixon adminisira-
tion is In trouble because of a
chaotic decision-making appa-
ratus, The Davis affair Is
another plece of evidence that
Mr. Nixon is isolated from the
advice of his own appointees
while deciSion-making tukes an
erratic course, For that reason,
Davis's unhappy experience in
Washington is worth examining
in some detall,

Ken Davis, a 44-year-old boy
wonder at International Busi.
ness Machines (IBM), arrived
In Washington at the beginning
of the Nixon administration as
one of the brightest members
recruited for the subegbihet,
IBM's treasurer and chief fi-
nancial officer since age 37,
Davis approached his job as
the Commerce Department's
foreign trade specialist as a
moderate Republican and with
a general predilection for free
trade.

That changed as he immers-
ed himself in the subject — n
coming over other  erstwhile
freetraders such as Rep. Wil
bur D. Mills of Arkansas, chalr-
man of the House Ways and
Means Committee. Like Mills,
Davis became convinced
the international trade rules are
stacked against the U8, that
the * Japanesg are pursuing a
course of economic fm-
periallsm, and that vital U.S.

three bedroom, we just can't

find one'’. Did they have an

over abundance of children?
They hed two, a boy and a girl.
The argument that moderate
and low income housing increas-
o8 the burden on our school sys-
tem is not totally accurate, Af-
ter all, moat of the families
moving into these apartments

fact usually lower, than the

picking up criminals and dope
ra. -

Years ago it may have been
posaibile for working class
people to buy thelr own homes.
Today there is a definite short-
age of houses and mortgages.
Many more people, due to in-
creased taxes, are forced to
rent at prices well over their
weekly paycheck. It is for these
families that housing is needed.

In a letter I recelved from the
HUD offices of George Romney,
I was told that the government
is sponsoring low and moderate
income housing. ‘The govern-
ment sees the need, but it is up
to suburban towns to accept the
responsibility which they have
to families just starting out, or
those who are not as well off.
But property owners in Man-
chester refuse to listen to the
winds of change, They continuc
belleving they can isolate them.

Last year the cafeteria serv-
ed 44,084 pald student lunches
from September to April at 85
cents & lunch. In May and June,
the price was ralsed to 40 cents
a2 lunch and 9,952 student pald
lunches were served.

Mrs. Porter reported that if
the price had been 40 cents all
year, the program would have
realized an  additional §2,249
which would have met the
budget needs.

Also, Mrs, Porter stated that
plans are presently underway
for seeking price quotations on
all paper products for next
year.

Police Chlef James Reardon,
in & report made to Town Man-
ager Robert Welss, has answer-
ed the complaint registered by
Ward Krause at Tuesday night's
Board of Directors meeting.

Krause stated he was asgault-
ed several weeks ago In the ydrd
of his home, 87 Walnut St.,, by
a man whose wife had made
purchascs at a Main St. music
store formerly owned by
Krause. Krause sald that bills
sent to the customer were Ig-
nored, and finally Krause in-
formed him the alleged debt
would be turned over to the
Small Claims Court. (The al-
leged offender’s name will not
pppear in this story since it
was not mentioned Tuesday
night,)

Krause sald two officers re-
sponded to his call after the al-
leged assault; took him to the
police station, where he signed
an affidavit; and obtained a
warrant. Krause added the in-
correct given name of the al-
leged attacker — actually his
wife's — appeared on the affi-
davit and the warrant. Later, he
said, the warrant was ordered
withdrawn, and no further ac-
tion has resulted. This was the
crux of his complaint,

Reardon’s report confirms
that Patrolmen Gerald Calve
and Jack Ferguson accompan-
fed Krause to the pstation on
May 9; Lt. Edward Winzler or-
dered them to take an affidavit
prior to obtaining & warrant;
Calve signed the arreat applica~
tion; Assistant Proaecuting At-
torney Joseph Paradiso ap-
proved it; and a warrant, signed
by Judge Ell Cramer, was is’
sued on May 11,

That day, Reardon reported,
Detectives Joseph Brooks and
Leo Grover brought the alleged
assallant to the station, where
the discrepancy between his cor-
rect given name and that ap-
pearing on Krause's affidavit
and the warrant was discovered.

