WASHINGTON (AP) — The
Justice Department has dis-
closed its main witness in a con-
spiracy case involying $43 mil-
lion in stocks and securities sto-
len from the U.S. mails was
found shot to death just two
days after a grand jury re-
turned a sealed indictment in a
secrel seasion.

The Miaml slaying of John B.
Eaton was the second shooting
of a key suspect in mail thefts
from New York's crime-ridden
Kennedy Alrport in little more
than a month,

Baton's body was found in &
fleld near Miaml International
Alrport June 27, just a month
and a day after another man
charged in a stock theft from
the mails was found stuffed in
an abandoned car at Kennedy
Airport,

The Federal indictment in Mi-
ami gharged the remaining 10
men with conspiracy to dispose
of the $48 million in securities
stolen from reglstered mall at
Kennedy Airport being sent be-

wtween brokers and banks from
1067 through 1969,

Eaton, charged In a stock
theft last year, was found slain
in a field weat of the Miaml air-
port only two days after the
stock conspiracy charges were
returned by a grand jury that
kopt the indictment sealed until
Monday.

A federal attorney in Miami
has named gnother man
charged in a case involving al-
legedly forged U.S. savings
bonds as a prime suspect in BEa-
ton's death.

Joel J, Rostau, 34 Los An-
geles, who had been charged
with interatate theft of securi-
ties from the mail at Kennedy,

was found shot to death May 26
in a parked car at that airport.

The car had been rented In
Boston and’driven to New York
at least 12 days before the Cali-
fornia man's body was found.
The slaying was similar to the
fatal shooting of a.suspect in an-
other mall fraud case who was
found in an- abandoned rentil

car at LaGuardia Alrport in.

New York several months ear-
ller.

Asst, U, 8, Atty, Neal Sonnett
in Miaml described Eaton ps a
key government informant in
the stock conspiracy case,

‘“He had been named n co-de-
fendant in the case for his own
protection, Sonnett said.

The 14-count indictment re-
turned by a federal grand jury
in Miami June 25 naméd as oth-
er defendants besides Eaton:

Cardilio, both of Revere, Mass. ;
J. Samuel Garrison of Holly-
wood, Fla.; Frank and Cosmos
Cangiano, two Miami brothers,
and Charles Procaccl, Louis P,
Mastriana, Edwin Flaum, Saul
Davidow, and Maurice S, Steen,
all of Miami.

Sonnett said two of these de-
fendants, Steen and Davidow,
were also indicted in a U.8. say-

Roberts told Ossie Brown,
Mitchell's civilian lawyer, last
Friday that he would congider
the petition today.

But Roberts may decide to de-
lay his ruling until a three-judge
federal court in Atlanta rules on
constitutional issues raised by
another My Lal defendant, Sgt.
Elsequie]l Torres. That court is
scheduled to consider Torres
case Wednesday, Brown said.

A third petition for an injunc-
tion against a trial was filed
Monday in Atlanta by Army

A preliminary hearing In
Mitchell's court-martial, which
was scheduled to begin Wednes-
day, was postponed Monday un-

Mitchell is charged with two
counts of assault with intent to
murder in a March 16, 1968, at-
tack by American troops on the
South Vietnamese hamlet

known as My Lal 4. He has de-
nied the charges.

The number of civilians killed
in the attack bas been reported

One charge accuses Mitchell
of shooting at about 30 civillans
with an M16 rifle. The second
alleges he shot at an B-year-hoy.

If convicted, Mitchell could be
sentenced to 40 years at hard la-
bor, ‘& dishonorable dlscharge
and forfelture of all pay and al-
lowances.

Five persons have been or-
dered to trial so far in connec-
tion with My Lai,

Seven other Army men have
been charged in the My Lal
case, but they have not yet been
ordered court-martialed.

Mitchell's lawyers challenged
the Army’s right to try him.

Two of the 14 arguments clted
by Mitchell's lawyers are identi-
cal to ones used by Torres in
winning a temporary restrain-
ing order from an Atlanta feder-
al court June 28,

One, is the. “command influ-
ence” argument. The U.8. Su-
preme Court has reversed con-
victions where It was proved
that someone in the chain of
command above the officer who

convenes the court-martial “in-—

fluenced him to do so,
Mitchell's lawyers guoted
President Nixon ns giving thla

answer Dec. 8 to a news confer-
ence question on My Lal: ""What
appears was certainly a massa-
ore and under no clrecumsitances
was It justified.””

This made it impossible for
the commander in chief's subor-
dinates to give Mitchell a fair
trial, his attorneys say.

The second argument {s that
the Fifth Amendment guaran-
tees the right to be Indicted by a
grand jury before being tried
for a 'capital or other infamous
erime’ except in military cases
"“in time of war or public dan-
ger.”

SAIGON—The South Vietnam-
ese government, with assistance

South Vietnamese officlals
sald that the releases had noth-
ing to do with the controversy
stirred last week when it was
disclosed that the old French-
built “tiger cages' on the fs-
land were still being used as
maximum security cells,

The prisoners now being re-
lensed are “'low-level Commu-
nist eriminals who have cither
completed thelr sentences or
who are being granted time off
for good behavior or for other
reasons,'’ an official sald.

