WASHINGTON (AP) — Sen.
Btrom Thurmond has accused
President Nixon of breaking
falth with the South on sthool
desagregation and following pol-
icles which could cost him the
White House in 1972,

The South Carolina Republi-
can, who helped Nixon on court
Southern delegutes and voters
in his campaign for the Presi-
dency, sald the White House
now is full of “liberal and ultra-
liberal advisers."

He gald they represent the
philosophy of the WNortheast,
which never supported Nixon,
and will not in the next election.

The White House refused to
comment on Thurmond's speech.

‘“If President Nixon is to be
succesaful in 1972, he must lis-
ten to the volce of the great ma-
jority,"” Thurmond declared in a
lonely Senate chamber Friday.
“He must take the pulse of
America's broad heartland., He
must keep faith with those who
put their trust in him.”

Parting political company
with the administration, Thur-
mond denounced the Internal
Revenue Service decision to
deny tax exemption to segregat-
ed private schools, and the as-
signment of & Justice Depart-
ment task force to oversee pub-
lic school desegregation.

Thurmond called that ‘‘the
proposed invasion by 100 carpet-
bagging Justice Department

lawyers for the purpose of as-
suring forced integration ..."

‘“This is the sort of program
which we ‘would expect to get
from a Democratic administra-
tion,” sald Thurmond, who once
was a Democrat, '

Thurmond sald Nixon had
pledged him support for the tax
exempt status of private
schools,

‘““This declsion breaks faith
with the people of the South'
Thurmond sald. “‘As recently as
Feb. 19, 1070, the President as-
sured me positively that he sup-
ported the continuance of the
tnx-exempt status of private
schools. The people of the South
were counting upon the Presi-
dent’s word."

“I am warning the Nixon ad-
ministration . .. that the people
of the South and the people of
the nation will not support such
unreasonable policies,” Thur-
mond said, "I remind the chief
executive that the presidency is
an elective office, and that what
the people give, the people also
can take away." c

In an interview later, Thur-
mond said, "I feel kindly to-
ward the Presldent and I want
to help him all T can.”

But, he said, ‘The interests of
South Carolina come first.”

He characterized himself as
“siill a friend of the President.”

U.S. Arms Aid to Cambodia
Goes Up $1 Million More

WASHINGTON (AP) — The
State Department, expressing
peasimism over a negotisted
gettlement in Paris, has dis-
closed Nixon administration ap-
proval of an additional §1 mil-
lon military aid for Cambodia.

President Nixon earlier an-
nounced that a $7.9 million al-
location to Cambodia had reduc-
ed the U.S. military assistance
program balance to zero.

But administration officials
discovered another $1 million in
the 1988-70 csifal budget, the de-
pariment said Friday, and or-
dered the funds given to Cambo-
dia.

On the Paris peace talks, U,
Alexls Johnson, undersecretary
of state, said chances for 8 ne-
gotiated settlement of the Viet-
nam conflict are dim.

He sald the enemy position
has greatly deteriorated in the
past year, but added, "I frankly
do not see any signs at the
present time of the other side
being willing to negotinte the
peace,"’

He made the statement in a
Volce of America interview.

The State Department also
squelched rumors Russia had
ventured & proposal to start a
new conference aimed at ending
the Indochina conflict,

Reports had circulated to this
effect in New Delhl during the
recent visit by Boviet Deputy
Foreign Minister Nikolal P, Fir-
yubin with Indian Prime Minis-
ter Indira Gandhi, Press Officer
Carl Bartch said the New Delhl
embassy found nothing o' sub-
stantiate the reports,

The State Department also
announced a new chief of mis-
ston for the U.8. aid program in
Saigon. John R. Mossler, 48, will
replace Donald G. MacDonald,
who returns to Washington to
assume control of Near East
and South Asia programs In the
Agency for International Devel-
opment.

run a greater risk of belng

Seven generals have been
killed to date in Vietnam. Three
perished when their helicoptera
or planes crashed after being
struck by enemy groundfire,
Two were killed when their heli-
copter crashed, Another was
plcked off by a Viet Cong snip-
eér. And an Alr Force general
died when the BS2 in which he
was riding collided with another
blg bomber during a Vietnam
miasion.

Veteran officers and military
historians, noting the high num-
ber of battlefleld deaths, cite
the ill-defined battle lines of the
guerrilla style conflict aa part of
the reason.

In World War I, World War II,

Horror Tales

Told of Viet
Prison Life

WABHINGTON (AP) — A
Quaker doctor says, political
prisoners in a S8outh Vietnam in-
terrogation center have related
stories of being tortured by
electrical ahocks to their 'ears,
nipples and genitalia.'

The South Vietnamese politi-
cal prisoners, both men and
women, nlso sald they were
hung upside down from rafters
for hours and were forced to
drink ‘‘noxious substances,' Dr,
Marjorie Nelson told a House
subcommittee Friday.,

She reported treating dozens
of prisoners who were soeverely
beaten by interrogators. She
also sald she saw evidence of
the electric torture in hysterical
reactions — chills, shaking and
fever that at first was dlagnosed
ns malariae—particularly among
women prisoners.

‘“These women had all been
tortured by electricity in the in.
terrogation center,' she sald,
“and lights coming on at night
triggered these hysterical reac-
ions."

Dr, Nelson sald she treatad
the victims In a South Vietnam
prison near the interrogation
center in Quang Ngai—about six
miles from the scene of the al-
leged My Lal massacre—while
serving with the American
Friends Service Commmittee Pro-
ject there between September
1068 and October 1969,

She testitied at House foreign

Kham Duc could be a jumping
off spot for thrusts into Laos if
that is what the Bouth Viet-
namese have In mind. The
camp was abandoned in May
1008 under heavy pressure by
troops of the North Vietnamese
Znd Division and was reooccu-
pled only during the past week
by allied forces without gny se-
rious resistance, )

BS2 bombers kept up their
heavy concentration of ralds on
both sides of the border and far-
ther south today in the region
where the borders of Laos,
South Vietnam and Cambodia
meet.

