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Salazar
Dead At
81 Years

LISBON (AP) —Antonio de
Oliveirn Salazar,’ premier and
dictator of Portugal for 38
Years, dled at his home in Lis-
bon today after n long illness.
He was 81 and Rurope's longeat

surviving government chief in
modern times,

The government secretary of
Information sald Salazar died at
9:45 a.m. Among those at his
bedside was Dona Maria de Je-
sus Caetano Freire, his house-
keeper for the past 40 years.

Presldent Americo Thomaz,
the admiral Salazar elevated in
1968, was touring Portuguese
provinces in Africa and was
immediately notified of the
death. He was expected to re-
turn to Lisbon immediately,

The bachelor premier suf-
fered a stroke In September 1983

* which left him partially para-

lyzed and forced his retirement.
He developed a kidney infection
12 days ago, and since then his
condition had steadlly wors-
ened,

A Dbashful dictator, Salazar
loved power but shunned its
trappings, Ruler of the world's
last great Victorian-style over-
seas empire, he lived like an ob-
scure clerk. Simplicity, frugall-
ty and austerity marked his per-
sonal life.

A shy, scholarly economist, he
was rarely seen by his own peo-
ple. In a nation of poverty, he
paid himself $130 a week and
spent his vacations In a one-sto-
ry cottage iIn the village where
he was born.

But from the day he took over
as premier in 1832, he held Por-
tugal and its African flefs In an
Iron grip. Rebelllons developed
but did not prevail during his
lifetime in the African territo-
ries of Angols, Mozambigue and
Guinea,

Efforts to stir his people to
uprising came to naught.

Salazar's technique was pa-
ternal, sometimes even benevo-
lent. But he controlled police
and press and permitted token
opposition for only 40 days be-
fore elections every four years,

With a reputation for financial
wizardry, Salazar kept Portu-
gal's budget balanced when oth-
er European nations were deep
in debt, But he did so at the ex-
pense of the workers, who are
among the lowest pald, worst

Thousands of youths demon-
strated in Amman today to pro-

The demonstrators in the Jor-
danian capital called President
Gamal Abdel Nasger of Egypt a
coward, The youths appeared to
be membera of Arab guerrilla
organizations and unlon mem-
bers.

The Palestinian guerrillas
also have assailed the U.8 .pro-
posal.

Jordan's acceptance of the
plan on Sunday carried a reser-
vation which sald the govern-
ment could not stop the actions
of Palestinian guerrillas in con-
tinuing to attack inside Israel,
The U.8. plan calls for a §0-day
ceasne-fire,

In- Algiers, the newspaper El
Moudjahld, which usually re-
flects the views of the Algerian
government, also rejected the
plan,

The Israeli cabinet postponed
a decision on Washington's pro-
posal after a six-hour meeting
Sunday. The Jerusalem Post,
which usually reflects the Israe-
i government's thinking, said
the cabinet probably will give a
qualified affirmative reply"
but will request “firm guaran-
tees that the cease-fire will not
be exploited."”

The newspaper said Israel
would insist on an Indefinite
cease-fire rather than the 90-day
truce period U.8. Secretary of
State Willlam P. Rogers pro-
posed for Egypt, Jordan and Is-
rael. Members of the Israell
government contend that the
Egyptians would use a lmited
cease-fire perlod to fortify mis-
sile sites and other military po-
sitions along the Suez Canal.

Sources in Jerusalem said
President Nixon had assured
Premler Golda Meir after
Hgypt sccepted the plan that
the United States would main-
tain a balance of power in the
region.

Adm, Hyman Rickover said the
Boviet Union may be ahead of
the United States in undersea
power and warned a State De-
partment plan to sell nuclear

Rickover asserted the poor se-
curity among Europran nations
might give the Soviets access to
U.8. propulsion technology,
even though the nuclear subs in
question are older models.

The comments of the admiral,
known as father of the nuclear
submarine and a long-time
champion of naval strength,
were made in March before the
Joint Atomic Energy Committee
and released Sunday.

Rickover also said the Soviet
Union had asked the United
States for one of its most ad-
vanced computers to use in con-
nection with an experimental
nuclear accelerator at Serpu-
khov.

He sald Soviet ballistic mis-
sile submarines are now sta-
tioned off both American coasts,
and that its total nuclear fleet
may outnumber that of the Unie
ted States.''

“The Soviels are cuapable of
swarting tomorrow the biggest
war there has ever been,”
Rickover said, “‘and frankly I
am not confident of the out-
come.”

Rickover said the long-stand-
ing State Department proposal
to sell used nuclear subs to al-
lies has been opposed by other
government agencies. "'Only the
State Department has kepl the

“The State Department has
very little appreciation for the
value of our Polaris submarine
propulsion technology and its
atrategic implications,” Rickov.

are out to convince consumers
that a quota on imports of foot-
wear would not send prices sky-
rocketing in this country.

Strom Thurmond appears head-
ed for a reconciliation with
President Nixon {following a

feud over proposed administra-
tion desegregation programs for
the South, i

The BSouth Carolina Republl-
can said Sunday the President
appears to have “repudiated the
bad advice given to him by
some aldes and executive offi-
cers."”

‘*Apparently, the Presldent's
good will and common sense
won out,” Thurmond said in a
report to his constituents, But
he sald he would continue
watching the White House to see
if administration attitudes real
ly have changed.

Thurmond recently accused
Nixon of breaking faith with the
South because of an Internal
Revenue Service ruling denylag
tax exempt status to private
schools and a Justice Depart-
ment decision to send lawyers
into the region to oversee school
desegregation !