At that point, Peardon’'s re-
port continues, the officers con-
tacted Prosecuting Attorney Eu-
gene Kelly and infcrmed him of
the error. Kelly, Reardon sald,
ordered that the allcged offender
be released without being finger-
printed or photographed, and
asked to make a court appear-
ance on a given date, Kelly con-
firmed this in an ettached let-
ter. ;

Reardon reported the warrant
was withdrawn on May 18, and
his department has no knowl-
edge of what transpired between
Kelly and Atty, Arnold Klauy, the
defendant's counsel

Kelly's letter stated that Klau
claimed his cllent had been
falsely detained on & defective
warrant and requested Krause
be arrested for assaulting his
client. Kelly said a review of the
file convinced him the matter
was one of civil disagreement
between the parties. not one for
criminal prosecution

“I thereupon ogreed with
counsel for the alleged offend-
er,” Kelly stated in hia letter,
‘‘that if he would take no agtion
with respect to the defective
warrant and not filo a compiaint
against Mr. Krause, the court
would take no further action. At
this point, the mafter was out
of the hands of your (police)-de-
partment.'’ ;

The findings bolster Atomic
Energy Commission contentions
that underground testing . pro-
duces only harmless surface af-
tershocks beyond the immediate
blast sites.

_ Several AEC projects over the

past several months have been
met with flurries of protests
from cltizens' which
feared the explosions might set
off widespread tremors,

Numerous nuclear tests in the
Nevada desert have, so far, pro-
duced no major earthquakes,
the ARC reported earlier. An
underground explosion in the
tremor-prone Aleutians, off the
Alasks coast caused no major
disturbance,

Jordan, 26, a 280-pounder, six
footer.

Indeed he is an insomniac—
“‘ever since I was a kid."

And indeed he does work in a
Houston sleep-shop—‘‘where we
sell damed good beds, but even
they don't completely help me."”

Remember his name—Lester
Jordan—becausa he might wind
up in the annals of medicine as
one of the ploneer participants
in research that could provide
new aid to millions of insomnia
sufferers throughout the world.

The affliction is widespread,
and {t has broad ramifications:

—Insomnia besets at least one
out of three Americans at some
time during their lives, however
temporary it might be in many
cases, according to leading re-
soarchers, .

—Insomniacs account for a
major proportion of the $8500
million which Americans spend
each year on hypnotic, sedative
and tranquilizing drugs. legally
obtained only by prescription—
drugs that.are potentially peri-
lous if overused.

‘And this doesn't count the ad-
ditional millions of dollars spent
on over-the-counter, nonpre-
neription Items widely promoted
as sloep inducers.

—While insomniaca collactive-
ly consume tons of drugs, others
try methods ranging from ' in-
duced hypnosis and self-hypno-
sis to gymnastics or yoga exer-
cises,

Btill others employ mechani-
cal devices, Including ‘‘fluidix-
ed,” vibrating, or automati.
cally massaging beds; electrical
head-warmers and feet.warm-
ers; ‘‘anti.snoring’ devices for
their mates; and various kinds
of bedside soundmaking devices
designed to cancel out other
sounds.

A young woman in Falls
Church, Va., for example, re-
porta she can't get to aleep un-
leas she first uses her hair-
dryer. She benefits, she says,
from both its warmth and sooth-

Both

er's eyes—as though he were

a movie or television,

REM (for ‘“‘rapid-eye-

nwvements’') stage, plus the

period of deepest sleep, are con-

sidered the most important and
desirable stages.

Up to now, according to Kales
and some other sleep-research-
crs, the average doctor has
been too quick to prescribe
sleeping pilla for insomniaca in
general,

While barbiturate and even
nonbarbiturate drugs of the hyp-
notic class can quickly bring on
oblivion, Kales says they tend to
suppress the apparently impor-
tant REM sleep stages.

And when a patient seeks to
“kick' the sleeping pill habit—
or forgets to take his normal
dose—he may get violent "REM
rebounds'’'—a severs catch-up
type of dreaming characterized
by horrible nightmares,

The California psychiatrist
says his team has had promis-
ing, though still tentative, re-
sults in helping mdnumvym
sleep in {nsomniaca by using the
non-barbiturats hypnotic chloral
hydrate—a pill form of the so-
called “knock-out' drope used to
convert a shot of whiskey into a
""Mickey Finn,"” at least in the
movies.