The official sald that the re-
leases had been long planned
and had no connectlon with an
announced government Investi-
gation of the penal island.

“You may have a list of the
prisoners If you wish,' an In-
terior ministry spokesman sald.

Power in Nationwide Strike

EDITOR'S NOTE—It was sup-
posed to have been successful
once before, so some modern
women are adopting an ancieht
ploy: A general strike to force
concessions from the male po-
pulace. The strikg is set for
Aug. 26, and in the following,

“"We're advising women to do
their own thing to confront the

In her role as a modern Lysis-

and, if appropriate, stop making

“It's really a confrontation,”
she sald. "The ‘strike’ part is
just gymbolic.”

The August dale was chosen
to coincide with the B50th anni-
versary sof the day the 10th
Amendnient—giving women the
yote—was ratified. In 1820, the
occagion was celebrated with

one last suffrage march down

Parts of Mountain Resort City

PHNOM PENH, Cam-
bodia (AP) — Cambodian
infantrymen fought their
way up the jungled slopes
of Mt. Kiri Rom Monday
afternoon and recaptured
key parts of the resort ayea
50 miles west of Phnom
Penh, a military spokes-
man reported today.

Fighting continued on the
mountain today, and the Cam-
bodian command reported an.
other force of about 1,000 Viet.
Cong and North Vietnamese
smashed into a battalion head-
quarters 25 miles south of Kirl
Rom. The spokesman sald the
attackers inflicted heavy cas-
ualties on the government force
at the village of 8rak Neak, then
withdrew, carrying their dead
and wounded with them.

The current Communist objec-
tive in Cambodia appears to be
to shatter government units and
inflict casualties to damage the’
morale of the Cambodlan
forces,

The heavy fighting west and
southwest of Phnom Penh once
again imperiled Highway 4, the
capital's only link with the deep
water port of Kompong S8om and
the country's only oll refinery,
the military spokesman sald.

Kiri Rom {s 10 miles north of
the highway, The military
spokesman sald the rellef force
of Cambodian mercenaries re-
cruited and trained by the U.S.
Special Forces In South Viet-
nam's Mekong Delta had retak-
en the main hotel and other po-
sitions, But he sald the latest
word today was that fighting
was continuing.

The 300-man government gar-
rison stationed atop the 2,000
fool mountain was overrun ear-
ly Saturday with heavy casual-
ties. There has been no official
report of total casualties in the
fighting, but the government
claims enemy losses are high,
partly due to bombing and straf-
ing by the Cambodian alr
force's T28 fighter-bombers and
South Vietnamese ACA7 gun-
ships,

The military spokesman also
reported more harassment of
Government forces at Kompong
Thom, 80 miles north of Phnom
Penh, He sald heavy reinforce-
ment of government troopa

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" Celler Resists Whlte House
In Stall of Anti-Crime Bill

WASHINGTON (AP)_
Emanuel Celler is 82 and his
step is slow but the administra-
tion is finding him a tough nut
to crack In ita effort to move a

administration officiala have re-
peatedly accused Celler, chatr-
man ‘of the Judiciary commlt-
tee, of delaying action on the
Senate-passed bill,

Republican ocongressional
leaders and forces outside Con-
gress also have tried to bring
public preasure on Celler to act.

“I don't give a tinker's damn
about the pressure,” said Celler
as he walked slowly toward the
House, where he has served
since 1928, ‘“That bill s as full
of holes as Swiss cheese. We'll
bring out a bill, but when we do
it will be a good one."

The bill.is officially designat-
ed the Organized Crime Control
Act of 1069, bhut it is better
known as 8.30, its number in the
Senate which passed It 73 to 1 on
Jan. 28,

It is really elght bills rolled
into one, a massive legislative
package aimed primarily at or.
ganized crime but containing
many provisions 'that would
make significant changes in es-
tablished legal procedures.

The bill provides extra sen-
tences of up to 30 years In pris-
on for habitual and professional
criminals and for leaders of or-
ganized crime. It also would
make large scale lllicit gam-
bling enterprises, and the brib-
ing of local officials in connec-
tion ‘with illegal gumbling, fed-
eral crimes.

One of its most disputed pro-
vislons would empower special
grand jpﬂu to fille public re-
ports con misconduct of
public officials even without suf-
ficlent evidence to warrant an
indictment.

Other sections of the bill deal
with witness Immunity, grand
jury proceedings, and the prgs-
entation of evidence and testi-
mony.

It is some of the pmpo“d
changea that have attractsd
crtiiciam of 8.30 within the lo‘tl
profession, and on - which Cgll-
er's opposition is based.

State Court Overturns
MVD Case Jury Verdict

"HARTFORD, Conn. (AP) —
A jury might have decided Pe-
ter J. Cataudella made false
entries in state Motor Vehicles
Department records, but the

jury was wrong in convicting
him for “altering' stats docu-
ments, the State SBupreme Court
said Monday.

The court overturned the
three-year-old conviction of the
state employe, pointing out that
Connecticut law makes a ‘‘sharp
distinction between the making
of false entries in a document
and an alteration of existing
language."

The evidence of the case was
not strong enough to convict the
Middletown man of altering any-
thing, and he was not charged
with making false entries, the
court sald. He is the second
man arrested In a 1066 probe
of Motor Vehicle Department ir-
regularities to win reveral of a
court conviction.