The U.8. Command reported
that the blg bombers flew two
missions today 11 and 12 mlles
southwest of Kham Duc and two
miles from the Laotian border,

The BS52s have been strik-
ing along the frontier over the
past week, and such raids fre-
quently are a tip-off for an in-
fantry asssuit, This was the
case when American forces en-
tered Cambodia May 1,

Gen. Willlam C, Westmore-
land, U.S. Army chief of staff,
sald earlier this week after a
tour of the war zone that the
Communist command had the
capabllity of launching a major
offensive in the northern quar-
ter of South Vietnam,

The U8, and South Viet-
namese operation centered In
jungle mountains 30 to 60 miles
south of Da Nang, South Viet-
nam's largest city, Some troops
advanced to within striking dls-

Stocks Rally
Reflects GNP
And Earnings

NEW YORK (AP) — The
stock market has fumped al-
most 65 points over the past
week and a half to hit & new re.
covery high.

The Dow Jones average of 30
industrial stocks leaped Friday
11.78 points, or 1.65 per cent, to
735.08. This was a new high lev-
el for the Dow wsince it hit & 7%
year low on May 26 when it
closed at 631.16.

It started rallying strongly on
July 8 from the 672 level.

“After 18 months of investor
disillusionment we're finally
seeing some investor enthu-
siasm over the possibility of an
economic recovery,” Robert
Johnson, an analyst with Paine,
Webber, Jackson & Curtis, sald.

Becond quarter corporate
earnings reports have so far
been much better than expected
and this has been a big boost to
the market, analysts sald.

Another impetus for the rally
came from the second quarter
Gross National Product report
which was issued Friday they
said.

It showed a slight increase in
real national output in the sec-
ond quartér from a year ago fol-
lowing two straight quarterly
declines.

Favorable news such as this
helped to dispel investor fears
that the recession would be a
really deep and serious one, oth-
er brokers sald,

Another factor pushing the
market upward has been the
buying of stock shares to re-
place those borrowed and sold
earlier, they said. S8hort position
reportd are due after the mar-
ket closes Monday, and there 1Is
anticipation of an increase In
short positions,

A higher short position is con-
sidered bullish because it repre-
sents more potentisl demand for
stock,

Analysts zlso sald there was
increased Institutional activity
in the market lately. They sald
this was encouraging even
though it still s not as strong as
it could be. They sald institu-
tions were primarily switching
thelr portfolios to blue chip and
quallty stocks that could be ens-
{ly converted to cash should the
market take a downward
plunge,

Volume for the weck was 49.756
million shares, down from last
week's turnover of 53,78 million
shares. The week's largest turn.
over was Friday's 13.87 million
shares. .

The Associated Press 80-stock
average rose 9.0 points to 243.6
during the week. BStandard &
Poor's B500-stock index average
gained 3.12 points at 77.69,

On the New York Stock Ex-
change advances led declines
1,248 to 350 with 148 lssues re.
maining unchanged, There were
27 new highs and 159 new lows.

The New York S8tock Ex-
change's index of some 1,200
common stocks rose 1.81 points
to 42.15.

Army Research
Spending Seen

On Way Down

STORRS, Conn, (AP) — Lt
Gen, Austin W. Betts, the
Army's research and develop-

don't see the development of the
helicopter In the near future.'

Betta sald development in this
area has a definite relationship
to unclogging congested city
traffic, but is "looking forward
to & rather bleak future.”

The general was in Storrs at
the windup of a two-week seml-
nar for military and clvilians
who research and produce new
systems and hardware for the
Army. The theme has been
increased quality control, rella-
bility and meaintenance.

Belts, a graduate of both the

U.S. Military Academy and Mas-

sachusetts Institute of Technol-
ogy, sald that “Inadequate en-
gineering' at initial planning
stages hnd been a ‘'key factor
in cost growth'" of certain mil-
tary projects.

Doctors Adyvise:
Halt “The Pill’
Before Surgery

LONDON (AP) — New evi-
dence linking the contraceptive
plll with blood clotting in wom-
en who have undergone opera-
tlons was reported today by two
Britigsh doctors.

Prof. Richard Doall, professor
of medicine at Radcliffe Infir-
mary, Oxford, and a colleague,
Dr, Martin Vessey, wrote In the
British
women taking oral contracep-
tives were three or four times
more lkely to suffer veln and
lung blood clots after surgery
than nonusers.

They sald thelr survey con-
firmed the results of previous
investigations showing the risk
was greatest for women taking
!:u.ln with a high estrogen con-

nt.

Doll and Vessey sald the chief
risk probably disappeared i a
woman stopped the pill a month
before her operation and that
half of all surgeons now advise
this compared with only 10 per
cent between 1964 and 1087,

But they added one surgeon
reported: “I started to advise
discontinuing the oral contra-
ceptives but two patients
promptly became pregnant. I
have now reversed my decision
—I fear the unwanted pregnan.
cy more than the pill."

They sald the survey had
shown 30 in every 1,000 women
taking the pill would develop
blood clotting after appendix op-
erations compared with only
elight in every 1,000 nonusers.,

Bonds Rally
After Decline

The municipal market ral'y
ended this week as prices
dropped for the first time in five
weeks, New municipals came at
levels of 5 to 10 basis points
higher than last week, and were
only moderately well recelved.

Georgia Fish
Found Tainted
With Mercury

ATLANTA (AP) — Amounts
of mercury considered unsafe
for himan consumption have
been found in several gpecles of
fish and shellfish taken from
Georgin's Brunswick and Sa-
vannah rivers by federal and
state investigators,

The discovery, made public
Friday, was followed by two
stale agency actions:

—The Georgla water Quality
Control Board, which took part
in the investigation, immediate-
ly called for Olim Corp. at Au-
gusta. and Allied Chemicals at
Brunswick to prepare a ‘“con-
ceplual plan for ending mercu-
ry seepage. 'The Industries,
Georgia's largest users of mer-
cury compounds, were given a
20-diny deadline.