The senator warned Nixon in
a July 16 Senate speech the ad-
ministration’s desegregation
policies could cost the President
the White House In the 1872 elec-
tion. )

He attributed the desegrega-
tion plans to lberal White
House advisers.

*I pointed out the dangers of
keeping the wrong kind of advis-
ers,'" Thurmond sald,

The IRS, Thurmond said, has
since granted tax exemptions Lo
six Bouthern private schools,
and sent letters ?’ec!nrlnx an
open admissions policy would be
sufficlent to secure tax exemp-
tion in the future.

TOKYO (AP) —
Japanese motorist visiting a
temple can buy a prayer
sgaingt the road's perils, a
charm and—just in case—an ac-
cident insurance policy,

Japan's Buddhist and Shinto
priests, financially pressed in a
materialistic society, have tak-
en up commerce to pay their
worldly bills, Many temples and
shrines have bullt and manage
apartment houses and hotels.
Others operate parking lots and
gasollne stations or conduct
classes in flower arrangement
and the tea ceremony.

A survey by a religious organ-
ization indlcates 40 per cent of
the 3,308 shrines and temples
questioned were involved In
some form of business.

Special services for motorists
originated at Marito Fudo, a
Buddhist temple northeast of
Tokyo.

The temples have no regular
Sunday worshipers to provide
contributions and & Marita
priest sald people visit them
less often as the pleasures of the
material world Increase,

As a result, Shojin Hashimoto
said, “our revenue suffered and
we were forced to do something
about it."”” The priests devised a
special blessing which he said
attracted 50,000 drivera to the
temple last year.

The prayer costs either $4 or
$5, depending on how elaborate
it Is, and Hashimoto said it is so
popular on holidays that drivers
must keep their cars moving
while they recelve their bless-
ings,

Other temples took the cue
from Marita, Takahata Fudo
added the insurance feature, of-
fering the package of a blessing,
a charm and a 8280 policy for
the yen eguivalent of $2.78.

Kifuku Fudo, one of the oldest
established temples in down-
town Tokyo, recently demol-
ished its century-old bullding
and replaced it with a stesl and
concrete  structure complete
with room-o-room closed cir-
cuit television, Its superior said
he *‘electronized” the temple to
provide visitors, particularly
young people, with a place for

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get-togethers rather than an
outdated and dreary place for
mumbling a few words from
seripture.

Federation, which claima a
membership of 80,000 temples
throughout Japan, sald he per-
sonally belleved business ‘‘could
be Instrumental in propagating
relgion.'

‘“We are not, of course, urging
them to concentrate on making
money," Hiroom{ Harsoka of
the federation sald, '‘but we
also hgve no intention of dis-
couraging them as long ag their
activities are something that do
not deny religion."

A Bhinto priest in Tokyo was
more direct, He asked: ‘‘How
can we propagate religion if we
cannot maintain the place of
worship?

Marcus Favors
Dickey-Lincoln

NEW HAVEN, Conn. (AP)—
State Sen. Edward L, Marcus,
4 contender in the Democratic
party’'s three-way U.S. Senate
primary, sald Sunday he sup-
ports the controversial Dickey-
Lincoln public power project in
Maine,

He said the plan would pro-
vide a ‘“standard to judge
whether utilities are efficient in
producing electricity at the low-
est possible cost.”

The project would set up the
first publicly-owned electricity
generating plant in New Eng-
land.

Marcus sald that New Eng-
land is "the only region in the
country without such a facility,”
and also ‘‘has the highest power
costs in the nation, causing a
mass exodus of industry.”

The alternatives, Marcus sald,
are plants powered by ‘‘fossil
fuel producing air pollution, nu-
clear plants causing thermal
poliution and pumped storage
which destroys the natural beau-
ty of the surrounding terrain.'

The proposed Dickey-Lincoln
project would be powered by a
dam on the upper St. John
River in Maine.

It has been strongly opposed
by private utilities, and the plan
has run Into roadblocks several
times when it has come up for
funding in Congress.

By its use of the word historical It
moans history-making, What we would
suggest is that the proposed reversal of
‘alllances is historical in the sense that
it comes right out of the textbooks of the
past.

The idea is that Britain may be shift-
ing ita chief friendship on the European
mainiand from West Germany, where it
has been since the war, back to France,
where it was before the war.

A lot of involved reasons are discuss-
od.

But isn‘'t it about time, for the great
big visible reasons?

Has Britain ever failed to balance one
European power against another? Has
Britain ever falled to be with Germany
when it thought France was strong and
powerful, or to be with France when it
thought Germany was getting too strong
and powerful?

Bo imn't it about time, right now, and
especially with a resurgent Germany
threatening to move toward better un-
derstanding with Russia on the East,
for Britain to remember how much it
loves and admires France?

Once there was, of course, a brief
supposition that such balance of power
politics had become outmoded. The
blg mark against it was that it had al-
ways, in the end, led to the war it was
supposed to prevent, This couldn't be
allowed to happen, in the atomic age,
it was theorized. There would have to
be & United Nations, to be the one alll-
ance among all nations, to take world
politics away from big power anarchy
and put it into civilized harness,

But that was a few hundred battles
in the Far East and the Near East
ago.

Blowly, but surely, the world has gone
back to the games it knows. England,
having helped build Germany back up to
power, now begina to look toward France
for a friendship to balance Germany.
The United Btates, having befriended s
defeated enemy, Japan, back into power-
ful prosperity, now begins to find Japan
the same trude and sphere of influence
rival it was back before the war began,
and has to hope, sgain, that there is no
marriage, either by force or consent,
between the Japanese powerhouse and
the Chinese mainland. We might, in
this aquare dance world, have to shift
from loving Japan to loving Communist
China.