But, he says, while the drug
puts people to sleep—and lets
them dream—its maximum ef-
fecliveness is limited to about a
week.

Another, posaibly more prom-
Ising, method involves use of el-
ther a relatively mild tranguili-
zor to allay amxiety, or a new
drug called flurazepam, the lat-
ter designed to help keep the pa-

But Kales streases that he and
his colleaguea are still looking
for ‘the - {deal pill—one that
would really work in putting
people to aleep: would assure
unaltered REM sleep; and have
minimal effectds on mood and
performance the next day.”

Can Be Perilous

LO8 ANGHLES (AP) — Do
those widely advertised over-
the-counter nonprescription
aleeping pills actually work?

Dr. Anthony Kales, director of
a UCLA sleep research facility,
says he and his colleagues have

found that, in general, patients
appear to take just as long get-
ting to sleep after taking such
compounds as they do when giv-
en only an Inert "‘placebo."

‘“We're not saying these
things do not work for mild in-
sominia—we just don’t know,"
Kales said.

“But the potential problem
with them is thia: If they don't
work, users are goilng to get
more agitated, or increase the
preacribed dosage—thinking
that such pills are completely
harmless no matter how many
you take, which is not true for
any kind of medicine.

“Thus, we fear there can be
side-effects in any such cases—

White House To Fight
Farmer Subsidy Ceiling

WASHINGTON (AP) The
Nixon administration has decid-
ed to tight a Senate-passed lmit
of $20,000 on government farm
payments by goilng all-out for a
$65,000 lid, says Rep. W. R, Po-
age, D-Tex.

Poage, chairman of the House
Agriculture Committee, says he
was told by Agriculture Secre-
tary Ciifford M. Hardin that ad-
ministration muscle would be
applied in support of higher re-
striction,

“The administration told me
yesterday and today that they
were- going to go all out for
$65,000 and I think they will,"
Poage sald Thursday night,

His comments followed
Wednesday's 53-44 Senate vote
for an Agriculture Department
appropriations bill rider lmit-
ing to $20,000 the amount of gov-
ernment farm payments an in-
dividual could collect per year,

There (8 mno limit under
present farm ‘programs, which
are due to expire this year. :

Critics have pointed to huge
peyments—some more than §1
million each—as evidence that
farm programs help big opera-
tors at the expense of small
farmers.

The House has twice In recent
years approved a $20,000 limit
only to have it upset in legisla-
tive conferences with the Ben-

surprise turnabout.

Poage, a staunch defender of
paying farmers for idling excess
acres, has acknowledged for
some time that some type of
payment limitation is inevitable
if new farm legisiation is to gain
approval in an urban-oriented
Congress,

The administration until re-
cently has been only lukewarm
on the subject. Last year Hardin
offered a plan for graduated
payment limits which would al-
low producers up to $110,000 for
each crop.

Then, the entire feature
will be repeated on Sunday at
1 p.m, on the "Your Communi-
ty' telocast, -
On last night's portion of the
program, local Director of
Health Robert Bowen gave a
brief outline of the lake nitua-
tion, noting that some beaches
have been closed - for  brief
periods earlier in the season,
idue to high contamination
levels, Dr. Bowen noteed that
the problem has allevinted
somewhat now, thanks to dryer
weather, but Is subjectto re-
currence at any time of there
should be heavy rains.

He clted the overcrowding of
houses in many lake areas, not-
ing that this leads to unsatis-
factory conditions for In-ground
sanitary’ disposal, thus leading
to pollution of the inke. Dr.
Bowen concluded his remarks
on the telecast by stating that
he feels most lnkes are probab-
ly taced with the same situa-

tion, and officlals of the towns

{nvolved are either unaware of
the problem, or choose to lg-
nore it, In other words, he aald,
Coventry's problem Is not
unique,

Democrats Have 113 Lead
After Canvass of Voters

For the first time In town
history, an up-to-date revised
list of registered voters shows

Democrats leading Republicans,
with a majority of 113. The fig-

ures were released this week
by the registrars of voters of-
fice at the conclusion of & town-
wide canvass, The house-to-
house canvass is required to be
held annually by state statute
to remove the names of de-
ceased persons or- those who
have moved from town.