Cautadells was a central fig-
ure in a state court probe of
alleged influence-peddling in the
return of suspended drivers’ U
censes, He was the only state
employe In the case which arose
in 1066,

Four other persons were
charged with perjury, but two
were never prosecuted.

Former 8tate Sen, Jacob Fiah-
man, who died last year, plead-
ed gulity. The perjury conviction
of Harry Saidel of New Haven
was overturned in a State Su.
preme Court ruung earlier this
year,

The charge against Cataudella,
52, of Middletown, was altering
public records in a period of
eight months in 1064-85, He was
charged with six counts, con.
victed by a jury on four counts
and received a sentence of one
to six yenrs, He posted a
$32,000 appeal bond awaiting the
decision announced Monday.

The B8State Bupreme Court's

cluded from the evidence in the
case that Cataudella “did make
false entries which resulted in
restoration of licenses veatrary
to statute,” he did not in fact
alter any state records,

‘The court's ruling pointed out
that there is a state law which
provides punishment for any of-
ficer or agent of a public com-
munity—such as the state—who
“makes upon its books any false
entry."” But qle court pointed
out that Cataudelln was not
specifically charged with making
faise entries. .

Pickett Raps Courts

Yesterday's Rockville Rotary
Club luncheon provided a recep-
tive, Interested audience for Re-
publican 8econd Congressional
District candidate Robert
Steele's talk on his experiences
in 8South Vietnam and Cambo-
din.

Bteele returned home Friday
moming, and has embarked
upon a full schedule of appear-
ances telling of his experiences
during’ the 12-day fact-finding
tour and giving his outline of
suggestions for reaching a
peace settlement,

These suggestions include the
recognition of the Viet Cong on
a proportiondte basis to the
number of hamlets they control.

He calls for a free eclection,
withdrawal of all allled and
North Vietnamese troops and
the = establishment of a provis-
fonal goverment whose main re-
sponsibility would be to set up
the ground rules for a free na-
tional election to be carried out
under the watchful eyes of nn
international body.

The Rotorians asked ques-
tions which ranged from the
governmental credibility gap to
economic gltuations,

Seymour Lavitt of Vernon
asked whether the govern-
mental credibility gap has been
closed, to which Steele admitted
bhe was ‘‘mot completely happy
about the way the Cambodin
situation was handled.”

“I feel the declsion to enter

Cambodia was right,” Steele ex-
plained, “but It was not handled
the best way to close the com-
munication gap.'

Another Rotarian asked about
reports that South Vietnamese
businesamen were diverting
their currency into Swiss banksa

Steele said they were, al-
though they first converted™
their plastas into dollars then
deposited them in Swiss bank
accounts.

‘“There is tremendous corrup-
tion there, and a massive need
for devaluation of their cur-
rency,"” Steele sald. ‘“We've
held $120 billlon in our hands
over there; it's Impossible to
think they won't take it.'"" He
added that the Vigtnamése
think "we are extremecly waste-
ful,”

Asked by Vernon's Demo-
cratic Town Chalrman Abner
Brooks about the reanction of

“South Vietnam to proposals for

a peace settlement which would
recognize the Viet Cong, Steele
cited a recent statement made
by Vice President Ky.

Ky has stated the South Viet-
namese would permit the func-
tioning of & Communlst presi-
dent if he were freely elected,
Steele stated,

A peace settlement can only
be reached through negotia-
tions, and negotiations mean
compromise, Steele explained.
""We will have to recognize and
to be willing to give something
up through a free election,' he
sald.

Asked how long a freely elect-

ed government could be main.
tained In Vietnam, Steele gave
it a "50 per cent chance that it
could continue Indefinitely. ..
but it has to be tried.”
Plckett On Courts

Steele’'s Democratic conven-
tion endorsed candidate, John
Pickett of Middletown, issued a
statement yesterday, calling for
court reform to stem tide
of Increasing crime rates.

He tabbed "court congestion
and Inexperienced court per-
sonnel (including judges and
prosecutors) as a8 major cause

. of the rising crime rate in the

United States '

“Until this nation’s court sys-
tems are improved consgider-
ably, we will continue to experi-
ence a rising crime rate, par-
ticularly in crimes of violence."

An attorney and chairman of
the State Senate Judiciary Com-
mittee, Plckett promised to
introduce and - push federal
legislation based largely on his
experience gained in the state
leg ture if he is elected to
Congress. .

““While we in Connecticut are
fortunate to have a court sys
tent of comparative excellence,
this is not the case in most
other ‘areas,” Pickett stated.

WASHINGTON (AP) —
George Romney, secrelary of
housing and urban development,
sald yesterday he fully expects
to reach by next year an annual
goal of producing 600,000 feder-
ally assisted low income hous-
ing units,

Romney said that as of June
26, more than 200,000 low in-
come units had been started or
almost half the 425,000 which is
HUD's goal for this year.

If Romney's projections are
fulfilled it would mean that aft-
er o rocky start the government
would be well on its way to pro-
viding the six milllon low in-
come housing units that are es-
timsated to be needed by 1978,

This goal is contemplated in
housing legisiation approved by
Congresa in_ 1068, were
slow to come however, and t
year there were only 159,000 1
income housing starts.