—The Georgia Game and Fish
Commission ordered its agents
to patrol stretches of the rivers
to warn fishermen of the find-
inga.

Laboratory annalysis showed
that more than half of 64 fish
sumples taken from a 200-mile.
long section of the Savannah
River had more than .5 parts of
mercury per million, the maxi-
mum level that the federal Food
and Drug Administration re-
gards as safe for human con-
sumption, {

One largemouth bass had 2.66
parts per million.

Nine of the 59 Brunswick Riv-
er gpecimens had levels higher
than the FDA standard. One
crab had 1.42 parts per milllion;
another had .74,

Of Wallacé

BIRMINGHAM, Ala. (AP) —
Alabama Republicans are seek-
ing a stronger voice in state
government while shying away

Delegates to the Republican
State Convention, mindful of the
loases the party suffered in 1968
by running a candidate against
the 1late Lurleen Wallace,
showed no sentiment today in
favor of challenging Wallace in
the governor's race this year.

No one had even offered to
run  against the Democratic
nomines as the convention en.
tered its final day.

The Republican leaders con.
centrated instead on Congress
and ‘the legialature in the No-
vember election, hoping to pick
up one seat In the U.8, House in
addition to the three they now
occupy, and to capture as many
as 60 places In the legislature,

Robert French, a Fort Payne
attorney running for Heutenant
governor, was the only candi-
date likely to be nominated for
statewide office. ‘That was
largely a tactical maneuver
almed at preserving the GOP's
status as an officlally recog-
nized party in Alabama.

There are growing indications
that the party may abandon its
nominating convention in 1672
and have a primary election in-
stead, as the Democrats do. To
be ellbible for a primary at
state expense, the Republicans
must poll at least 20 per cent of
the votes in this year's general
election.

That would be Impossible
without at least one candidate
for statewide office.

Party leaders who argued
against challenging Wallace for
governor were mindful of the
outcome in 1968 when James D,
Martin, now the GOP national
committeeman, ran unsuccess-
fully against Mra, Wallace,

That sent Wallace campalgn-
ing across the state in his wife's
behalf, generating a straight-
ticket vote for the Democrats,
and the GOP lost two seats in
Congress and some other local
offices,

Fees Overruled
In Michigan
Public Schools

LANSING, Mich. (AP) — The
Michigan Supreme Court has
ruled that the 1983 state consti-
tution bars public schools from
charging students for any text-
books, specinl courses such as
band or shop and athletic pro-
grams.

The constitutional reference
to “free public elementary and
secondary schools,’”” the court
sald Friday, ‘“‘clearly means
without cost or charge and must
have been so commonly under-
stood by the people.”

Education experts estimated
the ruling would mean an addi-
tional £12 million to $20 million
in local and state tax support
for school programs, About two
in public schools in the state.

The decision ordered the Ann

Expert on Latins
Urges Self-Rule

SAN DIEGO, Callf. (AP) —
An American expert on Latin
America says that instead of

Prof, John J. Johnson, direc-
tor of the Latin American stud-
ies program at Stanford Univer.
slity, said Friday the United
States '"should actively strive to
maintain & low political profile
south of the Rio Grande,"

Since American security “no
longer depends on control of a
canal or a harbor,” he said this
country should not engage in
any more interventions like the
one carried out on the Domini-
can Republie,

'We should play it ecool,”
Johnson told a Stanford alumni
meeting, ‘“‘and let the Latin
Americana come to us for ad-
vice and financial support in a
low-profile approach.”

‘“‘Because some countries are
more important than others, we
should not have a single policy
for all of Latin America,"” he
sald, “We should have n num.
ber of policies that take into ac-
count our interests and the
needs of Individual countries of
primary concern to us,”

Instead of loans, Johnson sug-
gested, specific grants should be
made to benefit those communi-
ties “who have determined their
needs independently of natlonal
authoritiea” and have the kind
of commitment required for
success,

‘‘What I am asking," Johnson
said, 'is that we stop blanket
grants and blanket commit-
ments In favor of specifica.'”

He also suggested the United
States reduce its military aid In
the area and encourage the 20
neighboring nations to under-
take ‘‘their own profound end
continuing internal change.'”

“After 18 months of investor
disillusionment we're finally
seeing some investor enthu-
slasm over the possibility of an
economic recovery,"” Robert
Johnson, an analyst with Paine,
Webber, Jackson & Curtls, sald.

S8econd quarter corporate
eamings reports have so far
been much better than expected
and this has been a big boost to
the market, analysts sald,

Another impetus for the rally
came from the second quarter
Gross Natlonal Product report
which was issuced Friday they
sald.

It showed a slight increase in
real national output in the sec-
ond quarter from a year ago fol-
lowing two straight quarterly
declines,

Favorable news such as this
helped o dispel investor fears
that the recession would be a
renlly deep and serious one, oth-
er brokers said,

Another factor pushing the
market upward has been the
buying of stock shares to re-
place those borrowed and sold
earlier, they said, Short position
reports are due after the mar-
ket closes Monday, and there is
anticipation of an increase in
short positions,

A higher short position is con-
sidered bullish because it repre.
sents more potentinl demand tod
ntock.

Analysts also sald there was
increased Institutional activity
In the market lately. They said
this was encouraging even
though it still is not as strong as
it could be. They said institu-
tions were primarily switching
their portfolios to blue chip and
quality stocks that could be eas-
ily converted to cash should the
market take a downward
plunge,

Doctors Advise:
Halt ‘The Pill
Before Surgery

LONDON (AP) — New evi-
dence linking the contraceptive
plll with blood clotting in wom-
en who have undergone opera-
tions was reported today by two
British doctors,

Prof. Richard Doll, professor
of médicine at Radcliffe Intir-
mary, Oxford, and a colleague,
Dr. Martin Vessey, wrote in the
British
women taking oral contracep-
tives were three or four times
more likely to suffer vein and
lung blood clots after surgery
than nonusers.