Race, Or Economics?

What has happensd down in Man-
hasset, Long Island, will be twisted and
contorted into all kinds of polscnous uses
by the hate specialisfs of our day. But,
while they will extort every possible
negative advantage from it, they will be
sure to ignore the important positive les-
son that might also be gained from It

What happened down in Manhasset
was that the residents of a black commu-
nity in that town successfully opposed
and defsated a Housing Authority pro-
posal which would have estabillshed
some low iIncome housing for black
families poorer than they were.
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One can imagine some of the com-
ments on such a development.

"Look at that! The blacks are no bet-
ter than we are!"

““A lot they care about their own. Why
should we?" d

And one can Imagine many people in
white communitiss nodding In sympathy
and agreement with some of the argu-
ments the black people of Manhasset,
themselves already owrers of their own
homes, used in objecting to the creation
of low income rental project with subsi-
dies for other blacks who can't afford to
own their own.

Buch a project would, it was argued in
Manhasset, bring in people who wouldn't
keep the property neat and clean, and
whose presence and conduct wouldn't
help protect the existing real estate val.
ues In the community. Why bring a
ghetto into & nice suburban community?

Such argument by the established
blacks in Manhasset not merely appeals
to white logic in other situations.

It also enrages those black leaders
who are trying to work for better hous-
ing for blacks.

They have taken to calling the black
residents of Manhasset ‘‘racists.”

Between such interpretations of thelr
stand, the black reaidents of Manhasset
have fllustrated the possibility that there
is one question at stake which is at least
as important as the question of race it
nelf.

it is the question of economic status,

The black residents of Manhasset op-
posed the influx of newcomers not be-
cause thelr skins were going to be black,
but because they were going to be poor.

There would be, then, one very simple
way to make gll these newcomers wel-
come to black Manhasast. That would be
to give them enough cash to make the
down payment on & home of thelr own
and park the right kind of new car in
front of it,

That would, apparently, makoe it easior
for either blacks or whites to welcome
new black neighbors.

What this means, for the really impor-
tant thing that may be In it, is that the
basic economic approach to a situation
between races may be as important
as the questlon of race itself, and more
pragmatically fruitful than appeals to
principle and consclence.

The Gardener

April's Barth Day was celebrated in a
literal farhion In our house. My husband
removed some 180 cubic feet of clay soll
from our back yard. He had become the
vietim of a mania fast overrunning the
country. He's a spare-time gardener.
(The clay has been replaced by an eru-
dite mixture of topscil, sand, and ma-
ure.)

The wife of a gardener must contend
with the many exasperating manifesta-
tions of this horticultural craze, Mother
farts decorates the doorwdys of her
tome and almost indelibly blackenus the
soaps und sinks of the bathrooms. Her
husband’s compulsion to linger in his
garden until the last glimmer of daylight
disappears beyond his horizon of toma-
toes and lettuce can delay endless sup-
per hours. And the supper menus, them-
gelves, often have a tell-tale monotony.
One week's entrees, for instance, might
include rhubarb sauce, rhubarb pie,
rhubarb cobbler, and rhubarb consom-
me. For another week, it might mean
buttered peas one night, peas with avo-
cado the next, followed by minted peus,
peas with almonds, and mushroom-cur-
ried peas.

Despite these Irritations, a gardener's
wife must be educated to the fact that
an avid horticulturis is sick. He musat
be approached with undemstanding and
sympathy, if he is to e cured. Based on
my own experience as both a daughter
to an amateur gardener and the wife of
one, I offer here a few suggestions to al-
leviate, maybe even ellminate, the rav-
ages of this gardening epldemic. Pri-
marily, however, they will be almed at
preserving your marriage (and your
mind) until the crisis passes, Or at least
until winter brings to an end most of the
feverish activity of the growing season.

(1) Don't raise the roof when your hus-
band pilfers all your platters and cookie
tins. (Such handy trays for seedlings!)
Don't wince or whine when all the pen.
cils and rulers in the houss become
props for tiny tomato plants. Through it
all, just smile and practice the power of
positive thinking: '‘You're & genius at
improvisation, dear! Who would have
thought of boring drainage holes in my
freezer containers to make extra pots."”

(2) There's no need to be squeamish
about o compost pile, Recycle garbage
in this way, and you'll be placed on &
pedestal by your adoring husband, par-
ticularly if he's an organic-gardening en-
thusinst, Yes, the romance will never go
out of your marrisge — it it's worth that
much to you.

(3) Never, never keep track of the true
coals of home-grown produce, After all,
gardening is to be dirt-cheap!

But that's the trouble right there. Dirt
isn't cheap anymore, nor ia the para.
phernalia needed to keep it in top condi-
tion. One wife, for example, estimated
that her husband's tomatoes were worth
$2 each, and peas = nicke!l each—in view
of the expenses of his gardening venture,

(4) Aggravating as the whole situation
may be, console yourself with the knowl.
edge that it's worse on the gardener.
He's the one who, under the llusion that
he's enjoying & lelsurely hobby, Is ac-

try. His muscles ache; his back is break.
ing; and the weeds show no mercy. But

WASHINGTON — The Nixon
administration, convinced thal
Moscow put Egypt's President
Gamal Abdel Nagser under
heavy pressure to accept the
U.8. Middle East peace plan,
is now gritting its teeth to do
the same to Israel.