Democrata dropped 488 voters
from the July 1 list, Republi-
cans 479, and unaffiliated 612,
The Democratic lead on that
day, the last of record, was 122,

Manchester's lists now total
21,544 voters—8,388 Democrats,
8,270 Republicans, and 4,881 un-
affillated.

Compared to this-time last
year, also following a townwide
canvass, Manchester has 228
more voters, The total then was
21,321, and Republicans led by
a5,

In the year interval, Demo-
crats gained 242 voters, and Re-
publicans gained 34. The um-
affiliated list decreased by B3,

The parties maintained leads
in the same voting districts in
which they held the majority
last year. Republicans -have
leads of 188 in the second, 9
in the third, 488 in the fourth,
and 80 in the sixth. Denmocrats
lead by 356 in the first, 98 in the
fifth, and 330 In the seventh.

Asn they did last year, Demo-
crats hold voter registration
leads in two of Manchester's
three Assembly Districts — As-
sembly District 18, composed of
Voting Districts 1 and 2, where
the lead is 218; and Assembly
District 20, composed of Vot-
ing Districts 8 and 7, where the

Republicans hold & 348 voter
registration lead, is composed
of Voting Districts 3, 4 and 5.

0.C.'s father told me that
when he first came to Manches-
ter as a young lad, a Mr.
Dimock owned what s now
Center Park, Thore was no
Linden S8t. then. The piece of
property was bounded on the
north by Center 8t., east by
Main B8t,, routh where Myrtle
St. is now and west by the line
that I8 now the back line of
the house lots on Linden S8t
There was nothing but grass,
brush and trees on the lot. Mr.

Dimock was eager to sell the

whole thing for nine hufidred
dollars cash, Perhaps that was
too high a price at that time.
More lkely, though, is that the
would-be buyers couldn’t raise
that kind of money then.

¥ The south end of it was known
to the kids in O.C.'s age as
Dimock's Hill and was used for
coasting in winter. There was a
bare flat spot as if the top of the
hill had been cut off, There was
a small base ball place big
enough for playing' ‘‘one-a-cat.”
0.C. cannot remember when the
soldlers’ monument was placed
but does remember well the
bullding of the Hall of Records
with the lock-up cells in the
basement,

Across the Center St. from It
was the old wooden town hall on
the site of the present Municipal
Bullding, Just west of that was
the trolley dispatcher's office
and In the-rear the large trolley
car bam.

From the center going north
the hill must have been length-
ened and reduced a lot in grade
by cutting down the top and
filling In the bottom. The cut at
the top left a five- or six-foot
bank on the west side where
Lincoln S8School now ia and =&
much higher hill on the east
where the post office now
etands. That hill was covered
with pine trees, some old and
large.

Every third of July night
someone managed to get into
the old Center Church and ring
the bell. To prevent that one
year, a Mr. Henderson was
hired to spend the night in the
church to act as watchman.
Imagine his state of mind when
the bell began to toll but he
couldn't find anyone at the rope.
Well it was possible, as the
church was constructed, then to
get on the roof of & rear porch.

From there to an ell roof and
the main roof was easy. From
there the low open belfry would
have been difficult for one per-
ron, but was not too much for
one very tall lad and one little
lightweight, It was then very
simple to attach one end of a
wire to the tongue 1nd throw the
coll to the ground. By the time
the climbers were back on the
ground the other end of the wire
was up In the woodr on the hill
across Main 8t. S8imple? Yeah.

Segregated Private Schools
To Lose Tax-Exempt Status

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Nixon administration has decid.
ed raclally segregated private
achools are not charitable insti.
tutions and, in a move that
could jeopardize their survival,
sald it will revoke their tax-ex-
empl status;

In a policy ruling drafted aft-
er a year of internal debate and
announced at a hastily called
news conference Friday, the In.
ternal Reyenue Service sald
about 10,000 private schools—
from kindergarten to college—
must demonstrate a nondiseri-
minatory admissions pollcy by
public statement or an integrat-
ed student body.

The ruling will no longer al-
low  contributors to a school to
write off their donations as
charitable and therefore tax de-
ductible, And freedom of the
schools from local real estate
and property taxes will end,
though not many schools will be
affected because few have any
taxable {ncome,