Testitying befors the housing
subcommittee of the Senate
Banking and Currency Commit-
tee, Romney said the real prob-
lem in housing was in the con-
ventional area, not in providing
for low income families.

Romney said that an estimat-
ed 20 millon unsubsidized units
will be needed by 1078, But he
added the country's current eco-
nomic problems are making a
shambles of any hopes to meet
this need.

Romney testifi as the sub-
committee began tWo weeks of
hearings on 18 legislative pro-
posals in the housing field, in-
cluding the administration's om-
nibus bill,

Romney sald that the first
goil of the administration’'s bill

is to bring together all the var-
fous agencies, groupa and indi.
viduals involved in housing and
get them to cooperate in volume
production.

““At present, the number and
complexity of our existing statu.

and too much freedom, can be
frustrating for a child,

As one teacher sald, she had
no trouble getting the children
to respect her, because her
ruthority is rational and can be
understood by the children as
being in the best Interests of
the group. An irrational author-
ity, she 1implied, would only
cause rebellion, frustpation, and
ultimeately o complete break-
down of order,

Those who place the best in-
terests of the individual over
the best interests of the group
add other considerations to their
argument. These teachers say
the only route to happiness and
aself-nwareness s freedom.

. « « . authoFity may
breed conformity.

These teachers maintain that
training a child to be polite and
nice, to share, even when he
doean’'t want to be that way,
causes a tremendous struggle
resulting in unnaturalness and
unhappiness and steering  the
child away from self-examina-
tion and self-awareness. The
child, they say, becomes 8 mod-
el of what society wants him to
be and never finds his real self.

The free child, they say, |is
the creative, iconoclastic, per-
ceptively aware, sensitive rnd
happy child, while authority
breeds what they call the '‘un-
free’ child; uncreative, con-
formist, dull, repressed and
frustrated. N

The advocates of freedom in
child development also tend to
agree that a child is naturally
good and thus does not have to
be trained to be good.

Other teachera and child de-
velopment specialista argue
that, even if a child is naturally
good, he comes into a world
filled with diverse (nfluence,
both good and bad, It is for this
reason that authority and direc-
tion are needed.

These teachers also maintain
that when they restrain chil.
dren, it is not to mold them but
to teach them to express their
aggressive tendencies In social-
ly acceptable ways,

Those who take this middle-
of-the-road view include child
development authority Ruth
Strang, who speaks of ''trans-
mitting parents' values'  and
reinforcing good behavior.

Miss Strang says, '“To a child,
what is disapproved, blamed or
punished, ia wrong; what is ap-
proved, pralsed, or rewarded s
right. The more consistently the
persons in his environment re-
spond to him, the more easily
he will learn to conform to so-
cial standards."

Obviously, Miss Strang feels
the child needs direction in ob-
taining the right behavior, But
more liberal child development
commentators like Neill would
undoubtedly curl back in horror
at the phrase ‘‘conform to 2o-
cial standards.’” For Nelll
claims that any authority over
e child, or anyone in society,
{a "fasclam in toto.”

What Welill fears is what he
thinks he sees around him, hu-
man beings that have been
molded and thus never found
themselves rather than free,
self-aware, self-directed indivi-
duals.

Local nursery school teachers
who advocate freedom would
probably share Nelll's fear and
agree with his description of
what happens to a child who

hag Hved under too much autho-
rity.

““He Is a molded, conditioned,
digeiplined repressed child,””
Neill says. ""He lives In every
corner of the world, He lives In
our town just across the street.
He sits at a dull desk in school;
and Iater, he sits at a duller
desk in an office or on a factory
bench,

.+« a molded
conditioned child.

‘““"He is docile, prone to obey
authority, fearful of criticiam,
and almost fanatical in his de-
gire to be normal, conventional
and correct. He accepts what
he has been taught almost with-
out gquestion; and he hands
down all his complexes and
fears and frustrations to his
children."’

Most nursery schools in Man-
chester  emphasized  neither
freedom nor authority to ex-
treme, There were none run
elther Ilike free-for-alls or
prisons.

There wers, however, two
schools which stood apart from
the rest in that one.emphasized
authoritarian and the other
non-authoritarian principles to
a greater extent than other lo.
cal schools. These two schools
and a third, more typical,
middle-of-the.road, or balanc.
ing mschool, will be the subjects
of the three concluding articles
in this four-part series.

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Only The Weapons Change?
This month—the first bomb ever built
was exploded successfully in New
Mexico on July 18, 1846—the nuclear age
is 25 years old.

For this 25 years, most men have been
living in possession of the theoretical
Imowledge that civilization now possess-
€5 the technical power to destroy itself,
in physical, chemical terms, '

For same people there have been some
moments in which this theoretical know-
ledge has seemed real knowledge—real
enough to frighten and concern us,

But one thing is certain. That is that
we human beings have not done, have
not even really begun to do, the things
we would recognize as sheer necessity
if we really were capable of taking the
nuclear age seriously.

'We would, if we took the bomb serious-
ly, have had it under some kind of con-
trol long before this,

We would, if we took the bomb serious-
ly, have got ourselves, by this #me,
some kind of world government capable
of preventing war in which the bomb
might be used.