They sald their survey con-
firmed the results of previous
Investigations showing the risk
was greatest for women taking
pills with a high estrogen con-
tent.

Doll and Vessey sald the chief
risk probably disappeared if a
woman stopped the pill a month
before her operation and that
half of all surgeons now advise
this compared with only 10 per
cent between 1964 and 1087,

But they added one surgeon
reported: "I started to advise
discontinuing the oral contra-
ceptives but two patients
promptly became pregnant, I
have now reversed my declsion
~I fear the unwanted pregnan-
cy more than the pill."”

They sald the survey had
shown 30 in every 1,000 women
taking the pill would develop
blood clotting after appendix op-
erations compared with only
elght In every 1,000 nonusers.

Georgia Fish
Found Tainted
With Mercury

ATLANTA (AP) — Amounts
of mercury considered unsafe
for human consumption have
been found in several species of
fish and shellfish taken from
Georgin’s Brunswick and Sa-
vannah rivers by federal and
state investigators.

The discovery, made public
Friday, was followed by two
state nagency actions:

—The Georgia water Quality
Control Board, which took part
in the investigation, immediate-
ly called for Olim Corp. at Au-
gusta and Allled Chemicals at
Brunswick to prepare a ‘“‘con.

GOP Shy
Of Wallace

BIRMINGHAM, Ala., (AP) —
Alabama Republicans are seek-
ing = stronger voice in state
government while shying away
from a headon clash with
George Wallace,

Delegates to the Republican
State Convention, mindful of the
losses the party suffered in 1968
by running a candidate against
the late Lurleen Wallace,
showed no sentiment today in
favor of challenging Wallace in
the governor's race this year.

No one had even offered to
run  against the Democratic
nominee as the convention en-
tered its final day.

The Republican leaders con-
centrated instead on Congress
and the legislature in the No-
vember election, hoping to pick
up one seat in the U.8, House in
addition to the three they now
occupy, and to capture as many
as 50 places in the legisiature,

Robert French, a Fort Payne
attorney running for lHeutenant
governor, was the only candl-
date llkely to be nominated for
statewide office. That was
largely a tactical maneuver
aimed at preserving the GOP's
status as an officially recog-
nized party in Alabama.

There are growing Indications
that the party may abandon its
nominating convention in 1072
and have a primary election In-
stead, as the Democrats do. To
be elibible for a primary at
state expense, the Republicans
must poll at least 20 per cent of
the votes in this year’s general
election.

That would be impossible
without at least one candidate
for statewide office.

Party leaders who argued
against challenging Wallace for
governor were mindful of the
outcome in 19668 when James D.
Martin, now the GOP national
committeeman, ran unsuccess-
fully aguinst Mra, Wallace,

That sent Wallace campalgn-
ing across the state in his wife's
behalf, generating a straight-
ticket vote for the Democrats,
and the GOP lost two seats in
Congreas and some other local
offices,

Expert on Latins
Urges Self-Rule

SAN DIEGO, Calif. (AP) —
An American expert on Latin
America says that Instead of
sending advisers to tell South

tor of the Latin American stud-
ies program at Stanford Univer-
sity, said Friday the United
States “‘should actively strive to
maintain a low political profile
south of the Rio Grande."

vice and financial support in a
low-profile approach.”

""Because some countries are
more important than others, we
should not have a aingle policy
for all of Latin Americn," he
said. “"We should have a num-
ber of policies that take into ac-
count our interests and the
needs of individunl countries of
primary concern to us."

Instead of loans, Johnson sug-
gested, specific granta should be
made to benefit those communi-
ties “who have determined their
needs independently of national
authorities'” and have the kind
of commitment required for
success,

“What T am asking," Johnson
said, ‘is that we stop blanket
grants and Dblanket commit-
ments in favor of specifics."

He nlso suggested the United
States reduce its military aid in
the area and encourage the 20
neighboring nations to under-
take ‘‘their own profound and
continuing internal change."

WASHINGTON (AP) — For-
mer Budget Director Robert
Mayo, has accepted the presl-
dency of the Federal Reserve
Bank of Chicago, glving up a
chance to become 8 member of
the Nixon Cabinet.

tration, said in his resignation
his job had been “‘the thrill of &
lifetime' to work so close to
Nixon and his team.

WASHINGTON (AP) — Brit-
ain's Prince Charles and Prin-
cess Anne danced Into the wee
morning hours today at a White
House lawn party highlighted
with French champagne, fire-
works and rock music,

The royal couple plans more
sightseeing trips and a private
dinner with President and Mrs.
Nixon before jetting back to
London tonight.

The party on the South lawn
was the blg special occasion of
the three-day visit and the last
guest departed about 3 a.m. The
dance pavilllon was covered by
a4 canopy of thousands of tiny
white lights, There were 57 can-
dle-lighted, flower-decked tables
and the Washington Monument
and a full moon served ns spec-
tacular backdrops,

The prince danced three times
with 24-year-old Tricia Nixon.

From across the country, 584
young people were invited to
meet the royal pair. They were
mainly sons and donughters of
members of the Cabinet, Con-

The Prince was
dressed in a tuxedo brightened
by a royal blue velvet bow tie
and royal purple handkerchief
in the breast pocket. Both held
forth in an hour-long recelving
line while hosts Tricin Nixon
and Julie and David Eisenhower
stood on a balcony overlooking
the South grounds.

The triumph in the British system of
royalty is that Prince Charles and
Princess Anne not only comport them-
selves with a faint atmoshpere of story
book distinction, but also show unmis-
takable slgns of being individual human
beings.

Where their mother, the Queen, shas
Just been required to lead a royal foray
into the northern wilds of Canada, to
make sure that the United States
doesn't forget, In its navigational and
oll reserves exploration, that Canadian
sovereignty extends Into the Arctic, the
Prince and Princess, by the very grace
and distinction of their presence, have
very little trouble reasserting that slight
degree of sovereignty the British image
stlll holds over American social In-
stincts, What fine products they seem,
these two young people, of the British
system !