“It took the Russians 19 days
to dellver Nosser," onc high of-
ficlal told us, “our job now Is
to do the same to our friends in
Jerusalem."

Accordingly, Immedintely
ahead is the most serlous crisis
in U.S.-Israell relations since
President Elsenhower forced
the Israells to cevacuate the
headlands at  Sharm-El  Shelk
in 1957 under threat of TU.8.

Dr, Jacobson On Marijuans

To the Editor,

At a recent meeting of the
Drug Advisory Councll I made
some remarks concerning the
drug “marijuana’* which I feel
were not accurately reflected
in the news account of the
meeting as published in The
Herald.

To be
sure marijusna may lead to
harder drugs, and this is Indeed
a danger, but this {s true of al-
cohol or any intoxleant or stim-
ulent. While part of the prob-
lem of alcoholism is the bever-
age itself, by far the greater
part of the problem lies In the
type of person who must resort
to or rely upon alcohol. In the
vast majority of *'potamokers'
no harm has been reported and
heroin addiction, though possi-
ble, is not common. The consti-
tutional inadequacy of the
youngster has more to do with
his swilching to harder drugs
than smoking “‘pot" itself, Some

Another point that I made
was that It seemed hypocritical
for & group of adulls, several
of whom are smoking cigarets,
to insist on our youth giving
up “pot” when they were en-
gaged in smoking a far more
lethal plant, namely tobacco.
if reason I8 of no avall In in-
fluencing our adult soclety to
give up the harmful practice
of smoking cigarets, and it is a
true addiction, how can we ex-
pect our youngsters to give up
smoking “pot”? Many accredit-
ed scientists have stated un-
equivocally that the hazards of
pot,' and It is usually diluted
until its effects are nil, are far
less serious than those of elther
tobacco or alcchol, both of
which are soclally and legally
acceplable in our present socie.
ty.

The real peint that I tried to
make at the meeting, and this
was reported correctly in the
paper, was that our problem
was o find meaningful activi-
tles for our youngstera so that
they were not bored to death,
or driven to drugs for diversion
or escape from what they
thought was an absurd, irra-
tional and meaningless exist-
ence, If we could find ways of
keeping our youngsters occu-
pled or employed In construc-
tive projects we would be well
on our way to solving the drug
problem.

Our Chairman, Godfrey Gour-
ley, made it clear that smoking.
"pot” was simply a symptom
of trouble and not the basic
problem {tself. Smoking ‘‘pot'
according to Bruno Bettelhelm
is a sign of rebellion, whether
it be against our parents, our
ingtitutions of learning (in loco
parentls) or soclety in general
The prolonged adolescence of
our youth has given them an
abundance of time to rebel and
our affluence has enabled them
to purchase drugs with which
to express their rebellion. To
rebel is normal and acceptable
—in fact, no progress is possible
without it, Our problem as
adults is to see that the ener-
gles of our youth are channaled
into forms of constructive re-
bellion, not lost in destructive,
viclent and the stupifying ' es-
caplsm of drugs.

Spending Spat
Ready To Flare
Over Education

WASHINGTON (AP) — An
election-year spending contro-
versy between the White House
and Congress is likely to flare

again Tuesday when the Senate
considers a $4.4 billion educa-
tion appropriation bill.

The measure was to have
come up today, but Senate Dem-
ocratic Leader Mike Mansfield,
in & last-minute switch, put it
off for r day.

A ftinal Senate vote ls expect-
ed to send the money bill 1o
President Nixon—who hae
termed it an example of exces-
sive spending on Capitol Hill,

The administration has de-
geribed as innocuous & det of
once-controversial civil nghts
restrictions tacked onto the
school aid measure, but Senate
Democratic Leader Mike Mans-
fleld said those terms are likely
to stir debate anyhow.

The total amount of money al-
ready is disputed. The appropri-
ation is $453 milllon higher than
Nixon proposed. The President
called it a sample of *‘a perais.
tent and growing tendency on
Capitol Hill to approve In-
creases in expenditures without
providing the revenue to pay the
costs."*

Despite the criticism, thers
were indications Nixon mignt
stop short of a veto of the bill, in
part because of the warning of
Republican congressional lead.
ers that it would be difficult to
sustain one.

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Weitss, O’Neill Recommend
Revised Water Rate Hikes

Town Manager Robert Welss
and Public Works Director Wil-
liam O'Neill say that they made

a mistake last week in comput-
ing the per-capita, per-day
consumption of water for the
average home—for a family of
four.

Consequently, they are rec-
ommending a schedule for
water-rate increases other than
the one backed Iast Tuesday
night by the Board of Directors.

Weiss and O'Neill had stated
Tuesday night that the per capf-
ta consumption is 100 gallons
per person per day, or 88,000
gallons (4,800 cublc feet) per
quarter, for a family of four,

They say now that the per
capita dally consumption is 50
gallons, not 100 gallons. Under
that basis, an average family
of four uses 18,000 gallons
(2,400 cublc feet) per quarter.

Each cublc foot of water is
equivalent to 7.48 gallons,

The board, on the basis of the
incorrect figures, had scheduled
a public hearing for Aug. 4,
based on a recommended rate
schedule also proposed by Welss
and O'Nelll.

Under 4hat proposal, the min-
fmum charge, where four-fifths
and three-quarter inch meters
are in use, would go from $4.60
per quarter to $8.50 per quarter.
The minimum rate includes an
allowance for the first 1,200
cubic feet of water.

Under the existing $4.50 min-
imum-charge schedule per
quarter, the customer pays 30
cents for each 100 cuble feet of
water over the first 1,200 cublc
feet.