In reality, the world is In anarchy so
far as control of the bomb s concern-
ed,

It 1s In the jungle, so far as real law
against war Is concerned.

From this state of affairs, one cen-
tral deduction has to be made

The bomb has not frightensd us
enough to make us change our ways.

Perhaps we have cried wolf to our-
aelves so many tmes we no longer pay
much attention to ourselves,

Perhaps we find the problem of safe-
Ly too difficult to solve, and so turn to-
ward trying to deal “with the amaller
things of life, where we have some
chance.

Or perhaps we have some blind faith
in the luck and destiny of man—some
unconguerable instinct which tells us
that man is going to make out all right,
atomic bomb or no.

Whatever the explanation, the fact is
that we do not move.

There {8 no greater guarantee against
the use of nuclear weapons than there
was 26 years ago. '

There is no more workable law against
war than there was 25 years ago.

It does not look, then, as If the bomb
which can destroy us Is golng to prove
to be the bomb that saves us, It has
made little more Iimpression on the
actual conduct of human affairs than
did gunpowder in its day, or the tank,
or the diver bomber. The weapons

change; human nature doesn't seem to.
Is that the end of the story?

Is there to be no voice which can
awaken men to such a positive vision
af life they themselves might be able
to shake off their fated numbness and
act as if they could be capable of free
decisions? 1

Is there to be no creed which can
persuade men- into such reverence for
iife they would really shun, instead of
meeking, the taking of it?

Is this the story of civilization, that
man has thought and dreamed his way
through thede few thousand years mere-
ly to become the vietim of his own
stupldity?

Most of us have always belleved dif-
ferently. But it would be reassuring, in
the 25th year of the atomic age, to have
some positive evidence at hand.

Giver To Indian
One day after Presidont Nixon had
delivered his plea for some kind of tardy
Justice for the American Indian, s SBenate

(T8 &
Interior Bubcommittee got down to one
specific case.

It was conducting a hearing on the
proposal that the government give back
to the Taos Pueblo Indians of New Mex-
ico, free and clear to do as they please
with  1t, including doing absolutely
nothing to use or improve its resources,
& 48,000-acre tract of land including Blue
Lake, sacred in the Taos Pueblo re-
ligion.

This was one of the specitic things
President Nixon had recommended the
day befors,

What the hearing demonstrated was
that there is a universal will to do some-
thing for the Indian, and a willingness
to give the Indian anything that belongs

" to him, providing the process doesn’t in-

volve taking something away from the
white man and his existing use of the
country.

In the case of Blue Lake, the battle
for white retention of what we have tak-
en from the Indians had the most
creditable type of leadership. It is the
United States Forest Service which
doesn't want to have i{ts own manage-
ment of the territory lapse back toward
the Indians who might just worship the
treea there instend of manage them.

Our national sense of gullt over our

treatment of the Indians seems to be
on a continual increase, We talk much

more sbout it, and we keep searching
for new ways to show Uiat we are be-
coming more clvilized than our grand-
fathers and great grandfathers who
merely found the Indien an obstacle to
thelr own natural destiny to manage this
fair land.

But we have not yet evolved, in our
penitence, to the point where we are will-
Ing to surrender our own right to judge
what is best for the Indian and for his
Iand and let him decide for himself what
his values and practices are to be,

He can have anything he wants, the
American Indlan, so long as we don't

happen to be using it, or have better
ideas for it than he is likely to, and so

long as it doemn't interfere with any of
the rights and privilegea.of those inno-
cent present day Americans who, of
course, had absolutely nothing to do
with the Indian policles of yesteryear.

We talk better than this, and we In-
tend better than this, but our actual ac-
tion has a way of settling down into the
sometimes lmited sphere such con-
siderationa leave open,

The term *“Indian giver” has, , in

reality, always meant giver to the
Indian,

For several years the prominent fea-
ture of their campaign has been the slo-
gan, “Winston tastes good like a cigaret
ahould,"” which although It means noth-
ing more than *Winstons taste good"
has the virtue, for advertising purposes
of rhyming and fitting into a jingle.

This political turnaround
comes at a4 most critical time.

At Interstate Highway Plans

By WILLIAM OOR

(.'.‘“ Reporter)
Members of the Cham-
ber of Commerce parking
and traffic committee and
Town Manager Robert B.
Weiss this morning got a
wide-ranging but general-
ized look at plans for inter-
state highway construc-
tion in the Manchester

All interstate area projects
have equal priority and all are
currently under design. But
some may be delayed longer
than others because of ‘“‘more
serious problems,” said the
State Department of Transporta-
tion official who made the pre-
sentation.

He was George Coch, assistant
director of design for the de-
partment’'s Bureau of Highways,
who was assisted by Andrew
Kennedy, a design engineer.

Basic Plan

The basic plan under review
showed the proposed widening
of the Wilbur Cross Highway
(now designuted I.84) and the
construction which will relate to
i, Including the connector west
of Laurel Lake to the section of
I-84 currently under construc-
tion through Manchester. It also
showed the proposed route of
1-88, which will cross the Put-
nam Bridge at Glastonbury and
run northeasterly through Bast
Hartford, joining the existing
Wilbur Cross (which becomes
I-88 to the Massachusetts line)
also west of Laurel Lake.