It so happens they are being enter-
tained, the Prince and Princess, by three
young Americans who have ualso done
well with.the problem of reunnuy per-
sonal Individualities In the face of pub-
lic prominence.

In David and Julle Bisenhower and
Tricia Nixon this country also has its
aamples of young people reared In at.
mospheres of pomp and jmportance and
power. They, lke their guests, have
somehow managed to retain naturalness
and individuality,

If, underncath the compulsory surface
conformity required of all five of them,
there smoulders some revolutionary in-
stinct, It is well controlled. Perhaps
Princess Anne and Tricla will, pome-
where 6ulslde the range of camera and
microphone h’ave & moment or two of
private escape, in which they join In
tearing their respective Establishments
to tatters,

But the picture we get, and the plc-
ture we would not change, is that of a
weekend which comes strajght out of
some Victorian story book. We hope the
young ladies carry parasols, We hope
they have time for croguet on the lawn.
We hope the world does not have to
touch them, for these few hours, with
its cheap cruelties, its contrived con-
troversies, or Its too importunate real-
isms. Let these young people be, for a
vignette, before the grind resunves.

The Tests Flunk Too
While we have the political polls on
the run might also be a good time to
apply a lash or two to the psychological
test, which Is supposed to tell prospec-
tive employers which job applicanta to
hire.

Once the hottest thing in the employ-
ment procedure, the psycholbgical tests
have been cooled & bit as experience
with them has broadened.

One company found that the tests were

giving It an endless succession of
average employes, none of whom would

ever be likely to have an original thought
or make a creative suggestion.

Other employers hava found that some
of the people who do the very best on
paychological tests are terrible flopa
when they are put in the jobs their per-
formance on the tests has won for them.

Or, w go back to the original premise,
the supposedly scientific prediction of
human performance, either in muss vot-
ing or in the individual job, ia not yet a
guaranteed process. With a lttle good
luck for the dignity of the individual
and the lveliness of soclely, it never
will be & guaranteed procesa,
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Americans Do Some Funny Things -

Once again, the Fourth of July has
come and gone. And once again we have
all been reminded of what, presumsably,
we were and what, presumably, we are.

The pretty magazines show us what
we are, We all go to grandpa's for a pic-
nic, with the kids, and our big, slaver-
ing, lovable dog. Our old folks sit around
the pot-bellied stove and play checkers.
Our young men stand up proudly in town
meetings and speak their piece.

Then, sometimes, we reminisce,
There's the minuteman, rifle at the
ready, prepared to repel the British. Or
Teddy Roosevelt, charging up San Juan
Hill, Kindly old Robert E. Lee, astride
Traveler Bill Cody, racing into the sun-
set In pursuit of buffalo.

We have a problem.

We simply don't seem to know what
we were. And not knowing what we
were, we can hardly know what we are.

We have done to our past what Parson
Weems did to George Washington. We
cosmetize everything, We re-create a na-
tion thal never was. And, having done
this, we ailow radicals at both extremes
to insist that we live up to standards that
we never really set and goals we never
really reached.

We have produced an America that
has never, never lled about the cherry
tree. In point of fact, we as a nation have
chopped down whole forests of cherry
trees—and cheerfully denied our crimes.

We have holated ourselves on our own
phony petard, and it should not surprise
us when this immense firecracker blows
up in our face.

Take that minuteman who marched
off to fight the British almost 200 years
ago. He didn't carry a rifle; he and his
forbears hed been here for almost 150
years, and often he was a city boy. He
wis as apt to be a shopkeeper as any-
thing else, and he knew a lot more nbhout
ale pots than musket balls. He was
acared to death of British troops, and as
often as not he ran when the shooting got
hot. We had no real army until Valley
Forge, when those shopkeepers who
hadn't taken off for home were finally
marched and drilled into professional
soldiers. They were cheated, lled to, and
mistreated by a Continental Congreas
that contained as many poltroons as pa-
triots. In the end, this superb little army
won because the French — for self-sery-
ing reasons of their own — gent over a
navy and an army.

We proudly say we never lost a war,
But the sons of these ‘‘minutemen'
marched off to another war in 1812, Gen-
eral Hull, an aging veteran of the Revo-
lution, led an Invasion of Canada con-
jured up vislons of disaster, retreated to
Detroit, and promptly surrendered his
entire army. The British landed and
headed for Washington. The militia—
03,000 of them—was called to the colors,
and 7,000 responded. Five miles from
the Capitol, at Biadensburg, the entire
American army, save for a handful of
sailors, blanched at the first sight of the
British, turned, and ran. The British
burned the White House and the Capitol,
Just as American troops carlier had
burned York, the capital of Upper Cana-
dn. We celebrate the glorious achieve.
ment of the American navy — OId Iron-
aides and Don't Give Up the Ship — but,
in fact, by 1814 the navy was firmly
blocknded and the nation was bankrupt.
Peace came not a moment too soon.

We say we are a natlon gulded by
idealism. But In 1898 we decided we
ought to get in on the fingo game and
nall down some oversens colonies too.
The battleship Maine blew up and Wil
liam Randolph Hearst declared war.
President McKinley followed his lead.
And Americans on the East Coast
promptly panicked, Admiral Cervera,
they believed, was crossing the Atlantic
with a mighty fleet. “Overnight," one
historian has written, ‘a spasm of fear
gripped the entire Atlantic coast, May-
ors wired Washington for naval protec-
tion. Coastal guns that had not been fir-
ed for decndes were unwrapped and oil-
ed. Parents wondered if they should send
thelr children to relatives living In the
hinterland.**

This mirhty Spanish fleet consisted of
four ancient and rusting armored cruis-
ers, sccompanied by alx torpedo boats
and destroyers that had to be towed most
of the time. The most modern of the
Spanish ships sailed at a disadvantage —
her guns hadn't been mounted,

But we remember it ns a glorious vie-
tory — and from it we picked, as ripe
fruits, Cuba, Puerto Rico, and the
Philippines.