Under the $8.50 minimum
charge schedule, the customer
would pay 31 cents for each 100
cubic feet of water over the first
1,200 cubic feet,

Now, Weiss and O‘Nelll are
recommending an alternate
schedule—which would charge a
$7.50 minimum per quarter, with
the first 1,200 cublc feet allow-
able under the minimum, as
before.

However, the customer would
pay 39 cents for each 100 cubic
feet over the first 1,200 cublc
feet.

They say that their latest rec-
ommended schedule would give
the average homeowner a small-
er percentege increase and that
it would be the least expensive
for those water users within the
minimum—1,200 cublc feet,

Raising the minimum rate
per quarter to $7.50 means a 66
per cent increase for those using
1,200 cubic feet or less, Raising
it to $8.50 would mean a 77 per
cent increase,

However, there s almost no
difference between the two
schedules for the average
family of four, using 2,400 cuble
feet per quarter —actually, only
four cents per quarter,

Under the §7.50 minimum and
with 39 cents for each of the

next 100 cubic feet, the quarter-
ly charge would be $12,18. Un-
der the $8.50 minimum,- and
with 31 cents for each of the
next 100 cubic feet, it would be
$12.22.

And should the fami'y of four
use more water per quarter
than the estimated 2,400 cubic
feet (even us Jitlle as 100 cuble
’aet more), its quarterly water
pill would be more under the
schedule now being recom-
mended by Weiss an1 O'Neill
than under the one accepted last
Tuesday by the directors.

The determining factor is the
50 centa for each 100 cuble feet
over the firat 1,200, now being
recommended, as aga‘nst the 31
cents per 100 cublc {20l over the
first 1,200, acceptable to the
c¢irectors.

If and when the water rates
are hiked, the sewer rates
would also be hiked, rutomati-
cally and proportionately, Sewer
rates are computed at 75 per
cent of water rates.

His one contact with the out-

~Zoning,r Panel Reviewing

Proposed Regulations

" The Zoning Commission i{s in

the process of reviewing a pro-
posed set of zoning regulations
which will try to combine the

best of the two present sets of
regulations,

The review of the some 60-
page document is expected to
be completed at a meeoting of
the commission July 30.
Presently the town has two sels
of zoning laws. One i that of
the former city and the other of
the former fire district. The
governments were consgolidated
more than five years ago.

In the section already review-
ed, the commission sald it feels
some of the definitions, con-
cerning commercial develop-
ment should be tightened.

The question was also posed
as to where to draw the line on
limitations of home occupa-
tions, The recommendation is
that such occupations be lmit-
ed to those directly related to
domestic crafts, It is also
recommended that such occupa-
tions be allowed on a limited
basis,

The proposed regulations
would allow limited commercial
development in  multi-family
complexes., The Zoning Com-
mission did not favor this
recommendation and suggested
that it be eliminated and to
keep such complexes strictly
residential,

A suggestion concerning how
much Iand is needed to support
one horse was also discussed nt
length by the commission, The
proposed ordinances called for
on acre, and the commission
asked that [t be ralsed to lwo,
The Tolland County Agricultur-
a2l Center says one-half acre is
sufficient,

John McAlmont, town plan-

ner, who drew up the new or-
dinance, sald any changes
adopted will affect only new
areas, They will not affect any
existing ones.

Concerning. moblle homes, the
commission felt such develop-
ments should be serviced by a
community or public waler sup-
ply and should be on a sewer
line.

Some of the proposed regula-
tions still to be reviewed will
involve the height and size of
buildings, size and area of lots,
the percentage of a lot a build.
ing may occupy and the density
of population.

The proposed regulations will
also go to the Planning Com-
mission for review and recom-
mendations. A plan of develop-
ment for the entire town was
approved two years ago.

McAlmont said the proposed
regulations will probably go to
n public hearing some time in
the [all.

Socialist  Chancellor willy
Brandt's conservative opposl-
tion, the Christian Democrats,
have been charging that the
proposed treaty’s rocognition of
Germany's postwar eastern bor-
ders gives away the govern-
ment's chief bargaining point
without getting enough in re-
turn. But an article Sunday in
Pravda, the Soviet Communist
party newspaper, indicated a
chilly reception for the amend-
ments Scheel worked up to
counter the Christian Democrat-
ic argument.

Speaking of “the increased
activity of right-wing, revenge-
seeking circles on Bonn" just be-
fore Scheel's visit, Pravda said
“practical results depend on
how far the West German gov-
ernment will show readiness to
respect the situation that has
developed in Europe after the
war—the immutabllity of the
present European frontiers, the

Vilbrin Slaying Trial
Enters Second Week

The trial of John F. Nazaroff of Manchester, charged
with manslaughter in connection with the January

shooting of George Vilbrin,

also of Manchester, enters

its second week tomorrow in Hartford County Superior

Court.

Prosecuting Asst. State Atty.
Joseph F. 8kelley Jr. expects to
complete the state's case by
noon tomorrow. Judge Anthony
J. Armentano and a jury of six
men and six women have al
ready heard the testimony of
several witnesses.

Nazaroff, 27, allegedly shot
and killed Vilbrin, 32, during
a street argument that followed
a traffic accident Jan. 5. The
incldent occurred at about
10:30 p.m., shortly after cars
driven by Nazaroff and Vilbrin
collided at the Spruce and Oak
St. intersection

Police, attracted to the scene
by women's screams, found Vil-
brin lying in a plle of snow
bleeding, and Nazaroff sitting in
his car nearby. Vilbrin was pro-
nounced dead on arrival at Man.
chester Memorial Hoapital.