Related plans looked at in-
cluded the relocated Tolland
Tpke.—Oakliand 8t, intersection,
and the I-201 connector, which
is proposed to run easterly from
the Bissell Bridge {in South
Windsor and join I-88 (the Wil
bur Croas) in the vicinity of the

Windsor Bt intersection with
Tolland Tpke,
Widen Silver Lane

The . plan also shows Silver
Lane widened to four lanes,

The basic plan for the widen-
ing of the Wilbur Cross calls for
five lanes In each direction as
far as the Vernon Circle, nar-

to four lanes each way
to Mile Hill Rd. in Rockville,
then becoming three lanes east
to the state line, Coch said.

He naid the entire section is
now under design contract. In
answer to questioning, he declin-
ed to speculate on completion,
beyond stating that the deadline
for all projects now authorizel
under federal funds already al-
located is June 30, 1974,

“The whole program is mov-
ing ahead,” he sald, ‘‘though
not as fast as we'd like."

Many new regulations govern-
ing federal highway programs,
imposed under the current ad-
ministration, have proven to be
a ‘serious roadblock,"” Coch
sald, "“though the funds are still
there."

Along with the Wilbur Cross
widening, wmany interchanges
have been redesigned, and will
provide much safer and higher
traffic capabilities, Coch point.

3. Thorough investigation of
all acts of school vandalism In-
cluding continued cooperation
with law enforcement agencies
designed to investigate such
acls,

4. Appreciation for the coop-
enation of all citizens in assist-
Ing it to protect public school
bulldings from sects of vandal-
lsm and-or mischlef, and a re-
quest that cltizens knowing
such acts or witnessing same,
report them immediately to the
school authorities or to the
Manchester Police Department.

The following specific recom-
mendations were made in the
proposed changes in the system
to determine a high school sen-
jor's rank in class: 1.

That a
new plan be implemented with
the Incoming sophomore class
and announced to them prior to
thelr entry in Manchester High
School. The new junfor and sen-
lor classes would not be affect-
ed by this chenge and would
complete thelr school career
under existing formula; 5. That
the plan be reviewed during
thorepring of the next schoo)
year,

As an example of the differ
ence between the present and
proposed systems, 2 grade of A
in an Honors course would re.
celve a value of 40 instead of
20; Level 1, 38 instead of 18:
Level 2, 32 instead of 18; Level
3, 28 instead of 16; non-level,
30 instead of 18; and Level 3x,
20 instead of 16.

The proposed change has a
threefold purpose, the high
school adminlstration said: To
reward the accomplishment of
students In more demanding
classes; to offer a more realistic
rating of work accomplished;
and to encourage every student
to work at his highest level of
potential  ability through re-
warding his Increased efforts.

H, Blalne Miller, vice princi-
pal, stated the present system
diseriminates against the col-
lege-bound gtudent. Guidance
counselors have been known, he
sald to advise students to take
Level 2 Instead of Level 1
courses because of the impor-
tance some -colleges place on
rank In class.

He admitted the rank-in.class
system is a device employed
Inrgely for the convenlence and
use-of colleges in determining
what applicants they will or
will not consider for admission.

The Independent study elec-
tive will permit a student to
study in an area of interest not
readily available in the regular
curriculum.

He must find a faculty spon-
gsor; draw up & course of study
which will define goals, profect
outcome, list materials and
sources; and prepare & sum-
mary of findings, outcomes,
learnings, and other results for
weekly meeting evaluations, He
may elect only one course a
semester,

Eleclives of a year, a semes-
tér, or a quarters will be per-
mitted, earning credit at the
rate of a half credit per semes-.
ter, Credits will count toward
graduation but may not replace
any regularly required courses,
Hlectives will be graded A
through F. A sponsoring teach-
er may accept up to three stu-
dents per semester.

Next year, the privilege of
leaving the high school building
will be extended to sophomores
and juniors having ntudy hall
assignments during the lunch
period. They will require signed
parental permission.

Untll now, seniors were the
only studenta accorded the privi-
lege, and underclassmen had to
report to a study hall. Principal
George Emmerling said the
change would affect a potential
of almost 400 students.

Holds Calm in Belfast

BELFAST, Northern Ireland
(AP) — The absence of violence
during Northern Ireland's huge
annual Protestant celebration
Monday was attributed today to
the massive turnout of police
and British troops and a plea
for restraint from Premier Jack
Lynch of the Irish Republlc.

A8 the bands and lodges of the
Protestant Orunge Order drifted
home early today, only one sig-
nificant incldent was reported.
An explosion started a fire In an
empty hotel in Belfast, and po-
lice said It was caused by an ar-
slonist's incendiary bomb. No
one wasa hurt,

More than 20,000 troops and
police lined the parade routes as
40,000 Orangemen  marched
through Belfast and another
60,000 trudged through 16 other
cities, all celebrating the defeat
in 1680 of James II's Roman
Catholic troops by William. of
Orange’'s Protestants at the Bat.
tle of the Boyne.

The annual parades, hated by
Northern Ireland's Cathollc mi-
nority as drum-beating asger-
tions of Protestant domination,
were widely expected to give
fresh impetus to violence which
has taken 14 lives in the past
three weeks. But the peace was
kept.,

‘It has been a very satisfacto-
ry day for the security forces,”
said Brig. Michael Bayley, dep-
uty chiet of staff of the Northern
Ireland army command.