And what about Robert B, Lee?
America, they say, love It or leave it
Robert E. Lee left it, with millions of
other Americans, and we had a civil
war. And Buffalo Bill? He was a
frontiersman and, like so many others,
believed the only good Indian was a
dead one. Buffalo too; we massacred
them in even greater numbers than Indl.
and, For the hell of it.

All of this is just as much & part of the
American heritage as the Constitution,
the Bill of Rights, and the Gettysburg
nddress,

We need to remember the bad times.

No one can appreciate the greatnesy
of George Washington without recogniz-
ing the staggering difficulties he faced.
And no one can appreclate the contribu-
ton of the Maryland Line without recall-
ing the incompetency of the militial

No one can appreciate America's
emergence as a superpower without con.
gidering 1898, when it all began. No one
can judge the meaning of deep, nation-
al dissent without keeping in mind the
lessons of the Civil War. i

We have done glorious things — and
we_have done terrible things. We are
neither supermen nor a supernation. We
are human beings and we are not with-
out fauit,

We have always been belligerent and
argumentive and overproud and under
humble,

We live In big cities and huge suburbs
these days, and we don't go to grandpa's
farm for picnics any more. If he's still
alive, he's apt to be living in a apart-
ment or a nursing home — and maybe
he and grandma are divorced. We have
supermarkels now; no more general
slores. And central heating is fairly
common. We don't stand up in  town
meetings any more because town meet-
ings don't work in an urbanized society.

We have terrible problems and won-
derful opportunities,

If only we could maintain some per-
gpective. And if only we could maintain
4 sense of humor. Because, sometimes,
the things we do are pretty damn funny.

SOVIET PRACTIOE FOR THE
MARS LANDING

Soyuz 0 returned from edrth
orbit after setting a new record
of over 17 days for sustained
manned flight. With this long-
lived minfature spuce station
the Soviet Union Is forging un-
other link in the chain which
will Inevitably carry them to o
manned landing on Mars® [n
previous columns [ have indica-
ted that the Soviet Union will
leave no stone unturned to
regain its  former  premier
position in  space, and, s
of this moment, & manned lynd.
ing on Murs appears to be the
most likely appronch to permit
them to achieve this gonl

It must be considered that the
Soviets have long puraued a vig-
orous  planetury exploration
program. They have completed
4 most successful Venus pro-
ject, though they have had con-
sistent failures in thelr Mars at.
tempts, Next year they muy
launch spacecraft to Mars at
about the same time we launcn
our Murs Orbiter, With the suc-
cess they have had with their
Venera probes, one should not
be surprised to see them muke
an effort at a soft landing on
the Martian surface—a step the
United States will not undertake
until 1975,

While the soft lander is not
comparable to the manned land-
ing, it will undoubtedly be ex-
ploited in their remarkably ef-
fective propaganda machinery.
The Soviets were astounded by
the tremendous public relations
coup associated with the Jaunch-
ing of the first Sputnik. Their
leadership, notably the astute
Nikita Khrushchey, recognized
the impact of space flight on
the contemporary political scene
and, with consummated skill,
played this to tie hilt,

However, with the fall of K.,
the new Kremlin Ieadership,
short on political astuteness
and flamboyancy, was reluct-
ant to invest the tremendous
sums of money needed to keep
pace with the United States In
lunar explorations. Certainly,
this was true until the impact
of the Vietnamese war curtail-
ed our generous NASA budget.
In a similar, fashlon, the com-
mitments made by the Soviet
Unlon to Cuba, Vietnam, the
Mideast and, most important,
the tremendous numbers of So-
viet soldlers and war materiel
committed along its China bor-

der, has affected them. Thus,
funds for their space program
have become scarce. They are
stil] spending inordinate

amounts of money on military

 preparations ‘and suppliea be-

ing lent to others. The ruble is
suddenly in short supply and,
like the leadership in this coun-

try. the one place they believe
they c¢an reduce thelr budget
with minimum impact on the
country Iis in the spnce pro-
gram

What can be expected in the
neiar future in the Soviet space
program? Though they never
tip' their hand before undertak-
ing « mission, the laws of celes-
tial mechanics operate in pre-
cisely  the same fashion for
them as they do for us,

Thus, we know there will be
# Mars window In 1971, 1873
and 1975, The farther in time
we go from 1871, the more dif-
ficult will be the Mars mission.
The two planets will be clogest
at the 1971 opposition. After
this date, the plancts will be
getling farther npart with more
energy used for launch which,
In turn, means that smaller
payloads can be sent to Mars.
Thus, we encounter a time ele-

United States has no plans for
a Venus probe, It 13 true that in
1973 we will launch a Mariner
spacecrnft to Mercury and use
Venus as a gravitational whip
to project the spacecraft to Mer.
cury. But aside from this space-
craft, the United States has no
plans for the inner solar system,
This provides the Sovie! Unlon
with the distinet advantage of
lnunching to both Venus and
Mara.,

Where do they go beyond
this¥ Soyuz spacecraft provides
a partial answer to this ques-
tion. Their Boyuz spacecraft
have docked in orbit to fashion
a larger complex which they
have called the world's *‘first
space station.'" This complex
wis not designed to carry men
to the moon and certainly not
to the planets. The prime pur-
pose of the Soyuz spacecraftl |is
to provide cosmonauts with leng
periods of experience in a
welghtless and isolated environ-
ment to asgess the ablllty of men
to leave the earth for perlods
In excess of two yvears and re-
turn safely,

The Soviet scientists are thor-
ough and painstaking. They
have kept a crew in isolation
for ong year on the earth to
acquire information on  how
these men would psychologically
accommodate with one another,
This was a highly successful
project. Now the question is how
will they react physiologically
to & long period in a weightless
and isolated condition

The fac¢t that Soyuz 9 could
remain in orbit 17 days and, per-
haps, as long as 28 days means
they have al least a 24-month
edge on the United States in a
similar study, The only time we
will be able to subject our astro-

nauts to weightless conditions
for 28 or 58 days will be when
the Skylub is launched in 1872,
Until that time, the only country
capable of exploring this tre-
mendously important facet of
space explorantion will be the
Soviet Union, It is a certainty
that no trip to the planets will
be undertaken unless there s
complete anssurance that the
physleal integrity of the astro-
nauts will be preserved, The
only way the United States can
determine this is to duplicate
the current Soyuz flights,

Dear Senator:

It seems to have fallen upon
this department to write the
various letters of condolencea
which have been made appro-
priate by the events of the
Democratic State Convention.