A coroner's Inquest late In
February found that the colli-
sion occurred when Nazeroff
tried to intercept Vilbrin. Both
were [following Nazerolf’s es-
tranged wife In separate cars,

Deputy Coroner Willlam J.
Shea Jr. found that after the
collision, Vilbrin first attacked
Nazaroff as the latter tried to
get back into his car. Nazaroff
then allegedly pulled & plstol
from under his dashboard, and
fired three or four shots at Vil-
brin.

The cause of death was given
as multiple gunshot wounds in
the chest and arms, Internal in-
juries, and a fractured left arm.

Nazaroff was originally
charged with first degree mur-
der, but the charge was later
lowered to second degree. On
March 18, the manslaughter
charge was filed, after an 18
member grand jury refused to

A partment Density Rules

On PZC Agenda Tonight

The Planning and Zoning
Commission is slated to con-
sider adopting {ts proposed
new density regulations for
apartments at a technical ges-

slon tonight in the Municipal
Building. Three petitions, which
have previously been heard, and
two plan change requests are
also up for PZC action. .

The density proposal is de-
signed to reduce and standard-
ize the number of apartments
allowed on & given tract in all
zones. The proposal was the
subject of a lengthy and large-
ly attended public hearing early
this month, during which more
than a dozen residents spoke
for and aguinst tighter regula-
tions in nearly equal numbers,

Basically, those in favor of
the changed regulations saw
them as beneficial to the order-
ly growth of the town, while
those opposed feared that tight-
ening the regulations would yn-
duly restrict the development
of low and moderate cost spart-
ment housing in town.

PZC Chairman M. Adler Dob-
kin stated that the new rules
are designed only to provide
for orderly growth, and are not
intended to be discriminatory.

Dobkin also indicated at the
hearing that the regulations
were nol necessarily in their fi-
nal form and might be locsened
somewhat before their adoption.

As proposed, they would
standardize the nuomber of
apartments in all zones, by lim-
iting the maximbm floor area
1o 15 per cent of the total site,

The regulations now in effect
allow for different densities in
tie various zones, and nre based
upon units per acre: 10 units {n
an A zone, 14 in a R zone, and
«7 to a C or Business zone. The
sumber of bedrooms allowed
per acre is not regulated.

The proposed 15 per cent rule,
however, would sel apartment
maximums of 10 unitc of one
bedroom per acre, 8 of two bed-

reoms, 7 of three bedrooms, and
3 of four bedrooms.

Bank Lobby
In Gotham

NEW YORK (AP) — A bomb
exploded in the lobby of the
Bank of America building early
today, ruining some nuu-ble and
a couple of windows,

Michael Thomas Tureck said
it also spofled some breakfasts
and came close to getting him,

Tureck, 05, 2 bakery delivery
man, pulled up outside the bank
in Manhattan's financial district
about 8:26 a.m. He was running
2 lttle late,

“I don't kmow whether that's
good or bad," he sald later,

He took a box of cakes and bag
of rolla into the lobby leading
into the bullding. A bank en-
trance leads off the lobby.

“Usually, the guard on duty
comes to the door and opens it,"
he sald. '“This morning, he
wasn' there. I was just about to
press the button when I looked
down anlongside the wall near
the door.

"I saw what looked like a
brown leather valise to me,' he
seld. “Then I smelled a strong
odor and I saw this smoke coin-
ing from the bag. I knew some-
thing was wrong and I made &
right-about-face.

“I was no more than ubout 5
to 10 feet away when this thing
exploded,” Tureck sald. “I
threw my cakes and the bag of
rolls in the alr, as It practically
pushed me out of the place."

"I couldn't hear for a few se¢-
onds,” added Tureck, who sald
he felt a bit shaken and was
going to see his doctor. No one
else was injured in the blast,

Bomb section detectives later
found a two-inch metal cap they
sald probably came from a pipe
bomb, along with Cuban and
Viet Cong flags. In the lobby, o
slab of marble was smashed
and glass was broken there and
in a restaurant window ncross
the street.

Surveying the wreckage, Tur-
eck declared: ‘‘Well, they won't
get any rolls and caks this
morning.

‘“We have no fear in admitting
our responsibility and stating
our problems before the people
in view of the confidence that
we have,’” the prime minister
declared,

Castro spoke at the end of &

Pickett, Stanley Propose
Plans to Ease Tax Burden

Suggestions to help the indi.
vidusl taxpayer were made over
the weekend by two Democratic
state senators seeking the post
of Congressman from the Sec-
" ond District in the coming Nov-
ember election.

John Pickett of Middlgtown Is
the party-endorsed candidate for
the post and Willilam Stanley of
Norwich is the primary chal-
lenger.

Pickett suggested national
standardization of welfare pay-
ments to “help reduce the stag-
gering financial burden now car-
ried by the Connecticut taxpay-
m‘vi
Pickett blamed much of the
growth of welfare payments
over the past 20 years on the
steady influx of poor people
from states and territories with
grossly inadequate welfare sys-
tems. He said the payments
have grown from $26.4 milllon
to a projected $181.8 miilion by
next year.

‘“It's time for the other states
to face up to their responsibilit-
ies and to provide adequate help
to their people,” Pickett stated,
He explained that the time Is
coming when Connecticut will no
longer be able to support vast
numbers of welfare recliplents
from outside its borders.

Pickett emphasized that he In
no way seeks restrictions on the
poor, the sick and the unemploy-
ed already living in this state,
but rather seeks to improve the
services being offered to Con-
necticut residents.