Along with the lght security ,
eredit also was given to Lynch's
appeal lnst week for order.
Northern Ireland’ deputy pre-
mier, Brian Faulkner, praised
Lynch's speech and said the
calm which followed was & vic-
tory for common sense,

Tighten Station Rules

Petitions favoring amending
the zoning laws to control the es-
tablishment of new gasoline ser-
vice stations in town uare being
circulated by the Independent
Garage Owners® Association.

Distributed by the IGO's
zoning and legal committee, the
petitions are designed ‘‘to en-
courage the Planning and Zon-
ing Commission to take positive
action,"” according to Robert
Gorman, commitfes chairman,

Gorman said petition forms
have been distribnted to all 1GO
members, who will seek the sig-
natures of 5,000 residents and
present the vetitions to a future
meeting of the PZC,

There are 10 changes to the
zoning regulations belng rec-
ommendad as follows:

—The site must not be within
400 feet of any entrance to a
public park or plavground,
school, enllege, hospital, church
or public library. X

—Public sanitary sewer and
water facilities must be utilized.

—Adequate drainage must be
provided.

—Landscaping conforming to
the surrounding area,

—Adequate parking
tien.

—Minimum site requirements:
Minimum lot area of 32,000
square feet; minimum frontage
of 200 feet; minimum front yard
of 80 feot; minimum side yard
of 8 Ofeet; minimum rear yard
of 40 feet; maximum lot cover-
age of 25 per cent of the lot
Area.

—S8tockade-type fencing to be
utilized for all outside rubbish
and repair areas.

—Gasoline pumps shall be no
cloger than 26 feet to any prop-
erty line.

—No exit or entrance drive-
way shall be closer than 100
feet to a road Intersection.

—The site must not be within
one mile of an exisnng service
station.

The 1GO in recent months has
several times voiced growing
concern and opposition to the
proliferation of service stations,
during public hearings of the
PZC, as well as through the
Chamber of Commerce.

Currently there are 62 service
stations In Manchester, accord-
ing to the IGO.

The Colorado Supreme Court
refused without comment recon-
gideration of a 7-2 ruling on
June 22 that Rory B. Hithe, 18,
and Landon R, Willlams, 22,
should be returmed to Connecti-
cut.

In its original decision, the
high court affirmed Denver Dis.
trict Court rulings which per-
mitted extradition.

In the cases of both men, the
Supreme Court found that ‘‘none
of the actions of the district
court violated any constitution.
al rights of the petitioner, .,
nor did any of its rulings in.
volve reversible error.'

The men had objected to the
“coercive environment'' alleg-
edly created by armed police
officers at their scparate dis-
trict court hearings. They also
objected that no depositions
were taken from Gov. John A,
Love and certain Connecticut
officials,

The men were arrested here
late last year on extradition
warrants from  Connecicut,
where Hithe and Willlams were
wanted on charges of murder,
kidnaping, conspiracy to com-
mit both and binding (of the
victim) with intent to commit
a crime,

The charges stemmed from
the torture-slaying May 20, 1860,
of Black Panther Alex Rackley,
24, of New York City. Police
sald Rackley was slain because
party members thought he was
a police Informer,

The information became
avallable as controversy mount-
ed over whether the Sovieta had
stopped building nsw missile
sites recently, perhaps to en-
hance chances for argument on
nuclear arms limitation,

Romney: Housing Subsidies
Miss Target of Legislation

WASHINGTON (AP) — Hous-
ing Secretary George Romney
says the governmemt's home
owners subsidy program ls ald-
ing moderate-income families at
the expense of the poor—the
original target of the legislation.

In addition, “irrationalities
and Inequalities in present pro-

grams'* have encouraged oon-
struction of higher-priced, subsi-
dy homes in areas where lower-
cost ones would suffice” Rom-
ndy told the Senate Banking and
Currency Committee Monday,

‘“A sizable proportion of the
lower income group which Con-
gresa intendet! to be served by
the program—those In the
$3,500-85,000 rangs—eannot,
even with the maximum subsidy
authorized, carry the Dbasic
monthly payment required of
the subsidized family," he sald.

By contrast, Romney contin-
ued, “it provides excessive sub-
sidy to families in the upper end
of the income distribution
served by this program."

The program subsidizes all
but 1 per cent of interest pay-
ments but requires homeowners
to pay principal, maintenance,
utilities, and other home costs.

Romney advocated an amend-
ment that would pay a sizable
proportion of these nominterest

home costs for the lowest in-
come families,

“If the present subsidy formu-
la s not changed, the income
group able to avall itself of the
benefits of all programs will
continue to shift toward those
families with Incomes between
$6,000 and $9,000—the top of the
income range made eligible by
Congress,'' he sald,

Romney also wartts Congress
to substitute flexible cost cell-
ings for the uniform ones that
how apply for all subsidized
homes regardless of location.

“The consequences of high
limits is that builders and sell-
ers tend to gravitate to the stat-
ed limits in order to maximise
profits,”” he sald.

“Whenever $18,000 homes are
being produced for our subsi-
dized programs In an area
where adequate housing could
be bullt at $15,000 a unit, we are
using 17 per cent more of our
Iimited subsidy funds than Is
necessary to do the job,” Rom-
ney sald.