We have just finished one to
young Bill Ratchford up in Dan-
bury—you remember the nlce
young fellow who made it to be
Speaker of the House last time
—in which we assured him that
there was no reason in the
world why he should seek to
take any personal blame for the
fact that the convention pasa.
ed him over. He presided beau-
tifully at the convention. He fell
victim to something that was
certainly no fault of his own,
the mere fact that there were
too many other Fairfield County
eligibilities in this convention,
and that some of the others had
delegates.

Qur particular message to
you Senator, pardon the way
we keep slipping into the old
title you managed to hold for
more than one term, is that
you should on no account take
very seriously that Invidious
Republican comment after your
convention, to the effect that
you had had your political ca-
reer cut off because you insist-
ed on bringing bad newe to the
court.

First, even ths Democratic
politicians know that the deficit
is inevitable, and that it s bet-
ter to acknowledge it and seem
to be developing policy adjusted
to it than run the risk of seem-
ing to be surprised by it later
on.

Second—and much more im-
portantly—the managers of the
1970 Democratic State Conven-
tion obviously didn’t consider
deficit bad news at all, but ra.
ther a mark of distinction, as
you yourself must have realized
as you came to that proud mo-
ment in which the convention
selected your very own Mayor
to be its nominee for lHeutenant
governor. Not that he was se-
lected precisely because he ls
supposed to have a deficit, but
that the choice of him did show
that the convention was capable
of rising above sheer mundane
considerations.

It was, we suppose, in some-
thing of the same broad spirit
that the convention surmount-
ed the narrow traditions which
might have operated against
its cholce of a second estate
ticket member from Bridge-
port, leading toward, the result
of the senatorinl primary per-
mitting, & possibility of three
major nominations from Fair
field County.

Your poor luck, as we saw
it, lay in the fact that the same
people who found that two
nominations from Bridgeport or
three from the County would be
sultable did not feel quite cour-
ageous enough to nominate
three from Bridgeport and four
from the county,

When, at this point, the con-
vention falled in its courage,
and suddenly abandoned the
high level principle on which 1t
was operating, this waa no re-
flection on you. It would, at that
point, probably have rejected
anybody from Bridgeport.

Please do not blame it, or
blame yourself, and please,
above mll, don’t seem to smile
when you announce the next in-
crease in the state deficit,

M;rriages Made in Heaven

—With Miss Jenner’s Help

NEW YORK (AP) — Some
marriages may be made in
heaven, but at least 15,000 of
them have been made in the
Bond Street Marriage Bureau of
London.

That's the number of men
Heather Jenner, who has run
the agency during its 30 years of
existence, has introduced to the
women they eventually mar-
ried.

“The pressure is off now for a
girl to get married, and for the
first time {t's the man more
than the woman who s anxlous
to marry,” sald the tall, willowy
Miss Jenner, who was in New
York in connection with the pub-
lication of her new book, ‘“Men
and Marriage."”

When she began the business
the proportion of women to men
seeking mates was about 3-to-1,
but now she has more men than
women under 35 applying. Look-
ing back over three decades of
helping Cupid, she talked about
some of the other changes that
have taken place,

“*Men are more able to accept
e working wife than they used
to be," she sald, “Where once
they insisted on being the sole
support, now they want a wom-
an who is capable of holding a
job.**

One rather startling develop-
ment, she reported, s that a
large percentage of younger
men have no objection to mar-
rying an unwed mother, In gen-
eral men are more tolerant, less
clags consclous today, while 80
years ago they might be more
concerned with a girl's social
standing than with her educa-
tion.

“On the whole girla llke men
to have the same standard of

education as they do, it not bet-
ter, but men who have gone to
univeraity don't insist that their
wives have also,'" the marringe
broker sald.

“Men used to want a classical
beauty and one who was fash-
fonable,’’, she continued. "“Now
the womuan doesn't have to be a
beauty, but must have vitality,
be iIntelligent and practical and
have sex appeal.’”

Men usually demand that the
girl be shorter and younger,
though, As for the girls, they
want someone with stability, a
man who I8 kind, taller than
themselves and not bald.

Citing another change through
the years, she noted that men
are not as dictatorial as they
once were, “They haven't got
the power to be—women would
shriek with laughter if & man
tried to dictate. The strong ai-
lent Englishman who dominates
the household Is out of fashion."

Miss Jonner sald she won't
undertake spouse-hunting for u
male secking a mate 25 years
younger. (' 'Girls wouldn't con-
sider it.'") She also refuses ob-
vious fortune hunters, ohvious
neurotics, divorced people until
they have their divorce papers
and anyone for whom she feels
she can't provide a reasonable
number of introductions,

Prospective clients fill out a
form, and are charged $25 for
registration and an additional
§60 if & marriage takes place.
An Interviewer talks to the
client to learn how he is living,
how he wants to live, his views
on life, why he has never mar-
ried or, if he s divorced, why
the marriage broke up, It's this
personal assessment, Miss Jen-
ner feels, that spells success
and precludes using a computer
approach to matching,

Of those on the register 60 per
cent are single, while the re.

mainder are widowed or di-
vorced. Men prefer an older girl
to have been married before,
she explained, since they find
the older unmarried girl too ea-
ger,

Average age of the clients is
84 for men and 27 for women.
But Misa Jenner once made
wedding bells ring for a couple
of octogenarians. ““An 80-year-
old woman wrote that she lived
n lonely life and wanted to meet
someone,’” she recalled, *I
wouldn't have taken her on be-
cause I couldn't hope to give her
any Introductions, but by coinei-
dence at just that time a man of
82 wrote, They met and married
and I got Christmas cards from
them for five years,

"*People, especially younger
ones, are much less shy now
anbout telling their friends that
they met at a marriage bu.
reay,'’ she sald. “If they goto a
marriage bureau it means they
are really gerious aboul mar-
risge and that contributes to its
success.'