Praining the state for being
among other states with “a
soul,” Pickett sald, however,
that there is a lUmit to how
much longer Connecticut resi-
dents can afford to foot the bill
for everyone else,

““Unless the federal govern.
ment takes attion, the poor
people of this nation will ‘con.
tinue to be abused, A family
shouldn't be forced to move
from their home in order to get
adaquate food and shelter. This
i8 cruelty, pure and simple,’’
Pickett concluded.

Tax on U.S.

A recommendation that the
federal government pay local
taxes or at least make payment
in leu of taxes on federal in-
stallations was made to a group
of his supporters by Democratic
State Sen, William B. Stanley.

Stanley told the supporters,
from the New London area, that
he has been working with ship-
yard officials for many months
in an attempt to save the

Thamesa Shipyard in that town.
He sald he hopes that the ef-
forts will be succeasful.

Referring to the fact that
every town has a post office
which s served by local police
and fire protection, Stanley sug-
gested that there should be
more meaningful contribution to
the communities for post offices
and other federal installations.

WABHINGTON (AP) — The
House may decide today wheth-
er to junk its anclent rule per-
mitting members to vote secret-
Iy on many major issues.

The test will come on an
amendment to abolish the teller
vote, the practice of counting
members walking between two
colleagues, No names are re-
corded.

A formidable cosalition of Re-
publicans and Democrats sup-
port the amendment to a 140-
page congressional reorganiza-
tion bill which the House has
been considering off and on for
two weeks,

The Teller vote is used during
consideration of amendments

when the House sits as a com-

mittee,

Roll-call votes are not allowed
at such times unless an amend-
ment is approved. An amend-
ment deféated normaeally cannot
be voted on by later roll-call,

The proposed change would
require members to be recorded
by name on future teller voles if
at least 20 of those present de-
mand {t. No longer would a
member be able to vote against
major amendments and keep
his action from the official
record.

Another pending amendment
backed by a smaller coalition
would permit recording of votes
and attendance during House
sessions by electronics or elec-
trical equipment,

Crime Causes Unknown,

Study by UN Concludes

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y.
(AP) — A new U.N, report says
that despite long investigation,
the experts still do not know
what causes crime.

“Despite the years of exten-
sive and Intensive study and re-
search in many countries, the
vital factors causing crime still
escape unequivocal, posilive
identification," says a paper
prepared by the U.N. Becretari.
at.

‘For nearly every factor
known to be associated with de-
linquency, from ‘broken homes'
and mental deficlency to over-
crowding, delinquent subcul
tures, child neglect and poverty,
it 1s still possible to show at
least as many young people sub-
jected to such conditions who do
not commit crime as those who
do."

The paper is titled *‘Social De-
fense Policles in Relation to De-
velopment Planning. It lsts as
“the main aspects of develop-
ment which have been thought'
potentially crime-indueing: Ur-
banization, industrialization,
population growth, migration
‘rom farm to city and techno-
logical change.

Urbanization, it explains,
means more ‘‘uncontrolied chil-
dren on the streets of a town"
and “implies more opportunities
for crime with less risk of detec-
tion and a disturbing juxtaposi-
tion of affluence and poverty

“The effect of industrializa-
tton on crime I8 spild to be
through other factors: ... offer-
ing work to women who then
may not be able to give proper
care to their children ...,
young people being attracted to
town when there is still not suf-
ficient work to go around, ..

“Excessive population growth
leads to crime by adding weight
to the burden on the wage earn-
er, overcrowding small houses,
outgrowing school facilities ., .

‘However . . , moet of these
influences have provoked en-
deavor and greatness as well as
delinquency. It depends on the
person."

Though crime in general
grows as a country develops,
the paper states, ‘“‘the propor-
tionate difference between male

Chillocc;the Learns Value
Of Caring and Working

CHILLICOTHE, Ohlo (AP)—
The story of “a community that
cared and worked together.'*

That's how the Chillicothe Go-
zette described the overcoming
of an economic crisia that
threatened this city of 286,000
Oho's firat capital.

The crisls developed in May
when the city's second biggest
employer, Wear-Ever Alumi-
num Inc., said it would close be-
cause {ts operations had bcome
uneconomical, .

The potential severity of this
loss of 850 jobs was increased
Iater when the largest employer
announced an 800-man cutback,

Chillicothe fought back with
public appeals and a newspaper
campaign. It led to the involve-
ment of Gov. James A, Rhodes,
an intra-union dispute and the
forefeiture of a pay hike and
benefit increase by Wear-Ever's
employes,

Now It looks like Wear-Ever
will stay.

‘It showed an unusual com-
munity effort,”” ssld Robert
Schaefer, president and publish-
er of the Gazette.

“Community leaders stepped
in when the thing was dead. A
community somewhat compla-
cent about industrial growth be-
came alert to ita problems,"
sald Schaefer, who worked publ-
lcly and privately to save the
plant,

But It almost didn’t come off.

When Wear-Ever, a subsidi-
ary of Aluminum Co, of Ameri-
ca, sald it would shut down un-
less its employea agreed to fore.
go the increases due them under
their contract, the unlon refused
at first to negotiate the matter,

Wear-Ever President John 8.
Hamilton said the 70-acre plant,
which makes aluminum cooking
utensils, was suffering finan-
clally because of the 1988 con-
tract with Locnl 110 of the Alu-
minum Worker International
Union, AFL-CIO.