The median gross yearly in-
come of familles recelving the
home aubsidies is $5,685, accord-
ing to recent government statis-
ties,

The fast-growing program
anided 100 familles to
homes in 1968, 8,700 in 1969, and
an estimated 119,000 will be
helped thiy year,

At stake in the summer-long
talks will be three-year con-
tracts to replace the one that
expires Sept. 14,

Woodcock has listed four
main demands, which he sald
are equal in importance. Indus-
try sources indicated, however,
the major itemm may be the
UAW's demand to remove the
present cap on the cost of living
formula.

In 1987 bargaining, the UAW
ngreed to put a cap of a maxi-
mum increase of slght cents per
hour for each of two years In
the cost of living formulas which
is based on the consumer price
index. Before that, there was an
unlimited escalator in the con-
tracts,

Under the 1867 agreement,
however, the amount that would
have been in excess of the cap
will become available to work-
ers when the present contract
expires, It amounts to 26 cents
in hourly Increases.

The UAW's other three major
domands include a substantial
wage increase, the option of res
tring at a §500 monthly pension
after 30 years of service regard-
less of age, and changes in ben.
efits given workers when they
are lnid off,

The average wage of o UAW
member is $4.02 per hour not in-
cluding fringe benefits, accord-
ing to union officials, General
Motors claims it pays a $4.05
average wage plus fringe bene-
fits amounting to another $1.71
an hour.

The union contends that the 26
centa per hour hike is “‘old mon-
oy' its members should receive
automatically as part of the
“coat of lving'' increase nego-
tinted In the old contract and
should not be included In up-
coming bargaining,

However, the automakers
have indicated they will pay the
26-cent hike but as part of any
new settiement,

MOSCOW (AP) — The Bu-
preme Soviet unanimously
re-elected Alexel N, Kosygin
premier of the Soviet Union
today. He is to present his
cabinet nominations later in
the current session of the Bu-
preme Soviet, the BSoviet
Union's  parliament, but
there has been no indication
whether there will be any
changes,

Election of a government
s a ‘forninlity required be-
cause this Is the first session
of the new parliament elect-
ed last month. Communist
party chief Leonid I, Brezh-
nev nominated Kosygin at
@« joint session of the two
houses, and he was confirm-
ed by the usual show of
hands,

Kosygina 68, has been pre-
mier since Nikita Khrush-
chev was ousted in 1064, Be-
c¢ause he Is over 65, there
had been some speculation
he might choose this short
summer session of parlia-
ment to retire, but no one
was surprised when he con-
tinued in office.

Nikolai V. Podgorny was
also reconfirmed as chair-
man of the Presidium of the
Supreme Soviet, an office
equivalent to president or
chief of state.

Black Leader
Shot Dead

In Missouri

KANSAS CITY (AP) — Mis-
sourl state Rep. Leon M. Jor-
dan, & Democrat and one of the
most powerful Negro leaders in
Jackson County, was shot to
death early today.

Police said Jordan, 65, was
struck three times by shotgun
blasts, upparently as he was
about to enter his car shortly
after 1 a.m. Dr, Willlam Bryan,
coroner, sald Jordan was hit in
the stomach, the hip and knee
at such close range that wad-
ding from the shells was in the
wounds and on the car,

Witnesses told police that a
late-model car with three Negro
men, one armed with a shotgun,
sped from the area. Police Is-
sued a pickup order for tha car
and s occupants,

The shooting occurred just
outside the Green Duck Tavern,
which Jordan owned and operat-
ed, His wife and a family friend
had Jeft the bullding only a few
minutes shead of Jordan,

Jordan was elected to the
state legislature in 18684 and was
a candidate for a fourth term.
He had long been active in
Freedom Inc., the major Negro
political group in Jackson Coun-
ty and was president at the time
of his death.

A native of Kansas City, Jor-
dan attended Washburn Univer-
sity in Topeka, Kan., and was
graduated from  Wilberforce
(Ohio) University with a bache-
lor of sclence degree in com-
merce.

He later taught school and
then joined the Kansas City Po-
lice Department where he rose

Panther Party member accused

A doctor who examined the
body of Alex Rackley of New
York City testified under ques-
tioning by a defense attorney
that he was mistaken in two
items in his original report on
the clothing of the victim. Dr,
Charles W. Chace of Durham
said that contrary to his original
report as medical examiner
there was no blood on the vic-
tim’s safarl jacket and that he
was also '‘incorrect” when his
original report said there were
two bullet holes in the jacket.

Chace testified Tuesday, as
the trial of Lonnie McLucas of
New Haven opened, . that the
victim had been shot in the head
and chest and eithéer wound
could have been fatal. He also
sald there were burns and bruis-
¢s on the body and a coat hang-
er was rapped around Rackley's
neck.

The second day of testimony
got under way without any dem-
onstrations across the stireet
from the- courthouse. About 400
persons were on hand to pro-
test the trial Tuesday, but only
a few persons were on hand to-
day,

They stood beside signs de-

manding ‘‘Free Lonnie." Among
the small group was John
Froines, a defendant in last win-
ter's Chicago Seven conspiracy
trial.