While she has no exact figures
on the thousands of unions she
has been responsible for, she re-
members that after 20 years in
the business she wrote to 1,000
couples and got 800 answers, Of
these only three couples had
been divorced.

Miss Jenner, a good looking
strawbery blonde in her 50s, has
heen married twice herself, Her
firast marringe was ended by di-
vorce and her second husband,
the BEnglish suthor and humor-
ist, Steven Potler, died last
year,

Oh, yes, snld Mliss Jenner—
gentlemen no longer prefer
blondes. These days they go

more for brunettes.

Q) What should you do if
you get'a bill for taxes you've
already paid?

A) If you have paid the tax
recently you can disregard the
notice, It was probably issued
before the payment had been
credited to your account.

However, if the payment
was made more than four
weeks ago return the notice,
indicating when the paymentr
was made and where it was
sent,

$374.40 is withheld for Social
Security tax in 1970 because
you had more than one em-
ployer, you can claim a credit
for the excess on your 1970
income tax return.

Q) I do a lot of traveling on
my new job. What kind of ree-
ords should I keep on my food
and lodging costs?

A) A cancelled check to-
gether with a bill stamped
paid e¢an be used to establish
the amount of your lodging
and the date, A diary or simi-
lar record of your meal costs
is acceptable if entries are
made when the costs are in-

Q) Can a self-employed in-
dividual set up his own retire-
ment plan?

A) Yes, if you are in busi-
ness for yourself you may de-
duct your contributions to a
self-employed retirement plan,
provided that the contribu-
tions are based on earned in-
come.

The pot, found by a National
Park Service crew, contained
$20 gold pieces and other coins
and currency dating to 1853,

Mrs, Rota Anderson, 91, who
lives nearby, had told crew
members in advance they might
make such a discovery. Her
father, an early homesteader on
the island, had told his daughter
shortly before his death that he
had hidden the money in the
early 1000s,

The park service crew turned
the treasure over to Mrs. Ander-
son Friday. She sald she'll de-
posit 1t in a Seattle bank. Face
value of the money is about
$1,400, but no determination has
been made yet of Its worth to
collectors,

The barracks in which the pot
was stashed was erected on the
north end of the island, which is
tucked into a corner of the an-
gular international boundary be-
tween Canada and the United
States. It was built in 18562 by
the British before the border
was deterntined.

The British troops had been
sent after a U.8. Army contin-
gent set up headquarters to pro-
tect one Lyman A. Cutler, an
American settler, who had shot a
pig he claimed was rooting up
hias potato patch. The pig's own-
er, Briton Charles Griffin of the
Hudson's Bay Company, had
salled north to Victoria, B.C,,
and secured Gov., James Doug-
ns' warrant for Cutler's arrest.

Cutler made known his plight
to American Gen. Willlam Har-
ney, who stationed U.8. troops
on San Juan.

The British and Americans
endured the cold war withoutl n
shot—except for the one that
had killed the pig—for 12 years
until, In 1872, an arbitrator
made his decision,

The arbiter, Germany's Kal-
ger Whilhelm I, determined the
San Juan Island should be U.S.
property, thus ending the war.

The park service began re-
storing the site of English Camp
about n year ago and this week,
when the crew got to work on
the top level of the old British
barracks, came up with the pot
of gold.

Student, Faculty Protest

Of America’s Power Needs

WASHINGTON (AP) — 8en.
Thomas J. Mcintyre, pointing to
threats of massive power black-
outs In New England and
brownouts in other urban areas,
called today for a comprehen-
sive review of America's enorgy
needs and policies,

“For far too long,” the New
Hampshire Democrat sald,
‘““These decisions have been left
to haphazard resolution by In-
dustry lobbles and pressure
groups—while environmental
quality and consumers pocket-
books have suffered.'

Speaking in favor of a nation-
al commission on fuels and en-
ergy, Mcintyre said environ-
mental quality will continue to
deteriorate until policies based
on the national interest can be
set up for energy-related deci-
slons,

‘*At present, electric power
plants pose an air pollution
threat, nuclear plants a thermal
pollution and radiation threst,
and hydroelectric plants =&
threat to the wilderness," he
sald,

"Cleaner methods of power
production and fuel supply are
definitely possible,’” he added,
“but T fear that present policles
are grossly Inadequate to meet
the needs in time."”

The senator said industry ‘too
often has pald only lip-service to
the concept of environmenotal
quality.”’ He added it is unfortu-
nate that much industry re.

search "has been designed toand fuel,

produce a quick return on the
dollar rather than to enhance
the environment."

He also was critical of some
governmental efforts, and urged
more reasonable rate-setting
procedures and regulatory ac-
tivity. »

MciIntyre took aim at what he
called some federal policies con-
taining ‘‘long-term labilities for
environmental quality and eco-
nomic power production,

Sink Touring Central America,
Four-Time Track All-American

One of America's finest distance runners, Sid Sink of
Bowling Green State University, and a transplanted
Manchester resident, is currently on a three-week tour
of Central America. The journey started July 15 and

will carry through to Aug. 4.
He's one of the leading cendi-
dates for the 1872 United States
Olympic squad.

During this period, the four-
time All-America track selection
will compete in distance events
in Guatemala, Honduras, Nicar-
gua, Panama and Costa
Rica, Four other track stars
made up the touring squad of
Americans.