Hamlillon said Wear-Ever was
running at least §1 an hour
more in wages and benefits than
its competitors, who do not nec-
essarily use aluminum, and did
not have to meet the nationwide
aluminum workers pay scale.

As a result, he sald, “We had
to seek certain adjustments In
wages 1o make us more compet-
itive or not be able to continue
in busineas.”

At Issue wns a pay ralse and
fringe” benefits increase adding
about 15 cents an hour to em-
ployea' paychecks. The hikes
would cost the firm about
$500,000.

After finally ngrecing to ne-
gotinte, the 450-member local
rejected the company's proposal
May 28 by a vote of 384-2,

CHICAGO (AP) — Officials
say labor disputes and & home
construction slump have ham-
pered the 'Chicago Plan,' &
program designed to get more
black workers into the building

The federal government
hoped the plan would be a mod-
@l for other U.S. cities to copy.
Launched last January, its goal
was to provide 4,000 jobs this
year for minority workers. So
far, only 150 Negroes have been
included In the first group hired
to undergo training with an op-
erating engineers union.

Fred Hubbard, director of the
project, says labor disputes and
the economic sgueeze on build-
ing ‘“‘unquestionably hurt the
Chicago Plan.”

“Finding 4,000 jobs for minor-
ity group workers this summer
would be & miracle,” he sald. I
have no doubt that eventually it
can be done, but how can people
expéct miracles?"!

Thomas J. Nayder, sccré-
tary - treasurer of the Chi-

cago Bullding Trades Council
and a member of the Chicago
Plan executive board, also at-
tributes the hiring delays to a
slump in the building industry,
particularly home construction.

Nayder says, however, that
progress continues to be made
in finding jobs for minority
group workers who can qualify
as journeymen, partly skilled
workers or apprentices. He says
delays have been encountered
mostly in finding jobs for the
least-skilled of minority groups.

The Chicago Plan recelved its
impetus last summer when the
Coalition for United Community
Action, a group of 81 black com-
munity organizations, shut down
$80 million worth of construction
projects to focus attention on
their demands for acceptance
into Chicago's 19 building trades
unjons, The Coalition said only
3,000 Negroes were employed in
90,000 construction jobs,

Similar protests were made
by black workers In Pittsburgh,
Los Angeles and Philadelphia,

To avert the work stoppages,
and with the strong persuasion
of Mayor Richard J. Daley, the
building unions and contractors
agreed to negotiate with repre-
sentatives of the coalition who
were demanding an immediate

LANSING, Mich, (AP) —
Gov. Willlam Milliken has
signed a law that permits any-
on to file suit to protect the air,
water and other natural re-
sources. Not even the state is
{mmune from court action.

In signing the bill Monday,
Milliken sald Michigan is the
.only state to have such a law:
He urged other governors to
support such legislation in their
states. A similar measure also
has been introduced in Con-
gress,

Under the new law's sweeping
provisions, effective Oct, 1, &
citizen could ask the courts to
shut down & company for con-
taminating a waterway, chal-
lenge regulations of state agen-
cles as too lenient toward indus-
try, or sue & neighbor for foul-
ing the air with a trash burner.

Circuit courts, in addition to
having the power to grant in-
junctions and impose conditions
to stop pollution, may even di-
rect governmental units to up-
grade standards it finda defi-
cient,

Until now, court antipollution
actions could be filed only by
those suffering a personal loss.

The Michigan Chamber of
Commerce opposed the new
law, arguing that it was best to
leave jurisdiction over poliution
in the hands of agencles trained
for the work.

Chamber President Harry
Hall sald most industries are

doing all they can to fight pollu-
tion and “‘people who think this
lay in itself will stop pollution
will be disappointed.”

The bill provides that a judge
may require $500 surety bond to
be posted by the accuser, the
aim being to discourage a flood
of frivolous suits.

Also designed to reduce the
number of suits is a bar to re-
peated court complaints in a
single situation.

Sea Dumping
Held Threat
Along Coast

WASHINGTON (AP) —Gar-
bage dumped into ocean watera
off New York City threatens to
create an “environmentsl Pearl
Harbor,” Rep. Richard L. Ottin-
ger told Congress today.

New sclentific data show that
a 21-mile-square patch of pollut-
ed water—dubbed the '‘Dead
Sea' because of damage o ma-
rine life—-is spreading toward
New York and New Jersey
ghores at the rate of & mile a
year, Ottinger sald in remarks
for the House fisheries and wild-
life subcommittee,

Ottinger, New York's Demo-
cratic candidate for the Senate,
sald the northern edge of the
polluted area now extends to
within 10 miles of Néw York
City beaches,

“In February of this year we
were in possession of acientific
evidence proving the existence of
an ecological catastrophe in our
coastal waters,” Ottinger said.
“Today, six months and at least

four studies later, we know the
only change is that the disaster
is growing—and the administra-
tion's only proposal is more
study.”

Witnesses for the Interior De-
partment urged the subcommit-
tee Monday to defer action on &
blll to restrict ocean dumping
until a study on the problem
reaches President Nixon's desk.

Subcommittee Chairman John
D. Dingell, D-Mich, accused the
administration of fool-dragging
and promised quick approval of
the bill

Ottinger urged that Congress
act to halt dumping in all coast-
al waters of the United Btates

"“The immediate crisis is local
but the problem is national, and
even perhaps International In
scope,' he sald,

Ottinger sald the US Army
Corps of Engineers now allows
dumping of sewage, siudge,
dredge soll and industrial waste
in 210 coastal areas—61 off the
East Coast, 26 in the Gulf of
Mexico, 17 off the West Coast
